How shall He be seen here
in the earth? As all the members fall
into their true place in relation to one
another and to Him. Read and see how
in this chapter, the gifts, the nine gifts
of the Spirit are compared to the work-

" ing of the various members of a human
‘body. The working of miracles,

the
word of wisdom, in a gift, the word of
knowledgé in a gift, the workings of
prophecy, the different kind of tongues;
the interpretation, faith as a gift, the
gift of healing, etc., are worked not
by the members in whom they are vest-

o

ed, but by the Spirit in whom they have
been badtized into one body.
The Spirit's Presence in the Assembly.

“All these worketh that one and the
self-same Spirit.” He, the Holy Ghost,
expressing the Head, as He works one
and then another member in their par-
ticular gift. It is true we have already
little beginnings of many of the gifts,
bursting among 'us like the early spring
blossoms in a garden, and we sometimes
get a glimpse of their varied use, but we
have not advanced into midsummer’s
heat and all its regal luxuriance of blos-
som. Have you not seen the gathering
wave in the Spirit’s power, when some
brother or sister, without fresh anoint-
ing, was frittering the precious time of
the meeting with sapless talk. Then
suddenly upon us all burst a message
in tongues, the sapless speaker (and he
or she might be on the platform), ar-
rested before the Spirit's voice, the
whole congregation retired into God for
interpretation, for without that united
hanging on Him they need not expect
to receive it. Thus the whole assembly
was thrust back upon God, and whether
He gave at that time interpretation or
not, by this united simple dependence
upon God the body had come afresh into
the Audience Chamber of the King, and
without any human rebuke or impa-

" tience, the flesh was halted and in sweet-

ness the Spirit ruled once more, and with
accelerated power.

Again, when a false spirit had gotten
hold and some false message was going
forth, he or she in whom was the gift
of discernment of spirit, was powerfully
energized of the Spirit, and led some-
times almost blindfolded—by charade
or sacred pantomine—or message from
the Lord to cry out against the sham,
and God brought all to light and read-
justed. But we have searcely touched
the outmost rim of all of this or any of
the gifts; notwithstanding Scripture
says that the Holy Ghost is not now
“given moderately” as in the days when
Pater in the gift of discernment of spirits

in the working of the Spirit, dealt so

significantly with Ananias and Sapphira.

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Overcoming The. World, The Flesh
And The Devil

An Address By Pastor A. G. Ward

(Continued from last issue.)

Our third enemy is ourselves. It is
because we are so ill acquainted with
ourselves that we do not consider our-
gelves an enemy to ourselves, Someone
asked Captian T. in London, after he had
been saved from society and gin, this
question:- “Captain T. what have you
found to be your greatest enemy since
you were converted?’”’ He dropped his
head and after a woment's thought, said,
“Well, I guess myself.”

1 want to speak first of your bad self
and then later we will speak of your
good sgelf, Oh, when will we consent 1o
put this bad self out of husiness? Don’t
you think you could afford to get rid of
it tonight? “Well,” you say,“Yes I
would like to.”” Then why don’t you do
it? You say, “How can I do it?” The
best way I know to do a thing is to do it,
but you will not make much-headway as
long as you work at it like Nero of old
did when he tried to commit suicide, He
drove a dagger into himself several times
but always was careful to avoid striking
any of the vitals. T have seen a great
many Neros bplaying the same game.
They.get under conviction and they come
out to the altar and say “they are going
to the hottom® and give themselves a tre-
mendous dig but it does not get any-
where near the vitals, They get up a
little more courage and give themselves
another dig on this side and say, “I will
make a finigh of it now,” and the saints
say, ""They have gone to the boltom now
and the great transaction is done,” and
they shove them into an experience they
are no more ready for than I am for a
trip to the moon.

Why are there so many failures in
Pentecost, to say nothing of the many
failures in other religious institutions?
There are too many abgrtions; too many
premature Pentecosts. It is our miger-
ahle human sympathy that keeps peaple
from getting down to the bottom and
getting rid of themselves. Some years
ago people came to a certain me,g_t.ing for
healing and among the number was a
woman who had not been able tp kneel
for years. When the time came to deal
with her, th® leader of the meeting said,
“Kneel, sister.”” Her friends gathered
around and said, ‘“Oh mno, she cannot
kneel, she has not been ahle to kneel for
years.”’ He said again, “Kneel, sister,”
and her friends again insisted that she
could not kneel, for she had not knelt for
years, Then the leader threw up his

 arms and commanded the friends to

Jeave the room, and when he had gotten
these sympathizers out of the room, he
said, “Now sister, in. the Name of Jesus
Christ, kneel.”” And she obeyed the com-
~ mand and knelt before God, and God
 proved that man had authority from
Christ, for she was able to kneel, and
was healed, ;
1t you will come to the altar now and
- get rid of yourself, (it might take you

until morning), but it would be the best
night’'s work you ever did. If you get
rid of vour bad self you will need then
to have yvour good self attended to. Oh
yves, it is quite as important that vou
have your good self put out of business
as your bad self. You will find that just
as your bad sell needed crucifying, so
your good self needs cleansing. God
wants you to get rid of your good self
and know nothing but Jesus.

How are we to overcome? We are
provided with weapons that will prove
all that we need if we will use them. 1
will not enlarge on this point, but only
stop to mention three of these weapons.
First, the Word of God. Oh, what a
mighty weapon it is, how it will enable
vou to overcome. I am sure that we
have not as ‘deep an appreciation for
God's Word as we should have. You
will remember that in that great conflict
that Jesus had with the enemy He de-
feated him three times over by saying,
“It is written.” We cannot afford to be
ignorant of this book. I am sure a great-
er and fuller knowledge of God's Word
would prove the greatest preventive of
error, and enable us to gain many a vict-
ory instead of being defeated, for the
Word is the sword of the Spirit. May
I tell you how much I value the Word of
God. T value it this much, that if an
impression or a conviction should seize
my heart and T felt that not to yield to it
would mean death, and yet I knew there
was in God's Word one verse contrary to
that convietion,.I would die rather than
vield to any impression that was contrary
to the Word of God. We charge God
with such foolish things. If T had to be-
lieve that my Lord has really been res-
ponsible for all that the people have
charged him with during the last twelve
vears, I am sure I would be quite asham-
ed of Him and I am afraid I would never
muster up courage enough to preach for
Him again. We have charged Him with
the most foolish things, and if we had

* known the Bible as we should, we would

have known better than to do this.

The second weapon to use in order to
overcome is the Name of Jesus. ‘““The
Name of the Lord is a strong tower: the
righteous runneth into it, and is safe.”
(Prov. 18:10). There is power in the
Name of Jesus that we havesnever dream
Name of Jesus that we have ncver
dreamed of yet. When you are facing

the foe with all the forces of hell raging-
. about you, if you will just stand and re-

peat the Name of Jesus, you will find
that these foes will give way and you
will be brought off more than conqueror.
Next is the blood-of Christ. I do not
speak of the blood in the sense that it is

" a sort of magic power by which we can

charm away imps, but I mean that there
is a salvation through the blood and
‘deliverance through the blood, and it
is a mighty weapon when it is exercised
in faith. 4 !

o
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The Reward for Overcoming.

I'irst, we are to eat of the tree of life.
“He hath an ear, let him hear what the
Spirit saith unto the churches; To him
that overcometh will I give to eat of the
tree of life, which is in the midst of the
paradise of God,”’ (Rev. 2:7.) Whatever
else that may imply, it certainly does
imply living with God eternally. Can
you conceive what that will mean, to
live eternally with God?

Then I note further that we are to eat
of the hidden manna, “To him that over-
cometh will I give to eat of the hidden
manna, (Rev 2:17). This implies sec-
ret pleasures in God’s sanctuary above.
We are enjoying just a little of these
pleasures here, but I am sure it is true
that we are only getting a little drop
of joy out of the great ocean of joy thau
we shall shortly drop into. There ,are
pleasures undreamed of in store for the
overcomer, for the folk who prove vie-
tors.

Then, I note further that we are to be
confessed before the angels, and before
the Father. ‘‘He that overcometh, the
same shall be clothed in white raiment;
and I will not blot out his name out of
the book of life, but I will confess his
name before my Father, and before his
angels (Rev. 3:5). I feel like saying
that notwithstanding the fact that I am
saved and have begn for many years, and
notwithstanding the fact that I have re-
ceived other experiences which I prize
and appreciate more than life, I some~
times wonder if when I at last reach the
point where I am able to defy the lawa
of gravitation and find myself going ap
to meet my Lord who has come down
from Heaven to call me to the Bridal
chamber, and I mount up until T come to
the city Foursquare, and at last I find
myself in the e¢ity whose builder and
maker is God, and T find T am being
thrust into the midst of the Heavenly
Society, whose splendor is beyond any-
thing that I have ever realized, if
there will 'nmot just e¢ome fo my¥
heart a feeling of unpreparedness,
if I will not feel perhaps after all
this is no place for me. But the minute
after my living Lord, the Bridegroom of
my soul, announces before that great
Assembly that T with others have become '
His Bride, and He confesses me before
the Father and the Angels, I am sure
that from that moment I will never
question my right to a place in that city.

I notice further that as a part of our
reward we shall have the Morning Star
given us. “And I will give him the Morn=
ing Star” (Rev. 2:28). Jesus is the
Morning Star. But has He not given
Himself to us already? Yes, it is true
that He has, but not in the sense that
He will give Himself to us on that
morning that is so soon to break. Years
ago after wooing the heart of her who
is now my wife, I succeeded in getting
her to a quiet place where I told her my
story of love and won her consent to
wed this sort of traveling evangelist. (It
was a great undertaking on her part. I
hope she has not regretted it). That
very hour I gave myself to her and she
gave herself to me, From that moment
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it never occurred to me to seek the heart
or hand of another maiden.

A few months later, after she had re-
turned to her home and made the necess-
ary preparations. I joined her, and the
presiding elder came to the home and as
we stood side by side, he asked the nec-
essary questions and we responded fav-
orably. In that hour I gave myself to her
in a deeper sense than I ever had before,
. and she gave up her friends and home
and gave up her name and accepted
mine. Now while Jesus has given Him-
self to us and we have given ourselves
to Him and repeated over and over that
we belong to Him and not another, yet
in the morning of joy, Jesus intends
giving Himself to us in a deeper, fuller,
richer sense than He has ever done be-
fore.

Then, “we are to have power over the
nations.” They have power over us now.
We had a proof of this during the days
of the war. In our country there were a
number of yvoung men known as ‘‘con-
scientious objectors.” But all that they
received in return for their conscientious
objections was from two to ten years in
the Penitentiary. The nation had power
over them. But the order of things will
change shortly, the present order of
thinge will not continue forever. Short-
ly she who is the Bride of Christ will
control things, .

I notice further that we are to have a
seat in the Throne. Forisome years I
have not been able to join very heartily
in that song, ““I belong to the Bridal pro-
cession.” I do not belong to the Bridal
procession, and I shall be tremendously
disappointed if I should have to stand
around the Throne or in the suburbs of
the Throne, when I can be seated in the
Throne with Jesus.

1 wish to advance this thought that
I believe there is one other thing in store
for the overcomer that will be worth
all that we have ever gone through'in
this life of conflict, I believe this, that
on Coronation Day it will fall to the lot
of the Bride to lead in a chorus that wil
ring and ring and ring throughout the
entire New Jerusalem until the whole
city will vibrate from end to end with
the sound of the song. You cannot ap-
preciate what that will mean unless you
turn to the book of choruses and read
of the different songs that will be sung
on that day, and then, if I am correct
in saying it, after all these have been
sung the bride comes forth and leads in
a song that awill eclipse all the other
singers. I am sure it will be worth
while.

Let me give you briefly some of these
songs. There is John’s solo. “unto him
that loved us, and washed us from our
sing in his own blood, And hath made us
kings and priests unto God his Father;
to him be glory and dominion for eve:
and ever. Amen.” This is followed by
a quartette. ““And the four beasts had
each of them six wings about him; and
- they were full of eyes within: and they
rest not day and night, saying, Holy,
holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which
 was and is, and is to come” (Rer. 4:8).
~ This is followed by a sextuple quartette.
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“The four and twenty elders fall down
before him that sat on the throne, and
worship him that liveth forever and ever
and cast their crowns before the throne,
saying, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to
receive glory and honour, and power:
for thou hast created all things, and for
thy pleasure they are and were created"
(Rev. 4:10,11).

Then the angels hegin to sing. their
chorus. ‘“‘And I beheld, and I heard the
voice of many angels round about the
throne and the beastsand the elders: and
the number of them was ten thousand
times ten thousand, and thousands of
thousands; Saying aith a loud voice,
Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to re-
ceive power, and riches, and wisdom
and strength and honour, and glory, and
blessing' (Rev. 5:11-12). Then they
are followed by the Creation chorus.
“And every creature which is in heaven
and on the earth, and under the earth,
and suech as are in the sea, and all that
are in them, heard 1 saying, Blessing,
and honour, and glory, and power, be
unto him
and unto the Lamb for ever and ever,
(Rev. 5:13 ), :

The Martyrs’ Chorus comes next.
“After this I beheld, and, lo, a great
multitude, which no man-could number,
of all nations, and kindreds, and people
and tongues, stood before the throne,
and before the Lamb, clothed with white
robes, and palms in their hands: and
cried with a loud voice, saying, sal-
vation to our God which sitteth upon
the throne, and unto the Lamb"”
(Rev, 7:9, 10). Then you have the
chorus of the pure ones. ‘““And I heard
a voice from heaven, as the voice of
many wakers, and as the voice of a
great thunder; and I heard the voice ot
harpers harping with their harps: And
they sung before the throne, and before
the four beasts, and the (:l_xlnré: and no
man could learn that song but the hund-
red and forty and four thousand, which
were redeemed from the earth (Rev, 12:
2,3

This is followed by the Victor's chorus,
“And I saw as it were a sea of glass min-
gled with fire: and them that had goften
the victory over the beast, and his image,

and over his mark, and over the number

of his name, stand on the sea of glass,
having the harps of God. And they sing
the song of Moses the servant of God
and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great
and marvelous are thy works, Lord God
Almighty; just and true are thy ways,
thou King of saints. Who shall not fear
thee, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for
thou only art holy: for all nations shall
come and worship before thee; for thy
judgments are made. manifest’” (Rev.
15:2-4).

And then the Halleujah Chorus.
““And a voice came out -of the throne,
saying, Praise our God, all ye his serv-
anfs and ye that fear him, both small
and great. And I heard as it were the
voice of a great multitude, and as the
voice of mighty thunderings, saying,
Alleluda: for the Liord God omnipotent
reigneth. Let us be glad and rejoice,
and give honour to him for the mar-

that sitteth upon the throne,
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riage of the Lamb is come and his wife
hath made her self ready’” (Rev. 19:
5-T).

What does “make herself ready”
mean? It means this, that after she has
been saved and cleansed and baptized in
the Spirit, she has yielded herself to a
deep interior cruecifixion of her fine parts
such as was not necessary in order to
insure her a place in Heaven, but such
as was necessary in order to insure her
a place in the Throne. She hath made
herself ready to be united in bonds of
Heavenly wedlock with her Heavenly
Bridegroom: and ready to move to the

front of the stage and lead all others in

this chorus, “All hail the power of Jesus’
Name, let angels prostrate fall, Bring
forth the royal diadem and crown Him
Lord of all.” And will you do it now,
will you crown Him Lord of all, now?
Come along, let us crown Him Lord of
all, Lord of evervthing you have and
e\'ery.tlliug you hope to have.

THE KEY IN THE POCKET.

In these days of awful
apostasy, when men are
discounting, belittling
and rejecting the atoning
blood of our Lord, we,
who trust in it alone for salvation
and preservation, need to be careful
lest in our over-anxiety to honor and
exalt the precious blood we do not un-
wittingly dishonor and debase it by the
frreverent way in which we sometimes
refer to it, thoughtlessly using expres-
gions, which, while correct enough in
themselves, may become common place
and hackneyed, and lose their force.
The blood of the crucified Redeemer
is, we know, the sole foundation of our
hope; the procuring cause of everything
pertaining to our salvation, and the only
remedy for sin and its attendant evils;
but let us guard against making an un-

warranted use of the word blood, acting-

as though there was some mysterious
virtue in the oft-repeated use of fit,
whereby we may think to charm away
evil, and frighten the devil, something
after the manner of our Catholic friends
who so freguently resort to the use of
the sign of the cross.

How common it is at altar services,
times of special prayer for the sick, the
casting out of demons, and other occa-
sions, to hear such expressions as: “Get
under the blood! Cover us with the
hlood! Cover the place with the blood,
Lord! Xeep under the blood! Put it
under the blood; and Plead the blood,
Plead the blood!” ¢

These expressioms, while not out of
harmony with the truth, may be quite
, superfluons, and often out of place.

' Such expressions in the New Testa-
ment ag “the blood of sprinkling,” and
“the sprinkling of the blood of Jesus
Christ,”” together with references to the
instructions given to the children of Is-
rael on the night of the .passover in
Bgypt, might seem to warrant the use
of some of the expressions we have re-
ferred to; but since the precious blood
of Christ (of which the sprinkled blood
that night, was a type) has been shed
in fulfillment, we'do not require to keep

, lightly
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on attempting to sprinkle the blood up-
on the door posts and lintels of these
blood-washed human temples. But
should we fail or sin, our only resort is
to the blood.

Many are not aware of the fact that
not one of these very familiar expres-
sions (whose abuse we are calling in
guestion) can be found anywhere in the
Jible, nor is there any example or ex-
hortation given by the apostles for the
use of such terms.”

The blood of our Lord Jesus Christ
is entirely too sacred a thing to be so
bandied about as it sometimes
is on the lips of many who by their ir-
reverent and fleshly familiarity with
Christ and divine things, unthinkingly
dishonor God,

Again, our attitude toward God, His
truth and the blood, may be correct and
should be, and yet our relationship to
these—the all important thing—may
not be correspondingly right, and the
scriptural attitude for us to take who
are in right relationship to God in order
to secure all the benefits of the provis-
ion of the atonement is given in 1st
John 1:7, where we read, “If we walk
in the light as He (God) is in the light,
we have fellowship one with another
and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son,
cleanseth us from all sin.” Here we gee
that our sheltering and covering of the
blood is contingent upon our walking
in the light. This greatly simplifies
the matter.

If we walk in the light we are cov-
ered with the blood, and remain under
it as we continue to walk in the light
without resorting to such methods as
“pleading the blood,” and using like
expressions, oft repeated, as a kind of
formulated petition to the Lord to have
Him do what is already being done as
we walk in obedience; but should we in-
advertantly fail or even consciously sin,
we “have an advocate with the Father,
even Jesus Christ the righteous,” that
we may not be in despair on the one
hand, nor presume on the provisions
of the atoning blood on the other hand,
for John says, “These things I write un-
to you little children that ye sin not.”

1 would be afraid to hold the Lora’s
moniey. Nearly all those who do so get
ia trouble, They often think they need
it, and borrow it without God’s consent,
and God seldom lets such a deal pros-
per. Then in the parable of our Lord,
ena whom He trusted laid up his Lord’s
money and did not use it for his Master,
and when the Lord returned, He said,
“Phou wicked servant. Why gavest thou
not my money into the bank, that at
my coming I might have required mine
own with interest?’” He might say the
same to us, if we withhold His money
from His cause.

Of course if we know positively that
werthy workers are coming soon to our
tewn and that they need help, and God
go leads, we can put it in there for Him.
But often the devil, through their self-
ighness, just to hold the money a little
longer, tempts people to hold God's
money on the plea that it is not needed
at home. The wisest and safest plan is
te keep God’s money at work for Him.
We try sometimes to build a work in
pur home town when God is not with us
im it, and we waste God’'s money on a
place that may never be capable of sug-
taining an assembly,

#11. Is there any record in the Bible
or elsewhere of the death of John, the
writer of Revelation?

The Bible is not a book of death ree-
ords. It contains no record of the death
of most of the apostles and noné of John.

There is now no certain authentic his*

tory of the death of John, but tradition
says he is the only one of the apostles
who died a natural death, and that after
his banishment to the Isle of Patmos he
returned to Ephesus, Asia Minor, and
died there in a ripe old age, with the
blessing of the Lord upon him.

812. T have received the Spirit, and
spoken in other tongues, but never have
been down under God’s power, or had
the fire some have. Do yom think T
have the fulness of the baptism? Does
one have to go down under the power
to get what the apostles had?

You evidently have received the bap-
tism, but you may not have the fulness
of it. No scripture indicates that it is
necessary to fall under the power of
thp Spirit in order to get the baptism
as the apostles had it. It is not a ques-
tion of falling or not falling. Some fall
under the power when they get the bap-
tism, but others do not, and yet give
good evidences of having the baptism.
Others fall under the power, and then

thie Spirit lifts and they seem little ben-

" efitted and give no evidence of having .

the baptism with the Spirit.

It is one thing to receive the baptism,
an@ quite another thing to retain ‘the
fulness of it. No mere longing for

power will bring it. All one has to do

who has once received the Spirit, and
still has Him, is to live a clean life in
deeds, thoughts and motives; keep aban-
doned absolutely to the whole known
will of God; live solely for Christ’s glory
in unselfish service to needy souls; and
search the scriptures to know how to
co-operate with the Lord. KEvery one
needs now and then a day or so of fast-
ing and prayer to get up into the very
fire and glory of fellowship with Christ
and to be fully led of the Spirit. If we
do these things with all our hearts, the
Lord will give such power as we need
to glorify Him.

813. Is it scriptural or spiritual for
Pentecostal Assemblies to adopt indi-
vidual communion cups? My experi-
ence is those who do so quickly lose out
in holiness. What do you say?

Personally I have not seen any Pen-
tecostal Assembly using the individual
cups. It must be very rare in the move-
ment, I am not able, therefore, from
observation, to judge what effect it has
had on Pentecostal people. But there
are principles underlying these things
by which we can tell what would happen
in any given case. 1f an assembly used
individual cups merely out of former
custom and training for the sake oL
cleanliness, not out of pride. not out of
distrust in God, and not because of any
other wrong motive, then I see no rea-
son why it would seriously effect their
gpirituality. But if some got too proud
to fellowship some lowly brother by
drinking out of the same cup, if they
got afraid to trust their bodies with the
Lord and adopted the individual cups
out of fear and out of distrust in God,
then bad results would surely follow. I
reserve the scriptural phase of this
gquestion for further time and space. Let
us push on to please the Lord.
have no time to waste in disputing over
cups and such like, as others have done.

8i4. If any die believing in Chris-
tian Science, when Jesus comes will they
be counted as saved or regarded as sin-
ners out of Christ?

There is nothing in Christian Science
that will ever save a soul, mothing in
it that can put one into Christ wnu 1s
outside of Him, If one who has already
known Christ wilfully and knowingly re-
jects Him as Saviour and His atoning
blood, and accepts Christian Science as
a better way and as a means of showing
him how to be his own saviour, then
he will be worse off before Him in that
day than a sinner who never. heard of
Jesus. Such will be apostates in His
sight pure and simple and sure. Those
who have mever been saved and accept
Christian Secience as a saviour are simp-
1y deceived, and are still sinners in
God’s sight. |

But there may be people who are

really saved and really continue to trust -

Jesus and the blood, but who are caught
with the doctrinal errors of Christian
Science, who ignorantly accept the theo-

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ries of Christian Science as to healing
as real Bible healing, such as done by
the power of God through His Spirit-
filled servants. Such persons may be
saved, if in their hearts they still hold
fast to Jesus as their Saviour and do not
reject the blood.

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New Missionary Rest Home

It has been found necessary to re-
adjust matters in regard to the Mis-
sionary Rest Home which was open-
ed in September of last year. The
sister who gave the home for the
use of the Lord’s own felt she waniad
to be released from the contract, and
there were other developments in the
occupancy of the heme which made the
committee feel the house was not as
adaptable to the comfort of the mission-
aries as we could wish. Tt seemed to be
too large and expensive to run for
general purposes outside of Convention
times, and it has been the feeling with
those acquainted with the situation that
a smaller house would serve the comfort
ol the missionaries better, Sometimes
we do not quite understand the leadings
of the Lord, and we wonder if we have
been mistaken, but what seems to be a
failure is ofttimes a stepping stone to
success, and so we feel that the opening
of the Home last summer was of Him,
and while it was only temporary yet it
was the means the Lord unsed of begin-
ning what has been a long-felt meed.

For months the committee has been
praying for God’s way in this matter,
and it has been very clear, both to the
Local Committee and the brethren at
Springfield, as well as other brethren
who were acquainted with the conditions
that a change should be made, and our
only prayer was that we might be in the
will of God.

It seemed good to the committee and
to the brethren with whom we advised
that we purchase a property which seems
very adaptable (the renting proposition
in Chicago being practically beyond our
reach) and the property which is under
consideration seems to have been held
for us in spite of several attempts of the
owner to dispose of it, It isa ten roomed
hSwse with all modern improvements,
an e,&cellant hot water heating system,
and 3 *ic which can be made into addi-
tional bed-rooms should there be a de-
mand for it later. The house is on the
north sidg,of the eity, within easy reach
of a "“b(:f" of car lines and yet in a
quiet. ne, @orhood, shade trees in the
back ya¢:iand in many ways well
situated. "5

The committee felt they needed advice
and counsel on the matter and at their
solicitation Brother Welech came from
Springfield, Mo., to look over the sita-
ation and confer with them, and he feels
that the new move is of the Lord.

The property can be purchased for
$6,500, but there is a mortgage on the
place for $3.000, which can remain on
the property. A gift of $1500 designed
for the use of a Missionary Home can

be put into it, which leaves only $2,000

to be secured.

It is the wish of the committee and
the brethren at Springfield that the
raising of this money shall not in any
way divert funds from the general mis-
sionary finances for the foreign field,
but it is hoped it can be raised by special

gifts. A little sacrifice here and there,-
and our missionaries can have a per-

o

manent Home in this eity, which, con-
sidering its railway facilities and loca-
tion, together with its large number of
assemblies, is a strategic center for this
purpose. The missionaries come to Chi-
cago to do much of their buying for
their fields; there is a strong mission-
ary spirit here among the different as-
gsemblies and this draws them also.
There are no doubt, other sites where
climatic conditions would be ideal, but
as one has said, “the missionaries would
be in Chicago anyway."”

We believe the Pentecostal people at
large are sufficiently burdened for the
misstonaries who come home with worn
and depleted bodies, to lead them to co-
operate in the purchase of a Pentecostal
Misgionary Rest Home and we covet
their prayers and their help.

As we are waiting upon the Lord for
His will to be revealed, there came up
before a sister *‘ten dollars.” She put
it away from her saying to herself, *“Ten
dollars would not help materially in
buying a property.” The next day it
came up before her again and she asked
the L.ord if He had anything to show
her about this, and it seemed to shape
itself up in this way: If one hundred
women would give ten dollars each, that
would be $1,000, and if one hundred

i /
men would do likewise that would sup-
ply the $2,000 needed to purchase the
property, We lay this matter before our
readers and ask them to prayerfully
consider it. The Lord may speak to

gome hearts to do more than that to:

supply where others might not be able
to give that much, but ‘““as everyone pur-
poseth in his heart, so let him give.”

The Home is to be held by five trus-
tees, three of whom dre to be Chicago
brethren from the local assemblies, and
two from the Assemblies of God,
Headquarters at Springfield, Mo., and
managed by a local committee,

was dense indeed. BUT THEY WERE
ABOVE THE STORM.

We are in a world where the storm
c¢louds sometimes gather and the storms
sometimes break. We see the lightnings
flash and we hear the thunder roll; But
Jesus says, “Fear not.” He will come
to us, some glad day. And we shall
stand, God's people, upon the summit of
the mountain where all is calmness and
serenity, and we shall see the sun rise,.
There will not be a cloud above us or
around us. But down below us the ter-
rible storm of the GREAT TRIBULA-
TION will have burst upon a God reject-
ing and Christ defying world. There
will be such tribulation upon this old
earth as this earth has never known.
The lightnings will flash and the thund-
er roll.

THE SATANIC BLLOCKADE.

The precious word of truth clearly re-
veals the fact that when
deposed of his angelic office of “‘Light-
bringer,”” he was thrust out of the third
heaven and, because of his rebellious
spirit, he merited only the name of Sa-
tan: - See Isa.

feated foe., Praise our God forever!

This explains why Elijah had to climb
to the seventh round of praver before he
could bring rain upon the parched fields
of the kingdom of Israel. It was in view
of these prevailing conditions that Jesus,
our, Lord, gave us the parables of the
importunate friend and unjust judge,
to teach us that it is in the importunity
of prayer that we gain that for which
we are in quest. Beloved, these crafty
forces of darkness are too much for
formal pravers or professional healing
services, Amen!

I have never been more thoroughly
convinced of this truth, through a prac-
tical demonstration, than in a recent
healing in our assembly at Wesson, Ark.

With
shame I confess my slackness. There
is a bursting through the shell of nature
which we have missed.

THE UNITY OF GOD.

The Old Testament Word most fre-
quently used for God is plural in form,
and the unity of God as expressed in
scriptures, such as Deut. 6:4, which
says, ‘‘IHear Oh Israel, the Lord our God
is one Lord” isa compound unity and
not a simple unity. The Hebrew word
is the same as is translated in the pass-
age that refers to man and wife, which
says ""They TWO shall be ONE flesh”,
also where God said of the people who
built the Tower of Babel “The people are
ONE and have one language.” A similar
use for the Greek word translated ONE
is found in the New Testament referring
to Paul and Apollos 1. Cor. 3: 8 “Now he
that planteth and he that watereth are
ONE but God giveth the increase.”” Also
in Gal. 3: 28 “For ye are all ONE in
Christ Jesus.” All of these references
denote a compound unity, there ean
be no compound unity without plurality.

Plurality is implied in the use o1
pronouns referring to God throughout
the Old Testament ‘“‘Let US make man
in OUR own image after OUR likeness,”

(Gen, 1: 28.) “Go to let US go down
and there eonfound their language,”
(Gen. 11: 7). “The man has become as

one of US” (Gen. 3: 22.) “Who will go
for US" (Isaiah 6:8).

In John 17: 22-23 we have the word
“ONE” used twice, once referring to the
unity of the disciples, ‘““That they may
be ONE as WH are ONE;” in both ecases
a compound unity is denoted in the
Greek word translated “ONE" and is
also implied in the context.—R, E. Mc-
Alister.

natural tongue, we were closely united by
that sweet spirit of fellowship and unity
prevalent throughout these meetings.

Pray that the Lord may prosper this
undertaking among these people, and that
means may be furnished and the way open
for those who are ready to go across at the
first opportune moment.—F. J. Simekat.

A HEART TO HEART TALK.

I feel that I must have a little heart
to heart talk with every member of the
Evangel family. No one has a greater

ybraise in their heart for Pentecost and
what it meang in their life than I have.
I have been privileged to be a partof and
to enjoy this Latter Rain Movement
from the beginning, and my heart is
filled with praise for what my eyes have
seen and my ears have heard and what
I myself have experienced of the grace
and power of GGod. Praise His name!

Anyone who has had the privilege of
obsorving the work of the Spirit as some
of us have had, knows that the Pentecos-
tal Movement is pre-eminently a mis-
sfonary movement. With the first out-
pouring of the Spirit came an over-
whelming desire to tell the whole world
that Jesus is coming, with the results
that many offered themselves for the
foreign fields, and were sent on their
mission with glad hallelujahs,

During the years that followed, there
Wwas a scattering of missionary effort.
Much zeal was manifested, much money
epent, wany failures and some gloricus
vwetories. Only this past week we were
Informed that the early efforts of Bro-
ther Garr, the first missionary to cross
the seas with the Latter Rain testimony,
are still plainly seen 'n India. This is a
source of much joy in the Lord, with
thanksgiving. However, with the zeal
there was not always the greatest wis-
dom manifested, and gradually news
came back to the homeland of failures
and of much money spent in traveling
without aceomplishing much for God
with the result that there came a reac-
tion, and for a time, missionary interest
lagged. g

Then there came a demand for betier
order in missionary matters. - Thisg de-
mand contributed as much as anything
else to the formation of the General
Council of the Assemblies of God. The
need of concentration for best results in
‘missionary work brought many ministers
and assemblies into the Council, and
soon confidence was restored and the
Missienary spirit began to burn brightly
once more. | :
 Missionary zeal is now running at high
tide. At the present t'me aprroxunately
‘two hundred missionaries zve on ihe

Council list of those who arg doing good ~
work, and who have the endorsement of

‘the brethren at home, and there are
approximately forty missionavy applica-
tions pending. 1In fact, our best young
men and young women are gladly offer-
Ing themselves to go to the lands beyond
~ the seas, not.depending upon man for
support, but looking alone to the Lord
to see that their every need is supplied,
. And now the problem comes to us,

every one of us; every pastor, every dea-

con, every member of every Pentecostal
assembly, every one who is a member of
the great Evangel family scattered over
the world, What shall we do with these
forty applications for missionary en-
dorsement? Shall we acceps them and
say, ‘‘Go, and may the Lord bless you,”
or shall we hold them back?

The war has brought high prices
everywhere. Missionaries in China
need at the present time three times as
much to keep their body and soul to-
gether than they did before the war.

What is true of China is true else- .

where in a greater or less. degree.
But we are receiving but little more
imoney than formerly to send to
them. 1t is easy to say “Go, and the
Lerd bless you,”” but our responsihility
does not cease there. After -they are
gone, we must work and pray and sac-
rifice to keep them there, and, unless
missionary offerings greatly increase,
we dare not say to the new missionaries
“Go!" when we know down in our hearts
that the old missionaries are not being
taken care of properly.

Here is an example. During the
month of February we received for the
migsionaries the sum of $6701.60, near-
ly $1000.00 less than was received in
January. This means that in the distri-
bution of these offerings, after deducting
the amounts definitely assigned to cer-
tain missionaries, there was very little
left to divide among the missionaries
for whom nothing had been designated.
A glance at the missionary report of dis-
tributions for February in another part
of this paper will tell the tale.

Now the matter is squarely up to each
one of ug individually. Shall we retrench
and advise those missionaries whom we
cannot support properly to come home,
or shall we go after this problem with
faith and works until the missionaries
are properly taken care of. Then what
shall we do with the forty prospective
missionaries who are clamoring at our
doors. for missjonary endorsement so
that they too can go and tell the story of
Jesus and His love to the dying millions
of other lands. Truly the problem is a
great one, but the only thing we cdn do
consistently with @ our faith and tes-
timony is to go forward—not retrench
—meet the need and care for our bhe-
loved missionaries.
