I rtflC'ciC'd, '·Yes. if the' whole earth is e\'angeliz.ed, 
anel millions con\"ertcd under the high pressurc of the 
fuilless of the Spirit. as un the day of Pentecost, un­
douhtedl), it would bc with full- fl edged missionary 
Zl'al. for was not the verv first commission meant not 
for apostles only hilt ali disciples? "i\~ the Father 
hath s('nt me even so send I you." \\'as not the pro­
yi:-.ioll of the fulnc~s of His Spirit for all bclic\'ers, 
Ihilt t'at'h onc of them might disciple o the r disciples?

So w ith the joy of ~ u ch a plan of God, lIc kept 
me hy IIis Spir it praying for the outpour ing of that 
Spirit upon "all fle sh," Later I was called frol11 San 
Franci:-;co to 1,05 .\r.gdes, J Iere I met some who 
had he('n in \Vales dnring the tim e of the revival, for 
that was now passed.

i\nd all who get the hlessing speak in longues as the: 
did on the day oi Pentecost." 

Thcse lettcn; hrought ne\\- light. 1 had 11('\'(,:1' prayed 
for this new tonglle hut my heart was cncouraged, and 
the prayer of the Spirit-wordkss but so inten~c, like 
a lire in a furn<l.cC-seeIlH.:d consuming me, 1 was in 
J)CI1Hr SOIllC days with Dr. Voakulll and a hand of 
his workers who' werc ha\'ing a preciot1s local !"(.!yi\'al. 
Each morning before the workers wcnt out t\VO by 
two to \'isit and pray for the sick in the slullls and in­
yitc thcl11 to ihe nH,eting, a prayer-meeting was held. 
:-\t this carly prayer-mecting one morning I felt the 
Spirit leaping upon me in all this intensity of prayer . 
Oh! I d r eaded to ha\'e it cOllie hefore others; none had 
e\'cr seen this dClllon::.tration of the Spirit upon me,
