The danger is that we may consider a thing great 

which l ",d cOllnts little, or, vice ve rsa. 
Let us note some of the things He considers great, and 

therefore to be sought out and striven after. 
"God who is rich in mercy, for H is " reat love where­

with Ile 'loved us, even when we were dead in sins, hath 
quickened us together with Christ," (Eph. 2 :4, 5·) 

Was ever love like that? Only "grea t love" cou ld love 
!Ouls sunk in sin, dead to their own condition and inter­
ests : only "g reat love" coul.d li!t such l rom the flit of cor­
ruption and breathe new hfe 1I1tO them., c1eansmg: a'yay the past and g iving them a fresh start, WIth a new hfe 1111-
planted in them. 

"Great love" has done that for you! Do you realize it? 
have you thanked Him ? 

If yOll study Eph. 2 . c~rcfully y?u ,,:il1 see that "great love" did not stop at glV1I1g new hfe, It followed up tlte 
" ew life, leading the souL on into .in.creased blessedn~~s, d,­vine companionship, (vcr. 6) dlvme commU1l10n, made 
us sit together." . . .

Don't be afraid to lay hold' of the fact that you, personally, are "Greatly 
Beloved," (Dan. 10:19) . "Keep yourselves in the love of 
God." (Jude 21).

Now let this make you ask yourself a personal ques­
tion,-"How shall we escape if we neglect so great salva­
tion ?"

th is g reat question-"What must I do to be saved ?" and 
neglectcd to settle the matter with God?"

Take ca re then of neglect, it is the f irst downward 
step to losing you r sout that sOlll of whose welfare you 
thin k so lightly, out which it cost Christ H is life to save. 

t here a re saine' who fea r to step out and take GO<! :ot 
lIis \\'ord, fo r they are haunted by a dread of "not li'H 'g 
up to it." 

It is right, qui te rig ht, we should face th is matter! 
pro fess ion without Christli ness in the daily life is what has 
put back hund reds of souls. "The greatest hindrance to 
Christianity is Chri stians ," I once hea rd it sadly remarked. 
HlIt is there any reason why )'0 11 should be such ? The 
Saviour God has provided for us is "mighty to save," and 
"ahle to keep." Peter , who had learned how, "out of 
weakness, to be made strong," had a wonderfu l system 
of arithmetic: have you ever studied it in the first chapter 
of hi s second epi stle? Hav ing "obtai ned like precious 
faith with us" (verse I) he goes on to see how he can 
mU ltiply it (verse 2) and tells us the secret is by knowing 
iesll s better. This thought so lays hold upon him that it is the last word he writes! (Sec ch, 3: 18) . Knowing 
Jesus I?ring~_p i vin U:>Q.lYer:..lii.e. a!ld godlinesWer.se 3,) and to these he adds glory and vi rtue. Wonderful addi tion, 
is it not ? 

But he does not stop th~re. IIe has been enchained by 
the "exceeding g reat and precious promises given through 
Chri st," (verse 4) he puts them a li t to interest and goes 
on with hi s addition, diligently adding up faith, virtue or 
cou rage, knowledge, temperance, or self-control, patience, godliness, brotherly kindness, love. 

Have you ever added these up and counted the result? 
"They took knowledge of them that they had been with Jesus." You cannot be much in His company with­

out becoming "a partaker of the divine nature." (v. 4. ) 
Multiplication must fol1ow (v. 8), because progress i. 

the divine order. Now will you not put these promises, 
or rather the Promiser, to the test? Let Him give you far 
vision. In verse 8 we read of blind souls "seein" only what is near, having forgotten the cleansing." (R. V.) 
When we do not count upon and use the innumerable ben­
efits brought to us through the blood of the Lamb shed 
on Calvary, we grow short-sighted and narrow, stunted Christians. 

The great things of God can only be apprehended in the light of Calvary. Great Christians are made by sink­
ing into nothingness there. Thus al1 the power and glory remains His alone. 

Oh, let us "count our blessings" more I Let us lay hold of the possibilities of God.

There ought to have been 500 of them. as that 
number witnessed our Lord's a ... ccnsion and received the 
command to '\\'ait for the promise of the Father." \\,hy 
did they not> were they \00 busy to obey: and is the worlt! 
poorer to-day because of the disobedience of these 380, 
who never apl)ropriated the blessi ng which they ought to 
have had . had they but "waited ?, Who can say> 

HThe art of keeping what we find is an art which is 
on ly learned in an upper chamber on the day of Pentecost. 
Nor is there anyth ing short of a direct occupation of Ollr 
soulsJ).Y the prpmjsed·Snirit of God that will enable us to 
be "alwavs what we sometimes arc. and nev~r .what we 
sometime's have been ." ' (Professor Rende! Harris). Sure­
ly the 120 had lea'rned this secret. for we read in .'\cts 4: 
33 that not only great pOlUeril)t1t also great grace was lIpon 
them a ll. T hei r lives werc changed, not their circum­
stances . and changed li ves mea nt changed interests. so 
th at a read justment of their lives began to take place. 
T hings seen under the magni fying infl uence of the Holy 
Ghost assumed a new aspect. Eternity became real, souls 
priceless, noth ing too precioll s to yield to Jesus, unti l

A great sal vation and a g reat revelation from God 
bring a bout g reat revolutions in lives. and it is indeed well 
fo r 115 when we yield to the gentl e constra ining influences 
of Hi s Holy ' piri t.

Jesus kn('w the disposition and the limitations of His 

<Iisciplcs an,l He came down to their It'·e!. He never gave 
the admonitIOn of Faul to Peter nor of Peter to John. 
J Ie knew the spiritua l capacity of everyone of IIis disci­
ples. ,\n<l to Th()ma~, the unbelieving one, there was a 
special manifestation of IIis patience. "Reach hither thy 
fin[:er .nd Iwhold my hands; auel reach hither thy hand, 
anll thrust it into my side; and Iw not faithless but be­
lieving," Kot a word of reproof! I k...!net Thomas. on 
thrylane he was On ana the rest could profit. 

At one tlllle ne took three uf I1is disciples away by 
themselves upon a mount and as TIe prayed He was trans­
fi[:ured before them and IIis raim"nt became shining as 
white as snuw as no fuller on earth could whiten it. They 
were So limiteel in their comprehension of words that He 
had to teach them through their eyes. And they came down 
tlazed and stupefied, and th ey kept these things in their 
hearts. \Vhy ~ Because the other nine were absolutely 
incapable of receiving the revelation. These three were 
most in advance so they received the advance revelation. 
But even they bun[:led on the mount. "Let us build three 
tabernacles I" This was Peter's r('mark, tjnot knowing 
what he said." hrist could not hold converse with them 
as He was transfi[:ured, lIe had to hold converse with the 
other transfigured beings. Human limitations were never 
more manifested than on the mount o f transfiguration . 
Booths put up to entertain the inhabitants of eternity I 
Booths in exchan[:e for the mountaains of glory I But 
hooths were in harmony with the finite mind. Chri st never 
reproved but made allowancc, for they knew not what they 
said . Jeslls would rather have i[:norant bungling to clever 
indi fference. . 

(The wOlllan that washed llis feet with her tears and 
wiped them with her hair was a ,inner, but He preferred 
t hose hot tears of contrition to all the comfort and refine­
ment of S imon's hOll se. lIe knew the limitations and 
made every allowance.) 

(lIe asked ITis disciples, "Could ye not watch with me 
one hOllr?" and they failed. And He had an excuse ready.) 
And this ~ecms to have beell the one time when man did 
not deserve an excuse, when they failed the Son of man in 
the verv cri sis of ITis life at the time when He needed hu­
man sympathy, but IIe made excuse for them. All this 
shows that 1 Ie was indeed the Son of lILall, for in making 
excllses for man 1 Ie showed that IIe was entering in Him­
self into the very weakness of human nature. 

(As lIe sat by the well at Sychar He was weary and 
saia. to the Samaritan woman, "Give me to drink." He 
showed ITis weakness, His tiredness, and !'hat touched the 
heart of the woman. He won her confidence and He re- ' 
ve.led to her His own divinity. Tiredness and divinity I 
Revelation and petition I He gave to the wOman the rev­
elation that God was a Spirit: and that they that worship 
Him must worsh ip Him in spirit and in truth. And yet 
lIe had deigned to ask her for a drink. He knew the 
character of the one of whom He was asking a drink. The 
extent of the depravity of the woman did not hinder the 
extent of the revelation , "I that speak unto thee am He I" 
revealing Himself as the Christ and His Father as a 
Spirit. 

~The disciples marvelled that He spoke to a Samaritan 
woman, but when they knew her character shock would 
follow marve!. But He was touched with the feeling of 
our infirmities. He knew the weakest point in this human 
character, but ITe knew she was capable of being the 
finest missionary) Hear her as she testifies to her people, 
"lIe showed me myself and now I want to show you Him­
self." Christ never makes mistakes. He did not speak to 
that woman in vain. 

<po not lose sight of the character of Jesus Christ in 

these rlays. Ife has 1I0t clrall~cd . lIe sees the depraved, 
the outcast. the misunderstood. but He sees the possibili­
ties, what grace can do. He can make missionaries of 
Samaritans: Fallen women, but they can bring a town to 
the feet of the :--fes>iah! 

"He must needs go throu[:h Samaria," leaying the 
beaten path to come the untrodden way to speak to the 
woman of Sychar, the most noted character in the town. 
God wants people to-ciay who will [:0 out of the beaten 
track to [:0 after the not<;d characters that may become 
noted characters for Him) 

You study the side of His glory, ITis majesty, but 
studv also the side of His character as Son of man, the 
tender, the con,iderate One. fIJl; wants the ~r<jg<la1.!'ns, 
t~amaritan women, the doubtin Thomases the ooast­
ful eterse ~l~~jie:::J2nil§'-'in the rerse£.uting Sauls. 
ffIi'01'Te. can turn these rougb stones 1I1tO .ton~s ror t he 
fOiiTidalion of £lie , e~rusalcn:J: Dh, the reahfy ohhe 
cfiaraacr1~ ottne personality of the man Christ Jesus! 
Study Him as the man and as the Son of man. It is all in 
the 'Nord. 

PREACHERS WARNED. 
The General Council has always stood for law and or­

der. So at ou r last Council Meeting we took a strong 
stand for Loyalty to our Government and the President 
and to the F lag. Let all note this and be duly warned. 

Since then we have noted with sorTOW that a half dozen 
preachers have been arrested and put in jail by U. S. 
Marshals for opposing this war, failing to register in the 
draft, and such things. \Vhile some of these are of the 
Pentecostal faith, so far as we know none of them are af­
filiated with the General Council of the Assemblies of Ged. 
But knowing some are not trained in wartime laws, we 
feel like dropping a note of warning. 

Many utterances allowable in times of Peace may be . 
Treasonable in Times of \Var, such as the present. Hence 
all preachers should be careful to be and act in loyalty 
to our Country in this Great Crisis, and not to say a word 
in opposition to the Authorities or to the work of the Gov­
ernment in war matters. 

It is one things to be in our ow n faith opposed person­
ally to taking human life, even in war, but quite another 
thing to preach against our Government going to war. It 
is unlawful to do so. It is none of ou r busineSS to push. 
our faith as to war on others or On the Government. 

Everybody, preachers as well as others, withill the 
ages of 21 to 3' were required by law to register and 
should have done so. All who have failed will be arrest­
ed as deserters sooner or later, and should at once, before 
that happens, go to the board and register. Even though 
you may suffer for you r delay, they will probably not be 
so hard on you if you do it voluntari ly as they will if you 
don't. This has been the rule in the p~st, though the hour 
for leniency may have passed by nOw. 

These are trying days. It is no time or place for 
Slackers towards our country or our God. Preachers 
who are excused from war, old or young. a re under dou­
ble obligation to show their gratitude to God and the Flag 
for such religious liberty and prove this by extra service 
and sacrifices to the good of mankind, to the Government 
and to God .. 

While the editor is speaking for himself, it is never­
theless his conviction that the General Council cannot and 
will not try to help any preacher who wilfully disobeys the 
laws of the land. It is easier to keep out of trouble, by 
obeying the law, than to get out after into it. So let aU 
our preachers be duly warned not to do anything rash 
like these other preachers, that will land them in a Federai 
Penitentiary, or up before a shooting squad for Treason 
to the Country.-E. N. B. 
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THE PENTECOSTAL MOVEMENT AND TIlE 
CONSCRIPTION LAW. 

For the bendit of tho,e \\'ho arc being drafted at thi, 
time and are writing- to Ug for information, we dc~irc to 
state what we have already set forth in a prc"j()Us issue of 
the E"angcl (\ugust +Ih. 1917) . the principles that have 
governed the (;encral Council sillce its inception at the 
fir!'-t COlll1cilll1l'Cling at lTot Springs, .. \rk.. Aprilz. TC)14, 
and which wen:! crystalizcd in the rt.'soiution sent to Pres­
ident Wilson on .\pril 28th, 1917, and which was as fol­
lows: 
Resolution Concerning the Attitude of the General 

Council of the AssembUes of God toward any 
Military Service which Involves the Ac-

tual Participation in (he Destruction 
of Human Life. 

\Vhi 1c recognizing Human Government as of Divine 
ordination and affirming OUT unswerving loyally to the 
Government of the Cnitcd States. nevertheless we aTe 
constrained to define Our position with reference to the 
taking of human life. 

WITERE,\S, in the Constitutional Resolution adopted 
at the Hot Spring, General Council, ,\pril 1-10. H)q, we 
plainly declare the Holy Tn'pired ScriptllJ'es to he the all­
sufficient ruk of faith and practice, and 

\ VllERE:\S the Scriptures deal plainly with the ob­
li g-ations and relations of humanity, setting forth the 
principles of "Peace on earth, good will toward men." 
(l.uke 2 :q) : and 

\\'TTERE,\S \\e. as followers of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. the Prince of Peace. helieve in implicit obedience 
to the Divinc cOlllmands and precepts \\'hich instruct us to 
"Follow peace with all men," (!Jcb. 12 :q); "Thou shalt 
not kill," (Exod. 20:13) : "Hesist not evil," ({,Iatt. 5: 
3c) ; "Love your enemies." p ratt. 5 :-14) : etc., and 

\\·HERE.\S these and other Scriptures have always 
been accepted and interpreted by Our churches as pro­
hibiting Christians frolll shedding blood or taking hl1man 
life: 

THER I':F()HE we. as a body of Christians . while pur­
posing to iulfill all the obligations of loyal citizenship, arc 
nevertheless constrained to declare we cannot conscien­
tiously participate in war and armed resistance which in­
,"olves the actual destruction of human life, since this is 
contrary to our view of the clear teachings of the inspired 
\\'onl of God . which is the sole hasis of our faith. 

In the Que,tionaire which is to be filled IIp by the ap­
plicant for exemption there is a question as to how many 
adherents there arc to the religious bod;' to which the ap­
plicant belongs. The Pentecostal people have always bcen 
very suspicious of numbering themselves on the ground 
that it savored of boastfulness and so at headquarters we 
ha\'e never attempted to hm'e a census of Our people. 
There arc 600 preachers holding ordin at ion papers with 
the General Council and LjO assemblies who are legally 
a ffiliated, in addition to a large number of assemblies who 
have always considered themselves a part of the Council. 
At a low e,timation we believe there are about 75,000 ad­
herents directly connected with the Council. 

THE JEWS AND PALESTINE. 
A demonstration of Zionists was recenth' held in Lon­

clan to pass a vote of thanks to the Britisil Government 
for promising to hand over Palestine to the Jews as soon 
as the Turk had been expelled from that COlIn try. It was 
vcrI' clear that an overwhelming proportion of London's 
Jewry is in favor o f a proposed autonomous Palestine as 
a national home for the Jewish people. From the moment

I have bad ex­
verlence in all kinds of mission work 
from pioneering in far-away Tibet to 
~nducting Pentecostal revivals in long­
estabUsbed churches in the ports of 
China, fr6m buying or raising potatoeij 
to managing the finances of a large mis­
s ion fi eld, from teaching a Chinese child 
to read to translating hymns,from build­
ing hou8es and digging wells to teach­
ing a Btble Scbool. And I am still in 
the prime of life, just forty-eight years 
of age, and in good bealth. And I have 
three cbi1 dren, Margaret, aged 20; 
Louise, aged 18, and William, aged 16, 
who belong to the Lord also for His 
work, and are eager to go forth to His 
service in Cbina. Most of their lives 
have been spent in Ch ina. consequenlly 
they know the language and can readily 
adapt themselves to Chinese ways. They 
bave a lso had educational ndvantagps 
io schools both he re and in China, both 
secular and Bible.

Bro. ann Sister Schoonmaker and 
their five children are off to India. Bro. \\'. \V. Simpson 
and hi!' three children and another worker are soon to set 
,ail for China. Rro. Hurlburt is going to South America 
and Sisters IIewitt and Hitchcock of Oakland ho~ sOOn 
to sail for the Fiji Islands. These are all Council mission­
arie!' and need Ollr systematic support.

Ans. Some of ou r missionaries used to think it was. But 
one was in my africe the other day. and having sat by and 
seen e ight faithful missionaries die ot awful fevers in Atrica 
in four years, he now says they say nothing it a missionary 
takes quin i ne to break the deadly ch1lIs. 

It is best, on the one hand, to r ecommend only the Lord 
and hold up the glor ious priyileges in lIim [or all who will 
believe. Yet, on the other hand, we must not becoJl1e harsh, 
become j udges ot our brethren. \\'e must allow liberty 
where we have no "Thus saith the Lord." \Vhlle I trust 
J esus tor bealing and hold Him up as a (u ll Saviour for 
s-pirit , soul and body, yet I know the Scr iptures nowhere says 
taking medicine is a sin, or a sin unto damnation. 

In taking medicine, however, a saint Is liable to weaken 
his faith in God along all lines, liable to begin to trust In 
the arm of flesh, and it he does put man ahead at God, this 
is bound to displease God. The General Council has not pre­
sumed to sit in judgment where a brother has no faith and 
takes medicine. 'Ve leave him with the Lord. 

10 some states t he law requires parents to call a pbysi­
clan for minors, no matter what the faith a t the parents 
may be; and if they do not do so. and the child dies, the 
parents can be sent to the penitentiary for mans laughter. 
10 view o f t his , it is the opinion at this editor that it is wiser 
to obey tbe law, especially it the authorities send a physi­
cian. In the case of grown peoplo who voluntary refuse 
medicine, there is no law that can compel them to take it. 
Such are free to stand against it to the end. 

327. Did Christ become the author o[ etcrnnl snlvation 
before He died on Cah'ary? 

Ans. On the mnnward side He did not. tor man did not 
know at Him in order to believe on Him. 

But in the mind ot God Christ was "the Lamb slain from 
the foundation ot tbe world." J esus says Abraham "saw 
His day and was glad." The blood or bulls and goats could 
never take away :;in. God was working all the time witb an 
eye to Christ's sacrifice on Calvary. Then th e look was for­
ward to the cross, while now we look backward to it. 

328. Did not the law, wbich was our schoolmaster to 
bring u s to Christ, cntirc1y end at the Cross? 

Ans. All the ceremonies and sacrifices and types that 
pointed to Christ were done away in Christ at the Cross. Its 
moral precepts, showing right and wrong, duty. etc., did not 
pass away. In the days at the apostles the Old 'l'estam ent 
was all the Bible they had, and when they preached they 
used It as authority just as we do the New to-day. Paul said 
the law was spiritual and good, all Tlg~lt it "used lawfully." 
He meant it was un lawful to hold up circumcision or any 
law-keeping as a means of sah 'aUon . Christ Is the end of the 
law l or rightoollsncs.<; only, for the salvation only. Chris t sub­
stituted the law as to dealing with sin. Christ only puts 
away sin. He d id not put an end to the laws. "Thou shalt 
not steal, not covet, not commit adultery, . not worship 
Idols," etc., by any means. All such teaching in the law, the 

propbets and the p~alms are as milch in forc.e to-day as they 
o,'or were. Genesis alone is quotf'd o"('r 60 times in the ~ew 
Testament. But thsc arc only duties . Christ is the only 
way of sah·atlon, and by the law shall no tIMih be jl1stlflf'd. 
But it is still right to do all tho ri~ht things taught in the 
Old Testament.

I have been a constant l'eceiYer and 
reader of your yaluable paper since its 
publication. I am very grateful to those 
who are responsible for its reaching me. 
I also publi::;h a small monthlY in the 
Spanish language. It is not a n~wspaper 
but a paper for the instrUction of the 
people. I tram;iate freely from the good 
papers I get from the rnited States. and 
yo ur paper has frequently lent its aid. 
There is not much literature in Span-
1s h , and the rich matter which comes to 
m e I am desirous that they shall share. 
ao pu t upon myself the additional work 
of preparing the mater ial. Of course 
I write some too. but as they all hear 
me, I am less inclined to put my own 
matter in than that of olhers. 

1 say they all h ear me. for I am s uper­
Intendent or the Pentecostal work in 
-Chi le, and so make semI-annual trips 
over t h e field. 

T h e work here in Chile started in 
1909 in an amazing revival in the Meth­
'Odist Episcopal Church in Valparaiso, 
of wh ich I was at that time pastor. It 
came because it was sought, we having 
'heard that God was doing g reat things 
in other lands. \Ve B~ught t h e same 
blessings fr om the same God , and He 
Ben t them to us. 

This same blessing bro ught upon us 
the same r epr oach and enmity of our 
colleagues. The work spread to vari­
o us other places; but th e reproach hav­
ing been stamped upon the work , it bad 
n o more room "in the inn" and so we 
a r e ou tside of t h e ch u r Ch, I should say 
t hat ch urCh, and are now a Pentecostal 
people with some twen ty congregations 
in difrerent towns and citi es. \Ve have 
not as many pastors as that, for in sev­
eral cases a number of those congrega­
tion s are looked after by one pastor. The 
total in Chile is not tar trom 2500. The 
Lord blesses with the conversion of 
many and the baptism with His Spirit. 
As I have poticed in every placc, there 
bave been difUculties that have retard­
ed the work after the first glorious out­
b reak: considering every voice, every 
Impulse, every interpre tation as un­
doubted ly of God, and so neglecting to 
"try the spirits:" esteeming s uch as s u­
perior to the 'Vo rd of God; h ence im­
patience of counselor correction; spil'­
itual pride: artifiCial means of produc­
ing the desired speaking in tongues; 
self-con~tituted mesRengers going abo ll t 
and "'ometimes declaiming against the 
constituted authorities. though such 
authorities \yere wholly engaged in lead­
ing on the full Pentecostal work: thpse, 
and perhallR Rome oth<:>l'S have cnused a 
l'ctardatioll in the work. But. blesRed 
be Go~1. the \\'Ol'(} is ~tilJ supreme. false 
spirits are di<.:coyerecl, thf'T'c iR a moT'C 
teachahle ~pil'it, and tbe Lord il'l again 
working with morc POW('1' than fol' 30mc 
limo paf1t. 

Here in Valparai~w we are unable to 
get a room that will contain all Our peo­
ple, so we are mcpting RimultancoHsly 
in five pla~es scatt('red over the city. \\"e 
would need from f i ft('c.'n to twenty thou­
sand dollars from the United States to 
buy a place, that is the groun d , for 
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properly is very dear wh('rc we should 
ha\'<, to he. The Lord ha~ maintained 
us for 5('\·en year .... wholly self-support­
ill~. a thing which amazes OUT [rlenrls 
and critics in the church We left. fl~ well 
as in the other church('s.

Peter caught 3000 on the day 
or Pentecost, and not for death, as be­
fore. but for life eternal. So far as the 
record goes tbe apostles were called 
from ~ome occupation to service. They 
are here called in pairs, and the Lord 
later sends out His discilllos two and 
two. May we oot learn from this that 
the best serviS!L is rendered in fellow­
shilL...!t.!!.h ot~ers. "One shall chase a 
tbousand, and two put ten thousand to 
flight." The condition ot becoming suc­
cessful fisbers ot men is to follow Je­
sus. It is possible to be a great preach­
er in the estimation at men without be­
ing "Ushers of men," Fishing may be 
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by net. catching large numbers at one 
time, or by 11ne, one by one. Our Lord 
-employed both methods. Are you a 
fisher of men? TheT(~ seems to have 
been no delay. no hesItation on their 
part, for we read," "Straightway they 
forsook .... and followed Him." ""hat 
they left may not seem much as we read 
about it, but it was their "nil," and the 
conditions of disciplesh ip remain the 
8am "\~hosoever he be of you who [01'­
sakcth not alllhat be 116th, he cannot be 
my- disciple," Luke 14: 33. It is all Cot' 
nO, ano as we take this step of whole­
bearted following, we shall be sO happy 
and satisfied with Himself tbat we sball 
be sorry [or all who are unwilling to 
comply with the conditions or having 
the same Joy, "I have scen the face of 
Jesus, tell me not of aught beside" will 
be the satisfied language ot our hearts.

G'erber, "the 
angel of mercy to the down trodden 
Armenians." who has now gone to be 
with Jesus. She fell asleep Thursday 
morning, December 6th. 

Some months ago Miss Gerber was 
stricken with paralysis and the Lord 
gradually but wondC!r[ully restored her. 
The very evening of her last Wness sho 
was feeling unusually well, had been in 
attendance at a service with a company 
of the Lord's children, but atter return­
ing to her home was again overtaken 
with a paralytic stroke and the next 
morning with the look of victory In her 
eyes and the 'vory glory of the Lord 
shining in her tace she went on before 
us into the presence of our Saviour. 
Those who were at hpr bedside said it 
was a wonderfUl sight to see the trl~ 

umphant and peaceful expression that 
filled her whole being. 

The following Monday morning a 
largo company ot friends with loving 
hearts gathered at Bethel Temple, ' .... here 
a service in memory of our departed sts­
ter was held . and h(>r body laid to quiet­
ly rest on a green hillside awaiting the 
trumpet call. 

'Vith the business like precision 
which characterized her life, Miss Ger· 
ber bad made care[ul plans for the con­
tinuation of the work which the Lord 
had laid on ber heart. She had caused 
to be legally incorporated an aSSOciation 
composed of herself and four others to 
be known as the Zion Orphans Home. 
All property and monies which she held 
in trust for the Armenian work were, by 
ber will, convoyed to the Zion Orphans 
Home, and through the members or this 
association the work is now being taken 
up. All correspondence and contrib\l~ 
tiona for tbe Armenian work formerly 
carried on by Mise Gerber should be sent 
to Bro. C. R. Knudson, 1337 Waterloo 
St., Los Angeles, Cal., or to Pastor Har~ 
old K. Needham, 1405 La Ptada Park 
St., Los Angeles, who are co-executors 
or the estate of Miss Gerber, and also 
members ot the Zion Orphan Home As­
sociation. The other members of the 
committee chosen by Miss Gerber are 
Bro. J . .c. Turnbull and Samuel Zellglan . 
Pastor Ar:lm Y-eretzlan, pastor of tbe 
Armenian church in Los Angeles, has 
since been named to make the fUth 
member on the committee. Funds for 
this work can still be sent to the Evangel 
office and wll1 be forwarded to these 
brethren . 

There is still on band a considerable 
number of copies of tbe book recently 
published by Miss Gerber giving the

THE ARKtXS.\S ST.\TE COUNCIL. 
Some Sug-gestions. 

I hope to attend our State District 
CounCil to meet at Russellvfi1e, Jan. ]3 , 
14. 1918. r would like to make some­
suggestions for tbe brethren to pray 
over wlt.h a view to establishing the 
work. whether 1 am able to come or Dot. 

I find all about in Southern Arkansas 
little missions, bere and there, wher& 
evangelists have beld blessed revivals 
and left the work to dwindle or to be­
come a victim of false theories. I do not 
believe that the Great Commission in 
Mark 16:15. 16 should be forced into 
ecclesiastical harness, or In any way re­
st.ricted to miSSion boards or confer­
ences. I belleve we should maintain a 
hands-orr attitude to the open fields or 
evangelism for all true men of God, but 
at the same time we should look well to 
the conservation of the established 
work. Neither do I believe that it is the 
prerogative of any man, Presbyter or 
CounCil to inter fere with an Assembly 
which has a settled pastor, but I do be­
]feve tllat the Interests of those neglect­
ed pOints should appeal to us as a whole. 
We should make a diligent effort to hold 
all that we have gained. This, of course, 
involves a methOd of co-operation . 

The consideration or a co-operative 
method leads me to enqui re as to what 
is the ass ign ed mission or our several 
State Presbyters. We h ave seven , In­
clud ing the Cbairmfm a nd Secretary. It 
seems to me that the five should not 
have a mere n ominal ottlcial existence. 
without a well defined ministry. 
Wouldn't it be wise to style them aft 
Conservation Presbyters to be appointed 
conveniently in so many districts out­
ltned by the State Council, or the seven_ 
fold Presbytery? 

In no sense should such appolntees be 
considered Ruling Elders to lord it over 
God's heritage, but to m eekly and hum­
bly look atter the Spiritual Interests or 
the work in his assigned territory, to 
visit those neglected missions trom time 
to time UDtll a. worthy pastor can be in­
stalled, to keep in touch with evangel­
ists, and as much as practicable assist in 
opening tields for operation; to keep in 
touch witb putors and assist in promot­
ing the lIPirit or unity, fellowship and 
co-operation. The Chairman and ~ 
reta.rY could also be assigned such ter­
ritory, or remain tree to be chlet coun­
sel tor the five. 

A reform ministry ot almost a quarter 
ot a century has convinced me that. 
well-dev1sed system of co-operative fel­
lowship Is the life of unity and progreBS. 
I have observed also that nothing is 80 
productive In t.he creation of such co­
operative tellowship a9 stated ralItes in 
which the masses can take part. These 
can be arranged in his section according 
to tbe pleasure ot the Presbyter and the 
convenience of the ma&su. These ral­
lies are in no sense to be business bodies 
distinct trom the State Council, but 
mere convocational gatherings of the 
saints tor the purpose ot cementing uni­
ty, cultivating tellowship and promot­
ing co-operation.-W. Jethro Walthall, 
Camden, Ark.
