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Daniel was a man subject to like 
passions as we are; but well be­
lov d, a man of intense and con­
tinuous prayer; so the archangel 
Gabriel was deputed to carry to 
him a message, i'i)'st of all, greet­
ing. secondly, . encouragement, 
thirdly of revelatIon. 

And 'then the divine panorama 
opened up before him. Th:e . cycle 
of time in its various dlV)SIOnS 
terminated at the exact bme set 
forth in parables. An angel was 
sent to set forth, to expound 
prophecy. Even Christ referred 
to Daniel. 

The angel wa~ ~~nt to a man be­
loved' and now, at the period when 
the Times of the Gentiles are 
swiftly drawil1g to a close, the 
blessed Holy Spirit of God Hlm­
self is sent f01-th to enhghten, 
quicken the belo'led believer, and 
tb unfold and expound the Scnp­
tures. It is Hi~ office to in~use 
desire into the heads of the Saints 
for the Lord to retUl'n. 

"Howbeit, when He the Spirit of 
Truth is come He will guide you in­
to all truth ... and lIe will show you 
things to come" (John 16 :13).

Daniel lookeci 'through the tel­
escope at the reverse end and saw 
prophecies which were going to be 
fulfilled after centuries. But now 
God is presenting to us these 
prophecies £l'om the other side, 
and we see them fu lfilled. Things 
far off are brought nigh, and the 
Spirit emphasizes the 1V0rd, ."For 
the vision is yet for an appomted 
time, but at the end it shall speak 
and not Jie: though it tarry, wait 
for it, because it will surely come, 
it will not tarry." 

Daniel had a divinely sent in­
structor, even an angel from glory; 
but the saint has the Third Person 
of the Trinity, the blessed Holy 
Spirit to teach him; and instructed 
and guided by the Spirit he ar­
ranges facts, marshals together 
signs, a fragment from here and a 
fragment from there, and thus you 
see the whole plan. 

Before Christ ~a~e on earth the 
people mused in their hearts and 
they searched the Scriptures. They 
asked John the Baptist if he was 
the Messiah. The rumor regarding 
Christ's birth reached Jerusalem. 

The scribes knew exactly where 

lIe should be born. For the Scrip­
tures told them, "And thou, Beth­
lehem, in the land of J uda, art not 
the least among the princes of 
Juda; for out of thee shall come 
forth a Governor, that shall r ule 
my people Israel" (Matt. 2 :6). 

The scribes had the letter, but 
not the Spirit. The shepherds, who 
were guided to the manger where 
the infant J esus lay, had the Spirit 
but not the letter. The wise men, 
too, came to worship Him and their 
guidance was typified by a star. 

The scribes came to cavil. Th e 
deep things of God are hid from 
the wise and prudent, and are re­
vealed unto babes, who are the 
teachable ones. The babes are the 
quickest learners. If you want to 
learn quickly, become a babe. The 
revelation about His coming is 
prior to the revelation of HIM­
SELF. 

The wise men, the shepherds, 
Anna the prophetess, and Simeon, 
were prepared by the Spirit and 
enabled to believe the fact of t he 
incarnation of J esus. The rank 
and file in a casual way were ex­
pecting something, someone, The 
scri bes did not believe, and they 
set Him at naught. God is re­
peating the same thing today. 
The wise men from the east were 
not of the house of Israel. They 
were outside the covenant. It is a 
question if they were even allowed 
inside the temple. The shepherds 
did not belong to the city, they 
came from the outside and de­
parted after they worshipped. 
Simeon and Anna, studious, rev­
erent and expectant, were humble 
folk of no rank. 

And so today people are musing 
and saying there must be a change. 
Is this war Armageddon? Is this 
the end of the world? What does 
it all mean? Art thou he that 
should come, or look we for 
another? 

God, through the power or the 
Holy Ghost is saying, Repent ! re­
pent!! repent!!! The message He 
spoke through John the Baptist is 
being spoken through preachers 
whom He is raising up. He has 
been saying, Repent, through this 
bloody war. "When God's judg­
ments are in the earth the people 
shall learn righteousness." And if 
they do not learn righteousness 
now, it will be judgment upon 
judgment in the days to come.

Daniel received an elaborate set­
ting forth of the things which 
were to come. And to him the 
angel said, "Go thy way, Daniel, 
for the words are closed up and 
sealed to the time of the end." 
Centuries later John was told not 
to seal up the book; for the time 
is at hand. The first part of 
Daniel's prophecy had then been 
fulfilled. The time is at hand, be­
cause the Messiah had been cut 
off. Now all down the ages from 
John's day, we see a gradual iul­
fiUing of those prophecies of Dan­
iel. If at the time of John's vision 
it was written, "The time is at 
hand" (Rev. 1 :3), how much near­
er now is the day of CHRIST'S 
appearing? 

The Holy Ghm;t is multiplying 
signs. He is emphasizing signs in 
such a manner that the wayfaring 
man cannot mistake them . An 
angel was caused to fly swiftly to 
notify Daniel of the prophecies, 
which fact typifies the intense 
activity in the last days; fox' the 
man with anointed eyes can see the 
intense activity of the Holy Ghost, 
and the corresponding resistance 
to His operations. The Prince of 
Persia withstood Gabriel! And so 
today the powers of darkness with­
stand the Holy Ghost. Why? Be­
cause He has come not only to an­
nounce the fact of the expected 
coming Christ, but finally to bring 
in HIM whose kingdom is to break 
in pieces the world powers which 
resisted His rule. When He comes 
the whole world will be filled with 
His glory, and He will take unto 
Himself power to reign. 

Michael, the archangel, with- , 
stood the Prince of Persia and en­
abled the messenger to get 
through. Primarily the devil's 
wrath is against the Holy Ghost 
who is on the earth, and whose 
power is manifested in His saints. 
Many today who come under the 
manifestation of the Spirit's power 
are saying, "Jesus is corning quick­
ly. And the enemy seeks often . 
through a friend or a foe to stifle 
this witness. Meantime, Michael 
is reserved in heaven to deal with 
the Prince of Persia in the form of 
the Dragon who is standing ready 
to devour the man child and to 
prevent the passage up to God's 
throne. 

Gabriel did get to Daniel. The 
prophecy was given marvellously; 
and it was fulfill ed in major part, 
and the final will be gloriously 
fulfilled. And Daniel will stand, 
with other sleeping ones, in his 
lot at the end of the days on this 
very earth. And we with Daniel 
and Paul shall be caught up with

come? Daniel, the man greatly be­
loved was the one who received this 
marvelous prophecy.

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Hudson Taylor, when on his first fur­

lough in England, was asked to give a 
lecture on China at Totterldge, a village 
not very far from London. He willingly 
consented to do so, on condition that 
there ehould be no collection, and that 
this should be. announced on the bills. 
)1r. Puget, the one who invited him, 
said that he had never before heard of 
such a stipulation, but he accepted it 
and issued the bills. 

Mr, Taylor writes, "'Vith the aid of 
a large map, something of the extent, 
popu lation and deep spiritual need of 
China was presented to the people, many 
of whom were evidently much im­
pressed. At the close of the meetillg the 
Chairman said that at my request it had 
been intimated on the bills that there 
would be no collection, but he felt that 
there were many present who would be 
distressed and burdened if they had not 
the opportunity of contributing some­
thing to the good work proposed. He 
t rusted that, as the suggestion that such 
gifts shoul(1 be received emanated en­
tirely from himself and expressed the 
(eelings from many in the audience. I 
should not object to it. ] begged, how­
ever. that the condit ions alread)' agreea 
upon might not be altered. pointing out 
that the very reason adduced by the kind 
Chai rm an was to my mind one of the 
strongest for not making any collection. 
My desire was not that those present 
might be relieved by giving then aud 
there such contributions as might be 
convenient under the influence of pres­
ent emotion, but that each one shou ld 
go home r eally burdened with a sense 
o[ China's deep need, and go to ask of 
God what He would ·havJ! them do. 
If. after thought and prayer, they were 
satisfied that a pecuniary offering was 
all that He wanted of them, this could 
be given to any society baving mission­
aries at work in China. or might be 
posted to our London address. But per­
haps, in many cases, what God was ask­
in g was not a money contribution, but 
personal consecration to His ser vice a­
broad, or the gift ot a dear son or 
daugh ter, more precious far tban gold. 

"I added that I thought the tendency 
of a collection was to leave upon the 
mind the impression that tbe all-impor­
tant thing was money, whereas no 
amoun t of money could convert a s ingle 
sou l. The supreme need was that men 
and women filled with the Holy Spirit 
sbou ld give themselves to the work, and 
for the su pport of such there would 
never be a lack of fund s. 

"As my wish was evidently strong, 
the Chairman yi elded and closed the 
meeting. He told m e. however , atter 
the m eeti ng, that he thought I was sad­
ly mis taken . a nd that notwith standing 
all I had said, some little contributions 
had been put into his hand for the 
Mission. 

"Ne'Jt morning at break~ast my kind 
host came in a 11 tUe late, and said he 

had spent a reslle::)s night. After lhe 
meul was over he asked mo into h is 
study, and handing me the cOlllnbutlone 
given him the previous evening he re­
marked: 'I thought yesterday. Mr. Tay­
lor, that you were in the wrong about lhe 
collection; but now r am convinced that 
you are right. As 1 considered in Lbo 
night that stream of souls in China, 
ever passing onward in the uark. t could 
only cry. as you su~gestf'(l, "Lord, what 
wilt Thou have me to do?" I helie\·o 
1 have obtained the guidance 1 sougbt; 
and here It is.' He handed me, as he 
spoke, a check for Ih'c hunul't.'<l p ounds 
($2 .500.00). adding lhal If ther. had 
been a collection be would have given 
a few pounds towards it, but that this 
check was the result of having spent 
no small part of' thE' night in prayer. 

"I need scarcely say how surprised 
and thankful 1 was (or the gift. A 
letter had reached me at tho breakfast 
table that very morning (rolll the ship­
ping agents in which they stated tha.t 
they could offer us the whole pagsenger 
accolllmodation of the LahlInel'lnuir (the 
vessel on which Mr. Taylor took his 
first large party of mlsslonurie!! to 
China).

\Vhat would have happened to any of 
the first-born Israelites. it on the night 
of Jehovah's visitation in Egypt they 
had lett thei r blood sheltered homes 
in Goshen, and had gone out to have 
fellowship in Egypt. Swltt and cer­
tain judgment! So with those who 
forsake the strait way ot holiness in 
this last hour. The child of God who 
abides in Christ has nothing to fear, tor 
to him the words ot Jesus sUIl have 
their anCient power, "Behold I give you 
power, . . over all the power of the 
enemy' : lind nothing shall by any means 
hurt )'ou" (Luke 10:19). 
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IS IT 'roo LATE? 
Some say it the "times ot the Gen­

tiles" have closed, and tbe presumpt10a 
Ie they have, then It Is "too late tor Mis­
Sionaries to go to them." 

This is a wrong concluSion, and seema 
to come rrom the idea that Lhe captl:lr. 
o r Jerusalem trom tbe Turks Is the 
closing act ot G'entile reign over Jeru­
u.lem. 

But this is Ilot true. The British and 
all their Allies are Gentiles, as well as 
the Turks alld Jerusalem has simply 
changed from one Gentile ruler to anoth­
er. Besides, the Turkish population is 
still there and their lawB still reign ill 
local mallers under the general over­
sight oC General Allenby as military 
commander. 

Again, the Jews are not yet in power 
in Jerusal e m or Palestine. Not even 
Christians rule in local matters. The 
Turks ha\'e their own judges on the 
bench In courts, and their own local lan­
guage Is used In lhese courts. 

Moreover lhe British rule does not 
mean a change ot religion in Palestine. 
Like ancient Rome. Britain is very lIb­
eral in these llIatters, and she does not 
Interfere with the religions at a C011-
Querf>(1 nation. 1'hflY gO on jn full re­
ligious freedom under the protection of 
Great Britain in doing so. 

The above facts show that the times 
of the Gentiles have not yet tully 
elided. I believe they are swi ttly draw­
Ing to a close; but it may take a few 
years or several decades to complete 
these times. 

Meantime the Lord says "Occupy till 
I come". lie has not yet come, we all 
know. Hence if we obey 11im. we s hall 
go right on doing what ne commanded 
us till the very moment He arrives. 
Jesus sa~'s, "U:essed is that servant 
whom lIis Lord shall find so doing". 
The biggest fanatic in tile world is the 
one who fixes a day tor Jesus to come, 
and theY sit down doing nothing, wait­
ing to g~ up that day. Good people bal'e 
done this many times ill fairly recent 
years, but in every case GOd put them 
to shame when the day arrived, show inr; 
He had not spoken thus to them or by 
t hem . 

Lf we desire not to b~ asl1amed betore 
Him wllen He does come, rOluernberin~ 
He may come suddenly, then let us go 
on with all our hearts about our Maa­
ter's business.-E. N. B.

Note that "it Is" Is not 
in the original, but does seem clearly 
implied. The word "that" Is not a 
r e lative pron oun, as might be supposed 
from til(! English. It it read "through 
faith thnt is not of yourselves" or 
"through taith whkh is not of your­
selves," then the "that" or the "which" 
woul d beyond dou bt reter to fuith and 
would clearly mean that faith Is not 
of yourselves, but is a gift from God. 
But th e Greek does not so read. It* 
liays in the Greek ]{ni 'l'outo, whIch ia 
an adverbial expression added for em­
,basis, meaning "and that too." It is 
eometh ing like "moreover." So then 
"that" is Dot a· relative pronoun re­
t err lng to faith. Perhaps it ·15 best to 
understand the passage to mean as fol­
lows: 

"You have been saved by grace 
through failh. and remember also that 
tb is ealvatlon does Dot origInate with 
lIlaD o r come out from man, but i"s 
en tirely a free girt of God."

Third. Bless the Lord there is an 
end to the lonellest journeys, and Ruth 
at last reaches the longed for Canaan.

In aU 
this Is not the love of Ch rist pictured! 
How otten bas it not been so r evealed 
to earnest souls, who atter consecraUoD. 
to God have passed, under divine direc 
tion , into a lite that Is jus t harvest field. 
gleaning,- perhaps to a sphere that Is 
naturally unconge nial. In such a one, 
the conflict for the supremacy ot the old. 
or t he new creaUon rages within. How 
timely then have come t h e handtuls or 
corn , and the sweet, considerate atten­
tions of our beloved Lord! 

Fourth. The long and very trying 
days of toil throughout the harvest 
period are n ow over, Bnd what is the 
next step for Ruth?

But 
it Jesus hM become to us lshi Or hus­
band, we not only enter into His vast 
possessions, we also become in a wonder­
tul way part of Him, "members at His 
body, ot His nesh and at His bones," 
and we receive what rightly is due to 
His bride, constant expressions at His 
love. 

The Rev. A. B. Simpson has expressed 
a phase at the truth at Divine union 
In the lines: 

"He lets me call Him lahl, 
"I have Him always near, 

"He carries all my burden, 
"He comforts every tear; 

"He calls me His beloved. 
"I lean upon His breast;

Such a union with our blessed Bride­

Arizona 
and Cnlitornirl, Pray that I may go 
when the Lord 80 wills, and that He will 
have many others to go to preach the 
gospel to Mexico's millions.

J arrived here on Nov. 1st and had a 
tervlce at the mission In the evening. 
The HUle room was full ot people, and 
the ftrst oonverts I had were rejOicing 
and giving good testimontes'. 

On the second day I discovered that 
Ibe man I lett In charle ot the mission 
bad allowed a man representing the 
f!plecopal Church to hold servicee In the 
8'1teslon tor the last tour weeks. The 
two bad gone about bolding meetinge 
4n the homes ot the members. The 

Episco palian promised my worker that 
he would ordain him and would build a 
ch urch nnd place him in charge of the 
WOrk. He and seven mell have lett 
our mi8!'fon and have gone with the 
J<JplRcopalinn, who has started a mis­
sion in another part ot the city. 

There are 65 of ou r converts who 
ha\·e remained true and who want to 
serve 1he Lord, and we have fifteen 
more candidates tor baptism. I am 
holding services In the s~ reet and mis­
sion every nlp-ht nnd our building is not 
big enongh to hold the crowd . 

J ask you all to pray for me that the 
Lord wfll guide me in all I do -Solo­
mon F e licIano. 

WORK 1)( THF. TR..\NS\·AA1 •. 
r have just returned trom a trip to 

the Diam ond Mines. 14 miles distant 
trom Maguassl In the Western Trans­
vaal. Here quite a large number ot 
natives are employed. I spent Sun­
day with them and had a glorious time 
of ble~slng. 1 baptized two natives and 
administered the Lord's Supper to a 
nice )fttJe company. This Is a very 
needy field. and one ripe unto harvest. 
As far as I could learn, nobody ie at 
work there at all except t he native 
evangel1st throU'gh whose Instrumen­
tality these converts have been won. 
He Is a young man who spent a tew 
months under Instruction in our Bible 
Schoo1. 

On my way back I broke my journey 
at Randtontein, where Evang. Morrat 
Kulubane is at work. He has been 
working with us now tor about eight 
years and, in the tace of many dltftcul­
ties and much OPposition, ha.q built UP 
a congregatfon ot native worshippers. 

One object at my visit was to try 
to rent a suitable butldl1lg tor their 
meetings. I was very fortunate In 
securing one In a good location. which 
has heen used tor school purposes In 
the past. at the very reasonable rate 
or $10.00 per month. Morrat bae now 
an able assistant In the work. and we 
hope It will continue to grow and In­
crease In the new --room as it has done 
up to the present. At Doornkop tbe 
most encouraging teature ot the work 
Is our Sunday School. The number of 
scholars is increasing. Last week we 
had 113. It any reader teels led to 
help this branch ot the work by sending 
Scripture Text Cards or Lesson Cards, 
Miss James wi11 be very glad, 8S she 
requires so large a number each 
week. Old cards It clean are per­
fectly suitable. We have also a good 
class of boys and girls preparing tor 
baptism. They have been under In­
struction for seveTal weeks.--;H. M. 
Turney, Box 74. Middleburg, Transvaal, 
S. Atrlca. 

SAM SHUr. SO. CHINA.

I hav(' Ile\er lJef.ra 100ke~1 
upon such an Intensely carnest face aa 
he talked at Confucius and Jesus. How 
he used to belicre in Confucius, but now 
how he had heco me acq uainted with 
Jesus and how he saw that J esus waa 
the world's only Saviour. His tace 
fa;rly Quivered with emotion 8S he 
talked. All ot us were stirred to the 
depths. He said, " And my people, the 
Ch lnege people, do not know. I must 
help to tell them. They are In such 
danger." He asked If he might be­
gin to learn to preach. He was already 
at It without knowing It. He reminded: 
me of ApolloB of the Bible. He came 
that night a nd Invited the people in and 
seated them, and handed around the 
song books nnd helped sing, and dtd .all 
be could . He said he was going over 
to the government schoOl today to 
talk to the students. Last night be 
cnme over and though on Monday 
nights we have no service, we all went 
down to the river edge and preached to 
tbe boat people. This young man gave 
a good exhortation. I wish China bad 
an army ot such earnest young men. 

I bave turned my miSSion work over 
into Bro. Geo. M. Kelley's hands. and 
hencetorth r will devote my time ex­
clusively to evangelistic work. gain&' 
out to the towns and villages that are 
neglected and Into the highways, by­
ways and hedges to hunt the loet 
sheep. God bas glYen me a clear call 
to this work, I believe, and It 18 A needy 
field white to the barvJlst. I have a 
good Bible woman to go with me. 

I stili have my 1ItUe girls in !lcbool 
and a boy In school at Wuchow. Pray 
that God wtll give us SOUI8. -Matti. 
Ledbetter. 

CAJ,EXICO, CALIF. 
We have been h ere tor the past t)Vo 

months but have been unable to hold 
public meetings on account ot the In-
6uenz~. Many ot the Mexicans have 
died with it. We are holding cottage 
meetings In a Mexican hotel , and also 
under a brush arbor In a court yard 
where several families live, also dis­
tributing tracts.

A band ot us South China missIon­
aries here met and prayed, and bave de­
cIded something must be done in behalf 
and tor the benefit ot our loved brother 
J. D. James on account ot bis health. 
He knows nothing ot this leiter, hut we 

. beg to tell you somewhat ot his lite 
_tory, so you will see how really worthy 
be is. He was born away down In 
Alabama in the pine woods, worked 
In the timber with mules and oxen, and 
Dever bad the chance ot but two monthp 
ot schooling In his Ute. He is ot a hero­
fc mold, somewhat on the old "Abe 
Lincoln" type, ot hard study and work. 

As a boy be had no chance, but when 
Pentecost came, his mother went to the 
m eetings JUany miles away. came home 
under deep conviction, and said It was 
God. She sought earnesLly. and did get 
lT6at blessings tram God. , and very 
.hortly was taken sick and died. Her 
parting blessings and prayers were tor 
th is boy, and after bis mother's death 
he began attending the meetings ten 
Illites away. 

Very soon he got sa.lvation, and then 
the baptism, and God called him to 
preach. Then though but the seventeen 
or eighteen yea.rs old boy he was. he 
went like a "blaze" all oyer that coun­
try. and God called him to China. We 
have not one other single instance, 80 

far as we are able to <aScertain. at God's 
caning one 80 ·young and ao entirely 
aione so far. as this boy in his lonely 
march to China, now nearly seven 
years ago, but he knew God and God 
knew him. 

When he reached San Francisco he 
yet lacked money by $100.00 to pay his 
wayan to China. On telling his earneat 
ute story in a mission there. he was re­
warded by God touching the heart at 
aome noble Christian man who gave him 
about $100.00, which made up his fare, 
and God brought him on here. He has 
been a "blaze'1 at pure blesalng In 
China. He literally has lived, eaten, 
81ept, walked. and talked, worked, 
prayed, toiled tor and loved these 
Chinese. All give him first rank here 
a s a Chinese scholar, so completely has 
be acquired the Chinese language; and 
&s a band at brothers and sisters. we 
.. ll see and t eel it means to go home at 
once for him or die of overwork. 

He bas since Bro. Hammond's death 
made htmselt a slave here to mission~ 
aries coming and gOing, In their ship­
ping and trans-sblpplng, buying and 
IIBndlng goods Inland , meeting boats, 
k eeping newcomers, strangers. etc., 
besides baving his own services three 
times on Sundays with the Chinese, and 
five or six times each week, and to that 
add all at bis valuable work at trans~ 
lating songs as well as books and tracts 
tnto Chinese which could be done tar 
1>etter it he were only resting In Amer~ 
tea. 

Over one year ago one at the best 
missionary doctors here told him that 
the lining of bis stomach was then 
~urned out from Hving on Chinese food, 
end bis Hvlng at such a. high tension In 
\bll hot, exhausting cUm ate this seven 
"",r8. and It will 800n end In a fatality

ladies who have been out here have bad 
a turlough. and money sent to them to 
come home on; and I do know that my 
Father cares as much for one as anoth­
er, when they have been equally faith­
ful and unswerving. We beg at you to 
get up a tund at once, a.s a matter of 
lite or death, to one at the bravest and 
most needed men on this tield, and get 
it to him, by telegraph it possible, and 
get him and his dear wife bome. 

Mrs. James has been here in all near­
ly ten years, and needs a rest as badly 
as he does. She is now doing her own 
housework In the absence at enough 
means to get her a native servant. 
They have told us they would go home 
if only means could be sent them with 
which to go ; so saints, do beed this, 
and let U9 not, as we only did do In 
August, have to bury one. (Miss A. M. 
Deane) because she stayed beyond her 
strength in this land. We all love Bro. 
James, and we want him to live on 
and do service tor God , and will you 
call a special season at prayer there 
that his lite may be spared. <and tor 
God's highest will for him,. and we shall 
expect God to touch your hearts and 
that something shall be dOlle In this 
dear brother's behalt. and done 
speedily.

Tho SenUnary of SutTerlng. We now 
DegJn the stU(ly of the Book ot Exodus, 
t he story of the exit ot the chiOOren 
of Isr ael trom Egypt. The outstanding 
theme is J'(.'{JcmptiOIl tht'ough Blood. 
Already we sce Jehovah's word at 
promise to Abraham that his seed 
.hould be as the stars of heaven. be­
ginning to be veritled, tor they wer e 
"truittul, increased abundantly. multi­
plied, waxed exceedh~g mighty and filled 
the land." and the king of Egyvt be­
came very feartul of their Increasing 
power. The king who rose in those da.ys 
n either knew Joseph nor Joseph's Lord, 
a nd according to his wJsdom-the wis­
dom, of the wOlld that never takes God 
tnto account-began a program of per .. 
secution, with a view to destroying as 
many ns poss ible. 

It reminds one ot the vis iOn g iven to 
Bunyan 's Pilgr im in the Inter preter 's 
House, wher e on ODe s ide ot a wall Sa­
t a n was pouring gallons ot water on a 
ti re, and on the other side Jesus was 
pour ing in oil and making it blaze the 
mor e. The more the Egyptians aIDfcted 
the child ren of Israel, "the mor e they 
multlpl!ed." In the Book of Acts we 
r end of Her od doin g his utmost to 
d estroy the ear ly ch urch, bu t "the word 
grew and multiplied." A persecuted 
church Is ever the church ot spir itua l 
prosperity. W hen J esus pr omised us a 
hundred told in this lite tor what we 
lave up tor Him, H e added "with per­
lecutlons." He knew tha t faith blos­
loms best when the nor th wind blows 
u pon a u]" garden. Disciplesh ip 1n­
Tolves much stern discipline from friend 
and foe. But. praise God, if we suffer 
wlth HIm, we shall reIgn with Him. 

The Preservation of n Prophet. Je­
hovah told Abraham tha t bis seed would 
be amlcted In a land not the1rs tour 
hundred years, and then He would 
bring the m out with great subs tance. 
Joseph had faIth tha t this promIse 
... ould be fulftlled, and when dyIng, be, 
'y faith , gave commandment concern­
Ing his bones. This hope was bright In 
the people of faith In Goshen, and it Is 
evident that those hum hie Levitea; of 
."hom we read in Cha pter 2 were peo­
ple of faith. From Hebrews - we learn 
that It was by faith that thIs "goodly 
child" Moses was hidden three months 
'''' btl parents. Faith Invariably can­
cels fear and they had no fea r of the 
king's commandment to slay: aU the 
little ones. By talth that lov1ng mother 
deTised that tiny shelter for her tender 
'abe, but there was more than a fraU 
ark of bulrusbes bet ween the future de­
ltTerar ot Israel's seed and the dire 
'8stroyer, there was the mighty arm 01 
olebo-vab. He it is who can make a 
leemlng coincIdence, the cholce ot a 
'athln~ place of an Egyptia n prineess, 
.. rTe HII own eternal purposes. Moses' 

mother was given back her child to 
nourish and nurture. and that woman 
ot talth trained her tiny infant tor the 
high purposes of GOd. Pharaoh's 
daughter proillised her wages, but there 
wHl be a richer reward than the cur­
rency of Egypt for tl1at faithful mother, 
and tor every other true mother who 
brings up her chlId in the nurture and 
admonition of the Lord. 

The C1loice of Faith. The word of 
taith implanted in the heart of Moses 
by his godly mother was a seed that 
germinated even in the unlikely at­
mosphere ot the evil court at Pbaraoh, 
and by faith, Moses, wben he was come 
to years, refused to be called the son of 
Pharaoh's daughter, choosing rather to 
suffer affliction with the children of 
God than to enjoy the pleasures of sin 
for a season. It was a deliberate 
choice; he chose the reproach Of Christ 
as a th ing of g reater value than the 
treasures of Egypt. Faith always sees 
things in rIght perspective; it knows 
that present gain may mean eternal 
loss, and prescnt loss may mean eter nal 
gain, and invariably chooses the will ot 
God, no malleI' what losses may thereby 
be entailed. To its vIsion, t emporal 
gl itter bas 110 comparison with eternal 
glory. In t his abort space we have not 
room to deal with the detaIls of Moses' 
departure from Egypt, fleeing t r am the 
wrath of Pharaoh into t he land ot 
Midian, but we must pass on what the 
H oly Ghost has given as t h e secret at 
h is s teadfastness. "He endured, fiS see .. 
ing HJm who was invisible." Atter a 
g r a nd r eview of faith 's heroes in He­
brews 11 , t he Holy Ghost ~ives us the 
secret of Our a lso attaIning like victory 
In Hebrews 12, uLook.lng unto Jesus, 
the Author and Perfecter of our falth." 

A COII Ul e nrido. In ~is exHe in 
Mtdlan, Moses was ghen a bride. A 
greater than Moses was aUke rejected, 
yea and crucifi ed, but, praise God, In 
these days of His exJle, a bride Is being 
prepared for Him, and soon, sooner 
perhaps than most of us think, the day 
of His Marriage will come. 

MOSES 'i'HE LEADE R OF ISRAEL. 
J anunry 12. Ex. 3 :1-12:17. 

Golflen Text. Beb. 3: 5 . 
Feedillg Sheep. It was a far cry from 

the life at a courtier in a palace in Egypt 
to tending a fi ock of sheep on th e back­
s ide of t he deser t; but Moses h ad much 
to learn and much to unlear u, and this 
was J ebovah's school for t he ou e. who 
was later to lead t he flock of God . Ter 
Steegen , in aile of his won der ful poems , 
tell s us that the modern student 's task 
is to learn. and yet to lear n, so a s to be 
great and do great th ings, but for h im­
selt' he testified, 
My work is but t o lose an d to forget. 

Thus sm all, desp ised to be; 
AU to un learn- this task before me set; 

U11 1eat'n all else but Thee. 
The expe rience at Moses was no t un-
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like that of Paul in later years, who had 
to spend three years in the desert landl!l 
ot Arabia to unlearn much of the teach­
ing of Gamaliel, and to learn the true 
Simplicity of the gospel of Jesus Christ. 

'1'be Vision of God. As the lowly but 
faithtul tender of Jethro's flock led his 
sbeep to Horeb, the mountain of God, a 
rare sight awaited him, a bush, burning 
with fire . yet unconsumed! It was God 
manifesting Himself for the benefit at 
His servant. Moses might have moved 
on unconcerned, but be was ever on the 
alert for "Him who is inviSible," and 
said, "I will tUl'll aside and see this great 
sight." The Word tells us that our 
God is a Consuming Fjre, On the day 
of Pentccost He manifesteci Himself ae 
such, and some turned aside to see what 
was going on, and three thousand caught 
the flame. He who promised to baptize 
with the Holy Ghost and fire has been 
visiting this earth with a true Pentecos­
tal burning during the past few years, 
but many pastors of flocks have been too 
busy about socjal progl"aIDs and other 
things to turn aside and see this great 
sight. But a few of us have turned 
aside, al1(1 got enveloped in the fire. 
The aIle question in the great revival in 
;\ValE':S, fourteen years ago was this , 
"Brother, have yOll got the fire?" On 
the trees or the Lord's own planting the 
fire from beaven ~ell, ane! the fire puri­
tied, but did ndt consume; and it is God 's 
thought that you and I should be burn­
Ing bushes' in which His Presence is 
manifest. "His mInisters, a flame of 
fire!" Like John the Baptist, burning 
and shining lights. 

T he Holiness of God. Moses had 
first to come to a right sense of the 
:tl·oliness of God. In the Revelation , 
John heard the living creatures crying 
continually in the presence of God , 
"Holy! Holy! Holy!" It is the lack ot 
the knowledge of the ho] ine~s of our 
God that lies at the root at every false 
fa ith. Moses was comman ded to rem ove 
h is sh oes from off h is feet, and thi8 
symbolized \he putting off of h is own 
ways. Even our best religious ways are 
unholy in the sight of God and need the 
cleansing of the Blood. Surrender your 
shoes to you r h oly God, cease fr om your 
own ways, and in His own t ime you will 
be sbod with H is shoes, the preparat ion 
of the gospel of peace. Hencefor th , 
pr omoted to be His er r and-boy, 

The Grace of God. Then came th. 
gr acious message of t he loving kindness 
of ou r God. He has seen the affiictio l1 
at His people, He bas heard their cr ies , 
and H e said, "I know their sorrows. " 
Yes, in a ll thei r affliction He '1'!as a f­
fli cted , He saw, He heard , He t e lt ; 
and mor e, He sai d , "I run now come 
down to deliver." J es us sees you , He 
hears yo u , He k nows your sorrows, and 
mor e than t hat, He is a very p resent 
help on h and to deliver you in every 
time of trou ble. Away a h ead is t h. 
land flowin g with milk and h oney, and 
He will not be content until He has you 
ab ldin~ th er e. 

The Promjse of B.is Presence. It was 
good for Moses to bave t h is in ter View, 
but wb at ot t he m orrow without th. 
visIon or God.! J ehova h had thought of 
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that, and He gave to His aen"ant the 
iure word o[ prom ise, "Certainly I will 
be with thee." He Is 8utnctent tor 
every occasion that might arise. He 
who later said to Joshua, " As] was with 
Moses, so I will he with thee," gives us 
the same word in even more emphatic 
language in Hebrews 13: 5, whie;' 
translated literally reads, "I will never, 
never leave thee, I will never, never. 
never forsake thee," So come what ma)'. 
we can be content. Prices may soar , 
epidemics may rage, famines Illay pre­
vail, and other trials may setUe all this 
poor old earth. AfflicUons may abound 
all every side even ror God's saints as 
they did In Egypt. for He has said. 
" Many arc the afflictions or the right­
eou3," but praise God, the promise is 
certain and sure, "The Lord del1vereth 
out of them all." Look up in faith, our 
redemption draweth nigh.-S. H. F.
