You will notice that Borne ot these 
words as they appear in tho rendering 
wblch we ha.ve here in the Authorized 
Version, are printed In Italics. That 
means thnt they have been supplied by 
the tr;> 'lslators. I believe that the trans­
Jntors were helped by God, but f do not 
believe that they were Infallible. Un­
doubtedly they made some mlst.o.kes. It 
18 evident that they made a mistake In 
supplying these words. The RevIsed 
Version gives us tbe correct rendering . 

The first part at the text, when cor­
roolly rendered, rpa.ds thus: "Thy dead 
shaH live; my dend bodies shall rlso," 
God Is speaking. 11e Is 81)eaklng to Ills 
people not as separate units, but as on~ 
unit. ft Is the will of God that tho peo­
ple of Ood should be one. Jesus prayed 
that they might be one, "8S thOU, Father, 
art In me, and 1 in thee, that they also 
may be one In us, that the world may 
believe that lllOU hast sent me." Ood 
calls the things wblch are not as though 
they were, and addresses His people as 
thOugh they were one. The sain ted dead. 
are sllokcn of as OUI' deud. They have 
died, but they stili belong to us. Tbey 
have simply passed on, and they are as 
much ours as they were when they were 
here with us, and we sball seo them 
again some day, I shall see the faco at 
my father and the face of my mother, 
and I Khall henr their voices, as I used 
to sec theIr races and henr their voices 
when they were here on earth. God 
speaks of the dead bodies of the saints 
as nl~ drnd hodl(''I, What a precious 
thought this Is! The bodies of our glorl­
fled loved ones have been laid away to 
rest in the silent eartb, but Ood has not 
forgotten them. God Is interested in 
our bodies while we live here amid these 
scenes at time, and He does not forget 
them when our spirits take their de­
parture from this world. They are Bit 
bodies now, and even though tbey may 
die they wllJ be Dis bodJes sUlI. 

The text tells us about THE FIRST 
RESURRECTION, It tells us also about 
THE GREAT TRIBULATION. and gives 
us some Information as to WH.AT GOD 
IS GOING TO DO WITH THE DEVIL,

One 
at the greatest evlden ces of the near 
coming of Jesus is thts wonderful Lat­
ter naln which God Is pouring out In 
these days upon the earth. Men and wo· 
men and little children; thousands ot 
them, all Over the earth, are being bap· 
Uzed with the Holy Ghost just as God 
baptized people with the Holy Ohost at 
the beginnIng. Tbank God tor the fact 
tbat Jesus Is coming!

~ " '110 will 118\-0 part In U? Those 
wbo bave died In Christ. "Tbe dead lq 
Christ." Will the Old Testament saints 
be included? Undoubtcdly, I cannot 
conceive or Abraham's being denied a 
part in the first resurrection or of God's 
forgetting tbe dead bodies of Isaac and 
Jacob and Isaiah and Daniel. Tbe dead 
bodies of tbe saints who lived In Old 
Testament days are God's dead bodies, 
and God will not torget them. They will 
be raised when the trumpet shall sound 
and· the voice of the nrchaugel shall be 
heard. The Old Testament saints will 
have part In the first resurrection. But 
this may not mean that they will be a 
part of tho Bride. No passage of Scrip. 
ture affirms that the Bride wfll be com­
posed ot all who have part In the first 
resurrection . I am disposed to beHeve 
that some who wJJi have part In that 
resurrection will be servants of the 
Bridegroom and the Bride, some will be 
trIends, and some will be guests, It Is 
possible that those who will constitute 
tho Bride will fo rm but a small minority 
ot those who shall rIse when Jesus 
comes. But I do not dogmatize on this 
lJoint. There are some things that we 
ought to be willIng to wait tor In order 
that we may know. 

3. By what power wHl it be ctTe<:t.ed? 
By divine pOwer. the same power that 
efl'ected the resurrection of Jesus, See 
Acts 10:" O. Only God can raise tbe 
dead, the spiritually dead or the physi-

cally dead. It Is as easy for Him to do 
the ono as the other. 

J[.-THE CREA'.r TRlnULATION. 
Tbls will be a time of unparalleled 

Bufl'erlng and human woo. It will take 
place during the last haH of the last 
seven-year period of this age. Tbo time 
will probably be a little less than three 
and a half years, tor Jesus said, "Then 
shall be great tribulation such as was 
not since the beginning of the world to 
this time, no, nor ever shall be. And 
except those days should be shortened, 
there should no Desh be saved: but lor 
lhe elcct's snko thosc days shall be short. 
ened " (Matt. 24:2], 22). By the e lect 
Is meant, not the Church, tor the Church 
will have been caught away, but rather 
tbe remnant in Israel, the 144,000 seal· 
ad ones, 

l, The Grent Tribulation Is foretold 
In numerous p.lssnges in tbo Old Testa· 
Ulcnt Scriptures. I call attention to but 
one, Dan. 12: 1, "And at that time shall 
Michael stand up the grent prmce which 
standeth for the children of thy peoplo: 
and there shall be a time of trouble, 
such as never was since there was n. na­
tion even to that s~me time: and at that 
time thy people shall be del1vered, every 
one that shall be found written In tbe 
book," 

2, 'l'hc Grcnt TribulnUon is deslg. 
nnted [I, 1 he time or Sacob's tl'(mble. 
Jer. 30:7. The whole human family 
will be more or less involved, but the 
people of Israel who will have returned 
to the Holy Land In unbelief w1l1 De tbe 
greatest sufterers. See Amos 5:16-20, 
God in the text Is addressing the rem· 
nant in Israel as "my people," He says, 
"Come, my people, enter tbou into thy 
cbambers, and shut thy door about thee; 
hide thyself as It were for a. little mo­
ment, until the indignation be overpast. 
For, behold, the Lord cometh out of his 
place to punll'lh the inhabitants of tbe 
earth for their iniquity: the earth also 
shall disclose ber blood, and shall no 
more cover her slain." Turn to Rev. 
12:1-6. Here by tho sun-clothed woman 
Is meant Israel, by lhe dragon Is meant 
Satan, and by the Man Child is meant 
Jesus. Mark the language at the sixth 
verse and compare It with what God 
says to Israel in the text, "And tho wo­
man fled Into the wilderness, where she 
hath a place prepared of God, that tbey 
should teed her there a thousand two 
hundred and threescore days," the forty­
two months, tho three and ona.bn.lf 
years of the Great Tribulation, the last 
halt of Daniel's seventieth week, a time, 
times and halt a time. See Dan. 9: 24· 
27; 12:7. 

3. The Gl'ent Tribulation wiJI be slg· 
naiizf'd by tho unl·ieldlng tyranny ot 
Antichrist. He will probably be a Syrian 
Jew. At the same time he will be a 
Roman citizen. The old Roman Empire 
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will have been re\'tved, Paul speaks of 
the Antichrist as the "man of sin," the 
"son of perdition," "who opposeth and 
exalteth himself above all that is called 
God, or tliat is worshipped; so that he 
as God sltteth In the temple of God, 
showing himself that he Is God." TherEl 
are those who would hal'e us believe 
that Paul was wrltlng or: the Pope. He 
was not. The Pope may be a type of 
Antichri st, but he Is not the Antichrist 
Paul was speaking <of. That Antichrist 
is yet to come. He is also called "that 
Wicked," literally, "that Lawless One," 
"whom the Lora shall consume with the 
SPirit of his mouth, and shall destroy 
with the brightness or: his coming: even 
hIm, whose coming Is after the working 
of Satan with all power aod signs and 
lying wonders, and with all deceivable­
ness o( unrighteousness in them that 
perish; because they received not the 
love of the truth, that they might be 
saved" (2 Thesll, 2:3-10). 

4. The Great Tribulation "ill be per­
mitted by God M n just judgment upon 
• God-torsakJIlg Illl(l Christ-rejecting 
world. Tbe prayer of Jeremiah will be 
answered, "Pour out thy fury upon the 
nations that know thee not, and upon 
the families that call not on thy name: 
for they have eaten up Jacob and de­
voured him, and consumed bim, and 
)Dade his habltation desolate." (Jer. 
10:25). 

IB.-WJIAT GOD IS GOING TO DO 
WITH '.rUE DEVIL. 

The devil was orIginally a cherub 
high In the counsels o( God. He was 
"the anointed cherub that covereth;" he 
was "[ull ot wisdom and perlect In 
beauty ;" he was "In Eden, the garden 
of God; he was " upon the holy moun­
tain ot God" and "walked up and down 
In the midst of the stones ot fire." He 
was perfect In his ways (rom the day he 
was created until Iniquity was found in 
him. H is h eart was lifted up because 
of his beaut)'. Through pride and van­
lty and ambition he fell. Read Ezek, 
28:12-]9. Also Isa. 14:12-15. 

By "leviathan the pierCing se rpent, 
even leviathan that crooked serpent," 
and by "lhe dragon that Is In tbe sea" 
Is meant Satan. How he pierces with 
bls fiery darts! Blessed indeed is the 
man wbo has on the breastplate of 
righteousness, and who has taken the 
shield of faith wherewith It Is possible 
to quench all the flery darts of the devil! 
The devil Is certainly a "crooked ser­
pent." H e has been crooked ever since 
his fall. He Is the instigator of all thi 
crookedness there Is In the world. 

The Ume for the punishment ot Satan 
Is at hand. He has been opraUng all the 
way down through the sges since he per­
suaded our firat parents to eat of the for· 
bJdden tru lt, but he Is not going to oper­
ate forever. He has bad and is having 
his day, but his day will end. His do om 
has already been fixed. Sentence has 
been pronounced upon him. He wl11 
80me day, and that day is speedily draw­
Ing near, be removed from the theatre 
o( hum~ln nctlon. God bas prepared a 
place for him. Hell has heen bullt, not 
for man, but (or the devll and his angels. 

THE PE:".'TECOSTAL EVA!'\GEL 

During the Tribulation Satan will be 
permitted to do hia worst. The conflict 
between God and the devU will wax hot· 
ter than e\'er before, Antichrist w1l1 be 
ol'erthrown at tho end of lho Tribula­
tion and Satan will be bound. He will 
be put Into the abyss, the bottomle!:ls pit, 
and kept there a thousand years. See 
Rcv. 20:1, 2. Then he will be loosed 
a lilOe season . He will proceed at once 
to rally his forcas. He will make a last 
determined effort to recover his lost 
power. He will fall. All who fight 
against God arc bound to fall. He will 
be seized and thrust down Into hell 
where the bonst and falso prophet are, 
or shall be, and he wlll be tormented 
day and night forever and ever. The 
Idea that the devil Is to retgn In hell Is 
not scriptural. It Is an Idea that is lIll· 

. tonic In Its character. The Word o( 
God says that the devJl will be torment­
ed in hell. I believe the Word. Let us 
stick to what the Bible says and not try 
to be wise above what Is written. 

I am ready tor Ood to send Satan to 
hell. Satan has been back of all the 
devHlshness of all the ages. All the 
wars and all tbe sufferings, all tbe heart· 
aches, the miseries, the wretchedness, 
the woes of humanIty-Salan has been 
the real instigator of them all. There 
can be no permanent peace in this world 
unUl Satan s halt have been removed 
from the theatre of :lctlon. The sooner 
he Is sent to hell, to the place prepared 
for him and his angels, the better I 
shall be pleased. But I a.rn willing to 
patiently ablde God's tliue, God makes 
no mistakes. For wise purposes he ha!! 
been delaying final action . But flna l 
action will not be delayed forever, 

Satan Is called "the dragon that Is in 
the sea." By the sea Is meant "people!! 
and multitudes and nations and 
tongues." See Rev. 17: 15. Satan Is 
among the peoples of the earth today , 
but, thank God, he Is not to remain here 
forever. His time is short. We !l.re 
soon to be deth'ered. The whole r aco 
Is to be delIvered. There wIll be no 
tempter in the glorious days which arc 
t come, and, consequently, there ean 
be no temptation.

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Visiting South Cryil)o Mission Fields 
By Huldnh Eldridge Xccdhnlll. 

We have been having Bome real mis­
sionary life and experl~nces in South 
Cbina these last few weeks. The Lord 
has becn 90 real and has made even the 
things that might be, In the natural, 
unbearable, a real JOY, because of His 
love In our hearts, 

We have just ecme from La Pau, Miss 
Appleby's station. It Is pouring rain, a 
real Chluese rain that rains up and down 
and all around at the same time. We 
took a San pan, a small sort of row boat, 
covcred with a few feet of mat root. By 
stooping low you cnn get Inside the 
boat and sit down. These little boats 
aro the homes o[ whole Chinese [am tiles. 
Tho mother, often with a baby tied on 
boer back, Is usually the one who rows 
the bont from place to place, Our San­
pan took us out In the river to a larger 
boat which is being towed by a poor 
motor boat back to Sam Shui, our des­
tination. 

I wish I could describe these terrible 
junks. Words are too colorless, too 
smell-less to portray this present vessel. 
It 1& covered with mats to keep of! the 
rain. The sides are rickety old boards 
and look as though every fellow who 
bad a hand In its building [allowed bls 
own Incllnation. It looks as though it 
might IUl\'e been plying this north river 
long before Columbus discovered Amer­
Ica. 

When we crawled out of our San pan 
over the motor boat Into this old raft, 
we found It simply Infested with Chinese, 
We crawled into the Uttla door about 
two feet wide by two and a halt higb, 
and landed In the chief cabin o[ the hoat. 
The Chinese wcre packed In this dark 
hole as thick as sardines. Some were 
eating, and drinking tea out or dirty 
cups; some were smoking tobacco. Oth­
ers were sprawled out on a board smok­
Ing opium. The filth, bad all' and close 
proximity to this motely crowd of beath: 
en men was a little overwhelming at 
first. No seats wero offered and only 
one stool remained tor the party o[ [our 
-Brother Kelley, Sister Morrison , Mr. 
Nondham and I. This Is the way our 
dear missionaries have to travel, tor 
these s low Chinese junk river boats are 
an about in the same condition and are 
disease Infested, to say nothing of all 
the oUler Infested pspects. 

We are still all this same old boat. 
Wo .m6\'ed out of our first compartment 
as It became too full [or utterance, 
not even standing room. So we climbed 
up over the deck In the rain, crawled 
through another tiny hole and are on 
the upper deck, cooped up with a bunch 
at soldiers, their guns, baggage, smoke 
and eats. Sister Morrison, a precious 
ftew missionary from Canada, 1s trying 
to 8tudy Chinese leaning against a pole. 
BJ"Other Kelley Is on a roll of Chinese 
bedding. Mr. Needham, tailor fashion, 
Is trying to keep dry and write a letter 

on his little Corona, and I am cramped 
upon one foot, writing Ihls on m~ suit­
case, 

Our hearts are full of praise, [or God 
gave us a blessed time at Fat Shau, 
whore we visited over Sunday with Sis­
ters Bailey and Ledbetter. Monday 
morning we got up at G a. Dl, and camb 
up to La Pau on one of these boats I 
bave been describing After a long, 
very tiresome trip we were met by Sister 
Appleby and her native pastor and her 
five little scbool boys. How bright and 
happy and clean these little chaps look 
in contrast to the natll'e heathen that 
stood alongside to see the new [orelgn­
ers. :\115:; Applcby Is the only wblte 
woman In La Pau now, and during the 
past weeks of war and excitement, has 
held the fort alOne,-no, not alone, [or 
I am sure He who has promised to never 
leal'e nor forsake bas been very near 
with the hosts at heaven to protect His 
precious child and handmaid. 

The dear Lord gave us some preclolls 
seasons with the Cbristlans. Brother 
Kelley baptlt.ed two yesterday morning, 
then we all returned to the school a.nd 
the Christians all had the Lord's sup· 
per. At night the cbapel was full and 
overflowing wHh the Christians and a 
heathcn crowd. Mr. Needham gave the 
message. The Lord worked and convic­
tion was on the hearts o[ many. Two 
raised theIr hands and stayed afterwards 
to enquire and hear more of the Gospel. 
La Pau has been a hard place to enter 
For five years thcy have had to battle 
in prayer to even get the people willing 
to rent suitable places to live In and 
[or the chapel. But, praise God, now 
this awful antl-[oreign spirIt is break­
ing away and God has made It possible 
to rent several places [or the chapel 
an(} a better place to live. Remember 
these dear ones and the work in La Pau 

Fat Shan Is also a great center. It 
is a great native city at nearly a million 
people. Sisters Ledbetter and BaIley 
are the onl)' two foreigners right in the 
City. The chapel Is far too small. A 
larger place Is so much needed and a 
capable, Spirit-fired and filled young 
man or couple are just as Imperative. ] 
Lelleve the "Lord has much people In 
this place." A large mission in the cen­
ter o[ the city, seating 500 or 600 would 
be filled. Now the little light-house 
holds less than 100 and Is only able to 
hold the Christians. A large and efl'ect· 
ual door Is open, 

Next week there Is to be a special 
meeting at Salnam tor the nath'e preach­
ers and workers. Then the followIng 
week will be the conference with the mis­
sionaries. 

Brother Kelley Is on the go most at 
the time, baptizing, helping, encourag­
ing and administering the sacrament to 
the native Christians. Hours each week 
have to be spent In the borrlble holes 
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on the junk bonts descrlhe:d •• bove. Much 
precious time Is wasted because of the 
slowness of travel, to aay nothing o[ the 
heat. fllth. noise and confusion. It I. 
mpossible to do much but breathe out 

a cODtlnual prayer tor grnce anll power 
to live through the ordeOlI. lIi s Apple­
by and others ha\'o to come up nnd down 
ll.lonfl on these junks to get provision. 
or any fellow~hlp or help, and often it la 
"n all-day trip. There are many beroes 
In the:le dark lands. Their lives are 
wonderful In Racrifice, love <lntl endur· 
ance. I wish you could realize the need 
and God's need for them. 'rhey are 
surely going to shine ns the stnrs for­
ever and evcr, 

Right now 1 ",1&h to lay upon your 
hcarts the need ef a motor boat. [or 
South China. All UIC statlon~ could be 
reached by a launch. It could be used 
and made one of Ood'! ~r('atest agencies 
[or !'IlTi'ading the gOB)tll In South China. 
'rhcre are few trains In thm'!£! parts and 
the only wny to tranl at present Is by 
water up lhe~e rh'crs an (I on Sanpan8 
and these unspeakable river boatR. 

Brother Kellev is prc!>sed Into these 
needy fleld~ of activity beyand bis 
strength, but Is so patient and uncom· 
plainlng. God's work Is first and enn 
family and home tiE'S are second to the 
great crying need of the Christians and 
the heathen in this great land. 

The King is coming soon. Pray that 
the Gospel may be spread by a motor 
launch In South China. Pray for more 
true and tried men to come to the belp 
ot the Lord. Thero Is D. precious band 
hero now, but so few men. The launch 
can go rlgh t to work, and before even 
the men arrive, can be steaming up and 
down tbe rivers, sa\'lng tho time and 
str(ugth of the dear oncs already here. 
and making It possible for them to do 
much more than they can now do. 

Pray! Ood may answer your prayer 
through you as you pray. 

We are pressing on to India about the 
middle of December. At first It seemed 
Impossible, but He Is giving graee and 
strength and is Supplying our flnanclal 
need. It Is so blessed to be In His Will, 
o\'en thougb we see but a step at a time.

Yes! even there In Corinth, 
the cltr of the cul,tured. aestbetic 
Greeks, he said, "I determined Dot to 
know anything among you save Jesus 
Christ and Him crucifIed;" perhaps 
sJleclallr because the Cross was the one 
thi ng which was so despised and rejec­
ted th('re. He might have preached the 
beautiful life of J estls, and His substitu­
tionary death. He might have JlHed 
Him up as the one only Sacrifice for sin, 
and urged all men to look to Him for 
salvation, without mentioning tbe fact 
that He died Oil the Cross seeing that 
that ignominy and sha.me was so repu1-
"I\'e to the cultured Greeks. But no! 
In Corinth as everywhere, it was Chl'\<;t 
I'rucifil'd wbom Paul lifted up, and he 
refused to water down his m4!Ssage from 
any motives or expedlency_ 

The enemy tries hard to make U~ 
compromise with our meswge In these 
days also. He wlll advise us to bring 
it out gradually, to educate people un 
to recehing It, and not tell tbem too 
much at once_ He will sbow us bow 
much wiser it wJll be for us to merely 
speak or the Baptism 01' the Holy Ghost, 
and to tell t.he Christians tha.t He will

individual, rather than having to be 
prompted by or controlled by the Holy 
Ghost. It you take this view you ought 
to be able to teil whether you have the 
gift in this sense or not.
