FIELD. 

Whitefield's biographer writes of a visit 
Whitefield llI<'1de to Scotland, and of a 
meeting he held in Cambuslang, a suburb 
of Glasgow. The l);><;tor of the ('hurch 
in Cambuslang, William M'Culloc.h. had 
been earn(,'1tly pr:'ly ing for an olltpouring 
o f til{' H oly Spirit upon the church and 
neighborhood, :'Inri knowing the way 
Ihey hOld prnyed Whitefield said. "I am 
persmlde(1 I ~hnl1 h:n-e more power here 
than in any pla('e," 

He was not disappointed, for the O\lt­
hm~t of hatred which assailed \Vhite~ 
field'~ prea('hillr.' <lt this time was followed 
bv marvt'l1ou" ~I1C(,('~o; On Ihe fi r "l (lay 
of t he mis'lion, \Vhitefleld preached Ihree 
times to immens(' congregalions. whi('h 
gathered from all the neighboring vil­
laC{('s. The la<:t service conclurled at 11 
o'clock at nighl. but the oeoole would not 
retire, and th('n )'fr. M'Culfough conti n­
lied the ~en'ice until past 1 o'clock in 
the morning. 

The meeting wn~ heir! in the open air 
alUl there wcn.' "thou'I3m!s and Ihous­
and<: upon a bleak hillsirle upon a cold 
F e!'rU:trv night. For nearlv ~n hour and 
a half there was Stich weeping, anrl so 
mall\' falling into deep distre ss, ami the 
people seemed to be slain by scores. They 
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we:re carried off, and came into the house 
like wounded soldiers who had been car· 
ri~d off the field of banlc. You could 
ilcarce:ly walk a yard without treading 
upon people who were either praising 
God for mcre;c~ reccivt"rI, or were crying 
to God for 100rc grace." 

.llr. ~I'ClIl1och, while det'ply grateful 
to God for the wonderful rfOvi\'al. was 
somewhat nervous· and said, "Their out­
cries and convubions a little disturb me, 
and they are not exactly Illy idea of what 
a work of grace should be." 

"\Vc can not limit the Divine Spiri t," 
replil'd Whil('fit\d, "or 11rescribe to Him 
how ITl' shall act upon the soul. lI c who 
framt'd the soul best understands it s 
needs and its wants, and lie is able to 
adapt His m(,thods a<; Tie "hall please. 
You don't object to excitement in po lit· 
ical matters: whv th('11 should not the 
important concer;ls of the soul be equal­
ly interesting? Is it nol almost incredible 
that m('n can speak calmly about tfl(' loss 
of Ih(' immortal sout. or he placid all th e: 
time that th{' wrath of Cod is resting upon 
them?"

The ahsorbingly interesting story of 
the conversion of General Fen ~, the 
"Chine.~e Christian FilZhter," was told in 
"The Literary Digest" of Auvust 12. 
quotin'!" in nart "The Chri fi ti;'ln A(lvocale" 
and "The Sundav Sc hool Times." Mary 
:'.forrill was an Ameriran mis-;ionarv who 
in 1900 was behea ded by the Boxers: and 
Fenl!, at that tim e a Voun({ Chinese 
t'arlct, was one of th e \~'itnes~e~ . The 
impre~~inn must have been similar 10 
that which douhllefi s was made upon Saul 
whrn th e late r witnessed the martyrdom 
of Stephen. 

"Feng heard the w oman missionary 
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plead fOl' the live~ oi the ll1i .. sionaric~ 
and of her Chincsc Christians. \Vhcll Ihat 
pica wa<; 0" no avail, he heard her beg 
that the)" mi",ht filay her and <;pare tbe 
others. lie ~4W her on the way to the 
place of ('xecution, speaking quictly to 
"'Ollll' 0" the jlcople who watchl.:d the pro­
,·(.·""ion, and gi\'ing sih'cr from hl.:r purs. 
to a poor creaturc in the crowd. li e saw 
the fortitude with which she met htr 
death. The .. aeriflcial lo\"e which !ooIood 
there revealed mad I.: an unforgettable im· 
pression on him." 

II \\";'1:> ~1ary ~forrillts mal'tyrdolll. to­
gether with other deeply impressi\'e in ­
cidents, which finally r<,!.u\tcd in Fellg'i 
conversio n in 191 1, and during the elevetl 
vcars that h;'lve since elapsed General 
Feng has probably 1>e<'11 thl.: most might· 
ily used Christian in China. Kot on ly 
has his own brigade, numbering not far 
irom ten thousand men, bccn led in large 
part to Christ, but thousand .. of ot hers 
have becn pointed to the Lamh oi God, 
and in addition many needed rciormj 
ha\'e been successfully instituted.

Thi s !>chooling has for it s ob· 
jec t the t raining of nat ive Bible·womcll 
and evangeli s ts only, It ha s no ambition 
to g ive an edu ca tion to the nativ e merely 
with the ohject o f rai sing his social statu s. 
but it is conce rned wilh making' them 
better servant s oi the lowly Nazarenc. 
Such school programs are necessary and 
ha\'c the hearty endorsemenl of the For· 
cign Missions Committee, 

Definite s teps have been made along 
this lin e in th e South China field, Un~ 
fortunatel)' Ihe fin ancial pressure of the 
pas t few months has greatly hindered 
th e schc)Ol work und ertake n there, and 
some of the schools have had to closc 
temporarily for lack of funds to carry 
them on. 

In North Trulia. the mi ssionaries h;l\'e 
bcen reali,dnl:!' the need of schools for a 
long time. D efinite action has been taken 
to ec;lahlish the schools and a treasurer 
appointed. We have t ri ed to give public· 
itv to rh('ir prorrram, but so far the in~ 

t~resl aroused has bee n very meager,

School. It is sincerely hoped that the!>,
