~IA:\Y ~IIKISTRIES are available 
to the child of God. ~1any important 
minbtrics hal'e been brought to our at­
t<:l1tion during this convention-the 
ministry of preaching the lllini!>lry of 
witnessing. the ministry of giving. the 
ministry of singing. bUI the lllil1i~trr of 
tears is OIlC of the most vital and im­
portant in the Book. 

Although the Scriptu re rcadil1£ is 
the story of the rich man and Lazarus, 
1 do not wish to bring you a sermon on 
hell. I wish to trace with you the flight 
of a so1l1 from earth into eternity, and 
ch iefly J desire to look with you at the 
reaction of a man who finds himself 
lost. 

"In hell he lift tip his eyes, being in 
torments, and seel h Abraham afar off, 
and Lazarus in hi s bosom," This man 
who was lost hegan to cry, "Father 
Abraham, have mercy on me, and send 
Laz3rns, Ihat he may dip the tip of his 
finger in water, and cool my tongue; 
for J am tormented in this flame." YOll 

will obs('rvc that death had wrought no 
change in this man's character. Ilis 
nature was the same in hell as it had 
been on earth----<:omplctely selfish. While 
he li ved on earth, he li,'ed only to get 
and to acclIlllulate and to be mini stered 
IInto. li e was able by his ,'a:,t riches to 
command a retinue of sen'ants and 
~a)', "Coll1e here and do this," and. "Go­
there and do thaI." The same charactcr­
i ~tic is found in thi s man. even in hell. 
lie .!)<"l.id. "Send Lazarus to lIIe-III\' 
pa in-III)' torment-III,'!! need." . 

People who expect death 10 sanctify 
them are su rely doomed to be disap­
pointed. There is no purifying power 
in death. If death wcrc going to erase 
all Illy faults and wickedness and lIlean­
ne:,s and carnality , then why docs God's 
nook de\'ote page after page and chapler 
after chapter exhorting me al1(\ in struct­
ing me how to put off the old man 1I 0'lt', 

how to get victory over the old nature 
II0W? If death were going to fix us 
all up, thell these exhortations that 
abound in the New Testament would be 
tltterly superfluous and non-essential. 

Thi s mall bears sta rk and dramatic 
witness that death in itsel f has no 
s.."\nctifying power and docs not cha nge 
ol\ r cha racter or di:,position. H e \\'as

I was called to conduct a funeral III 

\\'a:,hington. TIlt' man who had died wa:, 
a railroad detective; he had been t rying 
to put sop'e hohos off a freig-ht train Ollt' 

night when they turned on him "a" ag:ely 
and killed him. I ca nnot remember a 
more tragic funeral than that. They had 
10 hold an ice pack contmUll.llv on the 
head of tbe wielow or :,he wo~,ld faint. 

After thl' :-cn'ic(" th(' broken-hearted 
mother came to II1C, H er face was a 
mask uf UTlultcrable g:ritf and suffer ­
ing. "Brother "irk. do )'ou think my 
hoy had a chance to pray (lut there in 
the nigh t. when they shot him and 
stabhed him and rolled hilll off the 
train?' she said. "Do you think my 
hoy had a chance to pray?" Tear:, rolled 
down her face. Iler eyes wcre swollell 
and red with weeping. J looked into 
this tormented mother':, face and 1 
~t1ffered with her. In Illy heart I said. 
"Oh, you grievLng. bwkcn-hearted 
mother. I wonder if ),011 evcr wept ILkr: 
that for YOllr boy hefore he died. 1 
wonder if you c\'er fclt that burden 
about his sou]' :, welfare while he li\'ed." 

In I Corin thians 2 we rcad that we 
\\ho arc filled \\'ith the Spint ha\,c open­
ed to II:, a mar\'elou~ aveLllLC of approach 
tu God in Ihis regard. "Eye hath not 
:,een. nor ear heard, neither ha\'e entered 
into the heart of man, the thillg:s which 
(;od hath prepared for them that love 
Il im.·' ;..J o human faculty call grasp eter­
nal things. \\'e are finite: they an' infi­
nite. Dut the next \'cr se says : But 
God hath rcvealed them unto us by r I is 
Spirit· for the Spirit searcheth all 
things. )'ea. the deep things of God." 
\ \ 'hat a wonderful provision this is! 
Thc things Illy eyes cannot see. nor Illy 
cars hear. nor my mind J!rasp. God 
oy the Holy Ghost ca n re,'eal by hring-
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Ing me into ~t~rnit)', as it wer~, and 1 
can partake of the powers of the world 
to come. I can receive a burden for my 
loved olles III thi s hft' slIch a .. the rich 
man 111 hell received for hi !> lIn~ved 
brothers after he had died I remind 
you, lily friends. that God demand .. this 
Illllllstr)' of tears. 

In Ihe great sta tement of Gcxb har~ 
ve<,1 laws in Psalm (26 we read, "He 
that goeth forth and weepelh, bearing 
preciou !'. "ecd, shall douhtle!'.!'. cOllie aga11l 
with rejoicing. bnngmg hi !> !>heaves 
with hUll." In Pentecost we have learn ­
ed to !:Ihout and rejoice, hili how many 
ahar~ arc wet ..... th the tears of IIltt'rct's· 
:.ion? Where .!.hal1 we find those inter­
cc!'.!>or .. who1l1 Ezekiel !>aw in hi s vision 
in the ninth chapter of hi s prophecy? 
Ezckid ~aw !:Iix 111('11. ('ach with great 
destroying weapon!> hy his .!.ide. Then 
he saw another man in whue apptar 
among Ihe.!.e !:IIX. The llIan 111 Imen had 
an inkhorn by his .!. ide. The voice of 
Cod said 10 the man III Imell, "Take 
your II1khorn and yOl1r pen, and go 
througho11t the city of jerm,,11elll, and 
.... henever you find !:Iomeonc .!.ig hing and 
crying for all the abominations and the 
!>iilS o f 111el1, pu t a mark on thcir fore­
head ." 

The 111;111 in lincn ,\Cnt on his way ami 
he ",('arched throughout the city of jertl­
~a l(,,1l1 , l ie found I><,:ople doing every~ 
thing in the wllrld- eating, sleeping, 
bUYing, .!.elling, going 10 work, coming 
home from work - but 11<' found only :l 
few praying, sighing, crying for the sin:) 
vf 111all. 

God ~aid to the men w ilh the weap­
WIS, "Follow him, and upon wholllso~ 
(vcr the mark i~ not found in the fore­
head, s lay them-slay utterly." Ezckirl 
watched Ihe ex('cl1tioners go throughout 
the city and kill right and left until it 
!>(emed to I<:zckiel that the entire city 
of j eru.,alcl11 would he annihilated. lie 
cried in anguish, "Ah Lord God! wilt 
Thou de:-otroy a ll the resid11e of Is rae l in 
Thy ponring ou t of Thy fury ?" It 
wo111<.l he interesting to know, if God 
shou ld initiate stich a test today, how 
many of lIS would escape the .!.wonl of 
wrath, 

Throughout the Book o f God you find 
thi s truth, Y(lU find a ll God's great men 
posse!:l!:ling thi s ministry of tears. 1 t 
i., my ~etlled conviction tha t the great 
victories of the church of Christ arc 
not wrought in our board mcetings, 
nor in our com mitt ee meeti ngs, nor in 
our song services-not even in our 
preaching .!.e r vices, nor in our shouting 
spelb- but the great victories of the 
chu rch arc wrought in SOlitary seclusion 
when God's people arc breaking their 
heart.!. praying at the Cross with a 
hurden for the losl. I n all of nature God 
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ha~ decreed that trava il ~hall precede 
;md accompany hinh. This i~ an III 

fallible natural law, and the Word of 
God tran!>lat~!> this natural la ..... Into the 
spiritual realm. "\!, soon as ZIOn tra­
vailed .!.hc hrought forth he'r children." 

A lillie hoy came across a hutterfl), 
in the proct'.,., of hinh. Thi ~ hutterfl), 
was CTl1{'rgl1lg from 1110 cocoon just 
al)f)ut hal f (Jf the crea ture had emerced 
and wa!> undergoing the transi tion 
period between a ca terpillar and a but­
terfly . Ahout half of the creature had 
palllfl1l1y drawn Itself through the nar­
row matrix I)f thl' cocoon. The little boy 
.... atched the struggle for some time, and 
ht: felt sO ... orry for this beautiful butter­
fly III the process Ilf bi rth that he de­
~ided he would help. l ie ran for a little 
pair of ... cis!:lors :lIld snipped the tight 
matrix of the cocoon to release the 
Imtterfly without any further pain, and 
out of the !-olit cocoon there crawled a 
"hapele!>s. di ~torted crea ture. The fir st 
half of the body was normal. hut the 
o ther half wa, swollen and misshapen , 
That creature never did fl y, and it 
never hecame a beautiful hutterfly. The 
lIoy thought he was helping but he was 
ollly frustrating na ture and hindering it. 

The application is obvious. God has 
decreed that in the birth of souls there 
must he tra\'ail But today we want short 
Ctlts. Pl'Ople are looking for God's b.1r­
gain bascment. We try to help God· 
out. We tell the people they don't have 
to tarry for the Baptism. \Ve tell them 
they dOn't have to spend days praying 
through 10 a place of consecra tion a nd 
:-ourrendcr to God. \Ve are snipping the 
cocoon and the product that eme rges 
i~ an evidence of how wrong we a rc. 
Many Pelll cco!'i tal species o f today rc· 
,emble very little the old Pentecostal 
types of ye!>tc rday in their for t itude and 
power with God and wilh m an. We do 
1101 pay the price and so we get nn in­
ierior product , so to speak. 

Thi s man in hell cried to Abraham, 
"Send somebody to my brothers." A bra ­
ham said , "They have Moses and the 
prophets. Let thcm read them and they 
will find the way to heaven." The man 
thaI was lost held 011. "No, no, they 
don't read Moses; but if one went untO 
them frOm the dead. they will repent." 
T h rough the corridors of hell there rings 
the word " repent. " A man who was 
h imself los t test ifi es to his be lief in the 
dOClrine of repentance. That shou ld be 
an answer to all the modernism today . 

Throughou t the Book of God this 
truth is found . A braham prayed hi s 
nephew, Lot , right out of Sod011l. When 
God told Abraham He was going to 
dest roy the city, Abraham stood ~fore 
God and said , " I have some relatives 
there, Wilt Thou destroy the righteous 

with thl" wicked ?" Abraham stood in 
the place of int~rcr~~ion for his lo,·ed 
ones, and God answered by "ending two 
angels to Sodom to bring Lot and his 
fauul) out of it. But if Abraham had 
not interceded , all of his family would 
have been consumed. 

\Vhen ~Ioses came down from the 
mountain with the tables of stone. re­
j oicing that God had given the COIll­

mandments to the people, he found 
Israel given to idolatry. He broke the 
tables in his wrath. The next day he 
called Israel together and said, "Oh, 
YO~I have sinned a g reat sin, but I am 
gomg back up before God and per­
advent life I can make atonement for 
your sins." And a brokenhearted Moses 
trod hack up the mountainside and fell 
heavi ly upon his knees and said, "Oh. 
thi.!. peol?le hath sinned a g reat sin-; 
yet now If Thou canst, forgive their sin, 
but if not, blot me I pray Thee' out of 
Thy book which Thou hast written." I 
under.!.tand Moses on this occasion to 
be offe ring hi s own soul for the redemp­
tion of the chi ld ren of Israel. 

The ministry of tears is the 1110st 
neglected mini st ry in the Ch urch today. 
Yon can get people to do eve rything but 
weep fo r sou ls. You can get them to 
s ing in the choir, and play in the orches­
tra, and act as ushers, and serve on the 
board. They will give thei r tithes to the 
ehurch and their offerings to foreign

DAYTON, OHIO-In M .rch, 1950, a .mall 

band o f be lievers met IOcether for p raye. meet_ 
inCI in • home here. They had a dui.e to 
build a new work for God. They prayed and 
souCht the Lord. lind this was the be,innin, 
of a chain of evenu that I would like to cali 
• " Modern Day Miracle." 

The bl."in, of God was with them from the 
"ery be,innin,. In April they mo"ed into 
the I. O. O. F Hall . I w •• in"i ted to pruch 
for them the first Sunday they wne in the 
h.lI. I wu p.norin, in Chillicothe, Ohio, 
at this lime. Periodic. lly J heard of the 
prolren of thil new work. 

In October, 1950, I . ccepted the invita· 
tion t o come to Dayton to be their pasto r. 
They had becun with 20 in Sunday School 
and nOW th e attendance was over 100. The 
Lord had also blened them financially , and they 
had several thoulllnd dollars for a buildinc 
proCr• m . 

In No"ember we sl,ned an option to buy the 
Ea.t Fourth Street Baptilt church for $ 13.000 
cuh, .. the B8ptists were buildin, a new 
church. We p.id $2,000 on the optio n and 
God had led Ut to an indi"idual who wa. will · 
inc to lend u. the rllt of the money. 

Early in the morninc of December 3 I, 1950, 
we were aroused from sleep and told thaI this 
Baptilt church w'"' on fire. It w ... tad hour 
fnr U', eVen thouCh we had not yet becun to 
occupy the c hurch. The d.mace w .. esti mated 
lit $15 ,000. After we had e~timatf!l from a 
number of contr.ctors, we decided to complete 
the purchan of the church. We met with the 
board of the Bapti. t church and obtained the 
buildinC at a la]"a,e price of $2,900. 

The men got together and beg.n cleaninC and 
paintinc the buildin,. By February, 1951, we 
Were able to mO"e into the Sunday School 
auditorium, which .ea" 400. 

It i, maNe]oul how God h .. met UI finan _ 
cially in repainn, the church. One bUI;ne .. 
mlln dona ted 200 son, bO<)k,; .nother wanted to 
know what we needed as he aho wanted to 
make a donat ion. The workmen on the job 
did more than their contrllct c.lIed for. One 
of them laid, "It i. the talk of the town how 
God il blu.in, t h is church." The building is 
not finished yet, but it h •• been apprailed at 
$27,500 and we have .n indebtedneu of only 
$6,000. 

We purcha.e d a Sund.y SchO<)I bus, and 
painted and repaired it until it loob like new. 
For the fint lix months of th is year the Sun. 
day School a"etliCed 154 in attendance.

J would be awakened to 
find that my mother had left her bed down­
stairs :lIld had tiptoed upstairs in the dark­
ness. She would quietly kneel between the 
Iwo big double beds in which her four boys 
slept. and such agony of Ilraying I nenr 
hta rd. Even though she tried to stifle it, the 
anguisl, of her soul was a horrible sound to 
me. I would cover my ean and pile the pillow 
over my hud to get away from that sound. 

My name was ;11 Mother's prayers. She 
didn't preach li l me. She didn't nag at me. 
But she exercised the ministry of tears. and 
this boy was snatcht'([ as a brand fr01l1 
the burning, out of the darkness of sin inlo 
the kingdom of our God.
