\' osclllite ?\ ationa l P;lrk is the "firc­
fall." Every night during the tourist 
season a giant fire is IiI. high up at 
G lacier Poin t, and at a given moment 
the cry is heard. "Let the fire faUl" 
A t this signa l Ihe fire is pushed off 
the poillt , and the darknc$S of the night 
is illuminated by a magniiiccllt spec­
tacle as the glowing embers pour down 
in a golden cascade to a rocky ledge 
9(X) feet below. 

The spectacle cannot but remind the 
Christia n louri!)! of the Fire of God 
which is poured down frOIll heaven 
into the Illidst of J 1 is believing people. 
Fire is one of the Illost familiar symbols 
of lhe Presence of the Lord. Through­
out the Sc riptures the revclation of 
God's Prc!)cncc is indicated by fire, 
agnin and aga in . Let us notice some 
of the se incidents. 

Goer s ,'eri fi catioll of Jlis promi~e to 
Abrnhnm in Gellesis 15 was confirmed 
whcn "a smoking furnace and a hurn­
ing lamp passed between those pieces:' 
Thus Abraham's S<.'l.crifice recei'·ed di­
vine acceptance, and in the '-cry next 
, 'erse we find these significant words, 
'·The satlle day the Lord made a cove­
nant with Abraham." 

In First Ki ngs 18 the decision a s 
to whether th e people would follow 
after Baal o r return and se rve jehovah 
depended completely upon the falling 
of supernatural fire , \\' hen fire came 
down from heaven in an swer to Eli­
jah's prayer, it settled the issue. With 
one accord the people cried, "The Lord, 
He is God." 

Another incident is recorded in sec­
ond Chron icles 7. £yerything was com­
pleted in the building of the Temple; 
and theil, accord ing to the record, 
"when Solomon had made an end of 
praying, the fire came dow n from heav­
en ... the glory of the Lo rd filled the 
house.

nue and LaSalle Street in the hig city 
of Ch icago ~ tands a brick and mortar 
monument to the noble D. I .. ).[oorl)'. 
Moody was a great e\'ange li st of a for­
Iller generation. He chose as n 1110tto 
for his life a passnge of ScriptllTe from 
I )oh1l 2:17, "And the world passeth 
away . nnd tile lust thereof: but he th:>t 
(\oeth the will of God abideth for e\'er." 
In this key \'er~e lies the sec r("t of 
a life Iha t \\'a~ spent in great usefulness! 
That life left a trail of triumph in the 
years that have followed. 

I n our time there is a desperate need 
for doers of the will of God. Dreams 
lIlust he translated into action. There 
arc strong reasons why action is needed l 

Our soul s are being poisoned with 
paganism. Our minds are being made 
captives o( pragmatism. and OIlT bod ies 
are being ensla\'ed by seculari sm. Truth 
and righteousness are being held hostage 
by custom and convention. Where are 
the doers of righteousness in spite of 
cr it ic ism? Where are the doers who 
dare to act in spite of di sapproval by 
the ir contemporaries? The time has 
come when the re is need for those who 
can be li bera l with mankind, but dog.nat­
ic with trut h ; gentle with their fe l­
lows, but intolerant with hypocrisy; 
p .. ""tticl1t with the masses, but crusading 
for righteousness. 
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The mcrry-go-round of our li\"cs 
spins so rapidly we have lost our bal­
allcc and wc arc lonfuscd. Even great 
Illen arc unable to discern the rcal stnte 
of affairs in our time. Carl F. ,HCII­
ry. writing in the curren t issue of Chris­
li(llli/), Today, says: "J-,[en of influence 
fnil to sense that the rising tide of re­
ligiosity is 110 clear victory for the cause 
of pure religion, and that it may sig­
nify in ... tcad a resurgence of shallow su­
persti tions in the realm of the spiri t. 
There is piolts talk of moral and spir:. 
itual valucs evcn by some educators who 
reject God and the supernatural, indeed, 
who do not evell belicve that any val­
lies are fi xed and finaL" 

A. \V. Tozer in hi s comment all the 
current upswing of religion writes : "1 t 
is being assnmed. for instance, that if 
we have the word for a thing we have 
the thing itself. I f it is in the Bible it 
is in liS. If we have the doctrine we 
have the experience. 1 f something was 
true of Paul it is of necessity true of 
us because we accept Paul's epistles as 
divinely inspired." 

Out of thi s dizzy !l1aelstrom of con­
fused thillking there must arise those 
who act-doers are the genuine believ­
ers. From whence shall these thinkers 
and doers come? The)" must come from 
a fountainhead of our culture. Our 
schools of higher education have be-

come such a fountainhead. They indi­
rectly control the thinking of the mass­
es! 

Christian hclieycrs in earlier centur ies 
anticipated this danger with greater wis­
dom than evangelical forces today. Carl 
F. II enry says: "They fOllnded their 
unive rsities first! Note Oxford, Cam~ 
bridge, Harvard, and Yale-these sup­
plied lhe faculties which in turn influ­
enced every village and ham let of the 
natiOIl. The plain fact is that if Chris­
tinnily does not shape the schools of 
higher ed ucation, these schools will al­
ways frustrate the climaxing influences 
of the Christ ian socia! ethi cs. 1£ educa­
tion at the top is hostile or indifferen t 
to the Christian outlook, the expansion 
of Christian doctrine and life through 
all levels of society is hindered." 

1 It the providence of God, Evangel 
College has come to the Assemblies of 
God. This is nor unlike the happy ex­
perience of churches in the past. Those 
churches were willing to endow their 
colleges at the beginning but shortly aft­
erward cut them off and allowed the 
colleges to become the captives of busi­
ness, industry, or government. The Jast 
price to the church was horribly high, 
for the churches reaped a whirlwind of 
selfism, secularism, scientism. \Vhat 
poor economy. At the original p rice 
they could have had sacred, sacrificing, 
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and serving young people who would 
have remained loyal to their God and 
to the church! All of us will need to be 
doers of our part to see to it that E\'an­
gel College is a true fountainhead of 
spiritual leadership, Christian character , 
and devoted orthodoxy. 

Evangel is not just another Chri stian 
college. :More colleges are needed, yes. 
But the desperate need is for a different 
kind of college, for a different kind of 
training for a different kind of young 
people. Evangel College must be an 
"apostolic" college. Evangel College 
must be a Pentecostal college. It must 
be distinctive to make a contribution, but 
at the same time so qualified academica l­
ly that it can merit the accreditation of 
those colleges who are content to pro­
vide an accredited academic program. 
But America needs more, our church 
needs more, and our youth needs more 
than just another college. 

The apostle John in Revelation saw 
three unclean spirits like frogs come out 
of the mouth of the dragon. I see three 
very unclean spirits \\'hic~ have ap­
l:>eared as a threat to the Christian, to 
the church, and to ou r country. They 
are secularism, statism, and paganism. 
Secula rism to enslave our bodies, statism 
to enslave ollr minds, and paganism to 
enslave our spirits! The sacred must 
rise above the secular, the individual 
must have pre-eminence over the state, 
and Christ must triumph over paganism. 
Let us look at these briefly. 

I 

The sacred must rise above the secu­
lar. Of course, there is 3. differeryce be­
tween the sacred and the secular, but 
there is a danger of making the distinc­
tion too severe. Christianity is not 
concerned with one department but with 
the whole of life. We cannot exist with­
out the secular, neither can we live with­
out the sacred. The secular must be ab­
sorbed into the sacred. When any col­
lege belongs too completely to any com­
munity or nation, to any civilization or 
culture, to any generation or era, it ceas­
es to be its true self and fails to fulfill 
its destiny. This is true of a church as 
well as a college. 

American higher education has been 
victimized by secularism. The late C. C. 
Morrison of Christian Ce'ltury wrote, 
"Secular instruction and Christian edu­
cation are working at cross purposes. 
The public school is creating a secular 
mentality faster than the church can 
Christianize it." 
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Another writer said that most of his 
~tudent:; had compartmentalized their re­
ligious beliefs and their daily activities 
so that the two never came into con­
tact with each other. Finding themselves 
unable to make their beliefs integral to 
expe ri ence, they seek identity through 
the reflections of outward behavior 
rather than inner responses. Students 
who live under this secularized educa­
tion can ne\·er find adequate answers to 
human need. Someone has said, "\\·c 
can indeed by education make our chil­
dren cle\"cr devils, bUl no power short 
of the power of God can make them 
sa ints." 

Students in this unr ighteous climate 
ha\·e been referred to by Time magazine 
as "the second lost generation." .V€"t.t 'S­

z,'cek calls them "the caut ious, moderate 
generation." The Corollet magazine 
spoke of thi s generation as "the unwant­
ed generation" of 2,500,Q()() students! 
\\·hat a sickening thought that for these 
millions of young people com·ictions are 
too expensive. They can afford only 
opinions. They have nothing to live for 
or die for ! ~o wonde r they are sinking 
in the quagmire of immorality. Secular­
ism leads to depra\·ity. r.lorals have 
reached a new low. 

YOII may have read Professor Pitirim 
Sorokin·s late book titled, "T he Ameri­
can Sex Revolution." lIe says, "Ameri­
cans arc drifting toward sex anarchy in 
the same manner that marked the down­
fall of earlier societies, including Rome 
ancl Greece .... \Ve are completely su r­
rounded by the rising tide of sex, which 
is flooding every compartment of our 
culture." He reflected upon the na­
tion's sex obsess ion. the ever-mounting 
divorce rate, the upsurge of sex crime. 

Freud opened these floodgates of sex ; 
an evil tide of promiscl1ollsness has been 
rising ever since. The crest of the flood 
is almost upon LIS. The flotsam and 
jetsam of this flood are filling our in­
stitutions. \Vithin our schools are those 
who have lost their sense of moral dig­
nity and persona! holiness. 

Evangel College and its students mllst 
be a bulwark against this evil spirit 
which like a frog ha~ come up out of 
the mouth of the dragon. 

II 
But there is another evil which must 

be considered as an enemy of God and 
the church. Evangel Co!Jege and its stu­
dents must go into action to combat the 
evils of statisH!. The individual is more 
important than the state. No one can 
be oblivious to the cataclysmic changes 
which are taking place in the world 10-

day. Communism has swallowed into its 
Gargantuan maw alino!.t all of Asia and 
large portions of Europe, and now is 
lOOking hungrily toward the great con· 
tinent of Africa. 

:\. great threat to oll r own security 
lies chiefly ill the sinister forces of Com­
munism rather than in the military 
power of Rus.:ria. Let me give you an 
example. Dr. Clyde Taylor, executive 
senetary of the ~i\E and well-known 
Christian !.tatesman whose offices arc in 
\\·a"hington. D. c., was invited to a pri­
Yate conference with an official high in 
government afiairs. lIe was shown 
the biographies of eight young men. All 
had their master·s degrees in poli tica l 
science ami in philosophy. Se\·en were 
Protestants from such outs tanding 
schools as Yale. Han·ard, Stanford, 
USC, and Chicago Uni\·ersity. One 
was a Catholic from Georgetown Uni· 
ycrsity 

These eight were screened from hun­
dreds of applicants frOIll the lead ing 
universities of America. Selections were 
based on academic standil1g, training, 
ability, and personality. They were the 
cream of America's academic cream. 
They were being selected to be trained 
for key positions in government serv ice 
at home and abroad. 

This government official, a Chr istian 
and a friend of Dr. Taylor, was the 
last man to interview these you ng men. 
The process had lasied several days 
and covered in deta il their philosophies 
of life, iheir activities, their likes and 
dislikes. lIe was shocked to discover 
the following: 

(I) All eight of these young men were 
agnostics . 

(2) All eight were socialistic politi­
cally. 

(3) All eight thought sin was relative 
and that sin consisted of being 
caught. 

(4) All eight believed that the end 
justified the means. 

(5) All were so taught as to be only 
half a step from rank Commu­
ntsm. 

\Vhat is the secret of Communism 
that will make university and college 
professors forfeit their reputations, 
their families and all that they have 
to follow the ideology of Communism? 
1s it not because the moorings of our 
ancient Christian heritage have been cut, 
and we are adrift on a sea of secularism 
and stati sm which will take our ship 
of state with its peoples and churches

THE GLORIOUS CONCLUSION OF A PRAYER MEETING 

SIX THOUSAND YEARS LONG

I r;" Til"; EII,BTI! CHAPTER OF Ro· 
mans, the apostle Paul deals \vith onc 
of the great mysteries of human and 
Christian expericncc- -suffering. \\'hy 
docs God allow it) \\'hat is its pu r­
pose? 

Paul explicit ly !)tatcs (verse 17 ) 
Ih:\1 the experience of suffering is nee· 
es~ary to qualify the Christian believer 
for triumph, coronat ion. and ctern;,J 
glory. Sec also 2 Timothy 2:12. 

There a rc many illustrations of this 
principle in nature. Precious gems , 
such as adorn the diadems of royalty, 
arc produced hy great pressure and 
intense heat. They were fash ioned hy 
God's nlt-hemy frOIll ca rboniferous ma­
terial ill the dark places of the carth­
transformed into jewels by the intense 
fires and int ernal pressures of an 
carlicr ca rth age. Gems arc the product 
of carth's travai l or suffering. 1n like 
man ncr God fashions His peoplc into 
overcoming Christians by subjecting 
them to ficry pressurcs. They are seem­
ingly "prc.!:i.!:icd beyond mcasure"- their 
faith is "tr ied as by fire." The apostle 
Pcter teBs tiS not to think it strange 
when the "fiery trial" comes, for it 
makes liS "partakers of Chri st's suf­
ferings, so that whcn His glory shall 
be revealed, yc may be glad also with 
exceed ing joy." 

God's \Vonl says, "If we suffer, we 
shall also re ign with llim." This suf­
fering is rca l, intense. sometimes o\'cr­
whelming. Moreover it is uni\'ersal, 
thc apostle says, and not confined to 
Christians. "For we know that the 
whole creation groancth and travaileth 
in pam together until now." '(Romans 
8:22). 

GROANING 

Suffering induces groan ing. In this 
passage the apostle calls attention to 
thrcc classes of fellow sufferers who 

arc "groaning and travail ing together 
in pain." 

THE FIRST GROAN 

First, the unredeemed Adamic crea­
tion is suffering under the bondage of 
corruption (\'v. 21, 22) because of the 
curse. 

A great IXlet ol1ce exclaimed, " \VhC11 
J hea r the \'oices of aU Xature wailing 
in pain, the fact that 1 am unable to 
understana her plaint cuts me to the 
hearl." C'pon the earth there is "d is­
tress of nations, with perplex ity," as 
our Lord prophe!oied. All creation is 
gro.,ning and travailing together in 
pain-waiting expectantly, hopefu lly, 
for its redemption! 

The perplexed poet cried, "We don't 
know wh)'." The inspired apostle as­
s<'rts, "We know why" (Romans 8:22). 
We who have received the fir st fruit s 
of the Spirit , and who ha\'e the reve­
lation of God 's \Vord-we understand. 
"~ I reckon," says the apostle "that the 
sufferings of th is present time" shall 
lead to ineffable glory in the future 
(v. 18)-to a th rone, to the redemption 
of the body, to a new age. ,Ve suffer 
ill hope. not in despa ir; with holy 
expectation, not with bitter cynic ism 
(vv. 24, 25). 

I rave you ever listened to'the voice 
of suffering creation? Have yOll , when 
vacation ing at the seashore , heard "the 
mo.."Uling of the bar" ? Have yOll heard 
"the troubled sea, when it cannot rest ," 
gnashing jts ten billion rocky teeth in 
frustration, as the restless waves grind 
the rocky coastline to pebbles and sand? 
llave you heard what the Lord Jesus 
described as "the sea and the waves 
roaring"? This past year we have had 
one tidal wa\'e after another , the result 
of great submarine earthquakes (Luke 
21 :25). We have seen the convulsed 
sea, hurl ing itself at the shoreline, bit-
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ing and ~narling. !:)ilowing thc "tecth 
of an hurricane." This i ... the voice 
of tormented naturc "groaning III pain." 

J lave you ever experienccd earth­
quake shock? lla\'e you heard earth 
and buildings Hgroall together" as the 
accursed earth has suffered another con­
\'ul sion? Yes, you can actually hear 
~lother Earth g-roan when her rocky 
ribs arc shaken by H illl who has 
warned, "Yet once more I shake not 
the earth only. but also hea\'cn" (Hc­
brews 12:26). 

Have you ever camped ill the ever­
green forests and heard them moan and 
sob when, like a lyre with ten million 
strings, they arc struck by the rest­
less wind? Perhaps you wcre encamped 
in thc Great Plains of our land and 
that same wind brought to your ears 
ill the still of thc night thc moaning 
and the lowing of the cattle herds­
suffering creatures, crying out for wa­
ter and pa~ture, while they passed 
through the greatest drought our 
American continent has known in seven 
hundred years. 

I lave our foreign missionaries de­
scribed to yOtl, or havc you heard for 
yourself, the hundred different cries 
and shrieks of the tropical jungles, the 
,"oices of predator and prey screaming 
together in the pain of hunger and the 
pangs of death? All of this is the 
,"oice of an undelivered creation, crying 
out and grmllling together in pain. 

1la\'e our hearts caught the cry of 
Hungary's widows and orphans, so re­
cently and so cruelly mangled by the 
Russian Bear? Can we hear, with the 
ear of conscience, the heart sick, home­
sick cries of the te ns of thou sands of 
Hungarian young men who have been 
sent into exile? Or the wail s of anguish 
of the surv ivors of the fifteen million

The Pennsylvania legislatme passed a hill to prohibit the 

Sunday sale of automobiles in that state. T he bill provides 
stiff fines for violators. 

Organi:z:e to Prevent Commercializotion of Sunday 
A group of Protestant, Roman Catholic, and Jewi sh 

bus inessmall collaborated to form an organization called 
Sunday, Incorporated. They will seek to prevent Sunday 
f rom being commercialized, by keeping public opinion alerted 
to the s ituat ion and by paying lawyers to handle prosecut ions 
aga inst stores that persist in doing business on Sunday. 
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Grohom Crusode in New York City Extended 
The Uilly Graham Crusade in Xew York City, o rigina lly 

scheduled to end on June 30, has been extended for at least 
three weeks beyond that date. The probable closing date 
will he July 21, at which time there is to be a gigantic Sun­
day afternoon rally at Yankee Stadium, which seats 67,Q(().

will include only a comparatively small part of the estimated 
27,(X)(),OOO ch ildren and youth who do not attcnd Sunday 
School or church. 

Charges Christions Do " Inadequote Job" With Youth 
In the opinion of a Minnesota law-enforcemen t officer, 

the average Chri stian congrega tion "has donc a very in­
adequate job with young people." Captain C. G. nailey, 
head of the crime prevention bureau o f the ?lli nn eapolis 
police department, told a group o f seminarians tha t the youth 
p rogram of churches is "weak" because it catcrs pri marily to 
its own people. The off icer believes that "to be a vital, 
real part of everyday community li fe" the church's youth 
program should be organized to meet the needs of all the 
teen -agers in the community. "Only by including all young 
people do you begin to protect your own youngsters," 
he said.

'Vriting in Sl/llda)' Schoo/ Timcs, Dr. \\'ilbur :\1. Smith 
reports that one congregation in this presbytery is currently 
enjoying a ministry of this nature, with both pa~tor and 
congregation co-operating. A report from this congregation 
s..'\ys, "\\'e have had remarkable cases of recovery." and 
details the healing of a woman \\'hel1 doctors said her ptll~e 
had stopped. The report added: "\\'e make no dogmatic 
statements about Ihis; we simply rccord Our wonder and 
thanksgiving." 

Gideon Bible Distribution Hits 3S~Million Mark 
Thirty-five million Bibles and Testaments ha\'c been 

distributed by The Gicieons International, an association of 
Christian businessmen, according to a recent report. Gideon 
Bibles ha\'e made their appearance in all parts of the world. 

The Gideons were organized in 1899, but it was not 
until 1908 that the organiza tion placed its first 25 Bibles 
in a hotel in TrOll :Molllltain, Montana. Since that time the 
ministry of the organization has expanded to include placing 
Bibles in motels, hospitals, penal institutions, airplanes, 
trains, ships, and schools, The Gideons also distribute l'\ew 
Testaments with Psalms to members of the armed forces, 
nurses, and school children. 

The association now has 16.000 members organized in 
approximately 800 cities in the U.S. Another 6,000 Illelll­
bel'S a l'e in other countries. The purpose of the Gideolls 
is to win men to Jesus Christ. 

Union Members Charged with Apathy Taward 
Racketeers 
The rank and f ile member 1S responsible for the presence 

of racketeers in lahar unions. This was the charge levelled 
by several speakers at the annual communion breakfast of 
the AssC'Ciatioll of Cathol ic Trade Unionists in )l"ew York 
City. 

Frank Andolina, national director of the ACTU, charged 
that racketeering exists "because of the apathy of the rank 
and file itself." He complaincd that the press " has done. a 
lot of harm to the labor movement because the impression 
they have produced is that the Ame rican trade union movc­
ment is dominated by racketeers."

W HleN I R~TURNED TO lN OlA IN 

Septembe r 1950 it was with the hope 
that M iss Schmidt and J might open 
a new church. The Lord very defi­
nitely showed liS that Dhanbad was the 
place where we should work. 

It took liS a month to find a hOllse. 
After we moved il1 we had our first 
se rvice in the li ving room. It was in 
English- and the re wc rc exactly fi ve 
people present besides us. 

From that Slllall beginning the Lord 
has enabled liS to build a lovely COIl­

gregation. J Ie graciollsly supplied our 
needs, step by· step. As the crowds 
increased we bought folding chairs, but 
eventually there were too many people 
to meet in the liv ing room and we 
moved the meetings out to the long 
vera!l(lah. 

Feeling the need of a church bu ild­
ing, we prayed earnestly and put the 
matter be fore our English congregation . 
They respo nded well. Some made 
pledges. Others brought their tithes and 
offe ri ngs week by week, and we put 
all the money in a bu ildi ng fund except 
that which was needed for current ex~ 
penses. 
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Our compound is ill a central location 
so we decided to build all it, choosing 
a plot next to the road. \ Ve had a sod­
turning serv ice aile Sllnday la st Decem­
ber, and the nex t day the construction 
work began. 

The contractor gave us an est imate 
of the cost, and promised to have the 
church completed by the end of March, 
1957. H owever, by the middle of March 
he was only lip to the roof, and the 
cost had already reached the full amount 
which he had estimated for the entire 
structure! A t thi s point he quit the 
job, and it was lip to liS to finish as 
best we could. 

It was rather an embarrassing situa­
tion fo r two ladies, but the Lord did 
not forsake liS. M r. Collins, a retired 
engineer who attends our church, came 
to the compound from time to time to 
adv ise the head mason, so we went on 
with the work. 

We met with difficulties on every 
hand. First we could not get roofing 
materials. After considerable " watch­
ing and praying" we were able to find 
a source of these. Then we were held 
up for cement, which is government-

controlled. "'e applied three times, and 
each time were allowed only a fc,~' 
hag:,> ; but e\'entually we obtained enough 
to finish tht. job. 

\\"e were determined to have our 
Easter sen-ices in the church, even 
though it was not finished; so after 
having the fi r:ot part of Our meeting 
outside we all carried our chairs in­
doors. The ceiling was not iinished­
the windows had no glass in them­
SOme of the doors were still missing­
hut we finished the meeting inside the 
church. The building, in addition to 
the church hal!, has three rooms and 
also a "crandall on the back which we 
will use for Sunday School classes. \Ve 
stood around the wan, joined hands, 
and sang, "Praise God from whom all 
blessings flow." 

Sunday night was a cro wning se rvice. 
Brother Dillingham was with liS for 
the Easter se rvices and there was real 
conviction as he preached. \Vhen the 
altar call was given a fine educated 
Hindu man who has been attending our 
English and 1-:1 industani services for 
several months knelt at the altar. Hi s 
nine-yea r-old son knelt also. 

The new church was publicly dedicat­
ed on April 28, just six year::. after 
the begi nning of the work at Dhanbad. 
There was a large attendance. Fred 
j\ lerian preached the dedication sermon 
in the English serv ice. T hen ' .... e had 
the Hindustani serv ice in the evening, 
and several brethren from out of tOWI1 
took part. 

\Ve borrowed money to fini sh the 
church but we are confident that our 
people will respond and that the debt 
will soon be l"><. id. Rejoice with us. 
The Lord ha s done great things for 
liS and our hearts arc glad. 

DECA Y ASSURED

of many. instead of putting on the canvas 
an old, tottering ruin, the artist painted a 
stately edifice of modern grandeur, with pul­
pit. magnificent organ, and colored windows.

is the C'lnary h.lancb. Thi :-; group of 
SC\'cn inhahited islands, dividcd into two 
produccs, i~ only sc\'cnty milcs off the 
northwcst co.,,\st of Africa. In ancient 
tillle~ they were called the Fortunate 
Isles. During the Dark Agc:-;, Europe 
completely lost contact with the For­
tunate Isles and for nearl y a thousand 
years the people lived as though thci rs 
was the only land upon the facc of 
the watcry planct. The fir st inhabi­
tant s, the Cuanches, belonged to a r,1, CC 
of unknown origin. The GuaTlches re­
sisted conquest almost to the point of 
their 0\\,11 extermination and it was Ilot 
IIntil the time of Ferdinand and ha­
bella. late in the 15th cen tury , that the 
islands accepted Spanish rille. 

Several of the islands are very color­
ful. \\ ilh flowers adorning the many 
1)."\rks in the cit ies, villages, atid coun­
tryside. On the other islands one sees 
the result of volcanic action of past 
years. Lnnzn role is said to be Ihe most 
volcanic island in the Atlantic. The 
island is swollen with volcanoes thnt 
rose from the floor of the sea and broke 
through towns and fields. spreading 
death and desolation. Ncar F ire r-. lou n­
lain two cit ies have been buried with 
lava . Th is 1110llntain today is still hot 
enough to cook food in its blowholes. 

Before Spain 's ci\'il war there were 
several Assemblies of God miss ionnr ies 
working on the~e islands. Some of the 
Christ ians to whom they ministered are 
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slill true to the Lord and form a part 
of an independent t"ollgreg:uioll. The 
only Prole~tallt chapel itt Ihl' i~lands' 
today is in Las Palmas, whl'Tl' a fine 
group gather for worship. 11\ Sanla 
Cruz. the Chri.-;tians ~till meel in homes. 
as they ha\c not been able to .-;ecurc 
a permit to use their chapel. 011 \\'cd­
ncsday c\'enings thirty fille yOllng peo­
ple gather for \\'or!lhip ill :\ hOl11e. 
Actually Ihere arc SIX 1111SS1onanes 
\\'orl-ing 011 three of thc islands. 

From Tangier. :\ Iorocco. the gospel 
is being sent by radio to these i-;Iands 
as well as to the Spani!>h pcninsula 
itself. Our missionary. lIug'h Jeter, is 
speaker for three of these programs . 
There ha\'e heen ma ny tellers rccein'd 
from the Canary hlands, including the

Added to these is a third evil of 
our time. That evil is paganism. Christ 
must ha\'e pre-eminence over this pagan­

Orthodoxy and old-fashioned holiness 
are held up to ridicule while paganism 
and superficial religion arc receiv ing 
the plaudits of men. Someone observed 
that out of 52 Hollywood. films show-

ing religious scenes, SO had pagan prop­
aganda. 

All of American life is a strange 
paradox. Religious songs are recorded 
and are now played in almost every 
home. Radio, television, and press 
have found religion to be profitable. 
Paganism is riding in on the crest of 
a so-called revival of religion. If we 
look closer into our own hearts we find 
a still more alarming trend. The images 
and the icons have been exchanged for 
inspiring architectu re and pictures. The 
medals and relics have been exchanged 
for symbolic jewelry and pins. An al­
most unbelievable animism has captured 
some in thinking that God's presence 
can be in objects of man's creation. 
How unthinking can we be? A chal­
lenge goes out to those of us who have 
opportunities to expose ourselves to 
disciplines of thought, sacred literature, 
and the inspiration of the Holy Spirit 
to fight for truth against these pagan 
forces of evil. The tragedies of half 
a mlllion Greek Orthodox Catholics 
being slain have finally filtered through 
the pagan curtain of Europe. News of 
the destruction of dozens of Protestant 
churches and the slaughter of scores 
of innocent Christians in Colombia, 
South America has finally filtered 
through the channels of communication 
to remind us painfully that pagams1l1 
is an enemy of Christ. 

Our schools are threatened with th is 
paganism. Our young people are gradu­
ally becoming infected with it. This 
paganism has been aptly described as 
a de-centered religion. The things of 
Christ have become more important than 
Christ Himself. 

Administrators, faculty members, stu­
dents, and supporters of Evangel Col­
lege, ho'v long can we act complacently? 
How long can we be unconcerned? How 
long can we toy with the superfluous 
when crit ical issues face us? As en­
lightened, inspi red, ' and consecrated 
Christians we must engage in a battle 
to death with secularism, statism, and 
paga nism. A new day must dawn for 
our schools of higher education. The 
Holy Spirit must enter into our edu­
cational program in a new way. There 
can be no such thing as a secular school 
for an apostolic church. Each individ­
ual must be mastered by the H oly Spirit. 
T he Holy Spirit should enter into all 
of education. He should be dominant in 
the teacher, the classroom, and the stu­
dent. May we always acknowledge the 
presence of the master Teacher. 

Evangel College is receiving a most 
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tremendous challenge. In the next ten 
years its population will be more than 
tripled. These are days of decision for 
its students and all of it-; personnel. 
This must be the highest kind of school. 
Our teachers are good teachers. They 
are not just baby sitters for adoles­
cents with a prolonged infancy. not ju::>t 
service station attendants who dispense 
academic lubrication and fuel. They 
are co-workers with God's Spirit in 
helping growing minos take their bear­
ings in the kingdom of abiding reality 
amid the changes of passing seasons 
and keeping to that course for the bene­
fit of others and the glory of God. 

Can r challenge you by these observa­
tions? \\"ill you remember the motto 
of D. L. :\[oody, "The world passeth 
away, and the lust thereof: but he 
that doeth the will oi God abideth for 
ever." Remember, we live in deeds, 
not in years. True worth is in being, 
not seeming; in doing each day that 
goes by. some good not dreaming of 
great things to do by and by. For 
whatever men say in blindness and 
spite of the fancies of YOllth, there is 
nothing so kingly 3S kindness and noth­
ing sO royal as truth! 

This generation has succumbed to 
social izing. Principle has been sacri­
ficed on the altar of politics. Integrity 
has been ga rroted on the gallows of 
expediency. \Ve await a new genera­
tion whose sensi tivities to morals and 
to ethics have been sharpened by an 
understanding of the revelation of God's 
eternal t rut h and the mighty baptism 
of apostolic power through the Holy 
Spi rit. Tbose with such keen sensi­
bilities cannot help becoming a con­
science to the world in which they Jive. 
Ultimately they shall become the leaders, 
and we trust leaders in our church, 
in our government, in our schools, in 
our businesses. Tn all of these walks 
of life they shall carryon as soul­
winners to br ing men the same glorious 
gospel wh ich has redeemed them from 
their sins and made them heir s of God 
and joint heirs with Jesus Christ ......

3, verse 3. There you will find these 
words : 

"jesus ollS1.v('Ycd alld said lI11to lIim, 
I'aily, vrrily, I say 111110 thee, e.rcept 
(l 111011 be bor" again. Ill' Call1lot see 

the ~'i"gdoJ/l of God." 

Suppose 1 were to say to you, 
"Unless you arc horn again, you can­
not see the kingdom of God." That 
is what Jeslls said to Nicodemus. A 
numher of years ago YOll were born 
into your family, but. the Bible says 
you also need a spiritual birth. Th is 
is called the New Birth. Other terms 
for thi s sa me exper ience are "conver­
sion," "regeneration," "getting saved." 
Once you get this New Birth you will 
he ready fo r heaven. I will show yOI1 
from the Bible how to be born again. 
.. 2. Turn to the Epistles to the Romans, 
chapter 3, verse 23. 1t says, "For aU 
have sin ned, and come short of the 
glory of God." 1£ all have sinned, that 
means you, 100, docs it not? The rea­
son many people are not saved is be-
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cause they don't realize they are sinne rs. 
They need to admit they are lost before 
Chri st can save them. r am glad YOll 
realize you arc a sinner, because all 
who realize they arc sinners can be 
saved. 
.. 3. In this same Epistle to the Ro­
mans, chapter 6, verse 23, we read: 
"For tile wages of sill is deafh; but 
tlte gift of God is eternal life thro/lgh 
fl'slfs Christ our Lord." \Vages are 
something you earn, are they not? 
\Vhen you work, you expect to receive 
wages. The Bible says that if you sin 
you will receive death as your wages­
and death for an unsaved person means 
hell. You certa inly do not wi sh to die 
in your si ns and go to hell. 

But notice the last part of thi s same 
verse: "The gift of God is denial life 
through Jeslls Christ Ollr Lord." No­
tice the contrast between sin's wages 
and God's gift. Death comes to those 
who earn it by their si ns. Eternal life 
comes to those who do not try to earn 
it but who simply recei"e it from God 
as a gift. Yes, God will give you 
eternal life-that is, spi ritual life that 
wi11 last from now right on through 
all eternity-if you will accept the gift . 
The way to accept the gift of eternal 
life is to accept the Lord Jesus Christ 
as your personal Saviour. You don't 

get it by being baptized, or by Joilllng 
a church, or mere ly by "turning over 
a new leaf." You get it by opening 
your heart, undeserving though you are, 
and receiving the gift of God's great 
redeeming love. 
II> 4. The next verse is in chapter 5, 
verse 8, of the same Epistle to the 
Romans. "8 111 Cod COllmlelldetll I-ns 
love toward liS, ill that , 'while we were 
yrt sinners, Christ died for us." 

That's a lot of love, isn't it? You 
wouldn't die for someone who had 
wronged you, would YOll? No, but 
Christ did . He died fo r you . He sac­
rificed Hi:: life to pay the penalty of 
all the wrongs you have done against 
God. Do you remember what the pre­
violls verse said? "The wages of sin 
is death." But this verse says, "Christ 
died for liS." In other words, I-Ie col­
lected our wages. He paid the penalty 
of our sins, and then He a rose from 
the dead. If He paid your penalty, He 
mllst think you are worth dying for . 
Fie did it because He loved yOll and 
wanted to make you a Christian . 
.. 5. Now turn to F irst John, chapter 
1, verse 7. (This is the First Epistle 
of John, near the back of your Bible.) 
It says : "81ft IJ we walk ill tile light, 
as He is 1"1 the light, we have fellow­
sllip olle willI allother, a'ld tile blood 
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of JeSIlS Christ, His SOli, c/rollsdll 
liS frolll all Si'l " 

Read that la~t part e"pecially-"Thl' 
blood of Jesus Christ clro'~l'fh lIS 

from all sin," This is the secret of 
God's great plan of salvat ion, It is the 
blood of Jesus that cleanses us from 
sin, Our sin wa.s the barrier between 
us and God. but Jesus washed tha t 
barrier away by !'hedding lI is preciOlls 
blood to atone for our sin, Xow we 
have nothing to fear, for every olle of 
our sins is washed awar . .(\ ]] we need 
to do is to repent, and to ask God 
to forgive us for our wrongdoing, and 
to trust in the clea nsing power of the 
Precious Blood, 

... 6, There's another wonderful verse 
and it is found in the Book of Reve­
lation, chapter 3, ,"er:-oe 20. J lere Jesus 
is speaking. He is saring: "Behold, I

111 the tlmd year of the feign of Ki ng Je:hoiakim (ahout 
(:lJ7 H.C.), Xebuchadntzzar I>csicged Jerusalem and took 
b .. ck with hlnl, to BahyloTl, King Jehoiakim. Daniel, and 
others of the princt's of T!,rae1. Eight years later, after 
Jehoiachin had hecn king for only forty days. Nchuchad­
II('Zi'ar carried a .. ccond group o f Jews to Babylon. This 
company included "all the prince". and all the migh t~· men 
of val t!ur, ('\'en ten thou <..1.nd captives, and all the craftsmen 
and .<' lIIiths: none remained, &1.\'(, the poorest ~rl of the 
penpic of the lanel" ( 2 Kings 24 :14). 

These exiled Jews founel it vcry difficult to adjust 
thell1selves to cirCUl Il :-. tanccs in the land of their captivity. 
Worltc yet, {abe prophets arose among them who pred icted 
a speedy deliverance. On h('arillg these things. Jeremiah 
the prophct. who was _~ t;l1 ;n jerusalem faithfully proclaim­
ing God 's \Vord, wrOte a letter dealing with these matters. 
Our le sson text is taken from this leiter. 

I. S,/llIlIit to God's will (v. 4 ). God had caused the 
jews to he carried to Babylon. The Jews were to rec­
ogn ize thi s. To de'i!> •• ir or to re~ ist was therefore wrong. 

2. I?('(ogni~e your rrspolIsil1ilitics ond privileges ill fIle 
filll e of odvrrsity (,'v. 5,6 ) . Though they were in a heathen 
land , th ey were to make the hest of their situation . They 
could 1I0t return home. They must be industrious. They 
IlIlIst raise families so th,u lhey would not die out as a 
race in the land of their captivity. A great future was 
still before them. Recogn izing the hand of God in their 
ci rcumstances they were to glorify Him among their captors 
and thus redeem the time. 

111 all these things they typified the Christian and his 
life. This world is not our home. We are citizens of a 
bette r cou ntry. God permits trouble to enler our lives, but 
we llIay make trouble our se rvant rather than our master t 
Through Christ we arc morc than conquerors. Our mi s­
sion in life is to demonstrate to thc world the real ity of the 
living Christ. 

3. "Srek the peace of the city . .. alld pray Iwto th e 
Lord Jor it ... for in thl' peace thereof shall ye have 
praCl''' (v. 7). Though they were under the rule of the 
heathen they were, nevertheless, to be loyal subjccts of that 
government insofar as it did not conflict with loyalty to 
God. A Christian ought to be all the more consc icntiOl1S 
and loya l as a citizen o f his country because he is a Christian. 

4. Be 1I0t deceived by falSi' prophets (vv. 8-10). False 
prophets predicted a speedy return from captivity. Jeremiah 
decla red that God had decreed that the captiv ity should last 
for se\'enty years. Men ha,'e always been prone to think 
of escaping from adversity rather than realize God's bcnev-
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olent purposes in the midst of ad\'ersity. Captivity for 
the Jev.s \\as 1I0t merely punitive. hut part of God's method 
of working out purposes for them which would be eternally 
advanta~(,Olh. This i.., also true of God's dealings with 
His children today! 

5. Be/jr,'C ill God's goodness. "For 1 know tbe thoughts 
tbat I think toward yOIl, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, 
and not of evil, to give rou all expected end" (\'. 11 ). 
What hope and love and tenderness is in these words! (1) 
God thinks about I-Ii:. people. We misjudge God. We 
think He has forgotten, or that He is harsh. (2) God's 
dealings with l1is people have always in mind their eternal 
welfare and their best interests. This we must count on 
no matter how circumstances may seem to contradict thc 
eternal truth! 

6. Sed' God's presl'IJ(e 'luho/e/Jrar/edly (w. 12-14). 
Any circumstances which dri"e men to seek God whole­
heartedly are ce rtainly benevolent and Jllcrciful. Jeremiah 
predicted th e time when the jews would once again turn 
wholly to their God : and he promised that when they did. 
God would gather them once again to their own land and 
reveal Ilis pov.-er and glory in their mid~1. But jeremiah's 
words contain a principle and a promise which has prescnt­
day application-God wait s to reveal Hi mself to all who 
will seek Ilim with their whole hearts. Jesus sa id, "Ask, 
and it shall he given you: seck, and yc sha ll find; knock, 
and it shall he opened unto you." ~o need is so great, no 
circul1lstances so intricate or hopeless, that it cannot be 
met by those who with intensity, sincerity. and singleness 
of purpose, seck the Lord.

Through re~istance to the 
call of God to let ] sm el go, Pharaoh 
became bold. confirmed, and hardened 
in his attitude. This is a natural result 
of continued resi stance. Augustine in 
hi s comment said, "God does not work 
the hardness of heart in mell; but He 
may be said to harden those whom Tle 
refuses to soften."

The new building, pictured on page 
one, is also the largest in Lewiston. 
Construction was begun 011 the church 
in 1953. and the structure was dedi­
cated by General Superin tendent R. :'If. 

The lower 
level of the education wing was com­
pleted this past year. The church is 
114 feet wide by 116 fect long, and 
has 19,500 square feet of floor space.
