J 'ot~ rc~ncinl)cr \yhcn Elijah b r o ~ ~ & t  the sacrifice 
awl the sacrifice \vas laid on the altar. Elijah 
pra!.ed antl as he prayed the fire fell from the 
licavc~ls ant1 Imrned up the sacrifice. W e  have 
this I'rntccostal outpouring just now, ant1 we are  
all hajy)!. for what the 1,ortl is tloing totlay, I ~ u t ,  
iAovctl. thc firc has to be falling.

( HI, I know ~ilany,  many believers are  not con- 
trolled by the Iioly Ghost. They go  their ow11 
way, antl they follow their own thoughts antl 
1)latls. 

1 rememl)cr ill my own experience more than 
twenty years ago, the 1,ortl met me and asked 
11lc i f  1 was ready to be taken for Tlis service, to 
give m!df  fully to be used by Him. 1 was a 
1)astor at that time but I didn't understand what 
it tncant to Ile I)apti,zed in the IIoly Ghost and 
fire. There is a very practical side to our k i n g  
Iq)tized with fire. I was prostrated before the 
1.ortl in prayer, and I said to the I.ord, "Yes, 1 
will give my whole life to Thee," antl in that liour 
I matic a full surrclider to  the Lord. I saitl to 
the T-ortl. "Nothing will separate me from Thcc, 
;u~tl 1 will I)c obetlicnt in every point." When I 
made tliis surrcntlcr, suddclily the firc fell upon 
me ant1 1 was taken possession of by the Holy 
Spirit. Since that hour I knew quite well that 
1 was scparatecl unto tlie T ~ r d  for His  service, 
antl the firc was 1)urnitig upon me. O h  i.t is very 
iml)ort:uit, tlcarly Ixlovetl, that you should look 
for your own experience, and you s h o ~ ~ l t l  ask, "Is 
the fire 1)urning upon me?" You know in the 
( ) I t 1  l'cstament the fire had to be burning on thc 
altar (lay I)? tlay, liour Ily liour, antl moment by 
~noment,  all day and all night. I t  never was al- 
lo\vcd to go out. l should like to ask you if tlie 
fire is I,r~rning upon you tlay l q  day,hour 1)y hour, 
ant1 moment by moment. You may ask yourself 
this cpestioii hcforc tlic Lord. Some will say. 
" 0 1 1 .  yes, T am I)aptizetl. T did experience this 
\vontlcrfd Inptism." Nany people have spokcn 
in tot~gues,  but t'hc firc has not yet fully come 
ul)o11 tllc~n to I ~ u r n  (111 them (lay 11y day, antl hotir 
1)y hour, antl mo~nent by moment, because they 
(lo not untlerstand that the Holy Ghost comes 
upcm them to co~rtrol  them. 

Some people do not see quite fully what it 
means to 1)e controlletl by the Lord, to give tliem- 
selves ctitirely to t'hc Im-d. When Jesus was on  
the cross, in Hi s  right hand was a nail, in His  
left hand a nail, and the nails were piercing His 
feet, and as H e  was hanging there tlie fire of 
Jehovah came on the cross. You see there Jesus 
hanging on the cross, a sacrificc for you and for 
me bcfore H i s  Father. And s o  I-Ie is fully con- 
secrated for you and for me. H e  was 011 the 
altar until dead. And dearly l~elovctl, if the Holy 
Ghost comes upon you and takes possession pf 
vou, the Holy Gliost will nail you, so to speak, 
on the altar. W e  have only one altar, that is the 
cross, and Paul was always preaching the word 
of the cross. l~ricntls. if you will understand the 

l'cntecostal 1)aptisni you ims t  understand the 
crucifixion of the "old man," and you must un- 
tlerstand that in order to get the fire we must 
give our whole lives as a sacrificc unto Gotl. 
;\gain I will ask !.ou, Are you 011 the al tar? .-\re 
!.OII on the cross? AIKI can y o t ~  say, "1 an1 cruci- 
fictl. I am sanctified. I a111 sacrificctl. 'I'he fire 
fcll on Iiw, and it is Imrning c\.cl-y day, every 
!lour and every ~notnent ?" 

You see if the sacrificc is Iaitl on the altar, tlic 
fire comcs on the sacrificc, ant1 the sacrifice is 
consumed. 1 {ere you have a t!.pc of the Old 
Testament. W e  are to 1)c take11 by the Holy 
Ghost and to be set on firc. I:rotller, arc you set 
on fire? Sister, arc you really set on firc? W e  
should stand before the I.ord, ~ I K I  \\re should an- 
swer the 1,ord. I le knows our Iirtrrtc. 

And 1 ~niglit ask you if tllc I lol! Spirit is fll- 
ing your heart? This is tlic second point we have 
to speak about. ()I1 T am so grieved in my heart 
to see so many Ixlievcrs, and so many l'ente- 
costal l ~ q > l c ,  without understa~ltliiig of the real 
~neaning of the cross. Instcatl o f  I:cing fillet1 with 
the Spirit, they h a w  envy in tlieir I ~ e a r t s , a ~ ~ ( l  they 
sometimes have hatred towartls each other. I 
iust came fro111 a caml)rnecting, ant1 while thcrc 
Inore than once the I)elicvcrs callic t o  the altar 
and saitl tliey did sot have real love for their 
cncnlies, and sought the T,ortl for tllis lovc. So\\.. 
i f  you understand tllc cross, i f  !.ou let tlic I loly 
(;host take you and I~ r ing  yo11 on the cross, the11

ant1 fill yo11 with this wontlcrful lovc ant1 with 
tlic fruit of tlic Spirit.

\-011 sa!- "Iiallelujah" in meetings antl are so jq . -  
ful. antl I am very glad. but let me come \\-ith 
you tcj your home. I should like to know i i   yo:^ 

are jo;,-id al\vays in your dad!- home life. I do 
not lano\\- \\-hat you have to endure in your daily 
!lome life, but I s11ould like to know if you are  
ioyful \\.lien you have a washing to do. If the 
Holy Ghost comes into our hearts to abide, then 
H e  \\.ill fill us  with joy in everything. 

.And how is it with your "longsufferii~gl" .I 
father told me he was a believer and he wanted 
that his son should be converted. H i s  little boy 
wanted to go to  bed and his father wanted that 
he should read the Eible. The  father wasn't 
longs~~ffering.  and he said to me, "I stood before 
my boy, the Eible in one hand antl in the other 
a stick," and the father thought to  guide his son 
to  Jesus in this way-in the one hand a Bible 
and in the other a stick, and the little boy fright- 
ened. We have no longsuffering if we are  not 
filled with the Ploly Spirit. If that father was 
filled with the Holy Spirit he would see that the 
little boy cannot do a s  he should like him to be- 
cause the Holy Spirit is not yet in the boy. and 
if the Holy Spirit comes in the little boy will be 
glad t o  read his Bible. 

Now a feu?. words about the third point. W e  

have here in the \\Jortl, "They began to speak 
with other tongues as the Spirit gave them utter- 
mce." hlany are opl~osing the tongues.

is v e r ~ .  important that we are real \vitnesses of 
c'hri.it in our lives. and that is the reason \\.h!. 
the 1-Ioly Ghost in tlie days of the apostles anti 
also nowadays has given to the believer poi\-er 
to speak in tongues. 

\\%en I heard that the Lord had givei~  such a 
l~lessink in ;imerica, and that people'\\-ere speak- 
iny in tongues, I was very glad. I met the Im-tl 
and asked Him if I could get the same esperi-  
ence. I reatl in my liihle t11a.t Peter said \ye 
could get the same baptism. In  speaking allout 
his experience in the house of Cornelius he said, 
"-4s I began to speak the Holy Ghost fell on 
them even as on us at  the beginning, and I re- 
membered the word of the Lord how that H e  
said, John indeed baptized with Ivater: but ye  
shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost. Foras- 
much then as  God gave them the like gift a s  H e  
did uqto us, who believed on the Lord Jesus 
Christ, what was I that I could withstand God?" 
And if you read Acts 10 you will find the Holy 
Ghost fe!l on them and they spake in tongues a s  
the apostles did on the Day of Pentecost, and 
Peter said the 'Gentiles might receive "the likc 
gift." When I saw that I said, "Yes, Lord, I am 



going on," and so I met the Im-d antl the Lord 
met me and I-le gave 111e the "like gift." 

011 beloved, it is an important thing for the 
Lord to take the whole man in such a degree antl 
such a measure that I I e  may speak through us. 
The Holy Ghost manifested Himself this way 011 

the Day of I'entecost. \ i re may expericncc thc 
same today,but do not forgct,speakiug in tongues 
is not the only thing. S o ~ n c  people seen1 t o  think 
that it is. I t  was helpful for tile to sce that the 

Pentecostal baptisnl includes these three points : 
'I'lie gzridmlce of the Spirit. the fruit of the Spirit, 
antl the ~l la~l i fes ta t io~t  of the Spirit. S o  I have 
spoken to you on this line which God opened up 
to me. Perhaps it may help you, too, to under- 
stand that we are  to be talien by the Holy Ghost 
fully and \vholly, that H e  may rest upoil us, that 
I-Ie may dwell zcithirt us, and that H e  may mani- 
fest H i s  ,presence tlzrozrglt us, in any \vay using 
us to be witnesses of Christ in \vortl and deed. 

iruits  of  *P 6 n e p ~ 1  in Afrirn 
Miss Alma E. Doering of the Congo Inland Mission; Conclusion of Address of March 10, 191'2 

N OUR Ivork in Africa God has 
blessed us in getting in the boys 
and training them for Him. W e  
arc  more successful in getting 
boys than girls. They are  more 
a t  liberty. . T h e  girls from three 
and four years are  pressed into 
service. If they are  not out in 

tile fields, they have a littlc I~aby tied to their 
11arl;s d l  day long, and that is the way thcy come 
to Sunday School. \ \ -e find it necessary, a s  the 
l m ! ~  want to come to 11s and he with us, to take 
them to our mission station. Some of them arc 
at  g l u t  tlistanccs. 'l'hcy cannot comc every 
day, so we havc \\.hat \re call I~oartliug schools. 
c .  I hesc boys arc  taught all kintls of \\.orli. \Ye 
teach thcm agriculture and carpentering. along, 
with their other school w o r k  ih;e h a w  thcm a t  
school in the morning from nine to t\vclvc, and 
in ihc afternoon they are out working. \\-e 1)e- 
licvc these boys who are tartght at  home to think 
it is a disqrace for a man to work must learn the 
dignity of lahor ; that t!le Gospel of Christ is also 
a (;ospel of work. That is ho\v we spend the 
fifteen or  twenty dollars a ).ear for a boy. The  
way we do is to give them this fifteen dollars in 
\vcekly payments, instead of Ixtying their food 
for t l ~ e n ~ .  W e  want to teach &ern economy and 
to manage their own finances, so  we divide it up 
into fifty-two parts and give them their weekly 
portion, antl beside that we give them a suit of 
calico clothes which they must sew. 'These boys 
arc tllen taught to save as mucli as they can of 
that fifteen dollars. I t  takes a man a whole 
month to earn two dollars; in fact, if he earns 
six o r  seven dollars a month he is quite a t  the 
lop : cannot g o  nluch higher. A native evangel- 
ist. one who has charge of a whole distr ict ,-a 
field sr~perintendmt, would not get more than 
fifty dollars a year at  the most, and he is a great  
man amongst his people. 

I want to relate to you a story about our boy, 
Uilongo. H e  was a sunny,.cheerful boy and very 
thoughtful. I-Ie would invest his little weekly 
allowance in his own food, and then he would 
try to save a little tb buy salt for his mother. 
Salt is a very great luxury. \Ve have to import 
salt, kerosene oil, tnatches, etc.. from England, 
and salt, being heavy, is very expensive-t\\.el\-e 
o r  fiftecn cents a pound-and of course the na- 
lives could not afford that. \\'hen n.c spill a 
little salt on the ground they uill get down on 
their knees and lick up  the dust in ortlcr that not 
one qrain of it might be lost. If wc I\-ould give 
thcm a teaspoon of salt every Sunday, we couid 
get thousai~ds 'of them to our services, but they 
would be salt Christians, antl of coursc it is not 
Ciod's way. We  want to \\in these people by tlle 
power of the I--Ioly Ghost, and not by any out- 
ward inducements. One  clay I \\-as teaching 
Rilongo to scrub a floor, and whilc we \\ere 
scrubbing together I saitl, "Bilongo, \vhy arc  you 
so anxious to save your pennies to-  buy your 
mother salt?" ITe saitl, "It is i h e l ~ i g g e s t  luxur!. 
I can give her. I love her." I saitl, 'Wh!- d o  
you love her:"' for boys are  taught not to love 
their mothers. They slap a woman in the face 
in that tribe. Eilongo told me how he had never 
forgotten the night when he and his baby sister 
were tucked away beside his mother. I saitl 
"tucked :" she had thrown her little goatskit-, 
garment around h i n ~  and the sister : they were 
lying on the floor, for they had no bed. Sud- 
denly she heard voices outside the hut, two men 
engaged jn a very spirited conversation, and soon 
she learned she was the subject of a conspiracy; 
they were bargaining for her :  tlle stranger had 
come to boy her, and as  she strained her ears to  
hear what the outcome would be, she heard the 
awful news that this new man woul? not buy her 
children : he-would only b ~ t y  her. She  began to  
treml:le, antl whispered to the boy, who was then 
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ahnut ten years old and asleep, "l:ilongo, wake 
up : it is our last night together." 'Then she told 
!iim she was sold, that she had just heard them 
close the deal and tomorrow morning she \\-as 
goiag to be carried off and that he and his sister 
were to be left there \vithout her. \\%en a 
mother is sold a\\-ay from her children. it means 
the other wives of the man must take care of 
thein~. and as  they h a w  so much to d o  themselves, 
it makes it hard. Poor Bilongo and his mother 
were facing the agony of the separation. Finallj- 
he said, "Mother, I shan't leave you." "Cut you 
must. You know if I disobey I will be put in 
the slave fork o r  hung up to  the rafters." Then 
he saitl. "Can't 11-e escape?" "But if \ve are  
caught you ktnow what will happen." Cut they 
decided to try it. They ivaited until midnight. 
when everything \\-as still, and then that mother 
crawled out with that ten-year-old boy and his 
baby sister, and he  promised his mother he \vould 
not cry.

\\71!e11 \ye consider the brutalit!- of these men 
in their heathen state and hon- the po\\-er o i  
fi w t a n  controls their lives, it is simpl!- miraculou~ 
to see the transfor~nation, \\-hen Christ begins to 
i t  i t h i n  J\'e had a young man in our sta- 
tion. 11wanda. H e  was the first convert. I could 
keep you an hour telling of the wonderful n-ork- 
ings of the Spirit in that life. H e  could never 
enjoy these heathen things when he  was con- 
verted. H e  had one wife and had already paid 
several pigs on his second wife; in fact. had paid 
almost the whole price. hlwanda was going on 
with God. I t  is remarkable when they go  to God 
Inow the Spirit of the Lord reveals new things 
to thrm, and of course the whole \J70rd was so 
nelv. Everv little while they will come and sa!- 
they have found something new. S o  MI\-anda 

pretty hard to tell; they have no calendars and 
I?O years, but we had just had our second Christ- 
mas, and I tried to make him mndcrstand there 
\irere nineteen hundred such lapses of time. H e  
hoked a t  me and said, "Can it be possible? I 
have lust read that Jesus said to l lis disciples, 
'Go ye  into all the world and preach the Gospel 
lo  every creature.' I~OI\- is it that it \\as so long 
before you ever came to us?" Cutting questions 
they ask us. I l c  wondered ahout the Christiatls 
in the homeland. This man came 1111 against a 
very marked test in his life. Af ter  he  was a 
Christian, of course, he knew he must not have 
two wives. H e  had been taught that out of the 
\Vord. H e  had been baptized. \\-c do not bap- 
tize them irnmeiliately after their conversion. 
\\'e wait until they have been proved. H e  un- 
derstood he must have only one \vife. Some 
time after his baptism there was a' lapse in his 
Christian experience. H i s  prayers and his testi- 
monies were not a s  bright. Jn fact, he used to 
keep away from IIS, and \ve noticed Mwanda was 
forsaking the Lord, perhaps almost tuncon- 
sciously to himself. \Ire Ixcanne solicitous ahout 
him. One day he came to the ~neet ing I\-ith a 
lxaming face, his e)-es running over \\-it11 joy.

God took that 
girl Ilomc ;I year after. Someho\v it scc~iicd to 
me the offering \\as so ~)rccioils ( h t l  wanted to 
secllrc her, I~ui  that battle was fought and 
Aln.antla has been going on from glory to glory, 
and fotlav he is preaching the (hspel .  (;od is 
\vonderfully teaching these hearts to go out and 
take the message to others. M'e started work 
at  I<-- twclvc years ago ;  we had very great 
tlifficulties to face. I'or a whole year the people 
were afraid of us, and we hat1 pliysical weak- 
nesses to contend \vith, but there calm to us forty 
boys. 'I'hey came out of curiosity at  first, but 
love won them and they wanted to live with us. 
It took a gseat (leal of grace;  they had never 
known what it nlcant to have a restraining hand. 
I)ut o r~ t  of tliosc forty Imys, fifteen have gonc out 
as prcachcss of the (;ospel. 'I'\\w~t!- years ago 
at another  lace t\vo nisi openetl :i station, and 
totla!, from thcre havc gone two huntlred native 
eva~igclists. At another station the little native 
church has gonc tlit-ongli deep watcrs and awful 
persecution. Satan has tried them in many ways. 
vet this little congregation, poor as they arc.  
havc 1)rought an offering to the lmd. They 
h a w  said, "Every nine of us will sentl thc tenth 
one out to preach the Gospel to l~eople." O n e  
time at one of the mission stations thcre \\.as an 
offering taken, and there was so niuch I~rought 
ive cmdd not get a basket large enough to hold 
it. Some brought chickens and eggs and sweet 
potatoes. One brought a goat and another a 
sheep. All these representeh tremendous sacri- 
fice. A t  one of our stations a womal; gave every 
egg that was laid, to the Lord except those that 
were used to set. A t  our  station the women had 
a great peanut field which they cultivated for the 
Lord and with the proceeds sent out -mission- 
aries. As this collection lay there in the front 
part of the mud chapel one girl came and brought 
her offering. I t  was money and represented a 
large sum for a girl in Africa. Where  could a 
girl get money? The missionary in charge looked 
at  her and a t  the money on the table; antl he said 
to her: "I cannot take it." Everybody was sur- 
prised to think he had refused that girl's offei- 
ing. The  tears were streaming down her face 
as she asked why. H e  said, "It is impossible for 
a girl to accumulate so large a sum of money in 

this county ." ( I t  was only a few dollars to us.) 
Then she saitl. "Teacher, this money represents 
my life. I wanted so much to go  out and preach 
the (;ospel. I knew 1 could not ; God hadn't 
called nx. I \\as only a poor, ignorant girl, but 
1 halq)enc(l to be a frce girl. Yesterday a man 
came to our village looking for a girl to buy. H e  
I\ anted another \\ ifc. ( )h .  how thankful 1 was 
he coiiltln't 1x11 me. 'l'hcn I rememl)crccl the of- 
fering tomorro\v and that I had nothi~ig  to givc 
to sentl out the Gospel, so I went to the man antl 
saitl. 'If I will sell niyself to you, will you place 
in rn) hand the price of my life?' 1 Jc said, 'Yes, 
! will (lo that.' 1 saitl, 'Just givc me my freedom 
one clay more. I want to go to the white man's 
meeting.' Hc did that aid I have brought you 
the price of my life." The  next (lay she tlisap- 
1)earetl. The new owner had come to take her 
away and \ve Inve never heard anything of her 
since. That is a 111artyr-life, a girl living a life of 
martyrdom because she wanted to glve all shc 
hatl. 

I<enic~nl,cr us especially as we are going to a 
:ic\v trilw. I haven't time to tell you how these 
pcc$e Iia\c Ixrn  receiving us, how, three years 
ago at ;I missim station, Got1 Imrtlcned Inc and 
gave mc a v~sion of the untouched tribe, and I 
could not rest until I promised the Im-d 1 w o ~ ~ l t l  
\vork for that t r~be .  Onl!. a year ago he I~rought 
mtl in touch I\ it11 a missionary who had been 
11-avelinc ill Central ;\frica, and the Lord opened 
the way for a company of people to go out and 
explore the new spot. \ lye  found there a people 
n h o  had been lvaiting for years. The  missionary 
had promised them God wotdtl send them teach- 
ers and they had never forgotten it; and while 
the\ were waiting. God burdei~ed. us to go out 
antl investiqate, and the report has come back 
how \vonderfully they are receiving the Word.  
They asked the missionary to give them a blank 
piece of paper (they cannot read) as an  earnest, 
a guarantee that a mission station would be  
opened in their midst. They have no pockets o r  
clothes. antl they have taken this blank piece of 
paper and wrapped it up  in the grass cloth and 
smeared it up with a piece of red clay o r  tallow, 
so as to make it rain-proof, and buried it in the  
gro~ind.  There is going to be a real Pentecostal 
branch going into this new tribe. 

Oh ,  beloved, "Ethiopia shall stretch forth her 
hands tinto God. Princes shall come out of 
Egypt." even such princes as Mwanda and oth- 
ers I have told you about, and my prayer is that 
we shall take the Gospel to every tribe, that not 
one may be lost.

HERE remaineth tlicrefore a rest to 
the people of God." "The work of 
righteousness shall he peace : and the 
effect of righteousness quietness and 

assurance forever. And llly people shall dwell 
in a peaceable habitation, and in sure dwellings, 
and in quiet resting-places," Heb. 1:9 and Isa. 
32 :17, 18. 

When God's people were in Egypt God sent 
Moses to bring them up out of that land unto a 
good land and a large, unto a land flowing wit11 
milk and honey. This was the land of Canaan 
which God had proniised to their forefathers. 
The  word Canaan means Rest. The  land of 
Egypt represents a life of bondage. bondage to 
sin and self, and if it is not that, it is in bondage 
to the law. I t  is a life of effort and unrest and 
creature activity. Law said: "Do, do. do." 11- 
is a life of so much doing. 

Canaan represents the work of g-race in Christ. 
I t  is all done, done. done. Tha t  is \\hat grace 
says. Christ has done it all. 1 have to accept it 
bv faith. Tn Canaan there were I iouxs full o f  
all good things \vhich ltl~ey filled not, and wells 
(lug which they tligged not, vineyards and olive 
trees \vliich they planted not. ( I k u t .  6: 11.) I t  
\\as "a land of brooks of water. of t'ountains and 
depths that spring out of valleys and hills. --\ 
lantl of \\heat and barley ant1 vines and fig trees 
aud pomegranates: a land of oil, olive and hone!.. 
.A land wherein thou shalt eat Imatl  \vithout 
scarceness: tlrorr sllcilt 11ot ltrcl: trrr>.tllirrg irr it." 
h u t .  S:7, 9. "For tlie land \vhither thou cgoest 
in to possess it is not as the land of Egypt, fro111 
whence ye came out. urhere tlicm sowedst thy seed, 
and wateredst it with thy foot . . . . . But the 
land, whither ye  go  to possess it, is a land of hills 
and valleys, and drinketh water ot' the rain of 
11,-aven : -4 land \vhicli the  Lord thy God caret11 
for:  the eyes of the Lord thy God a re  always 
upon it. from the beginning of the year even unto 
the end of the year." Deut. 11 :lo-12. And in 
this land God has proniised to  give us the first 
rain and also the latter rain, "tliat thou mayest 
gather in thy corn, and thy wine, and thine oil 
. . . . . that thou mayest eat and be full." Deut. 
11 114, 15. 

This land of Canaan is a beautiful type of our 
glorious inheritance in Christ. For  God hath 
blessed us with all spiritual blessing in heavenly 
places in Christ, and in Him dwelleth all the ful- 
ness of the Godhead bodily, and ye are  made full 

in Him who is the IIead of all principality and 
power. This is our Canaan. T o  the Jew Canaan 
meant days of heaven upon earth. In  Christ we 
are  made to sit in heavenly places. These are 
days of heaven upon earth. 

"The Lord shall be unto thee an everl~asting 
light, and the days of thy mourning shall be 
ended." The  sun shall no more go out, and it is our 
glorious privilege in this dispensation of the Holy 
Ghost to live continually before an  open heaven, 
continually in His  presence and in the light of 
His countenance. (See John 1 :51.) This does 
not mean that we are  free from tri'als and tempta. 
tions and that there are  no dark cloutls. W e  read 
that God dwells in thick darkness and R4oses went 
into the thick darkness where God was: "Dark- 
ness was under His  feet . . . . . I-Ie made dark- 
ness His  secret pllace; Hi s  pavilion round about 
IHim were dark  wa,ters and thick clouds of the 
skies." Ps .  1s  9 ,  11. W e  also read that we 
wrestle not against flesh antl l h o d ,  but against 
principalities, against powers, against the rulers 
of the darkness of this world, against spiritual 
wickedness in heavenly places. The enemy may 
come with overwhelming forces antl try to darken 
the atmosphere; hut when thc cncmy comes in 
like a flood, the Spirit of tlie Lord will prlt him to 
flight. When I sit in darkness the Lord shall 
be a light unto me, "yea, though I \\,all< througl~ 
the valley of the shatlo\v of death I need fear no 
evil, for Thou ar t  with nic." 'i;\~itl 11c that is in 
!,ou is greater than hc that is in tlic \vorltl." S o  
fear not, only believe, and faith is the victor!-. 
I:ut we find our  glorious rest in-Cln-ist ; when \ve 
tmter into our  rest then H e  f i ~ l ~ t s  for us. 

Then how are  we to enter into this rest? Just 
in the way the children of Israel entered into 
Canaan. W e  notice two distinct stages in their 
journey from Egypt to  Canaan. The  first is when 
they crossed the Red Sea, this is the plcace where 
their external foes were defeated and destroyed; 
they found rest from their eneniies,tlieEgyptiar~s. 
Jesus said:  "Come unto M e  all ye that labor and 
are heavy laden and I will give you rest." The 
children of Israel found rest from Pharaoh and 
his host a t  the Red Sea. Following tliat passage 
the L,ord Jesus says, "Take M y  yoke upon !.on 
and learn of 3fe  . . . . . ,and ye shall find rest 
unto your souls." Mat. 11 2 8 ,  29. These men 
who found rest from the  Egyptians did not yet 
find their rest in Canaan, most of them.nerer  
went to  Canaan. They left their carcasses in the 



wilderness. \Ve read in I-Iebrews 3 :14 that "We 
are  n~acle partakers of Christ if we hold the be- 
ginning of our  confidence firm unto the end." S o  
we see that they could not entcr in because of 
unbelief, they fell short of their faith. They did 
not go all bhe way with God ;  whcn they came 
face to face with the mighty nations of Canaan 
they got disheartened and discouraged and tlis- 
believed God's Word and turned back. Wha t  a 
picture of many la Christian ! When we get into 
hard places we turn back and we want to go back 
to Egypt, t o  the world, for help. \\re lean upon 
the arm of flesh antl we miss the glory and the 
glorious rest. W h o  was their enemy in the 
wilderness? I t  was their own selves. The great- 
est enemy we have to overcome is ourselves. W e  
thank God for the mighty victory that has bee11 
won for us on the cross. Our  self is crucified 
with H i m ;  SO we have to enter into our rest by 
faith. 

They crossed the Jordan in the same way they 
crossed the Red Sea. Jordan is a type of death;  
we die by faith. Then, after entering by faith, 
they liatl a further fight of obedience. When 
they had to fight their enemies in Canaan the 
Lord fought for them, and they had sin~ply to 

follow TIim There are many enemies we have 
yet to  st~bdue when we have entered into our in- 
heritance in Clirist by faith. \Ve have to mortify 
the deeds of our body by IIis Spirit. There is 
the region of our mind nhc re  we are  to have 
victory over : "Casting tlo\vn imaginations and 
every high thing that cxlltctli itself against the 
1;nowleclge of God, and b r~ng ing  into captivity 
every thdught to  the obedience of Christ." Truly 
Christ must reign until all IIis enemies are 
brought into subjection. There is more land yet 
to be possessed. T o  the extent you yield submis. 
sion and obedience to IIim as  His  light is re- 
vealctl to you day by day, to that extent there 
will be the nianifestation of His  presence and 
power in pour life. 

Surely H e  will deliver us from all our enemies 
i f  we trust and obey, has I l e  delivered Jehoshaphat 
from all his enemies and God gave him rest from 
them. "Ye shall find rest unto your souls." H e  
that hath entered into His  rest hath ceased from 
his own works as God did from His. \Vhen you 
cease from your own works, then God will be 
able to do His  niiglity works t l i r o ~ ~ g h  ~ O L I .  TO 
ITim be all the praise! "And My people shall 
al~itle . . . . . in a quiet resting pllace."

HE: glory of God continues to rest 
upon His work in Dallas. There  
has been a continuous revival 
since February 2nd, 191 1 ,and I be- 
lieve the revival can never stop 
unless the saints begin to backslide 
and neglect to  ask antl believe 
for the things God wants to do.

S T I I E  thirteenth chapter of 
;\Iatthew we read, in the parable 
of the sower, "Some fell upon 
stony phccs, where they hat1 not 
much earth:  ant1 forthwilh thcy 
sprung 1111, Imause  they had no 
tleepness of earth:  . . . . And ' some fell among thorns;  and the 

thorns sprung up and choked them: but other 
fell into good ground, and brouiht  forth fruit, 
some an h~uitlredfoltl, some sixt!.fold, some 
thirty fold." 

I t  is this last clause, "some an hundredfold, 
some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold," on which the 
Lord has given me some lessons. I had always 
been very desirous to be a hundredfold fruit- 
bearer, and J believe this is our privilege. The  
Lord tells us something about the one hundred- 
fold fruit bearer in Mark and again in Luke, how 
if we forsake all for Jesus-father, mother, lands, 
children-we shall receive the hundredfold in this 
life, "zuitlz persecution." S o  if persecution is go- 
ing hand in hand with us, and the Lord is call- 
ing us to forsake father and mother and houses 
and lands, or  any close earthly relationship as 
I-Ie leads out, we may praise God for the trials. 
I t  is along those lines that we get the hundretl- 
fold fruitage. Oh,  \ve may thank God for per- 
secution. I t  is nothing to take the attitude of 
the martyr al~out.  Persecution is some'thing to 
make us leap for joy. O u r  Savior sags when 
they persecute you and cast out your name as 
false, and say all manner of evil against you, 
''leap for joy." And the original says if thosc 
things are happening to you, "jump up and down 
very much." But we have to go  quite a way with 
the Laord to have some of these things happen 
to us. If we begin to put our  finger in our mouth 
and sulk, antl a re  cast down with the little be- 
ginnings of trials and persecutions and separa- 
tions from dear ones, antl begin to pity ourselves, 
we will not get along very far toward the hun- 
dredfold fruitage. 

I remember years ago I was in a Southern 
city and a yoim: girl helped me at  the piano. 
She was a daughter in the home and very gifted 
in many ways. and I said to her mother, "Lucy 
is such a beautiiul girl, such a dear child." "Yes," 
she said, "Lucy is pretty and dear but there is 
one tren~entlous fault about Lucy. She is so 
sensitive when you try to  correct her she goes 
down into the dumps and is s o  full of self-pity 

that hcr father ancl I cannot correct her very 
r a i d .  W e  have to take one fault and then 
let hcr go through her spasnls and wait a long 
time I~ciore \ve can put our fiuger on another." 
.Ant1 \vhilc shc was telling that the Lord seemed 
to sa!. to me, ".1'hat is the trouble I have had 
\\it11 you." I think it is the trouble with many 
of us. W e  get so sorry for ourselves when we 
arc corrected and chastised by the I l iord of the 
Lmrd, and the mouth of the Im-d, and perhaps 
1)y the mouth of (;ad's chilclren. I t  takes quite a 
time to go a little way with the Lortl, 1)u.t the 
h~u~tlretlfoltl fruit goes along the line of those 
\vho throw up their hands to the Lord and let 
IIim !-oh them of cz~rrythiil,q H e  sees has t o  be 
taken away antl make the way straight in all 
n g  Rut it isn't really the hundredfold I 
have so much on my heart tonight, for the Lord 
made me so happy awhile ago over this thirty- 
fold. There is the thirtyfold and the sixtyfold 
and the hundredfold fruitage, and !.ou notice 
thirtyioltl is the least fruit that the Cliristia~i can 
ever 11car for Jesus. There is nothing less. Not 
twenty or ten, but the loivest they can bear is 
going to be tllirtyfold. S o w  that is tremendous. 
If I hear fruit unto Jesus at all in anything, God 
says the figures will be, thirtyfold. I was in a 
home last night \vhcre we were talking about a 
busincss man, and how in one sale he had made a 
half million dollars. They were telling how suc- 
cessful he was:  he had made half as much as his 
capitnl right ofi', half as much as he put into his 
I~usiness. and they thought it was' a big thing, 
antl it was a .big thing accoi-diGg to this world, 
but look herc what the Lord says: T h e  fruit in 
the Christian life is t o  be thirtyfold, not thirty 
per cent. That would be a big income if you 
could put out ten thousand dollars antl get thirty 
per cent, but this is not thirty per cent;  it is 
thirt!.fold, \vhich is ten thousa~itl per cent! I t  is 
as if a nlan could put out one thousantl dollars 
ant1 get thirty thousand dollars; or  put out one 
liuntlretl thousand dollars and get three n~illion 
tlollars. This is the encouragement H e  gives to  
u s  as children of God in the little things. I t  is 
how many prayers we send up, this one and that 
one, and the o ther ;  how many little steps we take 
out of our own way:  the denial of self for the 
sake of others, and that the Spirit ancl life and 
love of Jesus may shine through our faces. 
Surely if' we are children of God and seeking to  
walk with our blessed Master we are  prompted 



t o  do little things on this side and on that, and 
God tells us that even "a cup of cold \vater given 
in the Kame o f  Jesus" shall in no wise lose its 
reward. And how IIZI ICI~  is this reward going to 
be?  The lowest is thirtyfold. Oh, ho\\- ~vonder- 
ful antl how beautiful this is. I \-e do not under- 
stand it all now because we have not yet come 
to the place where everything is shown up in 
its reward; we only go  on by faith and believe 
for it now. 

I remember a good many years ago how I 
went out to the Pacific Coast Ivith Carrie Judd. 
You know her as Carrie Judtl Nont:gon~ery. She 
then had a faith home in Cuffalo. The Lord had 
a work here in Chicago in which H e  had put me 
and she came to  Chicago and \ve went on to- 
gether. I had just before that had a \\onderful 
filling of the I-loly Ghost at  a Convention in 
Western Springs and I was tingling to my fin- 
gers' ends to be and do for Jesus, to have the light 
shine and win souls for Jesus and help Christians, 
and so'we started off. W e  got to a far \\'ester11 
town in the mountains and there we Ivere going 
to stop off for a da!. and night. let ou r  train g o  
on and have a night's rest, taking the next day's 
train-a little break in the journey. \\'hen we 
got off the train and went to a hotel we had the 
day before us, and I said, "I feel like having a 
Gospel meeting in this town." Carrie said, "So 
d o  I. I believe if we ask the proprietor of the 
hotel he will let us, hold a nleetln~." "\\'ell," I 
said, "let's do  it. W e  will g o  out on the street 
and invite every man and woman we meet." 
\4'e11, she wouldn't do that but she would ask the 
hotel people. The  proprietor let us  have the 
drawing room, she spoke to the people, and I 
went into the street and invited the people. I 
came across a man who was s.uch a disreputable 
looking specimen my heart failed. and I thought 
1 could not invite him. Then it came to me, "and 
Jesus died for lzil~z." I could not get away from 
that. S o  I went up to him. H e  was one of the 
devil's castaways. I-Ie thanked me, but his look 
and voice were so  vile before I got through talk- 
ing to him I was frightened, I never had come 
in contact with any one like that before. I went 
i ight  back to  the hotel and I said to my friend 
and her secretary, "Oh, pray for me right away. 
Prav that I may have my flesh bathed in the blood 
of Calvary for I feel as if I had been besmirched 
and rolled in the gutter." They said, "it'hat has 
happened?" "Oh, I could not tell you, I feel SO 

much ashamed." W e  got down to prayer and 
asked for the cleansing power of the .blood. I 
kept thinking then, Wha t  should I d o  if he 

should come to the meeting? and I was in terror 
about it. \ \ h m  the time came for the meeting, 
as \ve \vent down stairs I thought I saw that 
man sitting in the hall. 1 \vas sure the prol)~-ic- 
tor \voultl not let him in the tlra\ving-room, a11d as  
I sa\\- him 1 fled into the tlrawing-I-oon~; my 
heart \vas in 111~. throat and it to(:]< a little \vhile 
to become composed. \\.hen we got into the 
room there \Yere three ladies and one child, ant1 
the proprietor of the hotel. antl the atmosphere 
\\-as the stiffest you can imagine. I t  was like 
getting in an  ice-l~ox. \\-e felt suddenly all 
frozen up. Then Carrie Jutltl said, "Sow,  will 
one of the frientls pla!- some (;ospel hynns  fo r  
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i s .  She  \\.as quite aide to do it herself but 
\\-anted to break them in. So one of the ladies 
in a very stiff, disgusted manner walked to the 
instrument. Oh,  it was painful, but we sang 
away. Then we got tlo\vn on our knees ant1 
prayed, antl we felt a little more melted up, but 
the atmosphere was just as resistant as ever. 
Then we had our Gospel talk, first one and then 
the other, antl when it \\.as over the ladies very 
suddenl! went as if the!- had been at  some social 
affair from which the! \Yere glad to flee, the 
proprietor bowed and \ve ran upstairs. O h ,  how 
glad \ve were that it was all over! 

Years after, I \vas telling this to Mr. Mont- 
gomery. and I saitl, "There is one thing sure, 
Carrie and I beat the Christian worker's record 
for the biggest fizzle the \vorltl ever saw." 
But this winter when I \\-as in Rochester I re- 
ceive~! a letter from a lad!- \vho said, "You would 
not remember me in an!- \\.a!-. I would not in- 
trude mjself upon you, but Mr.  Montgomery has 
begged me to  write you, and I wa_nt to call to 
your remembrance that little tow11 up in the 
mountains and the meeting you had in the draw- 
ing-room of the hotel. I was one of the ladies 
present a t  that  meeting and I must say I was 
perfectly indifferent and rather bored; but two 
>-ears afterward the whole thing returned to my 
mind and I was brought to God and converted 
and found the I.,ortl as m!- Healer. Then I was 
called as a missionary and went to Kyack Insti- 
tute and received some training. Afterwards I 
\vent out a s  a missionary to South America [I 
think she saitl t o  \;enezuela 1 ,  antl I have been a 
missionary there for many years." I t  was a 
beautiful letter and, d o  you know, I was awe- 
str:~ck. I f  the biggest fizzle that ever Christian 
\vorkers had in their lives could turn out like 
t in t ,  I felt \Ire, didn't knon-, we haven't the sIight- 
esf idea, what is piling up for us in the heaven- 
lies. T h e  Lord says the least shall be thirtyfold.

T h e  last time I left 
home to come to Chicago it was very hard for 
my sisters; my oldest sister is in her scventy- 
sixth year, ant1 my other sister is nearly blind. 
only being alde to see a very, very, tiny bit, and 
tlirougli long illness we liad been 1)ormtl so 
close together. 'l'licy t h o u ~ h t  now thc Tm-cl had 
called me into tliis wontlerful prayer-life, surely 
1 \voultl never go  al:~-oat1 a ~ a i 1 1  antl \vhen the 
I,ord made it clear I s l i a ~ ~ l d  come to Chicago, 
tlieir faces were white for days. As tliey sat 
at  the table tliey could hardly do more than pick 
at  tlieir food, but there was my heart on the 
altar, antl tliat is where our hearts must be, and 
there is God to sustain us, reveal His  will and 
holcl us steady to it, antl there is tlie rich fruit- 
age. I l~elieve they have alreatl!. gotten more 
out of my going than tliey would have received 
had I stayed. Oh,  tlie Lord has such wonder- 
ful  ways with us all, even in tliis thirtyfold 
reward. 

One of the children asked me as 1 was coming 
to tlie scrvice tonight if I would not have soye-  
thing interesting for them as they were coniing, 
too! S o  I want to speak to the cliiltlren. When 
T was in Ireland and in Dublin, I was working 
with what is known as the great "Irish RiIis- 

sio~is." Tliey hat1 man)- orphanages 2nd it was 
faith work. l'lie little children in tlie orphanage 
at Duldin were called in one day by tlie teacher 
antl the teacher said, "XOW, there is coming a 
iong cold winter, and tlie children o\;er in the 
orphanage at  Coneniara on the West Coast will 
have to go  without shoes and stockings and warm 
clothing, and 1 don't know if tliey will even have 
enough food to eat unless God sends tlie money. 
\lie haven't the money to buy shoes and stock- 
ings. T)o you children want to pray?" They 
were a11 on tlieir knees at  once, and prayed that 
Cod would send mooey to the orphanage at  
Conemara. A few days later came an offering 
of fifty pounds ( two hundred and fift!. dollars) 
for the orphanage a t  Conemara, and the children 
began to jump and clap their hands and the!. 
s l id,  "Gootly, goody, tliat is tlie money \ve helped 
to get."

are living in filth, making their houses sweet and 
clean, and more than that, you would see that she 
leaves behind her the shining faces of those who 
have given their hearts to  God. 

Then I\-e have Sister Lilian, who left one of the 
most beautiful homes for the sake of these tlear 
lost ones antl the sick and the suficring. She is a t  
t!ie Gartlens. and 1. wish you cotdd see that pre- 
cious girl as those consumptives come up to the 
Gardens. I'ou know a mother tIiinl<s no one else 
can take care of a bahy but herself. If !.ou love 
souls for Jesus you think no one can take care of 
them I:ut yourself. 

That is the spirit those girls have. They 
pu t  them in nice clean, comfortable beds and they 
are restol-etl in strength, and, best of all, tlie!; give 
their hearts to God. I was out there one day antl 
.<a\\ so man\- I~oys working, I said, "Is it possible 
these big. strong men will give their time for 
these clear cons~umptives, come. here and till the 
ground for the poor and the outcast T" Cut it is so. 
Some of the strongest, healthiest men in the coun- 
try are  here, working day and night,if need be. But 
very instant the little frail matron calls, you 
\\-ill see the men come to take the poor constuimp- 
tives in their anus. They handle them as  care- 
full!. a s  babes ; they bring them into the meetings 
and take them out and set them in the sunshine. 
J itever could tell you how Jesus works in those 
\vho have been redeemed through the blood of 
the I.aml). I t  is hard work;  any hour of the 
night you may see the matron about, ministering 
to the sick. If she hears it rain, or  if the wind 
commences to blow, she cannot stay in bed; 
she wants to see if each one of her children is 
tucked away, and if their tents are dry. Then she 
goes back and says, "Father, I d o  thank you for 
taking care of niy little flock."

get so weak ; then some of the stronger ones must 
help t!iem. I t  is a peculiar thing. I ~ u t  they never 
get healed on the near sitle of the hill. W e  go 
up to the top antl hold a meeting there. I t  is a 
lovely spot, God's beautiful country all about us, 
and the Gardens I!-ing off in the distance. There 
\Ye kneel down, and \ve ask those who want 
something from the Tm-tl t o  kneel down, right 
there in the road. \\-e ask God to Ilea1 them 
and generally those \vho a re  jveakest going up 
that steep hill a re  tlie first ones down the 
other sitle. When thc Lord touches their bodies 
it takes a pretty smart person to keep up with 
the111. 

J -o t~  see that pinched look gone and their 
eves shine until !-ou would not know they were 
tlie same people. The!- \valk all the way to the 
(;artlcn\ antl a re  stronger for it. When you 
step out 012 the promises God meets you.

How Satan comes t o  them and tries to make 
them believe religion is only good for the feeble- 
minded and women folks antl children, and if 
you are  to be strong and accomplish things in 
this world, you have no time for  religion. There  
never was a greater lie out of the pit. I am glad 
that in the service of the Lord, even in preach- 
ing the Gospel and in t,he work of the church 
there is a field, opportunities for the accomplisl~ed 
and talented, which challenges the greatest ability 
any man and woman has in this world. S o  my 
prayer to God is that our young men shall see the 
great possibilities and that they will consecrate 
their ransomed powers to  the service of God, 
that they will choose to glorify God and turn 
their back upon the allure~nents and temptations 
of the evil one. I practiced law for many years 
in Houston, antl have seen great nunlbers of 
young men come to the city from the country to 
begin their life work, and have been interested 
in their conceptions of l ife as those conceptions 
have been manifested by the course they pursue. 
There are  two general classes I will mention. 
One is a class that has been deceived by the 
enemy, young men of ability and good prospects, 
hut who came antl started into business with the 
itlea that the way to succeed was to take short 
cuts* to he sharp and smart, to tleceive the courts 
and deceive the juries, antl "pull the wool over 
the eyes" of the witnesses, etc. O n  the other 
hand, I have seen young men of the same meas- 
ure of ability who camc from Christian homes. 
from godly sttrrountlings, iml~uetl with t h e  idea 
that the way to succeed was to serve God, to be 
true to Him and trne to  man. ant1 I stood by 
with throbbing heart antl watched, the result, and 
1 testify to you tonight, after  perhaps nineteen 
o r  twenty years of observation of young men, 
every one of thcse who came with the first con- 
ception of how to succeed have matle total fail- 
ure, and, on the other hand, those who came with 
the idea they must be true to God, t rue  to the 
coit&, and true to the jury, have made success 
in this wor!d, and I am glad they have the prom- 
ise of the life that now is, as well a s  of that 
which is to come. I t  is the deception of the devil 
to make you believe that in serving God you will 
not succeed in business.
