iug (;otl's \i\for(I is that tlrcy have never entered 



the door. Some are s e e k i ~ g  the 1)aptism in the 
IIoly Ghost and have never Itnown what it is to 
Iiave an  all around, clean cut new birth, min- 
gled with fire. Tha t  is the kind that Jcsus Cllrist 
p ~ ~ r d i a s e t l  for me, and the fetters that I~ound me 
fell off. When you get that kind o f  a salvation 
there will be no trouble about following on. 
They niatle the lavcr of brass;  that not only r e y  
resents baptism in water but the Mrord of God. 
As soon as you are  born again there corms into 
your heart a hunger for the W o r d  of God. Jus t  
as soon as H e  saved me I got a little Testament 
and it was food to my soul. I saw myself just 
as you see your face in the mirror. I began to 
walk in the light. YOLI cannot walk in the light 
except 1)y the Word  of God. You cannot go ac- 
cording to messages and you cannot go accord- 
ing to dreams, and you want to he careful whose 
interpretation you take in these days. T h e  grass 
will wither and thc flowers will fade, but the 
\.lJord of God shall stand forever. W h a t  you 
and I need today is to be well balanced and hal- 
lasted hy the Word of God. 

'I'hat laver was made of  the mirrors;  they 
were the polished brass. I n  those days their 
mirrors wcr-c simply of burnished brass. They 
put the clean water in that brazen laver and 
when they came along they saw themselves re- 
flected in it, and i f ,  peradventure, any blemish 
was found on them they had to be purilietl. Tha t  
represents your life arid mine. If after  we havc 
been saved we happen to become defiled, what 
do we d o ?  W e  just go to the W o r d  of Cod antl 
are purified by tlie Word. Some people today 
have never stood before the brazen mirror of 
God's M'ord, and they measure themselves by 
me or  l)y my hrotlicr, hut that won't do. There 
will he no reflection. You cannot measure your- 
self by any man or  wonian in this assembly, Ijut 
hy the W o r d  o l  God;  and if you will take the 
\Vord of  (;od for your mirror it won't be long 
l ~ e f o r e  you will be down on your face before 
God. 

The  altar antl the laver were in the outcr 
court, hut we haven't gotten into the tabernacle 
yet. Some think that as soon as they are  born 
of God they have the whole thing, but they 
haven't. "If we wallc in the light as H e  is in the 
light we will have fellowship one with another 
.and the blood of  Jesus Christ H i s  Son cleanseth 
us from all sin." Not a stain remains. 

Now you come to the door of the tabernacle 
which represents Christ and in holy reverence 

and submission with your heart hungry, you 
press your way through to the inside of the tab- 
ernacle where there are three articles of furni- 

ture. '1'11c onc is t11c golden ca~itllc stick, which 
rcl)rcs<:nts t l ~ c  1)aptism in the f loly Ghost. You 
cannot gct t l~ is  in the outer court. I t  is not type- 
lied at  t l ~ c  1)razr.n altar or  t l ~ c  lavcr; it is illside, 
and you I ~ ; I \ / c  to gct inside tlic door before you 
can rccoivc thc Imptism in the l loly (;host. Some 
puol~lc say, "I a m  baptizctl in the I~[oly Ghost 
t)ut I (lo not slwalc in tongues." I would like 
you to show me a place ill Scripture wlierc any- 
I~ocly rcccivetl the baptism in the IIoly Gliost 
without spc;~lting in tongues. \Ve are  not here 
to exalt tongucs or the gifts, but if men are 
saved l)y the I~lood of l c sus  Christ antl I~aptizcd 
with the h p t i s m  of firc like at  Jerusalem on the 
I lay of Pentecost they will speali in tongues. I 
got saved in tlic Methodist Church and walked 
in the light as God gavc it to me. I I e  leads His 
dear cliildrcn along, and every man wlio is walk- 
ing in t l ~ e  light of God is a perfect man in His  
sight. .I rcmenil~cr when I sought the baptism 
I came into the door of the tabernacle. 

in the tahcrnacle hack yonder thcrc 
byas no natural light; all the light thcrc 
was came from the seven-branched gold- 
en candle stick. The  Old Testament to me 
was very dry. J could not get anything out of 
it, because I didn't have the candle stick, the 
Holy Spirit to illutninatc it, but when I began 
to seck the 1)aptism I got such a hungcr for God 
that not l~ing could satisfy. I fasted ant1 ~ ) rayed ,  
ant1 I)ccanic so  tlcspcrate I Ijelicvc J realized 
s o m e t l h g  of what Jesus fclt when H e  was in 
the garden. I t  says in the authorized version, 
"And I l e  1)1-;1ye(I l h c  m o ~ c  ( ~ a m c s t l y ,  and I-Ie 
sweat ;IS it were grcat drops of hlood," but in 
the (;reclc t l ~ c  tliought is, a man waiting to run 
a race, "And IIe prayed stretched o u t  and sweat 
as i t  n.crc great drop:; of I)lootl," as He wrestled 
Ivitli the wcigl~t o f  t l ~ e  world's sins, wi th  angels 
looking on antl thc dcvil and l ~ i s  hosts resisting 
-as I sought my baptism I realized something 
of the Gethsemane experience and I said, "My 
I,ord, I know the hlood covers me, but I cannot 
stay in the world any longer unless You baptize 
mc in the JIoly Ghost. I went through Gethse- 
mane that night in the old warehouse as I shut 
the doors and wrestled with God alone. I fought 
a battle that night I shall never forget, but there 
was something in the way. I had to make resti- 
tution. Away back in my life when I was a 
little boy I had stolen some gooseberries and I 
had to confess it. The Lord brought before me 
another incident of the past;  a man and I 
fought antl he struck nie in the face and would 
not speak to me. J fclt that lie was in tlie wrong 
but the Word says, "If thy brother hath aught 



against tllce," and I had to ask him for Jesus' 
sake to rolgi\ic mc, altho~rgll he was the trans- 
gressor. 'I'lleri my brother stole a load of turf  
and lie was (lead. I t  was wlicn I was a child Imt 
T held thc Ilolsc lor  him, and wllen I thought of  
straightening that up the devil said, "You never 
stole that. What will the pcople think? 'I'lley 
will think you are a thicl. Make out a postal 
note and send it off quietly if you must do some- 
thing, but don't make it pul)lic," but 1 had to 
obcy God and liuinble myself. Tha t  is what it 
meant wheii they took the sacrifice and tttrncd 
out tlie inw;lrd parts; it was laid bare before the 
world. Ilelovctl, when I was willing to make 
confession and restitution, to pay the price and 
get myself l ~ u n ~ h l e d  and crucified, then heaven 
opened and camc tlown in a rushing, mighty 
wind and parted tongues of fire. I saw two lit- 
eral flamcs come down and the power of God 
rolled over me like a mighty ocean and swept 
through me like a Niagara for two and a half 
hours. If you are not baptized with the Holy 
Ghost there is something wrong. I3cloved, cx- 
cept a man will confess and forsake his sin he 
will never find mercy. What  we want is a sal- 
vation that men and angels can look upon, a 
wl~olc burnt orfcring with the inward parts 
turned out, with the head and every other part 
on the altar, and when we get that it won't be 
long until the fire comes down. 

In  the inner court thcre is thc table of shew 
t read.  That  represents the Word  of God. As 
soon as I was baptized in thc Holy Ghost the 
light from the seven-l~ranclied golden candle 
stick opened up the Word of God to me. T was 
over in Scranton a littlr while ago, and that 
whole country is an actual coal mine. T went to 
a mine shaft  one day and the man in charge said 
to me, "That shaft goes down one hundred feet 
and every bit of coal you get you have to dig 
for it." Every diamond you get from the South 
African diamond fields, you have to dig for, and 
every bit of truth you get out of the Bible you 
will have to dig for, and as T dug clown into the 
Word of God the power and the sweetness of it 
was wonderful to me. H o w  are you going to 
understand the Word of God if that which is 
typical of the seven-l~ranclied golden candle 
stick, the only light in the tabernacle, is miss- 
ing? Tf you haven't the haptism in the Holy 
Ghost how are you going to feed on tlie bread? 

Then thcre is thc altar of incense beyond that. 
Somr thinlc when thry have the baptism in the 
TToly Ghost thcy have everything, but tllcre is tlie 
altar of incense inside the veil. After you have 
heen bapti7ed and have eaten from the table of 

sllcw bread you pass on to thc altar or incc~lic.; 
as  tllc priest burned thc incensc on tllc n l t ; ~ ~  i l l c  

smokc rose and floated out over the valley; tIlat 
is typical of the ministry of intcrccssion, the 
prayers of the Spirit-fillctl man or woman going 
up to God I~ehind the closcd door. Then ill the 
holy of liolies is the ark  with the che ru lh i s  rep- 
rcscnting Christ with the translated company all 
of Ileaten gold and all made out of the same 
piece. S o  Christ and His company arc to be of 
purc gold, tried in the fire, and if thcrc is any- 
tlling in your life tonight t l ~ a t  is not purc and 
holy you are not ready to I)e caught up with him. 
Many people are looking for the coming of the 
T,ord, but it will be a sad (lay tor some. By onr 
Spirit (that doesn't mean water, but one Para- 
cletc) are ye all bapt ixd into one body. I am not 
going to split theological hairs about who is the 
1)otly of Christ, but I do l~elieve that tlie one all- 
solute necessity for translation when Jesus comes 
is that you and I shall have oil in ottr vessels. 
Rut if you are not an abiding Christian, if you 
have the manifestations without thc aliding lifc 
of Christ within you, you will hccomc as sound- 
i ~ l g  l m s s  and tinkling cymbal. Therc are mally 
pcople today who are not ready fo r  the coming 
of the Tm-d. You rememher in the parahle, one 
man bought a piece of real estate. I t  is almost 
an utter impossibility to deal in real estate today 
and be right with God. There is a precious 
man in glory who was in the real estate I)usi- 
ness, and used to come to our meetings ; 1 know 
a I~rothcr in Rrooklyn in the same business, and 
tllcy both told me it was impossible to make 
money in the real estate business and make it 
lawfully in the sight of God. W e  read in tlic 
Word that one man had Imught a piece of land 
and he couldn't heed the call when it was given. 
A minister said to me, "I wouldn't want Jestis 
to come, it would spoil all my plans.'' Somc of 
you have money piled up in the 11anls and in real 
estate, and l' warrant there is scarcely a soul 
here that hasn't a graveyard lot all ready for you 
and yet you expect to be translated. Sell your 
graveyard lots. I thank God T haven't any plot 
in any graveyard. 

Another man married a wife and he couldn't 
come. Another went into the cattle business 
and he could not come, and so they all with onc 
consent l-~egan to make excuses. A twentieth 
century Ananias and Sapphira wallccd up the 
aisle and camc to Rrother Rowie and said, "Wc 
have sold out everything." Yrs ,  hut did you 
pxy the price? I t  is one thing to .;ell out  and 
another thing not to keep back part of the price. 



You know what happened to the two who lied 
to God. Where is the man or  woman that can 
say, in the presence of God, "I haven't a dollar 
but what is on the altar o i  C;otl"! "1 I~aven't :I 
dollar but what 1 can look in the face of Jesus 
sliould H e  summon me to the t ~ a r  of justice, antl 
tell Him it was consecrated"? You can get up in 
meeting and make pledges to God and go away 
antl sin against the Holy Ghost. I)o you won- 
der why you cannot get blessing! (;od has 
brought you just as far  as H e  can. 'L'here were 
tcvo sons of Eli who were preachers. Did you  
ever meet preachers who were living in sin !' I 
did. There was a lustful spirit in these two 
sons of Eli. They were greedy, made themselves 
fat with the offerings of God's people, and Cot1 
killed them both in one day. H e  said to Sam- 
uel, "the sins of Eli's house shall not be purged 
with sacrifice nor offering forever." I feel there 
are  people in this meeting tonight who i f  the 
death summons should come to them, they 
would go to hell because their lives do not tneas- 
use up to the Book. Through the Llood of Jc-  
sus Christ and the quickening power of the Holy 
(;host we have an entrance into the heavens 
without spot or  stain. "When I see the blood I 
will pass over you." When we are willing to 
make confession and restitution and humble our- 
selves, and let (;od sanctify us, then something 
will move. \Vlien we roll the stone away from 
the door of the sepulchre, I.azarus will come 
forth and the grave clothes will fall off. 

Clod tonight speaks to my soul and tells me to 
cry wherever a human foot leaves an  impress on 
the sands of time, "What shall it profit a man. i f  
he gain the whole world and lose his own soul?" 
There  are men and women here tonight 
who are  denying their Lord and selling 
their souls. Jesus was denied by I'eter antl 
sold for thirty pieces of silver by Judas Iscariot, 
Lut there are people selling Him today for less 
money than that. A lying tongue sells Jcsus. A 
Lack-biting tongue will deny the Lord. Unpaid 
dcl~ts  and sins not washed away I)y the 1)lood 
are Gringing condernriation not only ulwn you 
but upon the cause of Christ. If you go out 
f rom Bethel and go out from (;lad Tidings Ha11 
wit11 your unclean life and make a ~~ro fess ion ,  
you are doing more l l a r~n  to I'entccost t1la11 :~11 
the devils in hell put together. May God 111- 
mighty help us to clean the house of God. and 
give us  discernment, and when we iintl an 
Rclian that will cause tile defeat of C;:~l's 
cause, \\re will have the 1)oldnt.s~ to dc ;~ l  with 
him.

Now 1 want to call your attention to a verse 
just below that to show how Paul got through: 
"And when we had sailed slowly many days." 
IIave you cver had a thought that you knew 
camc from heaven, your whole soul was wrap- 
ped up in it, for you knew God wanted you to 
do it, and do it you would, and just as you were 
going to press it through, you had to sail slowly 
rnany days? I have sometimes thought it would 
not be a bat1 thing if every ocean liner in tlic 
world was out of commission and we had to 
go back to sailing vessels. Then if you took 
an ocean voyagc you would have plcnty of 
time to wait on God, plenty of time to pray, 
plenty of time for the hurry and tlic rush and 
bustle to bc taken out of you. I t  would be a 
good time, if you had any flesh left, to bury it 
in the water;  and if you had anything in view 
but the dccpest will of God, it would be best for 
you to turn around and go home. They sailed 
slowly many clays. I t  would I)c a hast1 thing for 
somc 1)cople to sail slowly seven days. 'I saw a 
Christian worlccr looking out on the IIudson 
Kivcr, and lie said, "I'd hatc to I J ~  on jhat tow. 
I t  hardly movcs." 1 said, "Brotlicr, 1 have 1~ecll 

so ruslictl 1 wlsh 1 could be on that  tow. 'The 
fanlily is there altogether. Lven now you can 
see the lamily wash on the rear deck. I t  looks 
as tliough they had time to talk to their children. 
'l'hey had time, i l  they were Christians, to pray. 
1 11,~vc wished more than once I could go from 
Ncw Yorlc to Albany on one of those tows." 
LVcll, he couldn't be content. H e  would walk 
the dcclc until he was almost crazy, consumed 
with that spirit of hurry and rush and go. I t  
has gotten into everybody. There is no time 
to rest your brain; no time for Christian work- 
ers to p a y  for their own children; it is rush 
licre and hurry there. I have sometimes thought 
~t would bc a good thing for the whole nation if 
we hat1 to go back to sailing vessels, and I be- 
l~cvc  it was a good thing for Paul, because he  
was licacling for Rome; he had God's assurance 
tllat I lc  would usc him there, but it was good 
for him that instead of getting there in twenty- 
iour ho~ i r s  lie had to sail many days. 

0 1 1  how God is perfecting patience in the body 
of Christ! The fifth chapter of James, that 
cliayter that refers especially to  the very last 
days, is full of exhortation to  patience. Paul 
had to sail not only slowly, but "slowly many 
tluys." You have had it in your experience, I 
havc no doubt, where this urgent, active nature, 
with a message from Gocl which made it more 
111-gent tllan ever, has to settle down and sail 
$lowly many times. 

Thc first thing they encountered was a con- 
t ~ a r y  wind. Did you ever notice how many 
pcoljle get d~scoumged just as  soon as the wind 
gets a little contraly, just as soon as a person 
contradicts thcm, o r  a good Christian worlccr 
goes against them? Something happens, per- 
haps to which they do not agree. Then, instead 
of saying, "This is God to bring out my flesh 
lifc a~ntl slay it on the cross," they say, "It is 
s o m c l d y ' s  mcanncss, somebody's contrariness; 
it is the adversary against us." Well, what does 
t l~ i s  opposition and adversity mean, dear 
f ~icii t l \? It means that God is trying to develop 
\piritual strcngth in you. I t  will give you added 
rnusclc cvcry t i n ~ c  iE you will meet it as from 
(;od. I f you wish to develop good biceps by 
~ o w i ~ i g ,  you will not drift with the stream but 
will row right against it. If biceps is your 01)- 
jcct the bcst friend you have is a contrary wind. 
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Many of you are longing to stand for God- 
when people talk about the dangers of the last 
claps, the awful errors that are  abroad, ant1 how 
the enemy is making his last efrorts-your heart 
says, "011 God, help me to stand." I have 
prayed that prayer many times. I haven't a bit 
of confidence in the flesh. If God in His  mercy 
didn't hold mc by His power, I would be the 
weakest of the weak. I wouldn't have believed 
it if H e  hadn't told me so one day. LIe said, 
"Without Me ye can do nothing." I said, "Lord, 
would I deny You like Peter did, after You rais- 
ed me up from that awful long sickness of near- 
ly five years, when twelve doctors had given 
me u p ?  D o  You mean that I would deny You?" 
"Why certainly," H e  said, "without My power 
you could deny Me just as easily as Peter did, 
because 'without Me ye can do nothing."' My 
heart has cried out many times since then, 
"Lord, cause me to stand." I look back now 
and think of a little persecution I got when I left 
the Alliance and came into Pentecost; it seems 
nothing now. These conflicts are nothing to 
what may come to us in the days that are lie- 
fore us. The  first thing that happens to me 
when I pray to be able "to stand" is a contrary 
wind that I will have to pull against with all the 
power of the Holy Ghost within me in order to 
go through. 

Here  was Paul with a heart burning to preach 
the Gospel a t  Rome. W e  know how he loved 
the warfare and how nothing on earth could 
turn him aside, but the first thing he cncountered 
on this journey was a contrary wind, and then, 
after that, no  wind a t  all. J t  was bad enough in 
the natural to have to struggle against a con- 
trary wind, but far worse to have no wind a t  all. 
The  reason they sailed slowly was because they 
had no wind, but even this was no doubt a bless- 
ing to Paul. 

Some of our  workers are becoming so nervous 
they hardly know which way to turn. I n  their 
zeal for God and His  cause (and we are glad 
to see this) they are going so fast they do not 
realize their pace and really need to encounter an 
ocean calm. There is energy of the flesh that we 
need t o  get rid of, and we need to have even the 
wind die out. In  this enforced inactivity we are 
tempted to say, "T suppose I wasn't meant for 
this place anyhow. I guess I am all out of di- 
vine order. I shouldn't wonder if J had made a 
mistake," and there come three or four days 
when you are discouraged, but when you get 
quiet before God H e  gives you another touch 
and you come out of that experience real fresh 

ant1 on you go. God knew you needcd a rest, 
11,at ) O U  11ad to let go the strings for a little 
while, and so H e  let thc wind dic down;  but it 
canic. up again and you had ncw power and new 
strcilgtli to go on. 1 am talking to myself as well 
as to you. T oftcn order myself to slow down. 

I surmise Paul hecame pretty well discouraged 
about getting to his tlestination when he had to 
stay two days on an island, thirty days in anoth- 
cr placc, and three times thirty in another. W h a t ?  
Paul, the most coulageous example in the Word  
of God, discouraged? I believe he was discour- 
aged and down-hearted and thought, Will I 
ever get to Rome after all? Will that plan ever 
he carried out that I really believe God gave to 
m e ?  But God came to his rescue so sweetly. 
In  the fifteenth verse of the next chapter we 
read, "And from thence, when the brethren 
heard of us they came to meet us as  f a r  as  
Appii forum, and the three taverns : whom, 
when Paul saw, he thanked God, and took cour- 
ace." A man doesn't take couraee who is full 
of courage. H e  takes courage when he is full 
of discouragerncnt. I presume the T,ord saw he 
had as much as he could stand, iust as much 
as hc could endure, and sent the brethren to en- 
courage him. When the Tm-d tells vou to go 
and encourage somehody don't say, "Oh, that 
person knows the 1,ord. H e  never gets dis- 
couraqed. Don't you hear him in meeting, 
those wonderful messages he gives! H e  is a t  
thc head of that big work, you never need to 
pray for him. Don't you rememhcr what fire 
was kindled in your soul hy his messape on 
faith?" Ah, dear ones, you go to him and eive 
him the comfort and encoura~ement  that God 
is putting into your heart, because, while you 
may not know it, he mav he on the vcrv ravved 
edqe of despair. God knew how to meet Paul. 
H e  could havc met him just the same as H e  
met him on the boat, by a visitation from an 
angel ; you rememher how he said there should 
not be a single life lost. H e  could have done 
the same again, hut H e  didn't. H e  iust put it 
into the hearts of a f rw  hrethren: "You go to  
meet Paul, tell him you love him, and say some- 
thin,o to comfort him." "And when he saw the 
hrcthren he thanlced God and took courage." T o  
me it is a very tender bit of this preciotls Word  
of God, that while God is almighty and H e  can 
remove at a stroke any discouragement on the 
part of a child of His ,  H e  wants tn knit thc bodv 
torether, and JTe knows if one part of the hodv 
qcts out of joint it is goinq to suffer. T would 
not think that turning my knee would affect the

1 always thought it 
was wonderful that Paul should have been dcliv- 
crcd from that awful scorpion that hung on his 
hand, antl I 1)raycd many times that we might 
have power as a body to cast off' a serpent o r  
; ~ n y  other disease. Sometilnes after I hat1 heen 
[)raying for thc sick my hands would 1)ccome all 
puffed up, just as if I Iiad the gout. I f  I pray 
for four or five had cases in one day, I find at  
night my Iiantls arc  almost twice their size, and  
t know what it is, and I just throw it off in the 
name of the Lord. I t  doesn't l~elong to me. The  
next morning my hands will I)c all right. 1 know 
what it i s ;  it is tlie disease trying to fasten itself 
upon me. 

Then 1 think of how (;od used l'aul to heal 
all the sick people on that island. As I looked 
at  this voyage of Paul's I was helped by this 
versc : "And the barbarous people showed us nu 
little kindness : for thcy k8indletl a fire and re- 
ceived us everyone, because of  the 1)rcsent rain 
and because of the cold." 110 you know what 
preparal  tlie way for thc healing of all the sick 
in the island of Melita? antl prepared the way 
for the shaking off o i  the scorpion so Paul rc- 
ccivcd no ha rm?  Tt was the "little kindness" 
and  tlic kindling of fire because of the rain and 
Iwcausc Paul was cold. l 'hat  was the Ijegiuning 
of the healing of c v e r y l d y  on the island of Mc- 
lita, and in ariotlier place it says they showed 
him 110 little courtesy because of his honesty. 
IIe was a I)ound prisoner. H e  didn't go as a lree 
man, hut went with the other prisoners, and Chtl 
used those little acts of kindness and courtesy 
to prepare the way for great things. Nobody 
knows how much that little encouragement 
meant to Paul. Nobody will ever know until 
we get to the other side, perhaps. \!re will never 
know what it meant to Paul that his brethren 
came out to greet him. Tt doesn't say they 
spent a whole cvcning togcthcr, or ;I long time 
I p ~ y ,  I I I .ortl s;litl 10  t l ~ c  I)rcthrcn, 
"k'ou go to nlr.ut I'aul." :mtl wlicn I'aul saw tlic 
I~rett~rcll  Ilc tliai~ltcd Chtl ant1 took courage. I t  

was 1101 that thcy came with a great squad o f  
soldiers to deliver him from the guard at  his 
side. It was just to shalcc his hand. I fancy 
they saitl vcry little. You don't have to say 
11it1~11 when heart touclics heart. Sometimes you 
I ~ ; I V C  t l~ought as you passed hy, "Why didn't I 
sap somctliing to that person?" l'crliaps you 
t l i t l  notliing bu t  take their hand;  perhaps you 
saitl some vcry simple words, and when you 
thought it all over you said to yourself, "Why 
didn't I put it thus and so?" "Why didn't 1 
say something that would straighten him ou t?  
I t  was all so clear to me." Perhaps you gave 
him more help than you have the slightest idea 
o f ;  perhaps he turned away from you as Paul  
turned away from those brethren, thanking God 
and taking courage. Never think of Paul as a 
man stored up with courage. Don't think of 
Joshua, the great and mighty leader, as a cour- 
ageous man. The  book of Joshua opens with, 
"1-Lave courage, Joshua." God never would 
have said that to a man filled with courage: I-Ie 
lifts up Ihc man who feels cast down, and is 
hopeless; tlic one who is discouraged because 
tlicrc is no wind, o r  it is in the wrong direction. 
'I'l~at is the kind of man who needs encourage- 
ment. Tha t  is the man who needs to hear a 
word of cheer from the body. 1 know many 
of you feel the IJord has been so dear to  you 
since Pentecost you could live alone with H i m  
in a desert, but you could not, and neither could 
I. There comes creeping into your heart, "I 
wish 1 could see the brothers and sisters." "I 
wish 1 could meet with the saints once more." 
(;od has made you that way. H e  has put us into 
the body of Christ. N o  one member can say to 
another, "I have no need of thee." No  matter 
11mv near tlic l a r d  may be to you, no matter 
I:ow )nu arc hidden in Him or  how H e  has 
l)lc.ssed you, you will need Jesus in your broth- 
vrs and sisters, you will need the power of the 
lloly Ghost in your brethren to pray for you, to 
love you in spite of everything. You will need 
i t  because God has planned it that way. "Every 
joint supplieth," and no one can say to the other, 
"1 have no need of thee." W e  say, "I cannot 
do without the Holy Ghost," and we also have 
to say, "\!re cannot do without one another.'' 
'T'liere may he some who are almost on t.he verge 
o f  discouragement here. When I get out of a 
tcst it is always my first thought, "Oh Im-d,  
\\,Iiy didn't T go tlirougli that tcst better? W h y  
tlitln'f I 1)raise 'l'l~cc morc ? 'I'lic nes t  tcst 1 am 
1)ni t l)r~)ugh I a111 going t l~rough hettcr." Somc- 
timcs 1 don'l get tlirougli any morc than by the 
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skin of my teeth. We  feel sometimes we have 
made sucll failures we d o ~ l t t  if the L,c~rti will 
ever use us again, I)ut we must take courage and 
Lelieve God. H e  knows when you UCCCI some- 
Imdy to say a hearty "(;otl I)less you." 1 Lc knows 
when you need an uplift. I t  ni;~y l ~ e  just one 
s a i ~ ~ t  meeting another. I rernernher one saint 
saying to another, "The morncLnt I saw you 1 
got light and 1 turned right around and wcnt 
home." There wasn't even an exchange o i

Conditions for Fellowship with the Father 

1-1E Lord has bee11 directiug my 
mind this evening to a few verses 
from tlie eleventh chapter oi  
Luke. "And it came to pass, 
tliat as 1-le was praying in a cer- 
tain place, when l l e  ceased, one 
of His disci1)les said unto I-Iini, 
Lord teach us to pray, as Jolln -- 

; ~ S O  taught his discil)les." 
11 seems there was sometlii~lg about tile pray- 

e ~ l i f e  of Jesus that drew tlie attention and atl- 
miration of 1-Iis disciples, not so much, perhaps, 
because of H i s  words or  beautiful sentences, but 
because of the recognition of close contact and 
fellowship that Jesus enjoyed with the Father. 
As His  disciples looked upon Him, as they 
stood back and watched the I,ortl pray and lay 
the needs of the people antl the burdens that 
were pressing His  heart before God-as they 
saw Him enter into that fellowsliip and touch 
with the great Father of heaven, His  cou~lte-  
nance no doubt transfigured as H e  drank in of 
the very presence and life and power and 
strength of God His  l;ather, tlierc was s(111le- 
tlling arose in the hearts of the disciples ill tile 
u,ay of a real hunger to know 110w to pray. 'Tllat 
is one of the things that the prayer life means 
to us, fellowship and communion wit11 God. I f  
one can come into the presence of Got1 antl ell- 
tcr into comnlunion with the 1.ortl a ~ l d  into [el- 
lowship and that heart-touch that (;od lows, 
then we can ask what we will and receive an 
assurance tliat it shall be given unto us. We 
sce a great deal of rushing into the prcsencc of  

(;!rcl, making a few requests and rushing out 
again, calling it prayer, but the fellowshil~ antl 
the inbreathing and the drinking; the atloring 
a n d  the loving of (;od with all the heart and 
with all tlie being, pouring out your inncrnlost 
I~eing to God the Father in worship and atlora- 
tion, brings us into an atmosphere, lifts us up 

O L I ~  ~i the niiasma of fear and doubt and unl~e-  
lici, and 1)uts us into the realm oi faith where 
l l l i ~ ~ g s  Ilalq'en, and tliat is wllai prayer is f o r ;  
~ I I : I L  is what the prayer-life is to do. Not so 
~iiuc:ll to change God's mind about sometl~ing,  or 
~rersuadc C;od to do sonletlling for us, for 1 be- 
lieve t l ~ a t  God has long ago desired to do the 
~ l ~ i ~ l g s  we ask Ilim to (lo, aud it is I i i s  good 
~)lcasurc to do tllem, I ~ u t  11c has o ~ d a i n e d  that 
~11roug11 the millistry of intercession as we co- 
c:l)cratc with Jesus in this ministry, tlie will of 
(;od is I~rougllt to  pass. 

I1;ven the ministry o f  t l ~ e  Lord Jesus could not 
1)rugres.s w i t l i o ~ ~ t  prayer;  the busier I-le was the 
Ili(rrc I le prayed, and the more 1)rayed tlic 
I)usier l l e  I)ecamc. Ueloved, we need in a sense 
to get 1111 close to the heart of Jesus, and like the 
t1iscil)les o l  old say, " I m d ,  teach us to pray." I 
lrclieve that is one of the needs at  this hoiir 
arnong the Pentccostal l~coplc. \We get blessed 
in meetings, our hearts are  overcome a t  times; 
~ v e  w j o y  the preaching and the testimonies and 
t l ~ c  fcllowsl~ip o i  the saints-all these things 
are good and have their place, but l~eloved, there 
is onc thing tliat (;ocl is cntleavoring t o  1)ut upc~rl 
us in thcse clays, and that is to live in the secret 
~ ~ l x c c  with the 1.ord in prayer. Mark you, be- 
iorc I ' c~~lccost  fell upon us, before the heavens 
ol~cnecl ul)on us and tlie showers o f  rain began 
to fall everywhere, there was a cry wcnt u l ~  
irom earth to heaven, "Lord, send a revival, and 
l~cgin in me." I t  went sweeping the globe, from 
NOI-tli to South, antl from ['last to West  ; every- 
I~otly was crying, "l,ord, s e ld  a revival and be- 
gin in me, for Jesus' sake." And it seemed that 
sinlulta~lconsly all over tlic worltl (;od I~cgan 
to send the showers. 111 India and in Wales, in 
('alifot-nia antl in the ICast; in the North and in 
l l ~ c  South, C h I  began tc~ meet IIis people, the 
lxin I J ( ~ , x I ~  10  come and hearts were 1)roken up, 
I ' c~~plc~ I~cgan to 1)ress their way into lihe king- 



dom and into the presence o f  the living Gotl, but 
i t  seems that so many havc received the I q ) -  
tism and the fulness of the Spirit, and been fed 
and fattened up in meetings that they have giv- 
en up the secret p18ace, given up the " l o c l ~ d  
door" meeting ,alone with Him, and thcy arc 
living in Pentecostal meetings. W e  wili dry up 
and blow away unless we learn to pray through 
in the secret place, in the closet. 'Then God has 
promised to reward us openly. 

I have seen the failing off along this line in 
the ministry. I have seen the falling off among 
the people here and there. Duties come in, busi- 
ness piles up, and we are not praying 
through in the secrct place as we 
ought to pray. No public pfiayer-life will ever 
take the place of  the intercessio~l in the closet. 
God wants us to live that secret prayer life with 
H i n ~  that brings forth fruit abundantly. 

Now, as I said, prayer doesn't so much 
change the mind of God about certain things, 
for He wants to do these things that  we  ask 
Him for, but it changes us, We are living in a 
time when we a re  surroullded by evil spirits; 
we live in an atmospherc of doubt and fear. I t  
is all through the world, everybody is cluestion- 
ing, few people believe in the supernatural man- 
ifestation of God, ~ d r n ~ ~ a r a t i v e ~ ~  few people be- 
lieve that God will come down and smite dis- 
ease, few people believe that God really saves a 
man today, and the world needs a demonstration 
of the power of God, the world needs a mani- 
festation of  resurrection life, because inen are 
denying the resurrection of Jesus. 'I'he world 
needs a demonsfration o.f the new birth bccausc 
people are denying tlie new birth. They need a 
m.anifestation of  the baptism in the lioly G'host 
because they are denying it today. God wants 
agents to go out with the goods and when you 
open up your satchel you display your goods. 
l3eloved, if God cannot trust us out in this world 
Lefore sinners, f o r  them to examine and search 
our lives, there is something wrong with the 
foundation of our Christian experience. As I 
say, all these opposing elements arc around us, 
we are pressed on every hand and the tendency 
is fo r  this doubt and unbelief to creep in and 
then we cannot press through to God ; hut pray- 
er, intercessory prayer brings us into an atmos- 
phere o.f real faith. 'fhat is where Jesus lived, 
and that is the place where things come to pass. 
As Finney says, it is that something that lifts us 
into thc presencc of God where things happen. 

But there are  conditions to thc prayer-life. 
God is just as desirous of entering into fellow- 
ship and communion with us today, a ~ r d  talking 

~uattct-s ovcr conccrnitlg l lis lcingdonl as l l c  
was wit11 Atlam. H e  is jusl as earnest and anx- 
ious to give a revelation of His plan and thought 
to us as .Ile was to fricnd Abraham when 
Sodom ,and Gomorrah were about to be de- 
itroyed. l l e  saicl, "Sllall 1 hide from Abraliani 
(he t l~ing that I am going to do?" Abraham was 
the friend of God. What a wonderful title, to 
I x  called "the friend of  God"; somebody that 
(iotl lets into His secrets. "Shall I hide from 
Abraham?" Why, of course not. God was 
going to do something and H e  was going to take 
l l i s  fricnd into lIis confidence, and so H e  en- 
tcrs into a little conversation with Him, and 
says, "Abraham, tlie wickedness of Sodom and 
(;omorrah is coming up and it is great. I am 
going to destroy the cities with fire and brim- 
stone." And Abraham at once looks to God 
a~l t l  intcrccssio~~ begins, and you Imow the story 
o i  how he plcadcd for the city. God offered to 
save the city iE even tell righteous were found 
there, and today, as sin lwaps up and the cup (,I' 
iniquity is being filled to the brim and running 
ovcr, (;oil is desirous of entering into real fel- 
lowship with some peol)lc on  this earth, and t l e  
is calling out a people from a mire of skepti- 
cism and al~ostasy, that H e  can lift us into a place 
o i  Icllowsllip and communion with Ilini, where 
I le can conic down and open His  heart to us 
; u ~ d  say, "Such and such a thing is going to hap- 
Iwn. I want you to cwtcr into prayer with Me 
;il)out it." liverything God ever does is moved 
l)y I'rayer, and I-Te is looking to me and to you 
to pray. I-le is not expecting somebody else to 
do your praying; you must get in touch with 
( h t l  yourself. 

\Vlien the disciples asked Jcsus to teach them 
to pray, I l c  said, "When ye pray say, Our  1;ath- 
vr which ar t  in heaven." Now God is being ad- 
tlrcssed by the one who is supplicating. Wlm 
has tllc right to call Gotl l?ather? 'There are a 
g.rcat many people praying this prayer today 
that haven't any more right to call God Father 
than the devil has. They say "Our 1;ather" as 
t11c.y I<necl down at night, and they get up in the 
~nor~ l i i lg  and run through this 1)rayer and they 
arc renegades and mongrels, and do  not have 
any right to call God, Father. H e  is not their 
I ; ;~tl~cr 11ecausc thcy have not met tlle conditions 
Tor this rclationship.

Listen to 
the last man :  'Sahib, this is the fourth year that 
I have come to you, and every time you have 
sent me away sorrowing. O h  Sahib, give me a 
message of hope this time.'

saved arc taken out of the meetings by relatives. 
One dear young girl was cruelly beaten, her tes- 
tament torn to shrcds and she forbidden to come 
to the mission again."

It was not a missionary 
center a t  that time and I ncvcr csl)cctctl any- 
thing from tllenl or  from :u1yl)otly, 1)ut S O I I I C I I ~ M ,  
I got plenty antl 1 l ; d  some to s1)are for those 
who tlitl not get enough. 

Since our worlc conxnencctl in A frica wc 
have 1)een compelled, owing to its succcss and 
growth, to organize it. You know tllcrc is a real 
Iiil~lc organization to he found inside thc I h o l i .  
There  arc  a number of missionaries who don't 
want any Bible organization, the same as you 
find a number of people in this land who don't 
want it, 11ut there is government in the \\'ord of 
God and the government is upo~? His  shoulders. 
[He has placed certain officers in the church and 
that is the pattern to follow. Some one had to 
take the initiative in this and I took it along 
with lirother Hooper and we organized and set 
our work in shape. \\'c have an Esecuti\le Coun- 
cil and they have felt it good to instruct me to 
get some council or  some assembly to act for us 
as a Home Council in this capacity only, of e s -  
amining prospective missionaries as to their doc- 
trine, their qualifications and their call. \\'c have 
found in our  experience in Africa that there arc  
many people out on the field who never should 
have gone, and I believe there arc people in 
America ~ ~ 1 1 0  ought to he on the field. I I)elicve 
there are people in the l'cntecostal pull)its whc~ 
should not be there and those in the assen~hlies 
who ought to be in the pulpit. 

I n  connection with our organization we have 
acquired some property. O u r  missionary band 
growing as it did, having now about sixty mis- 
sionaries on the field, and being located in i c w r  
districts, we all felt it good to have a mission- 
ary receiving and rest home, not for called mis- 
sionaries hut for proved ones. 7'hey must 1)c 
: tppro~cd by the Council in Africa after having 
1)assed through the Council here. Any one who 
feels he has a call to the work in South or  Cen- 
tral Africa and wishes to be associated with us 
can write to the Executive Council here at  New- 
ark and they will take your case up. W e  do not 
feel we can accept any missionary from Amer- 
ica, no matter how clever or well-trained, irre- 
spective of how he has been used, unless he 
passes through and meets the approval of the 
Home Council. 

Some one came to me once in Africa and gave 
me five thousand dollars. I said, "I don't want 
five t l ~ o u ~ a n d  dollars from you. (;ive it to our  
ICscc~~t i \~c  ('ouncil."

I want to tell you how God dealt antl how I-Ie 
\vorkctl ahout tllis 1)rol)crty. T was introduced 
to a man one clay and he told me he had a prop- 
erty, and I found it was tile same pro1)erty that 
1:rother 1 looper Ilatl looked at  two years 1)efol-e. 
Tllcy desired to rent then, Imt it n.as so csor1)i- 
tant that it was iml)i)ssil)lc to think of it. I t  
\v;ts a twelvc-room house with ;I little cottage on 
tlic side where servants used to live. 1 \vent over 
this propct-ty and ascertained from the govern- 
ment ofhcials that the cstimatetl cost for its 
crcction was 8,500 pounds ($4.2,000), not in- 
cluding the ground. You could not get any- 
t l~ ing  like t11at now, it was part of a licluidated 
cst;ttc antl tlle government held the 1)ontls on the 
cstatc. .I went to the capital of the 'I'ransvaal 
and saw the puhlic tlebt commissioner and 
ol)enctl ul) negotiations with him. 1,750 pounds 
\\.;ts wllat Ile ;tslcctl for it, ahout $8,500. I talked 
i t  o \ -cr  wit11 llim and hc dropped it while I. was 
there I 50 pounds ($750) and we got that place 
as a real gift from the I~,ortl Himself, just hand- 
ctl ri~yllt down froni heaven. It isn't all paid 
for yet Ilut we pay less on it tllan \\.hat \vc would, 
11;1\rc I I : ~  to pay in rent. 

'I'hc missionarics said to mc, "You hold it in 
\ our name." T said, "Oh no, that is too I~ ig  a n  
~~nt lcr t ;~ l<ing lor  me." I llad seen things in 
;\mcrica 1)cfore rver 1 went to the field, go 
sniash where onc man held the wliolc thing and 
I Icarnetl my lesson. I said, "If T put this in 
my own name T might 1)ackslide and your 1,uild- 
ill:;. \voultl Inckslide, for there is no telling where 
the devil will run a man when he gets him on 
tllc run, and 1 might run you all out if it was in 
my name. Another thing, I have children; 
father might die and children could say, 'You 
l e t t e r  get out, Mr.  Missionary.' " S o  we put 
things on a business basis and the Executive 
(huncil hold the property for the Pentecostal 
Missionaries. Tf the Council backslides the mis- 
sionaries can step in and hold the property. T 
I)elicvct ( ;otl \,v:ulls Il~illgs dollc riglil, ;mtl 1 1 0  

n ~ a t t c r  1lo\v n111ch you ap~)rcci ;~te  n man, no

to you from the licld, the only way to do husi- 
nrss is along Imsiness lines. 

W e  took a trip up into Central Africa, an cx- 
ploration trip in the interest of the work. W e  
wcnt up thc coast past Zanzibar to Momlma.  It 
was on this trip the tlevil attacked me with ap- 
pcndicitis. 'I'lic doctor hat1 to 1)e called seeing 
1 was on hoard ship;  he examined me and said, 
"Why, you liavc appendicitis. T am going to 
give you some morphine and put an ice-bag on 
you." I said, "All I want you to do is to give 
me a quiet cabin." W e  had nearly a free Light 
there, wit11 our tongues. H e  insisted on doing 
something and T insisted on doing nothing, and 
'I was boss of this man. H e  said, "I wash my 
hands of you and will have nothing to do with 
you," and he bounced out of the place. The  two 
men who were with me held on to God in pray- 
er. A man came in and said, "If you have ap- 
pendicitis it is all up with you." Wlicn things 
are "all up" it is good, b t ~ t  when they are all 
clown, it is bad. T knew God was sending me 
to the Congo before it was "all up" and I held 
on to Him and my brethren held on, and to tlie 
amazement of every one who knew ahout my 
condition on the ship I was soon preaching, and 
I preached a stirring message. They wondcrcd 
whether I was a Christian Scientist o r  a spirit- 
ualist. It is notable that when you bring out 
this Pentecostal teaching to people who never 
hcard of it, they brand you as a Christian Sci- 
cntist o r  a spiritualist. I belong to the Icing. 
There is no spiritualism about this, no having a 
conversation with a supposed friend who is dc- 
parted. I t  is not your friends that the spiritual- 
ists pretend to I~ r ing  I~ack,  it is tlie devil who 
itnpersonates your friends. 

T was on deck in a very short time and T %as 
quite a curiosity. There had never hcen any 
pcople who ltncw anything about divine healing 
around there, and they said, "Got all right with- 
out taking any medicine?" "Yes." "Didn't 
you have it cut out?" "No, it is all there." The 
Im-d miraculously undertook for me as H e  did 
on another occasion down on the horder of Zu- 
luland. The  Dutch Reformed minister came 
along, and thc Swedish Reformcd minister. ISe 
said, "Tt is not any better." I said, "T-Tow do 
you Itnow?" "Well, you think it is bctter." 
"TIow do you know 1 think it is better?" "Well," 
he said, "it will come back again." "T-Tow do 
you know it will come back again?" Why,  it 
is sure to come back again." I said, "F'ricnd, 
did you ever have a cold?" "Yes." "And did 
you get better?" "Yes, T got bctter." "But you 
only think you got better," "I got bette~," he 

said. "It came back again." "No, it never 
came back again." I laughed a t  him. I said, 
"'L'hat is just the same with this trouble that I 
Ilad. I t  is not going to come back again. If l i e  
licals me today and I should have troublc there 
six montlis from now I would not say it is the 
satnc old thing back again. I would say it is the 
same old tlevil with a new dose of the same 
thing. 

W e  wcnt on to Mombasa and took the rail- 
~ o a d  m o s s  to IGsumu. I suppose you will be 
~ntcrested to know this is where 13rotlicr Rich- 
astlson and his wife, who is now on our station, 
wcre for years, until they received the baptism 
iu the Holy Spirit in the Stone Church, and 
whcn they returned to the field their Board re- 
fused to have them. Brother Ricllardson joined 
me therc and we took passage across the lake. 
LVc passed a Germat1 mission station that had 
Iwen there for two years. They wcre building a 
storc, going in for merchandise, couldn't get 
itnylmly to come to the meetings. Ah, if ever 
you expect results in the foreign field you will 
have to ruh your knees on the carpct, no, on thc 
ground ! You will liavc to get through to God if 
you \vould 11e a successful missionary. I t  is hard 
work. I t  is digging down;  it is standing up 
again51 Ilcatlicn darkness and all thc deviltry that 
is amongst the heathen, you have to put forth all 
your strength, all your prayer-life, all your con- 
secration, and hold on to Almighty God until the 
tlcvil is put to flight and the nntivcs comc in .  
J70u will liavc to do it. Therc is ~lotliing at- 
t ~ ; ~ c t i v c  almut Iwing a forcign missionary cxcept 
you arc callcd O F  God, and then you can go 
tl11-ougl1. 

Rrotllcr I~ichartlson and T sailcd T,alcc I(;hvu 
i l l  :I ilugout canoe, that is, a tree cut down and 
(lug out I)y the natives and turned into the wa- 
les. Tt was abut t l l~ee  feet wide at the widest 
[)art and fifty feet long, and about eighteen inch- 
cs tlccl). W e  had about five hundred pounds of  
luggage with us and about fourteen of tlic crew 
to paddle us along. W e  lay there, twisted and 
screwed up, shot wild duck and praised the 
Lord. The  storms come up there very quickly. 
'I'lle Imys arc paddling along and suddenly they 
I ) e ~ ~ t l  to their paddles and just as suddenly there 
is :l storm comm down and is just about to 
swamp tllc boat. I never prayed in my life as I 
did on that trip. W e  had to make for the shore 
ant1 gct our tcnts up. Aftcr wc saw tlic officials 
111) tliere we crossed on the German side, and at 
last my dreams of Africa and my leadings of 
Africa wcre fulfilled when I touched tlie Congo. 
Aftcr seeing the of4cials we sailcd back, and 



there were not sufficient canoes to take all our 
par ty ;  we have five white nlcn and about t h e e  
dozen natives taking us across the country. I 
suggested they take the canoe and I wait be- 
llind and help the German missionaries finish up 
a launch. They got stuck with it and having 
been a ship-builder in my younger days I said 
1 would help them. They said it would take 
t l ien~ about six weeks. 1 started in and I had 
the thing finished in about six days, and they 
said I was to have the maiden trip. T h e  Swedish 
man was a n  old fisherman from Sweden, and that 
was a motor launch, and I know a s  much about 
a motor launch as I .do about things in the bot- 
tom of the sea. Nobody knew how to make it 
go, and the Swedish missionary went into the 
wood and got some bamboo poles and I took a 
part  of my tent to make a sail and off we shot. 
We  felt as if we were the northeast wind, and 
landed on an  island. On that island there are  
from fifty to eighty thousand natives and no 
missionary there. I t  belongs to thk Belgian Con- 
go people. The  Germans had a missionary there 
but he  escaped to avoid imprisonment. They 
wanted to give us that mission station and then 
they heard that  we were the "tongues" people 
and they discovered all a t  once they had a Board 
a t  home, and on closer examination we discov- 
ered that it wasn't the Board but the things in 
the Bible that  we believed that  they didn't that 
inaterfered with our getting it. 

I t  was here that Brother Richardson caught 
the fever. H e  was a beautiful character, every 
day the same, no matter what happened. I l c  
never thought of himself and never spared Ilin- 
self. W e  started on to go to the eastern end of 
the lake and had to stay there a day or  two. W e  
were aiming for Take Tanganyika, and the first 
day out on this journey Usother I<icliardson fell 
out of the ranks. I had gone ahead with the 
Imys and had asked tlie Swedish missionary to 
look after  Brother Kichardsorl and Lring him up 
in the rear. After we had gone on several lmurs 
a d  were sitting down to eat a feeling came over 
me there was sometlling wrong 1)eliintl. I t  con- 
tinued to grow and I told the hoys to get out 
the tent pole and rig up a "mochilla." We went 
Lack, I suppose about two miles, and 1 l~ecame 
very anxious, and found him in a semi-conscious 
condition. W e  carried him antl had also to cas- 
ry one of the native boys who was taken ill at  
the same time. This native I ~ o y  succuml~ed to 
the fever and on Sunday morning Johann went 
home to heaven. The other native boys camc to 
us with tears streaming down their faces and 
told us that Johann had gone. Tte was lirothcr 

Itlcllai-dson's own boy and it seemed very fitting 
that Urotlier Kicliardson should takc par t  in the 
l~t t le  funeral service that was held. I t  was a 
\ ely  touching scene as OLIS brotlier read a part  
o i  'Lhessaloniaris lying in bed, and I said a few 
words before layiiig away this native Christian 
1 1 1  Congo soil. 

Owing to the war our plans had to be laid 
aside. 1 nurscd Brother Richardson through 
the lever and he felt led to turn north, but ow- 
ing to tlic fact that he was very weak he  was 
unable to stand the journey and died after  our  
party separated, W e  felt we were to come 
south, aud the only thing for us to d o  was to 
start to walk home. I t  meant to us a trip of a 
thousand miles and would take us six months. 
We would be lost to everybody, cut off from 
communicating with Johannesburg, and lost to 
everybody in the homeland excepting those who 
were toucl~ing the throne, but God was witli us. 
Oftentimes 1 knelt down on that burning velt 
out there and said, "Lord, this is too much for 
me. I t  is more t l ia~i 1 a m  able to carry through 
and 1 ask You to put my cordition on the saints 
in America and make them pray. 1 have a right 
to ask you, I,ord, to make them pray. You have 
comlnaridcd us to pray for all saints, make them 
l)ray for me," and H e  would. W e  had another 
man down witli fever and lie had to be carried 
across tlic burning plains. l i e  almost went to 
heaven, and in connection with that same mis- 
sion to get the work into the Congo another dear 
hvl~ite man went to heaven. \Ye also lost two of 
our native boys. 'I'l~at station that has been 
o1)cnctl thcrc has becn a t  a cost of precious 
lives. 

A govcrn inc~~t  ollicial 1icll)cd us across the 
cou111t-y antl whet1 we got out or tlie danger zoiie 
we started to move toward the Congo River. W e  
I~ad  allout tl11-cc huntlretl miles in front of us 
then, antl our I ~ y s  were not Christian boys. I 
was l)ioneering and oftentimes they would drop 
our I)untlles a~ l t l  lcavc us I~igll and dry  and we 
would Ilavc to wait and pray until we got oth- 
crs. \\re l~at l  ;t numl~cr  o l  csperienccs like this. 

b\ic were scarce o f  money antl Urotller Elliot 
ant1 I 11;d only about twenty Jollars each and 
one (lay I I~ccanic: intcnwly Iiungi-y [or some 
chocolates. 1 told I3rotlicr Jrlliot and he said, 
"l)on't talk ;ll)out cliocolatcs, we arc ill the heart 
I-,i the Congo." W e  went along and that day we 
came across a Iklgian ollicial. I-Ie camc to 
mcrt us antl i~ivitctl us to tlinc wit11 11i1n. I Ie  
~ a v c  u s  cl~iclcrn, ;ln(l a l ter  :l\vl~ile 1ic C;LIIIC in 
with ;I IlalC pountl ti11 o f  cl~ocolates. I lc said, 



"l 'crl~aps you tlo~l't like cl~ocol;~tc," l)ut 1 wasn't 
at  all backward ;mcl 1 ate with a grcat deal o i  
satisfaction. I-lc left tllc room and camc I)acl; 
with chocolate h r s  two incllcs ciritlc antl tlisee- 
ciglltlls o i  an incll thick, saying, "l'crllaps you 
like Iklgian chocohtc." \jVc llad it cvcrp n ~ c a l  
t l~cn.  'L'llcrc arc  some pcol)lc who t l ~ i ~ l k  nlissio~l- 
aries oughtn't to cat chO~( l l a~c ,  I)ut 1 cat i t  when- 
ever it comcs my way. 

We  stayed t l~e rc  Saturday and Surlclay, tlitln't 
ktlovYr how we would get tllrough; we I d  tllc 
i~oys  to 1)ay to tlu t l ~ c  c a r r y i ~ ~ g ,  antl t l ~ e  cmtirc 
sum of  our money would not I)ay the lmys alone. 
I had several guns wit11 me, and this ollicial 
wantctl one and 1 solcl i t  to l ~ i m  for 135 irancs. 
v .  .I he natives canic along and wc solcl some o i  our 
clothes, and by the time we got to the C'ongo 
I<iver we had cnougll to buy two cans of con- 
densed milk antl pay our  fare down to Molongo. 

\Ylien we were here 1 was standing looking at  
three men and 1 noticcd one was the 1)aymastcr 
to give us our  1)assage on the river. I slwltc lo 
him and as 1 did one o i  the o,tllcr ge~l t lc~ncn 
saitl, "You are an  Iinglisl~man," 1 saitl, "You 
arc a Scotchman," and 11c saitl, " I  an1 ;I Hritisll 
subject." l i e  turned out to l)e a Jew. We did 
all we could to get somcthi~lg good to eat, spc~lti- 
ing our big linglisll pennies, it was tllc C'ongo 
money, and we counted thcnr 1)retty often. l'llc 
men who were with me had ncver known much 
of a faith lifc. 'I'lierc werc n o  Imats going c l o w ~ ~  
the river, all wcre being ruslled over to the war 
zone, but that night wc: got word we could sail 
in a dugout, L L I ~  just as we were moving over 
t o  wllcre the dugout was to leave, this Jew camc 
along and 11c invited us to dinc with Ilim.' 1Ie 
had a table out in tllc opcn a ~ l d  11; gave us a linc 
dinner. After we werc througll he saitl, "\Vc 
want you to dine with us in tllc morning. W e  
want to kcel) t d ~  of you fellows on the way 
down."

How many times we find that 
wllcn we a rc  determined to do things for God, 
someway, somehow the flesh gets in and God is 
rol)l)ed of His glory and your soul of its vic- 
tory. Just as niuch as  the Israelites needed a 
Moses and a11 Aaron and I-Iur to intercede for 
them as tllcy warred against the Amaleltites just 
so much we as individuals and assemblies need 
intcrcessoss who will, as it were, lay their hands 
upon the throne of the Im-d and prevail in our 
1)chalf until victory comes and the promise is 
obtained that God will war against our  Amale- 
kites forever. W e  find how Moses set out that 
morning to pray for the victory of God's peo- 
ple, but he grew so weary. I t  is a hard task 
praying and holding on to God until the an- 
swer is obtained, this thing of taking upon our 
souls the burden and distresses and the languish 
o f  otlier souls and praying them through. I t  
is a heavy burden but there is glory in it. Moses 
held on until he got so  weary he could not hold 
his hands up any longer. While his hands were 
u p  Israel had the victory, when his h~ands fell 
I)y his side. Tsrael was defeated and the Amalc- 
Iiitcs prcvailctl. l lu t  God always has somct)ody 
ready to holtl the hands and never puts a task 
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~ i p o ~ i  you and me tllat is too liard for  us. l l e  
will in some way make provision that you may 
get through with it, and if you cannot in your 
own strength H e  will liave an  Aaron and a H u r  
to encourage you and hold up your hands. Why 
did God send Aaron and I l u r ?  God saw ahead 
that they were needed. Sometimes 1 go to a 
meeting and I find Ero t l~e r  Jones and Sister 
Smith are  there and 1 wonder how they hap- 
pened to come when they were supposed to be 
elsewl~ere, but before we get through I am glad 
for the Aaron and the H u r  that are  on the spot, 
sent there by God;  everybody there by divine 
appo,intment for a high and holy purpose. So 
we find they .are getting ready to stand by Mo- 
ses, to help him out. 

The  first thing they do is to get a stone. 
There arc no cushioned pews in the place of 
intercession, no comfortable chairs in that cor- 
ner of intercession whel-e you stand and lay 
your hands a s  it were on the throne of God, tle- 
ternlined not to give up until victory conies.
