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Hearful SBights!

THERE are certain disasters recorded by the press nowadays which can
well be understood as the fulfillment of the expression found in Luke
21:11 “fearful sights.” Some of these occurrences can hardly be duplicated
in the pages of history. Modern conditions of life as well as the develop-
ment of civilization make it impossible for certain tragic events to have
taken place before the present age. The crash of passenger airplanes,
the total disappearance of some with a full complement of passengers
aboard, the sinking of the Akron in mid-Atlantic with such a great loss
of life, the recent overturning of a Japanese cruiser with the loss of 100 lives,
the many submarine disasters with their fearful toll, the mysterious explo-
sions such as the one that wrecked the Halifax during the war killing 1500,
all these tragic incidents could not have been possible a hundred years back.

It may well be that Christ had in mind these outstanding calamities
when He spoke of “fearful sights” preceding His coming. To the point
is the worst catastrophe that has befallen Norway in half a century when a
great cliff fell into a Norwegian fjord, causing huge waves to inundate two
nearby villages, drowning 57 at Tafjard and Fjoera and injuring 180,
scores of homes being demolished by a 30-foot wall of water. Roused
from their sleep by the crash of a thundering roar, the villages could do
nothing to save themselves. The simple wooden houses of the humbled
fisher folk were carried away like matchwood and no inhabitants escaped
injury in a series of gigantic waves that swept the shores of the inlet.

The fearful holocaust of the destruction of Tokyo and Yokohama was
unprecedented in the annals of human kind.  The other day Japan’s 9th
biggest city, the port of Hakodate, was engulfed in a hell of fire. A 70
m.p.h. wind was blowing and knocked down a stove pipe, flames devoured
a worker’s flimsy hut, but the velocity of the gale stretched the fiery tongues
like taffy, spreading them till whole streets were burning. Office buildings,
banks and hotels were soon ablaze. Out went all light as the power
house caught fire. Helpless thousands ran before a wall of fire, crowded
the sea warfs, fell in and were drowned. Hundreds were incinerated in
their tracks, 23,000 buildings destroyed, 2700 injured and 1600 were dead.

“He had been helping with the decorations on the
church for several weeks and on the Wednesday before
Easter he and Sister Collier spent the evening at the
church and he seemed to be feeling quite well, but
during th night he was siezed with an attack of his
heart. Investigation showed a blood-clot had formed
in the artery leading to the heart. On the Friday after
Easter he seemed to show signs of improving but
during the night he had three sinking spells, though
rallying each time. Saturday morning everyone who
could be reached was called to pray, but God took
him at 4 p.m.

“Of course the church is stunned by its great loss.
Truly a prince has been taken from us. It has been
my pleasure to have worked with him and Mrs.
Collier as the church missionary since last November,
and I have found him a man of rare qualities. Gifted
naturally and spiritually—he was a man the Pentecos-
tal Movement will miss greatly.

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Anglo-Fsraeliam, Under the Searchlight nf God's Word

Here the Ten Tribes cver Lost ?
Pastor N. P. Thomsen in the Stone Church, March 11, 1934

~JODAY I wish to bring you some scrip-
tures bearing on the fallacy of the
teaching of Anglo-Israelism. If the
teaching were in accordance with the
Word of God we would be glad to
accept it, but it is our purpose this afternoon
to discover just what God’s Word has to say
about it. I want to be on Bible ground, and
no other.

First of all, may T briefly mention a few
thoughts that Anglo-Tsraelism would have us
believe. First, that the Jew and Israel are names
for different peoples; that the Jew is never
called an Israelite and an Israelite is never called
a Jew in the Word of God. Second, they con-
sider that the British and American people (and
allied nations), make up the Israel of God of
today. They claim, of course, that the present
day Jews are not Israelites.

Some of their misinterpretations of Scripture
are very serious. As I have studied their claims
my heart has been saddened that evangelical,
seemingly fundamental teachers of the Word of
God could so take scriptures out of their setting
and do violence to their face value, the value
we would put upon the English in every day
speaking—absolute violence to the Word of
God. By Scriptures like those of the Prophet
Isaiah, 14:15, 44:1, 11:11, they try to prove
that Tsrael is in the Isles of the sea. T want to
give you a little example of the way they have
actually perverted the reading of the Word.
They quote as follows, from Isaiah 49: “Listen,
O isles, unto me; and hearken, ye people, from
far;” (Then they omit a verse and a half and
skip to the 3rd verse) “Thou art my servant,
O Tsrael, in whom T will be glorified.” (Some
more omissions to the sixth verse) “To raise
up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the pre-
served of Israel: I will give for a light to the
Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto
the end of the earth.”

Now I would have you notice in this passage
that the one who is speaking, is calling to the
“isles.” The one who is speaking is saying,
“T am the one who has been called, and the Lord
has said to me, Thou art my servant in whom
T will be glorified.” But no suggestion of
calling unto the isles and saying they are the
Israel of God. It is but a proclamation to the

ends of the earth of God's final victory in
Israel, and reveals the missionary character of
Old Testament Scriptures. Then they go down
to the middle of the 6th verse, taking the Scrip-
tures out of their setting and making a sentence
prove their statement.

Take Matt. 21:43, “Therefore say I unto
you, The kingdom of God shall be taken from
you, and given to a nation bringing forth the
fruits thereof.” Anglo-Israelism tells us this
“nation” is Israel, or The Anglo-Saxon people.
I beg to differ, and refer you to 1 Peter 2:9,
where the Apostle is writing to the church of
today. He says, “But ye are a chosen genera-
tion, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a
peculiar people.” Here is the “nation” to whom
He is referring. The work of the kingdom
was taken from the Jews and given to the
Church.  God today is dealing through the
church “a holy nation” with individuals, and
not on nationalistic lines. The call today is
“whosoever will may come.”

The names “Jew” and “Israel” became syn-
onomous terms from the time of the captivity.
The term “Jew” stands for all among the sons
of Jacob who were considered subjects of the
theocratic kingdom, over which they expected
the Lion of the Tribe of Judah to reign. In
the New Testament the same people are called
Jews 174 times, and Israel about 75 times.
Paul said, “T am a man which am a Jew,” and
in another place he says, “For T am also an
Israelite.” IPaul was of the tribe of Benjamin.

In Ezra, the remnant which returned is called
Jews 8 times and Israel 40 times. These are
the people that they claim came back and are
the Jews of today. In Nehemiah they are called
Jews 11 times, and Israel 22 times. This
should be ample proof of the falsity of the
statement that only those of the tribe of Judah
have a right to the name Jew.

Now in regard to Britain being Israel: They
claim that the name Britain comes from “Brith”
meaning covenant and “ain”’ meaning land “a
covenant land.” Etymology will not bear this
out. Undoubtedly the word “Britain” comes
from the word Baratanic which means “Tin
Islands,” hecause in the olden days much of the
tin used in Europe was mined in Cornwall.
From there came the ships of Tarshish bring-
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ing tin, according to the Word of God. Web-
ster says Britannia is the name of “a metallic
compound or alloy consisting chiefly of blocl
tin, with some antimony, and a small portion
of copper and brass.

Nearly half a century ago [idward Iline was
the editor of “The Banner of Israel,” and the
author of the 47 (so-called) “Scriptural Identi-
fications” attempting to identify Great Britain
with Israel. T give you a sample of two of
them: Daniel 2:44,45, is, according to lline,
a prophecy concerning Britain. She is filling
the whole earth. Mark you, this “stonc cut
out of the mountain” is from outside of these
nations, absolutely outside of any nation that
had any relationship with any part of Nebu-
chadnezzar’s image. The Stone comes from

the outside and crushes all hefore it, and then .

establishes a kingdom of its own. We know
from the Word of God of only one such king-
dom that will be established on earth, and that
is the Kingdom that our Lord and Savior es-
tablishes as He sets His feet upon Mt. Olivet.
He will come down and establish Ilis throne
and reign over the whole world.

Another, almost blasphemous identification
is made by Mr. Hine, in which he points to the
fact that during the wanderings of the Children
of Israel in the wilderness they had a cloud
covering them by day and a pillar of fire by
night. He said that if anyone would go up in
the sky and look over London in the daytime,
he would sce smoke covering it. And at the
night he would see fires from the Dblast fur-
naces, and these were to be comparcd with the
pillar of cloud and pillar of fire with which the
Lord miraculously covered the Children of
Israel. That borders very closely on blasphemy.

Professor Rawlinson, commenting on IHine’s
“Identifications” says, “Such effect as it may
have can only be on the ignorant and unlearned,
those who are unaware of the entire diversity
in language, physical type, religious opinions,
manners and customs between the Israelites and
the various nations from whom the [nglish
nations can be shown historically to be de-
scended.”

As far as the tribe of Ephraim, which they
claim these Anglo-Israelites are, is concerned,
let me read one Scripture: Psalm 78:67, 68,
“Moreover he refused the tabernacle of Joseph,
and chose not the tribe of Ephraim: but chose
the tribe of Judah, the mount Zion which he
loved.” That should settle all arguments as to
which is chosen, Iiphraim or Judah.

It is contended that “Saxons” means Isaac’s
sons, on the ground that the vowel is not pro-
nounced in Ilebrew, thus making the sons of
Tsaac, Saac’s sous, or Saxons. But the Heb-
rew docs not begin with a vowel. The name
“Isaac” in [lebrew begins with the consonant
“Yodh” which is equivalent to our “y”’, making
the Ilchrew pronunciation of Isaac to be
“Yishak.”

They tell us that Jeremiah left Palestine and
brought the eldest daughter of Zedekiah to
Ireland.  There she married some descendant
of Zarah, who was ’harcez’ twin brother, who
had gone there centuries before, and that the
present incumbents on the throne of Iingland
are the direet descendants of Judah and David,
thru this danghter. I discovered this daughter
had two nanies, Tea Zephia and Tamar Tephi.
In lingland a King’s Counsel tells us her name
was T'ea Zephia. A preacher a few months ago
said her name was Tamar Tephi. [ leave you
to decide what it was.

Now we come to the “lost tribes.” Anglo-
Israelites, first of all, lost the ten tribes and
then identificd them with the British race. Turn
to the Second Book of Chronicles, eleventh
chapter, aud sec what the Scripture has to say.
This is at the time when the division is made
between the two houses.  Solomon’s reign is
at an end.  The question is, Will Rehoboam
be generous and merciful, or will he be hard and
stern?  Because he was hard and unyielding the
ten tribes revolted under Jereboam, but when
Jereboam rejected the worship of Jehovah, we
read the Levites left the Northern kingdom
and came to Jerusalem. In the 16th verse we
recad, “And after them out of all the tribes of
Isracl such as sct their hearts to seek the Lord
God of Israel came to Jerusalem, to sacrifice
unto the Lord God of their {athers.” 1In the
15th chapter and 9th verse, “And he gathered
all Judah and Benjamin, and the strangers with
them, out of Zphraim and Manasseh, and out
of Simeon: for they fell to him (King Asa)
out of Israel in abundance, when they saw that
the Lord his God was with him.” This was
during the reform under Asa. Irom all the
tribes “they fell to him in abundance, when they
saw that the Lord his God was with him.” Then
about a century after the overthrow of the
Northern Kingdom which came about 721
B.C., we read that Manasseh and Ephraim and
all Isracl came to Jerusalem.

Just before Judah apostatized altogether
there is another revival in the land during the
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reign of Josiah. When they were cleaning up
the temple and making repairs they found the
Book of the Law, and when they read it to the
king and he realized their position before God,
he immediately made a plea for prayer and
called the people back to the Lord. 2 Chron.
349 reads, “And when they came to lilkiah
the high priest, they delivered the money that
was brought into the house of God, which the
[Levites that kept the doors had gathered of the
hand of Manasseh and Ephraim, and of all the
remnant of Israel, and of all Judah and Ben-
jamin.”  T'his was one hundred years after the
captivity of the Northern Iingdom, when all
the Israelites are supposed to have alrcady been
scattered among the nations, yet here they are
gathered from Ifphraim and Manasseh. So they
were not lost. In 2 Kings 25:12, we read, “The
captain of the guard left of the poor of the land
to be vinedressers and husbandmen.” This was
in the Southern Kingdom, and the same evi-
dently took place in the Northern Kingdom also.

Now let us discover where they are after the
captivity. In the first chapter of Iizekiel the
prophet is telling us he is among the captives
by the river Chebar. Where is Chebar located ?
1t is northeast of Palestine in the district of
Gozan. 1t flows into the river Euphrates, in
the northern part of Assyria. lizekiel’s proph-
ecies were given outside of Palestine. In 2
Kings 17:6, we rcad, “In the ninth year of
Hoshea the king of Assyria took Samaria, and
carried Israel away into Assyria, and placed
them in 1lalah and in Habor by the river of
Gozan, and in the cities of the Medes.” If you
will look up your map you will find Halah in
that same section, near the river Chebar. In
other words [Lzekiel was carried captive to the
very same place that Shalmaneser, king of As-
ryria, had first carried captive the Northern
Kingdom. TIn 2 Kings 18:11 we read the same
thing. So we find the children of Israel, those
of the Northern and Southern Kingdom united
in captivity, and from that time on you find
no division, 1o separate kingdoms, look where
you will in God’s Word.

I would like to have you notice some things
in Daniel’'s prayer in the 9th chapter of that
hook. He prays, “O Lord, righteousness be-
longeth unto thee, but unto us confusion of
faces....; to the men of Judah, and to the
inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto afl Israel,
that are near, and that are far off, thru all the
countries whither thou hast driven them.” All
thru Daniel’s prayer he is pleading for both the

Northern and Southern Kingdoms to be
brought back into the land again. And when
Cyrus, king of Dersia, sent forth a decree for
the rebuilding of the temple at Jerusalem, he
sent the remnant back to Jerusalem, from both
the Northern and the Southern Kingdom.
Forty-two thousand returned under Zerubbabel.
You will find his genealogy in the first chapter
of Matthew. lle is a lineal descendant of David
and also a progenitor of Jesus Christ. Instead
of going to history for some woman who went
to Ireland, go to the Word of God if you want
a descendant of David who has a right to sit
on his throne. Matthew 1 and Luke 3 will
show you that Jesus is the only One who has a
right to that throne. David always had a de-
scendant as long as there has been a throne, hut
since the captivity there has been no throne for
a king to sit upon. The Children of Israel
since the captivity have always been a subject
nation, but the moment they are set free they
will have a King, the Lion of the Tribe of
Judah and the Son of David who is Christ our
Lord, to sit upon that throne.

I'd like to have you notice that of these
42,000 who returned there is no tribe mentioned
except the tribe of the Levites.  They are given
as families so it is very difficult to trace them
and see where they all helong, hut we discover
in lizra 2:28 that 223 arc from Bethel and Ai.
Bethel is the very heart of the idol worship.
It was there Jeroboam sct up his golden calf to
be worshipped.  These families came back in
response to Cyrus' proclamation. Ilzra 7:7
says “There went up of the children of Israel”
—mnow if Isracl be of the Northern Kingdom
alone, we have it here that they went back. And
in the 13th verse Artaxerxes the king made a
decree that the priests and the Levites in his
realm which were minded of their own free
will to go up to Jerusalem, should go with Iizra.

P'd like to have you notice further, 1izra 6:
16-22. The people have now come back to
their land, and they are coming to offer sac-
rifices, and it tells how the priests and the
Levites, and “the children of Istael” offered
sacrifices for “all Israel.” In 8:35 it tells how
those that had come up out of captivity offered
sacrifices for “all Isracl.” They offered twelve
bullocks, and twelve he goats. Why? Because
there were twelve tribes.  IHad there been only
two tribes they would have offered two he goats
as a sin offering.

Now let us look at the 2nd chapter of Acts,
verses 9-11. Ilere we find there were a great
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number of people who heard -the Gospel
preached to thent in their own language. Who
were these people? DPeter addresses them in
verse 22 as "' Ye men of Israel.”” In verse 36
he says, “Therefore let all the house of Israel
know assuredly, that God hath made that same
Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and
Christ.”” In 3:12, after the healing of the lame
man, Peter addresses them as “Ye men of Is-
rael.” In verses 25, 26, Peter addressing these
same folks says, “Ye are the children of the
prophets, and of the covenant which God made
with our fathers, etc.”

In Acts 26:6, 7, Paul is making his defense
before Agrippa. He says, “l am judged for
the hope of the promise made of God unto our
fathers: unto which promise our twelve tribes,
instantly (Notice that instantly means here and
now) serving God day and night, hope to
come.” So we find that the twelve tribes are
in the land of Palestine at the beginning of this
dispensation. In Amos 9:8-10, the prophet
speaks of them as “the house of Jacob” and the
“house of Israel” saying the Lord “will sift
them among all nations like as corn is sifted in
a sieve, yet shall not the least grain fall upon
the earth.” In these verses, first the kingdom
is to be destroyed, second, the house of Jacob
is now reckoned with in the Northern King-
dom, and third, a terrible thing happens; not
that they are to be lost for 2600 years and
identified as Anglo-Saxons, but they are to be
sifted among the nations as corn is sifted. How
do you sift corn? throw it in a heap? No, you
scatter it. In Hosea 9:11 we read, that “they
shall be wanderers among the nations.”

Now in closing, some will say, “Even if it is
not true, it is rather harmless speculation. Why
trouble to refute it?” Tt is not a harmless spec-
ulation. It is nationalizing blessings that be-
long to the church. The old spiritualizers of
prophecy used to give all the blessings to the
church and the curses to the Jews, but the
Anglo-Tsraelites have gone one better. They
have left the curses with the Jews, but haven’t
left the church the blessings. They have gather-
ed them up for themselves. It is blasphemous.
Here is a serious statement: The writer is the
Rev. W. Pascoe Goard, L.L..D., Editor of The
National Message of London, in The Exploits
of Faith, 'ebruary, 1934. Quoting from Rev-
elation 17:14, he gives us just this much of
the Scripture: “These shall make war with the
Lamb”; then he adds, “In modern terms this
means that the Babylonian power, what remains
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of it, (Central Ifuropean powers) wielded by
the dictators, will make war with Israel-British
power.” The Bible says, ‘“These shall niake
war with the Lamb and the Lamb shall over-
come them” —if that was all that is said in this
verse, we might say maybe it does mean British
power. But there is no full stop here, and the
rest of the verse says: “for He is Lord of
lords and King of kings: and they that are
with him are called, and chosen and faithful.”
Who is the King of kings? Tt is blasphemy
to bring our Lord down to the level of a nation,
and a sinful nation at that, for Great Britain is
just as sinful as any other nation. There are
individuals in the nation who love the Lord,
but she has national sins to be accounted for.
She has a place in prophecy, but she is not
“Lord of lords and King of kings.” I say,
therefore, that the delusion, the fallacy, that
will bring forth such reasoning is not worthy
of the slightest bit of consideration.

I'd like to bring just one more thought: In
this dispensation if a man believes, he is not
linked with Palestine or Lingland, but with that
inheritance which is incorruptible and unde-
filed, and which fadeth not away. With whom
are you linked? With a nation on this earth,
or with an inheritance incorruptible, one that
shall never pass away?

Iirnest Gordon writes in The S..S. Times
that the KKado people, who live on both sides of
the watershed between China and Siam, are
moving Christward. They were first reached by
Tat converts of the American I’reshyterian
Mission in northern Siam. Dr. DPark speaks
of four hundred Kado families who have
burned all their idols and are crying for Chris-
tian teaching.. Two German missionaries of
the China Inland Mission, Mr. and Mrs. Will-
hauck, have for five months been itinerating
among Kados, walking in that time more than
a thousand miles and enduring all sorts of hard-
ship and privation.

One official
made a Christian Kado kneel all night long
with bare knees on broken tiles, while he him-
self smoked opium near by, taunting him in his
sufferings. Yet these new Christians continue
firm.

The Remedy for all our Afflictions

wish to speak to you on two words
found in the eighth verse of the ninth
chapter of Mark’s Gospel — “Jesus
Only.” Matthew, Mark and Luke all
cng) record the story of the Transfigura-
ti.on. We read that Jesus took with Him Peter,
James and John, and led them up into a high
mountain apart by themselves. Luke says that
He went up into the mountain to pray and while
He was praying He was transfigured before
them, the fashion of His countenance was
altered.

We sometimes hang a motto on the wall,
“Prayer changes things”; that is true, and
prayer changes people also. The men and wo-
men who spend much time in prayer will have
shining faces and all their garments will smell
“of myrrh, and aloes, and cassia.” There is a
fragrance of Christ about them, and people take
knowledge of them that they have been with
Jesus.

What a privilege for those three disciples to
have been with Jesus on this occasion, and how
much the other disciples missed! Not all care
to climb the mountains to be alone in the high
places with Jesus. There is so much to do down
on the plains, so many meetings to attend. The
church suppers and the bake sales demand our
attention, the clubs and entertainments, so our
Christian lives become weak and powerless be-
cause we feel we cannot take time to pray.

Peter never forgot that scene on the moun-
tain top; long years after he writes about it:
“We were eyewitnesses of His majesty; for He
received from God the Father honor and glory,
when there came such a voice to Him from the
excellent glory, This is My beloved Son, in
whom I am well pleased. And this voice which
came from Heaven we heard, when we were
with Him in the holy mount” (2Peter1:16-18).

Peter, James and John were carried down
thru the Centuries, past this present dispensa-
tion and the Tribulation time, into the Millen-
nium and the Kingdom Age, and they beheld
Jesus Christ, not in His humiliation but in
wondrous glory and beauty as He shall be seen
when He comes back to this earth, with His
saints and all the holy angels with Him to sit
upon the Throne of His glory and to rule this
world in righteousness (Matt. 25:31; 24:30;
Jude 14; Rev. 19:11-18).

Moses and Iilias were seen by the three Dis-
ciples talking with Jesus. Luke tells us that
they were talking about His decease which He
should accomplish at Jerusalem. Previous to
this, Jesus speaking about His death and resur-
rection, said, “There be some standing here
which shall not taste of death till they see the
Son of Man coming in His Kingdom.” “The
Transfiguration scene contained in miniature
all the elements of the future Kingdom in man-
ifestation: the Lord of Glory, Moses, glorified,
representative of the redeemed who have passed
thru death into the Kingdom; Elijah, glorified,
representative of the redeemed who have en-
tered the Kingdom by translation ; Peter, James
and John, not glorified, representatives (for the
moment) of Israel in the flesh in the future
Kingdom after it is established over Israel”
(Scofield).  The disciples felt it was a good
place to be and suggested building three taber-
nacles and staying there. But a bright cloud
overshadowed them and a voice out of that
cloud, the voice of the Father, said: “This is
my beloved Son...... hear ye Him.” When
they lifted up their eyes they saw no man save
“Jesus only.”

We cannot always stay on the mountain.
Great spiritual blessings and manifestations of
the Spirit are given to encourage and fit us for
larger service. At the foot of the mount are
devils to be cast out, sick to be healed and sin-
ners to be saved. We cannot always live in the
clouds, the blessings of God are given to us that
we may be a blessing to others.

The disciples did not go down the mountain
to talk about their “vision” or to tell about the
wonderful time they had with Moses and
Elijah; their blessed Lord filled their vision.
Jesus Christ is all we need, thru time and eter-
nity. This old world needs Jesus, and we as
His followers are to lift Him up to a weary,
tired, oppressed, sin-cursed world. Most peo-
ple have their eyes focused on every body and
every thing but Jesus.

“Jesus Only” Can Save from Sin

There is no other Savior, there never will be’
another. All down the centuries people have
tried to find some other cure for sin, but the
Blood of Jesus, God’s Son, has been the only
cure and covering for sin from the Garden of
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Iiden down to this present momeint (1 Peter
1:18-25). There are all kinds of religions in
the world today; a new one pops up almost
every day; it’s hard to keep track of them and
we are not trying to do it. But it is an awful
thing to be religious and not washed from our
sins,

The name “Jesus” means Savior (Matt. 1:
21). God gave Ilim, and none other to be the
propitiation for our sins (1 John 2:2). There
is none other NaME under heaven given among
men, whereby we must be saved (Acts 4:12).
Christian Science cannot save us. We are not
saved by joining the church, doing the best we
can, or trying to keep the commandments. All
have sinned and come short of the glory of
God (Rom. 3:23). Therefore by the deeds of
the law there shall no flesh he justified in His
sight (Rom. 3:20). We cannot have Jesus
AND something, when it comes to redemption.
God laid on Him the iniquity of us all (Isa.
53:6). Jesus bore our sins, He died in our
stead; e was stricken, smitten of God and
afflicted; He was wounded for our transgres-
sions.

Jesus as our Healer

The Iord Jesus came not to be ministered
unto but to minister; so we see Him going
about doing good, healing the sick, unstopping
deaf ears, opening the eyes of the blind, cleans-
ing the leper and raising the dead (Matt. 9:35).
Praise God lle is just the same Jesus today.
As He bore our sins in His own body on the
cross even so e hath borne away our sick-
nesses, and carried away our pains (Isa. 53:4-5,
Barnes translation; Matt. 8:14-19). We need
no other Ilealer; it is our privilege as children
of God to trust the blessed Lord for our bodies.

Many people want Jesus and Asperin, or
Jesus and Dr. Kilmer’s Swamp Root, and so
when anything gets the matter with them they
run to the corner drug store for some kind of
patent medicine. They are afraid to trust the
Lord Jesus alone, thinking He must be helped
out a little. I am not a crank on divine healing,
neither do I ride it as a hobby, but it is such
a blessed thing to have “Jesus Only” as our
Healer and not have to trust in the arm of flesh,
or fill our system up with drugs that never have
and never will do anybody any good. 1If you
are sick look away from all earthly remedies to
Calvary where you will find a remedy for all
your ills.

When Jesus came down from the Mount of
Transfiguration with His disciples Ile saw a

multitude at the foot of the Mount, among
them a man with a son who had a dumb spirit.
The poor lad was foaming at the mouth, tear-
ing himself and gnashing his teeth. The dis-
ciples seemed powerless to help him, but when
they brought him to Jesus, the dear Lord re-
buked the foul spirit; it came out of the boy and
he was healed at once (Mark 9:14-29). Jesus
never fails. There is no need in the human life
that Jesus Christ cannot meet. He alone can
satisfy every desire of the heart.

“Jesus Only” is the Baptizer in the Holy Spirit

What a time some people have trying to be
holy. How they torture themselves, strain and
struggle to receive the Baptism of the Spirit!
These dear people are hungry for God, they feel
their limitations and dryness. They hear the
happy experiences of others and long for the
same outpouring upon themselves. They go to
the altar and begin to seek for the “Baptism.”
Kindly disposed Christian workers ~gather
around and advise the hungry brother or sister,
“how to get IT.” Often there is much noise
and confusion around the seeker and he gets
his eyes and mind on his surroundings. In vain
he endeavors to praise and glorify the Lord.
Nothing happens. But when the seeker turns
from himself and all others, fastens his eyes on
Jesus, believes His Word and trusts in Him
alone, then the cleansing, purifying fire from
Heaven falls and the Lord meets the hungry
heart, filling him with the Holy Spirit and giv-
ing power for service. “And behold I send
the promise of My Father upon you,” said
Jesus just hefore He ascended to the Throne
of God (Luke 24:49). “I will pray the Father
and He will give you another Comforter, that
He may abide with you forever” (John 14:16).
“Wait for the promise of the Father” (Acts
1:4).

It is the privilege of every child of God to
be filled with the Spirit. Indeed, there is noth-
ing the Lord longs to do more than to pour out
His Holy Spirit upon His waiting, seeking
children. The Spirit is already here. Jesus
shed Him forth on the Day of Pentecost, ten
days after His Ascension (Acts 2). We do
not need to plead, weep or wail for the Holy
Ghost, the Third Person of the Trinity, to
come down. He is here, and we are to receive
Him, a Person, not an “11” (Luke 11:13). No
one can bestow this blessing but “Jesus Only.”
The Holy Spirit comes upon us in order to
make us witnesses for Jesus Christ and to give
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us victory over the world, the flesh and the
devil (Acts 1:8; 2:4). '
Seeing Jesus Only

How glad those Disciples must have been as
the cloud lifted, on the Mount of Transfigura-
tion, to find that Jesus remained. He had not
gone back to Heaven with Moses and LElijah.
They lifted up their eyes and saw no man save
“Jesus Only” with themselves. We cannot put
Jesus Christ in a class with others. Moses was
a great man, a wise leader, but Jesus Christ is
greater. Moses was a faithful servant, but
Jesus is a loyal Son over His own house ( Heb.

5:5,6). Jesus as our great High Priest is better

than Aaron, for IHe is Priest after a higher
order. Aaron served the shadow, Jesus is the
Reality (Heb. 8:1-5). Angels are great beings,
but Jesus is the Son of God, begotten of God,
therefore better than angels (Heb. 1:4).

Some people class Jesus in with great men
and reformers such as Abraham Lincoln,
George Washington, and other noble states-
men. This is wrong. God hath given Him a
NAME that is ABOVE every name, that at the
NaMmE of Jesus every knee should bow, in
Heaven, in earth and under the earth, and
every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ
is Lorp to the glory of God the Father (Phil
1:9-11).

There are men who stand in the pulpits and
tell us that we are all sons of God, in the same
sense that Jesus was; that we are also divine
to the same extent that Jesus was. Others tell
us that the Son of God came to be our “Way
shower,” and we are to follow His ideals, and
work out our own salvation. All this, in the
light of the Word of God, is pure blasphemy.
Listen to this, speaking of Jesus Christ: “Who
is the image of the tnuisible God, the first born
of every creature: for By Him were all things
created, that are in Heaven, and that are in
earth, visible and invisible, whether they be
thrones or dominions, or principalities, or
powers: all things were created by Him and
for Him, and HE 1s BEFORE ALL THINGS, and
by Him all things consist (Col. 1:15-17). 1
heard a person say the other day that Jesus was
on a par with Edison, Lindbergh and President
Roosevelt. That is not what God says. “This
1s My beloved Son. Hear ye Him!”

“All hail the power of Jesus’ Name,
Let angels prostrate fall.

Bring forth the royal diadem
And crown Him Lord of all.”

The world with its pleasures and attractions

loses its charms when we get a vision of that
Blessed One. The so-called values of earth are
as nothing to those who have been to Calvary,
who have looked into the empty tomb, seen the
ascension of their Lord, and are looking for the
Heavens to open again and the return of Jesus
to this world, when e shall come, whose right
alone it is to reign.

We might lose all our earthly possessions,
as many have done during these years of de-
pression. Riches may take wings and fly away,
our earthly homes sold from us, friends leave
us and we find ourselves without position or
income, but if we have “Jesus Only” He is
more than all else beside. He is a Iriend that
sticketh closer than a brother. Te will never
leave us nor forsake us. IHe can make a way
where there is no way, and when everything
else fails, when sun, moon and stars seem
blotted out and nothing but midnight darkness
surrounds us, out of the fog and inky black-
ness, my brother, my sister, will shine the face
of the Son of God, and you will hear a voice
thru the storm riding high over the billows of
despair, saying, “Be of good cheer, it is I, be
not afraid.”

“Peace or a despot like Napoleon,” shouted
a deputy foreseeing the inevitable. A dictator, a king
(Rev. 13:1) must come.

Doves and War. The dove, most perfect symbol
of peace, has long been forced to participate in war.
16 years after the World War a memorial is erected
in Budapest commemorating the services K which
pigeons rendered to the old Austro-Hungarian army.

Rapture Rate. Speeds increase the world over as
the speediest event nears—the rapture, The world’s
fastest passenger elevators installed in the Rockefeller
Center skyscrapers of New York travel up at 1400 feet
per minute, But rapture speed can not be computed.

Meanest Thief. Douglas Christenson of the Seat-
tle post office is in jail for stealing in 20 years 3000
foreign missionary letters, pocketing the money. But
there is a meaner thief and that is the Christian that
fails to support God’s work with his tithes, and cheats
the Lord of His due.

Cancer Cures. Quack doctors find the present
anxiety regarding the spread of cancer a rich field to
exploit. The last 25 years the Federal Government
has instituted court action against morc than 40
“cancer cures.” False salvation systems can not be
prosecuted at present, but “the day shall declare it.”
(1 Cor. 3:13).

Explosive Peace Prize. Strange irony and curi-
ous contradiction is that Alfred Nobel, founder of the
Nobel Prize for Peace was a discoverer in 1866 of dyna-
mite and other explosives thereafter. He held 120
patents on them and controlled 15 explosive factories
amassing such a colossal fortune that he bequeathed
7 million dollars to his peace prize foundation.

Good Geese. Statistics received for 1934 show a
rapid increase in divorces which during the depression
decreased, even Reno, Nevada, mourning the waning
of its lucrative trade. Paul saith, “Doth not even
nature itself teach us” (1 Cor. 11:14). Nature estab-
lishes that even the despised and dumb goose has the
sense to stay mated for life, when in flight they travel
in even numbered groups.

Everlasting Problem. Jew haters arc needed
today to accelerate the pace of their exodus toward
Palestine. A new wave of anti-Semiticism is spread-
ing into Poland from Germany. With 75% of its
trade in the hands of the Jews who number 3 million,
Poland grapples its premier problem. A bitter cam-
paign to boycott Jewish stores is on, agitated by series
of articles in the newspapers of Warsaw. God said
they would be a proverb and a problem.

Control Curse. Controlled currency, controlled
cotton, controlled meat, controlled agriculture, mer-
chandise and business in general must soon lead to
other controls. Pulpit, press and speech must be co-
erced to conform to anti-Christ later. Fncroachments
first slow and unassuming, can rapidly grow to virtual
dictatorship in the most democratic of countries. The
supreme question facing Christians: Is Christ to be
controlled? Are we to have a rubber-stamp religion?

Geneva Hopes Revive. A full session of the
disarmament conference has been called for May 23rd
by France and England. France is yielding to Ger-
many’s request to re-arm ever so little, though they
deny its juridical right. Public opinion in Great
Britain has arrived at the conclusion that nothing def-
inite can come from the exchange of notes on disarm-
ament while the nations prepare for war. John, the
revelator, saw a great sword dipped in blood. The
disarmament dream can never materialize because of
the hypocrisy of diplomacy.

Holy Suicide. 1In January 1933 Miss Mamoto, a
20 year old student of Tokyo threw herself into fiery
Mount Mihara’s crater. Many followed her example

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till the newspapers were referring to Mihara as “the
Holy Place of Suicide.” The daily number increased
rapidly and totalled 831 for 1933. The oldest was a
65 year man; youngest, 5 boys and 1 girl of 15 years.
The majority between 18 and 25 years. There were
70 double suicides. 60 killed themselves because of
domestic troubles. Disappointment in love accounted
for 30. And still the crater swallows them hungrily
at the rate of 3 a day.

Four-eyed Faith. To succeed, Christians must
have four eyes, two for the natural and two for the
spiritual.  They must be wide awake in this life,
intensely practical and prudent, “walking circumspect-
ly” (Eph. 5:15) “giving none offense” (1 Cor. 10:32)
and yet at the same time they must sit in Heavenly
Places with Christ Jesus. (Eph. 1:3). They see the
invisible things “having the eyes of their understand-
ing opened” (Eph. 1:18). Now in all the world noth-
ing can illustrate this like the queer four-eyed fish of
Central America that has its eyes divided in two, the
upper part for sight above water, the lower for seeing
under water. Christians that can never see above the
water better learn from this fish.

Ninety-eight Cents. God calls the body “the
temple of the Holy Ghost” (1 Cor. 3:16). David says
that we are fearfully and wonderfully made. (Psalm
139:14). The chemist finds in your body, Water, 10
gal.; Carbon, 24 lbs.; Lime, 7 lbs.; Salt, 18 oz.; Iron,
one-fourth oz.; Sugar, one-fifth oz.; Oxygen, 112 cu.
ft.; Nitrogen, 60 cu. ft.; Hydrogen; 561 cu. ft., and
other minor chemical substances. Total value about
98c. Well, that foolish value of complex substances
coordinated and organized by the Hand of the Creator
is so wise an arrangement as to have puzzled the
most learned savants in history and today they are no
nearer the solution of its greater mysteries. “The in-
visible things of God are clearly seen in the wisible”
(Rom. 1:22). Man’s body is the fallen image of God.

Spying and Lying. A great ado has been made
over the discovery by the secret police in France of an
international spy ring, operated in behalf of Germany
and Soviet Russia against France, Great Britain, and
United States. Incriminating evidence of all kinds
were discovered on Lt.-Col. DuMoulin, Mr. Aubry
and Mr. & Mrs. Switz. In peace or in war all nations
employ spies to keep pace with advance military plans
and new ordnance inventions and to uncover military
secrets. ‘The U.S. State department has a secret fund
which never appears in the budget and for which no
accounting is made. With it the government pays
for its spies at secret work the whole world over. All
nations are equally guilty of espionage. Spies that are
caught are never extricated. Nations rest their security
on deception, but God on truth for He will destroy
“whosoever loveth and maketh a lie” (Rev. 22:15).

Hidden Treasures. 45 million dollars worth of
Inca gold hidden by pirates in the days of the Con-
quistadores’ subjection of Peru, has been recovered
on one of the Tuamotu group of Pacific Islands,
buried . 18 ft. in the shore sand—25 tons of wedge-
shaped Ingots, imagine it! And that after 4 years of
expensive searching. Of course, the governments are

claiming and counter-claiming. France has posted a
guard at the scene of discovery and demands one-half
of the millions. What untold spiritual wealth and
power remains for that people of God daring and
diligent enough to search out the lost treasures that

-Satan, the pirate, has hidden away under the shifting

sands of time. A pretty good map is the Acts of the
Apostles.  There may remain time enough for an
absolute consccrated and out and out people to dis-
cover these, and the more encouraging should be their
quest since that much show of gold has been brought
to the surface already.

Pity Perishing. The utter disregard of human
life so long a characteristic of heathenism is a growing
sign of our times. Cruelty has increased since the war
notably. Political crimes become more frequent in
Europe. Despotic governments command all the in-
struments of power and coercion. A whole nation
may easily become an immense jail. “Without natural
affection” precludes also the vanishing of human pity.
Julius Caesar caused 39,200 men, women and children
to be butchered in a night. The same carelessness and
indifference to suffering and death that obtains in the
idolatrous East may sweep the West. In 1933 Shang-
hai gathered up 17,538 unclaimed bodies from its
streets, crecks and waterfronts, not to speak of its
claimed dead, 10,000 free coffins had to be provided.
That is China but it may soon be true of many
Western cities when under guise of political pressure
an onslaught may be made on particular classes as
Hitler has re-instituted against the Jews of late. “As
it was in the days of Noah,” said Christ, and then
“The earth was filled with violence” (Gen. 6:11).

Your Bible’s Worth. $15 a word is the all-time
record price that has been offered for an essay by
Charles Dickens, entitled “The Life of OQur Lord”
which is appearing for the first time in the news-
papers. The manuscript is of 14,000 words, and the
total price to be paid for the rights of its publication
is stated to be $210,000. It has been jealously guarded
by the Dickens family. Because it is the inimitable,
immortal Dickens that is the author, that is why such
a tremendous sum was paid, and the literary world
awaited the appearance of Dickens’ “Life of Christ”
with the greatest interest. True Christians have since
been thoroughly disgusted and disappointed, not only
because of the distortion of facts but the revelation
that Dickens did not believe in the virgin birth. The
thought comes powerfully to every lover of Christ
when $15 a word is offered for a famed writer’s story
of the Christ, what value do we place on Jesus’ own
words? It is out of the question to value the Word
that upholds the very universe and it would be an
insult to compare Dickens’ scribbling to that Word
which is forever established in the Heavens, for His
Words “are Spirit and they are Light” and “no Word
from God shall be void of power” (Luke 1:37, R.V.).
The Psalmist exclaims, “The Law of Thy Mouth is
better unto me than thousands of gold and silver.”
It may be interesting to know that the Bible’s words
in the English language number 773,693. Hence
if each word of Scripture be appraised at the mean
value of a paltry §15, THEN vour BisLE, or CHrisTIAN,
1s wort $11,605,395.
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Can We Commune with the Dead?

GRICAT and deadly peril in our nation
today is Spiritism.  Many are delving
into it as the Bible says, “Now the
Spirit speaketh expressly that in the
[GWS] latter times some shall depart from the
faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doc-
trines of devils” (demons) 1 Tim. 4:1. 1t is
Satanic.  The devil deludes people into believ-
ing that everything out of the natural is of God,
but in Revelation we read of “the spirits of
devils working miracles,” which is just what
Spiritism s, and God forbids us to have any-
thing to do with it.

In Iixodus 7 we read where Aaron cast down
his rod in obedience to the Tord’s command,
and it hecame a serpent.  Then PPharaoh had
the magicians did the same thing, which was
Satanic.  But Aaron’s rod swallowed up the
other rods, which showed God’s power over
the devil.

In Lev. 19:31 we are told not to seek after
wizards to be defiled by them, and in 20:6 that
God cuts off from among llis people those who
go after Spiritism. [t was such an abomination
to the Lord that God’s sentence on the medium
was capital punishment, “A man or a woman
that hath a familiar spirit. .. .shall surely be
put to death” (20:27). Much of Spiritism and
seatices today is the result of the medium heing
possessed with demons, but sometimes they
arc fakes.

AN [EXPOSURE OF SPIRITISM

Nino Pccararo, the “mystic” who the late
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle admitted won him
over to Spiritism, asserted that, “People want
to he fooled,” and declared that his scances were
“all a fake”  “Pve never seen a ghost and
don’t belicve anyone clse ever has,” said Mr.
Pecararo.  "“When ghosts appear at my seances,
they are Nino Pecararo in the flesh.” To prove
this point he allowed himself to be sccurely
bound, then freed himself and wrote two mes-
sages.  One of these messages was “‘from
Doyle,” and the other “from Houdini.”  The
handwriting compared favorably with authentic
originals of the famous men.

The demonstration was given before a com-
mittee named by a scientific magazine to expose
fake spiritism. The chairman of that commit-

tee said that more than $5,000,000 had been
spent annually in New York alone on spiritisni.
He added, “Conan Doyle had implicit faith in
Nino,” and wrote, “Spiritism rises or falls by
him.” It is very true that there are fakes, but
please also remember that the demons can im-
personate ; they have been here for ages and
know all about the departed loved ones. If you
go to a seance you are not conversing with or
seeing a departed loved one, but with the demon
that is tmpersonating that loved one.

CaN Wi Reary COMMUNE WITH THE DEAD?

The question is often asked, “How did it
happen that in a seance meeting it was possible
for me to commune with my loved one?”
Again, “I saw a likeness with my own eyes. I
asked questions that were answered accurately
and in detail. The medium or no one present
ever knew the answers to these questions, or
had any way of finding out the answers. Ifor
instance, I made a test by having the medium
call up my grandfather, who had heen dead for
many years. [ asked him about an incident
that happened on a July day as we were wall-
ing down the road together. No one saw it
but my grandfather and myself, and he went
into detail and described that scene. Now that
is positive proof that the medium was not a
fake and had super-human power. How do
you account for that, Mr. Kellogg-—if the thing
is not of God?”

That is just what I am about to do, and 1
will prove to your entire satisfaction that you
did not really commune with your grandfather,
hut with a demon that was right there on the
scene and saw the whole thing that July day.
Just bear with me a few moments and 1 will
lay a foundation for my explanation.

Ifirst, you must remember that Satan is an
“ape God.” e imitates everything that is
good. Thus, all of the gifts and fruits of the
Holy Spirit are counterfeited. Tn fact, he has
a “mock trinity”’—Satan, the anti-God; the
Deast, the anti-Christ; the false prophet, the
anti-Holy Spirit.  Jesus was the Son of God.
The anti-Christ is the son of perdition. The
Ioly Spirit came to woo and win men to Jesus

On the Day of Pentecost there were the
cloven tongues of fire and mighty signs and
wonders wrought in the name of Jesus.

He also knew that after his death
mediums all over the world would claim to
receive messages from him, and he said he in-
tended to make it impossible for any fraud or
imposture. It is said that he promised to an-
swer by secret code and that he would send a
message back to the world as to whether Spir-
itism was genuine.

Lady Doyle into a padded room with drawn
shades, and there he whispered into her ear the
secret code that would accompany his message
from the spirit world. True to his prediction,
immediately after his death mediums all over
the world tried to expoit the public by declaring
that they had received messages from Sir
Conan Doyle. But whenever submitted to Lady
Doyle she always said the messages were fake,
because the secret code did not accompany them.

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News Flashes from Palestine

Charles S. Peters, Jerusalem, Palestine

THE NUMBER of immigrants entering DPal-
estine during January was 2278, according
to The Palestine Gazette. Of these, 285 were
capitalists, (having one thousand pounds or
more) with 275 dependents. The number com-
ing to employment was 814, with 530 de-
pendents.

The Government has just granted to the
Jewish Agency 1325 immigration certificates
in advance of the schedule for the next half
year (April to October), in recognition of the
urgent need for more workers in the orange
sections and in various industrial projects. The
total number of certificates to be issued for the
next half year has not been decided. During
the current half year (October to April), 5500
certificates were allowed.

The chief magistrate has just sentenced some
of the most prominent Arabs in Palestine, lead-
ers of the Arab [ixecutive and others, charged
with taking part in an unlawful assembly in
Jaffa in October, in protest against the Govern-
ment for permitting Jewish immigration. Ten
were sentenced to ten months in prison at hard
labor, and f{five received sentences of five
months in prison at hard labor, in each case
without the option of paying a fine. The mag-
istrate said he considered the sentences excep-
tionally lenient when taking into consideration
the heavy loss of life occasioned by the dis-
turbances.

In recent weeks telephone conversations have
been held for the first time between Jerusalem
and Johannesburg, South Africa, and between
Chicago and Tel Aviv.,
South Africa Zionist IFederation, now visiting
here, had a three minute talk with Johannes-
burg, giving his impressions of his first day in
Jerusalem. The other call was occasioned by
the sudden death of the husband of a visitor
in Palestine.

Air mail service is now furnished twice week-
ly between Palestine, Furope, and London.

Figures for 1933 are not yet available, but
in 1932 Tel Aviv (an all-Jewish city) had the
lowest infant death rate in Palestine, 68 out
of each thousand. Bethlehem had the highest,
342 out of each thousand. There are no Jews
in Bethlehem, the City of David.

In an article headed “I’alestine Products Cir-
cle the Globe” The Palestine Post reports that
in one day last week the Sheman Oil Company
shipped olive oil and soaps to Bangkok, Aden,
Singapore, Calcutta, Bombay, Haiti, Helsing-
fors, Iistonia, Austria, Poland, Madras, Nova
Goa and Karachi. When we were here seven
years ago, good soap was all imported and was
very expensive.

A committee has been appointed by the Jaffa-
Tel Aviv Chamber of Commerce to take up
with the Government the question of building
a new harbour at Jaffa. This port is just a
bay in the open sea, and goods have to be loaded
and unloaded by the use of lighters. In stormy
weather it is dangerous and at times impossible
to discharge passengers or cargo, and with the
recent great increase in immigration this port
has been glutted with goods most of the past
year. Jaffa is the most important commercial
center in Palestine, on account of its close prox-
imity to Tel Aviv, Jerusalem, and many large
Jewish colonies, and in spite of efforts to get
importers to make use of the new harbour at
[Taifa, the goods just naturally come to Jaffa.

The congested condition and the delay in dis-
charging cargo are illustrated by the news-print
scarcity. The Arab, Jewish and English news-
papers are threatened with a complete shut
down because a vessel loaded with news-print,
which arrived in Jaffa February 19, had not yet
been able to discharge its freight on March 18.

Orange shipments are already one-half mil-
lion boxes over the total for the entire season
last year. Shipments up to March 18 were
4,612,739 boxes, and the total for this year bids
fair to be over 5,500,000 boxes. Growers are
in urgent need of additional help to get the
fruit all off the trees in the next few weeks.
On account of the shortage of labor, town folk,
clerks, builders, bakers, business and profes-
sional men from Tel Aviv and Petah Tikvah
are devoting part of their time to picking
oranges; also, several hundred students from
Hebrew University in Jerusalem and from the
Haifa Technical Institute have gone into the
groves to help. Just now the Passover holidays
are approaching, and the older pupils are leav-
ing their studies and are being “mobilized” into
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an army of orange pickers for the next two or
three weeks. The harbour at Haifa is even
now glutted with oranges, and ships are steadily
loading day and night.

Large quantities of cement have recently been
brought in through the Jaffa port from Eng-
land, even though the Nesher Cement Works
have been working day and night shifts in an
effort to keep up with the demands of the build-
ing industry. Also, 900 immense sections of
pipe for the new Jerusalem water supply system
have recently been off-loaded at Jaffa and may
now he seen along the Jaffa-Jerusalem auto-
road. One is forcibly reminded of the cedars
of Lebanon brought through this port (Joppa)
by Hiram of Tyre for the construction of Sol-
omon’s Temple. Port facilities have not been
improved since Iiram’s day.

The General Council of the Zionist organiza-
tion is to meet in Jerusalem next week, hegin-
ning March 25. In the thirty-six years of
Zionist history this is the first time it has been
found possible to convene the Council in Pal-
estine. The members must attack in grave car-
nest the many serious problems facing the Jews
today.

The beginning of Passover is only a little
more than a week away. On a vacant lot near
this mission, which is also near the Jewish
(uarter, Meashearim, is an immense heap of
water jugs and earthenware vessels and utensils
that have been in common use during the year.
The seller of this pottery has a little tent in the
midst of his mountain of wares, where he
spends the night on guard.

An Astounding Miracle

New Tongue Created through Prayer

T is now three and a half years since 1
was healed, by the power of God, of a
long and painful illness. When my
youngest child was only a fortnight

% ew| old, my tongue was very painful, and

a lump grew so large that it burst dowa the

edge of my tongue. I could only swallow cereal
foods. My own doctor could do nothing, but
sent me to Cardiff Hospital (near where I was
living at this time), as he said he did not know
what it was. 1 was sent home till a bed was

vacated ; then T was sent for but was far

to have a slight operation. A small portion of
my tongue was taken off and sent to the analyst
in London to find out if there was life in this
portion, and they had to await the report, which
came in a fortnight’s time.

That morning T told them if they did not do
something soon I should go home, as I felt sure
T should be choked. The doctor told me they
would do something soon, and at ten minutes
to twelve I saw the Surgeon and his assistant.
A sister came towards my bed and said, “Now,
Mrs. Williams, we are going to do a lot now.”

After examining my tongue, the assistant
was left to tell me that I was to have

A Very Serious Operation,
and that more than half my tongue had to be

taken away, and all the glands out of one side
of my neck, and an abscess out of my neck too.

So T said, “If T refuse, what will happen?”’
Ie said, “You will go home to die.” The sister
came and said, “Now you have been very brave
all along.” They sent for my hushand, and the
doctor had a chat with him; then I was allowed
to see my little ones.

My hushand was told not to leave the place,
but to ring up to the ward at six-thirty. This
was at one-thirty, and at two-forty-five [ was
taken down; at five forty-five I was taken back
to the ward with only a

Very Small Portion of my Tongue Left.

After 1 got well enough, T had to go home
a wreck. I could not speak a single word plain-
ly, only a sound when T tried to talk, like a
dumb person makes. All, or most, of my con-
versation was done by writing. T lived in that
state for eight years, and was always ill.

Then at the end of that time we heard of
Mr. Griffiths (pastor) being at Bloxwich. I
went out of curiosity to see what was taking
place; but God took hold of me, and led me up
to where Mr. Griffiths and Mr. Adams (Vicar
of Wall) were praying for the sick,

When my turn came, I could not tell him
what was wrong, and he said, “Never mind,
sister, the Lord knows all about it; sit down,
and I will pray for you.” No one knows better
than the Pastor what took place. IHe prayed,
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“Lord, in the name of Jesus, give this woman
the power of speech.”

I know

He thought I was Dumb,

but God knew that, if I had a new tongue, I
should be able to speak.

I never thought I should have a new tongue;
I thought I should be well, but to my surprise
I felt a little pull in my mouth, and the small
piece of tongue melted. T at once knew I had
no tongue at all; but in about ten seconds, I
felt a warm piece of flesh come into my mouth,
and [ realized

I had a New Tongue.

No doctor on earth could do that, I knew;
and all at once T jumped off the chair shouting,
“Oh, I fecl better, and I have got a new
tongue.” The Pastor asked me if I was sure,
and he did believe because I started to speak
to him. It was a night | shall never forget.

He then prayed for my eyes, and

I Could See Quite Well.
I gave my glasses away, and never thought of
them any more.

Mr. Griffiths asked me if T could get up, and
tell a crowded hall what the Lord had done
for me. I stood up, full of joy, and spoke as
I never expected to any more; and some said:
“Oh, it will not last.” But praise His wonder-
ful Name!

skulking wolves do their blood-thirsty work
at night. The loathsome bugs hate light and
love darkness. Darkness is a curse. Christ
was sold in the night, betrayed in the night,
arrested in the night, and there were three hours
of darkness while He hung upon the Cross.

WAS first introduced to the PPentecos-
tal movement, although I did not rec-
ognize it as such at the time, through
a notice that appeared in the daily
¢ $v] newspaper, one evening in October
1930. It seemed to stand out holdly hefore me;
impressed me as that of something different;
and left in my mind a very strong desire to go,
and see, and hear this new thing, whatever
it was.

Having never attended very many revival
meetings of any kind, previously, for different
reasons, it impressed me strangely, that T could
not rid myself, entirely, of the desire to go.
The urge stayed with me, and try as 1 might,
T was apparently powerless to free my mind of
it. Iivery now and then, in various and strange
ways, this thing was brought before me. “And
thine ears shall hear a word behind thee, saying,
This is the way.”

I cannot remember the time when [ was not
interested in things spiritual. My earliest rec-
ollections are of my grandmother teaching me
to pray, and later helping me to read the Bible,
and to memorize the Psalms, and of how beau-
tifully she corrected me with those wonderful
words of love: “Whenever you do wrong, just
look up to the Lord Jesus, wherever you are,
and ask Him to forgive you.” And as I look
back, T recall that T was continually in touch
with Him then. Oh how heautiful the faith
of a little child! This early training, at home,
and later in the schoolroom, the Sunday School,
and in the church, never departed from me.
Early in life I joined the church, and took an
active part in the work of the church and the
Sunday School. Then there came a time in my
life, when I became interested in Christian
Science, Modernism, Spiritualism, New
Thought, Psychology, and—What have you?
In other words, I was hungry for something,
I knew not what. Many precious, golden years
of my life T consider as simply wasted, on that
“stuff”; Satan fooled me by causing me to
believe that these things were meeting the need
of my hungry heart.

I truly believe things begin to “happen,” for
our good, when we turn aside to listen to the
voice of God. T heard His voice plainly enough,
but T was slow to obey it, and sad to say, I let
Him call again and again. Yet the still small
voice kept saying: “Come,” and would not be
stilled. Oh the marvelous patience of God!

Four months slipped by; then one day in Jan-
vary 1931, a Christian friend, who had been
attending the meeting, called at my home, and
revived the desire in my heart to go. God was
still calling, but I kept putting it off for a more
convenient season. I shudder to think of it
now. How the Spirit might have been grieved,
and refused to strive longer. The trouble was
that I was not close enough to Him to under-
stand what He wanted me to do. And so, April
1931 rolled around before I finally obeyed the
inner urge, and stepped inside the door of that
rough, unfinished Tabernacle. And true to my
first impression, it was really different there.
The music, singing, sermon, and all were un-
like anything I had heard or seen before. After
that I attended night after night. I didn’t know
what I wanted, bhut I am glad and thankful that
the Lord knew, and that He was slowly meeting
that need. I was gradually receiving the proper
spiritual food, sweet and pure, and it was satis-
fying. Thanks and praise to God!

One night during a special campaign, the
evangelist asked all those who had received the
baptism in the Holy Spirit, to raise the hand.
Confidently my hand went up. 1 was a “pro-
fessing Christian,” a member of the church,
and had been led to believe that T was baptized
in the Holy Spirit, but T was mistaken; I had
never had the baptism according to the Bible
(Acts 2:4). Nevertheless, 1 seemed to be en-
joying every part of the service, except the altar
call. My natural self resisted that part of the
service in particular, and the battle was on in
earnest. But not for long, for very soon a call
was made that those who had a “profession,”
but no possession, should come, also. That call
scemed to fit my case perfectly, and I went
forward. Although T honestly believed I was
living a Christian life, up to this time, it did
not take long to change my mind when God
finally made Himself real to me in that Taber-
nacle. IHe gave me new light, and a real born
again experience. And for the first time in
my life I surrendered all, and fully consecrated -
my life to Him. Truly a new life in Christ T
had found. “Old things are passed away, be-
hold all things are become new.”

I was hearing the IFull Gospel preached for
the first time in my life, and I am a grand-
mother. Into my heart came a great hunger
for the baptism in the Holy Spirit. To my
mind, such a thing seemed far in the distance,
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if not an impossibility, as T fully sensed my
utter unworthiness.  Yet the hunger for the
deeper things of God so persisted, that by July
1931 I resolved to scek the T.ord as never
before. 1 knew in my heart that I did not de-
serve it, but yet [ knew that I was in the center
of His will, and was determined to scek anew
for that apparently wonderful baptism. [ had
seenl the change that it had made in the lives of
othiers who had received, and it made me all the
more hungry for that power also in my life.
[ was praying almost cvery night at the altar,
now, and was enjoying a closer relationship
with God than ever before. [le was, oh so
very, very slowly guiding me every step of the
way. IHis presence was with me all the time,
and the Lord was answering prayer, in a way
that was bringing some new surprises to me
continually.

[fach day I set a time apart to seek the T.ord,
“steadfastly—with prayer.” 1 continued to
follow Ilis commands, as hest T could, to live
pleasingly in Llis sight, and follow [lin1, As a
member of the Presbyterian Churely, I had been
sprinkled, hut now T had heen led of the Lord,
to see the necessity of baptism by immersicn.
On Septemiber 27, 1931, T was haptized, as
Jesus was.  Soon after this [ received full as-
surance that the time for my Iloly Ghost bap-
tisim was close at hand.

Iigypt has received H.M. Victor Emanuel
the Third with incomparable enthusiasm, and
when his son, the Crown Prince Umbretto, ar-
rived in our country we loved him, Hebrews
and Arabs jointly.

It is no wonder, therefore, that even here in
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the East sundry nations are raising their eyes
to you.

But you accomplished greater achievements
than these.

The Vatican City is obliged to you for its
wonderful renaissance, although in so minia-
ture a form.

Germany is obliged to you for being again
a great Powecr.

Austria is obliged to you for its national
rescue under the regime of Dollfuss.

Western Europe is obliged to you for its
temporal peace, due to this Four Pact, of which
you are its creator.

As Caesar of yore you are now; you are
the man of Pax Romana.

And who knows if not from this renewed
Rome, with the charm of your wonderful acts,
once again an historical salvation will come to
all the expecting universe?

And if so, why should not you go one step
further, the greatest perhaps in all our political
steps, to try to bring understanding as well as
fraternity between the two elements who reside
in Palestine?

There are fourteen years in which Arabs and
Jews are quarrelling one with the other without
logic or aim.

These fourteen years the Mandatory Power
does not know how to fulfil the duty it under-
took before all the nations—as illustrated by the
bloody events in 1929 and by the disturbances
in Jaffa this very year.

A man must be found in which all parties
will see a just intermediator and impartial
judge in the quarrels which clash them always
one to the other.

And you are, according to my opinion, this
man in the world today.

Make right, your Mussolini, the fault of
Titus, and thus shall his Bow, which stands
today in the wonderful FForum, be a glory to
the heroes of our past, a symbol of the better-
ing of the Jewish nation on his land, by your
intermediacy.

bered that the Lord had helped her before, so
she again prayed, “Oh Jesus, hear my prayer
and come to my help this once and I will be-
come a Christian.”

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Pioneering in Colombia

WE ARE DELIGHTED to give our readers ex-
tracts from a letter from Mrs. lidw. Weg-
ner (nee Adah Winger) who, with her husbhand
has entered the country of Colombia, South
America. This is largely virgin soil for the
Gospel and we ask our readers to pray for the
etght million souls in this Republic. The coun-
try has long been dominated by Rome, hut Mrs,
Wegner writes that it is the hour of Colombia’s
Political Awakening, and they have faith that
it will mean liberty for the Gospel. At the last
election the Liberal candidate who is not a
Catholic, was put in office by a sweeping major-
ity, nearly eight hundred thousand, while the
Conservative Party received less than two thou-
sand. This does not mean complete liberty of
conscience, but it is a long step towards it. The
Catholic Party still controls the School system,
practically all marriages are by the Catholics,
and even the cemeteries are under their control.
Colombia is at present the only country in
South America with such restrictions, and Mrs.
Wegner says that only God can change things
and give Colombia a spiritual awakening; she
is beseeching our readers to pray to this end.

But they have already had precious fruit for
the Lord. Brother Wegner is especially used
in colportage work, having sold in the last few
months over thirteen hundred portions, about
fifty Bibles and more than that number of
Testaments. Mrs. Wegner writes:

“A great light is springing up! The country
places are opening to us; they have already a
room in a small town for us to hold a meeting.
This afternoon (IFeb. 12) a young man from
the country came inquiring about a Bible.

“A dear girl who came from the beginning
opened her heart to the Gospel. She was work-
ing in the home of a family nearby. She took
an open stand for the Lord and has been in our
home for the last two months, for which she
fervently prayed. Hers is a transformed life.

“A young man who returned home from the
army heard of the meetings, but his mother
warned him against them, saying that the
priest would excommunicate him. His desire
to come conquered his fear, and he came. The
first night he was convinced of the truth. Later
he heard a message on the evil effects of cancer,
being used as an illustration. Ie was suffering
from an infection on his foot, causing much
pain in the leg. As he heard the talk he feared
he had the beginning of cancer, and as he went

home he asked God to heal his foot. IHe says
that God did heal it, and from that time he has
not suffered. That increased his faith, and on
the last day of the year he told how God had
worked in his life. God delivered him from
drink, and also from the fear of death. He
seldom misses a meeting and has given testi-
mony of the work of God in his heart.

“An influential man who has a wife and
three daughters, has been attending from the
first, but in the last three months we saw a
notable change and interest, thru the study of
the Bible. Yesterday I visited his home and
you can imagine my joy when his wife told me
of the great change that had come to her hus-
band; instead of being out late at night, in
questionable places, he comes home early, and
morning, noon and night he is reading his
Bible. He is taking such an interest in. his
children, and instead of sending thém to a
Catholic school this year, he is teaching them
at home. We do so covet the whole family
for God.

“A dear boy came to the home today and
prayed so fervently. Since Christmas there
has been new interest in the Sunday School
work. What a privilege is ours! The hope of
the future is in the children and young people.
Recently five young children came to our door
about twilight asking to buy Bibles. What a
picture it was! The Picture Rolls are being
used for the children, also S.S. cards. How
we would appreciate any of these, as well as
scrap books. They are being given out as
rewards for faithful attendance. Do not forget
to pray for us.”

In 1932 they dug up twelve thousand acres
of orchard in one state, and dumped 140,000
tons of fruit into the ocean, as well as shipload
after shipload of bananas—and men, women
and children dying and starving! It is all caused
by the damnable greed for profit. Bolshevism,
Fascism, Socialism, and other movements are
rebelling against a system that makes multi-
millionaires out of a few and paupers out of
the rest—a system that enables young women
who never did any work in their lives to give
their poodle dogs better food than many chil-
dren have!

“At the funeral the church was packed upstairs,
and the downstairs auditorium had to be used with
the loud speaker. Bro. Shreve conducted the services
assisted by Bro. Standt of Baltimore. Ministers from
the Eastern and Patomac District were present. The
choir sang Doorak’s ‘Going Home," at his request.

“The last service he held was on Palm Sunday. In
the morning he spoke on ‘Palm Sunday Yesterday’
and at night, ‘Palm Sunday Tomorrow.” Rather co-
incident is the fact that Brother Collier’s death was
the fourth announced on four successive Sundays—all
members of the church. We are not going on with
the revival that was to begin Easter, and it has fallen
to my lot to fill in—a man’s size task at any time.
I know you are all praying for God to help us.”

Brother Collier’s mother, like Hannah of old,
dedicated her son to the Lord before he was
born. After his mother had gone to her heaven-
ly home he discovered this prayer covenant she
had made in a little book among her treasured
possessions. To her prayers and influence, and
those of his godly companion, dear Mrs.
Collier, he has attributed whatever spiritual
progress he made in life.

At the age of 12 he gave his heart to the
Lord and was an active member of the Baptist
Church and Sunday School. It was at a crisis
in his life, his wife critically ill and despaired
of by the physicians, that he surrendered to the
claims of the Full Gospel and in answer to his
desperate cry, she was healed and his heart was
flooded with divine love such as he had never
known before. This was at the time of the
outpouring of the Holy Spirit in 1907-08, but
he had many friends in the world and for a
time he closed his ears to the truth. Suddenly
he was afflicted with an aggravated case of
eczema, and in spite of treatments he contin-
ually grew worse. His mother, then in charge
of a little Pentecostal Assembly, urged him to
come for prayer, but a great struggle ensued.
He knew if he went for healing he could not
close his ears to the Pentecostal message which
he saw was scriptural. In a very real conflict
with self, ambition, pride, God became victo-
rious and he made a complete consecration. In
a few weeks he received a mighty Baptism of
the Holy Spirit and healing quickly followed.
The little Assembly grew and crowded out one
place after another until they purchased the
large Methodist Church at Capitol & K Sts.,
their present Tabernacle, which has been the
scene of many mighty revivals.

We know our readers will pray for dear Mrs.
Collier, his family and the church which has
been so bereft.

As we closed these lines a touching tribute

came from one of the members of his congrega-
tion, Miss Ruth Kernan, from which we quote :

“There are times in one’s experience when
great sorrow plunges one into the depths of
pain and silence. Mere words are so inadequate
to express either the greatest joy or grief. Yet
hearts of love feel that some tribute must be
given to a real saint who lived godly in Christ
Jesus, and died nobly in Him —Ilarry Lee
Collier.  His holy life, his consecration, his
purity have inspired many to press on to a clos-
er walk with God, to start a new life in ITim.

“Converted as a child, our T.ord led Him on,
until twenty-six years ago He brought him into
the fulness of the baptism of the Holy Spirit.
Whether it was laboring at night in a [ittle
upper room mission near the waterfront after
a day’s work in his secular occupation, or filling
well the many duties of the pastor of a church
of one thousand members, he was always faith-
ful, always courageous, always lifting up Jesus
Christ.  Saint and sinner alike recognized that
the glory of God radiated from his face. Like
Moses of old, his countenance literally shone.
Safe, sane, far removed from fanaticism, he
kept close to the heart of the Master.  While
his flock miss him, feel that the loss is so great,
yet above all the cries of sorrow rings out the
note, ‘He so lived that Jesus was glorified. By
God’s grace, we too, shall do likewise’.”
