1'1](' Lord Is showing us "Chur('h 
finances" in quite a new light h ere i ll 
Houston. 1 begin to seem that tith­
ing belongs elltlrely to the Old T esta· 
m ent tYPe of salvation and that, in 
the Church, we mUHl acknowledge and 
practice that Oll I' ALL, not a mcrt! 
tentb, belongs to the Lord. 

It seems that under the l aw (of 
which th e tithing system was a part, 
a law) there was permission to ell­
j oy the bounties and prosperity of thi~ 
wodd. Indeed the Old Testament is 
replete wilh promises of long lif\" 
plenty "presses bursting out with 
n ew wine," etc. simply on conditiO!l 
of obediencC' to the law, including the 
l aw of tithes. 

But the {lromises to the Church are 
uniformly different. Summed up they 
amount lo food and raiment, with per­
secution. That is quite different fr0111 
the Old Testamellt tYl>cs and promi::;­
cs. Anyone can follow up these sug­
gestions and see that there are no ex­
(·('pLions. Tithing is not mentioncd in 
the :\ew T estament except to th\.' 
scribes, pharisees and hypocrites 
who pret (, llded to be keeping the l a\\ 
and were not. Jt secms therefor0, 
th at. since t.he fruit:;; of th e law an(1 
of tithing arc denied th o Church that 
th fl law of tithing has no applica­
t ion, only to thof-io who livc on the lo w 
pluno of tho Old Testam ent type of 
sal\'alion . 

X ow thi::; differpnce ;n the promise:; 
to the two types or sal\"at:on will b" 
equalized in heavcn, so to speak, be­
cause the Old Tebtament type of sal ­
\':llion will ollly bring the subject r,~ ­

iation in Lhe kingdom of hNn"eII,

Even as whe n we olTer Our children 
to ] lim, it does not always mean that 
He wi ll take the m, but generally tha t 
li e gh'cs them bacl{ to us with] lis 
blessi ng and benedict ion upon Ulem, 
after whiCh we may rear th em for 
Jli m. But H e may take them from 
us. 1f so, we try as best. we can tv 
say Am en. And so, likewise must w e 
actualy otIer ollr ALL to God, expect· 
ing only food, raim ent and shelter, 
hu t accepti ng back. as Ilis stewards 
a ll that H e clearly wants us to haw~. 

:\ow the way we are pl'eparing­
here to practice this principle (wbicil 
no doubt all Spirit-filled people have 
in their h earts) is this: Before W t' 

spend ou r week 's wages Or other 
earni ngs on ourseh 'es, we will first go 
to the Church, the Board of Deacons 
and Elder s, and inquire what are tho 
I'eal n eeds of the Church of God h 

" our midst . including h er poor, and if 
it takes all of Our ea rn ings over fooJ. 
raiment alld shelter, instead of a 
tcnth, A.\lfi':;.\'! We will ~i\'e it all to 
God. If it is nOl n eeded . then we will 
feel f r ee to enjoy it as from the Lord. 

.And so with surplu s property prop­
er ty not used as a home or in carn:­
ing all our business or trades, i t will 
likewise be OFl;'~h.gD t o Gad. If it 
i!-< really al:d truly nceded, A'\Ili::\ , we 
will give it to GOd. If it is not, W~ 

\\'e would caution them also 
against going bf) ond COIIJIllOn scn"e 
and the word of the Lord about i t. 
Tho word says for each brother to 
abide in the calling whel'ein he i.--; 
('ailed. If he is a carpenter, he will 
conlinue as a carpenter and as such 
he will need tools. Therefor e he is 
not expected to put his tools int.o th,~ 

offering. If he is in business, he may 
abide in bUSiness and there[ore vdll 
need a proper amount of capital tu 
conduct it, and will probably have tv 
keep that in a bank. Conducting his 
business (and the word says, "Be dili· 
gent in business" ... ) is his way Ol 
earn ing a Jiving and something for 
the ChurCh, and so he is not expect­
ed to put the capital of his bus:nes:3 
into the offerings, nor to be condemn­
('d or criticized becau se he has a 
"bank account... But the point i s, if 
he wants to como in on th e hundre 'j 
fold .line, and go up in th e raptul'n, 
he must aft er .\1l of his Clu'nings in ­
stead of a t enth. See the difference'! 
And that is the only change that th> 
Lord has shown us to makc. Instead 
o[ merely .offering Cod a tenth, we arc 
to offer H im all' Our income or sur­
plus.
