love, fe llowship. and tol eration mu,1t 
not be falsely constr ued into a n ap­
proval of error or wrong teachin~ 
of any kind. If love cover s even a 
multitude of sins, surely we can lov­
ingly fellowship anyone who is undn 
the blood and in whom God conde­
scends to dwell through the Holy 
Spi rit. We fel lowship all whom God 
does, unless through our ignor­
ance, we fail by some mistake. 

No F ight Against any. 

One asks, " Do you fe llowship folk s 
who do not belong to th e General 
Co uncil " Yes, certainly we do . The 
Gener al Council is merely a metho\l 
of better co-oper ation in home work 
and foreign missiojn work,-a cha"l­
nel through which all may work to­
gether better for the glory of G:Jd , 
for a ll who so desire and voluntarily 
choose thus to co-operate to a n in ­
telligent end; but a ll who choose to 
work through other channels a r e leYt 
free to do so withou t being call ed 
"Heretics" or being dis fellowshipped. 
God has called us to peace, puri ty 
and love, and not to stri fe and vain 
glory.
