TRUTH VS. ERROR 
It is surprising. the number or chtldre!l 

of God, even teach ers and preachers of the 
Gospel, who thoughtlessly fall into error 
because they fail t o sea r ch deeply into the 
Scriptures. 

They carelessl y take up erroneous iDte;,,­
pretations which the enemy has scatte r eJ 
ab road in the land that tiatBll's kingdom 
might be increased. 

Let us consider one of the most danger­
ous ones, which we often llleet with. It 
leads out on the l ine of probation after 
death, in hell, l"niversnl salvation and that 
all will be saved eventually. 

It is taken from 1 Pel. 3: 18-20, "For 
Christ also hath once sulfere<! for sins, the 
just for the unjust, that he might bring 
us to Gad being put to death in the flesh 
-etc." (read) 

Some peopl e, even saints, preacher s an J 

t acilers, have ta k en this Scripture to mea'! 
that wh en Christ was dead and his body 
in th e g r ave, that His spi rit went down inl') 
hell ( n ot the grave). a n d preached the go'­
pel to the lost spirits who bad lived i:1 
).l'oah's tim e befo r e the flood. That li e 
gave them a new chance to repent; an I 
that they did repent and that li e took them 
up to beaven with Him, all of whi ch 13 
wrong, as we shall see later. 

Another theory is, that Ch r ist'S spirit 
went dow n into hell: not to preach repent· 
ence bu t t o w itness to His finished work 
on t h e cross; thereby confirmi n g EnOCh s 
and Noah 's testimony . But what wou\,t 
this avail? 

I ha ve heard both o f these t h eor ieq 
taught and believed by preach er s, teache r s, 
elders, and leader s in Pentecosta l meetings 
( Th e Lord forbid. Editor .) 

Th e si m pl e fact is; n ei th er of these 
theories h ave any fou ndation whatever, In 
the 'Vord of Cod, and there is no purgatory 
promised nor seCO nd chance. 

For these r easons, 1 feel sti rred up to 
write an article; t rusti n g that God mt~Y 

help me, an d u se it to His g l ory , in und "!­
ceiving so m e at least. w h o h ave thought­
less ly ralle n into this t ra p of th e devil.
