6: 4 ) It will be 
w ell qu i etly t o st u dY Gcd's m Colt ulug of the 
phrases so much used. " In the name of 
Jesus Chri st" is assumed by som e to be &. 

fixed formula of word s t o be pronouncc~ 
as a certain act Is being perrorm ed , while 
others Insist that It mean s nothing at th e 
k ind. 

,,'hat Does it Meau'! 

It is not enough to satisfy thoughttul , 
prayerful. conscientio u s children of God, 
that Mr. So and So says It m eans on ly thus. 
It Is not enough for otbers to deny mer('­
Iy. Let UB study its u sage in the 'Vord of 
God itself and find out for ourselves what 
sucb phrases mean in the Bibl e. 

In the Name of Da\'Jd. 

In tb e book of Samuel It Is said of cer­
tain servants of David that th ey "spak e to 
Nabal according to all th ese w ords " I N 
THE NAME OF DAVID," 1 Sa m, 2:5-9,. 
What does it mean? Th e context shows the 
message th ey gave was not their own, but 
was sent by Da v id- David's message. They 
simply carried t h e message and told Nabal 
David was the author "ltd a,uthol'lty for it. 
So. h er e. " In th e Name of David" sim pl y 
means th ey spoke as sent by David and on 
his au thority, 

III God's Name. 
]n Ezra. 5: 1. it Is said two pr o phets pro­

phesied "IN THE 'A )IE OF TilE UO!) 
OF I S RAEr~." 'Vhat does thi s mean? Sim­
ply that God was the au thor ot their mes­
sage. 

H ejoiee in Th,\' Xnme.

power of Christ. Let us take them up In 
the order ChriRt 8poke them. Note fl1'st, 
however, the GgNI~RAL statement of tllu 
fulrllment In Mark 16: 20, which relld., 
"And th y went forth and preached every· 
where, the Lord working with them nnll 
eonflrm!ng the word by the signs that fol· 
lowed, Amen," Note that these signs 
were done through "TilE LORD WORK­
ING with them, and that Is was tho 
PREACHING or WORD that the Lord was 
by His workings thus "confirming." 

\Ylthout a word from Christ the woman 
who In faith touclled the hem ot Chr ist's 
coat drew beallng power from Chr ist. The 
Syrophoenlcian woman got the devil or 
demon cast out ot her daughter without 
Christ or any ot the apostles being present 
1n person to speak to or deal with the gIr l. 
)0 Jeru salem atter Pentecost the healing 
presence of Ch rist SO mightily wor ked 
th rough Peter that people believed th o 
mere shadow ot Peler wou Id heal them. 
The next v erse says among these sick 
tolks were those "vexed with unclean 
spirits, and tbey wer e bealed everyone," 
Acts 5: 16 . But this, to our mind, rel)re­
sents the exce'ption rather than the rule. 
Personal dealing both in the days of th~ 
apostles and now seems to have bepn and 
to be the most effective way. 

J.~ortune Telling Dem on Cn"t Onto 

1n Acts 16 : 16-1 Paul met a slave girl 
who was posses~ed with a spirit of dlvinll· 
tlon (the Greek has "A spi rit, Python"), 
that Is a girl possessed with a spirit that 
inspired the girl with more than natural 
Insight to tell fortunes for money for her 
masters. This demon in her (just as be~ 
fore they w ere the first to reoo~nlze In 
Chri"t the Son of God) recognized at once 
that Paul and Silas were the "servants o! 
the '~Iost High God." But just as Jesus re­
jerted testimony from demons, so did Pa,,1 
and Silas. Her testimony "so r e trou bled" 
them. Paul turned on her nnd said to this 
spirit in her "I charge thee in the name 
ot Jesus Christ to come out ot her," and 
he obeyed. 

Here the phrase')n the name ot Je~Hls 
Christ"' was used, and means that by the 
authority and po wer of Christ he command­
ed the demon to go. He acted In behalf of 
Christ as r epresE'nting His authori ty and 
power, and ChrIst confi rmed the words of 
His agpnt Paul who thus spoke to r Him. 
So wbatever we may find about the lack of 
necessity always to u se these specific worde; 
tn order to work miracles, the name was 
most certainly at times so used. 

Paul met a similar character In the 

"sorcerer, a FALSE PIl.OPlIET," named 
Dar-Jesus (Son ot Jesus!. Acts 13 :6-11 . 
This sorcerer greatly hlndere(l the Gosppl 
until tlnally the Spi rit ot God In fre, h 
)lower tor thi s very 'Purpose filled Pa u l 
and he spoke with the authority of Christ 
yet not saying "In the name ot Chris!." 
Paul eald to Bar·Je5us "Behold t h e hanrl 
o[ the Lord Is upon thee and thou Khalt be 
bllnd." Th e. ertect was just as Immediate 8S 

when the name or Jesus Cllrisl was tn· 
voked, tor Immediately darkness fell up­
on him . 

S ig n 'or 'fon,:cues. 

The next sign Jesus said should occur In 
1IIs nRllle was the new tongu es. SOl far 
as the record gce~, no one Invok d the 
name ot Jesus on the day of Pentecost who:} 
they first occurred; yet Jesus had com· 
mand d them to watt and so it 'was whllo 
waiting in obedience to H is authoriLy 01' 
In Ill s name that the- tongues caine through 
lh(' power or the Spirit. Moreover, Petor 
8nld Ihnt God I;ad exa lted ChrIst at HI . 
right hand and "h-av lng received or the 
Fath er the promise 'of the HOly SPirit \Ie
