but its acceptance, while our experience brings us face to 

[ace with Illuch that seems to be required of u s, beyond that. 
Th e thought ot' discipline does no t, somehow. fit in well with 
the th ought that our sal\' atiou d epends upon nothing but 
our acceptance of it as a gift. These things which we feel 

a r e r eq uired of us, incline us to th e id ea t hat salvation, 
somehow. ci epends upOn ourselves, after all. Just how to 
recon cil e lh e malle I' is what confronts u s, We cannut 

do otherWise than hold to th e truth that we are savcd !lY 
grace alone: we must work out th e proposition f rom th<lt 
beginning. The matter Is simple, atter all, when we l oo k 
at :t aright. as all of the wonderful work of God is. Grace 

in the heart o[ God is the sOurce of our salvation : Divine 
power is bl'ought into pl ay to accomplish it; works or rigllt ­

Kansas alld opelled a tent meeting'. I was an inficl\!l 
and had no l'OIl[l,.'rn ahollt religious work; but this meet· 
lng was sOl1H..'tiling" unusual, so I went once in awhile 
just for cllrio!oiity. and late r, when the Illc('ting" was 
movcd to a large double store room on l\ fain St., 1 went 
oftelllT "ith SOIlll" of my fe,How I figh School studellts 
to see the /osho"," as it was called. 

CC):\\·ERSIOX OF If. A GOS . 

'Tlu' (;a!cna Rl '\'ival was a wonderful meeting: hun­
drt'ds wcre saved and baptizecl in the Spirit. also there 
Wl'rl' Ilmny cases o f healing'. 

Thl' sp<.'<lk ing- in tongllcs \\'as a marvel to mc, as [ 
did not h<,'.Iicve in SlIl)('rnatllrai power. ] lowev<.'r. these 
things soon convinced mc that there \\'as an ,\ lmighty, 
so tOI1g-ucs pro\'l'd a sign to me. 1 Cor. '-+ :22. 

I l't'I1H..'l11hef' watching' a big Peoria Indian prcachc.:r 
receive til<.' hapti sm of the 1I0ly Spirit and beg-in to talk 
ill othur lallg'uag-cs and shake as i r some g-reat machine 
had hold of him. 11 is wholc frallle shook for mOre than 
t\\'o hOlils. his hands all this time being- held abOVe his 
head. These \\'oIH\crs, \\'ith many others, put 111e On m)' 
face seddllg' Cod, and aft<.'r more than a weck, God saved 
Ille. [had milch unbelief to fig-ht throngh, but, thank 
(;0<1, l ie broug-ht 111(' out victorious. At once J began 
to seek my baptism in the ITaly Spi ri t and to read I11V 

llibl<.', 
()11 ;\t'\\' Year's E\'e there \\'as a watch meeting held 

which included foot washing' and th e ordi nati on of twelve 
people to the ministry. Among the twelve were John 
lames and E. Pierson. a former Quaker minislor. These 

i11'ell arc in the Pentecostal ministrv today. That was a 
wonderfu l nig-ht: at six in the l11or;ling tl;ere were about 
four hundred pcople present. 

\\'ondcrful altar services were held, I have seen as 
ma.n\· as a hundred line up before the platform at a time. 
wait-ing- their turn to bc prayui fo r for healing, .\nrl 
hundreds found their dc~ire . 

:\ ftcr the g-reat rcvi\·al. the work spread to the su r­
rounding- (,olll~try and to Joplin. ),10, where a grcat meet­
ing- was held . There arc l\ssemblies in these places to 
th is tIa\·. 

I n the spring- of H)Oj ).[1'. Parham wcnt to Orcha rd, 
Texas to visit some friends . and while there held some 
l11ecti11~s. Later. he returncd to Galena and held a kind 
of cal~lp lllcding- in July, )'Ian~ .. people from nearby 
towns cante to this camp, at the close of which ).rr. Pal'­
halll selcctt'd about fi £teen preachers and workers to take 
hack to Texas with him. Th,,· stopped at Orchard 
ag-ain and hd<1 another mceting-: lhlll with additional 
help 111o\'ed 011 to Iiouston to opeIl a work there. 

TilE \\·ORK OI'EXEO .\'1' 1l0L.; TaX, TEXA . 

Bryan Hall was rcnted at a cost of $50 per week, 
and in a short time the city'-was stirred and much people 
Wl're added to the Lord. healed and filled with the Spirit. 

\mong the 1110st noteworthy cases of healing was 
that of a .\Irs_ I)cla11<:),. a woman well kno\\'n in the city, 
.\bout t\\'o years previotls to her healing she had been 
injured in a strCl't car wreck and had SllU\ the Street 
Car l"o. for (lamages. 

Somt.:time hefon: the Il1c(,tings 0IH .. 'l1l'd. she had a 
visioll, ill which ~hc ~aw ). Ir. Parham, and the Lord 
showed her that this man would pray for her and that shl! 
would be healed. 

_\!'; she wa!'; bl'in~ wheeled clown the street one day 
(paralysis and a \\"heel chair w('re the results of he·r 
accid<"llt). she callle to a !';tn'd mceting' and saw the' 
man that the T .onl had showed to her in h('r \·i:-oioll. Soil(' 
stopped and lisll. ned to the preaching, cnquirl'd where 
the I11cC'ting-!'; \\'CI"(_' being held. and afll'r a few days wa'::i 
brought to the hall. .\ few of the brethren carried her. 
chair and all. up the stairs_ She was praYl..d for and 
was instantly hcaled, and has bcen walking cver since 
This caused a still greater stir among the people. 

TilE WORK. PRE.\OS TO nRl·X~ER T.\IWR-
1\ACLE. 

I\ S the work spread over the city. \Y. F. Carothcr" 
who was pastor of a Holiness church ill BnlllIH.T, a 
suburb of HOllston, invited some of the workers out to 
his place_ Great blessings were lIpon the \\'ork in tho:-.c 
da\'s. 

- After the rivi\·al. ) Ir. Parham Idt the work in charge 
of SOllle of the hl'lpers. and \\'ith some of tht.' YOlln4' 
Texas COI1\'ens, came back to Kansas and held a greJt 
Camp meeting- in Columbus. Kansas. and this city also 
was mightily stirred . 

:\ t this timc r haclnot \"et cut loose for the Lord's work , 
but 1 knclI' that Cod hacl called IllC, and othcrs. who felt 
tile same \\-a~- about it, came to me and askc-d me to con­
sider getting- frec to go to T<.'xa~. as thcre was another 
company arranging to go_ I decided to do so. and on 
Octohcr IS . H)OS. a compall\" of twenty-two of us left 
Colu lllbus on the I'risco ', Icteor' for Texas. I felt thal 
I was rcally forsaking all to g-o and do II is bidding. [ 
had a great deal of opposition in getting out into the 
work. my friellds telling me that I \\-as making- a great 
mistake in my determination: but I knew that God had 
called Ille, and I felt so good to get away frolll dis­
cou ragements and obey the Lord, 

\\·e stopped at Orchard for a few days and had a 
blessed time· One of the preachers of ou r com pan;.: 
received the baptism in the Spirit on the train after lea\,­
ing Orcha rd. \Ve had to change trains at :\lvin. and 
while waiting for Ollr t ra in we held a street meeting. 
~Iany of the citizens were inter ... ,sted and desired us to 
r('turn and hold a revival. 

At ITouston the brethren recei\'ecl us joyfully, and 
W('o had a fe\\' da\-s conference at the Brunner Taber­
nacle. At the clo·se o f thc conference sC I·cral bands of 
workers were formed to go to nearby towns and hold 
revi\-al services: about six IX'ing- ill each company. 

.\L\"IX . TEX:\S. 
O~car J0I1I.."S and myself. with a few others, went 

back to .\l\·in: rented the opera house and opened fire 
on the enemy. Soon there \\'as a great rC\'ival on : the 
pO\\'c.. r of God was falling'. people ~ wcre getting saved, 
fillcd with thc J loll· Spirit and speaking in other ton· 
gues: the sick wcre being- h(,aled and the town was in 
a stir. .\bollt t\\'o hundred were sayed ane! one hundred 
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and thirty-four received the baptism in the Spirit. Some 
vcry preciolls workers came out of this meeting. among 
them \\'. Il. Jessup, Slandley Bennett. ~Ii" ~lilicellt 
)'lc(lcl1<1ol1 \\ ho became a powerful prc.!achcr. llugh 
Caciwaldcr, Jatl.'r a missionary to .\frica. and m)' \\-ifl' . 
abollt a H'ar later. ::\1a11\' ot hl'r~ WtTl' iaullcht..'d Ollt 3:-:' 
result or'the meeting. ; 

\Yc had some mig-hly and wonderful mallifcstation~ 
of the po\\'er of Cod in the . \!"in rC\'ival ami a g-rcat 
work was established. 

From .\I\·in we went to Cah'cstnn where . later. \\ ,.' 
had some trouble with fanaticism. but ~Ir. Parham acted 
with gn .. al wisdom and corrccted it as soon as he fOlInd 
it out. 1 Ie was vcry careful to keep the work clean and 
free irom cxln:Il1CS. .\11 through thc work at thi ... till W 
\yc had manikslations of the gifts of the Spirit as rccorrl ­
cd in 1 Cor. 12.

That was th e star t ot th e 
matter. Then Immediately there arose 
perseculors who disputed with h im. 
but evon these " were not able t o resis' 
the wisdom and spirit by which he 
spake," lT owevcr th e Adversary WllS 

not sloeping nnel he caused them to ob­
tain fal se witnesscs, accusi ng the faith­
fu l Stephen of blasphemy against Moses 
and the sacred Temple. There wns 
Jl('xt a gor t of trial but as in the ca"e 
of Steph en's Lord a very unjust anll 
irr<'gular one. POOr justi('e the child 
of God may expect from the earthly 
courts : but wc knOW that the J udge l,r 
all the ear th will do right. 11allelujah ! 
t'nrnlr RS th{' trial waR. it gave Stephcn 
a most excellent opportunity to wit­
ness. It was the closing sermon oC 
his ministry, the last service of his life. 
'Wbeth er 0 1' not he realized this, it 
mnde no dlrterencc in thc clear forcefUl 
lln e of argum~ n t which he presented to 
that body of men 80 bitterly opposed 
to u 11 mention ovell of the new religion 
which was multiplying so rapidly in 
Jerusalem. Stephen goes back into hi::;­
tory, carefully traCing through God's 
dealing with the ancient patriarchs 
workin g out this very salvation which 
now he with the other apostles anct 
brethren made 80 bold to declare unto 
the pe01)le. The very Moses whom 

they accused Stephcn of blaspheminri 

foretold th e corning of this vcry Savior. 

v, 37, Then In like manner he opens to 

thorn the matter of the T emp l e, shOW­
Ing from the histor y God's attitude In 

that regard, Notice tbe similarity of 

argument In this sermOn and those o [ 

Poter and Paul. They were continually 

ijett~ng forth the history of God's chosen 

poopl e and proving from the scriptures 

t ho Messlah shlp of the Lord J esus 

ChriSt. lI er e w aa the 'Nord at God 
preached in lhe power of tbe H oly 
Ghost. Such preaching always has one 
of two effects-repentance, as In

Stephen marked the rising indignalion 
of his h ear el's, "Ye stlffnecked and un­
ci r cumcised In h eart and ea.r s, ye do 
al ways resist the Holy Ghost: as you r 
fathers did so do yo" \', 51. T h is in<!i­
catcs to liS the presen ce of the Holr 
Spirit in the early d!spensaUon in some 
measure at least. He plainly calls 
them betrayers and murderers. "who 
have recei\'ed the law by the dispOSition 
of angels. and have not kept it." Thls 
would Imply that they were the ones 
who had missed keeping the law anti 
not he af> they W('l'e accusing him ot 
doing.
