The church, or the professor of religion, not pos­
sessed of an cvangelistic spirit is in d~nger of apostasy .

Of course the giving of money for 
evangelistic work is obligatory upon every child of God. 
fn the direct mission field all ca.n co-operate in this way. 
"That thou doest do quickly." Oh. for that baptism from 
on high which will stil11ulate us to holy endeavor and sac­
ri fice as nC\'cr before!

I [ow <ael 
to think there is no rOO111 in their children's home fOf the 
dea r old father and gentle mother. who would ha,'c gladl) 
given their lives for anyonc of the children, who taught 
their baby lips to talk, and the babv feet to walk. anel to 
whi sper the first ba\b.\' prayer. ":':ow I lay me down to 
sleep." 

There are helpless little children in Oll r orphan asy­

\Ye feel that it has been providential that Brother 

\\-elch was called to California at this time. Unknown 
to him. ~t the time of his leaving St. Louis, circular let­
ters had been mailed all over the world from Los Angeles 
announcing the formation of the \Vorld-\Vide Pentecos­
tal Pre-\fillennial Union, with 'Warren W. Fisher as 
President, and a large list of representative brethren in 
all parts of the world as appointed to the Presbytery. 
Among these names appeared the names of J. W. Welch, 
D. W. Kerr, Arch P. Collins and others of the Presbyters 
of the General Council. These names were placed on thIS 
list without the knowledge or consent of any of these 
brethren. Brother \Velch has met with a representative 
bod" of the Pentecostal ministers of Los Angeles who 
have gone prayerfully into the maUer, and do n.ot feel s~t­
isfied with this new effort. and purpose havlllg a DIS­
trict Council on the Paci fic Coast in full co-operation with 
the General Council. Brother \IcCullough, one of the of­
ficials of this new organization, met with the brethren and 
desired to come into full fellowship with the General 
Council, but Brother \Y. \Y. Fisher was not present.

Surely it was righi to make them glad 
that he had come among us~vcn if it were not Christmas 
day.

Authorities differ on this subject, and church his­
tory also differs on It. Outside the Bible, the prevailing 
custom during the nineteen hundred yea.rs slnee Jesus came 
to earth has been to use the words ot Matt. 28: 19. or some 
enlargement of Matt. 28:19. Inside the New Testament. 
indications point to a simpler and shorter form "i n the nam e 
ot the Lord Jesus_" See Acts 2:38; 8 :16 ; 10:48; 19:6 ; 
Rom. 6: 3. Howe"er, this editor does not beHeve, in view of 
all these varying forms, that the New Testament gives any 
fixed, invariable formula which must be used each time ex­
actly alike. I am agreed with the recent General Council 
In Its statement that the words in Matt. 28: 19 and the words 
in Acts 2; 38 are both alike insPired of God and that con­
tention for the one as against the other is wrong, and that 
such engenders a spirit of strife and contenUon. One in 
nowise is against or contradicts the otber. In view of this , 
the General Council advises all our preachers. whateve r else 
they may use. to incl ude in their formula the words found 
tn Matt. 28:19. (For Resolution on Baptismal Formula and 
Complete Statement of Fundamental Truths, see Minutes of 
1916 Council, 10 cents per copy from the Evangel office.)

Ans. If one has been brought up from childhood under 
another nam e, and frie nds all knew the facts and no fraud 
was meant and one would always s tand by the marriage. it 
might not be mot'nll ~' wrong to marry under this adopted 
nam e.
