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THE FIRST PREACHER OF THE SECOND COMING
AND THE FIRST TYPICAL RAPTURED SAINT

It is very wonderful for a man to know some great
and mysterious thing without ever having heard about
it or studied it. How can a man know that which is far,
far away, beyond human comprehension, and hidden away
in the bosom of the God of the ages ; wm('l]linq that never
was in print, nor preached, and yet he obtaine a knowl-
edge of it, and with great assurance can raise his voice
and publicly and boldly proclaim it,

This was the glorious experience of the seventh man
of the human race, Enoch, the man who pleased God, and
who walked with God, and therefore was translated by
God, whom he well pleased. The first revelation of the
blessed appearing of our Lord with His saints, coming
hack to this earth, was given to Enoch, “the seventh from
Adam.” The message was so great he could not keep
quiet, and he preached it to the ungodly men of his time.
Not only were there hundreds of centuries between
Enoch’s time and Christ’s return to earth, and even be-
fore Christ’s first appearance; yet away beyond those
long, long ages he saw that great thing that was going to
take place at the end of the last ages. This was revealed
to Enoch, and it was burning in his soul to such an ex-
tent that he burst forth, saying : “Behold the Lord cometh
with ten thousand of His saints, etc.,” (Jude 14-15).-

The Wonder.

The wonder of the whole thing is how Enoch could
find out that mystery of the church and her translation,
(1 Cor. 15:51), and the return of the Lord \vith His re-
deemed and blood-washed saints. Hebrews 11:5 answers
this important question.

‘“By sfaith Enoch was translated that he should not see
death; and was not found, because God had translated him;
for before his translation he had this tes:imony, that he
pleased God.”

Enoch not only had the revelation and the experience
of being caught away by God, but he lived the life of the
raptured saint while he preached the message. Enoch
pleased God, and God showed him the greatest thing that
he was going to perform in the centuries to come, yea,

* even, the descending of the great God our Saviour, with
all His saints to earth. (Zech. 14:5; Titus 2:13; 1 Thess.
4:5-17; Matt. 24:40-42).

How did Enoch please God and obtain that blessed
revelation and its fulfilment in his actual, personal ex-
perience? Gen. 5:14 will answer:

““And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God
took him.”

\-Valking with God.

To please God then is to walk with Him. It does not
say God walked with Enoch, but that Enoch walked with
God. There is a great lesson for us right here. Enoch
did not say to God, “I will go here and there, and do this
and that, and you walk with me.” Not so. - But his heart
and conduct said, Lord T will go with vou, T will keep in
step with you every inch of my journey of life, and he did
so. That is why it is said:

“For before his translation he had this testimony, that
he pleased God.”

Dear friends, if to be ready for translation is to please
God, and to please God is to walk with Him, then can there

be any other way to obtain this blessed revelation of His
coming, and to share its full glory? No! And that God
who translated Enoch, He is the same one who shall trans-
late us, and except we please Him by walking with Him,
like Enoch, the first translated saint, we can have neither
the full revelation of Christ’s coming, nor can be taken
away alive, victorious over death, and meet Christ in the
air,

The Great Secret.

Whkat enabled Enoch to walk with (
to please Him?

:0d, and therefore
The secret of all is faith.

“By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see
death; and was not found, because God had translated him;

for before his translation he had this testimony, that he
pleased God.”

Someone may say: “Well, all Christians BELIEVE
God, then why can we not please Him by walking with
Him, and be translated ?’ Because many of us have dead
faith ( Jas. 2:14-26) ; and not the faith of the 11th chapter
of Hebrews. What kind of faith is that? Tt is the faith
in God that brings the things for which you believe. to
pass, like the following verses. Read what that faith did
through the old time believers.

. Hy faith they passed through the Red Sea as by dry
land . By faith the walls of Jericho fell down.
and I)_\' and through this living faith they
“subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained prom-
ises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched the violence of
fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were
made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turned to flight the ar-
;lilfi;s of”the aliens, women received their dead raised to
All these saints “obtained good report by faith,” that
which made them victorious, by that very faith by which
Enoch obtained, not only the will of God in his daily life,
but the power to do it always, from the time he was 65
vears of age, until he was 365, the end of his journey. Can
we say we please God in one year, which is 365 days, to
say nothing of 305 long years, as Enoch?

Oh, for preachers in these days who have this blessed
truth stamped in their life, that they can live it and preach
it like Enoch!

How to Walk with God.

Many may inquire: “What is it to walk with God and
to please Him in these days. The apostle answers this
very up-to-date question:

“Furthermore then we beseech you, brethren, and ex-
hort you by the L.ord Jesus, that as ye have received of us

how ye ought to walk and to please God, 8o ye would abound
more and more.”

What is that walk that will please God? Verses 3 to 7

explains it; which is holiness of our life ; or sanctification

of our whole being ; set apart for God; with this, to have
charity to one another by doing honest living, and giv-
ing the hand of help to each other at the time of need.
Read from verses 8 to 12; also Hebrews 13:16. In this
4th chapter of 1 Thess., after speaking about holiness and
brotherly love, the next breath of the Apostle is the glad
news of the Rapture and the first resurrection of the
saints. Please read from the 13th to the end of the chap-
fE5:
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True holiness of life and brotherly love are the things
that please God, therefore he that is walking holy and in
the love of God is the man who walks with God. In Eph.
2:1-7 you will see the exhortation of walking in love and
complete separation from an unholy life, or the conditions
for entering into the coming Kingdom,

Much more can be said on the conditions of the trans-
lation of the saints, or the day of the Rapture, which will
take place before the Lord’s second coming to the earth;
but the plainest and the most important conditions are set
before us, which are sufficient at this time; that, without
the faith that purifies the heart (Acts 15:8) and the faith
that gives us life to hate the world and fight against all its
allurements and overcome it, as in 1 John 5:4, it is Impos-
sible to please God.

“But without faith it is impossible to please Him; for
he that cometh to God must believe that He is, and that He
is a rewarder of them that diligently geek Him."”

Enoch must have had such a faith by which he was
made holy and an overcomer over the flesh and the world,
and to walk in love with God, who is LOFE, until He
was taken away.

Dear reader. please be not deceived. If you continue
in an unholy life, and in strife, backbiting, judging, crit-
icizing, and accusing one another, you cannot walk with
the holy and loving God. We must walk with God by
pleasing Him, and then He will give us the revelation of
Iis blessed second coming ; and also will enable us to he
ready to be translated at His Coming for His Bride,
which is now at hand. °

“And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth him-
self, even as He is pure.

DWELLING WITH THE KING,

“These were the potters and the inhabitants of Netaim
and Gederah: there they dwelt with the King for his
work.” .

This is the record of 1 Chron. 4:23 as the Revised
Version gives it. Who were these that dwelt with the
King for his work? Were they the silversmiths, or gold-
smiths, or workers in brass, or those that wrought the
beautiful hangings for the sanctuary? No, they were just
potters. The most humble work, probably the lowliest
workmen of all who wrought for the King, and yet, of no
others do we read that “they dwelt with the King for his
work.” So often it is the lowly ones whom God chooses
to do His mightiest works. So often it is the lowly ones
of earth that live nearest to Him, and because “God uses
the instrument that is nearest Him,” these are the ones
chosen of God to do a great work for Him.

We see J. Hudson Taylor, a man of very ordinary
education, certainly not a genius, baut a man who lived
very near to the Lord, and God used him to establish the
China Inland Mission. Today the China.Inland Mission
has more missionaries, more mission stations, supplies

more provinces, and has made more progress in the past

deeade than any other mission in China. = God chooses
the weak things of earth, that His power might be mani-
fested.
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Who were these potters that dwelt with the King?
We do not even know their names. We know absolutely
nothing about them save that they dwelt with the King for
his work. They are the “hidden ones,” whose names are
known only to the King. Today many of those who serve
God best are the “hidden ones,” whom the world knows
nothing about. There were many who wrought for the
King who did not dwell with the King. So today there
are many working for the King who do not dwell with
Him. It is blessed to labor for the King, but so much
more blessed to dwell with Him. There are great ad-
vantages that come from dwelling with the King. ILet us
consider some of them.

1. Access. They would be in closestouch with the
King and have access to Him at all times, In any trou-
ble or difficulty they would go at once to the King. They
could consult with Him about every detail of the work.

2. Knowledge of IHis will,
they would know His will—just exactly what He wanted
them to do and to make. If they dwelt far away they would
be apt to do things contrary to the King's desire, and if
they never subjected their work to His serutiny or sought
His approval, they might find at last that they had labored
in'vain. We too may be “filled with the knowledge of His
will.” This is the King's desire, that we shall know and
do His will.

3. Ifellowship. Dwelling with the King would afford
sweetest fellowship with Him. The King would probably
often come in to his workmen and talk with them about
the work. He would probably show them his plans and
his patterns which they were to follow. He would often
give them evidences of his approval, and might often in-
vite them to feast with him. All this would afford them
sweetest joy and pleasure. s there any joy on earth like
the joy of communion and fellowship with our exalted
T.ord and King? Is there anvthing that can afford great-
er satisfaction than to know that we are carrving out the
plans and wishes of our King, and to be conscious of His
approval ?

4. No self-seeking. As thev dwelt with the King for
his work there would be no self-secking. FEnough that
they should be working for the King. This is itself the
highest honor they could possibly have. Notice the Eng-
lish firms who are “Purveyors to His Majesty, the King.”
How much they make of it, and advertise it. They con-
sider it the very highest honor that could be put upon
them. But we are serving the King of kings. Could
there be anv higher honor than this?

5. No self-exaltation, There would be no making a
display of their work. It was done for the King. TIf the
King saw fit to approve their work and make a display
of it, it would be well, but it would be improper for them
to make a display of it before the King had passed his
judgment on it.

“Enough while here, if e shall praise thee,
If He shall deign thy willing heart to mark and cheer,
No toil for Him shall be in vain.”

6. Purpose. Dwelling with the King for his work,
every effort would be expended to make the work pleasing
to him. It would not matter if the work was pleasing to
others or not, so long as it was pleasing to Him. This
was the dominant purpose of Paul’s life, for he wrote,
“Wherefore also we make it our aim, whether at home or
absent, to be well-pleasing unto Him.”

7. Full supply. As they dwelt with the King for his
work, the King would, naturally, supply all the material
necessary for their work. Of course, if they went away

Dwelling with the King :
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THE ONE TRUE GOD.
3y D. W. Kerr,

This is the third in a Special Series of Articles on the
Statement of Fundamental Truths, adopted at the 1916 Gen-
eral Council. These articles hy Elder D. W. Kerr will be
found to be of special interest to all, and each will be com-
plete in itself.

GOD IS. The whole creation in speechless eloguence
says, GOD IS. The Bible, like a voice in the wilderness
says, GOD 1S. Faith, the conviction of things not seen
says, GOD IS.

Books written by men are usually opened with a pre-
face or foreword in which their authors set forth the de-
sign of their productions, So the Book of Genesis may
be called the preface or foreword of the Bible, in which the
author sets forth the scheme and scope, in outline form, of
revelation. DBut, neither in books of men nor in the Book
of God do we find the least hint of a design or an at-
tempt on the part of the authors to prove their existence.
The fact is self-evident. TFor the Psalmist does not say,
“The heavens declare the existence of God,” but “the
heavens declare the glory of God.” Neither does Paul
say that, “The invisible God is seen in the things which are
made,” but, “The invisible things of Him are clearly
seen.” We are therefore relieved from the burdensome
task of proving, by a tedious process of scientific reason-
ings, arguments and long drawn out discussions that there
is and must be somewhere “An infinite, eternal, incom-
prehensible, inscrutible, First Cause.” We simply believe
that “God is,” while the fool says “He is not.”

Men and Devils Believe God Is.

Jut, if we look a little more closely at our text as it
appears in the original Greek, we shall find a deeper
meaning tucked away within its exquisite folds. For,.the
little conjunctive particle oti has another office besides
that of stating the fact of the existence of God, for it has
the power of expressing the fact as a cause back of an ef-
fect. That is, the Greek word which is expressed by the
word “ that,” can also, in harmony with the whole Bible,
be translated “because;” so that we may truthfully say,
“He that cometh to God must belicve because he is.” The
meaning then would be, that the fact, God 1s, is tl-.le cause
of our believing that he is. A little further reflection may
help to make the point clear. For, it is a fact that both
men and devils believe there is one God. There are evi-
dences all around us that in the depth of the creature there
is a hidden sense, feeling, conviction, or consciousness,
that God is. This capacity or faculty to sense God is pres-
ent in all forms of creature life from the lowest to the
highest. Paul tells us that “The whole creation groaneth
and travaileth together in pain until now, waiting for the
manifestation of the sons of God.” There is undoubtedly
a reference in these words to the relation which the first
Adam sustained, before the fall, to the whole creation as
its head and ruler; and the connecting link between it and
God; and the relation in which the fallen creation stands
to him in his state of ruin, and the prospective restoration
to his headship in Christ over the works of God’s hands.
“Because the creature itself shall be delivered from the
bondage of corruption into the liberty of the glory of the
children of God.”

The Natural Man Knows Not God.

Although there is in every creature the power to sense
God, yet in its natural state the creature can not know
God. For, the devil through his lie, has so blinded the
mind of man, and so utterly darkened his understanding,
that, apart from the Bible and the teachings of the Spirit
of God, he can never come to any correct and proper un-
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derstanding of the Being and character of the One true
God. Hence, both devils and men have imagined God to
be everything else but what he really is, and, as a conse-
quence, men have sunken into every conceivable form of
idolatry and demon worship. So that, while sin has not
utterly extinguished the power to sense God, yet that fac-
ulty has been so utterly corrupted and perverted that men
are naturally disposed to listen to the devil rather than to
God.

The Plan of Satan to Blind Men to the Knowledge of

God.

Hence, the Bible, instead of appearing to its readers
as an effort to prove the existence of the One true God,
is to be regarded rather as a revelation from God, by
which the devil is shown to be a liar. For, let it be re-
membered, the devil abode not in the truth of the being
and character of God, but began to aspire to the titles of
the Most High. Trom that moment to the present hour
the career of Satan has been one continuous effort to pro-
duce distorted views of the Being of God, and to so de-
fame and slander His names and titles, that, instead of ap-
pearing to his creatures as a being worthy of their con-
fidence and respect, he would seem as a cruel tyrant to be
feared and a horrible monster to be dreaded ; or a Father
who is too good, and kind, and loving to punish his dis-
obedient children. The very first word in Satan’s conver-
sation with the woman puts God in a false position ; for,
the conversation opens with a question, passes on to a con-
tradiction, and ends in a positive denial of the Word of
God. Thus Satan, disguised as a friend and benefactor
of man, made it appear that he was telling the woman the
truth rather than God, and thus by his lie and deception
he called the character of God in question, and cast a
deep and horrible shadow over his name, so that from
thence until now men have distrusted and dreaded God,
or presumptuously misrepresented Him, and have sought
to hide from him. The horrible pictures and images which
are seenin the idol temples of the heathen, are a sad com-
mentary on the fruits of the devil’s lie. It was necessary,
therefore, for God to come forth in a manner suited to the
need of man, with a revelation of Himself as to His being
and character, in order that man might be saved from the
power of the devil’s lie, and know the only true God and
Jesus Christ whom He has sent.

Distinction in the Being of God Clearly Shown from
the Beginning.

It is impossible to read the preface (Genesis) of the
Bible by the light of the Holy Spirit, without seeing the
design and scope of the entire Scriptures. For, the dis-
tinction in the being of God, as taught by our Lord and
expressed in terms of relationship as Father, Son, and
Holy Ghost, is clearly seen .in the name God, with which
the Bible begins. For, the name God, being a uni-plural
noun, at once sets before the reader the truth over against
the devil’s lie. For, since in the being of God, there are
three persons eternally related as Father, Son, and Holy
Ghost, then we are face to face with the great fact of rev-
elation that “God is love.” This fact the devil ques-
tioned, then contradicted, and finally denied. But God
affirms the fact in His name and titles, and finally dem-
onstrated it in the gift of His Son, “For God so loved the
world that He gave His only begotten Son, etc.” John
says, “We have known and believed the love which God
has to us.” Until the devil came with his lie, man did
not know or believe anything else but. the fact that God is
love. For how could he know and believe aught else when
his creator stood before him as a Tripersonal Being in
whom each person was naturally and eternally related to
the others in a covenant bond of love. And how can we
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know and believe aught else, who have been delivered
from the spirit and power of the devil’s lie, but the glori-
ous and comforting fact that “God is love.” Such a rev-
elation of God, is to the saved ones, a complete and eter-
nally satisfactory vindication of the being and character
of the One true God.

The Battle Between God and Satan.

Ome cannot read very far into the preface of the Bible
without becoming sensible of some strange and awful
tragedy being enacted behind the veil of flesh: of some
slupen(]om «lmm)lc going on between opposing forces.
Neither are we left in the dark as to the nature of the
struggle, or the forces engaged in it, for in chapter 3 of
Genesis, the curtain is lifted andwe are permitted to see the
“ancient serpent, called the Devil and Satan,” engaged in
mortal combat with God, man being the battle ground,
The combatants from that moment shifted the scene of the
mighty struggle to earth. The history of the human race
is the history of the conflict between God and the devil.
Six thousand vears have rolled by since sin entered into
the world and death by sin. Death reigns: generations
have been born, plaved their part in the strange drama
and died: nations have come and gone: empires have
arisen and fallen: wars, famines, and pestilences have
blanched and disfigured the face of the earth: times, sea-
sons and dispensations have run their course, leaving to
succeeding ages their legacy of sorrows and woe: and to-
day we are gripped in the birth pangs of world wide hor-
rors ; nations against nations, kingdoms against kingdoms :
kindreds, and tribes, and tongues, and peoples, like the
mighty sea, tossed and driven by the besom of satanic in-
trigue and hate: the devil marshalling his forces to deliver
one last drive against the One true God by deceiving the
whole world into the worship ef the anti-god, and anti-
christ. Thus, under the power of the devil’s lie, has the
understanding of men been darkened, so that the Being
whe is Light and Love, appears to them as a being of
darkness and hate : sweet is bitter and bitter is sweet, white
is black and black is white: while Satan appears to them
as the one true god, to be worshipped and served.

The Deceiver to be Exposed.

Let no one, then, for a moment suppose that the con-
tents of the Bible are gathered and preserved merely as
history of divine-human affairs. Such a view does not
exhaust its design and scope; it is too superficial, and
leaves the reader in a state of uncertainty ,and to some
extent still under the power of that horrible darkness of
suspicion and distrust which the devil had cast over the
Being and character of the One true God. The devil, who
is a murderer and a liar from the beginning, must be
brought down from the sides of the north, and from the
mountain of God, out of the midst of the stones of fire,
and the throne of the Almighty, whither he had aspired,
and set forth in his true character before the eyes of the
saints of the Most High. His pretentions to piety and re-
ligion : his posing as a henefactor of mankind: his claims
to the honors and worship of the Most High, like a mask,
must be torn from his form until the universe shall see
him as God sees him, and turn from him as a hissing ser-
pent, or from a blood-gorged dragon,

The One true God is enduring with much longsuffer-
ing the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction. Men and
devils, under the inspiration of of their arch-leader, Satan,
have committed innumerable and inconceivable ungodly
deeds against God: laid to his charge all manner of evil
things. They have maligned and slandered Him: they
have perpetrated all sorts of crimes and vices in His name :
filled the earth with all sorts of perverted notions about

the person of His Son: invoked his co-operation and
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blessing upon their demoniacal schemes of selfishness and
greed: scrupled not to make Him a party to their in-
trigues and lies in taking the advantage of their fellows in
business, politics, and government : they have smitten His
Son in the face. spat upon Him, tore the hair from His
beard, scourged and mocked Him: led Him as a sheep to
the slaughter. Their hate of the One true God has hith-
erto known no bounds, Early and late: in season and out
of season: in the assembly of the saints and in the assem-
bly of the wicked, Satan has been urging on his propa-
L‘."in(]l (himself tr.ms!cunwl miu an .m-fcl of light and
his ministers into ministers of lthll.l)U\llt\ﬁ} \\llh tire-
less energy, and ceaseless activity, so that if it were possi-
ble, even the very elect would be deceived.

At this moment, men are planning and devising, under
the leadership of Satan, a world empire of nations: a
united world religion: a great universal brétherhood
hound together by a universal peace and safety covenant
made by and with “The coming man of the hour.” What
a collossal contradiction and lie of the devil! what a stu-
pendous deception! what unthinkable stupidity ! vea, what
raving madness of men who, having been made the cus-
todians of the oracles of the One true God, turn aside to
believe the.devil rather than God. But, their counsels shall
not stand. He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: He
shall have them in derision: He will mock when their
fear cometh. Having turned from the truth and believed
the lie, they quickly formulate it into a creed: adopt it as
their faith: and proclaim it as their doctrine. But they
shall proceed no further. For God will vindicate Him-
self.

Calvary stands out against the sky line of revelation
as God’s final answer to the devil’s charge of insincerity
and double dealing. TFor, “After that the kindness and
love of God our Saviour toeward man appeared,” and the
reproaches of them that reproached God fell on the head
of His only begotten Son, while He endured such contra-
diction of sinners against himself, the case rests on the
testimony of the Star Witness. God’s answer to the re-
buttal testimony which the devil may have. filed against
the Being and character of the One true God, since the
death of the Son of God will be the wrath of the Lamb and
the cup of His indignation poured out without mixture,
and the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone unto
the ages of the ages. Amen.

THE BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT.

The baptism of the Holy Spirit is an experience any

The baptism always imparts power for service. Christ
commanded Fis disciples not to enter upon the work to
which IHe had called them until they were endued with
power from on high, and Christ Himself did not enter
upon His ministry until the Spirit of God had come upon
Him.

This baptism was not merely for the apostles, nor for
the Apostolic age, but for all that are afar off even to as
many as the Lord our God shall call.

Is He calling you? Acts 3:19 says, “Repent ye there-
fore and be converted that your sins may be blotted out
when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence

AN AMBASSADOR IN THE TRENCHES.

The story comes to us of a British soldier boy whose
life is a wonderful tribute to the goodness, the longsuf-
fering, and the boundless grace of our ever-merciful God.
Bernard Ellis, for such was his name, was born in Lan-
cashire, England, in September, 1889. His mother worked
in a factory all day, and the boy was left to wander at will,
and he soon became notorious for his pilfering habits. He
would steal everything he could lay his hands on. His
parents spent most of their spare time in drinking palaces

- and saloons ,andithe boy was quick to learn everything
that was evil, as he accompanied them to these haunts of
vice.

His mother, who was Irish, was a Roman Catholic,
but she had a serious disagreement with the priest, and
s0 to spite him, sent the boy to a Protestant school ; but his
hatred of discipline and love of wandering soon got the
upper hand of the lad, and at the age of twelve, when his
mother died, he left home to wander up and own the
country, first working at one and then at another side
show, and at the same time pilfering all he could. At the
age of sixteen, he found himself in Liverpool hungry and
penniless, and for want of anything better to do, he joined
the British army, and was sent to Winchester for train-
ing. :

Jernard Ellis’s military career from the time of en-
listment to the day he was discharged with ignominy is
described as “‘one long catalogue of crimes.” One court
martial followed another, and various terms of imprison-
ment were meted out to him,
expedition, he narrowly escaped committing murder. His
last sentence was for six mouths’ imprisonment in the mil-
itary prison in Lucknow, India, where his regiment was
then quartered, after which he was to receive an igno-
minious discharge from the army. While in this prison,
Ellis, in a fit of temper, cut into shreds every scrap of
his clothes, kit and bedding and for this misdemeanor he
was sentenced by the court martial to ten days’ solitary
confinement, with bread and water, in a darkened cell.

On the fourth day of this solitary confinement, his
past life came up before him, and God began to show him
the exceeding sinfulness of his sins. Little snatches of
Gospel hymns he had heard on different occasions came

~ back to him, and then suddenly he heard a voice saying
to him in clear distinct tones, “Come unto Me, all ye that
labor and are heavy laden, and T will give you rest.”
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Matt. 11:28. As he listened, he was overcome with a
strange feeling. Again he heard that clear, distinct voice:
“Marvel not that I said unto thee, ye must be born again,”’
John 3:7. For a while there was a fierce struggle in the
breast of that poor lost soul, as the devil tried to retain
the hold that he had gotten, but at last the love of God
conquered, that hard heart and stubborn will were bro-
ken, and Ellis found himself with faltering lips repeating
the words of a hymn he had sometimes heard at a Gespel
service :—

“Just as T am, without one plea,

But that Thy blood was shed for me,

And that Thou bid’st me come to Thee,
O Lamb of God, I come!”

He praved, “O God, for Christ’s sake, please forgive
me all my sins, and make me one of your children.” -His
prayer was answered, and he found himself flooded with
peace and joy, a new creature in Christ Jesus, The bur-
den of his sins had rolled away forever, and in its place
had come a hunger for the Word, and a desire to become
a true witness for God.

Four months after this, Ellis was sent back to Eng-
land, discharged from the army, without a characfer and
without a friend in the world. At first he found it diffi-
cult to secure employment, but after a while he secured a
position in his native town. He was never ashamed to tell
out what great things God had done for him either in mis-
sion hall, in workshop, in open-air meetings at the gate
of the foundry where he was employed, or even from the
steps of the town hall of that busy manufacturing town.

Then the war broke out. Everybody in England was
at the highest pitch of excitement. Crowds flocked to the
recruiting offices. Very few seemed to remember what
TJesus said to us when He preached the sermon on the
mount. All Ellis could think of was that here was a won-
derful opportunity to redeem his past bad character in the
army. At the recruiting office, he told them plainly that
he had been discharged from the army without a character
previously, and they refused to let him rejoin. He tried
again and again, but in vain. Nothing daunted, Ellis ap-
pealed to the King., THe wrote to His Majesty, King
George, and told him of his past evil career in the army,
but that since then he had been converted, and asking
him to be kind enough to let him back in his army, and he
wotild do his best to retrieve his past evil character.

Three davs later a letter was received from the King’s
secretary, saying that if he were medically fit, the mili-
tary authorities would accept his services, and the secre-
tary added: “His Majesty directs me to tell you so.”

Ellis re-enlisted in his old regiment which was sent to .
Trance and he was soon in the trenches, and he did not
fail to prove a bold witness for Jesus Christ. IHe was soon
scattering Testaments and Gospel literature amongst the
men of his regiment, and he had a meeting with them
every night. When the bullets and shells were humming
the loudest above them, he would start,singing a hymn,
and abeove the din of the battle would be heard the Gospel
song of the men in Ellis’s trench,

“Theu, O Christ, art all T want;
More than all in Thee T find.”

And again,

“Cover my defenceless head
With the shadow of Thy wing.”

Some extracts from his letters are interesting. “Before
leaving England I used to kneel down in the barrack room
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to pray for my comrades. My next bed-fellow, to whom
I often spoke, has accepted Christ, and is with me now
witnessing for Christ. May he, and each of us, grow in
grace and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Je-
sus Christ! He have all sorts come to our Gospel meet-
ings, atheists, R. C.’s, Unitarians, and those who think
(because oftentimes they hear it preached, alas!) that
death in battle will save them; others think they can, like
the dying thief, be saved at thc last hour, forcrcttmq that
whilst one thief was thus saved, one was lost; but thank
God every question asked can be solved by the Word of
God. T thank God that He saved me and has kept me
ever since. When I was converted I did not know Genesis
from Revelation. When in the trenches, every spare mo-
ment I gét T use in reading the Word of God. Some chap-
ters I have read twenty times in one day. Oh! what com-
fort I find in God’s precious Book.”

After serving six months, Ellis was promoted to
Lance-Corporal, and three months later was promoted to
Lance-Sergeant for gallantry on the field for “bringing
into a place of safety, under heavy machine gun fire, a
wounded comrade who had been left behind” The same
night, whilst a party of his regiment occupied a dangerous
postion, he was mortally wounded, and shortly afterwards
his ransomed spirit departed to be with Christ.

The subjoined is a copy of a letter sent to and gra-
ciously acknowledged by His Majesty, King George:—
“To the King’s Most Excellent Majesty.

“Sir,—A desire has been expressed that your Majesty
should be informed of the brave and gallant conduct, and
death, of Lance-Sergeant Bernard Ellis, King’s Royal
Rifles, in France . Your Majesty will probably remember
that this was the soldier, who was discharged from the
army with ignominy, and who, at the commencement of
the war, vainly tried to re-enlist, and who eventually
wrote to your Majesty for permission (which was most
graciously given) to do so. On the 24th of February
Lance-Corporal Ellis was promoted Lance-Sergeant for
a gallant action on the battlefield the previous day. The
same ‘evening he was mortally wounded, dying the next
morning,

“Here before me lies a communication from one ‘of
his comrades telling the sorrowful news; he also adds that
Sergeant Ellis was a good worker for God;, and a brave
soldier of his King and country, and he it was that led me
io the Saviour. 3

“I am enclosing a copy of “Two Pardons’ (for which
see Ellis), ‘Willie the Bugler,” ‘The Royal invitation,” and
‘Private J. Wallace's Letters from the Front,” with desire
that your Majesty may be pleased to accept the same. I
remain your Majesty’s faithful and dutiful servant,

Let us pray that God will ramc up many such ambas-
sadors. in the trenches,

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PERFECTING THAT WHICH CONCERNS US.

Do you lay hold of the unseen, the spiritual, with as
much earnestness as you do the seen, the tangible? The
things unhandled and unseen are more real than the things
handled and seen. Jesus said, “Handle Me.” The most
unreal to the world was the most real to the Father, and
even to Thomas the doubter. He was seen of the twelve
and of upwards of five hundred at one time. THe was in
the world, and the world saw Him not, Was He any the
less real? Can you handle the Word of God? Tt is more
real than the heavens,» They shall pass away, but the
Word of God abideth forever.

First comes that which is natural and afterwards that
which is spiritual. Do not stop at the first, the first is not
the final. Man reverses the order: the last he sets at
nought, and that which is natural he tries to make first
and final. Man’s thought is “Let us build us a city and a
tower whose top may reach unto Heaven.” That is man’s
way, linking earth to heaven with bricks.

In mercy, God stopped man in the building of the
tower, but he has not learned the lesson. Later on, one
boasted, “Is not this great Babylon that I have built?”
And man has been trying to build permanent habitations
ever since. But we who believe have learned a secret, We
know that if our earthly tabernacle be dissolved, we have
an eternal building, not made with hands. The dissolving
of the earthly can start now with us. If our outward man
perish, we have a building of God. ]

Paul knew what it was to keep his body under, so that
the superstructure might be built over. He testified, “The
inward man is renewed day by day.” Take time that the
inward man may be built up and renewed, that it may be
fitted for the eternal habitation prepared for it. :

There was motre work in the Temple of Solomon than
appeared on the outside. The stone, wood, the gold over-
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laving, the curtains and all the appliances were all hidden
within the temple. So in the spiritual habitation built up
for God, hidden within, are the gifts, the graces and the
fruits of the Spirit. The manifestation of the Spirit is
given to every man to profit withal, the first profit being
to ourselves, so that our profiting may appear to all. The
new man within is Christ Jesus!

The tabernacle was useful in its time, but it had to give
way to the temple. Although it was very precious in its
time, there were no regrets expressed at the dedication of
the temple at the loss of the old. And though this outward
tabernacle may perish, we have a building of God. The
former things shall not come into remembrance. Take
care that the building of God may be throughly furnished
and complete within. The tabernacle had its use in its day,
but it had to give way to the glorious, beautiful, perfected
temple. Badgers’ skins had to give way to cedar, and your
badgers’ skins have to give way to the wrought gold with-
in. “The king’s daughter is all glorious within.” Look
well to the in-furnishings; see that the flame at the altar
goes not out neither day nor night, and that the morning
and evening sacrifice is offered continually. You need
the Blood in the morning, and you need the Blood in the
evening, not only for yourself, but for the sins of the peo-
ple. You must bring the sacrifice, the Lamb, before God
morning and evening, not only on behalf of yourselves,
the Israel of God, but on behalf of those who are without.
Supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks
should be made for all men.

How blessed it is to look up to God in faith and de-
clare, “Ie will perfect that which concerneth me. He
will furnish and complete the temple within. He will do
it all. Having commenced the good work, He will com-
plete it!” If we only knew His infinite tender care, we
would never doubt again. T.et us let go to Him, and trust
iHim. Job said, “He performeth the thing that is ap-
pointed for me,” and cannot we say the same? Jesus
said, “The work that Thou gavest me to do have I fin-
ished,” and all His works are perfect.

If every Scripture was fulfilled concerning Him, and
not till every jot and tittle of it was fulfilled could the Son
lay down His life, can we not trust Him to fulfill every
jot and tittle, and every detail to the completed, full and
perfect work within us? “I have finished the work Thou
gavest Me to do,” preceded, “It is finished.” Can we net
trust a perfect Saviour to do a perfect, finished work
within us? [Let us trust Him to perfect that which con-
cerneth us. - He can say no more. He has said, “It is fin-
ished.”” T.et us trust and thank Him. By so deing we ac-
knowledge that He has perfected our salvation.

In what sense is Jesus the Mighty God as in Isa.

Ans. That Jesus is God is declared in many Scriptures.
He is God the same as the Father is God, the same as the
Spirit is God. To deny Jesus is God is to deny His Deity,
and is to become in reality a Unitarian. The late General
Council in St. Louis declares it to be “our express duty

to ascribe unto the Son all the attributes of Deity
and to give Him all the honor and the glory contained in
all the names and titles of the Godhead, except those which
express relationship. But this does not belittle or exclude
the Father, for the next clause adds, “And thus honor the
Son even as we honor the Father.” It merely means that
as to Deity we honor Him as equal to the Father. That is,
He has the same divine nature, the sgame essence, substance
or being that the Father has, that in this respect they are
one. Is the Father everywhere? So is the Son. Is the Fa-
ther omnipotent? So is the Son. Hence Isa. 9:6 is only in
keeping with many other Scriptures that Jesus is God; and
that' He is the “mighty” one is only in keeping with what
Jesus Himself says when He claims all power in heaven and
in earth. Truly Jesus is the Mighty God, so also the Father
is the Mighty God; yet there are not two Gods but one. Do
you see it? Each identity in the Godhead is God, but not
without or to the exclusion of the other. Nay, only in vital
union with them. Oh hallelujah to Jesus our Saviour, the
Mighty God.

Because the atmosphere was filled with contention to
this effect, some have understood my article entitled “Who
is Jesus Christ,” in which I set Him forth as the Mighty
God, to mean that I meant Jesus was the Trinity, or that
the name of the Trinity is Jesus Christ or that Jesus only is
God. I certainly meant none of these things, nor does the
article say any of these things, Tt is not a discussion of the
Trinity at all, and is meant only to exalt Jesus with the ti-
tles and names of Deity such as the General Council says it
is both our duty and our joy to ascribe unto Him.

Let us not fear to exalt Him in a true Bible way, because
some one else unscripturally slips in the little word “only”’
in such a way as to imply wrongly that there is no distinc-
tion between Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The Spirit is
given to help us exalt Jesus.

158. Rom. 8:9 says if any man have not the Spirit of
Christ, he is none of His. Can any one have the Spirit with-
out. the baptism with the Holy Ghost?

Ans. There are different senses in which one may have
the Spirit. Before Pentecost Jesus said to the disciples “He
dwelleth with you,” John 14:17. They did not have the bap-
tism or the Spirit as a New Testament gift in them to abide
forever; but they had Him “with them.” So today believers
may have the presence of the Spirit, giving them joy and wit-
ness to their sonship, and yet not possess the Spirit as a per-
petual gift as He is bestowed in the baptism.

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Ans. Christ is the head of the church or body.
are in Him, we must be in the church, His body.

JESUS GIVES SIGHT TO THE BLIND.

Lesson Text.—John 9:1-38.

Golden Text.— ‘I am the light of the
world.” John 9:5.

Leading Thought.—A faithful wit-
ness.

The feeding of the five thousand
opened the way for the wonderful dis-
course on the Bread of Life. Now
again in the ogening of the man’s eyes,
who was born blind, do we have the
basis for Christ’s wonderful declaration,
“I am the light of the world.” John the
evangelist has a definite purpose in the
recording of each miracle. Perhaps he
drew closer to the heart of Jesus, and
caught more deeply the spiritual signif-
fcance of each than did the other evan-
gelists. Someone has said, ‘“While
every miracle wrought by Christ is an
acted parable, each of the eight that
John recorded is always the text of some
great truth of salvation, the trunk of a
tree which bears healing leaves and the
fruit of some essential teaching."”

1. The Blind Man Healed, Vs. 1-7.
“He saw. a man,” probably as He was
going into the temple on the Sabbath
of worship after the feast. Those search-
ing compassionate eyes of Jesus! They
saw the helpless man at the pool of
Bethesda. They say Mary weeping over
her brother Lazarus. ch. 11:33. They
saw the troubled boatload of disciples
on Lake Galilee. And even looking
from the cross in the last agony of death
they saw His mother and His beloved
disciple. How often has He seen us
when none other knew or cared.

“He saw me in my lost estate,

His lovingkindness—O how great!"”

The disciples noted that glance
enough to put the question as to whose
sin had caused the man's deplorable
condition. It was the well accepted
Jewish opinion that someone, if not the
man himself, then his parents, was re-
sponsible for the sufferer, whatever his
difficulty might be! Job’s friends took
that view of the case until God exploded
their theory. Job 42:7-10. Sin does
bring affliction, for its wages are death,
but we not always trace particular cases

self approved unto God.
aworkman that need-
eth not {o be ashamed:
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of affliction to particular sins. Nor is
God pleased to have us wholesalely con-
demn those whose bodieg are afflicted.
Jesus never did. Point them rather to
the One who has borne all the sin and
suffering for the world. Christ gives
the reason for the man’s affliction—
“that the works of God should be made
manifest in him.” And there are others
like him today. ILet us not overlook the
admonition in verse 4. How faithfully,
how untiringly Jesus worked the works
of God, those three short years of pub-
lic ministry. How poorly many of His
professed followerg emulate His exam-
ple! That the night is almost upon us
is of little concern to some. The day of
opportunity and ability is fast ending.
God help us who are of the day ‘““to wateh
and be sober,” ‘“redeeming the time, be-
cause the days are evil.” Christ's use
of the spittle has been very foolishly
construed by some as an excuse to use
natural means in preference to trust-
ing divine power. There was no
thought of the spittle being a curative
agency. Perhaps there was the thought
of encourag{ng the blind man’s faith by
this simple means. But it is ridiculous
to place any ability in the mere clay to
open the man’s blinded eyes. But might
we not continue the symbolism of the
miracle in the application of the clay
made from the ground with the spittle
of Him who first breathed life into clay.
“All things were made by Him''—we
should always remember this. And it
is Him—Creator of all, who speaks and

performs those things in every life which

bring deliverance and healing. It was
the very life of Jesus applied to those
sightlesgs members. It is His very life
breathed into us that makes us strong.
And then came the word of command as
to Namaan of old, “Go wash in the pool
of Siloam.” .V, 7. It was a test of the
man’'s faith and obedience. ‘Siloam,”
which means “sent.” How directly
symbolic of Jesus, the “Sent of God,”
the pool of healing, from whose waters
every one who washes therein, comes
forth seeing, made every whit whole.

2. The Blind Man's Testimony, Vs.
8-38. The man himself knew his heal-
ing was divine. To the neighbors who
questioned his identity, he boldly said,
“I am he.”” Then to their question as to
how it happened he gave a clear testi-
mony, *“I went, I washed, and T received
sight.” V. 11.. Thus he bore witness
to the common people. And now come
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the Pharisees, to whom He again gives
the same eclear convincing testimony.
Unable to dispute the man’s word they
seek to throw a shadow on the miracle
by showing Christ’s disregard of the
Sabbath day, again straining most un-
mercifully at the keeping of the Law's
letter. But this brought a division; was
their traditional law of Sabbath observ-
ance divine; or was He who wrought
these miracles so? How faithfully the
voung man walked in all the light he
had, as he answered their question as to
whom he considered Christ to be! *“He
is a prophet.” More is back of these
words than a hasty reading would im-
ply. It speaks the open true acceptance
of Jesus, just as far as the simple-heart-
ed man knew. When his parents were
questioned in the hope of further dis-
counting the miracle, even their cautious
answers for fear of the Pharisee’s dis-
favor, added more weight to the man’s
testimony. “He was born blind,” they
affirmed; and again speaks the man,
“One thing T know, that whereas'I was
blind, now I see.!” Te was a true wit-
ness—he told just what he knew. This
is what God expects of us all—faithful
witnessing. TUnable to discount the
reality of the miracle, the Pharisees
further sought to discredit.Jesus, will-
ing that the man should glorify God.
And so the world does today. They ac-
cept the testimony in part, so long as
vou do not magnify the cross, and do not
embrace the unpopular side. Christian
Science has healing; other false systems
show their miracles. Why then do they
so oppose those who stand for the su-
pernatural in religion? Because of the
cross. It is still foolishness to those
who perish, but unto us who believe it is
the power of God unto salvation. Hal-
lelujah!
high in its relationship to the Lord Jesus
Christ is the trade-mark of the true. Ac-
cept no substitute; countenance no sub-
stitute, but rather expose them. What-
ever the pleasing appearance of their
wares, death is at the heart, for only
‘“He that hath the Son, hath life.” Nev-
er tone down your testimony to suit
some modern Pharisee. It was the clear
true witnessing of the early Christians
that gave us our liberty today. And Sa-
tan is seeking to rob us of it, and per-
haps the most used means is compromise
on the part of those whom God has
brought into vietory and liberty. “Stand
fast in the liberty!” It may mean for
vou what it meant for that man—ostra-
cism, casting out from the synagogue,
ridicule and scorn. But no sooner have
they laid hands upon you to this end,
than Jesus will come along your way, in
a truer, more precious way than ever
before; and will speak to you words of
assurance and power as He did to the
man of old. Vs, 35-38.

&
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REFRESHING NEWS FROM THE
BELGIAN CONGO.

Last week we gave a short account
of the work in the Belgian Congo, and
how blessedly the Lord is providing for
His servants there. We are pleased to
print this week a letter giving fuller
details:

Just a little note of praise to God
for His goodness and mercy.

I would like to speak of several mat-
ters in which God has wonderfully pro-
vided. The natives have very little idea
of work, and after a few weeks they get
tired and stop. Thus on the saw pit
I've trained about a dozen fellows to
cut up plank; but after a week or so,
they said, ‘“Swana, it’s hard work; I'm
going to sit in the village.” So they
stop work. But, bit by bit, I got enough
planks to make a little furniture. And
at the time of building I had four short
and two long planks unused. T had very
little rope for scaffolding, but we prayed
to God to supply every need, and the
planks in hand were just enough to per-
mit me to work on a platform without
a scaffold. God saw to it that we had
enough, and now that I have moved in-
to the house, we shall need wood to
season, so that in @ few months time we
can make doors and windows (for at
present, we’ve had no doors or windows
since arriving in the Congo. We've shut
up nothing, and never had privacy.)

Hence God has sent me two trained
saw-pit natives who were taught by a
Portuguese man 700 miles southwest.
They've got converted and are turning
out my timber in splendid style. Now in
the matter of food, it is still hard to get
chickens, but we've had enough.

Our little colony of native Christians,
however, have suffered much from hun-
ger as the gardens have not started to
yield yet. On finding out what great
straits they were in last week, I took my
rifle, and went out hunting. I walked
between eighty and ninety miles in two
days, doing my best to get them meat.
I wounded a buffalo, but it got away, so
the only thing I obtained was a little
“Kashia,” a wee Gazelle no bigger than
a collie dog. Not much for thirty starv-
ing natives, but as I divided up the lit-
tle animal, I showed them my blistered
feet, and told them I'd done my best,
and we must praise- God, even for send-
ing us a little.

So we had a praise meeting around
the wee Kashia (might explain that
though there's lots of game, the rain
has now been falling off and on for
two months, and the undergrowth is so
rank and thick, that one can often get
five or six yards from the biggest game
without obtaining a shot.)

This week the neighborhood has been
troubled by a lion: it has been stalking
the women as they go to their gardens
from a village about four miles from
here, and I've often heard it roaring

around us as I lay in bed at night. Now

as a rule (with the exception of ele-
phants) big game do not come within
a few miles of the mission, because of
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the great number of villages dotted here
and there in the forest. Naturally, our
opposers, ready for an opening, began
to darkly hint that our God was not up
to much, for His people were without
food, and now threatened by a lion!
But Jehovah Jirah had sent the lion
with a special purpose; for he fright-
ened and scattered the big herds of buf-
falo in the marshes and forests some
miles north of here. Consequently a
woman accosted me almost inarticulate
with fright this morning. She'd gone
early to work in her manioc field, and
almost fallen over three great buffalo.
They had evidently gone there for safe-
ty from the lion.

I got my rifle, and soon was off along
the spoor. After about two miles, I
came upon them feeding, on.the oppo-
site of a rocky valley, in full view. Took
a long shot, and dropped one fine big
one. So after walking over eighty miles,
without success, God sent us 800 pounds
of good beef and had a lion to chase it
to within two miles of our own door for
us. Oh, Hallelujah! as much as sixteen
men could stagger home under (and two
extra to carry the skin).

So we had another praise meeting
around the dead buffalo, and took the
opportunity of explaining to the scores
of villagers who quickly came on the
scene, that God always works for those
who trust and wait for Him.

Then again, tinned milk is very hard
to get. This week we have come to our
last tin. Yesterday, Bro. Salter re-
marked that there was only enough milk
for another day; but El Shaddai knew,
and today a fine milk goat arrived, and
with the promise of another to follow
tomorrow—a present from a Belgian
adm‘nistrator who has been very kind
to us, and wishes to dispose of his goats
as he is leaving the district. You can
imagine our hearts were full as we sat
down to our meal. and saw the fine bot-
tle of fresh milk which our Father had
sent along.

Oh magnify the Lord with me and let
us exalt His name together. I sought
the Lord, and He heard me and deliv-
ered me from all my fears. They
looked unto Him, and were lightened,
and their faces were not ashamed. This
poor man cried and the Lord heard him,
and saved him out of all his troubles.
This, beloved, is our Lord, and He is to
ke our portion throughout eternity.

Last summer, at a camp meeting, I
was asked to take the afternoon meet-
ing. I took the 1st book of Corinthians,
and went through it. God used it, I
know He did, and the people received a
lot of Bible, and began to see just what
they believed in the Word. And it was
always followed by an altar service,
waiting upon God for the baptism. I do
not believe in planning out cut and
dried meetings. but I do believe our peo-
ple need to know what the Bible teaches
and to know the Word. And two or three
hours of Bible study each morning, spent
in the Word with pencil and note book
would help our young men to store
away material to uge in their meetings.
The Spirit must have the Word to draw
from, and we are to know the Word and
He will illuminate, and reveal, and use,
and bring it forth. I believe every mes-

Sai Nam has been building and pre-
paring for several months for the great-
est idol worship festival this city has
ever had. Several thousands of- visitors
are expected in the city to feast and wor-
ship. FEast of us only a few rods, there
has been built an immense “‘paang’” of
bamboo, about 220 feet square and 180
feet high, In this, seyeral hundred idols
are to be displayed and also hundreds
of paper ‘mages, which represent certain
spirits which have been rescued out of
hell Flowers, new clothes, music, and
a feast will be furnished the idols as a
thanksgiv'ng for their protection of Sal
Nam during the recent revolution. Just
to the west of us, only a stone’s throw, is
a big circus, to furnish amusement to
the throngs of people. We are in the
very heart of the devil’s playground, and
it is here that we are planning to open
up the “Fountain of Living Water” to
the thirsty throngs. We trust that the
other missionaries and native workers
will be able to co-operate with us in
preaching and selling Gospels.

We have just closed a series of meet-
ings, two of three services a day, all of
which were attended by big, attentive
crowds. One service ran exactly three
hours, and to the close, a crowded house
gave the best attention I have ever seen
in China. There are some four or five
men now waiting for baptism. T have
never seen better opportunities than
now. People are coming almost all
hours of the day to inquire, or to bring
some question to us about the Bible. My
goul is surely stirred to push this Gospel
before Jesus comes.

Yesterday we left early in the morn-
ing and got back last night. We walked
into some of the interior villages not
vet reached with the Gospel, and be-
tween the five of us, we sold between
eighty and 100 Gospels, and preached to
several hundreds. Pray with us that
God will water these seeds.—Willa B.
Lowther.

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THE TRUE CONDITION OF INDIA.

Much Prayer Needed for this Most Dif-
ficult Field

In vour issue of “The Weekly Evan-
gel,’” dated December 9, 1916, I noticed
an article from Brother A, A. Blake-
ney of Orai, the heading of which was
“A Plea for.More Prayer for India.” I
would like to endorse what our brother
has said. He writes “my conviction is
this, that unless we pray down convic-
tion of sin and of the truth of the Gos-
pel upon the hearts of these poor peo-
ple, they will never turn.”

I know it is very difficult for the
Lord’s people in other lands to under-
stand things as they are in India, that
is why I feel that God will hold us mis-
sionaries very responsible, and He is
calling: us to be faithful in witnessing
to the heathen, and in praying for them.
Yet at the same time God is doing won-
derful things in these days, praise His
Holy name, and is leading many of His
people out into a life of intercession
which they knew nothing of before; and
maybe these lines would be read by
some who are feeling already a deep bur-
den for India and her needs.

We know that when Daniel under-
stood by books the number of the years,
whereof the word of the Lord came to
Jeremiah the prophet, that He would
accomplish seventy years in the deso-
lations of Jerusalem, Daniel set his face
unto the Lord QGod, to seek by prayer
and supplications, with fasting, and
sackeloth and ashes, to pray for the ac-
complishment of that which God had be-
forehand promised should be done. Yes,
the Lord had said ‘‘after seventy be ac-
complished at Babylon I will visit you,
and perform my good word toward you,
in causing you to return to this place.”
What a sure word of promise, yet Dan-
iel was called upon to pray. .

And hath not our heavenly Father
said to His only begotten Son, “Ask of
Me, and I.will give Thee the nations for
thine inheritance?” The day is soon
coming when this wonderful second
Psalm will be wholly fulfilled and Jesus
shall have all the nations for His in-
heritance, praise God. So we pray, “Thy
Kingdom come;” but His people, united
to Him, can ask in Jesus’ name, that
even here and now He may have many
from this nation for His inheritance. It
is not enough that the Word be faith-
fully preached unto them, and that they
hear and understand it. God has verily
to lay bare His arm to pull them out of
this kingdom of darkness.

I have been privileged to witness to
the truth in many, many villages, both
in this district and also in other parts
of this province. Hungry souls, seeking
for the truth, have not been what I have
met with, but for the most part it has
been careless indifference, or a passive
accepting of what one has said, “Yes,
yes, it is all true what you have said,”
but there the matter ends, and no defi-
nite decision for the Lord is made, or it
has amounted to active opposition. Oh
how my soul has been stirred within me
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as I have stood in a heathen village with
a mob around me shouting victory to
one of their gods, making their choice
poor souls; not only refusing to hear
themselves, but also trying to prevent
others from listening. We have realized
the mighty, mighty power of the pre-
cious Blood of Jesus as we have passed
through some guch experiences.

My fellow worker and I were able, on
one occasion, to visit a district where
the Mass-Movement was in progress.
Perhaps someone might ask “What is
meant by the Mass-movement?” In
some parts of the country numbers, from
among the low caste, are asking for bap-
tism, and are coming out as Christians.
This is called the Mass-movement. It
seems very encouraging to think of
many coming out of heathenism, but
much prayer is needed for these i)eop]e
that they might not become only nomi-
nal members of the church. Among
those whom we visited we found women
who had been baptized (sprinkled), but
who were quite ignorant of the Gospel.
I asked one whom she called upon, and
she said Ram, a Hindu incarnation,
much worshipped in India. Another
woman was asked in my presence who
Jesus is, and she did not know. After
being told three times and made to an-
swer, she was asked again, and her re-
ply was ‘“some other god,” but who or
what, she had not the vaguest idea of.

One of the missionaries told me that
she had at first been against baptizing
until the people were more ready, but
she had come to see afterwards that by
being baptized they took a definite place,
and the missionaries then could claim
them as belonging to their church, and
could teach them. These were not Pen-
tecostal missionaries. I have not heard
of a Mass-movement in any of the sta-
tions where Pentecostal Missionaries
are working. One is very glad to hear
of people laying themselves open to be
taught, but we realize too that not until
they are truly born again can Jesus be
able to see anything of the travail of
His soul in them.

Sometimes it seems strange what hap-
pens. A missionary connected with one
of these big societies, but who is bap-
tized in the Holy Spirit, told me of one
district where he had worked for a
while. A predecessor had reported
about five hundred converts, but when
he went there he said it would have been
difficult to count ten. What had be-
come of them? One cannot tell; gone
back into heathenism perhaps. Does In-
dia need prayer? Yea verily. Praise
God for the few who have come out on
His side: “Who hath despised the day
of small things?’’ but our hearts long
for the day when Jesus shall come unto
His own.

A report of the census of the British
empire shows that more than a half of
the entire number of men and women
under British rule follow the Hindu re-
ligion; that Islam claims another quar-
ter of the inhabitants of the empire; and
that the remainder is made up of Chris-
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tians (including those of the United
Kingdom, Ireland, the colonies, and In-
dia), and of Buddhists, Jains, Jews, etc.
If we confine our attention to India
(with Burmah) there are less than 3
millions of Christians (Europeans and
Indians all told) against 207 millions of
Hindus, 62 millions of Mohammedans,
and about 22 millions of Buddhists and
other small sects. It makes one feel
serious as one reads these things, and
long for the day when Jesus shall reign.

He is coming soon, praise His Holy
Name.—G. Elkington, Goshainganj, In-
dia.

I have, in the past two years
trained several Mexican workers, but
while they are excellent workers, they
need American oversight. Let us unite

‘in prayer and faith that we shall see

several more missionaries here on the
field.—H. C, Ball.
