Thot is. it has a literal fulfillment for the Jews and the 
la"d of I'alcstine. ami a spiritual fulfillment for the 
church of Cod. Israel is a t)l'e of the church, and Caa­
nail, Tsrael's inheritance, is a type of Ollr inheritance 
thl'(lll!,;h Jesus Christ. (see ITeb. 3 :18-1<) and the 4th ch.). 
The promises marie to Israel arc therefore to be taken lit­
erally. but for the church they arc to he taken spiritually, 
and ~n with the ordinances and c011lmandments. 

For insta"ce, the seventh day was to be literal1y kept 
as a day of rest, when all Jabor 1l111~t cease; no work of 
anv kind to he done; 110 manna was to he g-athered on that 
d;lV. thl1:-\ tcaching that 011r rest (in Christ) mllst come 
without works. for we 111USt cease from ottr labors as 
(;nd did from [Tis, (scc Ikb. 4:IO; :lfatl. ":28) and as 
til('y '\'l'r(' commallcieci to gather on the sixth day enoug-h 
111:111lla to last the111 through the seventh. so Illust we

Its Spiritual Significance 
"1)e glad !,e children of Zion." Zio11 is a type of the 

church of Co" (sce Ileb. 12:22). The children of Zion 
were the Jcws, Cod's covenant people. whom I-Te had de­
livered from the power of the oppressor. The children of 
the spiritual Zion are the saints, Gnd's new covenant peo­
ple whom I Ie hath delivered from the power of sin. Thlls 
we find that the promise of the latter rain, (God's Spirit, 
s~e Isa. 44 :3) is to be poureelllron the saved. or the chil­
dren of Zion (the church) and we can now understand 
Jesus when He speaks concerning the Spirit, saying, 
"\\'hol11 the world (the ullsaved) cannot receive." Jno. 
'4 :17· 

"Be Glad then Ye Children of Zion 
and rejoice in the Lord your God." Some who have 
thought this great baptism (Acts T :8) was a second 
work of grace to cleanse llS from the Ac1amic nature, have 
said that in order to receive it we must weep and mourn 
and consecrate until we receive the blessing. But God 
has said, aBe glad, rejoice." Jeslls, speaking to I-lis dis­
ciples before Pentecost, said "Now :re are clean" (Jno. 
IS :3) and commanded them to wait in Jerusalem unti l 
the)' received the Spirit from on high, Luke 2449 and 
Acts I '4-5. And taking them out as far as Bethany, He 
lifted up ITis hands and blessed them (here another bless· 
ing before Pentecost) and they worshipped Him and re­
turned to Jerusalem with great joy, ahel were continually 
in the temple, praising and blessing GaeL Luke 29 :50, 
52, 53· The)' were fulfilling what God had spoken by 
t he prophet Joel when He said, "Be glad ye children of 
Zion and rejoice in the Lord your God." And to all seek­
ers for this great baptism of -the Spirit we would say, get 
your right, come right under thc hlood of Jeslls. become 
a spiritual Jew or one of the ncw covenant people of God, 
hy faith in Jesus Christ, come to the place where you know 
you are right with God where there are no doubts in yonr 
heart. Then. ((rejoice in t.he Lorc1 your God," ilpraising 
TTim continually," asking IIim for ((rain in this time of 
latter rai1l:' 3nd as you ({delight yourself in the Lord" He

2.2R. Acts 2 :17. The l1nited States; the foreign and 
heathen countries and in the Islands of the sea, men, 'Yom­
en, boys and girls. rich. poor, bond and free . those who 
are highly cultured and those who are illiterate. all alike 
are receiving the Holy Spirit and are "speaking in other 
tongues 'l in this great outpouring of God's Spirit.

Sec Jas. -' 7. \\'c 
read of such a drouth in the book of King'S ([ King-s. chs. 
'7 and IS). Elijah prayed for rain and the time bf rc­
frcshing came aftcr the long drouth. The season of rain 
camC' again. the latter rain. 

111 this wc see Cod's great plan and the condition of 
the church. Tie sent the former rain (Ilis Spirit) upon 
the early church, the secd sprang- up and Illultiplied rapid-
1\-. three thou.c;and in aile da\'. fivc thousand at another. 
por three hundred y('ar~ the ~chl1rch prosp~red and g-rcw. 
Th('n camo the caterpillars and locusts in the form of 
Pagan ism and Roman Catholicism.

For some years 1 hafl secll that 
thoSl' who \voldd meet the Lord in the air at T lis coming 
were a scJect<:ci company, ,IFirst-fruits," "first resurrec­
tionists," "first-horn," "the King-'s datlg-htcr," in contra­
distinction lO "the virgins her companions that foflow 
her," and such likt· terms, conducted 111e into that part 
of the mystery of (;orl. Theil I presently saw the import­
ancr that translation pla\'cd in the prog-ram of Gorl. Since 
the "first- fruit s," or Ilthcy that are Ch ri st's at lTi s C0111-

ing." comprised' two partics--one fr0111 among- the dead, 
as "first resurrectionists/' and one from among the liv­
ing-, as tran slated ones-it followed that those from among 
th" d"ad could not be released, ncither could Chri st come, 
till from among- the living- there was a company who ful­
filled the conditions connected with translation. 

What wcre the qualifications for translation? Paul, 
in speaking- of those who Hare Christ's at Hi s coming," 
hearh'll s hack to Lev, 23. that wondrous chapter of lithe 
fcasts of the Lord." Its lherein-mentioned Passover feast 
we ar<.' familiar with in man\' parts of Scripture. as typi­
cal of th" slain f.amb, om blcssed Lord on the Cross. But 
had not Paul g-iven us hi s glorious T Cor. L5 :20, we 
should never have known that the waving- of the Hsheaf 
of wh"at" of Lev. 2.1 typified Christ in lli s resurrection 
-the first I'first-fruits" to God o f a new creation-nor 
should we have knowil that the second "first-fruits" of 
Lrv. 2,,:I 5-r7 typified "they that arc Chri st's at T lis COI11-

ing-"-bllt the Word of God states both, and that makes 
all clral'. 

;-';ow, let us ser what God has enclosed in the figure. 
if we wou ld understand what is meant by first-fruits, eith­
er in resurrection or in translation, "Ye sl1al1 bring out 
of your habitations two wa\'e loaves of two tenth deals; 
t he\' shall be of fine flour: they sha il be baken with 
leaven: they arc the first-fruits" (i. e,. second first-fruits, 
Christ Himself being- thc first). "Vh)' /wo wave loaves? 
Ikcause I Thess. 4 :1.\-17 tells us that "they that arc 
Christ's at TTi s coming" will be in two companies, one 
from among' the dead. one from among the living. The 
requirements for both are searching-. "Thcy shall be of 
fifle flour." Jesus tells us (John 12 :24) that wheat must 
abide alone. except it die, and flour speaks so clearly of 
of the crushed and death stale of the wheal'. and" iine 
f1onr," with the fig-lire drawn from the crude mills of the 
East, speaks of "deaths oft," repeated grindings and shift­
ing-s, with a great expenditure of time and labor, to make 
flour fine. Tn India, with their hatHI ... mills. I have often 
watched the many processes, a month beforc the holidays. 
to make flOllr fine enough for cakes and confections for 
Christma!i'. The wheat must oft-times be remanded to 
the g-rind ing of the upper and nether mill-stones, and 
sifted again and al!ain through cloth of coarse, fine, and 
still fincr ~rades. In IIebrcw it is the same \von1. we are 
told, for the g-rinding- of the women at the mills. and the 
contriting of the human heart. "J dwell in the high and 
hoh' place, with him also that is of a contrite (a ground) 
and humble spirit." etc. (Isa. ';?:l5). 

Thus first resurrection Christians and translated 
Christians arc fille floHr . It is also sa id "the" shal. be 
ba'>rIl." They arc first-fruits. They have availed them­
seh'es of the glorious pro\'ision of :-r att. 3: II: "H" slwll 

baptiz(' )'uu with the lIoly Chost and fire." In other 
words. they arc Pentecostal fruits; and as sllch the~ an.:

I s the Pentecostal baptism an act, an experi ence, or 
a life' For the making of Pentecostal fruits, or those 
who arc Chri st's at IIis coming, it must be all three. For 
we read of these fruits, "they a rc baken with leaven," I 
once asked a housekeeper what became of the yeast or 
leaven when her bread was done, She said it was gone; 
the fire baked it out. So it is a dwelling in the flame of 
Divine love that "bakes out," not merely the sin, but the 
all o f ou r poor nature, transmitting it, as faith takes hold 
of the exceeding great and precious promises, to the Di­
vine nature (2 Pet. 1:4). Thus it is the P entecostal 'bap­
tism as a life- a remaining in the fire-that gives to 
" hrist ill us" Pentecostal or first-fruits to God and the 
Lamb! 

:\ ow, the precious promise of 1 Thess. 5 :23 embodies 
for us the same glowing purpose of God as is conveyed in 
the type of the Pentecostal fruits. Entire sanctification 
(i. C., setting apart frolll sin and self, setting apart to the 
fulness of life in Gar!) of spirit, soul, and body, 'w/il 
Jesus come. Thi s was the offer of God to the first age of 
the church . 

Instead o f progress, we read o f early declen sions 
among that first-baptized company; as leaking vessels 
they let the \Vorel of the Lord run out, it not being mixed 
with faith in those that hea rd it, and each succeeding gen­
eration let the \Vord- in its fulncss-slip. ~TOW, again, 
the light is breaking-. oh , so strongly! all the Lord for the 
body. As never before. the Lord is summoning us with 
clarion call to the full provi sion of Gospel grace. Happy 
ther who ,hall appropriate th e golden treasure! Sancti­
fied, set apart from all that would hindee the fulness of the 
lifc of God in every part-spirit, soul. and body.

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THE. NEEDS OF DARKEST I DIA. 
A Talk di.:en at the Evangel Home by W . K. Norton of 

.I3enares, India. 
As one who was born among the people of India, I 

want to come to you as a representative of those people 
to te ll YOll of their needs. I could tell about the work in 
the past, but the Lord knows al1 about that, andi I would 
rather tell of the great prospect there is in the future as 
we seize the opportunities that are now open to us. 

The people of India are similar to us in many respects 
-T belicve they are of the Caucasian race; they have the 
same features, and thc same kind of eyes that we have­
the only seeming difference is that their skin is of a dark­
er color thHn ours. But spirituaJly they are altogether 
different. It is ten years since I have becn in this coun­
t ry and I cannot but make a comparison between the peo­
ple here and there. Over here the women have great ad­
vantag-cs O\'cr the women of India. Ilerc a woman is re­
spected. she is considered an e'luai. Here if " man and 
wife go Ollt together. the man bears the load. But over 
there it is just the reverse. the women have to take the 
back place in everything. They have to carry the loads. 
"Vhell they are Ollt together, the woman has to take the 
plact' hehind. and the man walks in front like a lord. 

In the census. which· is carefully taken. it is found that 
1110re g-irls are horn in India than boys, ?et the male pop­
ulation is ~reatl \' in excess of that of the women. The 
womell die milch earlier than the men. In olden times 
la rge nllmbers of the gi rl babies were sacrificed, and 
thrown into the rivers. The government in Ind ia will 
not allow this, but it is believed that this is still going on 
in secret. 

TIut God is working in India. Christian education is 
coming in and things are being changed,. My father tel ls 
the story that when one of the missionaries in the early 
days wanted to teach some of the wOmen to r ead, a man 
sa id, uThere's my cow over here; you had better go and 
educate the cow. You could never teach my wife to read. 

You had better try your education on the cow." But, 
praise the Lord, this spirit is being changed. 

Our work is in Benares, a city of a population of a 
quarter of a million. Benares was built long before Rome, 
and is a city contemporary with Kinevah and Babylon. 
Stoddard says there are about seven hundred millions of 
people who -look to Benares as their spiritual center. It 
is the mecca of the Hinelu religion, and: the Buddhists 
gave out their doctrines from Benares in the old days. 
Mrs. Besant has the headquarters of Theosophy in Be­
nares also, Theosophy is just a form of Hinduism, teach­
ing the transmigration of souls anel other Hindu doc­
trine~. 

I went first to Benares on business and was much im­
pressed with the need of Christian workers to preach the 
Gospel of Jesus Christ amongst the countless hosts of 
pilgrims who found their way to this holy city to endeavor 
to find some kind of salvation from sin there. There are 
mission schools and also medical work in Benares in con­
nection with missionary boards, but I saw very little real 
effort to get the Gospel among the pilgrims. God called 
us to work there to cia our best to give these many souls 
the Gospe! of JeS\IS Christ. 

There 1'5 only one way you can rightly realize condi­
tions and that is to come over and see them for your­
selves. One ttrne I saw a woman outside of our house 
measuring hcr way along the dusty road . She would lay 
herself down in the dust, and make a mark at the place 
where her hands had been, then get up andl from that place 
lay down again. making another mark where her hands 
had gotten to, and so on, and she was thus making her 
way to the sacred city. I asked he'· where she had come 
from, and she tolel me the name of a place over a thou­
sand miles awav, and she had measured herself the whole 
journey through. She had been two years on the way. 
Her knees and elbows were callous and she had runn ing 
sores all over her body. She had come to sce the heathen 
gods, and although T tried to tel! her of Jesus, her mind 
was so fully occuoied with her penance that she had no 
ears for the Gospel message. I told her that it would be 
all of 110 avail, bUJ she said, "God will remember my suf­
fering-s." It was very hard for her to give up the idea 
that she could attain salvation by her own efforts and 
merits. 

I saw anotHer 111an who had buried himself in the earth 
rtnd only his head was appearing'. J-Ie had been there I be­
licve some weeks and he was surrounded by his disciples. 
JTc was in g-reat pain for the wor111S were eating his body, 
and he "'as deliberately committing suicide bv the most 
painful 111ethod he knew in orcler, as he thought, to make 
merit to gain salvation and t1uts find God . I preached to 
him ahout Teslls hllt he wonld not hear, al1 he could think 
of was the il1crit of his penance. 

Another 111an had made a vow never to lie down to 
sleep again. "ihcl1 night came. he would hang- with a rope 
uncler his arms. slung- up to the branch of a tree. Al­
though he was only a young man of about thirty, he looked 
like a man of eig-ht~l-his hair \\'as prematurely gray and 
his face told of his sufferings. This he thought mi"ht 
bring him peace with God. but needless to say, such a 
C0111'Se simply agg:ravatedl his unrest. 

Althoug'h there are a few atheists al1l0ngst some who 
have taken a course in higher (?) education, the ignorant 
people are never infidels: they all believe there is a Godl, 
and that they themselves have immortal spir its. God has 
created the human race with hearts and consciences that 
can onlv be satisfied with Himself. '\Ie can never be sat­
isfied ,intil we find Him. Many of the people of Ind ia 
are really hungry for God . They are willing to sacrifice 
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their lives, they are willing to give their all that they 
mig-ht find Ifin;. Yet the, are still in darkness. God is 
looking to us to bring them the light. Shall we disap­
point Him? 

Some ask, "\\"IH' do you go to a foreign land? Are 
ther. not heathen in America that you could preach to?" 
Yes, there are heathen here in America, but there are lots 
of missions and churches. and there are pIt'Ill)" of nihlcs 
they can read if they really want to get saved. The 
heathen here are heathen by choice; the heathen of India 
arc heathen by necessity. Or rather. they are heathen 
because we have failed to obey the clear injunction of 
the ~raster to go into all the world to preach the Gospel to 
c'lIcr), creature . 

,\n old h1an asked me one time when I was preaching, 
"How long ago is it since Jesus died '" I told him that it 
was nearly nineteen hundred years. lIe said, "For many 
years I have gone from shrine to shrine, and have made 
pilgrimage after pilgrimage in search of something that 
would satisf,', how is it that this is the first time I have 
heard this story?" lIe asked question after question, ask­
ing about the people of America. whether they had the 
knowledge of Jesus. and if the way was open for them to 
travel, why did they not come over and tell the people of 
India so that the\' need not be all their lives without the 
knowledge of ITim who alone can save sinners. I had to 
admit that we have not been faithful to the Gospel mes­
sage. 

God will hold us responsible for this state of things. 
There arc 800.000 people die every month in India, peo­
ple for whom Jesus died. He told us "Go ye into all the 
world. and preach the Gospel to ever" creature." How 
we have failed to fulfill this commission! There is a di­
rect reckoning day coming, and before Jesus comes we 
need to awake to Our responsibilities and to pray, and 
give. and if If(· leads. go to be witnesses in the uttermost 
parts of the earth. 

Today is the day of opportunity in India. Large num­
bers of the low caste people are leaving their idolatry and 
comll1g to the Christian missions and demanding baptism. 
I kllow one man in the ~1ethodist mission work who has 
,.0.000 raw Christian converts on his hands to teach. One 
man cannot teach so many, and needs a number of addi­
tional workers, for the~r are all like children. and worse 
than children, for they have so many heathen customs to 
unlearn. They are coming and demanding teachers to 
teach them all about the Christian religioll. 

Dut though the Lord is working graciously, the deviLis 
by no means idle. The ~IahommedaTls are 1110re zealous 
than the Christians and are getting thousands to follow 
Islam. There is another sect known as the .\rya Samaj. 
who arc the most hitter pen.;ecntor:'. of Christi:lI1it,·, and 
it seems as if Satan himself must be their leader. . They 
II11111.1tat{'. Our methods. have open-ai r meetings and use 
mllslcal Instr1lments, and when wc arc havinf{ a meeting. 
they come as near as they can in order to get as many 
people a":ar from Our crowd as possihle. Pra.v mightily 
that In tillS lime of opportunity we shall not let the enemv 
capture these s01l1s who arc wanting to he delivered fron, 
darkuess. that !.od will mightilY un'dertake for them.

He has already comtOTled their hearts 
with the promise of His return for them, 
and ot His prepnrnllon of a home for 
them In His Father's house. In all these 
last wonderful discourses there Is a sim­
plicity and a tenderness that touches 
Ollr hearts. Perhaps the sight of the 
grape-vines along the Ton.dside brought 
to His mind the wonderful figure which 
He now uses In portraying the relation 
ot the believer to Himself. There are 
three definite things referred to: the 
Husbtmdlllnu, the "i.uo and the l)l'unches. 
Very simple In themselves. The depth 
of meaning comes In their close and slg­
ntrlcant relation to one another. T am the 
true "Inc." V. 1. There are many false, 
wtJ d, fruitless vines today. even as theD. 
lsa. 5:1-7; Jer. 2:21; Hos. 10:1. All 
through the O. T. the figure of a vine 
had been applied a number ot times to 
Israel, from whom God expected choice 
fruit. But Israel had sadly failed, Per­
haps this roade more telling than the ap­
pUcation of "the true "IDO" to Himself. 
He had In nowise failed of a ll the plan 
God purposed In Him. Joseph is some­
times counted as a. type of Christ: The 
'prophecy ot him well applies to Christ. 
"Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a fruit­
ful bow by a well; whose branches run 
over the wal!." Read Gen, 49:22-26. 
")I:r l"uthe,' Is tho HUSbandman," lit­
erally, v lnedresser. The Father was the 
possessor a,s well as the cultivator of the 
vine. He had planted Israel, the O. T. 
vine (Psa. 80:8-14); and He had also 
planted this "true viue"-tho "true 
light" (Jno. 1:9). the "true bread" 
(Jno.6:32). Jesus was the one "sent 
of God." Jno. 4: 34; 9: 4. B!!;!'k of the 
""bole redemptive plan stood God with 
His great loving heart yearning over a 
loar world. And {hat heart still yea~s. 

~raiS'e His dear name! Day afj.er day 
He Is actlvely cngaged in caring tor this 
V1n&---So precious to His aoart. More 
r~lthful than the most careful earthly 
husban.dmac..Jle Is overlooklng all the 
branches} even the tIniest ones, and 
• every branch in me that beareth not 
fruit lHl taketh awuy." This is to pre­
serve the life of tho vIne and the trult­
fuln~ _o f the remaining branches. God 
1s not giorl!ted, and His work 1s hin­
dered by those empty professors. , ... h05e 
flves are not correspondingly fruitful. 
Better for all concerned that tbey be 
reiiiO~ed t'rom the vine. B,ut rcmemb~r 
n 1s not us but God who removes them. 

ncr we- have seen Him do it in most 
startling ways sometimes. Recall Ana­
ntas and Sapphira. God is just as well 
as righteous. But it is Ris .place to sep­
arate the wheat nnd the tares. We are 
to let them alone. His m ercy sometimes 
stands fol' more than we think proper; 
but His judgment is certain. \Ve know 
well enough the end of those branches 
which are cut oft'. Useful for nothing 
but to burn. V. 6 plainly specifics just 
who these branches are-those who 
abIde not in Christ. A little farther on 
we wil l gain a fuller understanding of 
what tbe abiding life really means. 
"Every branch that beul'cth fruit, he 
pur!(eth it t hnt i t m ay b11.ng forth more 
I"·uit." This too is the speCial work of 
the Uusbandman. Althougb I have seen 
other hands than Hjs attempting to do 
the work sometimes. \ e hould.. re­

But the crown at 
pride, of self-ind ulgence , of drunkenness 
must be removed absolutely before He 
can reign. No doubt there were those 
then who had kept themselves pure from 
the taint of e\'il; and to these few the 
pro phet's words brought comfort. How­
ever smal l the minority that stand tor 
r ighteousness , God stands with them 
whatever the issue at stake. V. 6.

monthly rent amounted to $18.00 Amer­
ican money. But at the present poor 
rote of exchange our monthly ren t 
amo unts to nearly $30 American money.
