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TO ALL THEIR DUE.

Let every individual be obedient to those who rule
over him; for ho one is a ruler except by God’s per-
mission, and our present rulers have had their rank
and power assigned to them by Him. Therefore the
man who rebels against his ruler is resisting God’s
will ; and those who thus resist will bring punishment
upon themselves. For judges and magistrates are to
be feared not by right-doers but by wrong-doers, You
desire—do you not?—to have no reason to fear your
ruler. Well, do the thing that is right, and then he
will commend you. For he is God’s servant for your
benefit. But if you do that which is wrong, be afraid.
He does not wear the sword to no purpose: he is God’s
servant—an administrator to inflict punishment
upon evil-doers., We must obey therefore, not only
in order to escape punishment, but also for conscience
sake.

Why, this is really the reason you pay taxes; for
tax-gatherers are ministers of God, devoting their
energies to this very work. Pay promptly to all men
what is due to them: taxes to those whom taxes are
due, toll to those whom toll is due, respect to those
whom respect is due, honor to those whom honor is
due. (Rom. 13:1-7. Wey.)

And while you render unto ‘Caesar the things that
are Caesar’s, forget not to render unto God the things
that are God’s.. How? “Inasmuch....to these....
to Me.” Rendering to those who need, you render
unto Him. Render to them of the “beautiful feet”
who carry “the Gospel of peace’” round this war-girt
world, their due. Render to those who minister His
Word their due. Rend:r to the mighty cause of
“Printed Evangelism” its due. For a single dollar a
thousand “silent preachers’ can be sent on their
winged way round this sin-cursed globe. For fifty
cents, you can have every copy of the Evangel from
now to the end of the year sent to some friend to
whom its message will be a blessing. Keep God’s
printing presses busy. Remember that God counts
on you to do your part.
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PICTURES OF PENTECOST IN THE OLD

Picture V. Fire from Heaven and Abundance of
Rain. 1 Kin. 18:38, 41.

One of the earliest symbols of the Holy Spirit, as well
as one of the most frequent, is that of fire. God’s sign of
the acceptance of Abel’s offering was probably the de-
scent of fire from heaven (Gen. 4:4), and it is mentioned
again in Gen, 15:17, when the “lamp of fire” came down
upon Abraham'’s sacrifice, when God made the covenant
with him. At the dedication of both the Tabernacle and
Temple, the heavenly fire came down to consume the sac-
rifice (Lev. 9:24; 2 Chr. 7:1) ; and when the Holy Spirit
descended on the Day of Pentecost, “there appeared unto
them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each
of them; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost.”
Acts 2 4.

The passage before us (1 Kin. 18) gives us in type
some blessed teaching as to the reception of this holy fire
from heaven. Mount Carmel is not an isolated peak, but
a long ridge running inland from the sea. It rises steep
and rocky between the Plain of Sharon and the Bay of
Acca, where the port of Haifa nestles at its foot; and
from the summit there (i. e., overlooking the sea) a path
runs along the ridge for twelve miles inland, where is
the probable site of Elijah’s sacrifice—a spring of water,
high on the mountain side, overlooking the Plain of Es-
draelon, through which flows the ancient River Kishon
(v. 40). In view of this commanding situation Ahab
gathered all Israel; and the 850 idolatrous prophets called
on Baal from morning until the time of the offering of
the evening sacrifice ; but there was neither voice nor any
to answer, nor any that regarded.”

Notice now the preparation that Elijah made for the
fire. The altar had to be repaired, the sacrifice laid upon
the wood in order, the whole saturated with water, prob-
ably to make doubly sure to the assembled crowds that the
fire had no earthly origin, but miraculously fell from
heaven ; the simple prayer of faith and expectation was
offered, and

Then the Fire of the Lord Fell.”

Is there one who reads these lines who is seeking the
baptism of the Holy Ghost? See to it, beloved, that the
altar is built, and your all laid upon it. Paul says, “Pre-
sent your bodies a living sacrifice (Rom. 12:1), and sure-
ly that includes all that they contain: spirit, mind,
thoughts, words, actions, talents, possessions, etc. Often
the Holy Spirit, in preparing us for His fulness gives us a
time of breaking down humbling and searching such as
we have never had in our lives before, and we become so
conscious of our own unfitness and unworthiness that it
seems about as likely for the Holy Spirit to fill us as for
fire to burn that wood saturated with water. But, Halle-
lujah! that is just the time when the Spirit comes. When
we are brought utterly to an end of ourselves, and cease
to have any dependence on our own wisdom, or any ex-
pectation from our own resources, then there is room for
the Holy Spirit to prove what HE can do. “Then the fire

of the TLord fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and’

the wood and the stones, and the dust, and licked up the
water that was in the trench.” Tt is the miraculous pow-
er of the fire from heaven that convinces the world in this
day as in Elijah’s, making them fall on their faces and
cry, “The Lord, He is the God.”

Notice also the calm confidence of Elijah’s prayer.
This is a great secret in tarrying for the baptism of the
Holy Ghost. Do not keep on begging and beseeching
God to baptise vou as if He were unwilling ; but look to
Calvary and see how Jesus purchased this baptism for you
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with His precious blood. Hear Him say “The Promise is
unto YOU,” and claim it by faith as your blood-bought
heritage. Then as you stand in faith upon His promises
to give the Holy Spirit to those who ask and to those who
obey Him, (Luke 11:13; Acts 5:32) continue praising
Him and glorifying Jesus until you receive the fulness,

What is the work of the Spirit as fire? Volumes might
be written about the illuminating, cleansing, consuming,
enthusing, and empowering of that blessed fire from
heaven ; but let us now only look at three points, viz. (1)
Acceptance of the sacrifice, (2) Cleansing from dross,
and (3) Impelling to service.

(1) Fire means acceptance of the Sacrifice.

In the margin of Ps. 20:3 we find that the Hebrew
way of expressing the word accept is “turn to ashes thy
burnt sacrifice.” Have you ever been surprised, after
definitely laying your all upon the altar, to feel more emp-
ty and dried up-than ever? HHas the sacrifice resulted in
vour plans being frustrated, vour expectations disap-
pointed, your possessions scattered, your friends lost? It
may be that this is just the reduction to ashes of the sacri-
fice, the very fire from heaven which signifies its ac-
ceptance. When the believing Israelite brought his little
lamb to the altar and laid him there as a whole burnt of-
fering, did he shrink or murmur when he saw the fire
consuming the sacrifice until only a heap of ashes re-
mained? Oh beloved, the Lord could do far more with
our lives if only we would allow Him to complete His
work of reducing us to ashes. He is able to give “beauty
for ashes,” (Isa. 61:3), glory to His name!

When the Israelites saw their burnt sacrifices reduced
to ashes, they just offered more. See 2 Chron. 7:1-4,
when the fire fell from heaven. When God commands us
to offer, He always intends to accept the sacrifice. With
His receiving of the offering He always gives the glory;
(verses 1 and 2) and after the glory has come in, there
follows worship, praise and renewed sacrifices. ILet our
emptied altars be the place for offering something more
to Him who loved us and gave Himself for us.

(2) Fire means cleansing from dross.

There are some kinds of filth which can be removed
by the action of water, but others which can only be puri-
fied by fire. The most precious metals are freed from
dross in the crucible, and it is in the baptism of the Holy
Ghost and fire that the Lord purges out the dross from
His spiritual gold. See Num. 31:22, 23; Psa, 66: 10-17;
Isa. 1:25 and 4:4; Mal. 3:3, 4; 1 Pet. 1:7 and 4:12-19
for the purifying fire; also 1 Cor. 3:12-15 for the testing
by fire of believers’ works in the day of the Lord’s com-
ing. Oh that we may so dwell in the Spirit’s fire now,
and all our works be wrought in and through Him, that
they may be able to stand the test of the fire in that day,
and prove to be as gold, silver or precious stones.

(3) Fire has an impelling force.

“Then T said, T will not make mention of Him nor
speak any more in His name. But His Word was in mine
heart as a burning fire shut up in my bones, and T was
weary with forbearing, and I could not stav.” (Jer. 20:0.)
And of Jesus it was said, “The zeal of Thine house hath
eaten nie up” (i. e.. consumed me as a burning fire with-
in. (John 2:17.) See what this all-constraining force led
Paul to: 2 Cor. 5:14, 15; and 6:1-10; and IT:23-29,

How much do we feel of this impelling, constraining
force of the Holy Spirit within us? In the Pilgrim's
Progress there is a picture of a fire upon which the wicked
one was continually throwing water to extinguish it : but
in snite of all his efforts, the fire burned brighter and
brighter. Then Christian was taken behind the wall and

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EXPERIENCES OF THE LORD’S
FAITHFULNESS.

We had invited friends for special meetings. The
first day of these meetings arrived and quite a large num-
ber of people had announced their coming. My dwelling
place was in the same building as our meeting hall and
the people were entertained free. The responsibility was
left upon me. When the first meeting day came I had two
francs in one silver piece. I prayed over the critical mat-
ter very earnestly. The answer of the Lord was “Keep
quiet and go ahead.” That first evening I planned what

~we should have for supper, our first meal, with Sister
Anna, who took charge of the meals. I gave her my purse
with the two franes in it, telling her to buy the food, but
did not tell her the money was all T had. The next morn-
ing she again took the purse and bought more food for
that day. By this time our guests had increased in num-
ber. The same thing was done on the third day, and every
day that week, Anna taking the purse and returning it,
without any questions, as I had no liberty the whole week
to ask any questions or to look into my purse. It was to
me a sacred matter, and I almost felt afraid to touch that
purse. However, when the week was over I opened it,
and lo! it contained a little more than two francs.

I asked Sister Anna who had given her money that
week, besides me. “Nobody,” she replied. I then asked
her to whom had she given that purse, except to me, and
if she had paid for everything that was bought. By this
time dear Anna was quite provoked over such questions,
and answered: “Don’t I know any better than to give
your purse to anybody?” She assured me that there was
enough money in, it every day and that everything was
paid. Oh, how we praised our dear Lord when we clear-
ly found out the supernatural workings of God in regard
to that purse. In short, the story is this: The meetings
lasted one week, a large number of guests had to be fed,
I had only two francs, but everything needed for sim-
ple but nourishing meals was provided and paid for daily.
The money left at the end of the week amounted to over
two francs. Oh, beloved, is He not the same God as of
old? Oh, for more faith from God’s people!

Receiving the English Language as a Gift.

At the same time the Holy Spirit was working so
mightily in Switzerland, He was also working in America,
preparing for me a field of labor for the following ten
years. A wealthy business man in Indiana gave me an in-
vitation to go over and help them. It was July 31st, 1897,
that the great steamer, Victoria, brought me into the har-
bor of New York, where I received my first impressions
of that,practical, free land of America. Orphans’ work,
rescue work, and a training school for foreign mission-
aries were carried on through the brother mentioned
above. I was invited to take the position of matron of
one of these institutions, and it became, therefore, neces-
sary for me to know the English language, of which I did
not even know the A B C, and to learn this language, I
placed myself in the Christian and Missionary Alliance
Bible School, a well-known institution established by Dr.
A. B. Simpson, in New York City.

I purposed to stay there one winter, and secured a pri-
vate teacher, one of the students there, to give me lessons
every day. All my energy and time was to be given to
learning the English language. If I remember correctly,
I had taken three lessons and had tried hard to learn the
A B C, when I was requested to go to the home of a sick
lady in the city who desired help. I refused to go, making
the excuse that if I went onee, I should have to go always,
and all my time must be given to studying for the position
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which was waiting for me. But as soon as the messenger
was gone I felt very unhappy and restless, because I had
not asked the Lord if He wanted me to go, and the Spirit
told me I should go to that rich sufferer, but how to get
there I did not know, as nobody spoke French or German
of whom I could enquire.

Having faith, I went out in the street, carrying the ad-
dress in my hand. I showed it a few times to policemen,
and as they pointed with their hands, I prayerfully fol-
lowed their directions. Soon I stood before the large
house bearing the number on the paper, but as I was about
to ring the bell fear took possession of me, and I thought
if someone came to the door and asked me what T wanted
I could not tell them, and they would think that I was in-
sane. Many other terrible things Satan told me, but I
pleaded to God for help, in Christ’s name. I pressed the
bell and the man who had come after me appeared at the
door. I saw by his motions that he wanted me to enter,
but his words I did not understand

Upon entering the room where a very sick lady lay in
bed, the power of the Holy Ghost fell upon me. The sick
one began to tell me her troubles and condition. The pres-
ence of the Lord was so strong that T did not even think
of not knowing the English language. T understood every
word she said, took her English Bible and read a portion
to her and prayed with her in English. The hungry soul
accepted the message and T felt that God was working in
her. It was when I was through with the work God had
given me to do there, that I remembered that T did not
know the English language, but that T was speaking, read-
ing and praying in English and my heart overflowed in
gratitude to my Lord. 1 will say here that I did not un-
derstand the English language as I do now, and could
have lost my knowledge of it had I not had the faith to
dismiss my teacher and stop studying, but from that time
I took part in meetings, singing and testifying, ete.

Article 2. CHRIST CLEANSING THE TEMPLE.

Question. But didn’t Jesus use force in a righteous
cause when He drove the money-changers out of the Temple?

Answer, Yes, our Lord did use force. But what kind of
force did He use? That is the crucial point of the whole ar-
gument!

We shall therefore turn in calm confidence to God’s own
holy Word, in which alone we can find the eternal solution
to this and other soul-piercing problems. It is also essential
that we bring unprejudiced, humble, and earnest minds and
hearts to bear on this matter, as I've found ninety per cent
of militaristic Christians to be lacking in the above kind of
“Preparedness,’'—as is evidenced by a biased, feverish state
of mind, fatal to clear spiritual thinking.

Twice did our Lord cleanse the Temple. Scholars usual-
ly divide His ministry into three ‘“Passover™ years. (See Dr.
Robertson's “Harmony of the Gospels.””) The cleansing re-
corded in John 2:19 signalized the first Passover of His min-
istry. The second occasion, of which we have the account in
Mt. 21:12, Mk. 11:15, and Lk, 19:45, took place three years
later, during that last and fateful Passover of His Passion.
The fact that there were two cleansings, far from weaken-
ing the argument, serves rather to confirm our position, by
showing that His policy and principles were the same
throughout.

Shall we then turn to John 2:13 (Revised Version)—
“And the Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went
up to Jerusalem and He found in the Temple those who sold
oxen and sheep and doves, and the changers of money sitting
—now let us carefully note every word—“And e made a
scourge of small cords (Grk., whip of little strings) and
cast all out of the Temple”—Who did He cast out?—*“both
the sheep and the oxen'-—But didn’t He whip the money
changers as well?——let us read on. ‘“And He poured out the
changers’ money and overthrew their tables; and to them
that sold doves He said: Take these things hence.”

So we see that—contrary to popular opinion—the Word
does not state that Christ whipped the men out of the tem-
ple; but only that He used the little whip on the cattle, for
which it was naturally intended. The popularity of an opin-
ion is no proof of its correctness. That it is now the fashion
for Christians to go to war, by no means proves that God
wants them to go.

Now, what arrests and compels attention in this episode,
is the extraordinary and overmastering exhibition of divine
authority and purvely spiritual force, in comparison with
which the mere chasing of cattle and overturning of a few
tables sinks into insignificance,

Spiritual power-—not carnal brute force—is the weighty
fact we must grasp here. In order to a better understanding
we must picture to ourselves the whole scene. A poor, hum-
ble, practically unknown man of the laboring class suddenly

_ enters the outer Temple court, just as business is humming
nicely; and promptly creates havoc! The frightened cattle
rush out. The still more frightened owners gasp in bewil-
derment. ‘“‘Grab the fanatic,” cries one. “How dare he in-
terfere with honest Passover business?’’ whispers another old

hypocrite. And that’s all. They all stand transfixed and
helpless! Why? Ah, beloved, here's the secret, and may

God help us to learn it! :

There wag something in Him that just there and then
made them limp and helpless as infants. It was simply
God's Holy Ghost power!

If we now turn to Mark 11:15-18, we shall see the same
scene being re-enacted three years later; with only the dif-
ference that here the details are less prominent. Still the
effect is just as sudden and as strange. The idea that He
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actually pushed that great crowd of men out of the Temple
by physical force, is absurd, sceing that they could easily
have overpowered Him. No, He just “began to cast out,”
and they went out. (“Beging convicted by their own con-
science,” John 8:9.) His Word was enough. In v. 18, the
chief priests tried to “destroy Him,” but were likewise help-
less.

Question. Well, but why did He use that Spiritual force
in judgment rather than in mercy as on other occasions?

Answer. This pertinent query cannot be satisfactorily
answered unless we bear in mind Dispensational Truth, that
true key to the Scriptures. The whole of Christ’s life con-
stituted an overlapping period,—namely a period when the
parallel dying off of the Old and germination of the New Dis-
pensation were simultaneously going on. Thus Christ, while
bringing in and formulating the new regime, not only had to
fulfil most of the O. T. prophecies concerning Himself, but
also had to complete, and wind up—'‘pack-and-put-away’’—
the entire Mosaic order of things.

The “Law" age ends at the cross on the sketch (O), with
the rending of the veil, and the ery “It is finished.” At A.
begins the age of “Grace and Glory,” with the Bethlehem
Star. So the whole figure (A) (B) (C) (D) represents the
Overlapping Period. During this period, Jesus performed a
yet more difficult task, that of transferring many old types
and shadows into the new realities. Our present case strik-
ingly illustrates all these functions of our Lord.

Only by “cleansing” the temple on the lower plane of
the Law (B. C., in figure) could Ie complete the chain of
proofs of His Messiahship and Kingship—according to the
Law and the Prophets. This He did by fulfilling the ‘“Mes-
siah” prophecy of Psalm 69:9 (John 2:17) and maintaining
the tradition of righteous kings of Israel, whose first duty
on mounting the throne was so often to “‘cleanse,” repair, and
re-establish Temple worship. (See Hezekiah in 2 Chron.
29:15.) So, in the two-fold capacity of Isracl's rightful
King and Messiah, He 'first purified the Temple on the lower
plane, after which He lifted the whole Temple Idea into the
realm of Grace and Salvation, where He Himself, together
with us, became the New and Living Temple of God.” To
whom coming, as unto a living stone, disallowed indeed of
men, but chosen of God, and precious, Ye also, as lively
stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to
offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus
Christ. Wherefore also, it is contained in the Scripture,
Behold I lay in Zion a chief corner-stone, elect, precious:
and he that believeth on him shall not be confounded. (1
Peter 2:4-6.)

This beautiful truth is graphically set forth in our first
narrative “What sign showest thou unto us seeing thou doest
these things?”’—drawing the remarkable answer “Destroy
this temple and in three days I will raise it up!” “But He
spake of the temple of His body.” *“When therefore He was
raised from the dead, His disciples remembered.” And may
we too remember that the Temple is now spiritual, and
doesn’t need to be defended by force

Could anything be more pitiable than the slaughter of
thousands of gallant young Frenchmen in the vain attempt to
save the old Roman Catholic cathedral of Rheims;—as
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though God dwelt there! No! beloved ““The Lord of heaven
and earth dwelleth not in temples made with hands.” “Nor is
the young Christian called to spill blood in defence of God-
forsaken churches and nations, with all their pomp and
pride. To them Christ is saying, as to the Pharisees of old,

“‘Behold your house is left unto you desolate!™ (Matt. 23:
38.)

But there is another way in which the Temple can be de-
stroyed, viz., by dragging into it the present horrible hatred,
pride, and bloody butchery! “Know Ye not that ye are the

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WILL CHRIST COME IN 19177

This is a question in many hearts and on many lips.
Special interest was aroused in this question by an article,
“When shall we rise to meet the Lord?” in the special
“Second Coming” edition of the Evangel. In this article
a sister told how the Lord had shown her in a special
way how many her days would be, and that she was given
to believe that the Lord is going to take her to Himself
this vear. Her strong belief is that her homegoing is to
be by translation, and that the rapture of the saints will
take place this year. Her conviction was deepened as she
read “When will our Lord return,” written by Harold
Norris in 1914, whose studies of the Word of God and
Biblical chronology causes him to give the most proba-
ble date of the rapture as 1917 or 1918, and the most prob-
able season as September ot October.

We are reminded of the words of Jesus, “Of that day
and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven,
biit my Father only,” but we cannot interpret this Scrip-
ture as many do that God will never show to His servants
the prophets even at the end of time the times and sea-
sons of the coming again of His Son. God has given the
promise very distinctly “It shall come to pass in the last
days, T will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh, and your
sons and your daughters shall prophesy.” We are not
told to accept everything that comes in an apparently su-

- pernatural way, but we are exhorted, “Let the prophets
speak two or three, and let the others judge.” Again we
are charged by the apostle, “Despise not prophesyings.
Prove all things ; hold fast that which is good.” The apos-
tle John has something further to say about trying the
spirits. So the Scriptural attitude is not to accept every-
ty_igtg__t_}lgg_gﬁpgs,_nqr,to reject everything that comes, but
to_"prove all things,” and then “hold fast that which is
good.” Whether our sister is correct or not in her inter-
pretation remains to be seen, but we find the conviction
on the hearts of many precious saints of God that the com-

ing of the Lord is at our very doors, and the Lord is giv-
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ing His own many marked incentives to watchfulness.
The Study of Prophecy.

Relative to this absorbing subject we have just re-
ceived two articles on “The Study of Prophecy,” written
by Wm. Sharp for the London “Christian.” Reference is
made in these articles to that wonderful book “Light
for the Last Days” written thirty years ago by Dr. Grat-
tan Guinness, which foreshadows the completion of cer-
tain chronological periods which would probably witness
a notable stage in the rapid decay of the Gentile power
which has so long trodden down Jerusalem. Dr. Guin-
ness drew special attention in this connection to (among
others) the two years 1915 and 1917. The former of
these two years saw Turkey enter into the war which ap-
pears likely to prove her downfall; and the latter, 1917,
appears likely to see the end of her dominion over the land
of the Jews.

Mr. Sharp writes: “Some really earnest Christians
seem to deprecate inquiry into these things. Should we
not remind ourselves that Christ said to the Pharisees and
Sadducees: ‘Oh, ye hypocrites ye can discern the face of
the sky, but can ye not discern the signs of the times?’
And is not the Bible full of signs? And were not the sun
and moon given us for ‘signs,” even in priority to their use
for seasons, days, and vears (Gen. 1:14)? And is not the
Bible a book very largely concerned with chronology ?

“The dquestion before us is one mainly for the Jews,
numbers of whom are aware that the time of their Dis-
persion is drawing to a close, and that the deliverance of
their land from the hands of the Desolator is near. But
what is interesting to them, is surely interesting to us
Christians ; for has not our Lord (Luke 21:24, 27) indi-
cated the time of His coming again by associating it with
the close of the period during which Jerusalem was to re-
main under Gentile dominion? If that be so, should not
we, who are earnestly looking forward to His return, seek
to know something of “the time of the End,” as Daniel
did? But whilst Daniel was discouraged in his inquiry by
Michael, zwe are not; for Michael said: ‘But thou, O
Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the
time of the end’; and then he adds: ‘It shall be for a time,
times and an half; and when He shall have accomplished
the scattering of the holy people (i. e., when the Disper-
sion should come to an end) all these things shall be
finished.” And when Daniel asks a second time, ‘What
shall be the end of these things?’ he is answered, ‘Go thy
way, for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of
the End”” Does this not imply that, as the end draws
near, we are again put upon inquiry? ‘The wise shall un-
derstand.’

The Importance of this Year in the Mohammedan
Calendar.

“There is evidence that some sincere inquirers into
the chronological and historical system of Prophecy have
been checked and discouraged by their inability to follow
the various cycles and periods of years so continuously
referred to in Dr, Guinness’s works. They have been puz-
zled by references to solar years, calendar years, and lunar
vears of varying lengths, and which, for want of some gen-
eral knowledge, they have been unable to check. Tt would
be helpful at the outset to make oneself well acquainted
with the respective lengths of these three “years.” The
solar year is 365 days; the calendar vear 360 days: the
lunar year (of the Mohammedan calendar) 354 days
(twelve moons) ; and the latter is the year adopted and
commonly used by Jews and Mohammedans alike. That
a number of chronological periods in Scripture are by
lunar measurement is not surprising, seeing that the Book
deals so largely with Eastern Empirées and peoples.
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‘Attention has been drawn to the fact that this is the
year 1335 in the Mohammedan calendar, which year com-
menced on October 28, 1916 (see Whitaker’s Almanack),
and will end on October 16, 1917; and it has been com-
pared with the statement in Dan. 12:12, ‘Blessed is he
that cometh to the one thousand three hundred and thir-
ty and five days. The conjunction of this remarkable
figure with the present Mohammedan year is interesting,
but perhaps a word may be said to guard against too read-
ily jumping to the conclusion that the 1335th year of the
Mohammedan calendar is the 1335th year of Dan. 12:12.
The Mohammedan calendar starts from A. D. 622, the
year of Mohammed's flight from Mecca. But it would
appear from Dan. 12:11 and 12, that the 1335 vears was
to run from ‘the taking away of the daily sacrifice’ and
‘the sefting up of the abomination that maketh desolate.’
This was not till sixteen years later, viz., in A. D, 637,
when the Caliph Omar captured Jerusalem and destroyed
the Temple. Now 1335 lunar years from that date will
bring us to the Mohammedan year 1351—equivalent to our
vear 1933-34. So much for Dan. 12:12.

The Times of the Gentiles.

“But that this year 1917 may see the deliverance of Je-
rusalem from the hand of the Desolator (the Turkish pow-
er) seems consonant with Scripture prophecy, even though
some years may elapse before the Jews are officially en-
couraged to return to their land and set up a government
of their own, possibly at first under a European guaran-
tee. This brings us to that period of 7 times’ or weeks of
calendar years (360 multiplied by 7 equal 2520). or 2520
years, or ‘times of the Gentiles.” which have their rise with
the fall of Judah as a kingdom, when the land passed un-
der foreign or Gentile control. The question is, When
was this, and is the measurement lunar or sotar?

“Let us look at the historical facts, The last three
kings of the Kingdom of Judah were Jehoiakim and his
two sons Jehoiachin and Zedekiah. Tt was in the reign of
Jehoiakim (he reigned eleven years) that the Babylonian
servitude began (see 2 Kings 24:1). Is our starting-date
then? If so, then this is the terminal-year of the desola-
tion period of 2520 years. On his being carried away to
Babylon, his son Jehoiachin was set up to reign by Nebu-
chadnezzar, but after reigning some 3 months as a vassal,
Nebuchadnezzar again besieged Jerusalem (B. C. 398)
and carried him away captive and ‘all Jerusalem,’ ‘to be
10,000 captives.” This would seem the principal date from
which to start the dominion of the Gentiles, and the termi-
nal-date therefrom would be 1923. But there was still
another king who, nominally, sat on the throne of David,
and that was Zedekiah, who we are told reigned eleven
vears. Then on account of his bad behavior, Nebuchad-
nezzar, in B. C. 587, took him away to Babylon and burnt
the Temple; thus finally extinguishing the national and
independent existence of the Jewish people. The termi-
nal vear in this case is 1934. We thus have a period of
some sixteen years of Nebuchadnezzar’s various invasions
from which to select our starting-point, and to the same
extent that the starting-point varies, so must there remain
a doubt as to the terminal-date.

“Let us close by looking at our Lord’s words in Luke
21 :24-27 " ‘Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gen-
tiles  until the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled... Then

AN EXPLANATION.

There has been recently issued from the office of the
General Council, a letter accompanied by a Resolution
passed by the Executive Presbytery. The letter has been
sent to all of our Ministers. Tt deals with the matter of
our attitude toward military service or the taking up of
arms. The purpose of the Resolution is to interpret as
clearly as possible what the Scriptures teach upon the sub-
ject, as we have from the beginning declared the Bible to
be our only rule of faith and practice. The purpose of the
letter is not to indume action on the part of any who do not
wish to establish a legal standing with the General Coun-
cil, Incorporate, but to assist all who may wish to do so.

It is not intended to hinder anyone from taking up
arms who may feel free to do so, but we hope to secure
the privilege of exemption from such military service as
will necessitate the taking of life for all who are real con-
scientious objectors and who are associated with the Gen-
eral Council,

The subject matter does not include any new thing.
Tt simply puts in words what we have before found it un-
necessary to say. It only interprets the position always
held by this company of believers, We always have and
shall stand upon the simple teachings of the Word of God,
endeavoring to obey His commandments and embody His
precepts in our life.

We are not opposed to the Government and not un-
willing to serve in any capacity that will not require the
destruetion of life. Personally I should deplore the neces-
sity for our young men to bear arms against others, but
would be pleased to see many of them serve in a capacity
that would afford them an opportunity to save life and to
point men to Christ who may be facing death in the
trenches.

Any of our assemblies which may desire to establish
organic union with the General Council of the Assemblies
of God, Incorporate, and thus secure recognition as be-
longing to the fellowship, may do so by following the di-
rections in the letter, but it is hoped that no company of
saints will take such advantage with the thought alone of
the benefits to be derived from such a step. There are
moral and financial responsibilities to be considered as
well as benefits, and T feel like warning all concerned
against an action prompted simply by a desire to escape
‘military service or to secure some benefit and which does
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not represent a willingness to assume a full share of re-
aprmalhmt\ in maintaining the unity and co-operation
which is fundamental with the Council. Tf further infor-
mation is desired it may be had by applying to the office
of the General Council. All inquiries, however, should
be accompanied by sufficient money to cover postage, etc.

The following is a quotation from an official letter re-
ceived from the War Department at Washington recent-
Iy:

“The President desires to acknowledge receipt of your
Resolution by which certain members of your church
claim exemption from military service. You are informed
that the matter of exemption is now being carefully con-
sidered by Congress. It is expected that the bill will be-
come a law in a very short time, and immediately there-
after full and complete information and instructions will
be given to the public through the press.”

In the light of the foregoing information it is evident
that we can expect to be enlightened through the press in
regard to the Government’s position concerning exemp-
tions. Rather than to make inquiry through the office of
the General Council we advise that all watch the press for
information. If this office receives anything direct, the
substance of it will appear in the Evangel.

191, Ts it necessary for a Spirit-filled
preacher to jump and shout? Are
noise and manifestations necessary?

Ans. Thardly see how one could have
much power and glory and not have any
manifestation or any shouting; nor can
I see why these things in reason or in
the Spirit should be objectionable to
those who are themselves filled with the
Spirit. But jumping and great noise
may not be of God, may have little or
none of God in it. We are not to con-
found noise and fleshly manifestations
with the power of the Holy Ghost. They
may go together and they may be sepa-
rate. Each case must stand on its own
merits or fall for the lack of it.

192. What did Jesus mean by saying
“My Father is greater than all, and no
one fis able to snatch them out of my
Father’s hands?" Jno. 10:29.

Ans. Jesus meant that God was
greater than the devil and all opposing
powers, and so they could not pluck a
trusting soul out of His hand.

193, How are we to know what is the
will of God?

Ans. The first condition of our know-
ing it is the submission of our own will
to God. Jesus said, ““He that willeth to
do His will shall know of the doctrine.”
John 7:17. No soul can ever hope to be
settled on what the will of the Lord is
unless he is willing to do the will of the
Lord when known.

The second step is the study of His
Word. His will is revealed in His Word.

The third step is the corroborating
providences of God. What He wants us
to do, He will make possible, if we be-
lieve and obey step by step as He leads
on. '
The fourth step is to heed the voice of
the Spirit. God can whisper His will to
the obedient soul. All voices should be
tested by the other rules above.

194, Can one who never knew the
Lord cast out devils as in Matt. 7:22-237

Ans. Note that the Lord did not say
they cast out devils, only quotes what
they professed to do. No doubt, as a
rule, all these claims were false. I be-
lieve it is rare, if at all, that false or de-
ceived professors really cast out devils.
But people get healed oftentimes in their
own faith when ministered to by faise
ministers. The name of Jesus itself
when thrown positively against demons
may drive some of them out, even when
the user of it knows little of the Lord.
Much depends on positive confidence.
Some demons are fearful and more easi-
ly frightened away than others., Then
Satan may co-operate with false pro-
fessors and false deceivers by removing
one demon to make room for a worse

one, Christian Science sometimes heals
the body to damn the soul.

195. What is the soul of man?

Ans. Webster gives fifteen uses in
meaning to the word soul, and indeed the
word is used in different senses. Strict-
ly speaking, God portrays man as a
three-fold being of body, soul and spirit,
(1 Thess. 5:23; Heb. 4:12.) *‘The spirit
is that part of man which knows, (1
Cor. 2:11) his mind; the soul is the seat
of the affections, desires, and so of the
emotions, and of the active will, the self.
Matt. 11:29; 26:88; John 12:27....
Because man is ‘spirit’ he is capable of
God-consciousness, and of communion
with God; because he is ‘soul’ he has
he has, through his senses, world-con-
gselfconsciousness; because he is ‘body’
sciousness.”” See note on 1 Thess, 5:23
in Scofield Bible. Most people use the
word soul where it would be more cor-
rect to say spirit.

196. What is the sim of blasphemy
against the Holy Ghost?

Ans. One blasphemes the Holy Spirit
when he sees a miracle wrought by the
preaendé and power of the Holy Ghost
and knows it is Ged working, and then
wickedly and willfully, rather than own
it is God, maliciously attributes the ac-
knowledged miracle to the power of the
devil. This is knowingly and willfully,
for wicked ends, to exalt Satan into the
place of God. It knowingly calls God
the devil and the devil God. Many ig-
norantly do such things, and still the
merey of God saves them when they re-
pent.

197. Have we any Scripture for nom-
inating and voting for a leader in the
church?

Ans. Yes, provided we vote in the
one God has selected. To insure this,
the voting must be yielded to and guided
by the Holy Spirit. In Acts 1:23 the
apostles and saints “appointed two,”
that is, they ‘‘put forward two,” or
“made two stand up” which is the same
as to nominate two. All a nomination
does is to ““put forward,” or put up
some one to be voted on. The apostles
did this.

Then they prayed God to show which
of the two was His choice, show it, of
course, by the lot or vote. So we ought
to pray on all such occasions when about
to vote, unless God has already shown
us His choice.

Then verse 26 says, “They gave forth
their lots.”” The fact that they gave
“their lots,” plural, shows that each had
a lot to cast. HEach to cast a lot is the
same as each to cast a vote. However
“lot” is the scriptural term for the act,
while “vote’” is the political term. The
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thing that makes the vote the.lot or al-
lotting of the Lord is that each voter will
be so guided by the Lord to vote the
will of God. It follows that only those
yielded to God should presume to vote
on what is the choice of the Lord. All
should seek alone God’s choice and yield
to it. Otherwise the leader chosen may
be the choice of man and not of God.

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SUNDAY SCHOOL
LESSON

May 27, 1917.
THE HOLY SPIRIT AND HIS WORK.
Lesson Text.—John 15:26-16:14.

Golden Text.—'‘He shall teach you
all things.”” John 14:26.

Leading . Thought.—The promised
Comforter.

1. The Work of the Holy Spirit in
the World, Vs. 26-16:11. We have

indicated the change in dispensations,
as Jesus announces His soon departure,
and at the same time the coming of the
Holy Spirit for a definite work in the
hearts of all mankind. *“Another Com-~
forter"—ecarlier in the evening Jesus
hag promised them this. Ch. 14:16, 18.
“I will not leave you comfortless.” How
the thought of His departure would sad-
den their hearts; so continually Christ
couples with it the promise of the Holy
Spirit who would continue the work He
had begun in their hearts and lives.
And not only this, but He would go be-
yond in that the Spirit touches lives all
over the world, convicting, converting
and reproving. We may divide the work
of the Comforter into two parts: His
work in the world, and His work in the
believer. The Holy Spirit was to repre-
sent Christ in the earth,—‘His person,
His principles, and His power.” No-
tice the relation of the triune God set
forth in V. 26. “Whom I will send unto
you from the Father.” The Spirit pro-
ceeds fromgthe Father, and is sent by
the Son. This explains Acts 2:33. The
descent of the Holy Spirit marked the
time of God’s gracious dealings with all
flesh. Before, the same Holy Spirit
had come occasionally upon certain in-
dividuals through the O. T. times, and
thereby were wrought special victories
for God. But apart from the Jewish
nation there were no evidences whatever
of the Holy Spirit working among any
other people at all. Now the doors are
swung open and the Christ having
been glorified, there is poured forth the
fulness of the Spirit which shall oper-
ate in and upon all flesh. Well may we
term it the “‘dispensation of grace.” It
is the fulfilment of Joel's prophecy, “I
will pour out of my spirit upon all
flesh.” Praise God for its abundant
fulfillment. This explaing so many acts
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of God’s sovereign grace and mercy
which some have misunderstood and
used to bring reproach upon God’s work.
How faithfully the Spirit has gone
throughout the earth, performing His
mission. John gives three distinct
things: 1. He will reprove’ the world
of sin. Why? Because of their unbelief
in Jesus. The very presence of the
Spirit witnesses that Jesus has been
glorified, that He has accomplished the
work absolutely for which God sent Him
into the world. He hath eternally
wrought our redemption; the work is
finished. “This Jesus hath God raised
up, whereof we all are witnesses, There-
fore being by the right hand of God ex-
alted, and having received of the Fa-
ther the promise of the Holy Ghost, he
hath shed forth this which ye now see
and hear.” If then Christ has done His
work, the condemnation rests upon ev-
ery man and woman, who (]isreglrda the
light which has shined, and rather
chooses to walk in their own dark way
of sin. The gross sins are hideous and
death-dealing in their effect, but far
worse than all these in the sight of God,
is unbelief. Indeed unbelief is the root
out of which the other sins grow. Is not
that morally righteous man or woman
who poses as a standard of virtue, and
vet whose heart is enmity against God
and His Christ as black in God’s sight
as the vilest wretch of the gutter? This
is what the Holy Spirit does; reveals to
us our hearts as they are in God’s sight.
Let Him once shake the self-righteous
foundation beneath a soul, and how
quickly that soul will cry for mercy.
There has never been a soul saved since
the day of Pentecost, but what the Holy
Spirit was moving deeply, faithfully
down in the depths of that life. He is
the best helper—the only helper—who
can insure successful soul-winning. No
wonder then no souls are saved in those
churches who have crowded out the
Holy Spirit. Where He ceases to woo,
no souls will be won for God. “My
spirit will not always strive with man.”
2. “Of righteousness because I go unto
My Father.” The Old Covenant of right-
eous living was in the keeping of the
law. Jesus came, not to destroy the
law, but to fulfil it. So long as He con-
tinued in the world, His life, His pre-
cepts were the constant guide of His
followers in maintaining a righteous
walk. Where they had failed He cor-
rected tenderly and faithfully., Now He
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was going to His Father. What then
wag to be the standard of righteousness,
gsince the law ended in Christ? The
Holy Spirit moving, reproving, work-
ing in the lives and hearts of men. Per-
haps there is a hint of the new birth
here. Born again, not of corruptible
flesh, but of the living Spirit—the Holy
Spirit. And to the extent that we heed
His admonition, to that extent is the
righteousness of the Lord Jesus ful-
filled in our lives. ‘“That the right-
eousness of the law might be fulfilled
in us, who walk not after the flesh but
after the Spirit.”” Read Rom. 8:1-10.
“If the ministration of condemnation
be glory, much more doth the ministra-
tion of righteousness exceed in glory.”
Notice also 2 Cor. 3:6-18. Through this
portion of His office work, the Spirit
witnesses to the worth and value of
Christ’s finished work. Our part is
obedience to the Spirit. 3. “Of judg-
ment, because the prince of this world is
judged.'” Jesus saw Satan fall as light-
ning from heaven. Luke 10:18, 19.
When Jesus led captivity captive, burst
the bonds of death and the grave and
ascended to the right hand of God the
Father, a judgment sentence was passed
upon Satan. But he still continues for
a season as the prince of this world,*‘the
spirit that now worketh in the children
of disobedience.” Eph. 2:2. The pres-
ence of the Holy Spirit working through-
out the world is a constant reminder to
the devil of his rapidly nearing judg-
ment. He knows his time is short. So
much the more does he work by every
possible means to hinder the accom-
plishing of God’s purpose. And he is
particularly against everything' that ex-
alts the Holy Spirit. Wherever the life
of the Spirit works, there you will find
Satan, perhaps arrayed as an angel of
light seeking to hinder, by biting at the
horses’ heels. Gen. 3:15. Thank God
for the blessed day when Satan shall be
forever cast into the bottomless pit. Till
then we have the precious blood, by
which we can overcome him day by day.
Hallelujah!

2. The Work of the Holy Spirit in
the Believer, Vs, 12-14, Of course we all
know His primary work is to reveal Je-
sus. We have had it so blessedly proven
to us that no words could add much
light, 'Those disciples could not bear
all the truth Jesus had for them. He
must leave it to the Holy Spirit to zo
on guiding them. This is true with us.
How much more we know now of God
and His dealings than when we first
came to Jesus. And all this divine
knowledge has come through the illum-
ination of the Holy Spirit. ‘““He shall
not speak of himself; but whatsoever he
shall hear, that shall he speak.” How
carefully Jesus assures their hearts that
they shall hear direct from headquar-
ters! “He shall receive of mime, and
shall show it unto you.” How wonder-
fully is the relation maintained! Je-
sus, the great battery, from whom the
electric power of the Spirit comes vi-
brating all through our beings, tongues,
hands, hearts, feet, minds, and we are
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set amoving for God. ‘Ye shall receive
pbwer after that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you,"

WORK.

We are pressing the battle for God
among the Mexicans now in San An-
tonio, Texas. We left old Mexico be-
cause of the new law they passed, but
we have not quit the Mexican mission-
ary work, but moved to this city where
it is said there are 40,000 or 50,000
Mexicans. If some of the readers could
see the poor hungry Mexicans as they
stand on the street, or at the City Mar-
ket, they would perhaps pray more for
this work. I thank God T ever heard
God saying, “Who will go for us,” and
that I replied, “Here am I, send me!”
He said go, and I went.

Well, it has been very rugged, at
least most of the way, but I have never
doubted my call. and I have pressed
through the hardships and studied the
language and can preach to the Mexi-
cans in their own language now. God
knows they are as needy as any of the
lost of this poor devil-befooled world.
They are somewhat shy of a hall, but
we go after them and give them a Gospel
and a tract and they read that, and per-
haps see that we want them saved. I
wish to say here that it cost something
to get Gospels and tracts to give out. I
have payed out over $30.00 in the last
few weeks for tracts and portions of
the Gospels to be given out, and yet I
have $20.00 more to pay out in a few
days. Fifteen dollars of that was given
for that purpose at the Texas Council.
Thank God, and the good saints who
helped. There has been some few others
in a private way who sent an offering
and made it possible for us to go on
with the work, and we used the money
we got out of our home at Broken Ar-
row, Okla., in this work. I have a lot
(clear and a good deed to the same) in
Wessington Springs, South Dakota, T
would like to sell and use the money in
this Mexican work. The real estate man
wrote me the lot was worth $80.00 or
$100.00. He said it was a good lot. 1
have the deed on file there. I would
take $65.00 cash for it. The money
would be vsed in this work, every dollar
of it. You see th's work is not very well
known nor very well gsupported. Saints
pray God to supply all the needs so we
will not be hampered on any line. God
called a schoolteacher to this work
while we were in the Texas Council, and
he is talking to others about the work.
It takes more money to open a new
work than to run it after it is opened.
Now I am talking to you readers in a
confidential way and I want you to
stand with us in prayer to this end. The
devil has made it as hard on us as he
could.

You! The enclosed receipts are for the
moneys-you so kindly sent. It will en-
courage you to know that the money
sent was just the exact cost of the nurs-
ing of my wife in her late confinement,
(when God gave us a darling baby boy).
We were at a loss to know just how we
were to meet that extra expense, when
God sent this money through you, and
did not let it reach us until the very time
it was needed. Truly we have a wonder-
ful God!

‘We have been here in this city for the
past eight months, and God has set His
own seal on the work. I have not kept
an accurate account, but I should say
some thirty have professed Christ since
we came, besides blessings in other ways.

We have one white and colored
branch, besides a good work among the
natives (Zulus). Last Sunday was a
blessed day—we had some fifty of these
needy souls out, (and that is a good at-
tendance for a new work). Already
several of these have professed Christ,
while othersg testify to definite healings
and baptisms. Praise God He is just
the same among all men, whether white
or black, when His word is taken and
definitely accepted.

You no doubt have heard I have been
to Central Africa and back again. I had
a real severe test with the fever but I
am quite all right again now, and once
more God has spoken both to my wife
and myself that we are to go forth again
to take His Gospel to the Congo people
who have never heard. Before my wife
was married she told me that God told
her she was to go to South Africa, and
after a time up into Central Africa, via
steamer to Mombasa, and by train to the
Lake Victoria Nyanza, and thence by
porters. And just recently God has con-
firmed that call by giving a stronger call
that we are to go forth soon. Pray that
in this whole step He may get the glory.

You American
people are going to do harm to our
churches here opened in Egypt by delay-
ing to come to us.

‘““Missionaries have given their lives
for this work, such as dear Brothers
Brelsford and Hicks; others suffered in
this work by sickness, such as Bro.
