It is a wonder to me how so many Spirit-filled people
excuse themselves in reference to their responsibilities to
the heathen. They say, “I have no call,” and they will not
recognize that they have any responsibilities in getting
the Gospel to those who have not heard it. I see some
who have means heaping luxuries upon themselves, and
they are so unwilling to spend their wealth in spreading
the Gospel. And so many that can intercede spend so
much of their time over things that will not tell in the
light of eternity.

What shall we answer God in eternity in reference to
these souls that are going down to the darkness without
Christ? If we were on the edge of a precipice and saw
thousands of men, women and children going blindfold
over, would we not want to do something to endeavor to
stay them? Every minute of the day, sixty-six souls go
over the precipice into Christless graves, If we who have
received the love of God in our hearts do not rise to do
our utmost, who will? The evangelization of the world
is entrusted to the church. It is t6 us that the Master
says, ‘Go ye.” This commission is not for the worldling
but for us, and how poorly we have fulfilled our mission.
There are now still nine hundred millions in heathen
darkness.

When I see the tremendous sacrifices being made in
the present war, I am amazed at our coldness. I see fond
parents giving up their sons to go to the war, young men
giving up their life ambitions and layving down their lives
for their country, others investing their fortunes in the
interests of patriotism. People would call us crazy if we
were half as much in earnest, If a notice appears in the
papers that some money is required for some patriotic
fund how easily they can get hundreds of thousands of
dollars. How poor is our response compared with theirs.
Are we standing back of our missionaries as the people
of the world are looking after the soldier lads? 1 have
seen missionaries in India living not very far from the
hill stations, sick in body and badly needing the change,
but having to stay on the plains all the hot season when
it has been 120 in the shade, because they have not had
sufficient funds; and they see their poor children wilting
and dying before them, when a few dollars would have
provided the railroad fare for the needed rest. The hot
season is followed by the fever season, and if the mission-
aries can get away they are fortified against the fever. T.
know some missionaries who have returned to India who
have been able to do very little in the way of touring, be-
cause they have not had the funds to buy a bullock and
cart. They have had to walk evervwhere, and they have
not had the wherewithal to buy even the necessaries of
life.

There is a sign down on College St. that always ar-
rests my attention, It reads,

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against sin and darkness in heathendom, will our con-
science rest in peace? If I know they are in need and I
have means to help, will my conscience rest? If I know
they need prayer, and do not pray, will my conscience
rest?

Prayer is such a wonderful thing that it should ever
be a delight to us. I never knew what travail in soul was
until T was baptized in the Holy Ghost. Now it is almost
a daily experience. I remember the first time I ever saw
anyone under a supernatural burden of prayer, it was a
missionary who was in travail under a great burden for a
meeting, and I said to the Lord, “Cannot you put some of
that on me?” I soon found myself sobbing, and ever
since God has given me intercession. If you have not re-
ceived this ministry, seek it from Him,

What wonderful things we have seen in answer to
prayer. [ have seen a revival come in direct answer to
the pravers of a little girl prayving all night. Fifteen
vears ago there was so much being said about prayet,
and so many were cryving, “lord, send a revival, and be-
gin in me.” 1 believe this blessed Pentecostal outpouring
of the Spirit is in answer to that prayer. So many have
rejected the very thing they had been praying for, but
God answered prayer,

[ have seen prayer fill up empty bins in an orphanage
where there were 500 girls I have seen prayer fill up a
well with water. At one time of great drought we were
led to sink a well. Many said it would not be any use.
We drilled down forty or fifty feet, but there was no sign
of water. One night we cried to the T.ord, “Thou knowest
that the money we have spent is consecrated, and we don't
want it wasted, we want You to work for us, for You
know we need this water.” The next morning the cry
went out, “The water has come.” Tt came so fast that it
soon came up over the masonry, and we had to pray the
Lord to hold the water back, and to get men to draw wa-
ter as quickly as possible while the masons built up the
rest ‘of the wall.

I have seen prayer bring umfcqsi()n of sin. I remem-
ber one girl who was betrayed into sin. She was spoken
to, and threatcncd but she would not open her mouth.
Finally a burden of prayer for her came upon one of the
missionaries. For a while her face was as hard as a
flint, but as the Spirit began to deal with her in response
to prayer, she gradually began to melt, and a sob escaped
her lips. In a few minutes she was making more noise
than the missionary, and she was gloriously saved. A few
months later the news came from the Rescue Home to
which she was sent that she had died, but the matron said
that in the last few moments of her life she had left such
a wonderful testimony for Jesus.

I have seen prayer raise sick ones from their beds of
languishing. A few years ago I was taken down with
cholera in Bombay, and I was so weak that I could not
lift up my head. A nurse was sent for and took care of
Somehow or other I falled to “call for the elders,”

and finally one of the missionaries said to me, “I believe
we had better call for a doctor. None of us are allowed to

you

sign a burial certificate, and there may be trouble if

die. None of us feel that Wwe can stand with you.’
word cut me sore. I said, “Let me alone, and fet me think

If we are able to go to the forefront of the battle about it.”” Then came the question, “God or the doctor?”
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I said, “Lord, I'll trust You,” T sent for the brethren, and
they prayed with me and anointed me with oil. I had
not a wink of sleep for a week. But after they prayed
my bed seemed so soft. My pillow seemed like down;
and I put my head on it and slept for hours. The whole
room seemed filled with the presence of Jesus. It was an
earnest of my baptism.

"The nurse was astonished to see the change. God had
touched me. The next day I got up and packed my trunk,
and I started out on a 300 miles train journey, and after
that a long bullock journey. And I had no weariness, yet
the day before I had to be turned over in bed.

[ have seen prayer open minds that were too dull to
comprehend the Gospel. There was a boy of the sweeper
class who was our gardener, who attended the services
because it was expected of him. Although he heard
the story of Jesus week after week, he seemed too dull
to comprehend one word that he heard. One time he was
driving me from the bungalow, and I asked him what he
thought about the teaching of Jesus. He did not seem
to know anything whatever. I cried to God, and then I
began to tell him the story of Jesus from His birth, and
I told him that Jesus could save to the uttermost. Then
I said, “If you want to seek this Jesus. you can seek Him
right now.” T prayed and he prayed, and the next morn-
ing he came to me with his face shining, saying, “I'm
saved, and I know God has forgiven me my sins. Now,
I want you to come and tell my people about Jesus.”

I went with him to his people to hold a service
amongst them. e said to me “I want to speak first.”
He told the whole story of Jesus as I had told it to him
the night before, and he did not leave out a thing. He fin-
ished by sayving, “I'm going to serve this Jesus.” Perse-
cution followed, and when it came to the matter of water
baptism which brands them as wholly separated from the
old life, his courage failed him. I said to him, “You need
to ask God to give you the Holy Spirit. You feel your
lack of courage, then seek Him to come into your life.”
He got down to prayer and in a few minutes was pray-
ing in tongues. When he got up he said, “I am ready now,
make arrangements as soon as possible for me to be bap-
tized in water.” A few days later he was baptized in the
river. This step meant the loss of his family. His wife
was given to another man. IEven when he saw his little
girl and wanted to speak to her, the child said, “I have
no papa any longer.” So he had to go back to an empty
home. But in answer to prayer his wife, and family were
restored to him, and his wife is now saved.

I have seen prayer bring about the performance of real
miracles of grace. I know of a case of a poor old soul
who lived with her son, and they kept her in a room at the
back where they kept the family buffalo. Ier son had
kicked and ill-teated her; she could not walk, she was
blind and in altogether a very deplorable condition. A
missionary sister wept as she saw her terrible condition
and she said to the son, “Let me take her home with me.”
He said, “No.” She appealed to the authorities but they
said that nothing could be done. She visited her week
by week and bathed her and gave her clean bedding. She
told her about Jesus but she seemed too dense to take
in the message. Week after week the missionary visited
this poor old soul, but she found that she could remember
nothing, and seemed utterly devoid of any memory.

The missionary said, “We’'ll have to pray. She has
been in ignorance so long that only the Spirit of God can
bring illumination to her understanding. ILet us pray.”
So we prayed, and shortly after that when the missionary
visited her, her face was all aglow. She said, “I have
had a most wonderful experience. This dark room be-
came all light. You know I have been blind for years, but
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I saw a stick standing up and there was a man hanging
on that stick. And I saw a river of bright, crystal water.
And the man who was hanging on the stick turned to me
and said, ‘Peace be unto thee,” and I suddenly got so hap-
py. What was that stick, and who was that man?" She
was so ignorant that she could not explain it any other
way, but she knew that she had peace. A few weeks later,
the “Man on the stick” lifted her out of her dungeon into
the mansions in glory.

In answer to prayer we saw the majority of the girls
saved in the orphanage where we were. We saw three re-
vivals, and wonderful manifestations of the Spirit’s pres-
ence in conviction of sin, revealing Jesus, and in the spirit
of praise and worship. In 1908 the Spirit fell upon the
girls and a great many of them received the baptism of
the Holy Ghost with the sign of tongues.

As we go out again to India we are counting on our
supernatural God to do supernatural things. To accept
our religion it means that the people have to lose every-
thing they count dear. How can you expect them to do
this unless the mighty power of God convicts them of
sin.  As we go out to sow the seed we count on the Lord
being with us confirming the Word with signs following.
We covet vour prayers. Tests will come, but prayer will
alter things in that dark land.

“A WORD IN SEASON TO HIM THAT IS
WEARY.”

“Iiven the youths shall faint and be weary, and the
voung men shall utterly fall.” TIsa. 40:30. Here you
have a picture of the natural in its perfection failing. The
yvoung men and young women may be at the height of
their physical perfection, but they “shall utterly fall.”
The natural man cannot touch God. The natural man
cannot go alone or he will fall.

“But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength ; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they
shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk and not
faint.” They draw strength from Him who is above.
Their walk is changed and made lighter, and some even
rise on eagle wings. The young men and young women
have to forget their self-dependency, and some even have
to fail before they come to wait upon God.

Tn this age a premium is put upon young men. But
God says the young men shall utterly fall if they do not
wait upon Him. God takes the rejected, the physically
unfit, and they beat the physically fit. The weak ones can
run and not be weary and walk and not faint. It is nec-
essary for these days, in order to have the right walk, to
wait upon God, and if you want to rise and mount up, it
is absolutely necessary to wait upon the Lord.

God is waiting and anxious to give the supernatural
to those to whom the natural is failing, or to those who
recognize the limitations of the natural. God is offering
the supernatural these days to counteract that spirit of
magnifying and deifying the natural. Man’smeansof coun-
teracting the failure, the limitations of the natural with

his many inventions are only another way of bringing’

about and emphasizing its failure. In driving the car, the
express train or flying, the nerve suffers, though the body
may be relieved of the manual work caused by walking
or running.

~ “But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength.” “But”—that’s the turning point, that’s. the
contrast. Failure, young strength giving way, weakness,
all the signs of the fall on the one hand. But God has the
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opposite. He has His “but” in between. But! Fancy
the world without God’s alternative, the fall without a
remedy. Tt would not only be the young men would ut-
terly fall, but even the children would fail to reach matur-
ity. IWaiting upon God is the counteraction for the fall.
It brings down that from the heavens which replenishes
the earth. The earth would be chaos if there were not
some who waited on the Lord and renewed their strength.

“Ye are the salt of the earth.” It is necessary even
for the salt to be resavored. An clectric battery needs to
be recharged, and the more work it does the more fre-
quently it needs to be recharged.

Do you want strength? Do you want to run the way
of His commandments? Do you want to mount up with
wings as eagles? The remedy is “Wait upon the Lord.”
There is no limit to the height which you can reach by
waiting on the Lord.

Christ walked upon the sea after spending a night of
prayer with His Father. As He prayed, the fashion of
His countenance changed, and He was transformed be-
fore them. In Jesus Christ you see the highest form of
dependence. He was perfection in His physical form,
without a blemish, but as a young man He would utter-
ly fall, but He waited on His Father. He mounted up
with wings as an eagle ; He ran the way of His command-
ments. As Son of God He was dependent upon God. If
He could not afford to be independent, how much less
can we?

So many are living on a low plane these days. So
many are grovelling. But God longs for and invites oth-
ers to come upon the mount of transfiguration, but there
is no other way than is set forth in His Word—prayer,
waiting, renewing strength. God wants to be touched these
days that virtue may flow out of Him. And every saint
who touches God receives virtue, not for themselves only,
but for those around.

The curious crowd round Christ touched Him, but.
there was only one touch of faith, and Christ unconscious-
ly responded to the unknown touch. How much more
will our heavenly Father respond to the touch of faith of
those whose names are written in His register, Some
names have to be turned up so often in the register—in
the T.amb’s book of life for they are so frequently touch-
ing Him with the prayer of faith. Some names are very
seldom looked at, because the call, the touch of faith, is
so seldom.

Christ was always accessible to real faith, The poor,

* weak woman could touch Him, in spite of the jostling

crowd. Even the weak and the faint, if they wait on the
Tord, shall renew their strength. God is real, full of
strength, full of virtue, and always accessible to the weak-
est saint so that they may be renewed. Re-new-ing is
necessary in these days, for the undoing is going on so
rapidly. The renewing of the renewed is necessary, for
the devil is especially anxious to undo the renewed.

“Set me as a mark.” Satan has his marked ones. He
hunts out the Jobs, the upright ones. He did not trou-
ble ahout Job’s friends. But when Job was renewed he
was a means of blessing to “Job’s comforters,” and they
saw themselves under the dominion and power of the ene-
my, although they were unconscieus of it before. A re-
newed soul brings conviction to those round about, the
unrenewed.

They that wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength. The Holy Ghost seeks to emphasize the need of
renewing in these days.

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THE TIMES OF THE END.

Reference has been made in a recent issue of the
Weekly Evangel to “Light for the Last Days,” a book
issued by that holy man of God and devout student of
chronology, Dr. H. Grattan Guinness. There are many
today who, like Daniel of old, are making a “study of
books™ to see what is likely to happen in the days in which
we live, and so we make no apology for further reference
to this work, which, we understand, is now out of print.
But it can be obtained from many libraries in this country.

Dr. Guinness writes: “What is our present chrono-
logical position, and our present duty in this matter? It
may help us to understand both if we note the parallel
beween our own position and that of Daniel in the days of
Darius the Mede. s

“The holy prophet had spent in Babylon the greater
part of his life, as he had been there during the whole
of Judah's captivity. He had risen to high estate in the
land of his exile, was full of vears, full of honors, and
full of wisdom: but his heart remained true to God and the
land of his fathers, true to Jerusalem and the Jewish peo-
ple; and his mind was consequently full of the—to him—
profoundly interesting question, When would their long
captivity i Babylon come to an end?

“He knew it must be nearly over, for though Judah
still hanged her harp upon the willows and sat down and
wept by the rivers of Babylon, she vet began to wipe away
her tears, and to lift-up her head, for her redemption was
drawing nigh; she had seen the great city fall, and the
hand of the Persian conqueror was already resting on
the pen that was to sign the blessed edict of liberation
and return. The day was one of approaching crisis; a
great turning point in the history of Israel was at hand,
and Daniel knew it.

“He had not been assured of it by an angel from
heaven ; he did not guess it was so from political appear-
ances, but he kuew it as a result of study—a study of
“hooks,” as he expressly telis us. Those books included,
no doubt, the chronicles of the kings of Israel and Judah.
The book that he especially mentions however by name is
that of the prophet Jeremiah, and the portions of that
book which had principally enlightened his mind and in-
fluenced his heart, were the two chronological predictions
recorded in chapters 25 and 29. From an earnest study
and comparison of these various books the holy prophet
gathered that the end of Judah’s. captivity was close at
hand, that the dark week of bondage—-a week of decades,
seventy years—was well-nigh over, and that already it be-
gan to dawn towards the first day of a new “week” in
the history of his people. . ..

“FHe perceived, as he studied the predictions of Jere-
miah, and the records of events which had happened when
he was a child, that the captivity of his people had not
heen a sudden catastrophe, but a gradual process; that it
had been accomplished by stages during a period of twen-
ty years, stages as to the relative importance of which
there might be some question.

“As he studied, the thought. proved by the result to
be a true one, could scarcely fail to be suggested to his
mind, that the restoration might probably be as gradual
and as maich by stages as the captivity had been, and so
occupy an e¢rg rather than a year.”

And so Dr. Guinness goes on to prove that the ending
of the times of the Gentiles and the coming in of the
Kingdom of God is being accomplished by stages. Writing
in the latter part of the book of the end of the “times”—
recognized by practically all prophetic scholars as a period
of 2520 years—of the Gentiles, he says:

“The corresponding terminal years after the lapse of
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‘seven times’ in full solar measure, extend from A. D.
1915 to A. D. 1934. During these years we may expect to
see the full and final fall of the anti-typical ‘Babylon the
Gireat; and if that event is to answer chronologically to
the culminating point of the tvpical Babylon, it seems
probable that it will occur at one of the central dates A.
D. 1017 or 1932. This Gentile age closes, as we have
seen, with an era, and not with a date._

“It was the year B. C. 606 that Nebuchadnezzar first
came against Judah, and carried Daniel and the Hebrew
children among others captive. At this time he was act-
ing on behalf of his father, and it was not until nearly two
vears later, B. C. 6o4, that he himself acceded to the
throne. That year is consequently, properly speaking,
the first of Nebuchadnezzar; and it was probably also the
year in which he saw the vision of the great image, in con-
nection with which it was said to him, “Thou art the head
of gold.” This vear has therefore some special claims to
be considered as a wery principal starting-point of the
‘times of the Gentiles.” Measured from it the period runs
out in A. D. 1917, and it is a very notable fact that a sec-
ond most remarkable period also expires then. The 1335
yvears of Daniel 1z:12, the ne plus ultra of prophetic
chronology, which is evidently eastern in character, and
consequently lunar in scale, measured back from this year
1917, lead up to the great Hegira era, the starting point
of the Mohammedan calendar, the birthday of the power
which has for more than twelve centuries desolated Pales-
tine and trodden down Jerusalem. The two periods lie
thus:

2.520 solar vears A, D. 1917
A, 622l 1,238 yedes o A 10 1917

It is a remarkably significant fact that this vear the
Turks have, of their own free will, closed their old meth-
od of reckoning, viz., from A. D. 622, and are now adopt-
ing the Christian calendar. They, therefore, automatically
have closed the 1335 years. It is also interesting to note
that the year A, D. 622 is the first year of the latter
“times, time and half a time,” or three and a half times, of
the “seven times” of the Gentiles.

“The vear 1917 is consequently doubly indicated as a
final crisis date, in which the ‘seven times’ run out, as
measured from two opening events, both of which are
clearly most critical in connection with Israel, and whose
dates are both absolutely certain and unquestionable,

“Thoughful readers will weigh the facts and draw
their own conclusions, asking themselves, in the light of
all the chronological facts mentioned in this work, if the
vear B. C. 604 witnessed the rise of the typical Babylon,
and its supremacy over the typical Israel, what event is
the corresponding year in this time of the end likely to
witness? The fall of the anti-typical Babylon—the ex-
tinction of Gentile supremacy on earth, and the restora-
tion of Judah’s throne in the person of Christ? The se-
cret things belong to God. Tt is not for us to say. But
there can be no question that those who live to see this
vear 1017 will have reached one of the most important,
perhaps the most momentous, of these terminal years of
crisis.” .

“Who among us shall dwell with the devouring fire?
who among us shall dwell with everlasting burnings ?"”

More than seven hundred years after this prophecy
was written, God the Holy Ghost permitted the apostle
Peter to lift the veil of mystery which hung over the an-
cient prophets, and showed us their perplexity in view of
what had been revealed to them. “Of which salvation
the prophets have inquired and searched diligently, who
prophesied of the grace that should come unto you:
searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of
Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified be-
forehand the sufferings of Christ and the glory that should
follow. Unto whom it was revealed that not unto them-
selves but unto us, they did minister the things, which are
now reported unto you by them that have preached the
Gospel unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from
heaven: which things the angels desire to look into.”
(1 Pet. 10-12.)

In the glorious vision of the future which was granted
to those ancient seers, they beheld peaks of glory and val-
leys of humiliation. At one time the Spirit of Christ (the
promised Messiah) in them would testify of His majesty,
power and glory, and at another time of sufferings and
agony greater than those endured by any mortal man.
They knew that both were visions granted and prophecies
inspired by the same Spirit: but they could not understand
the time—how the suffering, crucified Saviour could also
be the crowned and conquering King of Israel. And the
important point of Peter’s revelation to us is that God did
not give them the understanding they sought for: He
merely revealed to them that the fulfilment of their mes-
sages was to be not in their day but in ours, that they must
be content (like the angels) not to understand the full im-
port of their prophecies, and that zve—the sinners saved
by grace, living in the disnensation of the Holv Ghost—
would be able to understand and to reconcile the revela-
tions which to them were veiled in mystery.

What a childlike, submissive spirit was that of those
grand old prophets! Men of gigantic intellect and mental
capacity they must some of them have been. Where in
any literature can we match the patriotic fervor, the un-
studied eloquence, or the lofty style of Isaiah’s writings?
Yet he, like many another, was content to speak forth the
message and not understand it, to be merely a mouth-
piece, uttering the transcendent WORD. What a 1c5§0n
for us in these last davs who are called to be * ‘voices” for
the Lord!

And the passage before us in Isa. 33 is one of those
which has been most abundantly fulfilled and explained in
Pentecostal days. We have already seen in many cases
how fire is used as a tvpe of the presence of God, more
especially of God-the Holy Ghost in His various offices
as cleansing, consuming, empowering and enthusing. And
here we have the effect of this holy fire on the life and
character of those who dwell in it. We often speak of
having the Fire of the Holy Ghost in us: here it is the
other side, viz., we dwelhmr n the Fire. It is a severe
test: well may the sinners be afraid and fearfulness sur-
prise the hypocrites. Tarrying for the baptism of the
Holy Ghost is a great testing-time, and many fail to go

- through with God because they cannot stand the strip-
ping, the humbling, the breaking down. or the burning out
of the dross. /

But for those who have gone through the cleansing

. fires, and who are dwelling in the Spirit as the very at-
mosphere around them, what of their character and life?
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[saiah here gives us a wonderful picture of both, and we
shall find it illustrated in actual fact in the early church
after the Holy Spirit fell on the day of Pentecost. Owing
to lack of space, [ cannot here mention the various points
of resemblance, but I beg that my readers after finishing
this article will read the early chapters of the Book of
Acts, and trace each point of the life and character here
depicted in those of the early Christians.

Let us notice first the CHARACTER of those in
whom the sacred Fire dwells, and who abide in that
cleansing Fire continually.

1. Cleansed and Controlled Feet. “He that walketh
righteouslv.” No going to places where Jesus would not
go with you, no turning aside to crooked ways: but a sim-
ple, single-eved following in the footsteps of the Master.

2. Cleansed and Controlled L ips “and speaketh up-
rightly.” Those lips that the Holy Spirit has taken pos-
session of in the baptism, must never again be taken
away from His control. Let every word be censored by
Iim.

3. A Heart of Unselfishness—“he that despiseth the
gain of oppressions.” Instead of thinking how much you
can get out of other people, you will always be thinking
how miich you can do for them and give to them.

4. Hands of hounesty and integrity—"that shaketh his
hands from holding of bribes.” Oh how important in
these davs of loose morality it is that we Pentecostal peo-
ple should show the strictest integrity in every detail of
business. “IHaving yvour conversation (i. e., manner of
life) honest among the Gentiles (i..e., all outsiders) : that
whereas they speak against you as evil-doers, they may by
vour good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in
the day of visitation. (1 Peter 3:12.)

5. Ears closed to evil—“that stoppeth his ears from
hearing of blood.” Have vou ever thought what a pecu-
liarly susceptible member of vour body is the ear? You
close vour eyes almost involuntarily to keep vourself from
seeing a sight of horror: but it is not easy to close the
ears—they are like an uncovered vessel—and many an

impure tale or insinuation of evil enters through the ear

and defiles the mind. Tet the Holy Spirit apply the Pre-
cious Blood to vour ears, that they may be kept from hear-
ing evil.

6. Eves blind (o sin—"and shutteth his eyes from sece-
ing evil.” There must be a resolute fixing of the eye on
Jesus, to do His will—a single eve—and that will imply a
blindness to the world and its attractions, to all that is out-
side of His will. “Who is blind, but My servant? Who
1s blind as he that is perfect. and blind as the Lord’s serv-
ant? Seeing many things, but thou observest not: open-
ing the ears; but he heareth not.” (TIsa. 42:19, 20.)

And what will be the I.LIFE of this cleansed and con-
trolled one? How will the blessed Spirit work for him,
provide for and guard him ?

1. It is a life in the heavenly places— He shall dwell
on high.” “Your life is hid with Christ in God.” This
is what the world cannot understand. © People who live in
the world and yet are not of the world, are always a puzzle
to those about them: And they are- the only people who
can move the world. ;

2. [Itisalife of safety and security—"His place of de-
fence shall be the munitions of rocks.” There is no fear
to those who are hidden in the clefts of the Rock of Ages.
Satan with his hosts of demons may rage and storm, while
all the wiles of men may be employed against us: but safe
in the Rock, sheltered under the Blood, we need never
have a tremor of fear.

3. It is alife of unfatling provision—"bread shall be
given him, his waters shall be sure.” God does not prom-
ise us cake and coffee, but He does promise the necessaries
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of life: and how precious is this promise in these days of

scarcity to those who are looking to Him alone for sup-

port. Dear ones, let us step out on the promise, and ex-
pect God to fulfil it : and He will never, never fail us.

4. Itis alife of constant vision—"thine eyes shall see
the King in His beauty.” Oh what a blessed privilege!
There is no earthly monarch who can be approached at
all times by his subjects: but it is the right of every Spirit-
baptized child of God to have free access at all times to
the King of kings. “For through Him we both have ac-
cess by one Spirit unto the Father.” Eph. 2:18. David
thought this the only thing worth living for. “One thing
have I desired of the Lord, that will T seek after, that I

- may dwell in the house of the Lord all the davs of my
life, to behold the beauty of the Lord, and to enquire in
His temple.” (Psa. 27.4.)

5. [Itis a life of limitless possibilities— ‘they shall be-
hold a farstretching land, or the land of far distances.”
There is absolutely no limit to the potentialities of a life
that is hid with Christ in God, because all the power of the
(Godhead is behind it. The baptism of the Holy Ghost is
but our entrance on a vast estate, all purchased for us by
the precious Blood, where the Lord says to us, “Every
place that the sole pf your foot shall tread upon, that have
I given unto you.” (Josh. 1:3.)

6. It is a life of vanquished foes—“thine heart shall
meditate terror. Where is the scribe? where is the receiy-
er? Where is he that counted the towers?” The oppress-
ing enemies that formerly robbed and spoiled us are no-
where to be seen. “Thou shalt not see a fierce people.”
The devouring Fire of the Spirit's presence in and around
us, makes it too hot for the old enemies of sloth, self-will,
pride and worldliness, as well as for the outside foes ar-
raved against us.

7. It is a life of Stability, Pardon and Health—*a
quiet habitation, a tabernacle that shall not be taken down
not one of the stakes thereof shall ever be removed, neither
shall any of the cords thereof be broken. And the in-
habitant shall not say, T am sick: the people that dwell
therein shall be forgiven their iniquitv.,” It is a promise
to the overcomer that he shall be a pillar in the Lord’s
house. And this is because the very fact of his overcom-
ing proves that he is of the material which can make a pil-
lar the Lord is seeking, in these days of shifting, change
and instability, so to root and ground His people in Christ
and in His Word, that they may be able to withstand in
the evil day, and having overcome all to stand. See Eph.
6:13; Col. 2:6, 7; 1 Pet. 5:10. We need this steadfast-
ness in resisting the attacks of the enemy along both the
lines suggested in the last verse of Isa. 33—viz., his at-
tempting to put sickness on our bodies, and also his bring-
ing up our sins against us. But, glory to God for a com-
plete Atonement! “Hisown self bare our sins in His own
body on the tree....by whose stripes ve were healed.”
(1 Pet. 2:25.) Yes, here, even in this life—-“The inhabi-
tant shall not say, T am sick: the people that dwell therein
shall be forgiven their iniquity.”

And what is the ever-present, gracious cause of all
this glory, security, provision and blessing? 7The meta-
phor is changed.in verses 20-23 to express what the sur-
rounding presence of our triune God will mean to us, his
unworthy, unprotected little ones. It is a picture of a city
surrounded by a wide, full river. The glorious Lord Him-
self is that river, and His presence it is that keeps us se-
cure. And He will see to it that no enemy ship shall ever
float on those broad waters—they will be by day and night
a protection from attack on all sides, and a source of re-
freshment and fertility to the inhabitants of the city.

Glory to God for such a place of safety and blessing !
Beloved, let us enter in and dwell there!”—A. E. L.

The effectual prayer is the prayer that
takes effect. And it means continuous, unwavering impor-
tunity on our part. Too many rest content without definite,
distinet answers to prayer, although they may pray daily
and ask many things of God in a general way. Let us not
forget He desires to grant us definite answers.

Friday. “With good-will doing service, as to the Lord,
and not to men.” Eph. 6:7.

When all our service is done as unto Him, we shall not
be vexed or disappointed by the disapproval or blame of
men, nor will we be exalted in spirit by their praise or com-
mendation. They who most diligently seek to please God
will perform most acceptable and honest service to men.

Saturday. “Yet T will rejoice in the Lord, I will joy
in the God of my salvation.” Hab. 3:18.

“Though vine nor fig-tree neither
Their wonted fruit shall bear,
Though all the field should wither,
Nor flocks nor herds be there;
Yet, God the same abiding,

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“SHEW ME A TOKEN FOR GOOD.”

“And the blood shall be to you a token.” Ex. 12:13.
The blood is God’s token and man’s passport. Men are
eagerly seeking passports these days, but this is a God-
ordained one, a passport from the kingdom of Satan to
the kingdom: of heaven.

Do you understand why the enemy hates the blood?
Everyone under the token of the blood means a loss from
his kingdom and a gain to the kingdom 'of heaven. Destroy
the token, damage the passport, offer a substitute, any-
thing to get rid of God’s token! The ingenuity of hell
is brought into play to destroy and to minimize the power
of the blood.

You can have any variety of passports, but no matter
what variety they are they will not pass you through.
There is only one that avails, the God-ordained one, the
Blood of the Lamb.

What did the blood mean to those people? It meant
safety from death, deliverance from the oppressor, and
the marching out to the promised land, a three-fold pur-
pose, everyone obnoxious to the enemy.

“Who is the Lord, that I should obey His voice to let
Israel go?” said Pharaoh. And he defied the nine plagues.
But the blood was one too many for him  “Rise up, and
get you forth,” cried Pharaoh, and he spued them out as
it were. Pharaoh cries out at midnight, “Get you forth,”
to get rid of them. Where the blood was shed the enemy
was powerless to hold.

Even the new firsthorn baby that was sheltered under
the bloed was safe from the destroyer and freed from

. Pharaoh. “Who is the Lord,” said the mighty Pharaoh,
“that I should obey Him?” But when God provided the
blood, even the innocent baby could not be kept back by
Pharaoh. Pharaoh defies God, and the baby defies
Pharaoh. :

Jesus said, “Have ye never read, out of the mouths of
babes and sucklings Thou hast perfected praise?” Christ

- chooses the habes to sing His praises and thus defeat the
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foe, for where praises arise ambushments are set against
the enemy. (2 Chron. 20:22.) God delights in using the
weak things to bring to nought the things that are. The
things that are are very much in evidence these days,
boasting great things, but God can bring them to nought
by the things that are not.

Even the cattle had to go with the Israelites. When
God gives a salvation, He gives a complete salvation, He
does not save a part of you and let the enemy retain a
part. “Not a hoof left behind !”

The enemy was frustrated, disappointed and foiled:
he gained nothing, and lost his army in the pursuit. “Even
for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might
shew My power in thee.” Better for Pharaoh that he had
never been raised up than to have had such a great fall.
And so our God will treat the enemy of our souls.

Moses demanded a complete deliverance out of the
hand of Pharaoh, and God saw that the request of Moses
was granted. And our Moses demands for us a complete
Keliverance, and our God will see that He has His re-
quest. “I know that thou hearest me always,” was the
Son’s statement to the Father. Yes, and our Moses has
sealed His request, and paid the price, by shedding His
own blood. “The blood shall be to you a token,” not only
of the life taken but of complete deliverance.

The fight was a three-cornered one, God, Moses and
Pharaoh. And the children of Israel were in the center.
Thev had little or no part in it, but to take the lamb, sprin-
kle the blood, pack up, stay indoors and march out at the
appointed time. Passive, quiet obedience; then activity
at the right time. Meantime the fight was raging between
Pharaoh and God. Moses and Pharaoh. Do not interfere
with the battle. Tet God apnd Christ tackle the enemy.
Be quiet, confident, obedient, and active at the right time.
And then the exodus will be easy-and speedv.

The enemy will pursue, but the cloud of fire will be in
between. The enemy will not be able to catch up at any
time. and if he is gaining, God will cripple him. He took
off the chariot wheels of the Egyptians and the cloud of
fire was in between the crippled chariots and the children
of Tsrael.

The children of Tsrael had to come out because of the
foreordained plan of God. He told Abraham about their
four hundred years of affliction, darkness and bondage,
and Jacob was also told, but they had the promise of de-
liverance. And we are redeemed by the blood of the
TLamb slain before the foundation of the world, so the de-
liverance must take place for all those who are truly obe-
dient, who remain under the blood, within the house.

Those who got through the Red Sea, for the most
part turned back in their hearts to Egypt, and they per-

ished. They did not perish at the hand of Pharaoh, but
at the hand of God. What is the difference? Ieave that
to God.

To the fearful ones He says, “He shall gather the
lambs in His arms, and carry them in His bosom.” If
vou are fearful, if you doubt whether you will be able to
outstrip the enemy, if you are despondent, if yvou have lit-
tle faith, then vou are a lamb, and that entitles you to be
carried in His breast.

If vou are strong and self-confident and big and you
can walk yourself, you do not need the care of the Shep-
herd so much, but the LLamb He carries in His bosom.
Since He has provided, you have the token, the passport,
the blood, and the destroyer shall not come nigh thee. The
weakest could not be in a safer place, protected by the
blood and carried by the Shepherd, and all the Pharaohs
of Egypt and all the devils of hell cannot wrest the simple,
confiding, trusting lamb from the bosom of the Shepherd.
This is the heritage of God’s people.

235. What do the ‘“New issue’ folks believe?

Ans. This is hard to answer, for they do not all believe
alike, and it would be unfair to claim all believe what some
believe. So our answer only means some believe some of
these things, and some others _believe others mentioned.

1. Many hold it is absolutely wrong to baptize with the
words given in Mt. 28:19 by Jesus; that such a baptism is
not Christian baptism at all and must be done over with the
words of Acts 2:38.

2. Many hold the name of the Father, Son and Holy
Ghost is the Lord Jesus Christ.

3. Many hold Jesus is the only God, that Jesus is the
Father and the Father is Jesus.

4, Some hold that the “Son” of God is only human,
while the Deity is all of the Father. In this sense Jesus is
God and man, all the God part being the Father and all the
man part being the Son. These hold the Son never existed
as the Son till born of Mary. This denies the eternal Son,
and makes no distinction between the Father and the Deity
of Christ.

5. Some hold the apostles had no life from God, were
not born again until the Holy Ghost fell on the day of Pen-
tecost, and that no one now is born again or begotten of
God until baptized with the Holy Ghost and speaks with
tongues. This doctrine leaves all that have not spoken in
tongues without eternal life.

6. These also hold that to be born of water and of the
spirit means to be baptized with water and baptized with
the spirit. According to this, no one has the new birth who
has not been baptized in water, and no one has it who has
not been baptized in the spirit; for these teach these are only

' the two parts of one birth, one baptism.

7. Others of them hold the above, except ags to the
tongues. This wing holds you have no life until baptized in
the Spirit, that the baptism ig the earnest, the first real
saving touch from God. To have Christ is to receive the
Holy Ghost. But these hold that tongues are not vitally
connected with the baptism. You may speak in tongues,
they say, but you can have the baptism without speaking.
So the ““New issue” is divided at this point.

8. There are other minor points and many other minor
differenees among them, but the above are the main points.
I give these points upon special request, merely as infor-
mation, with no unkindness towards these erring brethren.
I am not asked to discuss them, and would not have space
here. The mere statement of many of these things should
be a sufficient refutation to all those who know the Word.

Jesus did.

MAN'’S LITTLENESS.

What is man, that Thou art mindful of him?” “Put
not your trust in princes nor in the sons of man from
whom cometh no help.” “Cease from man whose breath
is in his nostrils.”

If we would see man in God’s estimation (and it is
possible), or with the eye of faith, we would be much more
bold to do and speak those things which please God. Je-
sus said, “I do always those things which please Him,”
and by the enabling of the Holy Spirit, we can do the
same. He cared not whether He pleased man, except
“for his goodi to edification” (Rom. 15:2).

In the Acts of the apostles, we read: “Then had the
churches rest....and were edified; and walking in the
fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit,
were multiplied” (ch. 9:31). They did not walk in the
fear of man’; neither did they find rest or comfort in man,
nor were they multiplied by him, by his wisdom or power.

Consider the following seven stereoptic views of man
given in the Scriptures. First, when the children of Israel
went up to spy out the land of Canaan, they “saw the in-
habitants as giants and the cities walled up to heaven.”
But Joshua, with the eve of faith, “saw the people as
grasshoppers.” He said “Their strength is departed from
them. They are bread for us.” Thirdly, Isaiah saw man
as grass— ‘all flesh is grass.” Fourthly, God said to
Israel, “Thou worm Jacob.” What a decline —from the
active nimble hopper to the obnoxious crawler on the
ground; truly they are “dwellers on the earth” (Rev. 6:
10). Fifthly, Paul by the Spirit, calls man a “thing” and
“it.” “Who art thou, O man, that repliest against God?
Shall the thing formed say to Him that formed it, why
hast thou made me thus? (Rom. ¢:20). Lastly, the
Lord Jehovah gives Isaiah a sweeping five-fold summing
up photograph of all nations. “Behold, the nations are as
a DROP in a bucket and are counted as the SMALL
DUST of the balance ; behold, He taketh up the isles as a
very LITTLE THING. All nations before Him are as
NOTHING ; and they are counted to Him less than noth-
ing, and VANITY"” (Isa. 40:15-17).

Man speaks of himself as “noble,” “refined,” “educat-
d,” “renowed,” “mighty,” “brilliant,” “religious,” “rich.”
As the mother of false relgions “hath glorified herself,”
so-has all mankind glorified himself.

But how unsparing and searching and complete is
God’s description of him. This is what sin has done,
God looked upon the work of His hands in the beginning
and said, “Very good.” But sin having wrecked and rav-
aged him, God can only declare that man became a mere
grasshopper and finally but emptiness. Ungodly philoso-
phers have dared to teach that man began as a monkey
and has been developed upward, until Christian Science
(falsely so-called) ventures the blasphemous doctrine that
all men are gods.

Is there any wonder that our wxse God must of neces-
sity dispose of mankind by death? ‘““Can any one bring
a clean thing out of an unclean?” Only God, and that by
death and resurrection. And O the further marvel of the
love of divine wisdom that should sacrifice the holy Son
of God in order to prevent sin’s havoc from defeating His
holv plans.

Reader, it is most becoming for us to agree with God
in the Bible estimation of man, including our individual
selves, “have no confidence in the flesh,” neither in our
own nor in any other man’s, but fully and forever “cease
irom man.”—C. W. Walkem.

MANASSEH'S SIN AND REPENTANCE.

Lesson Text: 2 Chron. 33:9-186.

Golden Text: Lel the wicked forsake
his way, and the unrighteous man his
thoughts: and let him return unto the
Lord, and he will have mercy upon him;
and to our God, for he will abundantly
pardon. Isa. 55:7.

Practical Truth: There is salvation
for the truly penitent.

Topic: Retrogression,

Time: Manasseh began to reign
about B. C. 697.

Place: Jerusalem; Babylon.

Manasseh was the son of Hezekiah, a
faithful king of Judah. To trace the
connection between the reign of Manas-
seh and his father Hezekiah, let us brief-
ly review the life and character of Heze-
kiah's reign and see the contrast be-
tween father and son, who were kings
upon the same throne, one succeeding
the other. Hezekiah was a God-fearing
man. During his reign he succeeded in
utterly destroying idolatry from his do-
minion. In answer to prayer, the Lord
personally favored him in prolonging
his life for fifteen years. In sacred his-
tory he stands ag one of the best kings
who ever sat upon the throne of Judah.
Manasseh’s life and reign differs from
that of his father in every respect. In
point of fact, every phase of his reign
shows the absence of the one supreme
truth, “Thou shalt worship the Lord thy
God and Him only shalt thou serve,”
Deut. 6:13; Matth, 4:10. This was a
gross violation of the Sinaitic Covenant.
He ascended the throne at the early age
of twelve years, and being unusually
young and no doubt influenced by evil
counsellors, he hecame a worse idolator
than his grandfather Ahaz. He broke
down the altars of God and killed they
who rebuked him for his wickedness
and unfaithfulness; but in the midst of
his career his enemies captured him, he
truly repented, turned to the Lord and
was released. Then he began to undo
the evil he had done and work for God.
He reigned for fifty-five years—the
longest reign recorded in Jewish history
—then died and was buried in his own
garden.

1. Manasseh's Wickedness. Vs. 1-
10. He was the bad son of a good fa-
ther. What was the cause of his wick-
edness and sin? It was not ignorance,
for he had before him the godly life and
holy influence of his father. Te sinned
against great light and revelation. The
answer to the question is this: godli-
ness is not inherited, but evil and sin is.
The sin was ‘“conceived’” and born in
him, Psa. 61:5. This is a result of the
fall of Adam and this very fact necessi-
tates the new birth of Jno. 3:3-5. The
rebellion, cruelty and brutality of Ma-
nasseh was the manifestation of the sin
which he had in him. Made Judah and
the inhabitants of Jerusalem to err., IHis
large leadership gave him a powerful
extensive influence, and he used it
against God which made it destructive
in its nature. He caused others to err.
If we are not wholly out and out for
God we are against Him. Jesus said,
“He that gathereth not with me, scat-
tereth abroad.” Men will not only an-
swer for their sins that they personally
commit, but the sin and misery that they
have brought into other lives through
the influence which ‘they had, though
they may have been unconscioug of hav-
ing had that influence. We should posi-
tively know that every human being has
influence. It is inseparable from exist-
ence. TItis born in us like fire in a flint.
It walks with us, flashes from our eyes,
and radiates from us like light from the
sun. Secing that everyone has his own
influence and each is responsible for the
way he uses it, let each of us use every
atom in us to lead others to Christ. By
the use of Manasseh’s influence, he did
himself, and caused others to become,
worse than the superstitious heathen.
Verse 6 tells us how he went so far as
to turn to hell and have intercourse with
the demon world through witcheraft
and wizards, all of which was strictly
forbidden by the law. See Isa. 8:19, 20.

2. . Manasseh’s Affliction. V. 11.
When God withdrew His protection
from Judah, then the king of Assyria
was permitted to carry out his purpose.
Manasseh was captured, bound and
taken away from his kingdom. Note
that men bound him. Men oftimes get
us under bondage to sin by their seduc-~
tive promises, but it is not men who de-
liver us. 8in is so much a part of the
nature of an habitual sinner, that it is
beyond all human or angelic power to
release him. “Thou shalt call his name
Jesus, for he shall save his people from
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their sins.” Matth. 1:21. God permit-
ted Manasseh to get into this miserabla
condition, not to suffer for his sins, aa
that he might by examining himself be-
come conscious of his awful guilt, re-
pent and be made a righteous man. This
calamity marked the turning point in his
life. The dungeon that he was bound
in was better for him than being in his
royal palace. Perhaps Paul was refer-
ring to this very thing, when he said,
“For our light affliction, which is but
for a moment, worketh for us a far
more exceeding and eternal weight of
glory.”” 2 Cor. 4:17.

3. Manasseh's Repentance. Vs. 12,
13. His leisure time in prison gave
him time to seriously reflect on the trua
condition of his heart, and it was then
that he saw the awfulness of his sin,
He besought the Lord his God. Like
the prodigal son, “he came to himself.”
He had been as one out of his right
mind, for sin is moral insanity. Com-
ing to yourself is the first step of a
holy life. He was intreated. The long-
suffering of God is clearly demonstrated
in the case of Manasseh. So long as
this story stands on the pages of the
Bible, no sinner need give up in despair.
God came to the dungeon and heard his
supplication and forgave him. He will
do as much for anyone. There is suf-
ficient grace and mercy in Jesus Christ
to meet the needs of every man. “The
blood of Jesus Christ, his son, cleanseth
us from all gin.” 1 Jno. 1:7. God is
ready to show mercy and welcome to re-
turning sinners. God here proves his
willingness and ability to ‘save. the
worst.

4. Manasseh doing righteously. Vs,
14-16. After his life had been so mar-
velously transformed, the next thing he
did was something good. This proves
the genuinesness of his conversion. “A
good man, out of the good treasure of
his heart, bringeth forth good things,”
Matth. 12:35. He took away the
strange gods. In the beginning of his
reign, Manasseh undid the good work
his father had done in re-establishing
the true religion in Judah, so after his
conversion and restoration to his throne
he undid his own evil work in bringing
in that tide of idolatry. He removed
the heathen altars which he built. A
thorough reform was immediately in-
augurated under him. Commanded Ju-
dah te serve the Lord. He had been a
great leader in the things of sin, now he
is striving with greater zeal to lead oth-
ers in the way of righteousness. True
conversion brings zeal .and such love
the heart at once concerns itself in
teaching transgressors and converting
ginners to God. Psa. 51413.

When and where did
he repent? Show that his repentance
was thorough.

Far away on the Black Mountains in
Afghanistan lived the son of a priest in
charge of the Mohammedan mosque, or
temple. The boy was hungry for God
and studied the Koran (the Mohamme-
dan Sacred Book) with all his heart,
seeking the truth, but failed to find any
satisfaction.

At last he heard that among the dis-
tant mountains of the Indian frontier
lived a white woman who taught the
Bible: so he journeyed there, obtained
a New Testament, and through reading
it found peace and rest in Jesus Christ.
At once he confessed his newly-found
Saviour in his home, but his father tried
to kill him, Through the good hand of
his God upon him, he escaped across
the border into British India, and at
Amritsar confessed hig faith in Christ by
baptism. His father was still bent on
murdering him, for he considered it such
an awful disgrace for a member of the
priestly family of the Mohammedans to
join the ranks of the despised Chris-
tians, and he went so far as to offer a
large reward to anyone who would cap-
ture and Kkill his son. Finally he de-
termined to go himself to Amritsar and
kill him.

When he arrived his anger melted
away before the loving reception of the
missionaries, and the fearless faith of
hig son, and before he left to go back to
Afghanistan they persuaded him to ac-
cept a New Testament. Oh, how that
Testament was followed by constant, be-
lieving prayer!

Nine months later the father re-
turned, saying he and twelve others had
read the book through, and now they
wanted the Old Testament to read.
Meanwhile the son had gone to Kash-
mir to tell the love of Jesus to the poor
people who were dying of cholera, and
ere long he gave hig life for them, being
cut down by that terrible disease.

It was soon after hig death that the
answer to all his prayers was manifest-
ed. when his old father came back say-
ing he too had found life and salvation
in Jesus Christ, and boldly confessed
Him before men.

When the old man was called home,
his last words were, “Why should I fear
death when I am in the arms of Jesus?"

GOOD NEWS FROM PORTO RICO.

Glad to report victory through the
Blood. Also to tell that the Lord is
blessing the work here., souls are being
saved all the time, many have been
healed and two more have received the
baptism of the Holy Ghost.

Bro. Solomon and I made a mission-
ary trip to Arecibo, a town about 40
miles from here, and on our way here
we stopped at Adjuntas, my native
town. We held an open air meeting
and the Lord gave us eleven souls. We
only stayed there one night, and in the
morning started out for Arecibo. On
our arrival we held a street meeting
and over 300 people came to hear the
Gospel. We continued these services, and
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after five days about a dozen souls were
saved, about as many reclaimed, and
two missions were given to us with a
total membership of about 60 or 70 in
the two missions. These two missions,
with chairs and one street organ, plat-
form and lamps, were donated to us by
the “Porto Rican Evangelical Mission.”
This mission was founded about two
vears ago, and in this period of time
they have done a blessed work in the
island. But the work is going through
a great test just now, so they had to ask
for help, and after a week’s prayver Bro.
Solomon and I felt led to go and see
what we could do for Jesus there. - The
Lord blessed our work and the leaders
accepted Pentecost and said they wanted
the baptism of the Holy Ghost.

We are taking these two missions by
faith; it will cost $13.00 per month for
rent. The congregations are all poor,
but they promised to help to pay half
the rent. Arecibo is a town of about
8000 people, and there is only one M,
E. Church, and very little is being done
for the salvation of souls. Pray that
the Lord will put Arecibo on some one’s
heart so that this work is self-support-
ing.

Bro. Solomon Feliciano wants me to
write about his going to Santa Domin-
go. He thought of going in July, but
now this new work has opened in the
northern part of the island, he believes
it is God’s will for him to stay a few
months longer. He needs about $105.00
for his fares, as he believes it is right
for him to take his family along.

We have decided to take the two mis-
sions and we also have opened up anoth-
er little mission about two miles from
Ponce, so there are four Pentecostal
missions in Porto Rico. The whole isl-
and is crying for the Gospel. Pray that
the Lord may send more m'ss’onaries.
We are praying for a revival for the
whole island.—With brotherly Ilove,
Frank D. Ortiz.

Went to Sai Nam this morning
and found the missionaries living up-
stairs and four or five feet of water on
the lower floor. Pray for us that God
will protect us during these floods.—

I have escaped with only one, but
both Mr. Perkins and Mr. Bowley have
been quite disabled with many of them,
Others too have had them before this,
so we are concluding they are one of
Africa's afflictions, almost as bad as
Job's, and indeed much like his.

Mr. Harrow has visited a new tribe,
and started a house for a new station,
where we shall go D. V., when the house
is finished. When a new station is to
be opened. the people always give the
land or site for a mission, and build the
first house. Otherwise much work and
heavy expense falls upon the missionary,
besides a long wait for the work to be
done, for when the missionary is al-
ready in the tribe, why should they care
or hurry to build his house.

We have recently been informed that
the United States of America has taken
over Liberia. Whether this is really true
or not, she has at any rate demanded
Liberia to take in hand the Germans
who are living here. and hold them as
prisoners of war. We have some very
dear friends among them at Cape Pal-
mas, and when I learned this I came as
soon as possible to see them before they
are taken away. It is sad to us all but
they are very brave in spite of every-
thing. These two, Mr. and Mrs. Weber,
have been very kind to all of our mis-
sionaries and we trust the way shall not
be too hard for their feet. These are
days full of surprises.—Yours in His
glad service, Rhodema Bowley.
