When Philip was willing to go down to the desert, even if
it was only to meet one soul, God gave him a touch of the
supernatural he had never had before. This was a reward
for his obedience, and is only an earnest of what God can do
for those who render unwavering yieldedness to His perfect
will. Paul and Silas prayed when they were put into the
lower part of the dungeon, and God opened up the lower parts
of the earth, and the heart of the jailer was broken at the
same time. God can cause an earthquake when it is needed.
Peter was put into prison, but prayer was made without
ceasing of the church unto God for him, and God sent a spe-
cial angel, before whom the iron bolts melted like wax. Just
one touch, and the chains fell off his wrists and Peter walked
out free,

“And what shall T more say? for the time would fail to
tell.” This is written of the Old Testament record, and the
New Testament has a bigger list. These individual cases in
the Acts are just fingerposts, and there is a whole host be-
tween each fingerpost of unrecorded workings of the Spirit
in the supernatural. If so many wonderful things took place
in the Old Testament with a partial manifestation of the
Spirit, are we not to expect an inereased, a mightier outpour-
ing of the Spirit in these last days as we cry to God for rain
in the time of the latter rain?

Compare Hebrews 11 and the Acts of the Apostles. The
one is the supplement to the other. Compare the present
day results with the Aets of the Apostles and see where we
stand. God wants these times to be Hebrews 11, plus the
Acts of the Apostles, plus the acts of the Holy Ghost in the
days of the latter rain. There is a great need in the world
to-day as there was on the day of Pentecost, and if He can
get a people free in the Spirit, God is willing to work through
them. Look for the physical, the supernatural in the flesh;
be yielded, be pliable to Him, and He can repeat the signs and
wonders of Pentecostal days, and greater works. (The arm
of Him we serve has not shortened, neither is His ear heavy
that He cannot hear us, nor has His power diminished that
He cannot do these things.)

A WISP THERE
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My father taught his children as far back as I can
remember the truths in the Bible, and the positive neces-
sity of being Christians, and whether we wanted to or
not we had to keep the Sabbath, the first day Sabbath
I mean, and we were not allowed to read any book on that
day but the Bible. Te was a very strict adherent to the
literal wording of the Book and would not allow us little
girls to adorn our bodies:; no ribbons, or flowers on our
hats. We nearly hated his kind of religion, but not God
or His Word,

We children loved to hear the Bible stories and I was
infatuated with Jesus, and when I was very young I made
up my mind to be a missionary to some foreign land or
a great actress or singer. DBut on entering the world, T
found so much hollowness and hypocrisy and treachery
that I nearly lost God, and my faith in His Word and love
toward mankind. Between the years 1882 and 1gor 1
rarely ever looked in the Bible to read it understandingly,
but only from force of habit forcibly formed in my life
by father. I taught a Sunday-school class wherever I at-
tended church, and sang solos, and taught my pupils to be
“Christians,” telling them it was respectable and proper,
and I tried to raise my little adopted daughter this way,
and through this teaching she was saved, and many oth-
ers, and all the time I was numbered with the lost, because
not born again.

I knew I was not born again, and Jesus said, “Ye must
be born again.” I had been a church member since I was
eleven years old, and at last T became a wisp to be gath-
ered by some Ruth, but who would gather me? All my
people and my friends, father, first of all,thought I was al-
ready gathered and safe in Jesus’ arms, and I dared not
tell, T, who had worked so long in the churches, was not
saved, and so who was to gather me, a wisp so deep in
the sin of hypocrisy acting like a Christian and not one,
and tryving to excuse myself by saying I had never com-
mitted the awful sins such as dishonoring my parents,
murdering or committing adultery?

My heart ached, and then sorrow came, deep sorrow,
that filled me with horror, and T followed the demon of
fashion, went to theater after theater and spent all the time
I could in the ballroom to try and drown my sorrow, un-
til T lay a poor broken wisp in the mud and mire, and who
could find me? T'd surely lost my way and no one knew
it, and so they could not find me.

This condition, the memory of it, gave me my song
“I've lost my way,” and by the way this song reminds
me of a dear wisp who perhaps has lost his way again, and
this record may fall in his way and put him in remem-
brance and help him find his way again. I sang this song
at a mrission in Little Rock, Ark., in 1904, one night, and
at the close of the meeting a young man came up and laid
a dollar in my hand and said he wanted the song. I gave
it to him and handed back the change, 75 cents, but he
refused to take it. He told me he was a comic singer for
the vaudeville and asked me to pray for him, and I did
then and there, He came every night for a week they told
me, and at last gave his heart to God, and he sang this
song and said he would never sing another comic song, I
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pray God I'll meet him in heaven and sing with him, “I
fell in love with the Nazarene.” “Lord, keep that which
I have committed unto Thee !”

Now back to the poor hidden wisp. I tried so hard to
be born again. I read the Bible earnestly and tried to un-
derstand the awful secret, but I could not understand.
What should T do? Sorrows deepened and I was sick of
life and self. Every night I stood at my kitchen window,
awaiting my husband’s return, and wept until my face
was blistered, and said in the bitterness of my heart, “God
does not care for me or He'd find me!” To be born of
the Spirit is to be found when lost.

As I watched one nmight in the moonlight in the fall
of 1898, I noticed a bird singing in an old dead tree. He
was sitting on the tip top of one of the dead limbs singing
away as though he was in heaven. Night after night he
came and sang, and one night the moon rose just behind
him and showed him to me plainer, and he sang a simple
tune, just two notes in one strain and three notes in
another, and as T listened, it sounded like “Dear Heart,
Take Heart.” /T went to the piano and sang this new song,
and the ache in my heart began to ease, but I could not
tell why. It seemed as though some One had folded me,
a poor, broken, sinful wisp of God’s wheat, all crushed and
filthy, naked and wretched and ready to die, to their lov-
ing heart in forgiveness, and I believe that that very night
at-that moment I was born again, but I never knew it un-
til 1gor when I found God in Chattancoga, Tenn., when
I saw a piece of paper lying on my table that seemed to
blaze like fire. On it was written, “In quietness and con-
fidence shall be your strength.” T fell in the mire again
through the worldly church association, and was reclaimed
and cleansed and sanctified in 1904.

Well, that wisp was picked up for God by a little lonely
bird singing in a dead tree, and it knew nothing about it,
but God did, bless His name forever! The devil kidnaps
us and gets us lost in the wilderness of sin, and we nearly
get devoured by the hungry wolves and hyenas, but Jesus,
our good Shepherd, knows where Satan has tucked us
away, and however deep and dark the caves of sin in
which he has hidden us may be, Jesus can find us if we
want to be found.

Now, 1 thank God for the sorrows that rained down on
my unsuspecting head and the appalling disasters and un-
expected failures, for they made me sick of this old world
and made me hungry for God. T was lost and felt as
miserable as the poor fallen girls used to tell me they were
when disgrace stared them in the face, and they'd plead -
with me to give them morphine to end it all. T wanted
Jesus to find me.

“Dear Heart, Take Heart,* and afterwards “The
Magdalen” were composed at this time. When a wisp is
found and reinstated it wants to find other wisps, and
I've done nothing else, it seems to me, but gather lost
wisps for Jesus. Another time, T'll tell of some of the
fallen wisps I found in my work with Mr. Chas. N, Crit-
tenton in some of our large cities. It's getting late. The
Husbandman will soon be here. T must hasten. for the
fields are white—Ruth the Gleaner. (Sarah Haggard
Payne, Box 44, Ocean Park, Cal.)

SOUL TRAVAIL, THE NEED OF THE HOUR.

Notes of a message given by Miss Elizabeth Sisson.
(Not revised by the speaker.)

The Lord has laid it on my heart to speak a few words
on Praying in the Holy Ghost. Ts it really true that God
has taken us into partnership with Himself for His great
operations? I sometimes say, “You surely have not taken
Elizabeth in? But He has. He says, “I'm going to do
this in answer to your prayers. Many years ago, I could
have finished the work if My people had only prayed. I
am now inviting you into partnership with Me. In giving
you the baptism of the Holy Ghost I’ve fitted vou up for
this prayer life, this life of continuous intercession.”

We are not awake to the possibilities of a life of inter-
cession yet, nor to the necessity of it. God condescends
to use us in the prayer life, and what cannot God do if He
has a chance? God wants to bring forth the full unity of
the body, and He will, in response to our prayers. With
Christ in us, the Father in us, the Holy Ghost in us, the
triune God within, what boundless possibilities are before
us. The Lord showed me one time when I was in prayer,
that true intercession consists of the love of the Spirit tak-
ing possession, and that as much as love possesses me
things are done. In soul travail love forces through us.
God cannot work in any other channel, for God is love.

At one time the Spirit of God was urging me to pray
for the great Mahommedan College in Cairo, Egvpt, out
of which ten thousand students are poured forth every
year, every one pledged to be a Mahommedan missionary.
Uaviug lived amongst the Mahommedans, T knew _how,
humanly speaking, it was impossible for any Christian
worker to get into that college. The devil said, “God could
not get into that work.” T cried, “Oh, God, you can get
into that college!” A vear after this, I read in the organ
of the American Board that Mr. Trowbridge, one of their
missionaries, had been granted access, had gone in and
addressed the students, and that right in this center of the
false prophet’s territory, he had started a Bible Class for
the study of the Word of God. The faculty had heen very
gracious to him and gave him every facility to expound
the Word of God to the students. God only knows the
might of Spirit-inspired prayer. T was reminded how,
through my reasoning, T had been inclined to draw back
from the praver God wanted to put upon me. And the
Lord said to me, “That is why I have to take possession of
My people and pray through them in tongues.”

God loves the race, and He wants to bless the race,
and bring us into partnership with Himself. In the
twelfth chapter of Revelation God has given us a picture
of a sun-clothed woman in travail, bringing forth the
man child. The sun is a figure of God. Sun-clothed is
God clothed, and that is love-clothed. Travail is always
God-energized prayer. That is what God is going to do

~ through God-energized prayer, to bring forth the man

child who shall rule all nation with a rod of iron. Pray-
ing in the Holy Ghost, soul travail, is the one great busi-
ness of the hour, and God will clothe us with His wonder-
ful love for this great business.

The racé goes on from generation through the great
love scheme of God. He made everything to express His
love, and if it had not been for the fall in Eden, all things
would tell of His wonderful love. And His love is none the
less, though the race has fallen. See that mother with a
child who is feeble! Does she love if less than the others
that are strong? Tt is the very nature of motherhood, if
things are anything like normal, to give that child special
care and attention. I remember being at one time with a
family in Maine, and they had one child that was not ver
bright, who was always sick, fractious and peevish. When
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the other children wanted to tease him, she would say,
“Let Johnny alone!” That mother always had hope that
things would change with him. O, the faith and hope of
love! Some years later that child came all right, and that
mother’s heart was rejoiced to see her prayers more than
answered.  God wants to clothe us with His sweetness,
which far surpasses mother-sweetness, so that His love
will cause us to love everyone for whom the blood of Jesus
has atoned. You may break with me in Pentecost, but
you cannot cause me to break with any of His blood-
washed ones.  Jesus despaired of no man, because He saw
that humanity was kept in the love of God.

{There is no strain in the prayer life, for there is no
strain in love, If you find any strain in praving, seek for
more of His love. In the morning you start to pray, and
you find yourself all dry and barren. Just listen awhile
to His sweet voice sayving, “‘Son, thou art ever with Me,
and all that I have is thine.” J All His faith and love! As
you praise Him, His desires will come into you and take
possession of you. But He can only do this as you are
simple, as you consent to be empty. as you are child-like.
It should be the normal condition of a preacher to be
empty. Then Christ can fill. * “Christ is voyr life.” 1
have no other. As you abandon to Him, how you will
slide off into the things that are on Tlis heart, then
tongues come, and then the glory. {How wonderful it is
to be called into partnership with Him who ever liveth to
make intercession, with the Creator and Blesser of the
universe L

When you are filled with this spirit of love, vou don't
see the faults in the brothers and sisters. There is no
break between vou and any child of God. He has to have
all of us to make a body. You need that eye, and that
shoulder, and that which seems to be more feeble, and
that we think to be less honorable. I need vou, and you
need me. The body has to be compacted by that which
cvery joint supplieth. T.ove is what joins, not gifts. The
whole edifice, the foundations, walls, doors, ceilings and
everything else, all of love. That which every joint sup-
plieth !

When a woman brings forth a child, every part of her
hody is in travail. And in the bringing forth of the man
child. the whole bodv needs to be in travail. They need
vou, and you need them. Tt means so much. Not only
will the man child be brought forth, but it means that
God will get hold of the Jews a second time. We do not
know all the boundless possibilities that await us, He may
have labor for us in other spheres, but as yet we are only
babies. Our present work, however, is to enter into soul
travail to bring forth the man child.

We cannot afford to have a moment out of touch with
any child of God, TIf we do, it will hinder the full cloth-
ing of the sun upon us, and remember, we have to be sun-
clothed. There is not a hit of Elizabeth that will not hin-
der him: but there is an altar where every bit of her can
be. Do not despair of vourself as unfitted for soul travail,
Giod has an altar where you can he reduced to ashes, Then
vou can say with the apostle, “No longer 1, but Christ,”
ves, this very same, loving interceding Jesus!

A _GOOD SOLDIER OF JESUS CHRIST.
s A Timely Talk by J. H. Patterson.

Paul lived in a military age, and that was why he
wrote to Timothy in the way he did, telling him to endure
hardness, as a good soldier of Christ. We are also liv-
ing in a military age, in an age of war, an age of conflict.
Some are asking me, “Is this the last war?” No, this is
not the last war. This, I believe is but “the beginning
of sorrows.” ~ Any nation getting ready for war will soon
use its outfit. Mr. Bryan was not in divine order when
he got a sword and had it made into miniatures plaw-
shares and sent them to the different ambassadors, This
is rather the day when the word of the Lord through the
prophet Joel is coming true, “Beat your plowshares into
swords, and you pruning-hooks into spears.” It is a sig-
nificant thing to note that in most of the places where
they have been manufacturing agricultural implements
they are now making munitions. Satan is still loose and
as long as the devil is loose there will be war. e made
war in heaven, and he is the primal cause of all war on
earth.

But there 1s a greater conflict than is going on in Eu-
rope taking place in the heavenlies, and this is the conflict
to which we are called, a war against principalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world,
against spiritual wickedness in high places. Have you en-
listed in the army of King Jesus? Before you can join
His army you must first be a citizen of His kingdom, for
only citizens can become soldiers. And you have to be
born again before you can become a citizen of the King-
dom of God. Are you a B. A., a BORN AGAIN one?
Only such can even see the Kingdom of God.

Before you can join His army vou have to be ex-
amined. There was a man up in Kitchener, Ont., who
wanted to enlist, but when he was examined and they
found he was 6 foot 6, and weighed 400 pounds, they
refused him because they said he was too big. Such a
huge man would require everything made especially for
him, special uniform, a special bed, and the authorities
thought it best to reject him. And that is the trouble with
many, they are foo big to be soldiers for Jesus. Note this
condition :—“Except ye be converted and become as little
children!”! You cannot be too young nor too old to join
the King’s army, but you can be too big.

There are some deserters and some shirkers and there
are many trying to get out of the war, and you find a
faithful picture of them all in the Word. Some of them
are photographed in Deuteronomy 20:5-8. {If any man
had built a new house and had not dedicated it, he was
exempted from the army of Israel. Have you anything
you have not dedicated to Jesus, you can be a shirker
from His army. There are not a few who, like Ananias,
say that they have given up all for Jesus, but they are
holding back part of the price. And they lie to the Holy
- Ghost. fIt was not because Ananias did not give up all
that he Was struck dead, it was because he said that he
had when he had not that such judgment came upon him
I tell the people in my city that if similar judgment was t
come on all who were thus lying to the Holy Ghost these
days, a lot of them would have to go away to other cities
to get undertakers to take care of them. Have you got a
house and lot that you have not dedicated to Jesus? If
s0, you cannot be a good soldier for Him. Have you ded-
icated your own life to Him? That is the principal ques-
tion.

Those that had planted a vineyard and had not eaten,

not willing to go through the toil of producing them.
There are plenty who are willing to be superintendents,
who do not wish to work their way up to that position.
[f vou are “called to preach” be willing to collar the first
man you meet in the street and talk to Him about Jesus.
If God has really called vou to preach His Gospel, He
will give you a pulpit even if it is only a soap box on a
street corner, and he will give you fruit for your labor.

There was a young man that came to my meeting at
one time, and when he got home, he told his wife “You
have been telling that preacher all about me.”

There is a great lesson here which we Pentecostal
people, of all others, should be well acquainted with. Paul,
in writing to the Corinthians concerning the gifts of the
Spirit, is “careful to instruct them that the gifts should be
upu.xlc(l by the Holy Spirit, and not by the human spirit,
although the Power is there to do it.

Let us look for a moment at the character of the kind
of fruit brought forth by Abraham. There were six sons
and the meaning of the names of these sons speaks vol-
umes, First “Zimran,” the meaning of which is “song.”
Then comes “Jokshan,” which means “difficulty.” Then
“Medan,” which is “judgment,” (perhaps self-judgment)

for “thesgifts....of God are
And so the power to produce fruit

followed by “Midian,” meaning “judgment,” or “T 'will
judge.” Then comes “Ishbah” which is “Empty,” and
finally “Shuah,” meaning “humiliation.” You will notice

in Gen. 25 that this first son “Song” had no children, so
the fruit which looked so fair that it was like music, soon
tlied out. “Difficulty” multiplied, as also did “Midian,”
to many generations, and this fruit which began with a
“Song” ended with “humiliation.”

It will be remembered that when Jospeh was sold by
his brethren it was to the Tshmaelites and Midianite mer-
chantmen, both fruit of Faith, the one before, the other
after the enduement with “Power from on high.” Again
in the times of the Judges the Midianites came up “like
grasshoppers for multitude zwith their cattle, rendering the
lives of Isracl absolutely wretched, for they had to hide
themselves in caves and dens and to thresh out a bit of
corn for bread as they could.

that one and the self-same Spirit.” The birth of Ishmael
and the births of Keturah’s children with their progenies
were most disastrous to the true seed. And so it is now.
However good the intention, it does not prevent the suf-
fering and humiliation to the true Israel. (Becanse one has
received Power from on high and the Holy Spirit operates
in any gift, it is not right to use that glft just because one
feels like it. For Gogl to be glorified in the manifestation
of the gifts it must be the work of the Spirit, i. e, it must
be the Spirit working the gift ; otherwise when the gift is

‘ and doctrine. .. . Wateh thow in all things.”
many who seem to put a premium on igno-
they go round telling what “the Lord said”
f He was guilty of saying half the things
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that they attribute to Him, I would be ashamed of Him.
Paul writes in this same letter, “Study to shew thyselt
approved of God, a workman that needeth not to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth—(or han-
dling aright the word of truth).” Ever strive to meet
the approval of God by being a diligzent student of the
wonderful Book He has given. Tf T can please the Man
in the Glory who employs me, T shall be satisfied.

The Word of God is a profound hook, it is an inex-
haustible mine, and vou can always be getting something
fresh out of it. Do not give vour people the same diet
every Sunday. There is so much to preach that the
greatest trouble I have is to know when to stop. It is
good to give out the promises and to give them due prom-
inence, but there are commands as well as promises which
need to be preached. T heard of a colored man preach-
ing on one of the old plantations, and his master said to
him,-“Samibo! I hear vou are preaching.” “Yes, sah!”
“Well, there is a lot of stealing going on round this plan-
tation, and I would like you to'preach a sermon on the
ten commandments, and especially to emphasize the com-
mand, “Thou shalt not steal?’ ” Sambo replied, “I don’t
cah to preach on that subject, sah; theah ain’t much
warmth in it.” Don’t he afraid of preaching the whole
Book.

Some are saving that we should avoid preaching doc-
trine these days, but Paul says, “exhort with all longsuf-
fering and doctrine’  What sort of jellyfish do you
think we shall have in our congregations if we do not
preach doctrine? Doctrine is the hone part'of our mes-
sage.

“Watch thow in all things.” Watch against the strat-
agems of the enemy. If the enemy cannot get us to sin,
he will try to rush us into fanaticism. The end of all
things is at hand, and so it is especially necessary to
“watch unto prayer.”

- Watch against formalism. The Lord has made us a
people who have tasted the power of the Spirit in our
midst and we must never be satisfied with anything less.
May God save us from ever backsliding into formalism.

Watch against looseness. One of the characteristics
of the bride is that “she looketh well to the ways of her
household.” God has system, the world has system, and
the devil has system, but some Pentecostal folks are cry-
ing “Hands off!” against system. Much trouble in the
movement would have been avoided if there had not been
so much loeseness.

Watch against error. When a preacher came along
to the church at Ephesus and wanted to hold forth, be-
cause he declared he was an apostle, the elders would
take him into a little back room and have a talk with him,
and if they found he was crooked in doctrine they would
announce that he was a liar! Tesus had a complaint to
make against the church at Thyatira because they had let
error creep in. A certain lady came along to that church
and announced “T'm a prophetess! When God was giving

- His Word through His prophets there was some things

H(e«" forgot, and T’'m come to tell vou all about them.”
They took her in, and in consequence she seduced the
servants of the Lord. God is giving no new revelation
these days beyond what is written in the Scripture of
Truth. ; : A

Endure Hardness. The ministry is anything but a pic-
nic. If vou are true you will have to endure eriticism, and
voui will have to expose shams. One of the most bane-
ful things in the ministry is flattery. Some folks have no
better. sense than to be always flattering their preachers.

I remember some people who used to come to me and

say, “You're sermons are just lovely, keep at it!” I kept
at it, and dried up. Don’t flatter folks. That’s the devil’s

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business. I used to be in this business too, but I have seen
the harm of it, and now I won’t receive it and won't give
it. The apostle says “Neither used we at any time flat-
tering words.” As a good soldier of Jesus Christ be will-
ing to suffer hardship, to endure suffering, to glory in
the flailings that come to every true minister of the Gos-
pel. :

A final word, prowve. If anyone comes along and says,

In the book of the Revelation, we see Him who has
the seven stars in His right hand walking in and out in the
midst of the churches, supervising and overseeing the
whole seven. He is concerned in every part and every
stage, the rise, the decline, and the prosperity, and He
watches even the apostacy of the churches, He loved the
church and gave Himself for it. The church speaks to
Him of His own purpose, and throughout eternity it will
ever speak to Him of what He accomplished by His death.
(“Worthy is the Lamb that was slain that hath redeemed
us,” will be the theme on the one hand; and He will say,
“Behold T and the children which God hath given Me.” }

The very nature of God speaks of activity and creative
power. All things were made through the Son and for
the Son, and as God spoke through and actéd through the
Son, so in the ages to come He will speak through and act
+ through His Son and those redeemed by His Son. “That

in the ages to come He might shew the exceeding riches
of His grace in His kindness toward us through Christ
Jesus.”

Know
ve not that we shall judge angels, the hosts of the ser-
pent himself ?

“If they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them.”
The apostle writes, “The poison of asps is under their
lips.” All the venom that the enemy has put into the
minds of men, the saints can take it, and it won’t hurt
them. Those early disciples counted it a joy when they
came from the Sanhedrin that they were counted worthy
to suffer for His name. The venom did not hurt them.
And Paul, in his prison, sang joyfully. . The venom, the
poison, could not hurt any of them. _

“They shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall re-
cover.” The restoration of the physical is part of the
commission ; it is part of the whole plan. Tt may be the
lowest plane, but it is part of the whole plan.

The risen, glorified Son of man, operating and work-
ing through redeemed man for the restoration of a fallen
world! That was on a limited scale, and was subject to
the weaknesses of men and the infirmities of the flesh,
but Jesus Christ worked through them, confirming the
Word with signs. But in the age succeeding age, eterni-
ty after eternity, God is going to work through His Son
and His church the excéeding riches of His grace. No
limitation through those He works either by time or by
flesh!

241. Has an assistant pastor the right to preach things
in the assembly directly contrary to what the pastor teaches?

Ans. The assistant is bound primarily to “preach the
Word,” not some notion or theory. If he and the pastor will
both do this, there will be no trouble. If ‘“the Word of
God” accidentally hits the notion of either the pastor or the
assistant, then let the notions give way to the Word. In
cases of “doubt” as to what the Word teaches on some point,
it would be courteous to defer to the pastor as the probably
older or better informed one If the asaistant is out of har-
mony with the pastor and wilfully provokes trouble by be'ng
contentious over little differences, he should voluntarily re-
sign, and if he will not, the church ghould demand it. But
if the pastor is contentious, raising complaints unnecessarily
and provoking disharmony in the church and between him-
self and the assistant, then the pastor should resign and
get out of the way. In matters of policy, the assistant is
necessarily subordinate.

242, Explain Matthew 24:20.
Ans. Tt is explained in the next verse. Read it.
243. Do Acts 2:38 and Col. 2:12 refer tp water baptism

or to the cleansing blood applied to the heart?

Ans. Water baptism is referred to in both; but faith
that appropriates the blood is implied as previously exer-
cised. . Then the washing of the body in pure water sym-
bolizes the internal washing with the blood. Remember, in
Apostolic days, baptism was performed at once when one
repented and believed, so that faith and baptism went close
together, not weeks or years apart as often is the case now.
Hence conversion and baptism were regarded as practically
one event in those days. But the real work was within by
the Spirit, and not accomplished by the water.

244, Is salvation by works or by grace?

Ans. Paul says, “For by grace are ye saved through
faith. and that not of yourselves. It is the gift of God. Not
of works, lest any man should boast,” Eph. 2:4-10,

245. What are the twenty-four elders in Rev, 4:4 and
5:8?

Ans. I do not know. They seem to be certain of the
redeemed saints, but I do not know which ones.

246, What is meant in Matt. 21:44 by the words
“Broken" ﬂ.!l(l “Gl’ﬂ'llnd."

Ans, It means that those who even stumble over Christ,
shall fall, get broken or badly hurt, but not beyond recov-
ery. If they will wake up and turn to Jesus, they can still
be saved. But to have that “Stone” fall on them in judg-
ment is like being ground to ‘powder by a natural stone, it
means complete ruin or destruction.

247. Ts the blood applied when we are born again, justi-
fied, or when we receive the baptism with the Holy Ghost?

Ans. The blood is applied when we are justified, born
again or made new creatures in Christ.

248. Will those who are merely born again, but fail to
receive the Holy Ghost baptism before Jesus comes, be
saved?

Ans.

Those born again are saved already; and if they
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walk in the light till Jesus comes, they will still be saved.
But no guarantee is given in the Word to those who refuse
to walk in known light. The only safety is to “trust and
obey."”

249.. Will we know each other in heaven?

Ans. Yes, T feel sure we shall, but not after a fleshly
sort. We shall be as the angels, neither married or given
in marriage.

250. Would it be right for a Pentecostal preacher to go
to shows and fairs?

Ans. I would not think it right at all for any Christians
to go to shows, much less a preacher. But if a fair came to
my town, I would not run out of town. I would go about my
business just the same. If I saw a street parade or had need
to pass by the tents, I would do so,and not expect anybody
to take offence over it. But I would not partake of any of
these worldly things in the sense of attending, spending
money on them, ete.

Before the undertaking of the repair
of the Temple was complete under the
leadership of King Josiah, one day Hil-
kiah the High Priest was looking in
some of the remote chambers of the
Temple, and he found a manuscript
which, upon examination, proved to bhe
a copy of the law of God which He gave
to Moses. Jno. 1:17. Opinions differ as
to just how long this Temple copy of the
Law had been lost. If we consider the
moral and religious condition of the
people at that time, we are led to the
conclusion that the law could -easily
have heen lost for years and not missed
by the people as they were not using
either the Temple or the Law previous
to this discovery. In view of these facts,
we cannot be too emphatic about the
number of vears that they were without
this copy of the law. But one blessed
thing we do know about it, and that is
it produced good results on both the
king and the people when it was found
and read. Ng¢ doubt, their eyes were
opened and they heheld wondrous things

* out of His law, Psa. 119:18.

1. The Finding of the Word. Vs.
14-17. Josiah had succeeded in get-
ting the people anxious to complete the
repair of the temple that the true wor-
ship of God might be resumed and their

. united efforts were being abundantly re-
warded. The people were glad of the
privilege to contribute their means to
" the carrying out of the king’s plans, It
seems that money was literally pouring
into the treasury., Some of this money
had been stored away in the temple, and
forgotten about, by some of the men
who were appointed to look after that

 phase' of the work. Found a book of
the law, It was while this money was
being brought out for the prosecution
of the work that this law was found.
It must have been that the book of the

law was kept in the money chests of the
temple. V. 14, The book that was
found was likely the Pentateuch, the
first five books of the Bible. It was the
Word of God, a part of the canon of the
Holy Seriptures, “given by inspiration
of God.” 2 Tim. 3:16. { The Bible may
be lost to us, and not necessarily be mis-
placed, or hid away without our know-
ing where it is. It can be lost by our
neglecting to read it, or occasionally
“reading it in a cold, unfeeling way.
. Thoughtful reading of the Word of God
“is all that will get the depths of its
ymeaning. Do not read in such a care-
fless way that five minutes afterwards
*you could not tell what you have been
:reading about. Nothing brings spirit-
;ual power and blessing into the life like
“Srayerful study of the Bible. The Bi-
ble is found through obeying it and al-
lowing it to become a part of the life.
2. The Effects of the Word. Vs. 18-
28. Shaphan, the King’s private secre-
tary, carried this hook of the law down
to the King, but did not tell him the
value of the book. ‘He, himself, had
read it and formed his opinion of its im-
portance, so he presented it to the king
as an interesting book worthy of his at-
tention and examination. Nothing but
valuable books existed in those days, for
the slow process of copying by hand was
the only method of producing books——
the contents were always valuable. At
the suggestion of the “book,” the king
was immediately interested, and com-
manded that Shaphan read the book to
him. Me rent his clothes. This is a
common expression in the Bible—it was
an ancient mode of expressing intense
grief and horror. It is reasonable to
suppose that the Scribe opened the book
about the 28th chapter of Deuteronomy
which contains the cursing and threat-
ening against the transgressors of His
Law, vs. 31-33. The king expressed his
grief over the calamity that he saw was
comi upon the nation because of its
sin. {The spirit and manner in which
he received God’s message is an example
for us all. He made no attempt to
shrink from any responsibility that it
would bring upon him. Neither did he
try to trim it down to suit himself nor
to explain it away. “The Word of God
is quick and powerful, and sharper than
any two-edged sword, piercing even to
the dividing asunder of soul and spirit,
+.-and is a discerner of the thoughts

and intents of the heart,” Heb, 4:12.)

When the Word of God was read to the
King, the Spirit of God gave the Word
special power, as He now uses the Word
to awaken and convict men. But we
notice that he did not try to reason off

the sharp edges of the sword. Paul
warned the brethren at Colosse not to
be spoiled through vain philosophy, Col.
2:8. One man, expressing his faith,
said, “The Bible says that the whale

swallowed Jonah, and T believe it, but if
the Bible had said that Jonah had swal-
lowed the whale I would believe that
foo.”” This is a good idea. If we expect
the Spirit of God to be in the delivery of
our message and apply it to the hearts
and conscience of others, and econvict
them of sin, let us be careful that we
first{"let the Spirit make His application
of the Word to us without resistance,
lest we ourselves grieve the Spirit, Eph.
4:30., When Peter preached his notable
sermon on the day of Pentecost, his mes-
sage went ' forth with the force of a
command, the Spirit of God used his
words to prick their hearts and they
were alarmed because of their sins, and
repented. The Spirit had first applied
the Word to Peter,

3. The Enforcement of the Word,
Vs. 29-33. When the Law was read to
the king he was very eager to know
God's perfect will. and he sent out after
the most learned men he could get to
determine definitely all the meaning of
the words of the book. He wanted to
know just what steps should be taken
for the nation to escape the greater ca-
lamities that he believed were coming
upon them. They that fear God's wrath
shall escape it. Went to Huldah the
prophetess. Huldah wasa prophetess of
the Lord in Judah, 2 Kings 22:14-20.
She was sent for that she might help
rightly interpret the law that the full
facts might be known. Probably the
greater prophetsJeremiah and Zephaniah
were absent from the city. If we are
eager to learn the will of God in Christ
concerning us, God is never lacking for
means. To all the people. When the
messenger returned with the message
from the prophetess containing God’s
highest and best thought for them, a
large congregation of people gathered
to hear the reading of the message.
None were excluded because they were
poor, rich, great or mighty. Neither are
any excluded from the Gospel and eter-
nal life, but they who exclude them-
selves and refuse to be saved on God's
easy terms. As the people saw the earn-
estness and sincerity of the king as he
taught them God’s thought for them,
they were deeplymoved by his words and
were ready to make a covenant to obey -
and servpg their God. {Resting in the as-
surance that we have really found the
Word of God, we must obey it. Thou-
sands of others have done so, and it has
given them victorious lives and trium-
phant deaths.

Rom. 1:186,

The largest Jewish centers in the
world can be found in the United States
of America. It is now being everywhere
acknowledged that the most sadly neg-
lected cause of Christ is to be found
among the Jews. All other isms, the
farther they are from the truth of
Christ and His Gospel, the nearer they
flock to the Jew to poison him against
the truth. They propagate and spread
their pernicious literature in both the
Hebrew and Yiddish languages and care
very little how big its expense. The
Russell propaganda and Christian Seci-
ence hire the ablest Jews they can get
to serve them. It needs by the grace
of God qualified Jews, burning away
with love for their own countrymen,
and filled with the Spirit, to present the
regenerating graces of Christ in all their
purity, simplicity and holiness, and thus
regain the Jew to know, to love and to
accept the Lord Jesus as their Ilong-
lIooked and prayed-for Messiah.

Well-meaning Christian people give
their means in support of Jewish mis-
sion buildings which are utilized as
Medical Dispensaries. employing uncon-
verted Jewish physicians, who, instead
of being the means' of promoting the
Gospel of Christ among the Jews are on-
ly hindering the cause of Christ among
them.

Not in vain, however, have we learned
to spell every rll'sa.ppoint’mem, which
comes our way with a eapital H, for He
is not discouraged. The Lord is open-
ing many, many doors among the Jews
in the midst of their various largest cen-
ters and granting us the opportunity of
reaching them with the Gospel in their
own tongues. Oh. how encouraging it
is to see that in spite of the devil being
busy as he is to destroy Jewish souls,
that Jewish souls are being revived by
ihe blessed truth given them from His
own Word as it is in Christ Jesus. The
outpouring of the Holy Ghost in these
days is one of the greatest sign of the
times that the Lord’s coming is at hand
and the restoration of Israel to His fa-
vor is very imminent. I am only a Jew,
but the Lord God of Israel is giving me
messages of spiritual focd for Gentile
saints as well as Gospel truth to the
Jews.

Here are His doings for which we do
praise Him. During the early part of the
summer ‘the Lord has grac ously opened
doors for me throughout New England
states to procla’m the power of escape
there is in the precious blood of Christ.
The Jews listened eagerly and the devil
was mad and the saints rejoiced in the
Lord and he wag madder yet. O how
vicious is this devil in some places, but
being arrayed in the mantle of His
righteousness we may fear no evil, even
in New England. Praise His name.

I find myself on the historical Boston
Common at Boston at the time when
the recently recorded clash between the
military and the socialists took place.
The various preachers and teachers of
the innumerable New England isms flee
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from the wrath of men, deserting the
platforms in a hurry. The place is get-
ting to be so dense that one can hardly
turn around. A soap box is being
kicked by somebody my way when the
Spirit whispered in my ear “Give a mes-
sage of the Prince of Peace and the com-
ing of the Kingdom.” I mounted the
soap box and cried as loud as I was able.
Behold, He is coming! He is coming!!
In a m'nute I had thousands of eyes
fastened upon me as I continued my
ery, until many in the audience eried
back asking “who is coming?®’ “who is
coming?” I passed on the message
which the coming One gave me as fast
a8 T eould. Next I knew I wag carried
off the soap box and thousands of men
and women round about me were
stretch'ng out their hands for literature
which I had with me in my satchel to
give away. I gave all T had and w'shed
I had more to give to the hungry ones
of the Word of God. There was one
message for both Jew and Gentile, for
the Holy One of Israel is the Saviour of
both. A Christian man came up and
asked me later for my mame and ad-
dress. He told me that he is going to
arrange for me to speak in the church
of which he is a member. I told him
that I feared his church may not wish to
have a Jew who is affiliated with the
Pentecostal movement to speak to them,
but he replied, encouraging my heart,
saying, “Anybody who would not have
vou is not Christian.” True to his prom-
ise, the Lord used him to open the doors
of his church for me. Here I am, only a
Jewish Pentecostal street preacher at
Boston Cemmon on the very platform
of a prominent New England Congrega-
tional Church, but he who believes and
abides in Isa. 62:11 has a message for
both Jew and Gentile. for Pentecostal
and Congregational alike, Boston or no
Boston.

Last but not least for me to make
known and publish to the honor and
glory of our eommon Lord and Saviour,
Jesus Christ, ‘s the way the Lord led me
at the time when the Annual Zionistic
Convention was recent'y held in Balti-
more, Md . where I have had His grace
to serve Him for over twelve years
among my poor erring brethren of the
house of Israel. At no other time that
I can remember have I ever met in our
¢ity so many Jews coming from all over
the United States and all occupied with
the thought how to relieve their poor
and persecuted brethren in the flesh and
to regain their long-loved fatherland,
Palestine. and a home for the wandering
Jew. My heart was bleeding for my poor
people and I realized more than ever
before that their greatest need is to
know that the Messiah has come and
that 'all their aspirations as a race, and
all Israel is Foping for has been realized
in the Lord Jesus, and that they are to
get‘al] the bless'ng waiting in God’s
store for them as soon as they believe,
love and accept Him as their coming
King in glory. I went to work and gave
all the literature of the Gospel which I
had on hand to as many who were glad
to get glad tidings of the Gospel of
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Christ. While my heart was made hap-
py to see that so many of our people are
willing to get Yiddish Gospel literature
of information as to the truth which is
in Christ Jesus, my heart was also sore
because I did not have all that was nec-
essary to pass around. Our stock of
Gospel Hebrew and Yiddish literature is
utterly exhausted. We must have a new
supply soon. What am I to do but to
ask God and tell His own dear people to
join me in prayer for Israel and that the
Lord “will send through whom He will
send"” the means for getting soon a new
supply. . The Lord's work requireth
haste and hastily will the saints of God
in these last days embrace the great op-
portunity which the Lord God of Israel
puts in their way to pass on this their
great joy of salvation in Christ Jesus
to the Jew, who was blinded for a while
and in part, in order that all may know
Him and that He may be the Lord of all.

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THE CALL OF INDIA.

We are sending you these few words
to let you know a little of God’'s dealing
with us so that you can join us in prais-
ing Him for answered prayer, and can
also cont'nue in prayer with us for still
greater things to follow.

Our stay in America has been short,
and we have been able to visit only a
few of the places we would have liked
to visit, but the need in India seems so
great and urgent, the time left to us to
“occupy” is so short before Jesus comes,
that we feel it is our duty to hasten
back, for there are literally many mil-
lions of souls in India today who have
not vet even one chance to hear of Je-
sus and His saving power.

The British government has recently
made very strict laws requiring those
that wish to enter India as missionaries
to first obtain a special permission from
the government, and this permission
has been refused to many, some of whom
are returned missionaries who have
spent many years in India. As we are
only humble faith missionaries, and
have no society or organization back of
us, we feared’that the British govern-
ment would refuse us. But we trusted
that He who had called us would open
the way for us, and prayed only that His
will might be done.

Now we have just received a letter,
from the British government telling us
the way is open and enclosing the re-
quired official permits for us both to
return to India as missionaries. Praise
God!

So if God continues to help and to
open up the way as we are expecting
Him to do, we hope to be able to sail
from America about the first of Octo-
ber of this year, going back with the
thought that probably we will never see
Ameriea again. We are also going back
on pure faith lines. depending on God
alone for all our needs, having no prom-
ise of help from any human being on
earth, but are standing alone upon God's
promises to supply our need.

We hope to take with us two new mis-
sionaries, both of them men, whom we
hope God can use much in the work
among the Pilgrims of Benares and
elsewhere.

We are also determined fo arrange
our financial affairs in such a way that
all missionaries in our Pilgrim Mission
work will share alike. We want to all
“abound’” together or ‘“be abased’ to-
gether, But whether the Lord sends
much or little money, we all want to live
as simply and economically as we can
to keep our health. All money above
our actual needs must go to spreading
the Gospel among India’s needy millions.

There are still many other battles to
fight before the way will be fully
opened, but we are trusting God, and we
will be very grateful if you will keep
us remembered before the throne of
grace by your prayers.

We are going out into the darkness
again, ndt knowing what awaits us. We
feel very weak and very needy. But
God is our strength. He will not fail
us as we go in His name. But we need

Saharanpur, U. P. India. It is won-

derful to see how the Lord lays my need
upon one and another, and when some
grow indifferent, He speaks to another,
and thus He supplies as He promised.
When He told me to resign from my
mission after fourteen years of service
in India in it, He said, “Arise, beloved,
and come away, and it shall be well with
thee, and thereby good shall ‘come unto
thee!” From 1896 to 1910 I was a mis-
sionary of the Presbyterian Church of
America in India. So I was not known
in any Pentecostal centers in America.

Two salaries He had told
me to lay down, and in desperation I
was able to cast myself upon Him. and
let Him lead me forth.

Here I am in Saharanpur. my first In-
dian home in 1896, and my last in the
Presbyterian Mission when I left in 1910,
and the Lord brought me back to live
a faith life here before the people who
had known me so long, and many glorify
God in seeing what He has done.—Chris-
tina B. Herran.
