Kazarcth, and li sten to Ihe gracious words that fcll from 
the lips of our precious Lord! And yet we have Him with 
us TlOW in a still closer and more.' intimate cOlTImunion by 
lJis floly SpiriL. May the Comforter today take of the 
thi11gs of Christ and reveal them unto us, showing us 
what ITe desires", to learn as to Oll r calling and com­
mission in T ris service., 

Tn prcvious articles we have already studied the type 
of oil rdcrring to the hapti"" of the IToly Ghost; we have 
seen the various aspects of the anointing, as applied to 
prophets. priests and kings; and we havc also noted how 
this holy oil of the Spirit' fulness is our only means of 
paying our deht to the unsaved world all around us. Let 
lis now trace morc in detail how this work is to be carried 
Ollt, and what is the glorious commission of the Lord to 
every Spirit-haptized child of IIis. 

I. Thc kind of pcople ,,'r shall 1IIeei. 
They arc described as meek (or poor, those who have 

no resources of lheir own), brokenhearted, captives, 
hOllnd. mourners, feed ing on ashes (compare Isa. 44 :20), 
and clothed with the spirit of heaviness. Could we have 
a more cxact descr iption of the Christies world of to­
dav? Glorv to God for a Gospel that can change all 
this! Let lis not fear to proclaim it. to tell to sinners far 
and wide how Christ. the great Delivcrer, can wash them 
from their sins. fill them with IIis Spirit, and make them 
heirs o( glQry. Some sav to us. "Be careful how YOll 
preach the full Gospel. These people are just careless 
sinners; they are not yet able to receil'e teaching about 
the haptism of the ITol\' Ghost, so keep quiet about that 
until yOll get them saved." 

Beloved. this kind of advice. howevcr plausible it may 
sound. usually proceeds from the fear of man. a spirit of 
compromise. and a clread of the consequences of preach­
ing the full C;ospe! ; for this always arouses the opposition 
of the enemy in a special way. So let us not be misled by 
the advice, hut tracc it to its source and unmask it. Of 
COUI'!'C we 11111~t preach Jrsus as the Saviour from sin 
first. and wc cannot he too careful to he surc that pcople 
arc tml\' sal'ed and sanctified before leading them on to 
seek the haptism of the Holy Ghost. But this need not 
hinder Us from preaching the full Gospel right from the 
wn' first. :"Ilust I go to the poor prodigal and say only, 
"Your Father still loves you, and if you will return to 
Him, He will give you an allowance of bread to keep you 
f rom starving ,.. }.'o. indeed! The more I can tell him 
of what that loving father will do for him, the more I 

shall awaken his rlesire to return home. So I will tell 
him . "Your Father's heart is breaking wilh love (or you. 
TIe is watching for your return day and night. \Vhcn he 
hears the sound o( )'our footsteps far all'ay. IIe will cun 
to meet YOli. will emhrace you with IJis arms of love. will 
forgil'e you all your sins, will clothe you with the robe of 
righteousness. will pHl a ril1!{ on your hand and shoes on 
your feet. will kill the fattcd calf to make a (east for )'OU, 
and \\'ill continue to shelter and to love \'ou as IIe docs Ilis 
onl)' liegotten Son." (S('e John 'S :9·) 

Pet('f was preaching to a crowd ()f hardened sinners 
on the Day of Pentecost. and he said. "Repent and be bap­
tized ... and )'c shall rrech'e the gift of the r r 01" Glwst." 
(Acts 2 :38.) And when Paul was rcviewing his prcach­
ing in Ephesus, he Slid. "I kcpt hack nothing that was 
profitable unto you. I have not shunnecl to declare unto 
you all the counsel of God." Xow let us look at 

2. The resuits of the preaching. Thcse poor, mourn­
ing captivcs, the slaves of sin ancl Satan, are to be brou~ht 
out into the glorious liberty of thc children of God. If wc 
read the whole context (chapters 60 to 62) we shall find 
several beautiful metaphors used to clescribe the saved 
people of God. \Vc will look now at four of them, finding 
in each case the expression "thOll shalt be called," or "they 
shall call thee." 

r. The !.ord·s Dwellingplace. TSJ.60:14· 
"They shall call thec, the city of the Lord, the Zion 

of the Tloll' One of Israel." It was of Zion that God 
said, "The Lord hath chosen Zion, He hath desired it for 
(His hJbitation. This is 1fv rest for ever; here will I 
d\\'ell. for I have desired it." (Psa. 132:13, 14.) Glory 
to Goclwc may go to the slaves of sin and Satan, to those 
deeply sunk in the mire of worldliness and pride, and tell 
them of a Saviour who can li(t them out and change them 
so completely that they may become His dwellingplace­
a holy. cleansed and consecrated home for His abode. 
"Ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, 
I will dwell in them, and walk in them: and I will he their 
God, and thcy shall bc lIfy people." 2 Cor. 6 :16. 

2. The Lord's Fruitbearers. Isa . 61 :3. 
"That they might be called trees of righteousness, the 

planting of the Lord, that Ire might be glorified." The 
Heavenly Husbandman expects some return for all the la. 
bor IIe has bestowed on us. He who has saved and 
planted us in His garden, waits to see the fruit of the 
Spirit in our daily lives. "Herein is My Father glorified, 
that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be My disciples." 
(John 15 :8.) "By their fruits ye .shall know them." 
(lIlatt. 7 :20.) 

3. The Lord's Priests. Isa. 61 :6. 
"Ye shall be named the priests of the Lord; men shall 

call you the ministers of our God ." Every saved soul is 
called to a blessed ministry for the salvation of others. 
There are to he not only the fruits of the Spirit in the 
life and character but also the signs following in service. 

4. The Lord's Delight. Tsa. 62 :4. 
"Thou shalt be called Hephzibah (My delight is in 

her). and thy land Beulah (married); for the Lord de­
lighteth in thee, and thy land shall he mar6ed." Notice 
the stag-es of progresssion in these names for the saved 
ones. The house is an inanimate object, the tree has veg­
etable life~ the priests have human life and a blessed min­
istry of sacrifice and intcrcession. But here we have the 
symbol of the bride-the hig-hcst and most intimate of 
all. Yes, the poor, unworthy sinners saved by grace, are 
to form part of that glorious church, not having spot or 
wrinkle or any such thing, hut holy and without hlemish, 
which the Holy Spirit is preparing irt this age, to be 
prescnted as a chaste virgin to Christ. (Eph. 5 :25-27; 2 
Cor. II :2.)

This lesson text 
Is Borne ot tho prophetic utterances of 
Ezekiel during the period in which they 
were held captives. Ezekiel himself was 
Il prophet and priest in .Judah and most 
all his IH'opliccies pertain to that nation 
In n grunter or lcss d('grco. His whole 
proplwtlr cal'eer was RpeDt while they 
werc exiled Into raptivlty. He told the 
untlon of it!; sin and of the destruction 
thnt was coming upon them. Tho sin 
pnrI wICkedness of the nations was the 
objp·('t of his unsparing denunciation. Ho 
weH knew that thero was a time to CX~ 
pOM Rill and the works ot the devil. and 
ho did not beRitatf' to litt us his voice 
like a. trnmpf't and showed the people 
thotr sin. Iso.. 58: l. 

1st. J'Irtlel's }.'nlsc Shepherds. Vs. 
1-10 The Rymbols of the Bible form 
one or its mo!-ot interesting features. God, 
spt'!aks about his Church uuder the fig­
ure of a "flock." He spe.'\ks of the sal­
"alion and the Spirit under the figure 
of "water." Jno. 4: 14. In the days 
In which we are reading about, God's 
peoplo constituted tho "flock," and the 
kings and princes tho shepherds. After 
the tinal captivity of Judah and the 
complete dC"struction of. Jerusalem, some 
ot the people opened an im7 estigation to 
see It the cause of tho fall could bo disw 
co\'ored. The profound investigation 
immediately revealed the cause of the 
disnst(lr, which was, viz., the rulers 
(shepherds) were unfaithful to the trust 
that had been confidently committed to 
them. As a rule, tbe kings ot Judah 

\\j'rc wicked, wcok characters. Some, 
however, were good, but tho good ones 
wer~ largely In the minority. They did 
not possess the Indlspensible qua!iUca­
tlons ot true and faithful shepherds, nor 
did they h~ve the best interest ot God's 
work upon their hearts. The office of a 
shepherd Is not to exercise lordship over 
lhe flock, but rather to serve the flock. 
Acts 20: 28; 1 Pet. 5: 2. Here they tailed 
God, then the calamity came upon them.

Va. 11w22. A "sheep" in the Bible, 
m.any times, means n. child of God, and 
one who has a place in the fold of 
Christ. To be a good sheep he must 
firs!. by regeneration become a "parw 
taker of the tli\·lnc nature."

It 'we 
tt'uly helong to the fold of Christ, 
though sometimes driven far away. His 
protecting love will keep us, and He will 
~lill remember tho~e that are His; He 
knowR thcir works amI where thcy 
dwell and where they nre hidden. Rev. 
2: 13. Cnu'lO thcm to He down. If we 
arC' not in Chrl~t's shcepwfold we nre not 
in a pos!tlon of comfort and safety. It 
is impoRsible to make sheep lie down 
when they are hungry or frightened 
(and they nre easily frightened), so the 
15th verse shows how abundantly safe 
tmd satisfied the sheep nre under His 
('arc and keeping. Jesus makes His 
flock lie deep in the rich green pastures 
aftcr thf'lr deSires are satisfied. Read 
Jno. 10th cha.pter.

:1 t. Tt is ~ood (or us to know that only 
a part of two tribes of the children of 
Israel retUrned (rom the Babylonian 
captivity.

Daniel. like }<;zekiel, was an Israelite 

in Babylonian captivity, but of a little 
(larliel' date. The I))·ol>hecies that were 
uttpl"ed by ]'~zckicl during the captivity, 
which wo studied last week, pertained 
la!'gely to th~ future of Israel--{;od's 
('llo~en peop'e. This week's lesson is a 
htl1dy on a striking inCident that OCw 
('urred nmo"g many other interesting ex­
periences of Daniel and his three CODlw 
]lanfons while they were beld captives 
In Babylon. The very best moral and 
rpligious people who lived at Jerusalem 
wh(ln the city was captured, were taken 
to Babylon; tr any were left at all, they 
were of such an order that made them 
inSignificant, and of no importance. 
Among the good families of the captivi­
ty were found boys like Daniel, Honan­
iah. Mishael and Azariah. These were 
bright. promising young bOYS as will be 
seen in tho position or service that they 
were chosen for. According to ancient 
custom some of the captives were to be 
selected and trn.i!led for important servw 
ice in the land of their c.."tptiYity. So It 
came to pass that the four boys just 
me~tioned were chosen [Or this distin. 
guished service. At the time these boys 
were decided upon for this work. their 
ages ran all the way from twelve to six­
teen. Ordinarily it took a course at.

training of about three years length to 
qualify for this particular work. Their 
former Jewish nanlf'S were at this time 
changed 10 Rigni[y a new and different 
r€'iation 10 thl" ldng whom they were

IMni('i's pul·p0"'\"'. ·Daniel was a 
young ma·t of noble parentagp, with 
deep religiollf; convictions, 110ssessed o[ 
a powC'rful mind which gave him great 
influC'llcP anrl l'eRPonsibility. The first 
chapter Of the hool{ of Danif'l gives an 
account of the Relectioll 311(1 education 
of him and his three companions. Many 
6choln.r'y men belie\·c Da~iel t.o have 
been a relative of King Hezekiah, but 
thif; WP cannot he too positive about. 
He lived thronghout the entire captivi­
ty and for about fifteen years a(ter~ 

wards. TIe was over eighty-five years 
of age when he died. PUl'posed in his 
henrt-Dan iel was a man with a prin­
cipip. 

"But Daniel purposed in his heart 
that he would not defile himself with 
the portion of the king's meat. nor with 
the Wi!le which he drank." Vs. 8. He 
was determin~c1 not to transgress thl:! 
law of his conscience, nor prove untrue 
to his God, even if he was SUl'l'oundec1 
by heathenism. A man without a prin­
ciple is like a ship without a compass or 
rudder. He can do nothing but drift. 
drift. drift. The first. thing for e\'CTY 
man and woman to do is to do 
right.

S IU.HI'si, China, The Lord 
L.; cont.'inu1ng Ilis blessing upon Lhe work 
in tlH'fH? parts. In t he early spri ng we 
were lJcrmitted Lo baptize about thirteen 
in Tai-YlJa,1.-fu. One oc them was an 
~)rmy officer, and he received the bap­
tism or the Spirit hefoTe leaving the 
river ball Ie and wall{ed home like a 
dn;nkc'!l man. 1n the evening meeting 
the power of God fell like rain, and the 
slain of the Lord were not a few, two 
more receiving the baptism. 

A month ago we we!lt to Sinchow. a 
city of 50 miles north from here. and 
had a li tLIe morc thau two weeks' meet­
ing. Twenty-eigh t were baptized jn wa­
tor, and six r eceived the Sp1rit's baptism 
during the meetings. Praise God! In 
that place already about eighty have 
been baptized in water since we first 
came up to these parts, and more than 
thirtv-five have received the baptism of 
the Sp:rit. Tn that city God l'ai sed up a 
native pastor who bas labored much in 
the Lord.
