He is likewise the Mastel' Builder who is ever at work 
on the structure. "It is God that worketh in you to 
will and to do of His good pleasure."

(con fined to camp). \\Then the Colonel scntenced him to 
ten da\ s' e.e., did he sal'. ',\h, well that's a matter of 
opiniOll?' Of course not,~ at any rate there is an an"ed 
gnard watching over him, and two or three others. Death 
does not end all. there is that after death which makes the 
stoutest heart to quail." "After death the judgment." 
Thank God. death to the believer in the Lord Jesus Christ 
is everlasting gain, it is only a quick transition from 
earth to heaven, to be absent from the body and present 
with the Lord. \-Vhat fruit for God and eternal blessing to 
the men of the --- Brigade R. F.A. the distribution of 
those thousand copies of the Khaki Testament will pro­
duce, "That day," will declare. Some of these men have 
been killed, others wounded, whilst a number are "miss­
ing." Only in one solitary instance was the \\Tord of God 
refusrci in terms stich as these, "No, I don't want it, I'm a 
R.c. and proud of it."

Thc \·.C conld on ly hal'. I",en conferrcd upon him 
posthumously (although there arc not wanting instanccs 
where this has bccn done).

\\"hilst performing this gallant dccd, a piecc of shell from 
the encmy'~ gUllS ushered him into the presence of Christ. 
On what g-round? Bccause ITc g-ave his life for King and 
COUll try in performance of an heroic deed? No! 1\'O! 
.\'0.1 Tl'H thousollds lillles it O/ nut, you ask, HDoes it not 
say in the nible, 'Greater love hath no man than th is, that 
a man lay down hi s life for hi s friends?' " 

"Yes, John IS :13, tells you this. and the words fell 
from the lips of the Eternal Son nf God . Ihe Upholder of 
the Gniverse, and the Savioul' of Sinners," but He also 
said, r'Ye must he born again." Look it up, comrade, in 
you r Testament, it's John's Cospel. third chapter, seventh 
verse. This bravc soldier was a heliever in the Lord J e­
f-,US Christ. and by reaSOn of faith in IIis finished work, 
his spirit is now with Christ. whilst his mang led body lies 
"somewhere in France," awaiting the fulf ilmcnt of I

free g-i ft of God. anel cannot be obtained by anything man 
ran do, whethcr it be by prayer, 1110ney, penance, pi lg rim­
age, doing- onc·s duty, acts of bravery on the battlefield, 
or an~'thing else. !\ o.

This is what Pentecost has come to do for the 
churches: to hring life Ollt of death. to infu5C zeal and 
vigor in the place of somnolence and decay. Rut where 
there has bcen failure. where hidden sin has been tolerated, 
or the first love dcparted from, the very Pentecostal as­
sembly itself has become dead and dry in its tllrn. What 
is the remedy? ,lIrely what the Lord here showed Ezekiel 
in vi,ion:. twofold prophesying, (I) to the dry bones 
themselves. in the life and mighty power of the Spirit, 
and (2) to the wind, that the Breath of God may come and 
impart the new life. 

Oh how we need prophets in these days! !lfay the 
Lord >end u, many of them. humble enough to get His 
message, and bold enough to procla im it without fear or 
favor. They need to be men of strong faith, able to read 
the conditions of the world and the chu rch without be­
coming discouraged or weakened in faith; able to walk 
around the dr~' bones and estimate aright the whole' situa­
tion. and then to look up to \o()d and say, "Ah Lord. God, 
hehold Thou hast made the heaven and the earth by Thy 
g-reat power and stretched-out arm, and 'herr 1'.s notlziHg 
100 hnrd for Thee." (Jer. 32 :17·) 

There is a two-fold ministry for the prophet. (I) man­
ward. and (2) Godw.rd. lTe has to preach to the dry 
hones in fait h that they will indeed "hear the \Vord of the 
Lord." If the Lord sends you to preach to a very dead 
and dry church or assembh·, do not fear to obey. But re­
member that the prophet 1ntiSI 110t be dead or dry him­
self. It takes a mighly infilling of the Spirit of God to 
preach to dry bones without becoming dried up oneself. 
Ezekiel g ivC5 us the secret of his success when he says, 
tiThe hand of the Lord was upon mc, and carr ied I11C alit 
in the Spirit of the Lord.'· ,\biding hidden in the hollow 
of that might v T fand. we find a perennial spring of Living 
\Vaters. and the Spirit's life is ever fresh and powerful. 

.o,.nd the second part of the prophet's ministry-the 
Godward side-is the one so often neglected. "Prophesy 
unto the wind .... Thus saith the Lord God: Come from 
the four winds, 0 breath. and breathe upoff these slain, 
that they may live"· This means the e.ffectual , fervent 
prayer in secret, without which all the public preaching 
will be in vain. After the preaching to the dry bones, 

there wa::; a ': Iloisc' and behold a shaking"-j4st what we 
sce so often ill these latter cia\' Pentecostal meetings. 
\\'9uld)"(1)t not ralher have the noise that denotes life, than 
all the 'Iuiet. orthodox stilfness of th~ cemetery' 

IIhv docs the Holy Spirit so often shake people when 
His po;,er falls upon them' He tells liS in Heb. 12 :27 
that it "significth the rcmo\'ing of those things that may be 
shaken. as of the things that arc made; that those things 
which cannot be shaken may remain." lIe finds so much 

'in us that is of the flesh, of this present world-"thing. 
that arc l11acle"- alld Trc wants to shake them out, so that 
I rr may come in with His mighty power and fill us witb 
the Spirit-life. i. c., "the thing-s which cannot be shaken.' 
\\·hen you feel the Spirit shaking you. jllst ~'icld to Him 
It is the un,·ielde" sOll l with something still left (perhap. 
Illlcollscioush') of the flesh or of resistance, which has to 
he shaken. The utterly yielded soul docs not get shaken. 
is jllst lifted up by the Spirit and moved hither and thither 
like; the cherl1bim "\\'hithersoever the Spirit was to go." 

\nd after the shaking we read that "the bones came to­
gether hone to his bone." What a blessed uniting is that 
of the JToh· Spirit's work! '']7or by one Spirit arc we all 
baptized into one bod,·," and lIe it is who unites His people 
together a~ nothing else can, making' them in reality mem.­
bers ()1IC of another. ".\nd when I beheld, 10. the sinew! 
and tuc flesh camc up upon thelll, and the skin covered 
them above"-a closer union still! It rcminds one of the 
formation of the General Council of the Assemblies of 
Cod. A man-made organization ? 1\0, indeed! But the 
indwelling' Spirit was drawing the mcmbers of thc body 
of Christ closer together. making them feel more of the 
organic unity which existed between thcm; and so the 
sinews and skin uniting- them began gradually to appear. 
\ Ve arc memhcrs not of an orgalli::alioll but of an orgalJ­
;slII-ali tbe difference in the world-Hallelujah! 

Hut the all-imJ?ortant work is that of prayer effectual, 
fervcnt, perscvcring

secret interccssiollJ that the Breath 

of God may cOllle illto these slaIn oncs, so far changed and 
awakened. and fill them with LTFE. From the ascension 
of .T esus, TTis disciples were waiting in the uppcr room, 
draw"n 1110re and more closely togcthcr, Hwith one accord," 
continuing ill prayer and supplication. Then On the day 
of Pentecost came the rushing. mighty wind. type of the 
Spiri t's life-giving power, "and tbey were all filled with 
the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, 
as the Spirit gave them uttera nce." "So I prophesied as 
J Ie commanded mc. and the Breath came into them, and 
the,· lived. ano stood up upon their feet. an exceeding great 
armv." And after the Baptism of the Holv Ghost. that 
feeble band of 120 humble fisher-folks weni forth as "an 
exceeding great army" in the power of the SpIrit, to win 
the world for God. 

Eleven )"ears ago another humble little a rmy went forth 
from the old t\ZtIsa St. Mission in Los.Angeles: and ere 
long the Latter Rain had fallon in all parts of the earth. 
\Yh:r should it not be so again? Come frol11 the four winds, 
o Breath of God! Comc in whatever way Thou wilt, 
either as the sOllth wind of prosperity or the north wind of 
adversity and persecution" Come as the gentle west wind, 
bringing' showers of the latter rain; or as the bleak ea~t 
wind, withering all the goodliness of the flesh: but oh 
e01lle, in all Thy power. and fill us afresh with Thy life, 
yea, with the life more abundant: that wherever there has 
been nought but deadness and dn·ness, a host of mighty 
warriors may be raised up. to be Thy witnesses unto tJite 
uttermost parts of the earth !-.\.

The Divine Spirit 
look complete possession, dominating every facuity. sway­
ing every powcr. and using e\'erv energy. just as He 
willed. Supernatural effects immediately followed. Of 
course they did. Such effects were conclusive proofs that 
men were now possessed by another Spirit than their OWI1. 
The Lord had slIddellly come to His temple! ~[an was 
now a temple of the Holy Ghost- willingly and gladly so. 

At Pcntecost the Spirit was 'a,r/comed to human 
hearts, One reason. at least. for that strange silence and 
waiting of the ten days, while the Spirit tarried, was to

There still lurked at least one witch in 
Endor. In his wilfulness, he turns to her for the informa­
tion \\"hich Cod had refused him. The d isast rous result 
of his prCSlll1lptous inquiry is recorded in I Sam. 28th 
chapter, (also read 2 Kings: 6- J 0.) 

Judah and Jcrttsalem were the objects of terrible 
threats, and of a more terrible fulfilment, "because they 
ha\'e done that which was evil ill my sight and have pro­
voked me to anger since the dav that their father's came 
out of Egypt. e\'cn unto this day:" A continuous course of 
sin. lllllrnmring', unbelief. idOlatry and witchcraft! 

The modt'rn manifestations of spirituali sm are vcrv 
similar to thos~ of the ti mes above not iced, on ly in ordc'r 

to catch hristians as well as sinners in his net, the devil 
has prefixed the word "Christian·' t his hell-born doc­
trine, and preciolls souls are being drawn into this delu­
sion , even souls who ha,'e been saved through the blood of 
Jeslts. They arc caught by the bare-faced assertion that 
"this is "-xacll)' what Jesus and the Apostles taught." and 
by the bait of higher spiritual development. 

Christ said repeatedly, that He came to do the will 
of God. to speak IIis words. '"I can of mine self do noth­
ing .... I sec k not mine own will but the will of the Father 
which hath sent me." (J no. 5 :30.) Teslts came to bear 
witness to the truth. 'Vould or did he teach abhorrent 
practices which the Father had alwa"s forbidden to His 
chosen people? 101 and my Father a~e one." Does that 
mean anything or not? Tested by the Word which is pure 
and cannot contradict itself the flimsy foundation upon 
which this lying doctrine is built up becomes at once ap­
parent. 

Grant that a semblance of some departed friend does 
seeming/'s come and communicate with you.

'Ye do tlot deny that there arc spirits doing their Itelli.h 
work among m('n. \Ye do dare assert that much of the 
so-called mes ... ages, rappings. apparition~ are pure fake; 
but much is of the devil. 

The ~e 1'J ){'nt in Eden, Simon the sorcerer, the damsel 
who had a spil-it of, divination, were all exposed and rOUl­

eel. The ",itch of Endor was more terrified and aston­
ished than Saul \\'hen the spirit of Samuel appeared. show­
ing that she expected no great results from her incanta­
tions. The things practiced by those that pretend to be 
(and perhaps are) under control of spirits, are "trely 
foolish and ab~llrd enough to open the eyes of anyone to 
the falsit\" of the \\'hole thing. 

\\' e know of one woman who has her walls covered with 
scripture mottoes. She claims to heal to the glory of God. 
and whose special aid is onion poultices. She a lso uses 
angle-worm oil. She prays over a glass of water. and 
giYCs a part to her patient. drinks a part herself, dips her 
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fingers in the remainder and applies it to the affected 
part. She sa)"s her "control" tells her to spit in the pa­
tient's eye. The astonishing thing is that she finds those 
that believe in her. 

\\'e would say to an} one who arc being deceived by 
th~se thiIlgs to put away childish things and become men. 
It IS a shame to an)"one to be taken in by such pitiful de­
ception. It would seem too fool ish to notice were it not 
that preciolls sou ls are going to destruction under the in­
f luence of this awful delusion. The most casual reading 
of th~ followlI:g SC:lpture sho\\'s the risk men run by dis­
obey,"!," God 111 tillS matter. [Sam. 28th chapter, Ex. 
22:18. Lev. 19:26. Le,·. 20:6, Deut. 18:10, 2 Chron. 33: 
2-6, "ric. 5:12, "Ial. 3 :5, Gal. 5:19-20, Rev. 21 :8, R~v. 
22 :15. 

Sinne rs who hllO\\' not God nor His loving care over 
His children may be deceivcd in their search for help. heal­
ing or comfort, hut a Chri stian, never, except he be onc 
of those who is Heyer learning and never able to come to 
the knowled!,"e of the truth."'

THE PRESENT CONDITION OF THE LOWER 
MEXICAN WORK 

I ha"e jttst read the report of the :o.Iexican work in the 
Evangel of the lith inst.. and I have felt slrongly im­
pressed to in form YOll as to the present condition of our 
work. \ few days can somctimes greatly alter condi­
tions. and !o\o in thi!o\ instance the report submitted by Dr, 
Mttrclitt at the Ceneral COlincil docs not at present apply 
to the work, g-reat changes having been wrought in this 
short tin1l', 

Dl1rillg- m)' \'isit at the Council one of ollr strongest 
missions, Los Tlldio:-; , located twenty miles from Browlls­
ville. on the banks of the Rio Granele. su ffered what all 
of ollr other missions have suffered, an exodus into ~[exi­
co. That mission has been e\'er since its birth a self-sup­
porting church, supporting first myself as pastor and then 
a native worker, Jose Garza. They had drawn lip plans 
to build a small church building for the winter, were about 
to securc a lot for huilding, when all at once frOI11 about 
thirtt'-fi\'c the church has dwindled to fiftcen, !'o of course 
they' cannot ne,w huild nOr !'upport a pastor. 

This cxodus has becn caused b\' the draft. as tbese men 
were all drafted into scn'icc, and as soon as they were re­
quested to present themselves. in 111)" absence at the Coun~ 
cil. they, with their families, fled into ~Jexico, where they 
hayc nO'" established themselves, sta rted a new congrcga­
tion, and a ile of the new cOllvens came twenty miles last 
Sunday and ,\"as baptized here in Browns,·iIIe. \Ve look 
upon all this as at the exodus at Jerusalem. as it will reach 
Samaria and Antiocb. yea. even Rome (Uex ico City) . but 
with all this a new condition has arisen, and I do bel ievc 
that we arc now in the crisis of the :\lexican work here on 
the fronrier a nd in all ~Jexico. 

ITere is the condition as it is: \\"e now ila\'e Pentecos~ 
tal ~rexican people scattered into eighteen ( 18) towns, fif­
teen ( IS ) in Texas and three (3) in Old :\fex ico, no 
church now passes O\'cr twenty in number ( unless it is 
Kings\'illc with abollt twenty-five) , all desire to have 
preaching' services es tablished among them as soon as 

possible, \\-c no\\ ha\'c eight :\[e:xican workers. two arc 
in the acti\'c ministry, the others should he, and all except 
Olle coulc! be kept in the work upon fifteen dollars (SIS) 
pcr 111onth . until these small congregations grow into 
larger congregations that might become self-supporting. 
This is impcrafir'l'. and unless we do something for Olll 
~cattercd people they may let the wolves in, as they have 
iust recenth' been r(,~cl1ed from the darkness of Roman­
ism. weak. ;lOt yet "'tablished in the \\'onl. they have a 
zeal and \\ill make a true people when they have 'a leader, 
yet ca,il.,· fall if 1I0t pastored. This is the condition of the 
present )fcxican work of the Lower Frontier. and it is. I 
helie,·e. the crisis of the work. If each ~(exican worker 
could be 1I0\\" placed in the field for a few months, I be­
lie\'e. we would sec a 1110st glorious harvest, as the },1exi­
can people now seem so open for the Gospel. 

Funds ha\'e heen recci\'cd from Chicago to bl1~' a wag~ 
011 and burros to be used as a Gospel \\"agon to distribute 
Bibles. Testaments. Gospels, papers. tracts and hold serv­
ices throughout all Te"as. \\'e hope to soon have this 
wagoll in motion, a ~Iexican with companion to go from 
to\\"n to town to encourage the belie,·ers. distribute the 
\\"ord, etc .. and whcII they have finished with the Frontier, 
then cross oyer into ~rexico and start with Tamaulipas 
an(l X ue\"O Leoll States. and thus through the Republic. 
"-hat a great opportunity this will be for the glory of 
God! Can we comprehend it? Yet this nath'c worker 
\\ill need support for his family and funds for literature. 
as we will need thousands of Gospels and tracts. \\'e 
should iTlcrease the number of our pUhlication, "La Luz 
\ postolica.' · from :;00 to 5,000 or IO,OOO monthly. if we 

meet this opportunity, 
Chilla. India, Africa. Japan and ~(exico all stand open 

for the Gospel. so Illa" God help us to prayerfully and 
carnest!,· entcr the work He has given us till IIe come.

Two weeks ago our lesson was about 

the proclamation ot Cyrus, allowing the 
Jewish exiles to return to Jerusalem. At 
that time about 50,000 Jews went to Je­
rusalem and began rebuilding the city 
f nd temple. Last week our lesson told 
about the temple being finished and ded­
icated flrteon years atter their return 
to Jerusalem. This week's lesson tells 
ot a second company at J ews who re· 
turned tram Babylon under Ezra's lead­
-eTSbtp gam e seventy years later than the 
first company, who returned under the 
len.dersblP 01 Zerubbabel. It bad been 
fifty-eight years since the second temple 
was completed, Jerusalem had not been 
'Prosperous and the walls still lay in 
ruins, They were surrounded by idola­
trous people and had made the great mis. 
tnke ot intermarrying with their balt­
heathen neighbors; they had let down on 
the high principles they bad tlrst hold, 
and 8.S a result were in a discouraged 
and dissatisfied condition. People can· 
not enjoy the blessing and approval at 
God when. they do not obey Him. 

Ezra was a priest and scribe and we 
read that "Ezra. bad prepared his heart 
to seck the law of the Lord, and to do 
it: II very significant record. God re· 
'Veats His will to the ones who re wtl1-
Ing to do His will no matter what the 
cost, and they are the ones whom God 
can lend forth into new places in the 
knowledge and fellowship ot Jesus 
f'hrJst, His Son.} Because at Ezra's per· 
Kallal devotion to God, he was chosen of 
God to lead this second company of Jews 
back to Jerusalem. There were about 
7.000 ot them, but when Ezra "viewed 
the people." he tound there were no Le­
vites present, so sent for some, for they 
were carryIng vesse~s for the temple, 
Bnd they should be carried by priests 
BDd Levltei. Quite a number responded. 

Prayer and Fa~tillg. "'When the people 
gathered by the river of AbaY8, ready to 
s lart, Ezra realized his great respons l· 
bJlily and the dangerous journey betore 
them. and so proclaimed a time at tas t· 
Ing and prayer, "to seek of Him a right 
way." They we re carrying a great 
amount of gold and sliver with them, 
amounting in our money to more than 
$4.000,000 which the king of Persia an<l 
the chier men of the kingdom and also 
Jews in Babylon had given as an otter­
tng fOr "the house of the Lord." The 
country between Babylon and Jerusa­
lem, through. which they had to travel 
was infested with bands of robbers, 
ready to attack unprotected travelers. 
Ezra recognized this danger and knew 
they could have an escort of soldiers it 
he would but ask the king. But he also 
knew that to ask protection of the king 
would be exalting him rather than God. 
He had spoken to the king. dec'aring his 
faith and confidence in God, that the 
Lord would guide and protect those who 
seek Him. To reveal anxiety and fear 
to him now would appear as a practical 
denial of his faith in God's power. With 
tine s'J)iritual perception Ezra saw this 
was a wonderfUl opportunity to reveal 
the power of God and His gracious and 
glorIous overshadowIng of those who 
trust Him, He wanted to show that God 
was the object of bis supreme confidence. 
~Od often gives His people the oppor· 
tunity of proving His power nnd faith­
fulness In Urnes of sickness. He tests 
them to see if they will stand by what 
they profess, or whether they wIll resort 
to things ot t.he world for help, and send 
for a doctor instead of trusting God. I 
ha ve henrd people say they believed one 
should take medicine aod trust the Lord 
to bless it and heal them through it. 
That would have been like Ezra getting 
the soldiers to go with them. and ask~ 
Ing God to protect tbem with the belp 
at the soldfers. It be had done that, it 
would not have brought any glory to 
God, and when we go to doctors and 
take medicine. it never exalts God, but it 
shows we do not believe that the God 
who made the universe can take care or 
us. Oh, let us exalt our God by trust­
ing Him like Ezra did. and not turn to 
man tor help . Hal'e faith tn God and 
expect great things of Him. There is a 
place at daring trust and dependent risk 
which is bonoring to God and teaches 
you real talth. 

When they fasted and asked God's 
protection, He heard tneir prayers and 
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brought them sately to Jerusalem. When 
they were ready to start, Ezra "sepa.4 

rated twe:ve of the chlet of the prteats." 
and verse 30 implies there were as many 
Levites chosen also, to carry the gold 
and silver on the journey. It was 
"weighed un to them," in the same sense 
we would say It was counted Into their 
hands, but In those days money WM 

reckoned by weight. It was caretully 
we ighed and strict account taken so there 
would be no loss. \Vhen Ezra put it 
into the hand s of the pri ests, he charged 
th em with the ir trust. "Ye are holy \lO­

to the Lord; the vesse ls are holy also," 
and then he Bays "\Vatch ye." We, too , 
have recei\'ed a sacred charge: "For ye 
a re bougbt with a price : therefore glori­
fy God in your body and in your spirit, 
which are God's," 'Vo belong to Christ 
and He hns entrusted us with a great 
I reasure, the knowledge of His salvation. 
:tnd nt the fOnd of the journey we mu.t 
~Ive account or how we ha.ve used the 
hlessed Light that He has given us. Po&­
se~slon alway!') invo ' ves responsibility. 
and when He says "Let your light shine" 
before men, He does not want us to hide 
it under a bushel. ""'atch ye," "leet 
coming suddenly He find you sleeping." 
These priests and Levttes were warned 
to watch, not only were they eXQecterl to 
watrh for robbers and enemies who 
might try to rob them, but they had to 
watch their own hearts that they would 
110t covet any of the gold or silver for 
themselves. They were to "keel) them 
vlltil ye weigh them • • • in the 
chambers of the house of the Lord." Not 
until they reached the end of the jour· 
Hey wore they to relax in their care and 
watchfulness over the treasure entru sted 
to them.
