OUT blessed Jesus moves maje~tically 
in our midst, and sinners. many of them, 
the blackest or the black. are finding a 
place at His precious feet. "What a de­
light to be a spectator at the reconcil­
iation of sinners and the Saviour. Sure­
ly it is the apex of JOYS experienced here 
on earth. Black magic has been proved 
n. fallure in the Jives of IDany ot thefle 
people and there is noW a seeking for 
the power (magIc?) which makes hearts 
white and lives peaceable and pure. 

Many, both men and women , are ask­
ing to be baptized. Thts is the first 
rcal break among OUt' native women, 
and although problems, which only those 
on Ihe field understand, are involved, 
yet our hearts sing a loud Hallelujah 
to our conquering Jesus. H e is receiv­
ing the heathen for Ilis inheritance, and 
the uttermost parts ot tbe earth tor His 
possession. 

l....coking back 0\'61' what, comparative­
ly speaking, appears but a short time, I 
can but exclaim "What hath God 
wrought?" How often in those days of 
beginnings, when Bro. Burton and my­
self held the fort alone, have I walked 
to the edge of this hill on which we live 
and there my hf'lIl't has groaned to God 
what my ilps coul d ncver speak. There 
looking out oyer the different \'1Ilull;'cs, 
llOW frequ ently did the Holy Spirit crc: 
ate those soul-gushiogs of unutterable 
10l1gings that ood only can interpret. 
The brawls of a beer drink, the vulgar 
f;ongs (then not understood). the wuch­
doctor's drum, the chanting of a sect 
of vile and indecent dancers, etc., etc., 
all these would rise to one's hearing. 
Although we cannot say that these 
thJngs are IIOW va.nished-one could 
heartily wish they were-yet a new or­
der is arising. Xo\\', (raUl one \'illngr· 
you hear "Let the blessed sunlight in," 
another. "Send the Light," another. 
"Nothing but lhe blood of Jesus," an­
otlle1', "The Great Physician," etc .. etc. 
Of a truth call it be sa id of a great Ulany 
that "they have tUl'ned to God rrom 
idols" and nOw join hearlily io s inging 
unto King Jesus, "Crown Him Lord or 
all!" 

Our day school, wblch is well attend­
{ld j~ but a mN'1I1R to an end and that 
end the salvation of their souls. Ps­
ually at each f,ession we endeavor to 
press home the truths of Scripture. 
Siessf'(l reports, too, are to hand from 

our outstations. Goel condescendH to 

bless the simple testimonies of our na­
tive teachers and enlllgeIiM:-;. Whilst 
on a tour ot inspection, Bro. Hurton 
was asked by one of our native t('ll'Chen~ 
"Sir, the people have belie"ed, dOIl'1 
you baptize them next?" 

How white are the fields herc. . <1-

Uves plead with us to come lo lhell' 
districts and tell them the word,; o[ ' ;0(1. 
How gladly would we go, were W~ nh (p 
Oh that every hair on our head" as a 
Hfe, so that 1 might give them all to 
Jesus. I cannot but think that thHP 
are many "Jonahs" involved In ,his 
world war. lIow many who had l'H'Y 
obeyed God in pre-war days would to 
day be engaged in salvation instead of 
destruction. May they yet becoml.; 1,1-
eventh hour laborers is my fervent plcn 

Many of our stations are some ,laYH 
distance apart. Travelling to Olll' 

southern stations is by no means pl{'a~­
ant. The track lies across country iu­
fested by liOIlS , elephants, etc., etc. 
Your travelling companions are clou.ds 
ot mosquitos and tsetse (sleeping sick­
ness) flies, and usuaHy through gras~ 
two to three times the height at on~self. 
At the close of the dry season thts grass 
is burned off. During about nine 
months of the year it is very ensy to 
lose one's bearings as the track become): 
overgrown with gra~8 and weeds. R{'­
cently, whilst tl'avelling with Bro. Gatz­
ke, I had an experience of being losl. 
Owing to the nali"e~ who took us for 
Go"ernment tax collcctors, running out 
of a village on our entry, we were not 
able to enquire our way. After rollow­
ing a track for some distance, we sud­
denly lost it. As we expected to r ecover 
it, we continued instead of turning back. 
The result was that we had to spend 
that day and night in the jungle. For 
about ten hours we Iramped, the long 
gras~ and thorns making long cuts on 
011 1' Jegs, and the ~un blazing tlercely 
upon us. Right unllt sun down we con­
tinu€'d, until worn out and tired in body , 
the blood dripping trom our cuts, we 
sank exbausted to spen d the night In 
an elerhant swamp. No food wi th us. 
(our carriers having gone another way) 
and our travelling rqJpa rel being just 
a bush shirt and short trousers, not 
reaching to our knees , we felt tbe cold 
during the night. Long before the SUIl 
al'ose next morning, we started, after 

committing OUf way unto the Lord. 
The heavy dew on the long grass 

and the swamp combined to Boak us 
through. .\her a turther tramp of a­
bout two hours our eyes were gladdened 
and OUf hearts rejoiced by the sight 
of a track, which att~r following tor a 
rew miles, led to .. vlllage. 

On nrl'l"al we look off boots and 
poured OUt thp water 
OUI' hos(' and clothes. 
learner] that we still 

and also wrung 
After Inquiry we 
had a walk or 

about fourteen mi1('S to our camp be­
rore we ('auld get fnto dry clothes. Dur­
ing the Jalter pan or this journey we 
were trnvel!lng through a torrential 
down pour of rain, eo that we were 
thoroughly Ronked ag-al)} before lhe wel­
come s ight ot our tents came Into view, 

On some at these occasions you need 
a. big supply ot the constraining love 
of God to keep "steam in the engine." 
Nothing else could do it. 

Another day, whilst out after meat 
tor carriers and myself, I came up with 
a couple or large antelope, After fol­
lowing their track for Borne dtFtauee ",p 

were puzzled that we did not get Sight 
of them, On closc examination of the 
ground we found the r('ason. Lions:Is 
well as ourselves were following the 
game and must have been watching 
us. Thus again God undertook for us. 
The ninety-tirst Psalm appea rs in l)eW 
force under su('h circumstances. 
Coming, coming trom afar, 
Coming, coming, yes they are, 
From the wild and scorchi ng desert, 

Arric's 80l1S of color deep-
Jesus' IOV6 has drawn and won them, 

At His cross they bow and weep. 
Pray, my precious brethren, pray,

Rllirit of God." On Ihe contrary, he 
goes on at once to point out the bl(>sscd 
glft~ and manifes tations which thny 
rna.y t'x J} ee- t after reeeh'ing the baptism 
01 the Tloly C."host showing them thus 
th(' ~("nuiU(·. of whl('h the heathen 
practicf's had been but lhe counterfeit. 
Tha t there is a tendency in men to con­
fuse the two we ~ee clearly in the New 
Testament, for on the Day of Pentecost 
the mocking crowds cried, "These men 
are ful1 of new wine. " Paul too, as 
It referring to a resemblance in the two 
manifestations, wrote "Be not drunken 
with wine . wherpln is riot: but be ,moo 
with the Spirit," (Eph. 5:18). 

This brings us to the root of the 
whole matter. viz, that this subject of 
J)hysioa.l manifestations is one which can 
nnh~ be judged by those who have r e­
ceived the Spirit of God and the mind 
or ChrIst. In 1 Cor. 1 and 2, the Apostle 
Pa ut most clearly shows us that the 
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wisdom of God is far higher than the 
puny Intellect ot man: that the natural 
man, or the Christian characterized by 
hlR own natural ideas and rea..'lonlng fac­
ulties cannot Ilndcr~t.nll(l the things of 
the Spirit of Cod. "They are foolish­
ness unto him , and be can not know 
them. bocnuse they are spiritually judg­
{'d." Th erefore I see very clearly that 
before 1 can discern between the genuine 
and t he s purious, and be fore 1 am in any 
way COnl llf't ent lo judge the qu estion of 
physical manifestations. I must com e 
humbly to the feet of J esus and ask 
Hi m to fill me with 11is Spirit. and to 
givE' me the mind of Christ. \ Dear read­
('r, will you not do the sam6? 

Tn thi!:! paper we propose to look at 
Romc of the phYSical manifestations of 
l ho Spirit mentlOllec1 in the Old Testa­
ment, and there we fi nd a very strik ing 
pa rallel with what has been noted in al1 
parts of the world d tiring the Latter 
Haln Outpouring ot the past twelve 
years. Here ar(' some of the results 
of tlle pnduement of the Spirit upon the 
mell of o ld time as l'e('orded in tllp

Are not these illust r ations enough 
to pl'o\'e even to the most incredulous 
that super natu ral manifestations in the 
physical realm are no n ew phenomena. 
but that they h a ve been in eviden ce 
whenever men have been endued with 
t he power of the Spirit of God? And 
there is not one of these varied mani­
festations whi ch has not been seen In 
the Latter Rain outpouring of the Spir­
it during the past twelve years. The 
8haldng, trembling, quivering of tho 
lips or prostration on the g round arc 
most common among those who are 
receiving the Uaptism of the Holy Ghost: 
then when H e h as taken full possession 
1 fe s poa l(S through the yielded lips in 
other tongu es, as promised in I S8. 28: 
11. 12 (sec 1 Cor. 14 :21): and the other 
result~ are manifes t ed at variout; 
s tages of the life in the Spirit. Not to 
all a r e ghren the dancing, shouting a nd 
leaping : with some t he deep JOY is man­
ifested in the Qui et, hush ed and gentle 
demeanor; but "al1 t hese worketlt th e 
one and the same Spirit, di"iding to each 
one e \'en a!i H e wil1s," (1 Cor. 1~ :1 t , . 
I~et us beware then of despising or light· 
Iy esteem in g any of the manifcstallon!<. 
of the Holy Spirit. me rely because the~' 
are not in acco rdance with our natural 
t emperam ent. 01' diffe r in nature from 
those we may have received ourseh '('H. 

Th e expla nation of th e shaking- Is giv­
e n us in Heb . 12: 25-29. and is deeply 
in stru ctive, "See t hat ye r efuse not 
Him that speaketh . For if they escaped 
not who refused Him that s pake on 
earth, much mOl'e s hall not we eSCal)C 
H .. we turn away rrom Him tha t spea1-~· 

eth from heaven." A sole mn warning 
for those who turn awa;r and rej('ct 
God's speak ing through His servanls in 
other tongues: but how murh more ter­
rible s till will be the judgment of those 
who in add ition to turning away, at­
tribute that "speaking" to Satan or to 
his demon powers. The apostle then 
proceeds to speak of the ~hnkin~, e:\.­
plaining that 1t "siguifieth the remov­
Ing of those things that are shaken , as 
of things that are made," that Is per­
ishable things, the flesh. our own nat­
ural selves. When the Holy Spi rit or 
God has to shake us violently. it is 
because there is still some unconscious 
resistence in us , something of the flesh 
which He des ires to shak e out of us. 
Glory to Uod for that gracious Rhak­
Ing to remove the things of tbe flesh, 
"that those things which cannot be 
shaken (the tbings of the Spirit) may 
remain!" Wherefore we receiving a 
kingdom which cannot be shaken (the 
rule and reign or Jesus in our whole 
being bY His Spirit), let us have grac€. 
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whp-reby we may serve God acceptably, 
with reverence and (twa; for our God 
jiJ '\ consuming fire."

The 
r e~ult ." even in the physical realm of 
His ind~'clling and e ndu ement are more 
blessed than tongue can ex press. and 
onl;- I hose who are wholly yielded to

tre mendous cost to be His own posses­
sion Therefore, lIe who Is the own e r 
has the right to control it, and surely 
none can do it as well as He.

They remembered that 
ne snffered unjustly, What did they 
do? Did they bemoan their lot? No! 
they snng praises. And God heard their 
praises. and He sent back an echo; and 
an earthquake shook the prison. Prals­
ps sct the door of the prison swinging 
and turned the prison upside down and 
the jallOl' got converted. And God vin­
(Hcated His servants. "He that touch·

\Ve have just had a most blessed 

conference, tbe presence of the Lord 
being very real. For the first confer­
ence it was vcry blessed of l}fe Lord to 
80 meet us. Several days prior to the 
meetings we had the usual prayer meet­
ings, not out of custom, but the Spirit 
unitedly led us to it. On one occasion 
we went away into the wood and there 
with no one near us but God five of us 
wept and cried to the Lord. 1t reminded 
me or the prayer meetings we used to 
to have at Nyack when the laller rain 
fell there in 1907 and we were not un-
rewarded. • 

At the meetings there was an aver-
age attendance or fitly to sixty, all 
cbming from a. distance of no less than 
&everal miles, while some came firty 
miles and even morc. All through the 
meetings we felt the power and 
presence of the Holy Spirit. There 
was weeping and there was rejoicing. 
With at. least four cases of severe s ick­
ness, upon prayer being made. im­
mediate deliverance came, the Lord 
"confirming t.he \Vont with signs fol­
lowing." There were several sou ls 
saved and we bapUzed ten, all of whom 
gave a clear witness ~f conversion. ]11 

all I counted twenty seeking the bapllsm 
of the Holy Ghost, and while there were 
no baptisms yet we expect some very 
shortly. I counted fifteen testimonie!i 
to marvelous bealings that have taken 
place in the last month or two and many 
other answers to prayer. ~ 

There are only a handful of Chris­
lians, say thirty, but they have felt the 
keenest need for a school fOI" tho 
children, as to send them to the Gov­
ernment schools meaus, from their 
youth, not only to learn numerous bad 
habits but to have Confucianism woven 
into every study, and besides. a very 
poor education to end up willI. 
Accordingly they have pledged them­
~elves to the utmost limit, one giving 
$5.00, another ten trees. another $3.00. 
a nd still others have promised to cart 
stones , and mud tor bricks. and an­
otber to make the bricks. until th e of­
fering amounts to approximately 
$l~O.OO. This is very good indeed 
considerJng the poverty of most of 
them. In spite of the tact that it will 
take another $100.00 more, for the 
building will not be a pretentious one, 
they are starting on it, trusting G"od 
will supply the remainder. It is en­
couraging to us to see the Christians 
shouldcring reSI)OnsiblHty. 

Another still more touching incidtmt 
was that of ';\Ir. Chow, a pastor . bap­
tized in the Holy Ghost. and a practi­
cal believer in the Lord's return. He 
surprised not a few by getting up and 
a nnouncing to the congregation that in 
view of the Lord'!:! near return. and so 
many heathen. being unsa\"ed as yet. he 
was not only glad to give himself whol­
ly to the Lord for Him to use just as 
He pleases, but he desIred to give his 
home, land and all that he had worked 
so hard for and counted so dear, for 
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God to use just as He pleases. .:\s an 
evidence at his s incerity he produced 
his written agreement with private seal 
attached, and all deed~ and documents 
relating to the property. This was all 
handed oyer to the native church. 

His property consists o[ two houses 
'Ve live in one o[ them. As a Chinese 
house it ranks with the best. At least 
five Chinese families can li\·e in it. 
It is not so pleasant for us because 
there are no sanitary laws obscrved, 
no conveniences and no privacy what­
ever. Later, we believe, we can build 
our own, for th e land is the Lord's, 
lumber cheap. and so Is labor. "'e are 
trusting Gad for the funds. 

To walk around !.:Is property, which 
in most places is very mountainous. it 
would take about half a day, There is 
<Iuite a little small lumber which some 
day will be fit to sell. There are about 
100 acres of good, cven garden land 
in culti valion and possibly 100 more 
that could be cultivated. He has 
called the place the "Gol:lpe l Garden" 
and I believe the I ... ord is going to bless 
it and him in the futUre above all words. 
The property is roughly valued be­
tween ten and twenty thousand dol­
lars and is an offering unto the Lord 
which I am sure the Lord will u:;.p to 
cOllvict many of their insincerity ill their 
belief in the Lord's near return. 

If I can understand the Lord 's work­
in g at all, there is the sound of a n 
abundance o[ rain and a bountiful h81"­
"est. Oh bow we would love to see m en 
and women by the hundreds, yea 
thousands, falling down in praise and 
adoration of the true God whom many 
so long have sought.-Ivan S. Kauff­
man and wife.

Shortly after we returned to Amel'­
ica in 1914 we were lU"ited to become 
the pastor of the COll cord P entecostal 
CbuTch tn Toronto. which we accepted 
as of God. 'Vhile there In the Spring 
of 1917 it became manifest to both Mrs. 
Schoonmaker and myself thai our call 
to India was being renewl'd. Si nce God 
has blessed our honJe with fiv'" ch ildren 
and the times were so perilous for cr066-
jng t he ocean we felt God would permit 
us to prove Him so we (':ould he sure 
of our steps. 

In April we were free to intorm the 
little floc k . where we lIad been unc1er ­
she pherd fo r over two years. about 0\11' 
leadin gs. Special mee(ings we re [\bO\~t 
to begin: a nd it was agreed that our Dlto ­
istry would terminate with these meet ­
ings. So in Jul y. 1917 we left Toronto 
and returned to the States t o ge roa'y. 
Whitt" we were free to let our friends 
know how God was leading, yet we felt 
free to prove Ood by trusting Him to 
open a ll the doors H e wanted us to en ­
ter - to speak on India and to make n o 
appeal fo r our needs in order to go 
forth. From August till December we 
v,'ere kept husy responding to ca.lls to 
speak on India, and all this apart (ron,} 
our persona l solici tation. Sufficient 
monpy .also Wfl S given us for our pass­
ages to Tndia. We were able to purchase 
a fnirly good outfit also, and when we 
had actually )anded we had something 
In hand to help ourselves on. 

'\"c werc led to sa ll from America 
via South Africa at the end of tbe year . 
Mean while our special permit to entei' 
Iudi ~. r eq uired and issued by the Brtt-­
ish Government in Ind ia, came to u..<; 
in Kovember after a walt ot sIx months. 
With this In hand we wore free to apply 
for our American passports which were 
also gra nted. 

On Dec. 30th we left New York for 
New Orleans and from there sailed on 
the "City of Cairo" on January 8U\. 
and reached fn(lia thp end of Februan', 

Since tanding we ha\'c been inform-
ed hy t he Governm ent of India that ow­
ing to the minority of the ruling Na ­
tive Chief of Parbnndar we cannot en­
te r t hat particular portion of Kathlawar 
tor mlssionar~' work. Howe ver, other 
portions of the province are just as 
needr. ,,'e earnestly re quest prayer that 
God will"' plant us in tbe right p'are and 
use us to reach the unevangelized with 
the meSSAge of 8al\'at ion. Addres5 me 
as below.

land. \\'e callnOt report scores saved 
ill each placc, but the Lord is working.

ihey keep coming by the ones and twos 
and are being genuinely born agalin 
and baptized in the Holy Spirit with 
Uible evidence, and that they can be 
known by the fruits of tbe Spirit in 
their lives. Some are stand ing in hard 
places, proving by their lires their faith­
fulness everywhere. 

Our son Clarence and wife have the 
most promiSing work at present on the 
other side of the island , although they 
are laboring there under great difficul­
ty, living only in a small rough board 
house. The largest room is only about 
10x18 feet. ]n tbis he bas services 
where crowds of 75 or 100 are packed 
in and the windows and doors arc filled 
with eager faces of those who can­
not gel in, and the yard and lane hold 
listeners who cannot even see in. Some 
have been wonderfully saved and sland 
as witnesses lo the community, which is 
;Catholic. Now I do want to ask you lO 
pray lhat the Lord in some way may give 
these young people a Jllace for worship 
as son's wife is here with us now and 
when she returns to ",l'"aialua again, it 
will be with the care of two children, 
one a boy nearly two and a half years 
old, and one little girl, 9 ih lbs. who join~ 
ed us on May 25th.

finished." We, too, are in Father's 
business, the business of getting people 
to know the only true God and Jesus 
Christ whom He has sent. "'ben a boy 
fi rst goes to business he has to learn a 
fE'w things: Rere, we find the future 
T(>'l('her a humble Learner. First take 
Hi}; yoke upon you and become a learn­
(>:. Ht the feet of Bim who iA meek and

Jesus went home with them to " heath­
enish Galilee" as It Is sometimes called, 
and in tbe despised village of Nazareth, 
out of which no good had ever been 
known to come, He grew uv, "subject" 
to hIs parents.

"Praising God. and having favor with 
all the people." Our continual glad­
ness and singleness of heart a ~ saints 
of the most High God should rommend 
us not only to Ollr God but to those 
around.

It is good to have faith. for without 

faith it is impossible to please God, 
but Peter tells us to give all diligence 
to "add" some other good things.

In his first epistle he tells us to "deHire 
the s incere milk of the Word" In order 
that we might grow thereby. and in this 
second letter he tells us that Cod baa 
"given us exceeding great and precious 
promises. that by these ),e might be 
made partakers of the divine nature." 
So remember that man does not live by 
bread alone but by every word which 
pToceedeth out of the mouth of God. 
E\'en in these war times yon may have 
the tine whoat of God's Word 100 per 
cent pure. You do not have to take 
50 per cent substitute with it. 

StudY the 1l8t of good things Peter 
counsels you to add, and on top of them 
all he puts on ch-arlty, or "love" as we 
ha\'e it in the R. V. Love is the cap­
stone. Keep adding and don't do any 
subtracting. When a man starts to su"­
tract. the first things that go are love 
and brotherly kindness, and though he 
speaks in more tongues than the Apos­
tle Paul, his testimony has , no .more 
worth than the rattle of a tin can. I..ove 
is the supreme and final te~t. How 
much have YOll got?

T.o..o;;,-roJl Toyt: Luke 10:2il-37: Gal. 
6:1-10. 

Golden Tcyf: Bear ye one another's 
burdens. and so fulfil the law of Christ. 
Gal. 6:2. 

Our Father works all things together 
for our good. Even the cavilling Phar­
isees and lawyers who came to trip up 
Jesus with their questions were in­
diracth' the means of securing for us 
some ~f the 1'Ichest words o[ wisdom 
and comfort that fell from those divine 
lips. Because a "certain lawyer" came 
to Jesus to tempt Him. we have tbis 
blessed message o[ the "certain Samar­
Itan" who proved neighbor to this "cer­
tain man" who fell among thieves. 

T. Om' Good SUlllnritnn 
As we read through this story thC" 

first lesson we get is that of doing good 
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unto all men (and especially unto tbem 
who arc of tbe household of faitb). 
But as we look for a deeper spiritual 
meaning it will not be difficult for us 
to find it in this parable. Here we 
have the picture of a man leaving Jer­
usalem, the place of peace and bless­
ing, to go to Jericho, the city of the 
curse. Downward he goes and disas­
ler overtakes him. 'We can soon locate 
tbe chief of the thieves who stripped 
him bare and wounded him and left 
him half dead-it is Satan, and there 
is not the slightest doubt that atter 
dealing with the poor wounded way­
farer our Good Samaritan is going to 
get after that thief, and he will have 
all eternity in the lake of tire to regret 
the consequences of his interference. 

The priest, the representative of the 
law, chanced to come round that way, 
but what can the law, with its ministry 
o( condemnation do but to make a sick 
man feel worse? Mr, Legality can do 
nothing to ease the sin-sick pilgrim of 
his burden. Likewise, what Can the 
Levite with his ordinances and cere­
monies do to IUt up the poor, wretched 
victim or the archtbief? "But." as a 
certain brother testifies, "after being 
passed up by the priest and Levite, a 
certain SumnrJtan, as He journeyed, 
carne where I was (came not half way, 
nOr nine-tenths of the way, but ali the 
way) and when He saw me He had com­
passion on me nnd came to me, and 
hound up my wounds, pouring in oil 
and wine (the oil of His Spi ri t and 
the wine of gladness), and set me on 
His own beast, (gave me His place 
2 Cor. 5: 21) nnd brought me to an inn. 
and took care of me, And on the mor­
row when He departed. He took out 
two pence and gave them to the hos t. 
and said unto him, 'Take care of him 
(this poor, helpless. naked sinner that 
the priest and Levile could do nothing 
for) and whatsoever thou s pendest nJo l"o, 
when I come again, I will repay thee-.' 
Now I wrult to say. aye I long and Jove 
to proclaim, that He bas met the sin­
ner's every need, plaCing him in a !,)o!':­
ilion o( security, rest and blessing, with 
a mighty assurance that He is coming 
again to receive him unto Himself. 
Hallelujah! This is the kin(1 of Say­
iour that down-and-outs. (ailures, really 
helpless sinners in whom r'...,-)lleth no 
good thing, must h aye or else they arc 
doomed to perish. Then of necessity 

,boasting is excluded; thp.y CRn glory 
ill noHling but the work 01 t he good 
Samaritan. All they ca:} say is Je:::-us! 
Jesus! Jesus! In the ~anl'~ school with 
tht. prophet Jonah we learn and boldly 
declare. 'Salyation Is of the Lord.' .. 

II, Not Hearers On1", nut l)oen; 
Then Jesus gave to this lawyer a 

dose of law, but we have no record 
of 110W much he enjoyed it. ;'Go, and 
do thou likewise." 'That expresses the 
sentiments of the old Covenant about 
wh ich the lawyer bad come to tempt 
Jesus; but praise God, Jesus is tbo 
Mediator of a new and better covenant, 
esta blished upon better promises. For 
the new covenant read Reb. 8:10-12. 
He puts His law o( love in onr minds 
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and hearts and then it Is a delight to 
do all His perfect will in the matter of 
helping the fellow who is down. The 
law says "Thls do and thou shalt live," 
but grace says to us poor. Dlore-than­
half-dead creatures, (for our good Sam­
aritan (oun~ us Quite dead in trespasses 
and sins), "Live, and God will work in 
thee to will and to do all of His own 
good pleasure." 
III. 'I'he Outworking or Graco, GI\1.1: 10 

It Is possible for even lhose who have 
attained to a very high degree of hol­
iness to be overtaken in a fault, and we 
have only to look round to see many 
who once bad a good testimony who 
have been thus overtaken. It is so easy 
to be censorious with these. But we 
will not be so if we are filled with the 
Spirit of Jesus. We are told to bring 
lhem back into the fold again in a spirit 
of meekness-a fruit of the Spirit­
humbly remembering that we are mere 
vessels of fragile clay oursehcs and it 
is possible for us to slfp loa. and should 
we do so we should be so glad to have 
someone help us back to the Lord again. 

In Gal. 6: 2, the golden text, we get a 
glimpse into the law of Christ, the law 
of Uberty, or as Jes us cailed it "My 
commandment' and lIe puts it in a nut­
shell, saying. "Love one another as I 
have loved you." A tremendous stand­
ard this , and we need to resort to the 
I-~ountain again and again to have the 
love of God shed abroad in our hearts 
by the Holy Ghost. If, however, you 
get your heart filled with this love and 
jf you help to bear the other fellow's 
burden, you will tind it So etlSY to bear 
your own. He of whom they spOke 
with contempt ns "the carpenter's son" 
learned, In those early days of appren­
ticeship at Joseph's bench, how to make 
the easiest yokes for the callie and He 
knows how to make the easiest yoke 
tor you and me, and with His yoke ove r 
Our shoulders we will find our burdens 
light, and it will be a joy to help the 
next person to bear his. The more you 
pray for your neighbor lhe more the 
Lord will help Y9u. A sure way o[ get­
ting faith for yourself is to pray far 
faith for your neIghbor. 

V. 9. And keep everlastingly at it. 
Paul tells us in another chapter to be 
sted[ast. unmovable, :llways aboundi ng 
in the work of the Lord. Just as the 
farmer who plows, harrows and plants 
and cultivates may reasonably expect 
a crop if the weatker conditions are 
right.. so in the spiritual we may reason­
ably expect, if we ·do not get weary in 
welI doing, to reap, not mere wheat or 
corn or beans. things that are to perish 
with t he using. but that which never 
perishes. "lile c\'cl'lnsting." Are we 
not. concerned . like Jonah wit.h bis 
gourd. more with eart.hly crops than 
with heavenly? 

V 10, And the Lord wants us to have 
a larger vision and to comp.l'ehend all 
men everywhere 1n tbe ruatter of our 
doing good. Remember the heatllen 
who have not h ad the opportunity of 
hearing this v"'onderful Gospel that has 
made our hearts so glad. and remember 
those 200 Pentecostal missionaries. who 
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are of the household ot faith , who are 
indeed suffering hardships as good sol­
diers of Christ, and need u~ to stand 
close back of them with reinforcements 
In men, money and munitions, (the spir­
itual munitions of the prayer closet.) 
It Is good to get Into systematic habits 
of helping missionaries. laying aside 
something every week. And now is 
Lhe time to start, The Missionary Treas­
urer of the General Council Is always 
glad to hear tram you and you can al­
ways address him at 336 W Pacific st., 
Spring!leld , Mo.-S. H. F.
