An infidel companiOn tried to dispel 
his thuughts, to whom he replied, "That 
there Is a Ood I know, because I cont1n~ 
ualJy feel the effects ot His wrath; that 
there is a hell I am equally certain, hav­
tng received an. earnest of my Inheri­
tance there already In my breast; that 
there 18 a natural conscience I now feel 
with horror and amnzement, being can­
tin ually upbraided by it with. my impte­
Has,. and aU my tnlqultleR, and all my 
ains brought to my remembrance ..... . 
o thAt I was to lie upon the tire that 
never Is quenched a thousand yearEi. to 
l'l1rcbase the favour of Ood. and be re­
united to Him again! But It is a fruit­
less ",iab. Millions of mtJIlons at years 
wilt bring we no nearer to the end of my 
torments than one poor hour. 0 eter­
nity, eternity! Who can discover the 
abyss of eternity? Who can para­
phrase upon these words-forever and 
eyer?" 

As hIs mentnl distress and bodily dis­
ease were hurrying him into eternity. 
he W8J; asked If he would have prayers 
orfered in his behalf; he turned his face 
and exclaimed. "Tigers and monsters! 
ftre ye also become devils to torment 
0101 Would you give me prospect at 
heaven to make my beH more intoler­
able?" 

800n aftel', his voice fniling, and ut­
tering a groan of inexpressible horror, 
he cried out, "Oil, the insufferable 
pangs of hell!" and died at Ollce, drop­
ping into the very woe of which God 
gave bim such an earnest, to be a COll­
stant warning to multitudes or careless 
r.in ners. 

The Infidel, Voltaire, feeling the 
stroke. that he realized must terminate 
in death. was overpowered with remorse. 
He at once seut for the priest. and want­
ed to be reconciled with the church. 
BiB infidel flatterers hastened to bis 
chamber to prevent his recantatton; but 
it was only to witness his ignominy and 
their own. He cursed them to their 
faces; Bnd. as his distress was Jncreas-

ed by their presence, he repeatedly and 
loudly exclaimed, "Begone! 1t Is you 
who have brought me to my present con­
dillon. Leave me, I say; begone !" 

Hoping to allay his anguish by a 
wr1tten recantation, he had it prepared. 
signed it and saw it witnessed, but it 
was all unavalllng. For two months he 
wus tortured with such an ngon:r as led 
him at times to gnash his teefh In jm~ 
POtent rage ng-uioSf God Jlnd man . . At 
other times in plaintive accents, he 
would plead, "0 Christ! 0 Lord Jesus!" 
Then turning his face he would cry out, 
"1 must dle--abandoned of God and of 
men!" 

THE POWER OP TH1<~ SPIRIT . 

Jesus Christ contained enough 
ot the Spirit and re<:elved enough 
of tbe Spirit to last His people 
all through the ages. He has dis­
persed the Spirit all through the 
ages and Is now pouring out of 
His Spirit In a special way. The 
Spirit Is being intensified to His 
people. Receive the Spirit in 
essence so it will take you 
through the dry periods. 

The wind bloweth where it 
l1stet.h. The time comes when It 
is not blowing. Take In a good 
suppJ)'. Let aU salls be fully set 
to take alI the breeze; when the 
calm comes you will be eo tar on 
your journey. The wind will al­
ways be at sufficient strength to 
carry you over cross currents and 
dangerous shoals. And when the 
wind is not blowing you can be 
In a wonderful calm, resting on 
the bosom of Him who is a Haven 
before you get into haven. 

As his end drew near. his condition 
became so frigbtful that his infidel 
associates were afraid to approach his 
bedside. Still they guarded the door, 
that others might not know how aw­
fully an infidel was compelled to die. 
Even bis nurse repeatedly said, "li"ol' all 
the wealth of Europe I would never see 
another infidel die. It was a scene of 
horror that lies beyonet all exaggera­
tion." 

Tom Paine was born at Thedford, 
England. in 1737. He is widely known 
by his connection with the American 
and French revolutions and by his infi­
del writings. 

During the session of the French Cot;!.­
ventlon. Paine composed "hIs infidel 
work, "Age of Reason," by which. his 
name has gained an unenviable notor~ 
iety, and after the alteration of politi­
cal circumstances in France be returned 
to America and there dragged out a 
misera.ble existence, indebted in his last 
illness for acts of charity to disciples of 
the very religion that he had opposed. 

Bishop Fenwick says: "A short time 
before Paine dJed I was sent for by him. 

October 19. 19<8 . 

A decent elderly lookIng womau showeci 
U8 into the parlour. "Gentlemen," said 
the lady," I really Wish you may suc­
ceed with Mr. Patne, ror he i8 laborln£: 
under great distress of mind. ever since 
he war; tOld by his physician that he ca.n­
not possibly Jive and must die shortly. 
He is truly to be pitied. HiB cries, when 
left alone, are heart rending. '0 Lord. 
help me!' he wilJ exclaim, during aia 
parOXYb"ll1S of distress; 'God help me! 
Jesus Christ. llelp me! '-repeating thasa 
expressions In a tone oC voice that would 
alarm the house. Sometimes he will 
Ray, '0, Gotl!. " ' hut have I done to s'uf­
fer so much'r theD shortly ~lttel·. 'Bot 
there is no God; I nnd theD again, '1" Of, 
If there be, wha.t would becOme of nle 
berf'..Ilfter'!' Thus he will continue lot' 
some time, wllen au a sudden he will 
~('~un as it in terror and agony, allli 
cull tOI' me by my name. On one oc­
casiOn 1 inquired what he wanted. 'Stay 
with me.' be replied, 'for God's saki! 
for I cannot benr to be left alone.' ThaD 
said he, when I told him I could not $.1-
ways be in the room. 'Send even a chUd 
to stay with me J for it 1s hell to be left 
I\IO.Ie.' I never saw a more unhappy, a 
mOre forsaken man." 

"Having remained sometime in tbo 
parlour. we at length heard a noise in 
the adjOining rOoJU. ,"Ve proposed to 
enter, which was assented by the wo­
man, who opened the door [or us. A 
more wretched being in appearance I 
never beheld. His lOok was that of a 
man greatly tortured in mind, his eye8 
haggard, his countenance forbidding, 
and his whole appearance that of ana 
whose better clays had been one contlll­
ned debauch." 

Upon their making known the object 
of their viait, Paine interrupted the 
speaker by saying, "That's enough, sir, 
that'a enough. I see what you would bo 
about. I wish to hear no more fronl 
you, sir; my mind is made up on tb-at 
subject. I look upon the whole of the 
Christian scheme to be a tissue of }tes, 
and Jesus Christ to be nothing more 
than a cunning knave and imposter. A­
way with you and your God too! Leave 
the room instantly." 

Among the last utterances that fell 
upon the ears of tbe attendants o[ tbi!IJ 
dying infidel and wbich have been re­
corded in history, were the words. "My 
God . my God, why hast thou forsaken 
me?" 

David Hume. the deistical pbiIoso­
opher and historian, was born at Edin­
burgh In 1711. In 1762 he published 
his work, Natural Religion. Much of 
his tim e wns spent in France, where he 
found many kindred spirits as vile and 
depraved as himself. He died in Edin­
burgb in 1776. aged 65 years. 

Hume, the most subtle, if Jlot the 
most philosophical or the deists; who. 
by perplexing the relations of cause and 
effect, boldly aimed to introduce a un­
iversal skepticism and to pour a more 
than Egyptian darkness into the whole 
religion of morals. 

The fo llowing account was published 
in Edinburgh where he died: About the 
end of 1776,a few months after the his­
torian's dea.th. a respectable looking 
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'9;onlan. dressed in black, came into the 
Haddington stage-coach while pa ssing 
tbrough Edinburgh. The conversation 
among the passengers, which had becn 
interrupted for a few minutes was 
:Koeedfly resumed. which the lady soon 
found to be regarding the state ot mind 
persons were in at the prospect ot death. 
An appeal was made. ill defense of In­
fidelity. to tbe death of Humo not ns 
.-oJy happy and tranquil. but mingled 
tn:'en 1\'ith gaiety and humor. To this 
t11e lady said. "Sir, you know nolhlng 
about it; I could lell you another lale. 
Sir, r WR-S Mr. Hume 's hO\1 F)C keeper tor 
many years, 1 was with him in his last 
moments; and the mourning 1 now wear 
is a present from his relatives for my 
attention to him On his death bed; and 
happy would I have been i£ J could have 
borne my testimony to the mistaken 
opinion that has gone abroad of his 
peacefnl and composed end. I have, 
«iI', never till this hour ol)ened my 
mouth on thlH subject, hut [ think it a 
pjty the world should be kept in the 
dark on so interesting fI topic. It Is 
true. sir. that when Mr. Hume's friends 
were with him he was cheerful anti 
seemed Quite unconcerned about hl~ ap­
-proaching fate: nay. freqently spoke of 
it to them in a jocular and playful Wa}': 
bot .-hen he wns nlonc. the scen(, WU!oI 

~ dUfercllt ; h e W8l'1 n.n)t t.htn~ hut 
«Imposed, ht~ mentnl agitation wn~ .!'Oo 
_~t at Umes n~ to Qf'cnsion his whole 
bed t() shake. And he would not allow 
the eandles to be put out during the 
nJght, nor would he be l eft alone for a 
mjnute, as I had always to ring the bell 
for one of the servants to be in the room 
before he would allow me to leave It. 
He struggled hard to appear composed, 
even before me , but to one who attend­
e4 hfs bedside for so many days and 
Bights. and witnessed his disturbed 
workings-who freqently beal·d his in~ 

Toiuntary breathings of remorse and 
kl~htful starlings, it was no difficult 
matter to determin e that all was not 
J"igbt within. This continued and in­
ereased until he became insensible. T 
hope to God I sball neyer wltncss a. sim­
ilar scene." 

Altamont's frightful death has been 
reeorded by Dr. Young as follows: The 
~ad evening beforc the death o[ the 
Jloblc youth, I was with him. No onl') 
'llfas present but his physiCian and an 
httimate friend whom he loyed and 
" 'born he had ruined. At my coming in 
he said, "Yt)u and the physician are 
(:ODle too la te. r have tleither life nor 
I\ope. You both aim at miracles. You 
would raise the dead! ... " . I ha\'e been 
too strong tor omnipotence! I have 
plucked down ruin!" [ said, "The bles­
sed Redeemer- " "Hold! hold! you 
",'ouod me! That is the rock on which I 
Bpllt- I denied His name!" 

Soon after, I proposed prayer- "Pray, 
you that can. I never prayed. I caunot 
pra.y-nor need T. Is not heaven on Ill)' 

Bide already? It closes with my con­
sclence. Its severest strokes but second 
roy own." Observing that his friend 
was much toucbed at this, even to tears. 
with a most affectionat e lOOk, be said: 
"Ke('p those tears fOI" thyself; I have

undone thee--dost thou weep for me?

Here his friond, too much affected, 
would have left him. "No, slay-that 
thou mayest hope; therefore henr me.

But 
look on my present state. as a full ans­
wer to thee and to myse-If. This body 
is all weakness and pain ; but my soul. 
as if stung up by torment to grenter 
strength and spirit. is rull powerful to 
renson. full mighty to suffer. And that 
wh~ch thus triumphs within the jaws or 
immortality. Is doubtless. Immortal.

wretched Altamont expired.

Full 
of tbe bleSSing bestowed by the coming 
of' the b1essed Comforter, we preacberl 
tbe promise of the Father, and to His 
glory, be it tOld, the Holy Ghost fell ar, 
at tbe 6rst Bnd seven were baptizeed in 
the Holy Ghost and spake in other 
tongues. Hnllelujnh! Wttle by little 
the way opened and botb chIef and 

and build a house." He answer~, "It is 
tor you my cbild."

Nothing 
less wIll satisfy. 

A braham wanted a bride tor Isaac, 
not from the heathen ot Caanan, bu t 
from his OWl) people In Haran. God's 
oholce ot a bride for His Son will not 
be trom t he mOBt noble and wise and 
wealthy in the world, but trom His own 
despised people. Abraham sent his 
servant to search out, prepare a nd bring 
a bride tor his SOil . Our God has sent 
the Holy Ghost, and He Is sear ching out 
preparIng and will bring home a bride 
tor His Son. Abrabam's servant had 
'Wonderful gifts to impart, and so the 
Holy Ghost has not come empty-handed . 
Ho too h as wondrous gitts, whIch He 
distributes severally as He will, but 
above aU would He lead us in to the 
more excel1ent way ot heavenly love.

It was a long pilgrimage tor Rebekah, 

but atter awhile, In the dimness of the 
eventide, sbe saw him on whom her 
affections had been set. She Quickly 
Ifchted off her camel, for no posItion 

could be low enough tor her now, and 
s peedily veiled herseH. Isaac had seen 
her comIng. he had been on the look­
out lor her. You may be sure that she 
had been the theme of his meditations 
and prayers. He took her In to his 
mother's tent, where everything was 
prepared for her, and "she became his 
wire and he loved her." 

Sometimes It seems as If we had come 
to the last mile of the journey. It is 
eventide, but the promise Is "that at 
eventide there shall be lIght...

I.Jesson Text..-Genesis 25: 27-34. 
Golden Text.- l Cor. 9: 25. 
"Portraits for Nothing!" A Jewish 

pastor, working in the East End ot 
London, bad these words printed in 
large type outside his mission . and he 
invited the crowd to come inside. He 
Informed .all anxious inquirers that they 
could take their pictures away with 
t hem. On the day prescribed he gave 
them their portraits out of the Vlorrl 
of God. and some of them went home 
pricked to the heart. Some of us C'l.n 

recognize our own portraits in the stor y 
of Esau and JaCOb. In today's lessoB. 
we get an enlarged picture of what Paul 
calls "the old man." But some of us 
can praise the Lord tor tbe tact tbat 
the grace of our God has reached us 
and changed us, and for the knowledge 
of the tact that our "old man" was 
cruclfled with Him; but it is good to 
look back occasionally at the pit from 
which we have been dug. Our song at 
praise rings all the louder when we re­
member "Such were some of you: but 
ye are washed, hut ye are eancUfied. 
but ye are justifled in the name of the 
Lord J esus, and by the Spirit ot our 
God:" 

I . E~ntl anel Jacob 
Esal1 is described as a "red man, a 

man of earth ..... a sportsman, boisterous. 
wild. clumsy. wor ldly, sensuous. adven­
turous, a gentleman by birth but a brute 
by choice." Tn the New Testament he 
is called u a fornicator," wh ich in scrlp­
tural usage is one who forsook the true 
GQd for the worshipping of Idols. He 
is fu r ther called a "profane penon:' in­
dicating t hat he was one who had COD­
tempt tor that which is sacred and holy. 

Jacob's name means "supplanter." 
and naturally he was as cunning, crafty 
a nd crooked a man as you would find 
in a year' s jonrney. As a sister wrote 
to us at one time, "Jehovah looked down 
on the children of men to see who was 
the meanest mnn He could find, and He 
found J acob , a supplanter. a liar, a. 
crook. and He who dellghteth in mercy 
bestowed on him His wonderful grace, 
an d transformed him Into an Israel, a 
prince with God." If God could so trans­
form Jacob , t h er e is hope {or you and 
me. All through the Old Testament we 
find that the Holy Ghost gives a8 a 
favorite title for Jehovah, "the God at 
Jacob," and this should ever speak to 
us of the God of all grace who can 
transform the altogether unlQvely into 
a vessel of bon or, meet tor th e Master 's 
use. 

U. The Eternal Choice. 
There comes a day in the Ufe ot every 

man when h e decides his own eternal 
destiny, a time when, In some way or 
other, the choice is put to him, "Choose 
ye, this day. whom ye will serve." And 
he chooses eitber for the Lord or Baal. 
either tor God or Mammon, eltber tor 
Jesus or for sell. It was Esau's day ot 
choice, and be came in from the fields, 
Ured, weary and taint, and proba.bly 
very discouraged at his lack ot succeea 
in the day'e hunt. It is when we a.r~ 
tired and discouraged that the enemy 
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will al wa ys try and take adva ntage of 
us, and i t Is then that we have to tIee 
to our hiding place in Jesus, and to the 
all-sufficient s helter of the blood, 

Esau could only think of the im­
mediate present. He was very hungry 
aud that mess ot' red pottage that Jacob 
was cooking smelt just too good for any­
thing. H e asked tor some, and J acob, 
shrewd , scheming supplanter as he was, 
recognized at once tbat here he CQuid 
take advantage of his brother and driVE! 
a close bargain with him for his birth­
right . And w e will find that someone 
shrewder than J acob will ever be offer­
ing U8 baits to try nnd get us to forfeit 
our inheritance. II is good to be well 
fortified with the 'Yard on s uch occas­
ions, just as Jesus was in the time ot 
Bls great temptalion. and He toiled 
th e Tempter every time. 

"SeLl me this day thy birthrigh t ," 
said J acob. 'Vhat was involved In thiE 
birthr ight ? Primarily, ]<~sau's birth­
right carried with it the fulf ill ment of 
those wonderfUl proJnises that J ehovah 
gave to Abraha m a nd Isaac. [ f Esan 
could bave only taken "the long look ," 
he would have said . "1 would rather die 
tban forfeit my in herl tancel 'Vbat, for· 
feit an eternal inheritance lor myself 
and my race for a plate of beans? I'll 
go without my s upper tonight. but 1 
w11l not go without the bless in g of J e­
hovah." But Instead of that he began 
to pity himself and his em pty s tomach. 
and tben to reason. "Behold, I am at 
the point to die: and what profit shall 
t hl.u birthright do to me? " No wonder 
Luth er uBed to exclaim. "Thou beast , 
Reason ! " Doubt has s lai n its thousands 
and R eason i Lq tens of thousand s. So 
Esa u, lightly esteem in g hIs birthright 
sold 1l for a basin of soup, a vegetablE" 
Qte w that you pay about a d ime for in 
aoy restaur~nt.

[n thLs way we hn ve seen sco l'es treat 

the new birth and t he inexhausUble in­
a eritance that comes with it. the r ight 
to become a n h eir of God a nd a joint 
helr with J esus Christ. Alas, so mauy 
are wUling to forfeit the heavenly in­
heritanoe, that is to last throu ghout all 
&ternily. for a dinner, for a dance, for 
1Ibe sbort-lived pleasures of s in, for 
aomethtng that will last but an hour. 

Esau made his choice aud sold his 
»t1rthrlght. and we r ead in Hebrews that 
although he afterwards deSi red to in­
herit tbe bl ess ing, he found no place of 
repentance, or as we r ead in the A.S.V. 
'\be fou.nd no u,lace for a change of mind 
in bis father, though he sought it dil­
igentl,. wJtb tears ." So with many souls 
today. There comes n lime in the history 
qf. each one of us when we can (ore ver 
settle our destiny. n moment of decision 
when we dan say "Yes" to God, a nd 
ihrOUgh His grace, a determined "No" 
to overy enticement of tne devil. This 
is the day 01' decision . "Plenty 01' time 
yet!" whispers th e tempte r . Saul 
*,ought he had plenty of time , but be 
bad closed the heavens against himself 
wlth his own disobedience. and we read 
0/. him in his Jast days, "Saul enquired 
Ql the Lord and the Lord answered hIm 
DOt. ·' 'rhere will be mUllons of would-
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be righteous peop le when the door of 
opportunity is closed. Take good care 
that you are not one of them.-S. H .
