"So J prophesied as I was com­
manded' nncl a!i J prophesied, there was 
a nolso, and behold a shak in g, and the 
bones came together, bone to his bone. 

"And wben I beheld, 10, the sinews 
ancl the flesh came up upon them, and 
the skin covered them above: but there 
was no breath In them. 

"Then said He unto me, Prophesy 
unto the wind, prophesy. son ot man, 
and say to the wind, Thus salth the 
Lord God; Come from the four winds,

Again the divine 
breath of the living son of God came 
Ullon God's Y/!tnesses, and the result of 
the overflow ot the Spirit was 5000 ra· 
generated souls. 

If 120 Spirit fllled saints can bring In 
one day 3000, hoY' many will 1200 Spirit 
filled saints bring in In O,le year? 

"And It sl all come to pass :n the last 
days, salth God, I will ponr out of my 
Spil'lt npon all flesh" (Acts 2:17). On 
the day Of Pentecost they ;were limited 
to Judea. But In our day this promise 
in its fulfillment means that God Is 
going to pour out His Spfrit upon all 
flesh to the uttormost parts ot the earth.

There Js sufficient wind for the biggest 
army ot dry bones in the universe! 
Prophesy to the wind, north, south, east 
and west. Have you ever come to the 
end of the wind? A lull in tbe wind 
does not meau a dead stop. At the 
divino com111lnd the prophecy will be 
fulfilled. the wind will come and the 
dry bones will be clothed by the breath 
coming upon them. 

This company will not be a company 
wbo are helpless. They will be an army 
of picked, Spirit filled men selected for 
a definite work. 

In Revelation 19:11-16 it Is written: 
"And I saw heaven opened. and behold 

a white horse; and He that sat upon him 
was called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness He doth judge and make 
war.

Great is our God 
and greatly to be praised, He never 
faf1s. I do not question why He allows 
thO!\6 awtul things to come. But I be-
1iC'\'e it is this. we must learn to trust

how He made me still before Him. He 
comforted me as a mother corrtforteth 
her child. He took the sting away, No 
tongue can tell, 0 how sweet He was to 
me! 

Six years later my precious oldest 
daughter. not yet 21, was cal1.ed away 
from earth.

I-fe Set the Captive Free 
By Mrs. H. J. J obns, Box 1104, Hono­

lulu, Oahn. Hawaiian Islands. 

Soon atter we landed in Oahu, 1 
began visiting the hospital once or twice 
a week. On one occasion I was much 
moved as 1 noticed the intense Buffering 
of a poor frail woman, and I went to 
ber bed. to try to point her to J esus, our 
Physician. She soon understood by my 
broken words in her language as I 
pointed upwards and knelt and prayed 
beside ber that I was telling about Jesus, 
and she put her hand under ber pillow 
and dre~ out an old rosary and began 
h er prayer on those lifeless beads, and 
her expT~ssion was just as lifeless as 
the beads. Ob, how I longed to really 
be able to bring ber to my God, He who 
could not oolj change that expression 
but her whole soul and body. Somehow 
she seemed ever before me, a nd I found 
myself going almost every day to see 
her. Every Ume sbe seemed a little 
more open . I nnally secured her a Testa~ 

meot tn the Spanish language and 
marked passages for h er to read. 

Our family of orvhanE and others had 
grown until we were obliged to look for 
a larger home. The Lord definitely led 
my dear husband to an ala haunted 
house, or rather a houee that had stood 
vacant for years because of some super­
stition of ghosts. When my husband 
returned from seeing th is house I went 
wIth him to see the old place and God 
witnessed to my heart as He had wit· 
nessed to my husband, that this was 
where He wanted us to live. As we 
acknowledge Him in all our ways, He 
will direct our paths. 

We went at once to Ond the owner at 
this old tumble down house, and found 
a rather well ed ucated Chinaman who 
spoke good Engltsh. At once he saw his 
cbance because he saw we were 
"Molikenas Hooli" (white strangers) 
and ask ed $30.00 a month for the house. 
It was an eight roomed old frame build­
fng and badly In need of r epai r . We told 
him we could not pay such a prIce. He 
looked us over and asked if we were 
Christians. and we answered, "Yes". 
H e then wrote us out a lease for a year 
at $16.00 a month, with the understand­
fng that we do our own repairing. He 
was pleased because be tbought he had 
us fas t among the ghosts for a year, 
and we went away rejoicing because we 
knew God bad done all we asked in 
giving us the home for $16.00, and we 
moved Into it the next day, 

Before noon a poor man came to our 
door with two ch Hdren, one a boy ot 
seven and the other only thirteen 
months old, He begged and cried for us 
to take care of bls cbildren for him, 
saying be bad just come from KawaU, 
that be bad no money and bad to get 
work, but could not keep the ch ildren 
at the Emigration Station because baby 
was too small. He also told us that his 
Wi fe was sick. We felt we could not 
take such a charge with so much on 
our hands, for the old house was like a 
sieve, the rain poured in through tht. 
roof. not a door had a latch on it, and 
the mosquitoes swarmed like bees and 
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nearly scnt us wlld with their stings. 
But as we went down before God He 
made it plain to us that He had directed 
the man to our plnce, and so we took the 
children. 

The \'ery next day a woman, about 
thirty years of age, came and ga\'c her 
heart to Jesus nnd offered to care for the 
baby and help me If I would give her a 
bed and something to eat. We recog­
n ized the goodness of God toward us 
both and kept her also. 

After a few days I was surp rised to 
find I had taken in the two children of 
the woman I was vIsiting In the hOSPi­
tal, and she did not know, neither did 
her husband, but our God knew, and was 
working out His plans to bring honor 
and glory to the precIous name o f Jesus. 
Very soon the sick. woman was to be 
discharged from the hospital as an in­
curable case, atter having several oper­
ations, and one kidney removed, and 
the other so much diseased that nothing 
could be done for her. I talked with 
the doctor s and nurses, but no use, sho 
must go. 

As I walked home, Jesus spoke to me 
telling me to take the sufferer to my 
home. I found I was very unwilling to 
obey Him as my husband h ad been 
forced to go to work to meet the needs 
of the hom e, and I h ad so much on my 
h ands I felt I could do no more, but as 
I told my husband be said tbe Lord 
had shown him also to take the woman 
in . The cr oss was heavy. and I could 
only see the cr oss. At that time --we 
bad a sick missionary, Bro. Williams 
and wife, with us. and I d r ew back. 

Because of my la ck of prompt obedi­
ence in taking this woman into our 
home, the emigration people took the 
case in hand and I soon got word to take 
tho children to Llkl Ltki, an is land boat 
going to KawaU, and, Oh friends, it was 
then T paid for my disobedience, when I 
saw that family sent of! and that there 
was no bed for the sufferer. I sent a 
boy to my home and got bedding, made 
her a bed on deck, and went home un­
able now to change matters as they 
wore then in the hands at the emigration 
company. J went home and got down 
before God, and for six hours I cried to 
God confessing my faults and asking 
Him to spare Juana's life, and if He 
would send her back to me I would give 
her my bed. The burden lifted and the 
peace of God filled my heart, and In 
my busy life I forgot all about It . but 
Jesus never forgets! 

One Sabbath morning I found the 
same poor woman with her children at 
my door, all stooped and suffer ing with 
pain, and the odor from her clothing 
a lmost unbearable. At that time every 
bed I had was full. I was going to 
put her In my own bed when Aclntho 
offered his bed. He was a homeless 
boy, nineteen years old, who bad lost 
his right hand in tbe plneapplo factory, 
and who bad come to us trom the hos­
pital. I macle the suffer er comfortable 
and cared for ber temporal needs, and 
[or two days my time was so taken uv 
that I found no time to try to point h er 
to Jesus, but all e-he time my h eart was 
going up In prayer, We learn on the 
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field to run and vray, and pray and run, 
The second night afteT she came I 

heard Juana call me at 11: 30 p, M., and 
1\5 I entered her room it was Ilke step­
ping into the presence of my God. She 
~at uV In bed, her body trembling under 
the power at God, her hands extended, 
and her (ace radiant with tho glory of 
God while she repeated over and over, 
"Defore Jcsus (ar away. now inside! 
Before afraid to Muckle (die), now DO 

die, go to JCgUS," nnd ahe preached and 
praised and glorified Jesus in English 
and Spanish, and in other tongues as 
the Spirit gave utterance. Jesus Vl81ted 
ber that night alone and sayed. healed 
and baptized her in the Holy Gb08t. 
Everyone in the home gathered In that 
room trom midnight until morning, and 
it was truly an Upper Room experience. 

She got up early and began to 8weev 
the Hoar and in lcss than a week walked 
seven blocks to our mission twice on 
Sunday. It was sbe, now strong and 
well thru 11ls stripes, who touchod the 
throne of God and brought the answer 
down in the home and mission the fol­
lowing two months. She joined ber 
husband again tn Lohlna Mawl, and tor 
one year we only had letters saylo8', "We 
a r e happy In Jesus, but no meetings," 
and begging us to come and open meet­
Ings at Lohina. 

At Ch ristmas time in 1916 Juana 
Sanche and her fam1Iy came to stay 8 

week with us, and our beaTts were 
filled with gratitude to God as we saw 
her r adiant face and her husband's 
reverence to God. and founel she bad 
grown in grace and in the knowlodge ot 
our Lord and Saviour, She ate a 
hearty d inn er on Chr istmas day. then 
In the evening she Inquired If there 
was not a meeting. 'Ve answcred, 
"Yes," and then urged her to eat Rome­
thing beforo she went, to which sbe 
replied, "Oh too plenty Kou Kou (food). 
little Jesus. Lit tie Kou l(ou , vlenty 
J esus," mcaning j[ she would rerrain 
from eati ng supper the Lora would meet 
her in the meeling. This poor heathen 
woman, oniy saved ono year. and shut 
out of meotings, had yet been taught 
these valuable legsolls by the Holy Ghost, 
lessons many fail to learn here In the 
United Statcs. 'Ve saw them off' to Oak­
land, Calif .. where the husband Is at 
work on a fruit farm, and Juana. is hap­
pily carIng for her family, and praising 
Jesus. "-0 are thanking Him also that 
He counted us worthy to en tcrtain one of 
the least or His, and as never before In 
this work. we do Jt as unto HIm.

~fany would no t entertain the idea of havi ng a man 
among them W~lO did not trust the Lord [or his support 
while at the saJDO time that which Gael has planned to 
use in Su pply ing lIis ministry is withheld as tho they had 
a right above that of God Himself to dictate in its use. 
Howeve r, the most L1.r I'eachi ng influ ence for evil in this 
misunderstanding a nd wrong relationship r esults from a 
cheapening of tne sacred office or the pastor as moral 
and spi ri t ua l instructor of his people. There is a sense 
in whirh a pastor has the rule over his people under God 
and should be obeyed by them. The weHnre of their 
souls may depend upon it and unl ess a peoplo are willing 
to recogn ize this God-given authority and obey the direc­
tions of their Pastor, he Will be unabl e to belp them as 
they need and will be free before God from responsi­
bility tor their condition as a result.

I most heartily 
believe that they who are really intending tc walk with 
the Lord and be ready to go wh en HE comes to claim His 
own, only need to see and und ers tand concerning these 
matters (as well as all others), to conform to God's Word 
and will in them, even if self-bumiliation is essential to that 
end . Others-who do not really intend to walk with the 
Lord, but trust that HE will walk with them rather-will 
continue to cheapen God's ministry and deny them their 
true place among us.

At one place an upper class man 
dressed In his silk, came up where we 
were preaching and began, "Your God 
has made a wonderful plan or salvation, 
etc., but I am sorry that according to the 
measurements in your bible, He haa 
made heaven too small," and then 
walked ott' laughing, and would not bear 
what we had to say tho we called him 
to come back. 

Worse than the scoffers is the dense 
darkness over their minds and hearts, 
making it so hard for them to under­
stand the simple story of God's love. 
Sixteen have been saved in the prison 
where we have been preaching every 
Tuesday afternoon for over a year. 
One was released a few days ago and 
came to see us. This prison Is at Sam 
Sbul. We have lett there, but the Sal 
Nam missionaries, three mnes ft.way, 
are keeping up the serviCes. 

Many thanks to each one who bas sent 
us means to ea.rry on the work. It takes 
quIte a bit to keep our ten little gIrl. In 
school and a boy in the Bible school, and 
buy tracts to distribute, and pay rent, 
and train and boat fare, besides per­
sonal, and many miscellaneous expenses.
