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Or the Imminency of His Coming

What are some of the indications of
the imminency of Christ’s coming? May
I just mention one or two in passing.
“For men shall be lovers of their own
selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blas-
phemers, disobedient to parents, un-
thankful, incontinent, fierce, despisers
of those that are good. Traitors, heady,
highminded, lovers of pleasure more
than lovers of God; having a forn: of
godliness but denyingthe power thereof;
from such turn away.” Just a word or
two on this seripture which seems at the
present time to be fulfilled in a most
literal sense.

Men shall be lovers of their own
gelves. It is an hour of hero worship.
They shall be covetous, (Indeed they
are). Boasters, proud. Oh the vride
that is evident on every side. Wuen I
gee some folk tripping along the ;treet
scarcely knowing how to lift th feet
or how to put them down, a then
come close enough to get a ha. ushake
from them, it is a most disgusting thing.
1 just think of omne scripture, “As a
jewel of gold in a swine’s snout so is
a fair woman without sense.” And a
fair man without sense does not look
any better. Beloved, pride is a poor
commodity to handle, If you have any of
it on hand, let the fire of God consume
it. Humility is much more to be desired
than pride.

Blasphemers—I don’t think this ap-
plies particularly to the course, vulgar
blasphemy of the street. It refers per-
haps more particularly to the blasphemy
of the synagogue, which in God’s sight
is possibly equally offensive if not more
0. Oh! these modern blasphemers who
dare to stand behind so-called evangeli-
cal pulpits and deny the fundamentals
for which our forefathers bled and q1ed.
Surely they will suffer the just judg-
ments of an offended God for daring to
handle lightly the sacred contents of
this marvelous book. Let me just read
from the writings of one of these pro-
found scholars. ‘““The Old Testament is
not to be despised simply because parts
of it have been outgrown. The Bible
contains error (Thanks for the infor-
mation, we poor ignorant folk would
never have discovered it if this man
had not told us). If a man earnestly
wants to find his way to God the Bible
will surely help him find that way. In
that sense only have we any right to say
the Bible is inspired. The Bible is a
useful book. (Yes, some of us have
found it very useful indeed). It was
written by honest men and in compari-
son with the so-called sacred books of
the East, it is a vast improvement.” I
should say so. What do you think of
the daring audacity of this man who
calls in question the plain statements of
this sacred book? I say he is full of
self-conceit and ambition beyond all
bounds. This same man declares that
there are 150,000 variations in the

books of the New Testament. Let me
call your attention to the fact that W, H.
whose scholarship cannot be called in
question, affirms that so far as the New
Testament is concerned, of all the trans-
lations that have occurred in 1500 years
there is not an essential change in one
word out of 1000-—and this man dared
to say there are 15,000 variations. May
the Lord save us from these apostate
preachers and lecturers who seem not
to know God at all.

Blasphemers—they are everywhere to
be found. Here is one of the most
noted religious novel writers in America.
He has been a Chaplain at the front and
I learned recently that while there he
learned to smoke. I am sure he will
be better fitted now to minister to his
congregation after he returns. He says
‘““There is a duct leading from the liver
to the soul and when this duct of gastrie
juice goes wrong, the spark of religion
goes out and we lose our belief in heav-
en.”” T feel so grateful that my belief
in heaven does not depend upon the
condition of my liver, although I grant
it is an important thing to have your
liver in good condition. We are living
in the day when the Scripture is being
fulfilled—blasphemers,

Disobedient to parents. I think it is
true that there is just as much authority
in the home as there used to be, but it
has been placed in different hands. The
children have it now. I tell you it is
an alarming situation. During the last
20 years I have been in a good many
homes and know that the observations
I have made are correct in the majority
of homes. Children are now saying to
their parents ‘“You dance to our tune,
you do as we say’” and many parents
are obeying. I wish it were permissible
to say more on this subject than it is
possible. I tell you the situation is ser-
ious enough. Do you know that in your
own country you have nearly one million
divorces every year? Perhaps you ques-
tion that. You have 70,000 divorces
annually, 250 per day. Why? Because
we are living in a time when the Scrip-
ture is being fulfilled and folk are with-
out natural affection. The result is
that we have comparatively little home
life left.

We have come to change our views
completely from the days when Hannah
lived. She thought it was a reproach
at that time not to have children. Now
we look upon them as a sort of an un-
necessary incumbrance, and we have
discovered the diabolical art of destroy-
ing them before they have a chance to
draw a breath. But I am sure that
these murderers, who are to be found
everywhere, will discover a little later
when they stand before the Tribunal in
the Skies that they will have to answer
for the cruel crime of murder as truly
as if they had shot a man upon the

gstreet. What does the marriage eere-
mony mean in far too many cases? Some
one has said “It is the last link that
binds ‘woman to the level where beasts
are bred, while inhuman man shakes
himself from all restraint and makes
the woman of his choice almost curse
the hour she was born.” May Geod
help us to discern the hour in whicn we
live and come to realize that we are
in the actual fulfillment of these proph-
ecies given out hundreds of years ago.

Lovers of pleasure more than lovers
of God. It is an extraordinary thing to
see a large gathering of people who are
interested in the Word of God. Why?
Folk don’t want to be bothered with
these things. They are in for pleasure.
Having a form of godliness but denying
the power thereof. From such turn &-

way. Oh! how many formalists there
are. “Oh” you say ‘““but we must love
them.” Of course, and the way to show

your love is to do what God tells you to
do, turn away . But you say ‘‘Perhaps
if we stay among them we will make
them all good.” Did you ever hear of
bad parrots being made good by having
a good parrot in their company? I tell
you there are a good many folk who
make shipwreck of their faith at this
very point because they fail to obey God.
I know it means something to do vio-
lence to your feeings but it pays to
obey God.

Then the other doctrine—*“For the
time will come when they will not en-
dure sound doctrine, but after their own
Justs shall they heap to themselves
teachers, having itching ears.” Has
that time come? We are living right
there now. The man who determines to
stick to the truths of the scriptures,
to the eternal delty of Jesus Christ, full
salvation through the Blood of the Lamb
and the imminency of the return of our
Lord, will find himself an exceedingly
unpopular person, and he will likely not
have very large crowds to preach to the
greater part of the time. They don’t
want it. They are through with these
old-fashioned truths that blessed our
fathers and mothers and helped them to
live victorious lives and die victorious
deaths and carried them even unto
Abraham’s bosom. They are tired of it
and because they are tired, they gather
unto themselves teachers who will
preach according to their fancy. It is
prophecied here as you see of a time
when people would get an awful disease
called ‘itch” in their ears. It is a fear-
ful thing, and the old-fashioned gospel
preacher won’t condescend to treat that
disease at all. You can’t get a real man
of God to lower himself to scratch itch-
ing ears for anybody, rich or poor, high
cr low. You have got to go to the
places where they spend a number of
years getting qualified for that position
before you can get anybody who will do
it.

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“THE COMPETENTCY OF THE SOUL
UNDER GOD” OR SOUL LIBERTY.
By A. P. Collins.

This is the genius of Christianity, the
outstanding distinction between Bible
truth and heresy, both in reference to
the doctrine of salvation and church
polity. Owing to the moral declension in
the religious world as the result of the
war, and the persistent effort of propa-
gandist to set aside distinctive doctrinal
teaching, it is imperative that a new and
increasing accent should be given to this
doctrine of soul liberty, guaranteed to us
by the word of God and accorded us by
the constitution of the United States of
America, which is set forth in the First
Amendment Viz ‘‘that congress shall
make no law respecting an establishment
of religion or prohibit the free exercise
thereof; or abridging the freedom of
speech or of the press; or the right of
the people to assemble and to petition
the government for redress of our griev-
ances.”

The insidious encroachments upon
this fundamental truth of Christianity
emphasizes the fact that the battle for
religious freedom purchased by the blood
of our forefathers is to be fought over
again in the spirit of the Savior, who
said, “My kingdom is not of this world,”
and whose right to rule the human con-
science is clearly ackowledged in the
Declaration of Independence in these
words: “To assume the separate and
equal station to which the laws of nature
and nature’s God entitled them,” hold-
ing these truths to be self-evident that
all men are created equal, that they are
endowed by the Creator with certain
inalienable rights, that.among these are
life, liberty, and pursuit of happiness.”

The contents of this divine truth set

forth in the inspired word of God and-

acknowledged by the framers of the Con-
stitution of the greatest nation on earth,
is that every individual has the unques-
tionable right to worship God according
to God’s will expressed in His word, the
sole standard of faith and of right-doing
in the Christian religion.

This freedom has always been opposed
by Satan and his followers, his opposi-
tion taking the form of religious perse-
cution by the authorities of law, or by
anarchy which refuses to recognize any
law.

At the present time we are possibly
facing both of these forms of opposition,
differently accentuated in different coun-
tries. It is needful therefore that every
teacher of the Word get a clear, mental,
conception of this truth, and let it get a
heart grip on him that he may be able to
stand unflinchingly before the attacks of
the enemy and be able to with-stand this
sophistry of the Devil. Nothing short of
the martyr spirit panoplied in God’s
armour will be able to resist the barage
of the enemy’s field artillery, but vic-
tory for the right will be won when we
stand .face to face with the ememy in
hand to hand conflict, trustine ¢o the wis-
dom and power of the Captain of our
Salvation, th2 Lord Jesus Chrisi. The
weapons of our warfare are not carnal
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but mighty through God to tlie pulling
down of the strongholds of Satan, cast-
ing down false reasonings and every
thought that exalts itself against God.

Let God's warriors see to it that they
neglect no part of His armour, having
the girdle of truth, the breastplate of
righteousness, the helmet of salvation,
the shoes of the gospel of peace, taking
the shield of faith, and the sword of the
spirit, which is the word of God, and pray
with all prayer and supplication for
all the saints, Omit any part of thig
armour and you at once expose some
vital part to the enemy, like Achilles,
the hero of the Illiad, who was shot by
Paris in the heel, his only vulnerable
spot, which according to legend was not
touched by the water of the River Styx
when dipped to make him invulnerable.

We are living in the day fore-told by
the Apostle Paul in his first letter to
Timothy 4:1-2: “Now the Spirit speak-
eth expressly, that in the latter times
some shall depart from the faith, giving
heed to seduecing spirits and doetrines
of devils; speaking lies in hypocrisy;
having their copscience seared with a
hot iron.”” More than any other day
within our knowledge, the powers of
darkness are arrayed against Christ and
his truth, in one last desperate effort to
overthrow the kingdom of God. But
Jesus Christ our Captain will lead forth
an army of chosen and faithful, who
accept no king but Christ, and bow to no
man-made law that violates freedom of
conscience. This distinctive principle of
the Christian faith applies not only to
the individual but to the saints of God
collectively and organically so that no
individual or company of individuals has
the right to lord it over God’s heritage
in any form of church polity, because
that would set aside the individual’s re-
sponsibility to God through the one Me-
diator, Jesus Christ and would violate
the very genius of soul liberty. In this
renewed conflict we can well afford to
join hand and heart with the children of
God everywhere until the victory is won,
or until we die on the field for the great-
est heritage given to man.

The
restoration was accomplished by leaders
raised up by God Himself, preceded by
a decree of a favorable king, himself
raised up in the providence of God. But
that restoration was piecemeal and
there were enemies in the land. So we
may expect God to raise up leaders
among the Jews, the Ezras and the Ne-
hemiahs, to restore the house of Israel,
and for the rebuilding of the temple,
The Tobiahs and Sanballats will be
overcome and sufficient material and
patronage will be supplied from the
king who is favorable. The restoration
will take place in spite of every diffi-
culty. Mark the pattern, In the books
of Ezra and Nehemiah every detail has
its significance, and the restoration is
there foretold in type, if not in word.

“Wilt Thou at this time restore the
Kingdom?'’ *“Ye shall receive power.”
Look for the supernatural power, and
look also for the restoration. When you
see the one, expect to see the other.

Due to the fact that it became
necessary for me to leave home and the
office and go to the West Coast for a
visit, this department has been neglected
g0 far as distinetly General Council mat-
ters were concerned. Since returning
I have found it difficult to take up again
the work of writing to the Saints thru
the paper. 1 feel however, God would
have me keep up a line of personal con-
tact with the field in this way, so I hope
to have a word of report and perhaps
some suggestions to offer at times.

I was clearly conscious that it was
God’s time for me to visit the West,
and 1 went, expecting that He would
meet us in the Conventions, and add His
blessing to the efforts that were to be
made in the interest of unity and co-
operation among His people in the West.
I was not disappointed in any way, but
greatly rejoiced to find that He haad
been preparing hearts everywhere for a
word of explanation about the General
Council and its activities, and also the
acceptance of some plan for practical
application of those principles we all
believe so heartily.

I arrived in Seattle, Wash., on Satur-
day, after a tircsome journey, and found
that Pastor W. H. Offiler had everything
in readiness for his proposed Tent
meeting at Green Lake. I was impressed
with the appearance of the arrangements
and glad that Pastor Offiler had invited
the brethren to hold the Convention in
connection with his meeting. T found a
blessed company of‘ true Pentecostal
Saints in Seattle, and shall long remem-
ber with pleasure the days spent among
them, God honored the services, both
in the day time and at night, with HIS
presence and blessing upon His word
and His people.

The Convention was opened Tuesday
morning, and from the very beginning
there were evidences to show that it was
the intention of all present to look to
God for guidance and to act only as
they could feel they were in His will in
doing so. There was no lack of the
eagily recognized spirit of fellowship
among the brethren present, and as the
Convention proceeded there came a set-
tled conviction that it was God’s time for
arranging a District Council for the
Northwest. I was much pleased to have
the privilege of explaining the plan for
the Council, and to correct some
erroneous ideas concerning the General
Council and its purposes. I found there
what I have found otherwhere, a
serious misunderstanding of the General
Council and its work, I found too, just
as I find everywhere, that when a
clear understanding is arrived at, all
agree that God is back of the Council
Idea, and that nothing about it disagrees
with the true teaching of the Scripture,
that it does not take away any New
Testament freedom.

It gives me real pleasure to report
that the outcome of the Convention was
the formation of what is to be known
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as the District Council for the North-
west. The field at present includes the
states of Washington, Oregon and Idaho.
Brother Frank Gray, 2536 So. 1 St.,
Tacoma, Wash., was chosen as the first
Chairman, and Elder J. S. Secrist,
Olympia, Wash., Secretary. It was
agreed there should be one other min-
ister associated with these brethren to
make up a committee to act in all mat-
ters for the Council when not in session.
Brother Clyde J. Schaefer of 5030 - 41st
St., Portland, Oregon, was selected to
act as third member of the committee.
It is hereby advised that all who wish to
get in touch with the N. W. Dist. Coun-
cil should write one of these men.
It is to be understood that the General
Council will leave all matters that per-
tain to its interests and influence in that
field very largely in care of that Dist.

Council. All applications for General
Council endorsement should bear the
signatures of the Dist. Council Com-

mittee.

I wish to express my appreciation of
the kind reception given me by Pastor
Offiler and the Saints in Seattle, and
of the generous offering made on the
last day of my stay among them. Pastor
Offiler while not feeling it was wisest
for him to unite with the Council, at
least for the present, yet gave the breth-
ren such treatment, including myself, as
becometh a true child of God and a
worthy minister.

From Seattle I went to Olympia for a
few days’ visit with Elder Secrist and
his people. Space will not permit me
to tell of all the pleasant things that
occurred during my visit in Olympia, but
I can heartily recommend Bro. and Sister
Secrist as whole-hearted Saints of God
and devoted servants of His among the
people.

Leaving Olympia and the delightful
Secrist home, I went to Tacoma, Wash.,
for four days in the Tent Meeting opened
then and yet running. I very much en-
joyed my visit and ministry in Tacoma.
God gave His blessing in the meetings,
and the prospect for a good ingathering
has been since proven correct,

Having promised Elder R. J. Craig of
San Francisco, Calif., to reach there by
July 20th, 1 journeyed south and ar-
rived in time for the services on Sunday
as agreed. Here I met a large and en-
thusiastie family of God’s dear children
who make their Church Home at Glad
Tidings Mission on Ellis St. I was
given a most cordial reception, and en-
joyed the spiritual atmosphere of the
place greatly. The proposed Convention
opened on Tuesday, and proc_eeded with
every evidence of the Divine blessing.
The attendance was good, and the in-
terest all that could be desired. There
had been a preliminary meeting in the
interest of having a District Council held
late in last year and the matter was
taken up where the former meeting
left it. The discussion of important
matters relating to unity and co-opera-
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tion went forward with ever increasing
understanding of what it might mean
to have a clearly defined plan for work-
ing together in matters that pertain to
the Kingdom, and the result of the few
days spent thus is apparent in what is
to be known as the DISTRICT COUNCIL
FOR NORTHERN CALIFORNIA and
adjacent territory. Elder R. J. Craig
was elected Chairman, and Pastor C.
H. Woolley of San Jose, Calif., Secretary.
Pastor Peterson of Turlock, Calif., was
chosen to act with the Chairman and
Secretary as a member of the Council
Committee. These brethren will of-
ficiate in all Dist. Council matters while
the Council is not in session. This will
assure to all the greatest possible henefit
from the Council to all parties con-
cerned.

The work at Glad Tidings Assembly
is worthy of special mention in this re-
port. God has raised up there a strong
band of faithful and zealous people to
carry on His work. Pastor Craig and
wife are indefatigable workers, and
God has given them a corps of faithful
helpers who are to be commended for
the way in which they perform the many
duties that devolve upon them. A strong
class of young people carry on a splen-
did series of Street Meetings and
services at the Alms House and Hos-
pitals, besides having charge of the
Saturday Night meeting in the Mission.

Plans have been perfected for a
BIBLE TRAINING SCHOOIL in connec-
tion with the Glad Tidings work, and it
is expected that Elder D. W. Kerr of
Cleveland, Ohio, will be teacher of Old
and New Testament Scriptures in the
School. There is every prospect that
this School will be of great help to the
whole Western field.

A few profitable and very pleasant
days at San Jose, Calif., and a ride thru
the mountains to see some of the great
Red Woods was much enjoyed, as well
as a brief visit to Oakland, and also to
Moss Beach, where it was my privilege
to have a chat with Dr. Sidney Smith, a
veteran of the Ministry and a writer of
delightful Pentecostal Hymns. Another
Sunday was spent at Glad Tidings As-
sembly in Frisco, and then a start was
made for home.

My heart answers to the Divine favor
shown in the results of the trip, and with
great pleasure I look forward to the
development of the two Distriet Councils
on the West Coast, as I firmly believe
God has planted them.

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Of course we refer to the great con-
troversy as to the Being of God. During
the past few years the greatest confu-
sion has been caused by unsound, illogi-
cal reasoning and unseriptural teaching
as to the Persons of the Godhead and
their Relationship.

Some of these dear deceived brethren
have tried to make themselves believe
two things: One is that this is an issue
in one phase solely over baptizing in the
name of Jesus Christ and that they are
only contending for the right to do this
Just as recorded in the book of Acts; the
other is that it is an issue, in another
phase, solely over the Real Deity of
Jesus Christ. They, of course, feel that
we are opposed to baptism being per-
formled just as recorded in the bhook
of Acts; also that they are for the Real
Deity of Jesus, and that we are opposed
to teaching that exalts Him as really
God.

Both Ideas Untrue.

These propositions are both untrue
both as related to the scriptural teach-
ing, and also as related to the attitude
of the General Council on these matters.

It is a historical fact that for 10 or 15
years some Pentecostal people did bap-
tize simply in the name of the Lord Jesus
Christ, without any controversy or
division thereover, and that the Gen-
eral Council did not raise any issue over
this practice, nor would it be objecting
today to that practice, had there not
come to be attached to it certain funda-
mental errors not originally associated
with the practice and certain false teach-
ing not found in the book of Acts in
connections with water baptism. It is
against these extra teachings not found
in Acts or elsewhere in the Bible that
we are opposed. If nothing was taught,
except what was really found in Acts,
there would be no issue and no opposi-
tion to such teaching. But the sup-
posed baptismal formula in Acts is now
made only the entering wedge for Other
Teaching Not Found in Acts. - Our whole
opposition is focused against these extra
and false teachings now being asso-
ciated with Acts 2:38, focused against
the unseriptural content with which the
shell of the baptismal formula is being
filled.

At Best a Mere Inference.

They infer that since Christ com-
manded baptism ‘“‘into the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Ghost” in Matt. 28:19, and Peter ex-
horted in Acts 2:38 to be baptized ““in
the name of Jesus Christ” that .the
name Jesus Christ is the name for and
of the Father, Son and Holy Ghost.
But Acts nowhere says this, nor is there
a single line in the whole New Testament
that says this. I see clearly this infer-
ence, I see exactly how the human
-mind works to get it. Any sinner can
see how this inference is reached. It
does not take a deep revelation of the
Holy Ghost, as they claim, to see this.
Moreover, if other scriptures said Jesus
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Christ is the Father, or is the Name for
the Father or the name for the Trinity,
then the inference could be right. But
such is not the case. No such statement
to back this inference is in the Book;
and every one contending for it knows
that God has said this mowhere in the
Bible, and that it is a mere conclusion,
a mere inference. Knowing it is not in
the Book is why they try to bolster it
up by a modern private revelation. I
say once for all, that T can accept no
revelation that is contrary to the Book,
and that those not contrary, just extra,
I cannot accept until the prophet is
known from Dan to Beer-sheba to be a
true prophet of the Lord. What a pity
for men to be in confusion and division
over a mere human inference!
Silence Taken for Proof.

The next course of unsafe reasoning is
based on SILENCE. All sound Bible
interpreters are agreed that mere si-
lence, a mere failure to record a matter
at any given point, is no positive proof
it never happened, Yet our friends build
on this uncertain, sandy, silence founda-
tion, as if it were the very rock of Gib-
raltar! They contend because Acts
does not mention the Father or the Holy
Ghost in connection with baptism, that
therefore the Father and the Holy Ghost
were never actually mentioned in per-
forming baptism. But does Acts say
they were ‘“never mentioned?” Not at
all. Never! This is another inference
built on the silence o2 one author.

With the same kind of argument I
could prove Matthew false by both Mark
and Luke. In Luke 8:27 it says, “a cer-
tain man” demon possessed met Jesus.
Mark 5:2 speaks of the same case and
mentions only ‘“a man,” Now I could
declare that there was ‘““only one,” he-
cause both writers only mention one,
just as these brethren say the Father
and the Holy Ghost were never men-
tioned, because Luke in Acts only men-
tions Jesus Christ. But I would be
totally wrong. Mark and Luke did
not say there were ‘“not two’’; and Mat-
thew says in 8:28 of the same in-
stance that ‘“two possessed with devils”
met Jesus. All three are right, and
there is no contradiction. There were
two, but Mark and Luke saw fit to
mention only one. They do not disprove
Matthew at all, Just so Luke in Acts
sees fit to mention only Jesus Christ
in connection with baptism: but he
never for once says the Father or the
Holy Ghost were not mentioned.
Now, despite the fact, as T have just
shown from the scriptures themselves
as above, that such coneclusions are often
wrong, yvet these brethren build mainly
on this insecure foundation. But in
Matthew 28:19 Jesus commands to bap-
tize “into the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Ghost.” This
positive mention in Matthew of all three
Persons of the Godhead in connection
with baptism is worth more than all the
silence in the book of Acts. It is much
more reasonable to believe that when the
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act of baptism came to be performed all
three Persons were mentioned than to
believe the opposite solely on a bhasis
of silence.

Note “THE TEACHING OF THE
TWELVE,” a compilation of the Apostol-
ic teaching, it is claimed, written down
about 10 years after the death of Apostle
John. In speaking of the Lord's Supper
it says no one was to be admitted to His
table, unless he had been baptized ‘“into
the name of the Lord,” 9:5. But in
giving directions’ for administeringﬁbap-
tism the injunction is given to baptize
“into the name of the Father, and of the
Son and of the Holy Ghost,”” 7:1. This
shows the prevailing custom in the early
church, of speaking of baptism casually
“in the name of the Lord” but of actu-
ally using the full formula of Matt.
28:19 when the act of baptism came'to
be performed.

Suppose I said, as in substance these
brethren do say: “Luke only mentions
Jesus Christ in connection with water
baptism, therefore the Father and the
Spirit were never mentioned in the bap-
tismal formula,” not a logician on earth
would accept my reasoning as sound or
logical, not one. You never can prove
a positive proposition with a negative
premise or basis.

In fact the contention of these breth-
ren in effect adds the word “only” to
all these passages in Acts, They really
mean and contend that ‘““only'’ this name
was ever used. If they did not mean
this, then they could not argue on the
basis of the Acts record against the use
of the terms, ‘““The Father and the Holy
Ghost” also. The adding of this word
“only” in meaning after the name of
Jesus is a serious step for any honest
man to take. Do you see it? If not,
wake up, stop, and look at what you
are doing!

Now the above is only to show on how -
slim a foundation this contention for the
name of Jesus Christ “only” rests, and
why honest conscientious people hesi-
tate to base their faith in such impor-
tant matters as the Persons in the God-
head on such mere inferences, mere
silences, when there is not a single
positive direect statement in the Bible
that Jesus Christ is the name for the
whole Godhead or is the only Person
in the Godhead. Later, the Lord willing,
we will show that the scriptures clearly
and positively mention three persons.
Then the tower of God’s truth will stand
on a firm foundation, the sandy fdunda-
tion having been first removed.

It will be noted that T have no interest
in the matter of formula, no fight to
make with anybody about what formula
he uses, except as he uses it as a basis of
false teaching as to the Father, the Son,
or the Holy Ghost. Hence it is totally
false to say I am opposing the book of
Acts. 1 accept every word in the book
of Acts, but I do oppose additions in
meaning to that book and false con-
clusions based on not one single thus
saith the Lord in all the Book.
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Three in One and One in Three.

A brother writes me the following in-
teresting question, and I take it he is
gincere in his difficulty, which question
will serve to introduce this subject.
He says:

“If the name ‘‘the Father,” as spoken
by Christ, can be applied to no one ex-
cept our Heavenly Father, which I
thoroughly believe, “not a father,” but
“the Father”; and I also believe it would
be blasphemy, as you have suggested,
to call any one else under heaven ‘‘the
Father”, then why is the “The’” of no
effect in Isa. 9:67 Jesus is there called
“The mighty God”, not mighty God, not
a mighty God. So if it is blasphemy to
call any one else “the Father’” (and I
believe it is), is it not also blasphemy
to call any one other than Jesus ‘‘the
mighty God” as spoken by the lips of
Isaiah? If He is the mighty God, is not
His name Jesus?'’—Evangel Reader.

Now in answer let me say I enjoy the
above question. It is fine and logical
up to a certain point. Then it slips a
cog, and of course comes out with the
wrong conclusion in part. The con-
clusion is a mixture of truth and error,
1ike so much argument on this great sub-
ject. Truly Jesus is ‘“‘the mighty God” of
Isae. 9:6; but this does not prove the
Father is Jesus, as we shall see.

It is not the ““The” in the expression
“the Father” that makes Him GOD. It
is true it is applied by Jesus to none but
GOD THE FATHER, yet it is not this
that makes Him Divine. The term ‘“the
Father” indicates that He is the
FATHER OF JESUS, and this distin-
guishes Him from ALL OTHER FATH-
BRS; it separates Him from THEIR
CLASS, and shows that He is in a class
BY HIMSELF, a class in which there
are no other fathers, since He is the
ONLY ONE who is the Father of Jesus.
The terms ‘father” and “son” do not
in themselves signify Deity. But, as
Jesus uses the term, ‘“The Father,” it can
refer to none other than His Father who
is, of course, God.

The Comparison in my former article,
te which you refer, was between the
Divine Father and human fathers. But
not so in the case you bring up as to
“the Mighty God.” Here is where you
slip the cog. It would not be blasphemy
to call the Son the Father, so far as
Deity is concerned, because each is God,
and deserve equal Divine honors. They
are in the same class. It is different in
the case of calling any earthly father
“the Father” because they are in differ-
ent classes. But it is wrong, because
unseriptural and confusing, to call Jesus
the Father.

The Father is Divine, is God: the Son
is Divine, is God; the Holy Ghost is
Divine, is God; hence all three belong to
the same class, are in the realm of Deity.

Tvery attribute of Deity as such,
(terms which involve only Deity and not
some other element), may be applied
truly and equally to any Person of the
Godhead. The Father is the Mighty
God, the Son is the Mighty God, the Holy
Ghost is the Mighty God, because
@edhead, Divine nature, Deity is
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equally inherent in each. Each is
eternal, uncreated, and all pcwerful;
each is omniscient, and omnipresent.

So all terms implying Deity, and Deity
only, may be applied indiscriminately to
either Father, Son, or Holy Spirit; be-
cause each has .the fullness of Divine
nature dwelling in Himself. But Jesus
is the only one that has this in a “bodily”’
form, in a glorified human body.

Terms of Relationship.

But when it comes to RELATION-
SHIP, to OFFICES, terms used for such
distinctions CANNOT BE INTER-
CHANGED. These terms are not given
to teach Divinity or Deity. They are the
terms which God Himself has given us to
indicate the RELATIONSHIP of Persons
in the Godhead. These terms are given
for tht specific purpose of DISTIN-
GUISHING between the Persons of the
Godhead. They are the Father, the Son
and the Holy Ghost. They are never
identical as to Persoms, and hence not
interchangable. They are never in scrip-
ture Confused as to Relationship, hence
we should not confuse them by applying
them in any way other than God Himself
has applied them. I challenge all the
world to show where the Word of God
ever says the Father is the Son, or that
the Son is the Father, or the Son is the
Holy Ghost. This would confuse the
very relationship which God has clearly
distinguished. }

Trying to Explain the Unexplained.

That the Godhead exists in the Rela-
tionships of the Father, the Son and the
Holy Ghost is a clear, definite and dis-
tinct REVELATION from heaven, writ-
ten in the inspired word of God. No man
can deny this without denying what
even a child can see by merely reading
the New Testament. The great fact as
to the existence of such relationship is
very clear and simple. But God nowhere
undertakes to Explain how this relation-
ship exists. He merely declares it, and
leaves faith to receive it as a revelation
from God. He does not address this
mystery te our reason or to our under
standing. | As to HOW there can be three
Persons i one Divine nature, and con-
stituting only one Lord God Almighty re-
mains an inscrutible and incomprehen-
sible mystery. It is a matter belonging
to the realm of the Infinite, and no
finite being can explain it.

Most of the trouble as te this “issue”
is due to the fact that many poor finite
human beings have rushed in where
angels fear to tread. They have been
presumptuous in trying to explain to
men what God Himself has never once
tried to explain. They are trying to ex-
plain tht Mode of Cod’s Being, the man-
ner in which the Divine exists. You
cannot do it! God has not done it!

Distinctions Clearly Made.

The Word does, however, clearly set
forth certain distinctions, Clearly
there is a difference between any father
and his son, which establishes a clear
order of relationship. A father is never
his own son, and a son is never his own
father. So in God. There is That in
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the Father of Jesus which makes him
the Father and not the Son; there is
That in the Son of God which makes
him the Son and not the Father; and
there is That in the Holy Ghost which
makes him the Holy Ghost and
not the Father and not the Son. Yes,
the Father is the Begetter of Jesus, and
Jesus is the Begotten. The Father is
not the Begotten of Jesus, and Jesus is
not the Begetter of the Father. The
Holy Ghost is the one Proceeding from
the Father and the Son, and not the
Father and the Son from the Holy Ghost.

God in His Word uniformly maintains
these distinctions. The Father, the Son,
and the Holy Ghost are identical as to
Deity, Divine nature, Divine essence, as
to Godhood; yet they are Never identical
as to Person, and are never confused as
to Relationship. In this relationship
the Son is In the Father, and the Father
is Im the Son. As to Office and Au=-
thority the Son is From the Father,
and never the Father from the Son. In
the same way the Holy Ghost is always
from the Father and the Son, and never
the Father and the Son from the Spirit.
They do not have an existence indepen-
dent of each other; they are not divided,
or separated, as some imagine, which
would really make three Gods; but they
are perfectly united in one Divine nature,
united in willing the same thing, and
in co-operating perfectly to the same
end.”

The above distinctions are as true and
as clear as that the sun shines. If you
will ponder until you have mastered the
above, you will never again be confused
as to the clear distinction between the
Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost.
They are not three in the same sense
that they are one; but Three in one
sense and One in another sense. They are
three personalities existing in one Divine
nature, which constitutes them one God.

If it is not already clear from the
above, we hope in another article to
show that we stand for the REAL DEITY
of Jesus Christ, and that there is no
real issue over this point; but that some
are creating a FALSE ISSUE as to the
Deity of Jesus. If the other brethren
had never introduced other matters dis-
honoring to the Father and to the Son,
and contrary to the scriptures, and had
held only for the matchless and glorious
TRUE DEITY of the blessed Son of God,
then we would be all pulling togethe;
today, and shouting and praising the
adorable name of our blessed Lord. If
they will drop all these unscriptural
issues and hold only for His true Deity,
we can do it yet. More later on “The
Only True God.””—E, N. B.

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A MISSIONARY REST HOME
NOW CERTAIN

For a long time many of our dear
Pentecostal friends have been deeply
burdened concerning the need of a Rest
Home for returned missionaries. At the
first missionary Conference held in St.
Louis about two years ago, this need
was agitated and the people urged to

pray definitely for such a place. God
has heard and answered. Final ne-
gotiations have been made for the

opening and nmiaintenance of such a place
in the beautiful suburb of Evanston,
near Chicago.

It will be gratifying to the tired
missionaries to know that this is their
Home, and they can stay as long as
their worn out bodies and tired minds
need rest and relaxation, And the best
thing about it is that they can enjoy the
restful waters of Lake Michigan, which
is only two or three blocks away.

As to the house itself: This contains
seventeen rooms and three baths, and
we believe it will be commodious enough
for the entertainment of all who may
be on furlough at one time and wish
to take advantage of it. The owner of
the property is a godly woman who has
for some years given the use of it for
orphanage work; but, because of
changes which seemed inevitable, the
house has been idle for a numher ot
months. We believe God was even
in this, as it was the door through which
His opening came to us.

The property is leased for five years
to the General Council of the Assemblies
of God, free of rent, and will be con-
ducted under the supervision of the
Couneil.

There is an immediate need of co-
operation on the part of the friends
everywhere. The Missionary Conference
is to be held at the Stome Church in
Chicago, beginning . September 23rd.
We are looking for many missicnaries.
We want their home to be in readiness
for their entertainment, Will you not
help us to bring this about?

From a native brother in Egypt, Bro.
Ghali Hanna, comes a loving irtbute to
Bro. Frank Moll, who recently laid down

his life for Christ in British Bast Africa,

as wasg reported in a recent issue of the
Evangel,
‘“Bro. Moll was a married man, having a

wife and darling baby boy. In 1910 he got
a call to labor in B, E. A. Before he came,
he asked his wife to go with him. She
would not go, but this did not keep him
from obeying the Lord. He left his wife
and baby and followed Jesus. In this he
was a blessed example of self-denial.
When he used to talk to me about this, I
never heard him utter a word of complaint
or murmuring, but he bore his loneliness
sweetly, ever pralsing the TLord.

“Early in 1910, when our beloved brother,
G, S. Brelsford was in eharge of the work
in Egypt, Bro. Moll was his right hand,
always ready to go anywhere for any
kind of service for the Lord. When a call
came from a village 30 miles South of
Assiout (Nekhaila), Bro. Moll gladly went
down first. With the help of the natives
there we found a suitable house for living,
with a goo dhall beside it for holding meet-
ings. The beloved brother did the work
of a scavenger, took broom and swept the
building from the house top clear down to
the door, and when I reached there with the
other missionarjes we found the place nice
and clean. Being a carpenter by trade he
fixed many things with saw and hammer.
In this he was a perfect example of meek-
ness.

“Bro. Moll was a man of faith. All the
time he was here, he trusted the Lord, who
supplied all his meeds. T remember him
telling me more than once that he never
missed a meal. He also had faith for
healing, and 'many a time prayed for the
sick and they were healed. He was also a
man of prayer. He used to shut himself in
his room a long time in prayer betore
meetings, and whenever he got a paper
from home, as soon as his eye fell on the
title ‘Requests for Prayer” he at once
went on his knees and never left the Throns
until he had prayed for all mentioned in
the list.

“In his letter from B. E. A. he used to
write about the fevers, small pox, and in-
fluenza that prevailed in that land, but he

‘never feared nor hesitated to go in among

the natives afllicted with these fatal dis-
eases, to pray for them and act as nurse.
We can say for him, he has fought a good
fight, he kept the faith, henceforth there
is laid up for him a crown of righteousness.
Our prayer to God is to send some earnest
missionary to fill his place in that dark
land. We understand that Bro. Clyde
Miller is in need of a long rest, and is
anxious for someone to take charge of the
work in British Bast Africa.

PROM CONGO NATIVE CHRISTIANS.

When my Lord was taken In Geth-
gemane, didn't they tie Him up with a
string, to lead Him to Calvary; and shall

I refuse my hands, when He would tie me
up with His soft cords to take me as His
slave?

I am clean forever because Christ died
once for all, and yet I always need the
streams from Calvary. In my journeyving
through the forests, though washed at a
passing stream, my feet soon get soiled
and dusty again, so that I'm glad to step
into the next brook that trickles across
the path.

When I see a Christian ceasing to carry
forward the message of Jesus, I know he
must have been looking behind at the
things which he has left. When my wife
and daughter are hoeing in the fields they
don’t look back at the torn up weeds, but
keep their eyes steadily forward lest, for
want of care, they should let the hoe
slip and cut their toes off. Oh believar
who doesn’t go out with the gospel, I
know why you have no desire for jour-
neys. You have looked behind like Lot's
wife, and so your hoe has taken your toes
off

Let us lift up our hands to God without
wrath or doubt, but let us mind that
they are holy hands.

If you want a good crop, hoe the weeds
from the field, and if you would produce
the fruits of the Spirit, hoe out sin itself.

The other day I watched a pig snouting
round in the dirt beneath a palm-tree, Hec
found some rotten nuts, and a few roots,
but did not know what a splendid bunch
of palm nuts was just over-head, for his
neck was too stiff to look up. Like some
unbelievers; they are too stiff-necked to
humble themseives to such a gospel as
ours, and so they snout around with
witch-doctors, charms, and “seekers unto
the dead,” incapable of looking up to see
that Jesus, and all the riches of His grace
and glory are fully within their reach.

The other day I threw away a garment
which was too old to be longer service-
able, and although Ilunga's goats ate up
what was left of the garment, I did not
have a law-suit with Ilunga, or have him
up before the chief, for I had no further
use for the garment, Oh Christian, can
it be that you are hankering after those
things which you once cast aside? Can
it be that you would start a law-case
against Ilunga's goats?

My boy Bele likes to carry home the pot
of honey when I take a hive of wild bees.
I've found out the reason. He can dip his
fingers in the pot which he carries on his
head, and thus Bele refreshes himself on
the road home. Do you not find the gospel
sweet? Perhaps you are not carrying the
gospel and thus cannot appreciate its
sweetness, We who go forth at Christ's
command, carying the ‘Honey from the
rock,” find that, as we dip in our fingers
by the way, it becomes sweeter and
sweeter every day.

I thought it was not worth my while
to learn to read the Bible. RBut God has
shown me otherwise. I saw Bwana Burton
in the carpenter-shop, and he
wanted something in the house. He could-
n't go, and so he wrote a note to Mrs.
Burton, She received it, read it, knew
what he wanted, and sent it. Then I saw
that writing is just putting the words of
one’s tongue onto paper, and the paper
says what the tongue would say. So now
that I see that Goad put His tongue on
paper, and sent it to us in the Bible, of
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course I'm going to read, in order to hear
what God says to us, for myself.

Ananias only paid half the price. When
you pray but don't believe that's a half-
price prayer. ‘When you warn sinners
without loving them that's only half-price
preaching. When you preach the gospel
and harbour sin in your life that's just
thalf-price Christianity. A half-price Chris-
tian is like a lame man, or a bird with
a dislocated wing. He's not likely to
get very far along the heavenly road,
and neither did Ananias. So pay full-price
and get the real article.

You don't know how near the gospel
is, and how easy to embrace it. Yesterday
I took my axe and went to chop fire-wood
in the forest. On arrival at the village
with my load of wood, I thought of my
axe, and so went off into the forest again
to seek it. I searched in wvain, At Jast
returning tired and disappointed, I told
my wife of my loss, She laughed saying,
“Silly man, you have stuck the axe in the
back of your belt” There it was, and
there it had been all the time that I was
searching the forests. Was I foolish?
How much more foolish the man who
searches life and health at the witch-
doctors, the seekers unto the dead, etc,
while all the time the boundless grace of
the Lord Jesus Christ is like the axe in
my belt, nigh at hand to be received and
believed.

Christ told His disciples not to take two
coats. Never, friends, have one coat for
the mission and one for the village. A
coat of zeal for meetings, and a coat of
compromise among your companions is
not the will of God and of Jesus.

Bister Marie Juergensen writes from To-
kyo, Japan, “This last week we have held
three special tarrying meetings and the
Lord has met us again. Two came through
to the baptism according to Acts 2:4, Hal-
lelujah! This makes nine of our faithful
band now filled with the Holy Ghost, and
fifty in al] the Pentecostal missions in
Japan. We are reaching large numbers of
the unsaved with the glad tidings of great
Joy. One young man testified last Sun-
day night: ‘T came into this mission twenty
nights ago, the first time I was ever in a
church or place where the gospel of Jesus
Christ was preached. I gave my heart to
God and He washed all my sins away.
From that time my heart is fllled with
yorokobi (joy) and peace. I tell every one
of my friends about this “yorokobi,” but
they do not understand. They ask me to
explain my “yorokobi,” but I tell them
that If we had a plece of cake here and
they wanted to know what It was lke
they would first have to taste it, and so
I tell them I cannot find words to describe
my “yorokobo,” and they can come along
and taste it and then they will know. One
has come and found this same “yorokobl”
also.’ After meeting he handed us a New
Testament we gave him the night he was
saved and maid, ‘T have read it through, so I
will give it back, so you can give to
some other needy one. I have a whole
Bible now.” Eight precious souls have been
buried with Christ in baptism just lately,
two of whom have received the baptism of
the Spirit.”

Bro. James Harvey sends a further. re-
port from Nawabganj, Indla, “Our family
here is increasing daily—people continue to
come from far and near. Many of them
come to us for prayer, saying they are mick,
and we find so many that are like those
James tells us about in his epistle, they
need food and clothing as well as prayer.
In meeting today a man fell at my feet,
begging me to pray for him, as he was
sick. As soon as I began to pray the
Bpirit showed me he needed food. He was
Just a skeleton ,

“Mrs. Harvey was just over from the
Wwomen's quarters. A newly taken 1in
widow was stung by a scorpion on the
hand. They prayed for the girl and she
was healed, This makes several cases of
healing from scorplon sting this summer.
Balvation for body, soul and spirit; for-
giveness of sins; healing; food in famine!”

Bro. Clinton Finoh writes from Sainam,
Bo. China, “It has been my privilege to bap-
tize about seventy-five converts since com-
ing to China, Forty-five of these I baptized
at one time for another Mission, (not Pen-
tecostal) not far from here, It was a
most wonderful service, There were hun-
dreds of heathen looking on from either
side of the river. In the evening we served
ecommunion to about two hundred Chris-
tians.”

Sister Allce Wood writes of great bless-
in on the work in Argentine as a result of
the Prayer Conference June 10-13, and be-
cause of the interest aroused they con-
tinued the meetings another week. “The
heavens opened. What joy and shouting!
‘What worship! What weeping and soul
travail! All were praying at once often-
times, There were visions and revelations.
The voice of the Lord was heard by more
than one, Ten new voices have been heard
the past six weeks or more.”” They have
had terrible floods In the Argentine and
many men and hundreds of beasts lost their
lives, Sister Wood and Bro. Sorensen re-
port that no mail has gotten through to
them for some time, the rallway over the
Andes having been closed because of the
heavy snow storms.

Bro. J. L. Lugo sends good news from
Porto Rico, “God is working in a marvelous
way. The work Is spreading all over the
island. Bro. Feliciano and I took a trip to
the city of Lajao, and in a few days over
thirty souls were saved. After we returned

to Ponce, they kept crying for someone to .

go to them again. The Lord laid it on my
heart to go back and stay with them a
few days more, My wife and I went and
spent four days again and more than
twenty came to the Saviour. During those
four days six were saved in our mission at
Ponce, and two backsliders reclaimed, In
Gallela three were saved and two baptized
with the Spirit.”” Bro. Lugo hopes to be
at the Council meeting in Chicago in order
‘to present the needs of the work in Porto
Rico.

Sister Mattie Ledbetter sends a good
report from her new mission at Fat Shan,
8. China, “God has signally blessed us in
our new location, pouring out blessing
after blessing, day after day, on our souls,
The people who come flocking to the ser-
vices got hungry. They say that they
never saw it on this wise and a number
began to seek God. Some were saved,
brightly saved, in the good old fashioned
way. In the after services at night, fifteen
or twenty of the heathen would remain and
get on their knees and pray, most of them
erying out to God to forgive their sins,
some sobbing and weeping. Water baptism
is the hard test for the Chinese. When
they are baptized they are considered real
“Jesus folks” by relatives, and persecu-
tions begin. Of these saved elght have
had the courage to come out fully on the
Lord’s side in baptism. Pray for these
little ones Just rescued from heathen
darkness.”

Bro. A. H. Pogt writes from Alexandria,
Egypt, “I have heard from the Upper
Country where we are proceeding to build
an humble Mission House unto our dear
Lord. This is truly a preclous work of God,
80 pure, full of the Spirit, wisdom and love.
Now, after we have made a real beginning,
after having done all we can, we shall
yet need $500.00. In no way do we go in
debt, and we are clear before the Lord,
using all money with much prayer. Now,
note prayerfully, that with this small sum
we can complete this building and it will
be a real Light House for a large section.
Mission Houses in the Upper Country in
villages and small towns are quite inexpen-
sive, but at the larger cities it will take
more.”
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Bro. Clarence Johns writes from Walia-~
lua, Hawall, that they had a blessed time
at the Prayer Conference which they ob-
served June 10-13. “There was a deepening
among the native Christians, and a going
down among the workers for more of the
Christ life to be manifested, One woman
received the baptism the night after the
prayer conference closed. A sailor, who
had once received the baptism, but who had
become discouraged and gone into sin, camae
into the meeting one night. He had gone to
Australia and other places to get away
from God. His boat was in harbor and he
was walking round, and God led him to the
Pentecostal Mission. He came under
mighty conviction and came to the altar.
The Lord wonderfully met him and restored
him as he wept and pleaded for forgive-
ness. He rose from the altar with the
Joy of the Lord in his heart. The Lord
renewed his baptism, speaking through him
in heavenly language. He follows His
sheep, tho' they wander far from His
pastures.” »

Bro, Will K. Norton of Benares, Indila,
Teports, “The famine rellef is going on as
usual. I am continuing to give free aid to
about four hundred helpless and poor peo-
ple In the city every day. Also, in e¢o-
operation with certain other missionaries,
we are buying Burmah rice at wholesale
rates and selling this rice again in small
quantities to poor people at below cost
price, and in this way we are helping from
ten to twelve thousand needy people. Last
month I had the pleasure of baptizing two
people at Bahraich and eight in Benares.
We took them down to the river Ganges
and baptized them In the Name of the
Father Son and Holy Ghost, This i{s our
first fruit in Benares, and we doubt if the
Ganges river was ever used before for such
a holy purpose.”

Sigter Anna Helmbrecht who with Sister
Christine McLeod is doing piloneer work at
Mankapur, U, P. Indla, writes of many
things that are encouraging them in the
work, and reports that they are now being
welcomed where before the people would
not 1fsten to the gospel. They are having
good attendance at the Sunday meetingw
and Sunday School at their Bungalow. They
ask for prayers for this new work, and
desire the Evangel family will stand with
them that they may have a proper con-
veyance for travelling to the villages that
they cannot now reach, also for some
native helpers.

CALEXICO, CAL.

We have had no great land slide, but we
are sowing the seed and studying the
language every day. I preach In Spanish
three times a week. I do not claim to
know the language fully but the Mexicans
say they understand me. God dealt with
a Mexican school teacher about the time
we came here, She was praying to one
of the so-called dead =aints, when God
spoke to her heart. She arose from prayer
and sald to the image, “Why do you not
help me? I know why vou do not help, it
is because you cannot help me, and I am
not going to pray to you any more.” 8o
she walked out of the Church house. She
looked to the Lord and dates her conver-
sion from that night. She is teaching ums
the Spanish language now,

We had some Mexicans to be baptized but
no place in which we could baptize them.
The colored Christian gave us permission
to use their Church, so a week ago last
Sunday I baptized five and they were surely
happy. One of them is a young man who
has been saved three months and feels a
call to preach the gospel. Pray for him.—
M. M. Pinson.
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SHANGHAI, CHINA

I have been away from Shanghai for four
weeks and just returned. Brother Mader
amd I went to hold a series of meetings for
ten days In a mission at Yu-Shan, Klang-
51 Provence, which was opened about four
years ago. The meetings were well attend-
ed, especially in the evening, .The mission
hall was crowded with Chinese. Some at
least seemed to be very attentive listeners
te the preaching of God's word. We also
held a baptismal service and seven were
buried with Christ in baptism. Sometimes
the presence and power of God was very
real in the meetings. Brother Tong, a na-
tive, is in charge of the mission. Please
pray for him.

A few Chinese who know us and our
teaching are desirous that we open a mis-
slen in a large Chinese City In Cheklang
Prevince; that we may preach to them and
their people the full Gospel. At present it
appears to be God's open door for us. We
will likely remain In Shanghal until Sep-
tember, by that time we trust that the
Lord will open the way for us, and enable
us to move in and possess the land. Pralse
the Lord! Please stand with us in prayer,
fer Satan no doubt will try to hinder this
step of faith., “If God be for us who can
be against us?’

Since returning to China I have spent
about two months In the Interfor witness-
ing where the Lord gave us opportunity,
amd looking for a suitable place in which
te open a mission. We found a great need
of Pentecostal missionaries and nativa-
werkers in many places, It is high time
for us to pray the Lord of the harvest that
,he will send forth labourers. There ars
many souls to be gathered in and to be
made ready for the soon coming of the

‘We have a wonderful Savior and Gospel
to proclaim to the Chinese. Some of them
at least, appreclate and accept it. Only
last evening I was In a meeting and heard
at least six young men testify that they
had found Jesus there, and they earnestly
exhorted the people to repent and baliava
in Jesus. 7

The last few weeks have been very e-
ventful in China. The students have de-
manded the President to dismiss three
Chinese officials, as they charged them as
being traitors to their country, because
they have sold Kiauchow, a part of China,
te Japan. Some students were arrested in
Peking, which fanned the flame already
kindled. After this, all the students of
Shanghai, Tientsin and many other cities
refused to study in school until their fellow
students were released; and the so called
traitors dismissed. In order to carry their
point all the merchants in Shanghai and
many other cities closed their stares, and
almost a general strike followed. The
hated officials have now resigned, and their
resignation has been accepted. The stu-
dents who are imprisoned have been re-
leased—over 1,000 in number—and reports
are that the strike will be over today.
Please pray for China and her millions.—
George C. Slager.

We moved in on Monday,
(This is Wednesday night) and we havg
been busy, so every one of us is tired out.
But who minds being tired, since we can
get a breath of fresh air, and sleep av
night without having to fan the whole
night long? i

This® has been such a hot season, last
weok it seemed there wouldn't be anything
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left of the Sal Nam household but elght
little grease spots, as It seemed we wers
just melting away.

The time was long past for them to have
the house completed, but still they wouldn't
get thru, so the architect told us to move in
at the front door and push the workmen
out at the back. So we did, and this week
they have been kept busy keeping out of
our way. It seems they have taken root
here, and it is hard for them to leave.
They have their chickens and dogs here,
and have put up mat sheds to sleep in, so
why hurry to leave? The next job may
not be nearly so nice as this one, It looks
like they will be working here for several
weeks more. Anywhere you look you can
see a Chinaman tinkering away at some-
thing, But it is nice and cool here, and
like Heaven, compared to what we have
been used to.

God has been good to us, better than
all our hopes, better than all our fears.
“He has made bridges of our broken works,
and rainbows of our tears.” Rach stormy
billow has carried our Lord on its crest.
We feel So unworthy of these blessings
our heavenly Father so bountifully be-
stows upon us.

You would laugh to see our broken down
furniture and delapidated chairs in this
nice house, but we have scrubbed and
polished them, and doctored them with
kerosene oll, etc., so we are happy as can be
even though they don’'t look nice.

We are learning to rise above some
things, and If we can’t realize our ideal, we
will idealize the real.

Now we desire above everything to have
God’s blessing upon us, and to see souls
saved by the multitudes. We are seeking
God's face, and praying earnestly for a
revival, not only In our little work, but at
every mission station all over South China.

There is sound of abundance of rain,
and while the clouds are lowering, we
are doing our best to break up the fallow
ground, and to seek God until He comes
and rains righteousness upon us.

Miss Ledbetter, who opened a mission
in Fat Shan, (a city 17 miles from here).
hardly two months ago, came down a week
ago, and brought eight converts to be bap-
tized, They were such nice men and
women, and how it did rejoice our hearts
to see their shining faces, and they so re-
cently saved out of heathenism.

Brother and Sister Willlamson have re-
cently baptized ten converts, which is truly
wonderful for work in so new a fleld. God
is working, and we shall have floods upon
the dry ground.

Miss Aikenhead, Miss Kugler, and Miss
Law have recently sailed for the U. 8, A.
80 our number is not increasing fast.

Hold steady with us in prayer for the
remaining amount needed to pay off the
indebtedness on this building. Mr, Kelley
is feeling the strain now as he has not
since the building was begun. Of late we
have not received enough to carry on the
work of the three stations, to say nothing
about the house bills, but we are not
doubting the faithfulness of God. We
know He will supply. This house ig not
ours. It is for all the missionaries who
can share it with us. We have obeyed God
in building it,so the burden is upon Him.

THE FUTURE LIFE.

Sept. 14. Matt. 25:31-46; John 14:2, 3;
2 Cor. 5:10; 1 "Peter 1:3-5.
Read Matt. 25:31-46. G. T. 2 Cor. 5:10.

The Coming EKing. We sometimes sing,
“There's a glad day coming,” and the in-
spired Word of Jehovah assures of this
soon approaching day when things on eartp
are going to be reversed, In that day, He
who made Himself of no reputation, and
took upon Him the form of a servant, who
humbled Himself, even to the death of the
cross, shall come in His glory, with all
the holy angels with Him, and then shall
He sit upon the throne of His glory.

In the days of His flegh, Jesus stood a
prisoner at Pilate's bar, but the day is
hasting on when the small and great of
earth shall have to come before Him,
God's righteous Judge, for the Father
has committed all judgment unto the Son.

The story is, familiar of 2 woman who
purposed to employ a very brilliant lawyer
to act for her as advocate in a law case,
but time after time she procrastinated and
neglected to secure his services. At last
one day she went to him to put her case
in his hands, but only to receive from him
the reply, “You are too late, Madam, if
you had come (':ll'“l!l:. I conld have actead
as your advoeate, but now I have to bhe
your judge.” Jesus {8 now willing to be
an advocate for all, but the day is coming
when He is to sit as Judge, and the Word
declares’ He will come in flaming fire,
taking vengeance on them that know not
God, and that obey not the gospel of our
Lord Jesus Christ.

The Judgment of the Nations. All na-
tions will be gathered before the Lord one
day and there is to be a separation, the
sheep being set on His right hand and the
goats on the left. A mnation consists of
individuals, and as we read in another
passage (Matt. 16:27), the Lord will render
to every man according to his deeds. We
believe that this passage teaches personal,
as well as national judgment. At this time
it will be clearly discerned who are the
wicked and who are the righteous, him
who serveth God and him who serveth
Him not. Jesus declared, “Not every one
that saith unto Me, Lord, Lord, shall enter
into the. kingdom of heaven; but he that
doeth the will of My Father which is in
heaven.”

The Real Test. The inheritors of the
Kingdom will be those who have given
Christ food and drink and clothes, who
have: taken Him into their houses, visited
Him when sick and when in prison, How
can we render these services unto Him?
®“Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one
of the least of these My brethren, ye have
done it unto Me.” Who are His brethren?
“Whosoever shall do the will of My Father
which is in heaven, the same is My brother
and sister and mother” (Matt, 12:50). TIf
we do not love Christ in others, we are not
saved: and all who do not accept Him and
love Him will be rejected in that day.

Real vital Christianity does not consist
in not doing wrong things, but of aggres-
sively doing right things. Sam Jones used
to say, “If Christianity only consisted in
negative virtues, that hitching post to
which I have tied my horse would be
the most religious thing around here; it
don’t lie, nor curse nor steal.”” It is only
those who have a new heart and a new

spirit, or who have been born again, who-

‘cursed,

will do the will of God. Luther used to
say, "Good works do not make the Chris-
tian; but only the Christian can do good
works, The tree bears the fruit, not the
fruit the tree. None is made a Christian

by works, but being in Christ, brings forth
fruit for Him.”

A Sad Day Coming. What a terrible
thing it will be for those who have neg-
lected this great salvation to hear the
King say to them, ‘“Depart from Me, ye
into everlasting fire, prepared for
the devil and his angels.,” He is inviting
men to come to Him now. They can un-
derstand the word “Come,” and can act
on the word “Come,” but they will not.
One day they will hear the word “Depart,”

and they will understand that word, and
they will have to act on it. That ‘everlast-
ing fire was not prepared for man, only

for the devil and his angels: but those who
choose to be one with the devil now wil
share his fate in eternity, And their pun-
ishment will last as long as the bliss of
the children of God, for the same Greek
word is used to express the “everlasting”
punishment of the wicked as the “eternal”
life of the just. At that day, men will not
be Jjudged for their profession or their
church relationship, but the Tord will
render to every man according to his deeds,

Doing the Will. There are two verses in
Proverbs that bring forth the truth of our
lesson. “He that oppresseth the poor re-
proacheth his Maker, but he that honoreth
Him hath mercy on the poor.” “He that
hath pity upon the poor lendeth to the
Lord, and that which he hath given Him
will He pay him again.” We are reminded
of the poor famine sufferers in India, many
of whom, in the midst of their great pnv-‘
erty, are finding the Lord. How much are
you willing to lend the Lord for theseipoor
sufferers? What about the missionaries?
'Remember His words, “Inasmuch as ve did
it not unto the least of these, ye did it
not to Me.”

It is inspiring to think of the many
mansions prepared for the saints in glory
and of the inheritance incorruptible and
undefiled, and that fadeth not away, re-
served in heaven; but the contemplation
of the glories to come must not deter us
from those deeds of love and mercy that
the Lord is expecting us to perform here
and now.

The serpent is smooth,
and they want things akin to him. Dr.
Pierson used to tell of a clergyman who
would address his wealthy congregation,
“You will have to repent as it were, and

get converted in a measure, or else you will
be damned to some extent.,” But we in this
Pentecostal movement love the plain rug-
ged Scriptures, without questioning or
qualifying them. We have no use for the

recently published ‘‘Shorter Bible,” the
latest product of atheistic criticism, a
so-called Bible that leaves out a lot that

man would like to have left out. Griffith
Thomas points out that Heb. 4:12 can cor-
rectly be translated, “For the Word of God
....is a criticiser of the thoughfs and in-
tents of the heart.” 'This is the only sort
or criticism® we believe in, the Word
criticising man, not man criticiging the
Word.

What the Word of God is and does.
‘“Moderns’” tell us that the Scriptures are
faulty, but the Holy Ghost says, “the law
of the Lord is perfect.” 1t is God's agency
for converting or restoring the soul. Read
Psalms 23 ,27, 34, 51, 91, believe and your

soul will be restored to joy and you will
turn to the Lord with heartfelt praise.
“The testimony of the TLord is sure”

Men are questioning whether any govern-
ment is really stable and secure and their
hearts are failing them for fear. But you
cannot upset or stumble the man who
loves the Word of God. Great peace have
they who love God's law and rest their
faith on the unbreakable and impregnable
rock of Holy Scripture,

‘““The statutes (or precepts) of the Lord
are right, rejoicing the heart,”” Some trust
in impressions, or voices, or other things,
and these may lead in a wrong path; but
the Word of the Lord is always right
and is the only safe guide. And the way
of obedience to the commandments of our
Lord is ever a path of joy.
