the very substance, the chief distin­
guishing feature, of Christianity. ThE' 
Day of Pentecost was the renl Birthday 
of Christianity, which all that tIay first 
appeal', d in the completeness of its true 
nature. and the depth of its essential 
signiflcflHce, 'l'l ~e re:igioH inaugurated 
by ,TerHiS Chl'ist would bave remained 
incomplete without it. 

John the Baptist hH.d fon,ltoJd lhe ad­
vent of another Baptis!' mightier than 
himsf'l[ "I inriced bapiiz(1 YOli with 
water unto repentance, bul He that 
cometh n.fler me i" mightier than I, 
whose shoes I am not worthy to bear; 
He shall baptize you with the Holy dhost 
and witb fire." John could accomplish 
much, bllt the Mightier One would ac· 
complish more: it was a privilege to 
have a parL in Johu's Baptism; it would 
be n. higher blessing to have a part in 
the far grancler Baptism of the Coming 
One. 

Here are two cenlral points. around 
wh ich all the teaching of the New Tes­
tament may be grouped: lhe prepara­
to r y work of Joh n, and the more ad­
" anced work of J esus. John begins, 
J es ue completes. "I baptize with water 

He will baptize with -.he Hnl)' Gho~l 
and wilh HI·t.·... noth wnter and fire are 
plll'ging agents, hut fire is much the 
more powerful nf the ~wo. Di~ up a 
piece of orc from the t'arlh, and there 
will be found adherin,t; lo the metal two 
kinds or inl\J1nily: the earthy matter 
whkh tan b() wa,,!wcl off with waler, and 
01 her imjlurit iel; which ('an bo purged 
away only by /ire. Th(' first are more 
loosely aUached and more easily re­
mo\ed; tho fiecond are 11101'0 firmly l1,t­
lached, and waleI' is of no avail to sepa1'­
altP them. I"ire is requifiile to this end. 

To the true, characlel'istic Christian 
expNience. therefore. the gift or tho 
Holy GhOs.t, originally hestowed in its 
fullnc:;s on the Day of Pentecost. was 
essential. 

Repentauce, and el'on remission of 
"ins, were only preparatory steps to it. 
Tbe connection between these different 
blessings is stated very clearly by Peter 
in his great word to the assembled mul­
titud"€s on the Day of Pentecost: "Re­
pent ye and be baptized e,'ery one of 
you in the name o[ Jesus Christ, unto 
t h e remiss ion of ,\'OUL' sins. and ye S h lill 

rCf't.· i\·C thc gift of lhe Tl ol)' Ghost." 
The same thing under anotller aspect 

is set forth in tho pa rable of the Prodigal 
Sou. As soon as the father bad em­

people for His name (Acta 15: 14 ) . 

Church Order. 
"And God hath set some In the churCh, 

first apostles; secondly prophets; thirdly 
teaChers; after that, miracles, then gif1.s 
of hoaling, helps. governments, diver­
slUes of tongues" (1 Cor. 12:27-28). 
These were all placed in the Church by 
the Lord Himself, and are sure guides 
to go by. 

Let us especially noUce wbat Paul 
said in 1 Cor. 14: 21, 22, about tongues 
aij a sign: "In the law it is Written. 
'Yilh mf'n of otber lOllgueij and olher 
iii)!; will I s):.(>ak to this people, and for 
all thllt they will not hf'8r me, saith 
the Lord," Are there not many like 
that today, who refuse to recognize 
lheHo scrljHUreH, and as an argument 
<luote versa 23 wherf> Paul !Said, "I 
would rather slle:lk five words wilh the 
understanding lhan h'n thouf;8nd words 
in an unknown longue," e,'ldently Cail­
Ing to ~ee tbat Paul referred to tbe use 
of tbe gift of tongueR in th~ church be­
tore unbelievers, which gift could be 
used at will, and tbat It rlld not apply 
to those receh-ing the Holy Spirit with 
speaking in other tongUE'S as the Spirit

W he n Paul l:oa ld, " I would t.hllt ye all 
spake wit h t ongU E'B," it mus t have been 
possible for all. He did 110t say. "1 
wou ld that ye all had th e gift," tor the 
gifts were divided to eve ry man sever­
ally as God willed, (For instance, the 
gltt or propbecy tor some, 1 Cor, 12: 10, 
the spirit of prophecy Cor all, Rev, 19: 
10.) But be did say, "I would that ye 
all spake with tongues," then he added, 
"but rather that ye prophesied: tor 
greater is he that prophesieth than he 
that spcaketh with tongues except he 
Interpret." Note then, prophecy 18 not 
grealer tJllm spcaking WlUl longues 
wben interpretation is given (1 Cor. 
14: 5). It the Ohurch does not bave 
interpretc.tion It is because we fail God 
In not praying for it (verse 13). God's

Now, what sayeth tbe scripture in the 

first Dible record of anyone recehlng 
tbe Baptism of the Holy Ghost in Pente­
costal fulness? .

The falling of the early rain 
came jUbt before tbe terrIb le trlbula­
tlon to the Jews; the latter rain is now 
falllng just before the great tribulation 
bweeps over the fJarth.
