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Pentecostal Fires @Are Burning.

REMARKABLE HEALINGSE IN HATTIES-
BURG, MISS,

Brother Raymond T, Richey began the
gpecial services here on Oct, 21, In Red
Cirecle (soldlers' auditorium) seating about
1200,

The crowd the first night was small for
such a large place, but God was there In
power, both to save and heal, and all were
at once impressed that the man of God was
sincere and earnest, full of love and faith,
and that God was working with him., A
gshort message. was glven from the scrip-
tures, strikingly simple and amazing In its
effects, for it immediately impressed the
mind with its reality, and inspired the
heart with simple faith in the Son of God
for the needs of soul and body.

Mr. Richey is not a theologian and makes
no pretense at oratory. In fact he does
very little of the preaching in his meetings,
but he is a man to whom God is real; one
whose soul has been saved and whose body
has been healed, This God is ready to do
for everyone who will come to Him In the
scriptural way, Hisg theology Is Isalah
§38:5, and his practice ls James G5:14, 15.
His directness, simplicity and mellowness
of apirit arrests, convinces and melts the
hearts of people. His lack of pretension
and absgence of felgned words or strained
actions, combined with the fact that noth-
ing 18 sald to produce excitement or for
mere effect, rohs the skeptical of thelr
gherighed doubtg, On the other hand he
frequently bursts Into a flood of weeping
as he sees the multitude move toward the
tiold-fashioned” altar to accept salvation
from gin through Jesus' blood, or as he
prays for the slck and suffering that he
lays hands upon for healing.

The crowd increased from night to night
llke the swelling of Jordan and the altar
overflowed with people seeking salvation
until every rallroad of this Hub City
brought anxious visitors and their sick
friends to the meeting. '

The front seats filled first, then on back
until the crowd reached out of doors Into
the streets. The city papers wrote up each
night's service in the followlng morning's
jssue. Ministers of different denominationg
from in and out of the city preached short
sermons from service to service on salva-
tion from sin and sickness through Jesus
C'hrist. This was followed by short prayer
by Brother Richey, and then he would in-
vite all who were tired of sin and wanted
to get right with God to come forward and
. give their hearts to God, The Spirit of God
was so upon the meeting that the hungry
people would come by scores before the
singing started. Christian workers of all
denominations would come and Instruct
thern, on accepting Christ as thelr personal
Saviour and pray with them while the sing-
ing went on, and hundreds of them wereo
eonverted, and would arise, some crying,
some laughing for joy, and testify to
€hrist as their personal Saviour.

One nlght an old man and about all his
shildren were saved, He got up from the
altar crying and testifying. One of his
gons was standing there just saved, and
some of the grown daughters rose up and
embraced their father, 'then two or three
of the other children that had just been
saved In the meeting came over to them,
and what a time they did have.

One railroad man, very rough, was talk-
Img aghinst the meeting on the street
when someone came up and disputed with
#im and told him to come Into the meet-
ing. So he went right in, and was the
first one saved, 1ight in his rubber slicker,
worn on his runs.

Another raflroad man came into the meet-
img on Sunday night, eame to the altar,
and was converted, got up crying and sald
it was the first meeting he had gone te in
{en years, as he had been fighting churehes
nmd religion,

Young men and maldens were converted,

children and gray-headed grand-parents
were converted, the well and hearty, the
sick and afflicted were converted, the wise
and lgnorant, the rich and poor, church
people and non-church people, people of
city and country, In and out of the state,
until one’'s mind would swim trying to
keep up with it. It was like a hurricane
that brought life, peace and joy, Instead of
death, destruction and sorrow.

Not all who came met God’'s conditions for
salvation or healing. Many went away un-
touched, but hundreds felt the heallng vir-
tue flow from the Master’s bleeding side,
gsome being Instantly made whole, others
beginning to amend from the wvery hour.
Among them was a young lady afflicted
with fits, had from two to eight each day,
but was saved and healed, and hasn’t had
another one in about twogweeks. She told
me the last night of the meeting that her
husband also was much afflicted with In-
digestion, could not eat tomato gravy and
other such articles of food at all. Now
he wants nothing else except such articles,
and none of It hurts him. Though a Cath-
olic, he was saved also during the meeting.

Another lady from New Heburn, Miss.,
who had an arm stiff for over two years

and her hand closed and stiff, was prayed

for., Her hand came open, her stiff arm
became limber, she raised it over her head,
clapped her hands together to the amaze-
ment of many, and to the glory of God.

Something lilke a hundred people came
by rail from New Hebron, her home town,
to be saved and healed.

A white-headed man, about seventy, was
prayed for for hearing. He could then
hear a whisper with the ear that had been
deaf for seven years. 3,

A woman came on a cot by rail who was
told by the doctor to go if she chose, but
might not live to get here, She was in the
last stages of tuberculosis; was prayed for,
arose and walked around the house, shipped
her cot home, and went back on the day
coach.

Beven deaf people claimed to be healed
in one service. One of the most remarkable
features of the meeting was the out of
town services at various churches. .Com-
panies would go out by autos in response
to invitation and without anything spas-
modic and dramatle, would sing good old
songs and preach short sermons on salva-
tlon for the soul and body through Jesus,
all strangers to each other. As a rule, In
about one hour about forty or fifty would
be at the altar seeking salvation with
tears, and usually as many would later
come forwhrd for the healing of their
bodies. Back of it all was prayer. The
prayer rooms were fillled each evening,
where earnest, effectual -prayer was offered
to God by devout people of all denomina-
tions for His blessings on the unsaved and
sick in the coming service.

BREVIVAL IN PIEDMONT, W. VA.

The opening day came for the meeting,
September 26, 2:30 P, M., in the old Gnspel
tabernacle, which after days of hard, strea-
uous labor, until it was made attractlce,
and ready with our dear Sister McPherson
in charge of the meeting, we again dedi-
cated the old tabernacle to the service of
God.

As the pianist lald his fingers softly up-
on the keys of the piano, the sweet melody
in song rolled forth in praise and adoration
to our God whose presence was made real
right in the beginning of the very first

vice,

ter listening to a preclous message

m God’'s hand-maiden on “The Bride of

Hrist,” the altar call was given, and back-
sliders, sinners and saints came seeking
God, both Lack-sliders and sinners rejoiced
because they had found Jesus real to thelr
hearts.

With the night service came a much
larger crowd, and as the message went
forth the spirit of conviction settled down
upon the people. Thus the meeting prog-
ressed and the Interest kept growing day

“after day, Many who had declared “I'll
never go to that meeting, #ere secen wend-
ing thelr way to the tabernacle night after
night. The talk of the town was concern-
ing the meetings. ‘‘Say, have you been to
the tabernacle yet?' ‘“No, but I'm going
tonight.” “What do you think of it; just
between you and me?”’ “Well, I never saw
or heard anything like it; certainly it is the
word of God.”

The long altar was filled day after day
at the afternoon service with those who
were 8eeking the baptism of the Holy
Ghost. The sinners also found thelr way
to the afternoon services and at times the
altar was completely filled until those
seeking the baptism had to take a second
place. :

Many young people, as well as middle-
aged, were at the altar, but the most won-
derful thing we have ever witnessed was
the many gray-halred fathers and mothera
from 60 to 90 years, weeping their way to
the altar for the first time In their lives to
seek God for salvation. Conviction seem=
ed to selze the people until they wvoluntar-
{ly rose and came weeping to the altar.
We have never witnessed so many bright
conversions, One after another woul
rise to their feet, with tear-stalned faces
and with uplifted hands say, “Praise God,
He has saved me and my burden of sin is
all gone.” 5

September 30th was announced for a
healing service at the night meeting. The
tabernacle was filled and the power of God
present to heal, made the people to look on
in amazement at what was actually taking
place in thelr midst in the healing of the
slck, blind, dumb, maimed, and diseased.
Many hearts were made to rejoice and eyes
filled with tears while numbers went home
saying, “Thank God for this meeting and
for the days in which we are living"” |

Amidst all the wonders of God’'s power
in healing the sick, unstopping deaf ears
and épening blind eyes, the first and all es-
sential thing was not forgotten; the salva-
tion of the soul. Our dear Sister Mec-
Pherson would not attempt to pray for
a sick body until that one had first gotten
down and repented and accepted Christ.

As the meseting progressed the news
spread from house to house. Many prec-
jous church people were deeply touched,
saying, “We never saw or heard the like
before. We have learned more about
spiritual things in one week than in all our
past experience.” The preachers of Pled-
mont took their stand against the meeting,
forbidding thelr people to come, saving,
«“Phese things are not for us today. 1t ls
the biggest heresy we ever saw.” Yet
many of the people attended the meeting$
and were blessed.

Thursday, October 7th, was announced
for another healing service. This time an
immense crowd gathered, coming for miles,
until it was just one seething mass of hu-
manity. The tabernacle was crowded be-
yond its capacity with hundreds on the
outside Many were.the sigk and afflicted
who oame for healing and while many were
healed many went away just as they camse,
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bawving no faith in God, seemingly their
own selfish interest being uppermost

While we were nearing the close of the
campalgn, the interest grew the more, the
newe of the meeting having spread for
miles around It seemed that there was
prejudice in the minds of the people caused
by these false shepherds that it took days
te overcome this, but God was Tast clari-
fying the vision of His people.

* On the last Thursday night which was
the last healing service, it was a sight
never to be forgotten. At mid-day the
people began to gather into the little town
of Piedmont from the country towns and
villages until the streets were lined with
people wending their way to the tabernacle.
There was a large crowd at the afternoon
meeting; In fact it telescoped into the
night service, the people beginning to flock
in as early as four o'clock. We became
awakened to the situation, seeing that
something would have to be done in order
to handle the vast multitude in sight, With
much difficulty we began at once to clear
the building in order to make arrangements
for the night service, seelng that much
space would have to be reserved for the
sick and afflicted.

We are in doubt as to whether the little
town of Piedmont, West Va., ever witnessed
such a crowd as it did that night. We
presume that at least twenty-five hundred
were Inside the building, while there were
thousands on the outside, the tabernacle
not being able to accommodate one-third of
the people who had gathered. They even
climbed on the roof and looked in at the
windows and wventilators until we had to
go out a number of times and ask them to
please get off for fear they would break
it in. The scene is indescribable, such was
the anxiety of the people to hear and ser
the power of God that was belng mani-
fest in healing the sick and afflicted.

Many were healed of wvarious ailments,
Mrs. Elosser, No. 6 West First 8t., Cum-
berland, Md.,, who had gone on ecrutches
for 13 months and had had nine doctors
treat her, had taken 19 vapor baths to
no avail, was healed Instantly. I talked
to her yesterday over the phone and she
sald she has not had her erutches in her
hand since that night. Mrs. James E.
Cross, South Mineral St.,, Keyser, West Va.,
afficted with deafness and a dislocated hip,
at the touch of God's mighty hand iIn-
stantly straightened up and began to walk
like a young girl, We just called her up
and her daughter-in-law answered saying,
*“She is away on a visit and is Just feeling
fine.” A young man by the name of Bibla
came over from Flintstone, Md.,, who had
tuberculosis of the bone in one limb, and
had worn an iron brace for over two years,
after being anointed and prayed for, went
into the prayer room, took off the brace
and went home without it, and we have the
brace as evidence. Hallelujah to Jesus for-
ever.

A woman healed of paralyzed arm of over
two years standing. A little boy who was
a paralytic was healed instantly by God’'s
divine touch. A child of some six or eight
years who had never been able to talk was
heard to speak well. One lady who had
been afflicted with chronie rheumatism for
some sixteen vears went home a well wo-
man and pralsing God for the power of the
blood. A lady who had worn an iron brace
for years to support her hody and limbs, af-
ter she was prayed for, went home and
took it off and walked nearly a mile t
service next night. ]

A lady who was blind and had a crooked
foot came back in a few days and went
to the hotel to see Sister McPherson. She
was 80 happy to think that her eyes were
opened and her crooked foot had been made
straight by the precious hand of Jesus,

In the following special case we have
known the person for over six years: Mrs.
Anna Bell Tsaaec, Cumberland, Md, At this
time it seemed as though she had taken
her bed for the last time, dying in the
last stage of consumption. It was thought
just a few days and the end would 'be
here, In this erucial moment Jesus touch-
ed her, she arose from her hed, was brought
22 miles In an automobile to Pledmont and
‘was anointed with eoil and prayed for and
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the Lord healed her. We talked with her
sister, Mrs. H. L. Twigg, of Cumberland,
a few days ago, and she told us that her
sister, Mre. Isaac, was going about doing
her own work. How we ought to praise the
Lord for His goodness to the children of
men,

The last Sunday night will never be for-
gotten. The large tabernacle was packed
to the utmost, even clear outside the doors.
Ged’s hand-maiden brought forth a mes-
sage on the crucifixion of Christ, which put
heavy conviction on the people, until scores
came weeping their way to the altar and
we witnessed a like scene once more of
the old-fashioned altar bench being bathed
in penitent tears with one after another
rising with shining faces and saying thank
God my burden of sin has been lifted,

If the meeting could have continued for
two weeks longer the Tri-Towns of Pied-
mont, Westernport and Luke would have
been shaken from center to circumference.
Pray God that the seed sown will produce
an abundant harvest.

Among the many who received the bap-
tism of the Holy Ghost was Rev. W. R.
McKinney, of the United Brethren church
of Westernport, Md, He recelved the bap-
tism In the Pentecostal church on Saturday
morning, October 16. The Lord gave him
a wonderful experience. Bro. McKinney
and Bro. H. L. Twigg, of Cumberland, are
now holding a revival in Keyser, W. Va.,
five miles from Westernport, God is bless-

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Walking With God

Address Delivered by Mr. Ward at the Pentecostal Convention, White Ave.
Pentecostal Church, Cleveland, Ohio.

I feel led to speak to you a little while

this afternoon from Gen. 5:24. ‘“‘And
HWnoch walked with God and he was not
for God took him.” Someone has said
that this is one of the most thrilling
and fascinating verses in the Bible and
sounds more like a song from the
Heavenly world than a plain statement
of an historical fact regarding a humble
inhabitant of this world of ours.
. By way of infroduction may I call
your attention to at least a few things
mentioned in Enoch’s biography, which
is ono of the briefest and fullest on
record. We are told, to begin with,
that he lived 365 years, which was a
much shorter period than that of many
of his predecessors. This was a full
year of years, and from this we learn
that one need not live a very long life
in order to live a very full one. Some
follk live longer ‘in twenty years than
others do in forty, and I have a deep
conviction (I do not say that it is from
God,) that it is blessedly possihle for
some folk to finish their course sand
round out their ministry in much less
time than others, and as soon as our
ministry is completed we may look for
promotion.. I say promotion, bhecause I
have eome to look upon death as pro-
motion. I did not always view it in
that light, hut now I consider that death
to the believer is transition. It means
promotion.

I note further, that Enoch hegat sons
and daughters. To me that is a most
suggestive thing. He did not shirk the
responsibility of domestic life, neither
did he find these responsibilities detri-
mental to his spirituality. There is an
idea abroad at the present time that if
one wishes to be deeply spiritual he must
live the life of a monk, or withdraw
from all secular affairs and live a
secluded life. Then I notice that a
great many married couples these days
consider that any further domestic re-
sponsibility wounld be a hindrance to
them, and so, in some cases, they mas-
ter the diabolical art of destroying
their unborn offspring. But Enoch did
not shirk on this line, and these re-
sponsibilities did not decrease his spir-
ituality. I notice further that he walked
with God and continued to walk, that is
he was not spasmodic in his devotion to
God. As I said a night or two ago, we
serve God far too much by jerks. To-
day we are walking on high mountain
paths and wondering why everybody
else does not keep pace with us, and to-
morrow perhaps we are so despondent,
that-we wonder whether we have any
religion at all or not. Oh, for men and
women who will keep the even tenor of
their way through all the ups and downs
of life, and through all the extremes
#hat they encounter! Folk will call you
slogv if you do not rush things as they
do: but we can afford to be called slow

and backward if we but go on walking
with God.

I note again in this brief biography,
that Enoch did not walk behind God,
nor did he run before Him, but he
walked with Him. Moses is an illus-
tration of one who got ahead of God,
and Peter illustrates the life of one who
gets too far behind God. Moses, if you
will remember, felt his call to be the
deliverer of his people, who were, in
Egypt’s bondage, but receiving a call

is one thing'and being thrust forth by-

God to fulfill the call is another thing.
Moses did not wait to be thrust forth,
and one day he went down and saw an
Egyptian mistreating a Hebrew. Moses
looked this way and that, and then—off
came the head of the Egyptian, He was
getting ahead of God. It was not God’s
time for Moses to go forth, but Moses
had grown impatient and was anxious
to get his work dome. As a result of
that hasty act Moses had to spend forty
yvears in the backside of a desert tending
sheep in order for God to fit him for
his life’s work. Well, friends, you must
not grow impatient if you find your-
gelf somewhere in the desert minding
sheep. Waiting is a part of our educa-
tion and believe me, God is tremendous-
ly concerned about our education, a
great deal 'more than He is about our
rushing to the front and trying to do
something in the energy of the flesh.
Peter, you will remember, got too Iar
behind the Lord, and as a result he
backslid, and we have on record that
which I am sure Peter will always
regret,—that he denied the Christ whom
he had been following.

But Enoch walked with God, and then
further I notice this, that it does not say
he walked with God on a few rare oc-
casiong of great spiritual exaltation,
but he walked with God and continued
to walk with God until God took him.
Believe me, God is looking for:some
Enochs: for some men and women who
will face the issue and defermine in
their hearts that they will be obedient
to Him at any cost and who will re-
fuse to be turned out of the way, but
will walk with God until the bell rings,
announcing it is time for supper. ;

Now let us pass to our subject.
Enoch’'s walk with God proves that he
had life. In the natural you know that

if a man is able to walk it is proof that"

he is living. In the spiritual it is also a
proof of life. In Ephesians 2:1-3 we
read, “And you hath He quickened, who
were dead in trespasses and sins;
Wherein in time past ye walked ac-
cording to the course of this world, ac-
cording to the prince of the power of
the air, the spirit that now worketh in
the children of disobedience: Among
whom also we all had our conversation
in times past in the lusts of our flesh,
fulfilling the desires of the flesh and
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of the mind; and were by naturs the
children of wrath, even as others.”
Here we have a picture of the unre-
generate world, but it is not the modern-
ists picture of the world, for the mod-
ernist tells us that we are not so bad,
that we all come into this world with a
gpark of the Divine nature in us and
all that is necessary is to cultivate this
spark of Divine nature, and after a
while we will develop into beings more
or less angelie, and without any aid
from Heaven we will discover ourselves
quite fit to enter into the immediate
presence of the Holy God. But Paul
does not hesitate to declare that we are
by nature dead in trespasses and sins:
that we are in bondage to the devil who
is called the prince of the power of the
air, and that we are without hope and
strangers to all that is pure and holy.
But thank God there is a remedy for us
and when this remedy is applied it
brings life to our dead souls and we are
able to walk with God, therefore, walk-
with God is a sure proof that you have
spiritual life.

I 'note further that God desires our
company. In Gen. 3:9 we read, "And
God called unto Adam, and said unto
him, Where art thou?” Beloved, that
was more than a mere inquiry, it was
more than God just asking to find out
where Adam was. I see in this question
the disappoiontment and loneliness of
God. When God discovered that Adam
had fallen he wag disappointed and thers
came into the heart of the Infinite a feel-
ing of loneliness. God created man that
he might have fellowship with him and
when man fell from a state of innocency
and got out of step with God, it brought
loneliness into the heart of our Lord.
And so He said, “"Adam where art thou?"”
To prove that God was lonely and de-
sired our fellowship He sent His Son to
bring us back into His company, or to
make it possible for us to get back into
step with Himself, 1 Peter 3:18 reads,
“For Christ also hath once suffered for
ging, the just for the unjust, that He
might bring us to God, being put to
death in the flesh, but quickened by the
Spirit:”? Beloved, that was a wonder-
ful thing that occurred that day on
Calvary. The most tremendous event
the world has ever witnessed. Do you
know what it meant for Jesus to die
on the cross? It meant that He was
following our sin to its ultimate issue
and tasting hell for every last one of
us in order that we might get back
into step with the Infinite and walk
with God like Enoch did. Let me read
to you from John 3:16. *“For God 8o
loved the world that He gave His Only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth
on Him, should not Perish, but have
Everlasting Life. G-O0-8-P-E-L. There
you have the Gospel, and the Gospel just
means that Jesus died as an offering for
gin in order that lost humanity might
be brought back into harmony with the
Eternal Father, I regret that we seem
not to be able to appreciate our priv-
ilege, and the sacrifice that it cost to
make this privilege possible., I wish
to advance to you this thought, that if
we wish to get back into step with God
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and walk with Him like Enoch; if we
want to know the value of the atone-
ment that Jesus made on the Cross, we
must abandon everything to the Son of
God. Oh, how slow we are to do it.
Let us read Romans, 12:1-2: “I beseech
you therefore, brethren, by the mercies
of God, that ye present your bodies a
living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.
And be not conformed to this world:
but be ye transformed by the renewing
of your mind, that ye may prove what
is that good, and acceptable, and per-
fect, will of God.” The Will of God!
What is that? It is a very comprehen-
sive thing, but whatéver else may be
included in the will of God for us, I
am sure that walking with Him is one
of the first things He requires. He de-
sires that you should walk with Him and
it is His will to make it a fact in your
life,

“LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY.

Part of a Message Given by Mrs. Hulda
Neodham at the Pentecostal Misgion-
ary Conference in Peking, N. China.

The Lord definitely 1aid on my heart this
morning a new realization of how little we
know about real prayer; how little we
know of the practice, and purpose, and
of power of real prayer, in comparison with
what God wants us to know., Prayer is
the mightiest weapon God has placed at
our disposal. The praver of the Holy
Ghost Is the dynamite of the spiritual life.
That which moves God’s arm and moves
all difficulties out of the way.

As we contemplate the life of Jesus the
thing that seems to stand out more than
anything else is his prayer life. We would
not think Jesus needed to go apart and
pray, and it seems difficult for us to realize
that it seemed necessary for Jesus Him-
self to pray and possess God's over-
coming power along some lines through
the same mighty communion and fellow-
ship that we need to-day alozg all lines.

No doubt Jesus often prayed before the
disciples and they must have realized that
there was something in it that they reeded.
They said, “Lord, teach us to pray’., If
you will notice, it is not the thought of
how to pray, but to pray. We may know
how to pray but not pray at all, We may
have the theory of {t in our heads. The
eneémy does not care how much you know
how to pray If he can just keep you from
praying. O, if God can only get ug to
pray and enable us to stick to it., The
best way to learn anything is to do it.
So begin and keep on until God teaches us
to pray. The enemy does not care what
he uses to distract, or hinder. Jesus began
to teach His disciples to pray. The Lord's
prayer is a model prayer, being a miniature
of all prayers, and every prayver we miy
ever utter is somehow included in this
pattern prayer,

“gur Father.” Jesug, the one who
speaks, is the one who unites us into wne
family. Through Him we can say, ‘‘Our
Father”. He s the Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, and because we come through
Him we are accepted, We can say ‘‘Our
Father”,

“Hallowed be Thy name.” Iis name
which is above every other name. Isn’t
it blessed to come into the sacred presence
of the Almighty, I believe we, as His
children, are not as reverent as we should

‘be. Not in a ritualistic way. God has

taught us, but He wants to teach us more,
helping us to realize how wonderful it is
that we can come into His presence,
That precious One who has gone and
entered into the Holy of Holles on high
with His own blood is. there now mak-
Ing Intercession for us, and beecause He
18 there we can enter in. Oh, Hallelujah!
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We praise Thee! We love Thee! We adore
Thee! We are unworthy, Lord, but we
praise Thee that He Is worthy,

“Thy kingdom come.” It is the whole
purpose and desire of God’'s heart that the
Kingdom may come, We can't pray “Thy
Kingdom come” until we have a little mil-
lennfum in our hearts. Then we can say
it, but not before. Jesus Christ, from be-
ginning to the end, is the secret of the
whole revelation of God. Christ in you the
hope of glory, the mystery that was hid
from all the ages but now revealed in us.

“Give us this day our daily bread.” We
are not going to depend on ourselves for
anything but, just trust Him day by
day. ¥e is our Father, and we can come
to Him for our bread. We are not going to
be anxious about tomorrow nor about any-
thing for the past {8 God's and the present
is God's when He is ruling and reigning in
our lives,

“Forgive ug our sins.” It seems to me
we cannot forgive others until first of all
we have our own hearts forgiven and then
we say "Lord, we just want to forgive
others as You have forgiven us. We
want to forgive everybody in the same
measure and same way You have forgiven
us."” It is a complete forgiveness and blot-
ting out of transgressions en God's part
and we should not hold anything against
others any more than He does against us.

“Dead us not into temptation.” I have
seen several renderings of this, Not “lead”
but "leave” us not, We are led into temp-
tation by the enemy, but we can say "Lord,
leave us not there any longer than Thou
seest best.”

“Deliver us from evil.” We may be led
into temptation in many ways by the enemy
and left there by him; but God has prom-
ised to deliver us from all evil. 8o it does
not matter how great the temptation, we
can refuse to entertain it. When we find
ourselves emptied, instead of struggling to
be delivered, we can just turn to our great
Deliverer, In our struggling the devil is
stronger than we and like the drowning
man in the water, we may choke, grasp and
resist, till we hinder and go down in utter
defeat. The devil will say, "Just see what
you did. You cannot hope to be delivered.”
But when you become limp and helpless,
Jesus the great rescuer will deliver you.
Satan will say, “You can’t have the victory,
You can't hope to be like others and be-
come like Christ.” But you can say, “Jesus,
here I'am and you are able to put new life
in me,” Jesus purchased victory for us
and it is ours. Not, only victory for our
past llves, but victory from the power of
sin and self. Just as we were not able to
get rid of sin, so we cannot lift ourselves
in any degree from the power of sin. The
enemy makes us think if we will try a little
harder we will get the victory., No! We
ean't do it. When you throw up your hands
and cast the responsibility on Christ, He
takes it and you can reckon on His faith-
fulness'and His power to do the thing., If
Jesus had seen that we could get rid of
the power of sin and death He would not
have had to come down here and die for
us. He is able to take out the thing that
is in us that is hindering us. He can bring
victory into every life. I do not care what
your disposition is or what your circum-
stances may be, Jesus is equal to every
circumstance and disposition in wyour life.
If His grace is not sufficient for me in the
hardest place then it is not sufficient at all.
But His grace IS sufficient. !

Oh, can yvou, somehow rest down on His
absolute power today? Are you going to
unwisely struggle a 1ittle harder until you
get somewhat better? No, dear ones, it is
His victory and His sufficiency, and as yon
vield your hearts He will work, The trouble
is that when the crucial time comes we do
not listen to God. We listen to the voice
of the old life. We have the theory, but God
wants us to know the victory which He
can give, Before the crucial point comes
let us say, “Lord, whether it goes right
straight through the very tenderest part of
my nature or not, have Thou Thy way.
Thy grace IS sufficient.” 1If it takes your
last breath, say it.

‘We have such a tendency to go ahead
and try to push through, Often there will
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come that gentle check of His Spirit, The
Lord may give you a vision of what e
wants to do in you, but you try to go out
and bring it about instead of waiting on
Him to carry it out., You do not walt unsil
God undertakes. It is one thing to get a
vision of wvictory In the Spirit and it is
another thing to have it worked out in wus.
He may give the vision but you run ahead
of Him. Wait on God and let Him perfect
the vision. “Though the vision tarry, wait
for it,”” else you will mar the vision by
your own working, That was why Mosges
had to stay out of the land of promime.
He had the wvision but he sought to bring
it forth himself. God told him to speak
to the rock but he struck it. Jesus Christ
has already accomplished for us and in us,
but we .often keep ourselves and others out
of the land of promise because when we
were told to speak to the rock we struck
it. Oh that God might put this truth inte
our hearts that we may never run ahead
of Him.

Sometimes people think if they will only
work and pray a little harder, the power
of God will come down. They go to prais-
ing and praying a little harder in order
te bring down the power. The enemy whli
even urge us to these good things at a
wrong time or in a wrong way. The power
of God is here. All Jesus desires ia the
chance te come forth. I hkave gone inse
meetings and have felt people sometimes
trying to pull down the power. We work
more after the flesh than we realize. Jesus
is ready and all He needs is to be free im
us, “Whom the Son maketh free is free
indeed.” Dear ones, it is not your. getting
free 20 much, as letting Him be free and
free you. A lot of people think they are
free when it is not the freedom of the
Spirit at all.

It may be God that wants to bring a
cloud-burst of conviction upon you and if
you are trying to get free from the Spirit
and feel free in your self rather than da
the Lord and His perfect will, you may
hinder some special plan He may have, The
Spirit may need to keep you down today #o
have His way perhaps in quietness or inter-
cession or waiting on God. Our feelings are
not to be trusted. It is not noise that in-
dicates freedom but it is letting Jesus have
His way. Silence may sometimes mean
death or it may mean a mighty guickening
and growth; and God may be sending
down in the silence and the darkness, the
dew as He does the earthly dew which
only falls in the darkness and silence of
night,

Sometimes we are inclined to do things
in the energy of the flesh and all at once
we realize it, and then we relax and rest
in Him and it is all so different—as @iffer-
ent as day is from night. Then the pratves
come forth on the crest of the wave, but
not because we have pulled down the
power of God, Praise is always timely, but
some people have tried to earn the baptism
of the Spirit by praising. T once saw a
little fellow working himself up into a
frenzy pralsing the Lord and trying #e
bring the ILiord down by praising, instead
of realizing that praise was opening the
window and letting God come in and work
out His power and blessing in the life.

The promise of the Father is here. Tha
Holy Ghost has come, We do not have te
pray the Holy Ghost down from heaven.
All He is waiting for is that we may let
Him work, We do not have to earn it
Earn the Holy Ghost? o! He is a frese
gift; the promise of the Father. He is just
longing to baptize God's children, If we
realized this more we would not try se
hard to get Him. Do you see what a dif-
ference it, makes? It takes off all the
strain) I have seen some struggling @nd
struggling who dld finally recelve, but I te-
lieve it was because someone around Had
faith. God answers faith. They may hawve
thought that their long struggle brought it.
But was it not because they stopped strug-
gling and believed? Let go and let God!

Some of our holiness brethren seem
to have the impression that they are del-
egated to sit in judgment on the Pente-
costal people, to expose their false
teaching and hold up to ridicule their
fanatical ways.

We hold no brief for the defence
of the Pentecostal people. They have
men and women in some of their as-
semblies, the egual in Biblical knowl-
edge and supreme devotion to God, as
any of their accusers. But as one who
has been thoroughly acquainted with
some of their leaders for many years,
has attended many of their meetings,
and clearly understands their teachings,
we are prepared to say, that they have
among them, some of the most heautiful
Christian characters we have ever
known. ' They possess, in marked de-
gree, the missionary spirit, and their
self-denial in promoting the work of
God at home and abroad, is unsurpassed
by any denomination of Christians,
within our knowledge.

We have never been able to accept all
of their teachings; some things we have
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had largely to discount. As in all cases
of widespread interest along the deeper
lines of the spiritual life, Satan has been
in evidence, and his machinations have
been most destructive in the case of
many. But we dare not place wholesale
condemnation on the movement, on that
account., Satan hates a holy man; and
wherever a holiness revival is started,
he is on hand with his minions, to coun-
terfeit, distract, oppose, and destroy it
if possible. There have been some ter-
rible defections in the Pentecostal
Movement; so there have been in the
Holiness Movement, and away back in
the Apostolic Movement. Must we ut-
terly condemn the Wesleyan Movement,
because of the defection of Maxwell and
Bell and others? Nay; but rather let
us gather wisdom from their folly, and
avoid the rocks upon which they were
wrecked.

It is assuming a tremendous respon-
sibility, to utter wholesale condemna-
tion upon a class of people, who have
the real truth, though mixed with some
error, as we see it, and yet are living
lives of deepest devotion to God and
His cause; but may have among them
some who are not true. In our zeal
for hastily putting tﬁings right, it would
be well for us to listen to the admoni-
tion of the Master; ‘“Nay; lest while ye
gather up the tares, ye root up also, the
wheat with them.”

For forty years we have been in close
touch with the Holiness Movement. We
have known intimately, some of the
leaders: Inskip, MecDonald, Wood,
Hughes and many others. We have at-
tended their meetings, have been a 2on-
stant reader of their literature. We have
had their assistance in revival meetings
on our own charge, and we are pa2rfectly
sure that there are found among them
some of the purest saints that ever lived.
And yet, the late Dr. Fowler, who was
president of the National Holiness As-
gsociation when he wrote in July, 1909:
“I am so far an alarmist as to think
that the Holiness Movement is in great
peril. False doctrines, extravagance in
method, ecclesiastical propagandism in
the name of holiness, fanaticism and
other such things, however to be de-
plored, are always present and to be
expected wherever truth is pressed, but
our largest peril is not in these, but n
our own holiness ranks and in the ques-
tion of moral conduect. . . . Subtle and
indeed gross sins are found among pro-
fessed holiness people. Where the best
things are taught and testified, the worst
are found.
sible to find the practice of more subtle
and sinful, indeed more distressing and
damning sins, than people called holi-
ness people are found committing."

We copy the above from The Chris-
tian Witness of July, 1909. There is
more of the same kind, and much more
strongly expressed; but we mention
these things to show, that Satan is busy
in the very best human organization, en-
deavoring to paralyze their power and
overthrow their influence. And without
doubt, he is busily engaged in the ranks
of the Pentecostal, undermining their
strength, and if possible, crippling their

It would be quite impos-,
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usefulness. Shall we aid him in his
work, by rushing to hasty conclusions,
condemning the whole movement be-
cause of these manifest excresences?
The Holiness movement has been an
immense power for good, and will con-
tinue to be so, notwithstanding these
‘great defects. The Pentecostal move-
ment has stirred the hearts of myriads
of Christian people throughout the
world, and prompted to earnest prayer
for deeper consecration on the part of
the church of God, and has awakened
missionary zeal for the evangelization of
the world beyond all precedent. We
are treading on dangerous ground,
when we undertake te pronounce un-
qualified condemnation on the move-
ment which God has so greatly bleased.
The late Rev. A. B. Simpson, founder
and president of The Christian and
Missionary Alliance, was a man of re-
markable gifts and unadulterated piety.
He never accepted all the teachings of
the Pentecostal Movement; but believed
fully that the Movement was of God. In
the spring of 1910, he visited the mis-
sion of South America. While in Val-
paraiso, Chile, he was invited by Dr.
Hoover, pastor of the Methodist church,
in which there had been a remarkable
“Pentecostal” revival, to conduct the
service. In reporting the service to the
Alliance paper, he said: ** . .. The worg
in Valparaiso was accompanied by many
of the remarkable manifestations which
have come to our work in India, South
China, and many parts of Amerieca. . . .
We found the pastor, overflowing with
the love of God and the unction of the
Spirit, and yet sane and Secriptural im
his views and methods, and standing on
the same platform apparently as we do
in regard to this whole movement."
Our attitude towards the Pentecostal
Movement, as is well known, is that of
deep sympathy with its general teach-
ings and earnest effort to promote the
work of the Lord; but cannot accept all
of its interpretation of the Word. As
long as they keep to the great essential
truths, they have our sympathy and
prayers.—John M. Pike,

The following is the testimony glven by
Pastor P, C. Nealson, at the Detrolt Minls-
tera’ .Conference, Monday, Oct, 26th:

A Two-fold Deliverance,

Instead aof addressing the confereénce on
the tople assigned, T would ask the priy-
flege of glving my testimony to the mercy
of God in a two-fald deliverance In my life
the past nine days, This experience has
been to me llke a mew conversion, and T
cannot withhold my praise and thanksgiv-
ing for His great mercy to me. 3

At about 10 p, m., Saturday, October 16th,
at Atkinson Avenue and Hamilton Boule-
vard; I was trying to get a strest ear.
Beveral automohiles rushed by/ me; but
when T was surrounded on-all sides, I sud-
denly saw a big coupe coming toward me
at full speed, and within- a car's length
of me, My first thought was, “Here Is
where T got a through ticket for heaven.”

I had a boll directly over and covering my
left knee-cap, Thia leg must have been a
bit forward, for the bumper struck directly
on this bhoil, cutting a hole in my trousers,
and gending me sprawling backward. The
driver succeeded In stopping the car, so
that it did not g0 over me. Tt seems amaz-
Ing that I was dellvered from iInstant
death, and still more that no bones were

‘broken. , For this wonderful mercy I want

to record my thanlks.

I was hrought to my home, 354 Geneva
Ave., In the car which had struck me, and
that night I suffered great pain in my knee,
and the pain increased as the night wore on,
and during the next few days my condition
grew rapldly worse, as my fever rose and
my leg swelled from hip to foot. On
Thursday the doctor lanced my leg In two
places and established a drainage system,
which he kept open by inserting a large
plece of gauze changing the same every
day, And besides he put on a great
bandage, Into which warm water was
poured hourly. On Friday about a cup-
ful of puss was drawn from my knee and
it seemed to be getting steadily worse. The
doctor assured me that I was in for a
long siege, and as the infection had got-
#en Into the synovial sacks about the knee,
I might expect to be lame for many months
and should not he surprised if my knee
would always be stiff.

Friday afternoon it pleasea the Lord to
gend me a message of reproof for my lack
of faith, and my failure to do as directed In
Mis word (Jas. 5:14, 15). This message
ﬁm’ed‘ deeply into my soul, and I cried to

od for forgiveness. and resolved to take
she Lord at His word. He directed my

mind definitely to the persons I was to in-

vite to pray for me and anoint me. They
eame Saturday evening. The Lord said
shat He would heal me on their faith, if T,
g elder in His church, did not care to have
e ministry of healing,
shis gift, that it was necessary for me
10 be healed on my own faith and that these
#riends should simply pray that my faith

ut if T cared for

should be strengthened. I therefore asked
that I might be healed on my own faith.
The Lord sald He would heal me instantly
if I had faith for this, or gradually, if my
faith could reach no higher. The friends
prayed and anointed me according to God’'s
word, and while I was praying, the words
of Peter to Aencas (Acts 9:34), were given
to me as direct from God, “Jesus Christ
healeth thee; arise.”

T had not been off my bed for one mo-
ment for over five days, but I called for
my clothes, dressed mysel® and walked
downstairs. I had a good appetite for sup-
per, During the previous week I had hardly
been abla to partake of soup or other liquid
refreshments, prescéribed by the physician.
That same evening I walked up and down
stairs frequently, and like the lame man
at the Beautiful Gate of the temple, T felt
like “walking, and leaping, and praising
God" (Acts 3:8).

My _heallng, however, was not complete,
for it was according to my faith, and my
poor faith could not flzwre how ‘“‘the doc-
tor's necktie,” as I had called the gauze
he dally drew through the openings he had
made for drainage, could be drawn out if
the leg was perfectly healed instantly,
hanece my healing was wonderful, but not
complete, Sunday I wanted to sgo . to
church, but I could not get the doctor to
come early enough to remove the great
bandage and the ganze. He was not able
to find a drop of puss, and the/swelling was
gone, and the soreness too. e was as-
tonigshed, but as a precautionary measure
he Insisted on putting in another *neck-
tie,” and putting on another bandage. I
told him I had Yeen healed and read from
James to show him why I believed it and
needad no more banddges, but he said the
knee was the most dangerous part of the
whole- body, and/ I must le still soveral
days, to save myself serious trouble.

To doubt God's healing power after He
had raised me from this bed of suffering,
T felt was dishonoring Him, Hence I dress-
ed myself after the doctor was gone, and
enjoyed a good Sunday dinner with my
family; went eut calling in the afternoon,
and at night gave my people my testimony,
1 had written the president of the Min-
isters’ Conference that I could not be pres-
ent to speak today, but T felt God wanted
me to stand before vou and give my testi-
mony, hencé T removed the bandage and
the doctor's ‘necktie” myself this morn-
ing and phoned the doctor T should not
need him any ‘more on this case, and that
I was going to the Ministers' meeting and
would relleve him of all responsibility.

During my thirty-one years in the min-
fstry 1 have met many who have been
healed by the Lord, but T had never ex-
perienced His healing grace, and I had
never been anointed for heallng, I he-
lieved in healing as a remote possibility
for some select souls’of great faith, I
never dreamed that healing would be
granted to one so unworthy as T am. It
seems marvelous that. He would hear even

When my second gon came home from

s work in the Ford factory, nng found
me dressed and able to walk about and
rejoice in the Lord, he was more astonished
than he would have been If he had found
me stretched out for burial. My eldest
son, who attended me day and night for a
week, said it was the most wonderful thing
that ever happened in our family.

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900. Cam anybody go up in the rap-
ture without having the Baptism with
the Holy Ghost?

BEvery child of God asleep in Christ,
who has walked in all the light he has,
will go up in the rapture; and every one
who is now walking in all the light he
has will go up in the rapture. But if
you have the light on the scriptures, and
know that God wants to fill you with the
Holy Ghost, and that He has actually
commanded you to be filled with the
Holy Ghost, and you knowingly refuse
to obey God and let Him fill you with the
Bpirit, are you walking in the light?
If you are not, I urge you to do so at
once.

910. How do you explain the appar-
ent contradiction between Matt. 10:10
where Christ commands His disciples to
carry no ‘‘staves", and Mark 6:8 where
He permitted them to carry a *‘stafi" ?

It is true that staff in the English
language is merely the singular of the
plural word staves. But, there were
two kinds of staves used in New Testa-
ment days. One of these was a mere
staff, or walking stick, a symbol of
travel, and a means of support to lean
upon, just as it is to-day. This is what
Jesus specially gave permission to carry
in Mark 6:8. But the other kind of
gtaff (or staves) was used as a club
and a weapon of defense and of warfare.
This club of warfare Jesus especially
commanded His disciples in Matt. 10:10
not to earry. There is no real contra-
diction. A different thing is referred
to in each passage.

911. Is the water referred to in
John 3:5 real literal water? TIf it is,
does it not follow that water baptism is
indispensible to salvation?

The problem you have raised here is a
disputed ome. The only hint given in
the passage itself is that the two births
referred to here are the natural birth
and the spiritual birth. Jesus Himself
proceeds immediately in the very next
verse to say, ‘‘That which is born of the
flesh is flesh; and that which is born
of the Spirit is spirit.” This following
immediately the words of Christ as to
being born of water and of the Spirit,
seems to give the Master's own explana-
tion of the matter. No other hint at
explanation is given in the passage. If
this is the explanation of the preceding
verse, then being born of the water
evidently refers to the natural birth.
If you do not understand this, consult
some person who understands the nat-
ural birth, and they can explain this
to you. We often to-day refer to a
child of God as a “twice born man".
This simpTy means that the natural birth
j8 not enmough, but that we must also
have a spiritual birth. This is lkely

wﬁat Jesus meant, and if so water
baptism is not referred to.

There are others who hold that water
baptism is referred to, and yet do not
regard it as absolutely indispensible to
salvation. Such expositors hold that
Nicodemus had neglected the message
of John to repent and be baptized, and
since the baptism of John is called ‘“‘the
baptism of repentance” that the two
were regarded as one thing at that time,
and that Jesus simply meant to say to
him that he would have to accept the
message of John as to repentance, and
be born of the Spirit before he could
enter, into heaven. With this in view
the water would simply stand for re-
pentance, the fundamental thing about
the baptism of John.

912, Do you really believe that God
will allow one to be overcome by the
power of Satan who is calling on the
Lord for power, even though he may
he a very cold Christian? Do you be-
lieve that one who is truly seeking the
Lord, to he right in the sight of the
Lord and get cleaned up from his sins,
and to live for the glory of the Lord,
will be turned over by God to a delusion
from Satan?

If one merely wants power, and does
not want to get right with the L.ord,
and is just seeking after power for sel-
fish purposes to be something great in
the sight of men, then there is no
telling what sort of delusion one may
fall into who seeks with such a wrong
purpose. God says that He will let
those believe a lie who have no love for
the truth. 8o, we should turn our
hearts over to the Lord that the Lord
may make us truly humble and sincere,
and cause us to desire more to be right
and to be clean and to be righteous
than to have power. It is all right to
seek power from God to be used in an
unselfish way to the glory of God. There
is no danger whatever in any backslider,
or in even a big sinner seeking the Lord,
who is seeking to be cleaned up from his
sins, and to be made right in the sight
of God, and to be filled with God's
Spirit, that he might live to the glory
of His name.

913. Does Malachi 4:5-6 mean that
the real Elijah will actunally come again
before the return of the Lord to the
earth?

Some believe that this scripture was
fulfilled in the ministry of John the
Baptist, who came in the spirit and pow-
er of Elijah. Others believe that those
filled with the Holy Ghost in the last
ten years or so and proclaiming, under
the power of the Spirit all round the
earth, repentance, the same message
that John preached, are fulfilling this
passage in Malachi. But others be-
lieve that these are only types of Elijah,
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and that Elijah himself will again re-
turn to earth, - Most all of those who
hold this last view, hold that Elijahk
will be one of the two witnesses men-
tioned in Rev. 11:3-12. There are gopd
reasons for believing that Elijah will
return to earth again, though I myself
am not dogmatic on this point. I see
how that one coming in the power and
spirit of Elijah might be referred to as
Elijah, just as John the Baptist was.

914, Is the interpretation of Gen.
6:4, to the effect that fallen angels were
joined to the famous women on earth
and their offspring became the sinful
giants of those days, correct?

No. The sons of God here referred
to are the sons of Seth, and the daugh-
ters of men were the godless daughters
of Cain. The sons of Seth failed the
Lord and gave away to the lust of the
flesh and preferred the beautiful, sin-
ful daughters of the rejected line of
Cain to the service of God. No wonder
their children were still more godless
than themselves, and that this brought
upon the earth the judgment of the
flood, as a punishment for their apos-
tacy.

915. We have no Pentecostal work
at this place. ..Shall we pay our tithes
to the worldly churches here, or shall
we send it to the Pentecostal workers
to preach the full gospel either in this
country or as missionarvies in foreign
lands?

You are the Lord’'s steward for ad-+
ministering the tithes of that which He
puts into your hands. It is up to you
to decide for yourself where it will
most please the Lord for you to put it.
As for me, I can answer without hesi-
tation that I would want my tithes to go
where they would help to preach the
whole gospel of the blessed Christ.

When the time arrived for Brother
and Sister Needham to visit North China,
Brother Harold E. Hansen felt definitely
led to announce a Missionary Confer-
ence to convene at Peking. Although
the notice was given only a short time
before the Conference, there was an
immediate response, and in the neigh-
borhood of forty missionaries gathered
in for the Conferemnce.

Brother Harold K. Needham writes
as follows:

The station where Brother Hansen is
located is composed of a group of small
native houses arranged about a court in
regular Chinase fashion. During the Con-
ference days a cloth capopy was astretehed
pver thig court and it made an ideal
place for the dining tables to be spread,
far our family of over forty missionaries.

The opening day of the Conference found
a much larger group of mi naries as-
sembled in the Chapel than T he
to #sée and they had not all arrived yet.
Wea had all heen praying for and looking
forward to these days in which so many
of the misggionaries of North China would
be gathered together, with great expec-
tanoey, aud I belleve we all felt the assur-
ance in our hearts that firdst morning. that
the Lord was going to make it a time of
great blessing,

As a kKev note of the Conference, the
Lord lafd on my heart for the first morn-
ing, a message from the thirteenth chapter
of first Corinthlang ' Asg that chapter .on
Divine Tove 18 placed In between the
unfolding of the g aperation and con-
trol of the Holy Spirit, so His love must
