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Again would I bring to our readers 
this deep and mysterious Truth at union 
with Jesus Chris I , This mystery ot God, 
which was bid In God throughout ag08 
and generationK, will ever be untoldlng 
thronghout thos(' CYCI('H of ages that lie 
hdore us In gtern lty. 

God has sO orclalncd It that we must 
r('aill.e upon our union with Jesus Cbrlst 
If we would be overcomers. We are 
told that, "We are moro than conquer­
ors through !-11m that loved us;" or, 
literally, "through union with Him that 
10H'd u~" ( ltom. 8: 37). Again we 
read: "Thanks be to God, who giveth us 
tho \'ictory through ou r Lord J esus 
Ch r ist" (1 Cor . H:57). Again: "Bu t 
t h:mks be unto God , wh o nl ways lead eth 
us III tri u mph In Ch r ist ," o r "through 
ou r union with Christ" (2 Cor. 2: 14 ). 
'rhese are but 0. row at ma ny Scr iptures 
which plainly point ou t the way to a 
victorio us lite. 

"For as many or you as were baptized 
In to Christ (Into union with Christ ) did 
put on Christ" (Gal. 3:27). T he wor d 
"baptize" means "to merge, t o sa.tu­
rate, to suhmerge until a n a r tic le Is 
ontlrely covGrecL" 1'011 COl n see tbe 
dopth of these meanings when a plllied 
to ou r being baptized In to union with 
J esus Christ. Just o.s 0. garment Is 
dropped In to the wnter a n d is covered 
and "aturated both wit h in a nd w ithout 
with the water , so wo uld Ood have us 
y ield to this r elation whi ch H e has es­
tabli shed, un til our un ion with J es us 
shan DlO \' e al ong e very channel, an d 
"ark upo n ever y r elatio n in our lives. 

Ba ptism by Immer sion (a nd there Is 
no otber ScrIptural mode of baptism) Is 
th e mo r; t beautiful setting forth of our 
uni on wltb Jesus Chris t, and, through 
HIm, being brought nigh to th e Father 
an d to the Holy Spiri t. But while we 
believe In bapti sm by Immersion, it we 
d o not appreh end Its deep underlying 
meaning; If we do n ot yield in order that 
th e r elati on to Chris t which It sets forth, 
may wo rk and be perfected In our Uves , 
th e meaning is lost sight at aud Immer­
s ion becomes a mere rite. 

The word "baptize" also means, "To 
wash by submerging so that all Is 
cl eansed within and without." You can 
easily see that tbere Is no pl ace in here 
ror the "old man" to appear aUer we 
have been united with J es us. The very 
rHe at baptism shows that tho "old man" 
Is done away when we are born again; 
for if h e is not dead, why should we go 
through the torm of having blm burled? 

The "old man" Is that state of the un­
regenerato man, received through the 
fall of man, which is under the leader­
ship of Adam tbe first, and which makes 
us children of Satan. The "new man" Is 
that state of the regenerate man, re­
ceived at tbe new birth, which Is under 
the leadership at Adam th e Second, or 

Jesus Christ, which makes U8 children of 
God. 

Atter wo are born again, Ood calls 
UIJon us to die to tbo self-lite through 
reckoning ourselves dead unto sin and 
allvo ulllo God through unlou wltb Jesus 
It Is to the selt-lIfe, o.nd not to the u n­
regellf'raLEl nature, or the "old man," 
that Christians must dIe. The "ol~ 
man," or tbe evil, fallen nature which 
we received from Salan, a nd wblch made 
u~ his children, passed away wben we 
were born again. 

It we haye the nature at Satan, or 
th o natnra which we call the "old ma.n," 
wo are cbildren at Satan. ft , th r ough 
u n io n wit h J esus Ch r ist , we h a.ve the 
na t ure at God , wh ich Is t bo "new man ," 
wo a re c hlld ren ot 0-0(\. If (he "old 
mnn" r omalned in us nfLer wo w ere 
saved, we wo uld have two natures, the 
dhlne n a ture of Ood and the evll natu re 
of the devi l. We would have two 
fatlle re,-God and Satan. E ven In the 
natura l, we know it is impossible tor a 
child to have bu t one father, or to 
havo t he natu re of pu t one [atber . 
An d it Is just as im possible in th e 
s piri tu a l. 

People confuse the natu ral, the h u­
ma u , lite sel f-li fe ( these th ree ter ms 
a re practi cally syn onomo us) , with the 
" old m an ; " wh er eas th ey arc not at all 
tile same. J esus said : "It an y man 
wou ld come a fte r m e, let hi m deny h im­
self an d take up bis cross da ily and 
t oll ow m e. " H e d oes not say: "Let him 
d en y the old man." 

The natur al , hurqan or seU-lIfe were 
In Adam before he tell. Even our dear 
Lord said: "I can do nothing at mysell;" 
so we see tbat the natural tbat made up 
His humo.n individuality, was also In 
Christ In His humanity, bu t It was a b­
solutely under God's control s o that He 
never spoke nor acted at Hlmselt. 

Sin Is not, and never was, an attribute 
of humanity, although many do not 
appear t o kn ow this. SIn is an attribute 
of Satan, and when man tell he acqu ired 
s in with the nature at Satan, and the 
human nature was brought lmder its 
power. This fact, that s in Is ,not an at­
tribute or humanity, Is exemplified both 
In Adam berore he disobeyed God, and in 
Jesus Chris t throughout His earthly life. 

In the place at building our theology 
and beliefs upon same body's experience, 
if we become as little children and let 
the Word of God build our theology, 
many tangles will be untangled and 
many experiences will be renamed. 
Many persons, who claim to ho.ve ex­
porlenced 8!lUctification as a definite 
socond work of grace, will call It salva­
tlon; and others will call it "being re­
claimed tram a backslidden condition." 

The word "justIfy" means "to render. 
just, innocent, righteous, holy. To re­
lease; to f'Tee from." God can never. 
Justlty the "old man," or the sinful 

nature, for the ··old man" has been 
sentenced lO ,death and thero can be no 
mercy tor him; therefore, beforo God 
can justify us, the "old man" mus-t go, 
he must die. 

The evil nature, which made us chil­
dren of Satan, must be done away before 
we can become children at God; there­
tore, God has united us with Jesus Christ 
In His death on the cross In order that 
this evil nature, or the "old man," Juay 
be done away (Rom. 6:6). lie has also 
united us with Jesus Cbrist in His resur­
rection in order that we may receive the 
divine nature and become the child ren ot 
God (Rom. 0:5; 1 Pet. 1:3). 

'Wherofore Ir any man Is in Christ (or 
In union with Chris t ), be Is a new crea­
ture (or "there Is 'a cr eating afresh· ' ): 
the old things a re passed away; behold, 
they are become new" (2 Cor. 5:17) 
It the "old man" is still in him, as SOOle 
teach, what has become new? H e has 
the same "old man" he had wben he 
was lost and was a sinner; the SAme 
"old man " that was in h im ail h is lite. 

Accor ding to this tMchl n g (though 
the sin s arc sa id to be forgiven). salva­
tio n did noth ing to the "old man:" 
there tore , as far as we can see, there 
was no I n w~rd change. Let u s remem· 
ber that neither justification Dar an )' 
other work of God is an outwlu'(l work. 
God's work Is always an inward work. 
He ap plies t he r emedy of redemption to 
the in ward pr inCiple and cause of si n , 
and not to th o ou tward acts. 

lt Is clear ly set torth i ll t h is verse 
that t ho man wbo Is savee! Is a new 
crea ture because the " old ma n" has bee n 
done away. He Is de Uvered tram the 
bondage of th e devil an d from sin, and 
is t r ansla ted out of t he kingdom at 
darkness In to the ki ngdom of light. He 
leaves the lire of Satan in th e kin gdom 
at d a rkness where It be longs; an d be 
has r eceived the lite o f God nn d h as been 
t ranslated in to t he kingdom of th e SOIl 
o f Ood's love. 

H an y ma n Is In union with J e~:iUs 

Chri s t In the kingdom ot light, h e is a 
new crco.ture with the life ot God in him. 
T her ea fter It Is n ecessary for h im to 
wa lk In J esus Chris t as he received H im; 
wh ich- it h e Is fa. lthful-mcnns a. b ol y. 
victorious lite. 

'Ve some times torget tba.t the one wbo 
has just been born aga in is only a ba by 
In the Lord . A new-born babe, in tb e 
natural, Is jus t a s much a hum a n be lu~ 

a s he will be at seventy or a hundred 
yeara old. H e Is a perfect human being 
as a baby, although h is body and tacut· 
ties are not yet develope<} and must 
become mature. 

Thus It is with the man that Is just 
saved. He has not mature wisdom and 
understanding; he has not discernment 
and spiritual in sight ; he does not know 
bow to follow the Lord as he will kno ..... 
later on. But a s- be walks in Christ 
(literally, In union wIth Chris t) as be 
received Him, he will grow and become 
mature; ho will be victorious up to the 
light he has at eacb stage at his Chris­
tian lite. 

We are saved through receiving Jeeua 
Christ, In whom is the lUe. But Jesus 
ChrIst does not enter into union with 
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Satan: neither does He Ih'e in the same 
temple with him, which would have to 
be the case if lhe "old man" were in us 
after we were saved. Xo one who has 
the fallen nature in him can be in union 
with J<'sus Christ (2 Cor. 6:15, 16). And 
If Christ. Jesus Is not In us we are repro­
bate (2 Cor. 13:5); and it any man bath 
not. the SI)lrlt of Christ, he Is none of His 
(Hom. 8:9). 

"FOr as lllallY of you a:;, were merged, 
suhmerged, saturated, covered in union 
with Jesu5 Christ, did clothe yourselves 
in Jesus Christ." ~\s you reckon upon 
VOUI' union with ,1esus in His death, and 
~'ictorlously take the place of death, yOll 
are clothing yourself with Je::iUs. He 
possesses you a little more within, and 
clothes you a little more without. 

Beloved, you can be so saturated, so 
merged In your union with Jesus Christ, 
that the Ilower of this relation will work 
and be manifested In every word and 
action berore the face of man, and in 
Elvery thought and feeling before the 
face of Ood. You can moye and live In 
conscious union wiLh Him; you can think 
your th oughts and speak In union with 
Him. 

Paul said he spoke In Christ, or in 
unlonwithChrist(~Cor.2:17). Hyou 
did tbls how do you think It would af­
fect your words and actions? You would 
not have to think about what you should 
or should not speak: you would only 
ha\'e to gunrd your heart with all dili­
~ence and maintain yOUl" union with 
Jesus Christ. When H e has control at 
yu ur thoughts and the innermost feelings 
of your beart, your words will become 
"'liko apples or gold (divine nourish­
ment) In II network or silver" (covered 
by the atonement). 

In these days the Spirit is constrain­
ing us to go down to the real meaning 
and depth of God's Truth; and to sonnd 
lhe bottom of every condition within uB. 
He docs not lead us, neither does the 
Word teach us, to change the outward 
appearance and manlfeltaUolll; but t( 
be changed froth within . If a eb.lh1 hu 
the measles, the physician does not treat 
the eruption which appears on the body , 
bn t he goes down to the. seat or the 
t rouble, whIch is inward, and doctors 
the system. 

Th is is the way God works. The words 
and actions that dishonor God will be 
put away when the thoughts are bronght 
into captivity un to the obedience at 
Jesus Christ. When God controls the 
Inne r bei ng , your words wIll savor or 
His wisdom a nd fragrance; yonr acts and 
dally walk will beco me glorious and 
Chr istli ke, and will speak of Him who 
d""ells and works within . 

If you have been baptized In to union 
with Jesus Christ , you have been bap­
tized Into His dea t'f1. . In other words , if 
you ha\'e been baptized into this super­
natural relation of nnlon with Him, you 
have been submerged into His death, 
and the death should work in every place 
In yo w.r Ute, jus t as every part of a gar­
men t is sat.urated by being submerged 
in the water. 

Our union Ith Him means, first of 
all, union In His death so tha.t His death 
covers and works In every ayenue of our 
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lives, as the wat(!r con·rs tbe whole 
person of one" ho goes down into It in 
bapthom. It Is thu~ lhal "(he old things 
have passed away." God clearly telb us 
tbat. we havo been b,lptizcd into vital 
union witll Jesullo, thereforo we have been 
baptiz~d into per(f'ct union with Him 
in Hi:; death, nnd Ihis is the secrcl of ali 
victory. \\"e have bl'cn crnclfied with 
Him. 

]f, howen'I', It were only union with 
Christ In lIis death, we would still be in 
our Sill:; (1 Cor. Hi:13-1U, espeCially 
verse 17). liut there Is a wonderful 
relation that rel;ult~ from being bap­
tized into IIi:; death lwd that is being 
baptized into His lifo through union with 
Him In His resurrection. 

"That llko as Christ. was raisod tram 
the dead through the glory at the Father, 
so we also might walk In newne!<8 of 
lire" (Rom. 6:4). He did not remain 
dead; Ho did not remain In the tomb, 
[or the divine life was In Him. ~\Ild like 
as He was raised tram the dead through 
thq power of the lire of God, so we also 
arc raised by tbis same power Of the liCe 
of God to walk in newness of life. 

We are raised up with the lire of God 
In the place at tbe sin[ul nature, or the 
"old Ullin," which made us children of 
Satan. The human, or the natural, the 
self, which makes us the indl\'lduals we 
are, Is eyer with UM; but the "old man" 
was burled becauso he bad been dealt 
with and died when we were put. int'b 
union with Christ on lhe cross. And 
he never arose [1'0111 the tomb. 

We must always behold ourselves In 
Christ. 'Ye must look upon ourselves 
as new creatures with power to walk in 
viclory because ot the divine life within 
us. At avery opportunity, we must de­
ny ourselves and every move and desire 
of tbe natural. .As we choose God and 
HIs wUl In the place of ourselves and 
our own desires, we shall come more and 
more under the control of the Spirit and 
{lito & lite o[ perfect victory. 

Tbt lame choice faces us wbich raced 
Adam before he tell; namely, whether 
we will choOiie, please and 6bey our­
selves; or whether we will choose and 
obey God. Because God has delIvered us 
from the fallen nat ure and bas given 
us divine lIfe through union wIth Jesus 
Christ, we can choose to obey God and 
a re able to abide by our choice t.o the 
glory of God, 

Years ago because at much contr o­
versy that was abroad, and because of 
some rays at light God hud given me, I 
cried to God that He would reyea l the 
Truth along th is line, and He answered 
my prayer in a. very precio us way. lIe 
sho wed m e a slender stripli ng tree wbose 
top had been tastened to the earth. It 
was helpless. It could not r ise up nor 
respond to the light and warmth at the 
sun. But ono d a y tbe gardner came to 
that. little tree and cut the band that 
held it. down In bondage. and set tt free .

Dr. Hitchcock sny!,!: "In fact our 
earth is In plain words a charged shell, 
tbe whole Interior for upwards of 7,001) 
miles in diameter !s one vast ocean of 
moltcn rock and liquid nre," 

The crust of the earlh Is nothing 
more than 11 thin "kin, a just idea of 
which may be given by a sheet or card· 
hoard sUl'l'oundlng a liquid spbere three 
feet In dlamNer. 

But a litt.1e way helleath our feet 
therc is a raging molten sea of fire, 
which iR eV('Ir threatCnl!lg to burst the 
sheil and ellvelop the world in flames, 

Every miner know,. t.hat the mine 
~I'OwS hott£'r the deepe-r he goes. It 
b, calculated that the telllperature rl~£'s 
one dcgree fol' each sixty feet we go 
below the slll'face. 

Of the Intensity of th(> heat within 
the earth no idea ('an be fOrmed, The 
lava. thrown out from a \'olcano in j\lex­
jeo was RO hot that it c6ntluu~1 to ll1110ke 
for years, In differ@nt parts of t.he earth 
islands have b<>en thrown up from the 
depth>: of the sea, in a red-hot g-lowing 
conditlo'll, so jlltcllfle!y heated that after 
being forced through fathoms of writeI' 
1t w:t!l not for months ('001 enough to 
handle. 

So we art' living over a f\re, It is no 
wonder that the authors of "Th" t'Il'S('en 
1'1llyerse" offel' this prediction: "Heat 
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b par excellence, the dread of tbls uni­
verse and will no doubt untlmntely brIng 
the C'ntlre Rystem to an t'nd." 

It we ~aw persons 011 a raft in the 
ocean, being tossed up and down, we 
would naturally feel alarmed for their 
;;jft't~'. And if they felt no dang~r be· 
caUSe of the raft we would conclude 
liH'y did not realize their condition. 

Our POSilion more nearly resembles 
Ihelrs than roost know, We are floating 
on a sea, only ours Is a ~ea of liquid fire, 

Besides this great central fire there 
are other conrlitlons which make a con­
flagration easy. 'rhere are billions of 
tons of coal. Xlne hundred million tons 
are m iliad each year, 

There are millions of gallons ot oil 
and other combustible liquids deposited 
in many llarts of the world. Says Sir 
Charles Lyell-"'i\'hen WE! consider the 
combustible nature of the elements of 
the earth, the facility with which thei r 
compounds may be decomposed and 
made to enter into new combinations, 
when we recollect the expansive power 
of steam, and that water itself is com· 
posed of two gases which by their union 
produce intense heat; when we call to 
mind the number of explosive compounds 
whla11 have already been discovered, we 
may share the astonishment of PHQY, 
that a single day should pass without a 
general eonttagration." 

Peter says-"The heavens shall pass 
away with a great noise and the ele 
ments shall melt with fervent heat and 
the earth and the t.hillgs that are there­
in shall be burned up."
