Skeptics have said that God does not 
henr nnd answer llrayer. They have 
rldl~\lled tl)(' Idpa. Th('y have told us 
that God has e!;tabll<thed c('rtn.ln laws, 
the ]:LWfl of nalure, and that God does not 
set R!dtieo His own laws, hut that He 
works in hnrmony with them. It mIght 
lle snid In reply that It is Indeed true 
that God workR in harmony wllll H is 
own laws, but that one of His Immutn­
bl(' laws which He has eslabl1shed and 
through which H e has work"d and sUll 
WOl'kh Is thnt lis Immutably answers 
pra)"Pr. 

The qU(lslion neeoc} not be a rgu ed. We 
havc so llIa ll Y ~vldence8 that it l)a)"~ to 
pray, that God hearkens un to the cries 
of His neople, and that there can be 
no progl"('ss in the things of Ood without 
prayer, no gracious outpouring at the 
Spirit wllhoull)raycr, no wonderful man­
iff's tatlons of the divine presence and 
pow('r unless people proy , that It seems 
to us t ha t when the calJ goes forth at a 
time of real need every C11ild of God 
should bCfltlr Illmself or h orsoH and 
get under the burden and begin to pray, 
nnd that the praying should continue 
until the heavens gl\'e rain and the shout 
of victory Is heard in Israel's camp. 

Revivals have eve r come in answer to 
prayer. It Is quite safe to say that 
tbere has never been a gracious re­
vival anywhere, a real revlva.l, where 
lleople have reCused or neglected to 
pray. John I{nox prayed and Queen 
Mary trembled. She feared the prayers 
at this man of God morG than she feared 
the armies of her foes. John Wesley 
pra.yed and a gracious wave at revivnl 
swept over England and its benign in­
ft.uences extended to America and the 
ends of the eartb, and altbo ugh Wesley 
is dead, like the Apostle Paul, and, 
lIke Abel who "offered unto God a more 
excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which 
he obtained witness that be was rlght· 
eoU8, Ood testifying of his gitUi .. , he, 
being dead, yet speaketh." 

Charles G. Finney tells us of a poor 
consumptive who was not able to do 

anything but pray. He prayed, and re­
"I\':li8 sprang up. God poured out His 
Spirit In various places. The revivals 
Beemed to spring up spontaneously. No­
hody seemed to be able to account ror 
them. Atter the consumptive's death 
his diary was round and read. and the 
dlseov('ry was madG that he bad been 
a man of prayer, that he had given hi m­
!;olf up to prayer, and that tbe revivals 
had come in answer to the heart telt 
C'riC's of his inmost soul, and that they 
had come In the order in which he bad 
prayed. 

What a man of prayer was David 
Brainard! Few have eve; prayed as he 
prayed. The worl d wlll neve r know how 
much It owes to the prayers of this man 
who, like Epaplnas, labored fervently In 
prayers. Col. 4 :12. How interested he 
was in the poor In dians! Not able to 
speak their lang uage, he spent wbole 
days In the depths of the forest, wres~ 

tHng with Ood tor their salvation. He 
usc d to pray, to use his own words 
"till my whole body was wet with sweat , 
though I "'as In tbe shade and the wind 
was ·cool". We are told that on a cer­
tai n occrtslon he preached th rough an 
Inte rpreter who was so intoxicated that 
he co uld scarcely stand . God honored 
the Word as it went fo rth, and scores 
wer(' converted to God. The mos t of 
us would have tbought that It would be 
uso less to preach under stich clrcum­
stauces. but not ~o Brainard. He had 
prayed, and be was believing God. Thero 
wa!; no , ther Interpreter to be bad. and 
!;() this man of God with the burden of 
so uls upon bim, deli vered Ili s message-­
God's message-expecting results, and 
God did not s uffer him to he dlsap-
1l0intGd. William Carey read hi s life 
an(1 It led him to go to India as a. mis­
s ionary of tpe cross. Payson read It 
when he was a young man of twenty 
years, and he said In later life that 
nothing hf' ha (1 f'ver read had "0 pro­
foundly Impressed him. Rohert Murray 
McCbeyne read It, and his life was great­
ly Influenced thereby. Jonathan Ed­
wards who watched over him during 
his last days and in whose house he 
(~Ied afterwards said, "I praiso God 
that It was His providence that be should 
die in my house, that I might hear bis 
prayers, and that I might witness bls 
consecration, and that I might be in­
spired by his great example." It Is said 
that when Johna than Edwards sent out 
that lrumpet ca ll to Christendom to 
pray for the conversion of the world , 
that trumpet call which has been re­
garded as the trumpet call of modern 
missions, be was yery largely inspired by 
the vision and the prayers of th is dy­
Ing mall . 

Protessor Morse, the inventor of the 
telegraph, was once asked if tbere had 
not been Urnes while he was engaged in 
the great work which resulted 80 suc-
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cess[ully, when he knew not what to do 
next, and he answered, "Yes, more than 
once I came to the place where J knew 
not which way to turn or what to do". 
"And what did you do when you came 
to a place like that?" The great in~ 
ventoI' replied Eolemnly, "I may an$wer 
you In confidence. but it Is something 
of which the world knows notbing. 
Whenever I could not see my war clearly 
J prayed for more light , and it always 
came." 

God has promised to supply all our 
need accol'(ling to H is riches In glory by 
Christ Jesus. But there Is a method. 
a plan, hy wbich and in accordance w ltll. 
the workings of which our need Is sup­
Jllied. He has designed and ordained 
that our need shall be met through 
prayer. And so It our need is not s up­
plied It is because we fail to pray. "We 
have not because we ask not.·, 

Christians who gl'()w In the graces of 
the Christian life, disciples who learn of 
their Lord and Master. workers who 
have the power to prosecute St:CC6S<j­

fully the work to which God has c:\lied 
them, are men and womE'n of prayer. 

There has heen need ot praye:' e\'e r 
si nce God create(1 man and placed him 
here in this world. J esus was a man; 
He was the God-man. Tt was nC(:£1ssary 
for Him to pray. He could not get along 
without prayer. He had made the 
worlds. "All things were marIe by fIlm, 
and without Him was not anything made 
that was made." Surely it anybody 
through all the ages cou ld have got along 
wIthout prayer that man was Jesus Bnt 
every reader of the Gospels knows that 
the lite of the Son of Man who wns hi so 
the Son of God was a life of pra}-er. He 
spent whole nights in commu nion with 
His Father. Betore He chose His dis­
ciples H e spent the nigh t upon H is 
kn ees before God. He agonized in 
prayer In the Garden of Gethsf'mane. 
" He offered up prayers with strong cry­
ing and tears unto Him that was able 
to save Him from death, and was heard 
in that He teared. " SInce It was neces­
sary for Jesus t o pray in order that He 
might fill the place He had como into 
the world to fill and to do the work He 
had come into the wor ld to do, it is 
necessary for us to bo men and women 
of prayer. 

Christians prayed much in the Apos­
tolic age. This Is evident trom wha.t i~ 
written in the Acts at the Apostles, tuat 
wonderful accoun t which we have in th e 
New Testament of the work which J asus 
continued to do through H is own chosen 
workers after His ascension into h eaven. 
And every reader of the hi story of the 
Christian Church knows that th 8; mpn ' 
and women who ho.'Ve accolUplished real 
things for God since the days of t1!e 
Apos tles have been men and women who 
kn'ew how to pray and who spent much 
time with God In prevailing prayer. 
There was perhaps never greater need of 
pra.yer than at the present time. The 
need is Indeed great. We a.re living In 
the last days. We are approaching the 
hour 01 the rapture. Jes us Is coming 
soon. ' Tbe evidences tha.t His coming 
is at ba.nd are mulUplying all the time. 
It will not be long until the clouds will 
part above <>ur heads and our divine

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Lord will descend, the Bridegroom for 
His Bride. The storm of the Great 
Tribulation will burst upon the earth. 
That which we do we must do quickly

In opposition to all this. there is 
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modern denial of all the fundamental 
facUl ot Bible revelation, and this by 
men ordained to the ChrlsUan ministry 
and still holding pulplk. In orthodox de­
nominatlono;; Arter a comrortable din­
ner a doctor of divinity of nn evangeli­
cal denomination conveyed to me his 
conclusions on maLlers ot religion, He 
said that he rejected all authority and 
depended upon tbe results of hlg reason. 
To him the Pentateuch was of doubtful 
)'IOf;alc authorship, and certainly con­
tained many "tolklore stories." Paul 
wa~ declared to ha.ve garbled tbe teach· 
ings ot J esus and to have foisted upon 
the world a doctrine of tbe church that 
would have been severely condemned 
by the ).Iaster, Regarding his own out­
look for Immortality, the comtortable 
doctor yawned, and said tbat be war 
not sure concerning the future, and 
did not much care: that It It pleased 
the great Author ot all things to snuff" 
out his existence after ten or fifteen 
year~ more of world lire,he wou ld regis­
ter no protel<t, for he had had n bully 
good time whlle here. 

Such thought and utterAnce is even 
less than I)agan. It not only betrays the 
benumbing of the' soul's Hner asplra· 
lions, but Ignores history and gives ex, 
presfilon to twaddle just a!; If J esus 
Christ had never lived and had ne,'er 
died.

Writers who scorn the Bible doctrine 
that Jesus Christ was born In humanity 
to furnish a new Adam for tbe race and 
Q.. way of salvation through obtainm€'nt 
of pardon and lite through Him are 
multiplying books to prove salvation 
by struggle and attainment and instead 
of life through union with Christ. they 
hold Ollt the pOSsibilities of reach i ng 
eternal peace through multiplied IncaI'· 
naLions and self·dlsclpllne during each 
l>erlod of the progressive incarnaUon 
Attainment for obtainment Is a damn­
Ing heresy. 

All systems that emphasize the human 
rather tha.n the divine are antl·Christian. 
Eddylsm OJ' Christian Science. fah.ely so­
calleel, is distinctly anti-Christian in that 
It presents ;\rrs. Eddy as having redis­
oovered a prinCiple which Jesus once 
knew and practiced and then presenting 
to the world a SY8tem of living by affirm­
Ing truth and denying error without 
special reference to the' risen Chri~t 

The fact is. anyone who proposes to 
practice the prinCipleI'! of Christian 
Science can, after lenrning them, get 
along nicely without. either J esus or Mrs 
Eddy. It is a creed without n Christ. a 
plan Without a person. 11 system at ~al­
vation without a Saviour. I t Is in line 
with other ~)'stems which substitute at­
tainment for obtAinment.
