dangerously sick. \ vcry plausible ar­
gt,m cut! 

"u It is the dh'lne will to heal, why 
are believers In this truth e\'er permitted 
to be .. Ick? ~Iay the Spirit of God il~ 
lumlnate ou r heants and minds wh ile we 
sit together! WHY? 

"'''''1 RS1'. In order to test our faith. 
"'0 say when we are well that we be­
lieve Christ is Healer as well as Saviour. 
God may permit us to be()ome sick In 
order to teat our faith in what we pro­
feas, to see whethe r after our profes!>loll 
we are going to run for a doctor as soon 
as we get in a place of real need. The 
fire !'\hows how much gold is in the rock. 
There could be no victory without a 
bnltlo. There could be no t r iumph 
withou t a tri aL There could be no 
healing wItbout a sickness! I suppose 
that God could bave thwarted the pur~ 
pose of the enomles of Daniel and have 
saved him from the lion's den, bllt bad 
Hc (\one so Daniel never would have 
k nown what it was to triuin l)h over the 
liol18 In the den tht'otlgh the power of 
God, and the filory wouid never ba\'e 
fl1l~d our souls in this day of the world. 
I would not be surp r ised If Satan s) oke 
to the three H(>brew!'\ about that time 
and said: "See here, bors, there must he 
a mistake about your God being able 
and willing to deli\'E'r, or He would not 
l)ermit Daniel to he put into the lion'R 
dell." But, ah' God had a deeper and 
grander purpose in \'iew than hUman 
eye could discern. 
~o doubt the living Golu could haye 

saved the Hebrew children from the 
fiery fUl'nace, but had H e done so they 
would never have known the blessednoss 
of walking with th e Son of God in the 
midst of fire and flame, Ilnd of coming 
out without the smell of fire upon thE"lr 
garments.

"Deloved, 
think it not strange concerning tbe flery 
trlal that Is to try ron." 

SECOND. That we may prove God

The child of Ood on n. sick-bed is jus t 
in the place to prOHl the promise that 
"the prayer or fa.lth shal1 save the sick!" 
Glory be LO God forever! 

Awar batk in G .. ' nebi:-l the Lord said: 
".\nd It shall come to pa-S!; when I bring 
n. cloud o\'pr the ~arth, then 6hull the 
bow he ~een in the ('loud." This had a 
s piritual significance.

The cloud must arl~e first and COn'r

With· 
out the dark back-ground of sickn('Ss 
we co uld not persollally prove the prom­
ise that "the praYf'r of faith shall save 
the sick" not the wl'lI I \Ve could never 
prO\'e that Chrl!'t could heal did we 
never need a healing. The IOAL are the 
ones to prove tbnt Christ can sa\'e thp 
10tit, Tho sick a.re the ones to prove 
th1l.t Christ can h(>al the sick! ~ 

THIRD. FOr the stn>ngt..lie n ing of 
our faith. ThIs I~ a natural outcome of 
the a.bove reaSOIlK. A tried faith that 
proves tbe trutMulness of God'~ prom· 
Ise8 wlll always be folio wed by an In­
crease of faith. I have no doubt that 
the faith of Daniel and the three He 
brews was muclt stronger a.fter their 
experl('nce than it was before. Previous 
to t heir t r ial it might be called "detcr~ 
minate talth" but afterwa rd I t was "can· 
fldent fait h ". 1'hey had proved tho pow~ 
er of God to deliver.

It plcturl'f> an ox, an altar and a plow. 
with the following hi.~crl]ltlon at the 
bottom: "For sacrifice or service." This 
Is good, but It does not go far enough. 
It should read tor Racriflcc nnd service: 
not the sacrifice necessita.ted by sel'vlce, 
bllt a sacrlflce preceedlng servlcl'. Rom. 
12:1 reveal ... this very clearly. Take 
It in: " T beseech you ther efore , brethren. 
by the mercies ot God, that YOll present 
yo ur bodies (seh'cs) a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable un to God, wblch Is your 
reasonable SC1',·ke. 

Here is Ollr hlgheat sen-Ice. rendering 
all othe r dh'inoly directed se r\'ice ac­
ceptable and cfT'ective. 

'We mllst first '!l-acrifice ourseh'es to the 
Lord, a whole burnt ottering , betore we 
can offer our sncrlfices ot sendee. Ah 
acceptable service must be holy and wit h ­
out blemish. and go on the altar of God 
to die. A whole burnt ofT'erlng. to be 
rednced to ashes, and seemingly in­
capacitated tor service, tor wba.t use 
can God ma.ke of helpless ashes-? 
He !'lays He w1ll give beauty for a!';hes, 
making us ornamental as well as useful; 
but few care to -Sec ure this divine 
ornamentation by way 01' the ash beap. 

We otten hear desires expressed by 
some of Cod's children similar to what 
we onci;' heard from a stst('r who tcstl4 
fled that she was very anxious tor the 
Lord to baptize hpr In the Holy Spirit, 
he-cause she had talents and knew tbat 
the Lord could grea.tly U~ ber.

Now YO Il can readily toee that It we 
are consecrated to die we are ready for 
a.nything and e\'crything, but not other­
wise, and we know that we canIlot con~ 
secrnte a dead thing, or a thing ot no 
value to ourselves or to God; but a ny 
person or th Illg He cOllsents to accept 
has to be pill to death. But anything 
thnt Is worth putting to dea.th He resur­
rects. aud that which He resurrects He 
vitalizes. and lltilizea, and the reason 
why there are 80 tew tbus tully conse­
crated. and ~ little that He can make 
use ot, is because we will not consent 
to die. We want the resurrected lire 
and power but not the death. 

But how restful and satisfactory to 
recognize and gladly tall in line with 
God's divino order ot deelJer consecra­
tion, and appreCiate the tremendous 
force of this princlplc wh Ich Cbrl~t bas 
laid down: That it we seek our llves 
we shall lose them, but It we lose our 
lives tor His sake we shall tind them.

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If we se>arch [or lhf' di!;tlnction that 
there is between the terms "overcoming" 
and to be an "overcomer," we will find 
there is a vast uirterE'llCe, There are 
very few Among professing Chri.~tlans 
who are not o\·ercomlng iLlong many 
lines, ant! on account of this they as~ 
sume a certain amount of satisfaction 
in belie\'ing that they will be entitled 
to the "full reward" when the Lord 
comes, losing sight of those words ~pok~ 
en in Re\'elation 3:~1: "To him timt 
overcometh will I grant to l:iit with me in 
my throne, ('\·('11 H ~ I abo Q\'('I'('lune, and 
am ,·at down with my rather in his 
throne." To be an overcomer is to 
Qualify for the highest ideals or ~Jliritual 
life. " There is a path which no fowl 
knoweth, and which the vulwl'e'f\ eye 
hath not seen." (Job. 28:7.) 

Thore is much of "burnt offering and 
sacrifice, ,ll1d the fat of rams" being 
offered today, while the "little faxes" 
are llibhling and destroying the tender 
vines that are brought forth [ rom the 
richness o f this soil. The tender little 
"ines of love a n d humility nre eXI)Osed 
to the sco n t of th e crafty a nd wiJy "little 
foxes" M the " unru ly members" of our 
natural environment. Great efforts 
along the line of "(IOing things" are 
being laid upon this altar, without th e 
protecting hecJge of ohedience, for ob.e~ 
die nce alone will br ing forth far greater 
reward than "all bUrnt offerings. and 
sacrifices and the fat of r ams" that we 
may seek to offer in its stea d. It is 
much easier to offer burnt offerings be~ 
fore the people, bllt to "obey" ill he­
tween the individual and God. wh o said , 
" I will have mercy and not sacrifice." 

So we may find "overcoming" a lo ng 
tbe line of works, very often . while to 
qual ify as an "overcomer" is only a long 
th(' line o f ubedience. 'Ve are not told 
to "rejoice" over what we arc doi n~, but 
to r e joice "because our names- a re writ­
ten in H eaven." 'Ve might devote \'ea r s 
waiting upon God [or the gifts' a nd 
great works, and still miss qualifying 
for God's best as an overcomer. There 
wer e seventy wb o Wellt out and did 
mighty works . but only tweh'e followe d 
close to the Lord . The fl'u i 1.'S of the 
S) Ir'it are the direct res u lt of an "over~ 
com ing life" (by their fruit$ ye shall 
know t h em. ) '''arks . or gifts, mean 
the e nduemen t of power: yet . at th e 
sa m e time, they may not reflect the 
fulness or a frult~beari ng life, which 
may fail in th e "more excellent way." 
(lst Cor. ]3.)

Ou r 
Moses (Christ) is up In the Mount, and 
we are Impatient ; we must be up and 
doing.

The 
nllT~e told mf' that he was very 10 ...... and 
If I could not bear UI) well. that I could 
no: f'ee him. I cried to God and Hl' 
gave mo peace and calmness. Whf'n I 
entrred his room. he looked up and 
smiled. Oh. how I needed my God thell. 
and hmv graclollsly lie met me. Every 
time they dreflRNl his wounds. 1 knel' 
in prayer. and Illay It be said to tlH' glory 
of Gorl, that my hUflband ~uffered ab~o­

So 
we may rest in the truth, and not lose 
any sleep over such false claims.

A few 
of the earl)' churcb fathers bad a high 
opinion of some of the books In the apoc­
raplia, and sometlme~ quoted from them 
Just as Lhey did Crom the rest of the 
scripture;;, as If tbey beliel'ad It In· 
spl rer!. Dut on tbe whole the church 
came to reject the apocrapba for many 
reasons too numerous to narrate in [ull 
In this !;bort answer. See a good ar· 
tlcle In ally good Bible Dictionary on the 
al)OCrap~a. Some of these reasons were 
that the o.uthors of these books were DOt 
always known; many of these books 
can talupo ,"ery foolish noHon!), and very 
un~cri{)tural teachlnga. The)' could not be 
nccellted because thl,;y 00 not agree with 
the other scriptures. Hence the early 
church In a large measure r ejected them, 
and Ptotefltants havo always done so. 
But tlle>le bOoks are worth reading. 
They will show man}, or the ideas pre­
vailing in the lillie o[ Christ and the 
apostle", which we cannot get from 
oth('r sourc~, and will help us better 
to understand the world into which 
Christ call1!'>, and the atmosphere into 
which He came, and why both He aod 
His apostles taught mao)' things as they 
did. Wblle many of these books are 
"cry fanciful. a nd could not be regarded 
as even reliable secular history, yet 
others are vcry good hlslory, and, while 
unin~plred, in I«'Irne eases are Quite true.
