Rhe regarded as the Infinite Love; cou­
tlnually gOing outward from Himself, 
lluder the uncha.ngeable Impulse of HIs 
OWl! benevolent nature: and living Jlis 
life, and realizing H is happiness in the 
lite and happiness of all that is good 
and true throughout the vast space of 
His own ceaseless operations. .\lan on 
the COlllrary . slle regarded, In his un­
sa nctified <State, as the opposite of love, 
aod as synonymous with self; and con­
sequently as drawn Inward, by the "ery 
necessities of his being. within a nar­
row and narrower circle, till be knows no 
thought, no IHe. no happiness, but his 
own Interests, and thus separates himself 
at the greatest possible r emO\'e from 
Infinite lo\'e. • 

She r('garded the tendency ot the 
natur.al heart as defllnltely and as cer­
tainly in the direction ot sin, as Is the 
te.ndency of a stone when 1l is tbrown 
into tbe nir, to return again to the ear th , 
towards which It Is drawn by a law tbat

i" Inflexible ill ils operation , and always 
increa"ing in strcngth. 

Her views In I'elation to the nature 
and rI'lHlItS of sl"1I1shneSI;. are "ery in­
>itl'uctive. She relates, as !;he was one 
day dwelling in thought on religiou s 
things. !lhe had, by the aids of di\'lne 
grace, a clcar \'iew of this s ubject. She 
was ena bled, as Rhe thought, to perceive 
\'ery distinctly that the s pirit of self. 
s uch as we see It In every unholy per, 
go n, is tho same thing as the spirit 
or Satan They were prC!lellted to her 
mind as entirely Identical. So that if 
the holy person may be regarded as 
bearing about the Imllg~ of God in his 
own r egenerated nature, the unholy and 
se lfish person may, with equal reason, be 
looked upon as a miniature lmage of the 
Pr ince of Darkness . 

' I come to a conclusion." !ilJe say8 in 
some remarks on this -su bject, "that. 
selfishness Is the root ot all the e\'ils to 
whicb we nre exposed,' either in this 
life or In the future. Satan blmself 
would not ha.ve fallen it he had not 
lett the love of God for the love of selt. 
And still more clearly, as It seems to me, 
am I enabled with dIvine aid to trace the

results ot this destrueth'e principle in 
the fall of man. Adam fell th(' moment 
he turned bls deflires from God to hlm­
~elt and lubslitult'd bla own will, as 
his principle of action, for the will of 
God And this lIfc of 8t'H ., .. hleh he theR 
pos:-e!'!lt'd, in accordance with the law at 
natural d('!'cent, which Kive. to tbe child 
a moral character IlS well as a natural 
body like that of the parent, becomes 
the Inborn prinCiple and !He of those 
.....ho ha"e sprung from him 

"Selfishne-"s, \\hlch nothing but tho 
special I!;rltce uf God cun extirpate. may 
be ,..'I.ld to ha\'e its {'xlRle l\ ce not only 
in the heart, but in tbe whole being, in 
the very blood and bonl"SI, of the natural 
man; so that indellendently of the grace 
of God. there Is not a word, or tbought, 
or action wh ich Is nOl Infected with this 
poison Cntll he Is IlUri fied trom this 
great e\'1I, In a gr('at£'r or I~s degrc(', no 
one can enjoy comlllunion with God, aDd 
the communion ..... 111 be the more un­
cmbarrassed and moro perfl"ct, in pro­
portion R!'. the purification becomes more 
cOlllplete-. " 

In regard to the lo\"(> of Ood, she con­
sidered It a~ l,o.:hl\(' In it~ operallon 
Sot merely a principle wblch prescrves 
from 1"\'Ii, but one which bestows posi­
tive good, and RR POMs(,RHlng a "tronger 
power than either men or angels can 
conceive. 

She wn s nccustoml"d to say that. It is 
illljlosSlbl1;\ to know the Il"ngth and 
breadth, lhe depth and height ot God's 
understanding. And she fulght have 
added the SI:l IllO may be suld of His 
)!atred, that II£' hate.. the Ollproprlate 
objects or His hatred with a menltl..&ft-- - .. 
f.'rgy 1101 It'l'li Intl'lI!!l;'. ~o that it I", 
im l):··sl.;ihlc thl'l'(' should he any harmony 
betwel"l1 Ood and sin, or thal they 
\Iwell log('thl.'r without Il contest Thc 
>'oul, thcrdol'e, that knowingly IlCr!nlts 
the least stain or ,111 to r£,,,t upon it 
IlIU!;t sllffPr Incalculable (,,,II Ih.'ncp 
the Il ecel'slty of purity of heart And 
hence the nec~s!>It)· not 'onl y of Corglve­
ness for the pasl, but of holiness tor the 
pre.-cnt. And in ord{'r to IH' thus holy . 
and to ente-I" into communion and union 
with Got!, she saw very clearly tbat the. 
life which Rhe must Ih'e IIIUst he n life 
Uti' or h~·I' .. t-lf. Ood hnd taught her 
tha t In a life ..... hlch has Its spring 
('\-\11 my IIllrlngs Ilr(~ In Thee!") or 
!';onrcc or action In anything short of Hi s 
own frpe grace, there can be no good 
thing. So that sh e could nOl be Hatlsfled 
without being ablc to say, " 1 am cruel­
fil;'il with Christ; n('vcrthe-Ie:;s I live; 
.\'I-t not r, hut ('hri ... t. Ih'cth III mc." 
And in living this life she co u ld be said 
to bear the divine Image. 

It wa!; a cherished sentiment with. 
her that God lo"es Hi s own work. He 
lives and r ejoices in that which Is rrom 
Himself. and In man not leRli than any­
thing cl!'c: at least so long as man re­
mains In hi s true pORltlon of enUre de­
pende-nce . In accordance with the ex­
pressions in the Dook of Proverbs, it can 
be said of God, with a truth which His 
own beart of lo\'e alone can know, that 
"Ri~ deUghl I~ wilh Iho SO nS Of men ."

The financial report for the year end· 
ing Sept. lst, 192 1, show!'! that the ~ll fl· 

"Iona r y Treasurer received and dis· 
bun~f'd a total of $107.953.55, a gain 
of approximately 18 4·5 % over th e 
urovlOll S yea r , when t he ofl'erlugs 
amounted to $90 ,8 12. 4 O. 

)fost of this gain was madc during 
th e first few months of the year. al· 
tbough the h igh peak of $12.341.29 was 
reached for th e mon th of April. 

During t he preYiolJs yea r whiCh c losed 
SePt. 1st, 1920, there had b~n a r egu­
lar ga in from montb to month. with 
very little fl.uctuatloll, but dllrlng the 
Jl8St year the fluctuation has been tre· 
m endous , the grea tes t fluctuation occur­
ring between April and May when the 
otrerlngs dropped from $12,341.29 for 
April to $6 .6 53.44 for May. Th is has 
made It quite ImlloSsl ble to give a prope r 
distribution or f und s to the missionaries, 
and tbe missionaries have a ll s uffere d 
II:S a res ult.

Former yea r s h ave seen con s iderable 

offerings made tor fnmine r e ller. but 
tbe pas t year probably yield e d large r 
offerings fo r the famine in China than 
any pre viou s year . The total OfTer ings 
received and disbursed for famine r e­
Ilef during 19 21 amo u nted to $10.· 
383. 12. These otrerlngs were spread 
over a period o f nine months, and were 
mucb blessed ot God in enab ling the 
missionaries in North China to bring 
the Gospel to China's famlne·stricken 
people. 

Conflderlng the financial condition of 
'be world. the large number of men 
without e mployment and the tightness at 
money matt e r s , It seem s to us t ha.t the 
fLbove report Is a remarkable one. and 
every m e mbe r of the Assemhlies of God 
have much reason for prai s ing the Lord 
for His Calthtulness. So far we bave 
not been compelled to withdraw one 

missionary from the field on account 
or sll, · tage of funds. It Is true the o~­
fering .. h ave dropped so loW that nOlle 
ot tho.! missionaries have been properly 
supported during th e past sp r ing and 
summer . but we know ot not one case 
of seve re su"erJng, the Lord having 
s upplied the need from other sources 
when fund s In the hands of (he .MIs­
sionary Treasurer were Inadeq u ate to 
Illeet the needs. 

\\'e ca n o nl y press o n ill the f u tu r e 
hOPing and trustJng fOr greater th ings. 
There s h ould b e a deeller spi rit of sac· 
rWee. a greater consecration and a 
steadier faith. W e need to b elieve God 
to do greater work s than in the past. 
and to provid e run d s f or the greatest 
advancement along miSSionary lines we 
have ever known in the history o r the 
P e ntecos ta l Movement.
