T here nrc two thoughts that have 
been much impressed upon me of late. 
First, the question our Lord once put 
to l:Ii5 dIscl ples. "What do ye more than 
others?" (Malt. 5:47,. Second ly. His 
word to us concerning our responsibil­
itv "1<""01' unto whomsoever much Is 
gj';en. of him shall be much r equired' 
(f....uke 12:48). 

First, apply this question to the Pen­
tecostal movement, "What do ya more 
than others?" \Ye have the new birth, 
but all of God's children have been 
born again. "Whosoever believeth that 
Jesus fs the Christ, is born of God" (1 
John 5: 1). But havo we not taken 
advanced ground? What have we re~ 
ceivod more than others? We have 
bee n baPtized with the Holy Ghos t and

still burning within. 

The Lor'd, Our Henlol'. 
Most of us have been healed by the 

Lprd in response to faith. I was heal ed 
01 broken ribs in less than two months. 
The Lord healed me of lung and kld~ 
ney troubl e In a. moment ot time, touch~ 
ed by the healing hand of Jesus. We 
have received light on divine health. 
we know that the law of the Spirit of 
life in Christ Jesus has made us free 
{rom the law of sin and death. We 
have taken Christ as our pbysical life. 

'Then we have light on the Lord's 
800n coming. When I was In the Meth~ 
odist Church, I thought that Christ was 
not coming tor a thousand years at 
least. \Vhen I got rid of my man-made 
theo logy, this glorious hope of the near 
r eturn or my Lord gripped my heart 
and it had a purltylng effect In my lite 
as I began to look and watch for Him. 

Then God has given us l ight (In the 
girts of the Spirit. We were formerly 
entirely Ignorant concerning what the 
Spirit had for us. We heard noth­
ing about t he word of wisdom, the word 

of knowledge, and gitts of healing, and 
working of miracles and other Slliritllal 
gifts. 

Pra('ticnl HOline",s, 
We have had light on the overcoming 

life. For us God has IJrovided a daily 
deepening in Himself. It we don't go 
deeper we ought to. This is a lifo ot 
victor; and overcoming, not only in the 
sanctuary, but in the store, in the office 
and in the home. 'Ve aro co mp lete in 
Christ and the overcoming Christ has 
comc to dwell within and to give us vic­
tory at every point of t he compass. lie 
ha!'l p rov ided liS with grace to enable 
us to overcome even as lIe overcame 
Wo have taken advanced ground, we 
havo high Idea !s, we have taken great 
strides in the Christian life, but what do 
we more than others? 

.... ractical Points, 
l" in~t, do we IWlI)' 1IIOI'e than others? 

The early Methodists prayed on thei r 
kn ees an average of s ix hours dally . 
Bramwell said to o ne of his co-workers, 
" Brother, you don't pray much; the 
knees of your pants arc not worn." 
They expected all those ear ly Methodi st 
preachers to have t hreadbare knees. I 
feel t hat we are lacking as a pcople in 
prayer. Tssues would be minimized it 
we prayed more. Let us ask God to 
give us a new spirit of prayer. 

no we IHlcriftce more thlln others? 
Do you sacrifice things for God? You 
have heard during this Council ot the 
li fe of sacrifice of our missionari es [n 
Liberia, and what is true of Liberia Is 
true of other fields. They sacrifice, but 
refuse to call It sacri fice. I heard a 
missionary in Chicago who was eage r 
to go back to Africa, back to th e s1eep­
ing o n the bare floor, back to th e ver­
min -i n fested huts, to the coarse native 
food and to the many other ha rd sbips, 
all because of a heart full of compassion 
for those black people who do not know 
J es us. lIow many ot us have tbis spirit 
of sacrifice?

Do they eX ll(!ct us to be 
filled with th e lire of God 
and that life not to mani­
fest Itself? W e are get­
ting back to the old­
fashioned sort o f salvation 
they had at the beginning. 
The sort tbat David had 
when he got "ery hilarious, 
a nd in the exuberance ot 
hi s sp irit danced before 
the Lord with all hIs 
might. His wire did not 
like it. And tho formal­
ists will always tell you, 
"thy much rellglou hath 
made thee mad." 

Dav id's wife look him 

pas t yo walked flccordlng to th e priuce 
of tho Ilower of the ai r , the spirit. that 
now worketh In the children of dlsobedl· 
en('e." The whole world system Is un­
der lhe dominion o[ the srch fiend or 
h oll anti overy ono who Is not living [or 
Ood Is under the control of, and aid­
ing nnd abetting him who is going about 
like n roaring lion seeking whom he 
can devour.

1)IClure. The I..ord Je8u8 Cbrist de­
clares, " I am c.ome that they m ight 
bave !He and tbat tbey mlgbt have It 
more abundantly." Tho supreme need 
is life. people think tbey are saved, 
but unlcsa you hnvo divin e life you I,re 
dnlUnCd. It Is not believing something 
a.bout Christ that saves us, but rece!\'­
Ing Christ. He DOt only gave His lire 
for us, but He lIna given It to us, 

J ohn declares, "'n Him was life: and 
the life WAS the light of men." UnJ~SS 
yo u have 1Iis life, you have not any 
light at all. Ko one C<'lll live on tbe 
history of wat£' r , You call not live on 
a. Atatement of facts conce rning its com· 
ponent parts. You cnn not live on merC 
notions about it. You have gol to have 

IIrc tlle brnncbes." Tho branch did not 
prod uct' tllp Vine but the Vine produced 
the bra nches. The life o f the Vine is 
In the whole of tbe Vine . It is Christ. 
who is our life, who originates, devel· 
olles, mnintnins and Is Indeed Himself 
our lite, Tbere Is uo life apar t trom 
lIim. You can have no independent life 
apart from Him. Have you got this 
life? Iiave you received Him? To the 
Christians In Ephesus Paul could write, 
"You hnth He quickened-o r given 
life. " Can thi s he sntd or you? 

In Romans 8:9 we read, "Now If any 
man have not lhe Spirit of Christ, he is 
Ilone of Ill s." Tbat is what this poor, 
old world needs. You are not saved 
by your theory or mine. Tbere Is sal­
vation through Chris t and th r ough Him 
alone. I t Is God's desire tbat we be a 
separ ated people, separated unto Him­
self and to His service, and It Is His 
pu rpose tha.t we sha ll be tilled with 
th is life and power whlcb can be got­
ten a.lone th r ougb His Son-Christ the 
power of God and th e wisdom of God, 
It Is the very life of God, tbe power ot 
God, yea God Himself manifested 
through Christ. This Is t.he record, 
that Cod hath given to us eternal life, 

on th e carpet. "You for­
gel tha t you are mar ried , and that It 
beco mes you to be dignified." But 
lJa"ld said, "It was before the Lord, 
and I ' ll do much worse than tba t. " 
Instead of gelting better , we'll get 
worse--In the eyes o( a Pharisaic for· 
mallsm. Instead of gQttlng like tQe 
world , we wil l get less like it and more 
like Jesus, We will get more In. We 
will press right Into God and into the 
fullness of lire tbat He has for His 
ch ildren. 

J.ftc Overf)owing, 
We dare not shade this full gospel 

message to please anybody. No com­
promise will work . There may be cer­
tain doctrinal diffe rences but we are 
looking forward t o t he· place whe re we 
shall all be agreed. If you want per fect 
agreement, go to the cemeter y. You 
never saw a bunch ot healthy children 
where there was Dot an occaslona.l con­
fa.b . But atter awhile they kiss a nd 
make u p. What do you do with these 
children? Do you cu t off their food 
supplr so that they have less vitality 
and get to the place where they don't 
scrap? No, you give tbem a litlle more . 
They will grow up and behave better. 
Not less life , but more life Is wanted.

Bllt It there are 
other matters ('olllle(led with it which 
prove clearly that th€' person is Ollt of 
scriptural ord er, o r that they are not 
under the power of the Holy Spirit, 
then \\'() a re At Ilberly 10 take careful 
and sc riptural methods at setti ng such 
perSall in order, 'Vhen such merely 
lack teaching, and llIean well. some­
times the best th ing to do Is to ask 
the saints all to lift their ht'arts In 
prayer for Ihe con tro l ot tbe message, 
and nellTly always when the saints will 
unite in such prayer God Himself brings 
the person to a halt. There are some

SeC'. 4, In Districts now or at. any 
time to be organized where the District 
Council Is not. sufficient ly strong to meet 
the needs of an unoccupied territory, 
RUch District Council may Officially ap­
peal tor help to thE' Home Missionary 
Department tor assistance, providing 
such assistance be rendered acco rding 
to funds In hand and at the discretion 
of the l\1issionary Committee, who 
sl'loliid consider all appeals upon their 
merits. Such Home :o.11sslonarr work 
done III organized fields should be done 
In accord with the plans 01' the Home 
)Iissionary Department. lhe District 
Council cooperating. AllP;lcations for 
help for such territories arc to be made 
by District Council officers and not by 
individuals. 

Sec. 5. In the matter or taking offer­
ings, t.he Committee suggests, where no 
better plan Is provided, that there be 
set out three baskets. The first to re­
co:h·c offCTlngs for Foreign )flssions, 
with the understanding t.hat. special 
emphasis is to he gh'en this item 01' 
the offering, The second basket to be 
for Home Missions. The third basket 
to represent the expense fund of the 
whole Missionary Department. both 
Home and Foreign. Simply give God 
a chance by placing all thre(> lnterests 
r('gularly beforE' the saints. and leave 
it to the Lord as to what tliey IIhnll put 
in pach basket." 

You notice two divisions of thE" lIome 
field are made by this resolution. The 
first covers all territory with fairly 
strong tint! well organized Dlatrlct Coun­
cils, Th eile fields are to take care of 
tht>mselves. The other takes In all 
other territory, This last needy terri· 
tory is to be looked after from head· 
quarters. 

It Is also el'ldent that thes£' stronger 
districts will have to give t6 the general 
H1>me )lIssion fund. else there will be 
nothing ill the general treasury with 
which to help th e weaker fields Bro, 
Robe Brown of Xew York called atten­
tion to this tact at the time the mat­
ter of Home missions was under dis­
cussion. and said In the Eastern District 
they would attend to their own terri­
tory and also give, in addition. to the 
general Home Mission fund 10 help

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Other weaker places in the West. So 
all others should do. Every sa .... ed man 
Or woman should bave a real missionary 
"I)lrit, giving at ieal<l tiomo amount 
mOnthly to Home and to !i'orelgn Mis­
sions, besides the regular support of 
their home assembly 

In Section 3 or lhl:' above resolution 
~ou \\ilI note that the )lIssionary Com­
mittee. which is the Executive Presby­
tery, Is Instructed to perfect a "Plan tor 
providing Worker~ for the Home :Mls­
.IIlonary field nnd for thE' Disbursement 
of funds for the Home :'ollsslonnry De­
Ilartment." This ha s been done. J. ... unds 
for Home )lisslons are to be sent. to 
J H. Flower. TreaflUrer, the same as 
III the case of Foreign Missions . Spec­
Ify In each letter how much of what you 
~end is for Home Missions and how 
much for Foreign )Ilssions. He will 
keep the two accounts separate, and 
there will be no contusion about It. 
The Committee bas also adopted the 
plan ('ontalning the following prin­
("Iples: 

H Olli e .\ll ss ionllry PIAu . 
First. WOrk will be undertaKen only 

as funds are available. 
Second. The choice of flelds for oper­

nlion shall be made b)' the Missionary 
Committee after all available Informa­
tion Is In hand. 

Third. Onl), such persons as have 
been approved and appointed for special 
places by the Missionary Committee will 
be listed as Home :Mlssionary evan­
gelists. 

Pourth. ·AlI Home Missionary work 
shall be under the supervision of the 
;\Ilsslollliry Committee. 

Fifth. Missionary evangelists will 
be expected to remain on the field until 
the work is established and Its care pro­
,'Ided for. 

Sixth. Each community where work 
is undertaken will be encouraged to 
help support the workers from the be­
ginning. and the lleW a~sembly will I,,'" 
e~ llecled to assume Ita enti re self­
Rup port as soon as able to do so. 

Seventh. As soon as possible. each 
COlllllllll1ity evangelized \\·m be given 
an opportunity to make an offering to 
replace the fund expended on Its evan­
gelization for the pUTIJOse of evangel­
izing another new field. 

You should carefully study the Seven

You will note the object wJll be 
to establish selt-supportlng assel11bil~s 
ns soon as possible, and that the!'!€' will 
be given a chance to replace ~ lil3 funds 
that put them on tllelr feet In ortj~:- to 
send the gospel to the next nee(Iy pla<'e, 
anel so make lhe work perpetual till 
J es us comes.

The 
money was torlhcoming .o.nd the boat 1.'3 
now n. reality. PI·a l~e the Lord. And now 
comes a letter from Brother J. R. Spence. 
the treasurer of the South Chinn. District 
Council. Informing us that the t e lephone 
B)'stem has also been Installed. How good 
God Is to His children. These little thing", 
all make for the con,'enlence and efllclency 
of the missionary enterprise In South 
China. This Is one of the best fields In 
the w orld and we can safely recommend 
that It be properlr sUPI)orted and mean>; 
given to the missionaries so that t he Held 
can be tully possessed for God. 

In a recent letter from Brother Ketler 
we learn tha t all the property owned tor­
merly by the missionaries individually Is 
now owned by the South China District 
Council.
