God's 
heart was to be broken that afternooll, be­

to die, ··the )lIst for the unjust, to bring­
us 10 God." Hut the morning" g.n·c to 
the world (he darkC:oI history of rl.'jection 
and mockcry, that we ha\'{' recorded in 
the wonderful story of the Cross. 

Jesus has h("el1 led out from the Court. 
11(' h,l~ nnw h<rt;ll1l' Ihe property of the 
!lolcliers for an hour. The law has no jur, 
isdiction over Ihem. they can do a" they 
like with Him, and so they are going to 
calise Him to ~;uffer their mockery. their 
horseplay, and they drag Him into the 
barrack-room. Then they send Ihe Tl1t'!t­
S3S{e round that the Pri!>oner of Nazareth 
is there, and they ha.ve Him all to them­
selves, unrestrained. knowing that they 
can do as they like with the heavenly 
Pri~oner. I hear the barrack-room fast 
filling up. I hear the talk, I hear the lit· 
tie committee at work, arranging among 
themselves how best they can pack as 
much hatred and mockery into that hour 
as it is possible for sinful men to inAict 
upon the Son of God. 

Now the Horseplay Begins. 

Jesus is in the barrack-room. They 
stripped Him naked. Have you ever 
thought what that meant? Shame, ig­
nomlll..,.. contempt; all alone-naked in 
the midst of a crowd of hard-hearted. cal­
lous soldiers, not even a small ga.rment 
was enough-they stripped Him naked. 
Remember. I am painting a picture. the 
colors are enoug h to hreak your heart a.nd 

The strong teaching of Pastor Douglas 
Brown has been a large factor in the 
great Revival that is now sweeping Eng­
land and Scotland. The following is a 
sermon of his that has been used to the 
salvation of many souls. It will be seen 
that it is the old fashioned Calvary mes­
sage that is changing lives in this Re­
vival. We take this sermon from the 
British "Christian H erald," 

minc, and Ihey will break it twice over, 
if we remember that all this was for you 
and me. They stripped lIim, and then 
they look a ",carlet tunic, and they hustled 
it on Him, and they dr('s5cd Him up in 
it, they made Him a soldier, and the laugh­
Itr rang-nil round the harrack-room. Yes, 
lIe was the Soldier of the Cross. It was 
mockery, Ihey put that tunic ovcr Him 
not to cover His nakedness, but to add to 
the 11oign31lcy of His sufTerings, and then, 
we,wing and plaiting a crown of thorns, 
tlll'Y thought it would be so fine a jest, 
satisfying that degradation in which they 
were wallowing, if thcy could at a mo­
ment's notice turn the soldier into a king, 
because H e had said ITe was a King, and 
so they forced into His brow the crown 
of thorns. Then they thought it would 
he nice to 

Give Him a Little Kingdom to 
rule over, and so they took a rough 
reed, and placed it in His right hand, 
that He should sway the scepter 
o\'er that kingdom that He has been talk­
ing abollt, and then they moved round 
Him, with the awful malice of hatred, as 
they sang, "Hail, King of the Jewsl" 

Then an irrepressible attack of the aw­
fut joy in iniquity that was coursing 
through their veins in the heat of the re­
jection-the vile rejection of heaven's best 
-passed over them. They spat on Him. 
Then they wrenched that reed out of Ilis 
hand, and started hitting Him on the head 
with it. and shouting out, "Who smote 
Thee?" Then they took off the scarlet 
tnnic, and said, "Put on Your clothes 
again." and they led Him away to cnld­
fy Him. They came to a place called

stopping his. colleague, who is re"iling 
Him, and says, "Hush! \Ve indeed suf­
fer justly for our sins, but this Man hath 
clone nothing amiss." While the poor 
thief tremhlingly turned towards Christ 
on Calvary. the Spirit of God broke his 
!1eart, brought him to repentance, awoke 
the flame of faith, and looking towards 
the white, languid face of the Lamb of 
God, who bore our sins in His own body 
on the tree, the poor thief found mercy.

£10m; and now w~, come to the relation or the Ceneral Coun­
cil to the District Coullclls.

'I'he District Councils are simply U part of tbo General 

Council. While tlu' General Council is univcrsal, cov~ring 
th i!; whole country, Canadil, lind Foreign L.."\nd s, the smaller 
coullcils con~r only a ('('rtain district , only a sma ll part of 
thjs hlrger u>rritory. In n large sense they represent the 
Gf'llerai Council in their territory, The perSOllS from that 
district who constitute the General Council are the salUc 
forces at work in their district. They are, In n. senSe, the 
Genel'al Council aL work In that district. While all [unda· 
mental matters as to fundamenta l teachings and New Tcs~ 
tamcnt orde r are aMended to and agreed npon in the Gen· 
era I Council, yet all smaller details, adaptation to local 
situations, all cll !'rying out in practice of these great 
truths are committed t o these Dis trict Councils, tlte local 
churcheH, amI lIIinistf'rs In tbese districts. The General 
Council works through tbe District Council They attend 
t o nearly all the GenNal Council work in their telrltory. 

Suppoging that they know the ministers III thf'lr 
te l'ri tory by actual conlact and personal knowledge better 
than do the Genera l COllncil officers at a distance , that they 
can and Will, because oC suc h personal contact, be able to 
deal more fairly and righteously in each case. we leavc to 
th eill the passing upon cl'cdenUals fo r ordination, t he r ec­
ollllllcndatiOll of SlIch (or ministerial credenti als, lind sllch 
li ke. They issue li cense to preach to those ill their ter~
