HOLY DAY OR HOLIDAY; 
OR, THE TRUE WAY TO KEEP CHRISTMAS 

It is a night to bc mu ch observed 
1'~TO THE I,ORD (Ex 12042). 

These words were spoken o f the night 
whe-n the death angel passed through the 
land of Egypt, slaying the firstborn of 
evcry houschold not sheltcred by the 
blood of the passover lamb, and thereby 
securing to the Israelites Ihcir frcedom 
from Egyptian bondagc. On this ac­
count it was to be "much observed by 
the children of Israe\." But they were 
told not only that they should observe 
the night throughout thcir gencrations; 
they also wcre given careful and specific 
ins t ructions as to H O\V thcy were to 
kccp the a nniversary. Here they are 
briefly summarized in thc phrase. "UNTO 
T H E LOR D." ft was to be obscn"cd 
unto the L ord . It was to be mueh ob­
~erved unto the Lord. 

Bu t th is Old Tes tament incident and 
feast, like a1l others, was o nly a type and 
shadow of our Lord Jesus Ch rist. If 
God was so particular that the types and 
shadows should be observed unto Him, 
can a nyone think for a mom en t that, when 
we observe a memorial of the reality, of 
any event in the lifc of our Glorious Re­
rieemer, God is indifferent as to how we 
keep it ? Sure ly, if a type should be ob­
scrved "unto the Lord, " and much ob­
served unto H im, the an ti types should 
be much MO RE obscrved unto H im. 

A write r in the Practical Commentary 
on the Sunday School Lessons says, 
"Thcre ha\'e been glad days in thc history 
of the world. 11 was a glad day when 
the foundations of the earth wcre laid, 
'when the morning stars sang togciher. 
ami all the sons of Cod shouted for joy' 
(Job 38:7). T here havc been sad days 
in the history of the world. But of all 
the days th is world has ever see n-the 
bright days, t he sad days, the dark days 
-the one lhe most momen tous, the one 
that consummated the hopc and desire 
of ages, the one that made a DATE· 
L IN E throug:h th e centuries, the one that 
made the dark day of the crucifixion a nd 
the brighl day of the resurrection pos­
sib le, was the day that fell with softened 
ligh t on the little vill age of Beth lehem 
whe rein lay th e W ord made flesh" (Joh n 
1 :14).

8:9.10,12: "And Nehcmiah, who 
was thc governor, and Ezra, the priest, 
the scribe, and the Levites that taught 
the people. sa id unto all th e people, This 
day is holy unto thc Lord your God; 
mourn not nor wcep .... Go your way, 
cat the fat, and drink the swect, and send 
portions for whom nothing i! prepared;

Are there any? Yes, lots of them. Let. 
l ers from all points of the comp:lss ind i­
cat(', that the young men and \\Olllen of 
Pentecostal faith and testimony art! de­
termined to go to some Pentecostal Bi­
bl e school. Some have written to us and 
some to other placc~, hut all of them mean 
business. 

Not a few of the prospective students 
ha\·c met with opposit io n from those who 
clo Ilot ~'ct understand tha t the Lord 
Je sus th e Christ had gathered ahout H im 
a 11I11nber of young men, besides large 
numbers of irregu lar attendants upon His 
leach ing, whom He taught the "things 
concer ning the kingdom." Paul wa'> an 
ardent 10"cr of YOllng m en whom he as­
sociated with himself in hi s busy life. 
Of o ne of th ese Paul writes, "But thou 
hast been a diligent follower of my teach­
ing. Illy manner of life, purpose, faith, 
Iongsuffe ring, lo\"e, persecu ti ons, afflic­
tions," etc. 

It is a grand thing for any young man 
or woman to become associated with one 
of riper years and experience, who is able 
to impart "scriptural knowledge" which 
has become refined and mellowed by fiery 
trial s , The various Pentecostal Bible 
sc hools professedly put thcmsekes at th e 
service o f all who arc thirsting for a 
knowledge of the \Vord. 

Let anyone who may be sceptical along 
Diblc sc hool line s carefully examine the 
subjcct from a scriptural "iewpoint with ­
Ol1 t bias or prejud ice, and we arc sure 
th at they would have u a change of heart." 

It is of the utmost importance that 
pro!->pt.'c ti\"e Bible students carefully read 
a nd s tuny the ,atalog of the school of 
their respective choice. A fa ilure to do 
so will ,ause them no li l tle disappoi nt ­
m ent should they meet un looked 'for test~ 
ing's after the,· ha"e registered as stu­
dents. For, let it be clearly understood 
thnt the deyil hates a renl Pentecostal 
Bible school as much as he hates a real 
Pen tecostal sai nt, because he knows that 
bot h of them will do him much damage. 

Let the prospecth'e Bible studen t ex~ 
amine himself wheth er he is "able to fin­
ish the house" he expects to build. Is he 
al ready sufficiently subdued, broken, and 
h umblc<l in spirit to take corrections kind­
ly. If not. let him "arm himself with the 
same mind which was also in Christ J e­
sus ." For, if he sets himself agai nst those 
unde r whose teachi ngs and correc tions he 
volu ntarily plan's him~elf, there will be 
t rouble. H e wi ll chafe under the re­
s t raints which must of nl!cessity be placed 
on a ll Bible students. H e wi ll fa ll into 
cr itici)'ing-. :tnc1 all sorts of bad tempe rs 
will begi n to man ifest th emselves, an d 
th lls th e whole student body wi ll become 
in fected with the evi l or else he will find 
himse lf the subject of special prayer for 
an ame nd me nt of h is ways, or for his re­
moval . 

L et th e prospective stude nt understand 
that he is going to Bible school for just 
one purpose, a nd tha t is, the pu rpose for 
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which the Bible school is establis hed. If 
he dots not know ju~t what that purpose 
i~, let him ~et the nceded information 
from those under ..... ho"e training he ex­
pect~ to suhject himst'lf. No iacultv o f 
am' Pentecostal Uiblc school has' any 
time to throw awa,' on tho~e who have 
a "picnic idea" of iife, who do not take 
the nible school s('riou~ly. nor anything 
('I~c for that matter; \\ho ha"e been dis­
obedient and incorri~ible at home; who 
call their father. "the old man," or their 
mother, "the old woman." Let such first 
karn at home what ~olomon means when 
hc :;ay~, "judgm('nts arc prepared for 
~corner', and ~tript·s for the back of 
fook" hd(lr~' thcy "en (1 in their applica~ 
tion for ;:Hlmittance to "Ollle Pentcro!'lal 
Bibl(' school. 

Let prosp('cti\'e Dible students consider 
wi1etlll'r it i~ reasonahle or fair for them 
10 attt'm! tilt· Bible ~c h ool of their choice 
\\ ithout a can:ful consideration of what 
it \\'ill cost them and th eir instructors if, 
after they have enrolled, they sh ou ld al­

Head­
land points out that our Anglo-Saxon 
ancestors were not the equals of the 
Chinese in ci\'ilization until Christianity 
came to them. "Lord, evennore give us 
this bread " we may welt pray, with bet­
ter under~tanding than that wit h which 
the people of Capernaum made request 
so long ago.-L, C. \ Valter, in The Ex· 
positor.
