The high priest and the fal se wit ­
nesses tried to prove that H e was a si nner, and they failed. lIe was t he 
Lamb ordained before the foundation of the world , and, though He was 
Imide sin, God's testimony of Him was, j'This is my belo\'cd SOil, in whom 
1 am well pleased." Though He was delivered for O Uf offenses; the Fa­
ther's sa ti sfa ction and approval was manifested when H e ra ised Him fro lll 
the dead. He was made sin after He had been made or o rdained a Saviour. 
"Thou shalt ca ll hi s name J esus: for he shaH sa\'e his people from their 
s in s." Before TIe was conceived in t he womb, a namc was gi\'cn Him, 
Jesus the Saviour. 

Yet TIe was made sin - the Son of God brought in contact wi th sin­
so that T-Te could bring the s inner out of sin. JIe was manifested to destroy 
the works of the devil. And Satan was manifested in Judas, incarna . ed in 
him, that he might dest roy Him who was to des troy the works of the de\'i:' 
Rut the incarnation from hcll was no match for the incarnation from heaven. 
He who was possessed by Sata n wcnt down . wellt to hi s own place, and 
ITe who was possessed by God went up to 1 [is own place.

around the graves? The people you love are not 
there .. \11 that taking of flowers to the grayes is not 
faith at all. Those who died in Christ are gone to be 
with Ilim, "which," Paul said, "is far belter." 

~ly wiie once said to me, "You watch me when I'm 
preaching. 1 get so ncar to heayen when I'm preach­
ing that some day I'll he ofT." One 'night she was 
preaching and when bhe had finished, off she went. 
I was going ofT to Gla'igow and had said goodbye to 
her beforc she went to meeting. As 1 was lea \-ing 
the house, the doctor and policeman met me at the 
cloor and told me that she had fallen dead at the 
~Iission door. J knc\v she had got what she wanted.

In part yot! answer your own question. Surely you 
do not assume that in the seven cases where 110 name 
is mentioned that this is proof that no name was used. 
Silence is never proof one way or the other. For in-

stance, one of the gospels mcntions one demoniac 
l11('cting Jesus out of the tombs, and another mentions 
the "f\me incident. uut speaks of two mecting Jesus. 
The failure of (lne gospel to mcntion two, and the 
mtre speaking of one is no pffHJf that there were not 
two, for we learn in the other gospel that there were 
t\\"o. So in the case oj baptism, the mcntion of no 
nal11(' i ... I ll) proof that 110ne was used, and the men­
tillll 3imply of the name of Jesus Christ is no proof 
that the Father and the Holy Ghost wcrc not also 
m('ntioned. Th~ Lord Jesus Christ is thc nallle of 
the S{lll (2 John 1 :2), and they would ha ve a right to 
put this for the Son. 

Tn the Teaching of the Twelvc it says incidentally 
that no person is to be admitted to the Lord's table 
unle ss he is first "bapti;.>;cd in the name of Jesus 
Christ." Uut whcn it come" to gi\'e specific direc­
tioll~ it ~a)"s, "i(ow concerning baptism, thus baptize 
yt: h;:l\'ing- ,;poken beforehand all these things, bap­
ti/e illto the namc of the Father, and of the Son, and 
of the lloly Spirit, in living water." Fisher, in his 
"11 i~t(Jn of Christian Doctrine," ca ll s attention to this 
tact ami sap;, "This shows that the shorter form docs 
Hot neress(tate the inference that the longer formula 
"a~ not in usc." Page 46. 

It is e\·ident from the mention so many times in 
the book of Acts of the name of Jesus Christ in con­
nection with baptism that Jesus Christ is the one that 
, ... ·c are most concerned in as to fo rgivene ss o f s ins and 
ill relation to wholll ch iefly we are baptized, and that 
J fi s name was 1110re emphasizcd in their minds. This 
is sufli c ient reason for the mention o f 11i s name. Some 
hi s tor inns think that among t he Jews the shorter for­
mula prc\'ailed for a while, and that the longer form 
was always used in baptizing Gentiles. Pcrsonally, I 
belicve. from the fact that the expressions in connec­
tio n with baptism are so many and so varied, that in 
the apostolic days there was no absolutcly fixed law 
or formula that was considered necessa ry to be used 
in exactly that form in connection with baptis m. So 
long as they had the essentials, liberty of expression 
stem s to ha,'e been allowed. Dr. Broadus , considered 
one of thc m ost reliable commentators, in his work on 
the gospel of ),[atthew in the American Commentary 
series. says of lhe longer form in Matt. 28: 19, that he 
sees no reason [or departing from this longer form 
( Ileither do I ), and then he adds, "But it is 
of doubtful propriely to call this a LAW, and 
to insist that baptism would not be valid with­
out the use o f this particular phrase." Then 
after mention ing the shorter formula, he says of 
them, "\Ve could not wisely infer from these that it 
is improper or undesirable to employ the full expres­
s ion gi\'cn by Matthew, but we are bound to under­
stand that it is not indispensable." We assume no 
respon s ib ility for the views of Broadus, but mcrely 
pass them on to you for just what you think thcy are 
worth. Personally I consider all contention over 
merc fOfm s as having to be somet hing fixed and iron­
clad where the Scriptures vary, as not only uncalled 
for, but also as tending to lcad us toward the fixed 
forms in the Catholic Church. Such content ion for 
abso lutelv fixed forms is inconsi st ent with the 
spirit o f -Protestantism and the spirit of Pentecost, 
and leads straight toward Rome. Let tiS stay clear 
of putting our faith in mere forms and ccremonies.

Oh, but you say that he was a special 
ambassador of the Lord and that we are not called to 
do a s he did . N'o, again I call your attention to the 
words of the text, "Elijah was a man," and subject 
to like passions . J have heard so many say, "If 
I we re like Elijah, or if I were like Christ 1 could 
do the things they did , not realizing that the enemy 
of their souls was talking through them and the un· 
belief of that enemy had full sway. If Elijah was a 
man , he had the same things to contend with that 
yo u and I have, the same kind of battles to be fought 
out in the soul, the same unbelief, the same evi l ten­
dencies, The secret of his success was, HE PRAYED.

But 
T haH had plenty to wear and have enjoyed my meals 
better than John D. Rockefeller. 

In John 7:17, Jesus said, "If any man will do his 
will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of 
God, or whether 1 speak of myself." Do you want to 
know the things of God ? lIas your mind been puz­
zled oyer these things ? It is onc of the result s of 
the blesscdness of doing God's will, He gives you a 
knowledgc of the doctrine. 

''''e rcad in !sa. 1 :19: "If ye be willing and obe­
dient, ye shall cat the good of thc land." 'Vhen you 
are willing and obedient thank God "no good thing 
will he withhold from them that walk uprightly." 

The most blessed thing I know about the will of God, 
we find in 1 Petcr 4:19, "\\+hereforc let thcm that 
suffer according to thc will of God cOJllmit thc kcep­
ing of thcir souls t o him in well doing, as unto a faith ­
ful Creator." He will take care of the whole thing. 
You havcn't anything to worry about. I see some of 
these poor people with money worrying their heads 
about thcir busincss, thcir farm, their families. Oh, 
how the cares of life \\'eigh heavily upon them! But 
it is a blessed thing to do the will of God and havc 
the wholc thing' in God's hand. You arc His servant. 
If thc crop burn s up, it isn' t your crop. lIe has to 
feed you and clothe you. It is thc Lord's loss. You 
do not worry about the family getting s ick, for yOH 
are doing thc will of Gou, and 1-f e says, thcre shall 
no "plaguc come nigh thy dwelling." That to me is 
a wonderful thing to bc so full of peace and rest 
that the whole responsibility for your entire life rests 
upon the shoulders of God. 

Somc pcople arc afraid they arc going to backslide. 
] ha\'c not a worry about that. 'Ve are told in 1 Petcr 
I :5 that we "arc kept by thc power of God." There 
is only one thing T ha\'e to do to get into that posi­
tion- delight in God's will , and 1 fe attends to all 
thc rest . 

'Vhen 1 delight to do the Father's will, "no man 
is able to pluck mc out o( my Father's hand." That 
does not say 1 will not make mistakes. But when 1 
take delight in doing God' s will up to the light I have, 
lIc is under obligation to keep my soul and He will 
do it. But of course thc man that will not do God's 
\\'ill cannot claim that promisc. 

'Vc read in 1 J oh n 2:17, "He that doeth the will of 
God abideth forever." So there is every reason why 
you ought to rejoice and delight in doing God's will 
becausc it is thc most blcssed thing. 

Peter tells us in 1 Pctcr 3:17 that "it is better, if 
the will of God be so, that ye suffcr for well doing, 
than for cvil doing." Because it will bring a bigger 
hlessing in your lifc , and make cverything pertaining 
to you better. 

\,"hen thc old saints wcnt to thc cross and to the 
...,take for Jesus' sake , it was thc best thing fo r thcm, 
History telIs liS that man)' times the soldicrs who wit­
nessed those saints as the fl ames whipped around their 
bodies, saw the victory, a.nd hlcs5ing, and glory come 
dow II upon thcm, causing thcm to renounce the 
Roman gon-rnment and swca r allegiancc to the Lord 
Jesus Christ. T hose soldiers offe red to be burned at 
the stake hecause thcy found it was a blessed thing. 

\\·e ha\'e pointed out to you that God's will ic: ab­
soh!tl'iy ri~hteous, and thereforc it is the only thin~ 
to do that is right; that God's will is the most blcsscd 
thing to do: and that thcrefo rc there is no reason why 
ally Illall should not take delight in evcrything that 
i-; God's will regardless oi the physical suffering it 
III a \' co~ t him. 

l~et us ask ourselvcs, 'Vhat is thc wilI of God for 
u:o:? SOlll,e pcople seem to think thcy cannot under­
stand God',; wil l. Jesus Christ , in thc text, brought 
Ollt e,actly what God's will is for you. He said, HI 
delight to do thy will, 0 my God." Thcn He explained 
what He meant. "Thy law is in the midst of my bow­
els." ":\h' meat is to do the will o f thc Father." 

C()n seq~ently the will of God for c\tcry pcrson is 
to obey thc law of God which was given through 
Testis Christ. \Ve ha ve an illus tration of this in Matt. 
21 :28-.11 : "A certain man had two sons: and hc came 
to the first, and sa id , Son, go work today in my vine­
yard. He answcrcd and said, I will not ; but after­
ward he repcntcd, and \\'ent. And he came to the 
second, and said lik ewise, and he answcred and said, 
r go. s ir ; and went not. \\'hether of them twain did 
thc will of his fathcr? They say unto hi111, The first. 
Jcsus sai th un to them. Yeril )' 1 say unto you, That 
the puhlicans and the harlo ts go into thc kingdom of 
God he fore you." 

It is not the mat1 that claims to lo\'e Jcsus, and joins 
th e church and profe <:,ses to havc the Baptism of the 
H oly Ghost that is doing the will of God. but it is the 
person that really practices the cOlllmandments of the 
Lord Jesus Ch ri st according to c\·ery ray of light hc 
has on thelll.
