Tsrael rebelled in the wilderness. fsrael died and a 
bigger hos t ",,'cnt in to the promised land. God's oath 
to Abraham , ] saac, and Jacob stood in spite vf the 
llIurmurings in the wilderne ss, in spite of the failures, 
in spite of Moses. God has Hi s Joshuas in resef\'C 
when lIe takes His Moses. God will pour out His 
Spirit because He has promised, and because IIe has 
already poured the Spir it forth. 
, Expect, work for, pray for, anticipate the residue 
of the Spirit to be poured out.

The disciples had been ask ing 
whether the Lord w0l11d at that time restore again 
the kingdolll to Israt1. Christ told them that it was 
1I0t for them to know the timcs and seasons which 
the Father had put in Ilis OWII power. hut Ire prom­
is('(\ thell1 that when they rccei\'ed the Holy Ghos t 
they ~hn111d r('('ci\'c powcr t o witness for Him in all 
the world. To rcceive the Jl oly Ghost is to receive 
power with God, and power w ith men. 

The re is a power of God and there is a power which 
is of Satan. \Vhen the 1101y Spirit fel1 in the carly 
days, a numher of spiri t ist s camc to our mcetings. 
They thought we had recci\'ccl something lik e they 
had and they were coming to ha\'c a good time. They 
filled the two front rows of our miss ion. \"'hen the 
power of God fe l1 , these imitators began their shak­
ing and multering under the power of the devil. The 
Spirit of the Lord camc mi ghtil y upon me and T cried , 
uNow, you de\'i\:;, clear out of thi s !" t\nd out thc) 
went. ] followed them right out into the street and 
then they turned round and cursed me. There was 
powe r frolll bel ow, but it was no match for the power 
of the lT oly Ghost, and they soon had to retreat. 

The Lord wants all saved people t o receive power 
from on 1ligh-power t o witne ss, power to act , power 
to live. and power to show forth the divine manifesta­
tion o f God within. The power of God will take you 
out of your own plans and put you into the plan of 
God. You will be unmantled and dive sted of that 
which is purcly of yourself and put into a divine order. 
The Lord will chan ge you and put His mind where 
yours was, and thus enahle you to have the mind o f 
Chr ist. In stead of your laboring accord ing to your 
own plan, it will be God working in you and th rough 
you to do lli s own good plcasure through the power 
of the Spi rit within. Someone has said that you are 
no ~ood until you ha ve your "1" knocked out. Christ 
mll st reign within, and the life in the} Ioly Ghost 
means at a ll times the subject ion of your own will 
t o make way for the working out of the good and ac­
ceptable and perfect will of God within . 

The Lord Jesus gave commandment that the dis­
ciples should tarry until they were endued with power 
fr olll on lIigh. and in Acts 2 we read how the Spirit 
of God came. He comes the same way today and we 
don 't know of the H oly Ghost coming any other way. 

T was holding a meeting, once, in London, and at the 
close a Illan came to me and sa id . "\"'e are not allowed 
to hold mcetings in this hall after I I o'clock. and we 
would like you to come home with us, I am so hungry 
for God." The w ife said she, too, was hungry, and 
50 I agreed to go with t hem. At about 12 :30 we ar­
rived at their house. The man began stirring up the 
fire and sa id. "Now we will have a good supper." J 
sa id to them. "I did not come here for your warm 
fire , your slipper or your bed. I came here because I 
thought you were hungry to get more of God." Vve 
got down to pray and at about 3:30 the Lord bap­
t ized the wife. and shc spoke in tongues as t he Spirit 
gaye utterance. At about 5 o'clock I spoke to the 
husband a nd asked how he was getting on. He re­
plied, "God has broken my iron, stubborn w ill." He 

had not receind the Baptism, but God had wrought a 
mighty work with in him. 

The following day. at his business, everyone could 
tell that a great change had come to him. Before he 
had been a walking terror. The men who labored for 
him had looked upon him as a regular de"il because 
of the wa" he had acted; but coming in to contact 
with the p;)wer of God that night completely changed 
him. Before this he had made a religious profession. 
but he had never truly entered into the experience of 
the new birth ulltil that night. when the power of God 
sur~ed so mightily through his home. A short while 
afterwards I went to this man's home, and his two 
SOIl~ ran to me and kissed Ille. saying. "\Ve have a 
new fa ther." Previous to this these boys had often 
said to their mother, ")'Iother, we cannot stand it in 
the home any longer. \\'e will ha\'c to leaye." nut 
the Lord changed the whole sit uation t hat night as 
we prayed together. On the second "is it the Lord 
baptized this llIan in the lIoly Ghost. The 1I01y Spirit 
will re\'eal false position.:; . pull the mask off a ny refuge 
of lies and clean up and remove all false conditions. 
\\'hen the J foly Spir it came in, that man's house and 
bu!' in e~s a nd hc hilll sel f were ent irely changed. 

\\'hen the lIoly Spirit comcs He comes to empower 
\'(It\ to be an effec tive witness. At one time we were 
holding som e special meetings and J was out dis trib­
uting hills. I went into a shoemaker's st ore and there 
wa:-; a man with a g reen shade OHr his eyes and also 
3 cloth. ")'fy heart looked up to the Lord and I had 
the w itness within that he was ready to change any 
l:onditioll . The man was cryi ng, "Oh ! Oh!! Oh!! 1" 
I a sked, "\Vhat's the trouble?" He told me he was 
su tTering with great inflammation and burning. I 
sa id, "T rebuke thi s cond ition in Jesus' name." In­
stantlv the Lord healed him. He took off the shade 
and doth and sa id , "Look. it is all gone." I believe 
the Lord wants us to ente r into real activity and dare 
t o do for Him. "Ye sha ll receive power after that 
the Holy Ghost is come upon you." 

At one time a lady wrote and asked if J could go 
and help her. She said that she was blind, having two 
blood clots behind her eyes. Vlhen I reached the 
hOllse they brought the blind woman to me. We were 
together for some time and then the power of God 
fe ll. Rushing to the window she exclaimed, "I can 
see! Oh, T can see! The blood is gone, I can see." 
She then inquired about receiving the Holy Spirit 
and confessed that for ten years she had been fighting 
our position. She said, "1 could not bear these 
tongues, but God has settled the whole thing today. 
I now \\'ant the Bapti sm in the H oly Ghost." The 
Lord graciously bapt ized her in the Spirit. 

The Holy Spirit will come when a man is cleansed. 
There must be a purging of the old life. I never saw 
anyone baptized who was not clean within. I never 
saw a Illan bapt ized who smoked. \Ve take it for 
granted that anyone who is seeking the fullness of 
the Spirit is free frOI11 sll ch things as t hese . YOlt 
~annot expect the Thi l'd Person of the Trinity to come 
mto an unclean temple. There first must be a con­
fession of all that is wrong and a cleansing in the 
precious blood of J estls Christ. 

I remember being in a meeting at one t ime, where 
there was a man seeking the Baptism, and he looked 
like he was in trouble. He was very restless and fin­
ally he sa id to me. "I will haye to gc:." J said: "What's 
up?" He said, "God is ullHil ing things to me, and I 
feel so unworthy ." T said. "Repen t of everything that 
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is wrong-." He continucd to larry and thc Lord ('011-

tinucd to sea rch his heart. Thcs(' times of wait ing 
on God for the fullness of the Spirit an' timcs when 
lIe searches thc heart and tries the reins. Latcr the 
man said to me, " I have a hard thing til do. the hard· 
est thing 1 ha\'c cver had to do." 1 said to him, "Tell 
th e Lord you will do it , and nc,'er mind the consc­
quen('E''i.'' Ilc agrecd. and thc next morning he had 
to take a ride of thirty m iles and go with a bag of 
gold to a certai n party with whom he dealt. This 
man had a hundrcd he'ad of cattle and he hought all 
his feed at a cenain place. He always paid his a(­
counts (!Il a certain dc\\' . but onc clav hc missed. l ie 
was always so PUll(,tuid in pay ing- i1is accounts that 
\\'hcn later the peoplc of his finn wcnt over their 
books. thc..'y thought they llIust ha\"e madc a mistake 
in not crediting the Illan with the mOIlC" and so the\ 
sent h im a receipt. The man never intended not t;) 
pay the anonnt, hut if you defer t o do a right th ing 
thc de\'il wi ll see that VOtl never do it. But \\"hen that 
Illall was seek ing t he 'Lord that nig-ht t he Lord de<llt 
with him on th is I)(} int . and he had to go and straight­
en the t hing the nex t mo rning. He paid t he accoun t 
and t hen the Lord bapt ized h im in th e Spirit . They 
that bear t hc "esscb of the Lord must be clean. mU~ l 
be ho"·. 
. \\'hen th e 1101), Spir it comes 11(' a lways hring's a 

n ch revela tion o f Chris t. Christ becomes so r ea l to 
you. that , when, u nd er the powe r of thc Spiri t , you 
heg ll1 to cxpress y our lo\"e and p raise to Him, you find 
yourself speak ing in a nother t ong ue. O h , it is a won­
der.ful thing ! A t one ti me I belong cd to a class w ho 
bel.le.ved .that they had recei"ed the Bapti sm in the 
SPlf1t w ith out the speaking in t ongues. There are 
many fo lk s like that t oday, but if you can g o with 
them to a prayer meeting you w ill fi nd t he m asking 
the Lo rd ag.ain an.d ag.ain to baptize them in the Spirit. 
\Vhy . all thIS ask1l1g If they really ha"e received the 
Baptis m ? I ha\'e never heard anyone who has re­
~ ci\'ed the Bapti s m in the H oly Ghost after the orig­
mal pattern asking the Lord to givc the m the Ho ly 
Ghost. They know of a surety tha t H e has come. 

I wa s once traveling fro m Bclg ium to Eng land . As 
landed I rece i"ed a reques t t o stop at a place be­

t.\\'ecn Harwich and Colchester. The people were de­
hghted that God had sen t mc. and told me o f a spec ial 
case they w<ln ted me t o pray for. Th ey said , "\¥e 
have a bro ther here who believes in the Lord and he 
is paralyzed from his loins downward.

T wa~ 
somcwhat ~urprised at this ans wer, and I laid my 
hands ,~ n hiS head and s~lid, "Recei" e ye the H o ly 
Ghost. ] nstantly the po wer of God fell upon him and 
he ?egan breathing "ery heavily. Hc rolled off the 
chair and the;e he lay .Iikc a bag of potatoes, utterly 
helpless. I Itke anything that God does. I like to 
walch God wor~ing.

~t w~ s 0 11 a s Wlyei. Then to our joy he began speak ­

Mr. Freer has died recently and has left 
the pricdcss fine! to thc univers ity. I hclien he was 
the head of the wholesale druggists. Park, Davis & 
Co .. of Detroit. )'firh.

In the year 19()6. God poured out Tli s Spirit in a re­
markahle manner in Los Angeles and other places. 
People \\"ere being filled \\'ith the Spirit and \\'ere 
speaking in unknown tongues in exactly the same 
way as were the hundred and twenty on the day of 
P eilt ecost. Satan tries t o bring ·d isc redit on this ~ut~ 
pouring. and one of his ways is through certain mcn, 
who profess to belie\·e God's \\'ord. and are paid to 
preach it, who boldly deny that these words of Mark 
16:9,20 arc true sayings of Christ.
