"Look unto ~h', and h(' ye sa\"cd. all the ends of the 
('arth: for I am God, and therc is none elsc" (ba. 

45 :22). 
·\ccord ing- to tIl(' \Vorcl of (;orl in I sa. 45 :22, we are 

(olllmanded to "look unto Him. and be sa\·ed." 
It was through di sohedience that sin came into the 

world. Satan tempted Evc through her sense of sight, 
and she looked upon t he forhidden rruit. The cye 
i'i the door of the mind, and the mind is the door of 
the heart. Cod saw \\hat ha voc this act of looking 
away frolll Ilim had wrought so when He cOlllmanded 
:\'oah to build the Ark. He told him to make only one 
window, and that was heavenward. 

\Vhen the rhildren of I srael had sinned again:.l God 
in the wilderness. God told Mo-;es to make a brazen 
!-.erpent ;111(\ pllt it upon a pole. Then lIe told all 
who \\'('re hittcn and dy ing to look upon it; and all 
who obeyed wcre healed. Faith and obedience go to­
g(,th('1'. \Ve all know that the brazen serpcnt was a 
type of Jesus. our si n-hearer. ".\nd as Moses lifted up 
the ~e rpent in the wilderness, e\'en so must the SOil of 
man he lifted up : that whosoe\'e r believet h in Him 
slwuld not peri sh . hut h,1.\·c eternal lif e" (Joh n 3: 14, 
15). lie was the La mb slain from the foundatioll of 
the world . \Vhen John the Baptist saw J esus com ing 
to him. he sa id , "Behold the Lamb o f God that beareth 
a way the sin of the world ." H e bore away the sin of 
the world and th e conseq uenccs of sin-sickness, sor­
row and death. 

'Vhen King J choshapha t knew 110t what to do he­
cause of th e great army ('o llling agai nst him, he sa id. 
"0 our God, ... we ha ve no might ... neither 
kno\\' we what t o do: but ou r eyes arc upon Thee." 
Thcn the word f the Lord came unto thel1l say ing, 
"Ye shall not need to fight in this battle: set your­
selves, s tand )'e s till, and see the salva tion o f thc 
Lord wi th ),011 , ... fear not. nor be dismayed ; to­
morrow ~() out against them : for the Lord will be 
w ith you." Jehoshaphat looked unto the Lord, be­
lieved and obeyed. The consequence was that the 
Lo rd sle w their enemies. 

Thus far we find that salvation, healing, guidance 
and vic t ory come from "Iooking unto Jesus." 

rn Ilehrews 11 it is recorded of the Old Te stament 
"Faith \Varriors" that they saw the promi ses afar off 
and were persuaded of them and embraced them, a nd 
confessed thal they were strangers and pilgrim s on 
t he earth. Had they been mindful of that country 
fr olll whence they came out , they might have had op­
portunity to havc returned, but they were spiritually 
minded and went through \-ictoriol1s1y, because they 
kept their eyes on the goal, Christ Jesus. 

Remember Lot's wife. She was earthly minded, 
and after lea\'ing Sodom she remcmbered what she 
had left behind, and looked back. and, looking, was 
turned into a pillar of salt. The Lord has said , "No 
man. having put his hand to the plough and looking 
hack, is fit for the kingdom of God." Again, "If any 
man draw back, My soul shall haye no pleasure in 
him." 

"Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ 
l eslls," "who for t he joy that was set before Him en-

dured the cross despising thc shame. and is set down . " at the right hand of the throne of God.. . 
\\'e are told that ~Ioses endured a ... seemg Hlln who 

i!-. im"i"ible. 
Paul had the mind of Christ and said, uThis onc 

thing r do. forgetting those thing~ which :3re behind, 
and reaching forth unto those thlllgs ~dllch are ~)e­
fore, T press toward the mark for the PrlZC of the high 
calling of God in Chri st Jesus." . . 

\Vhen Peter saw Je"l1:; coming to hlln walkltlg on 
the water. he said to the Lord. "Bid me come unto 
Thee." And 1 fe bade him_ \Yhile Peter kept his eyes 
Oil Jesus he. too, was able to walk 011_ the water, but 
as soon as he looked away from 111111 he sa\\" the 
waves and began to sink . 

Jesus is the beginncr and finisher .of faith. :\5 ~o.oI1 
a., we take o ur eyes away from Hllll. our fallh. lad~. 
Faith is our "shield." \Vhen the shield of fanh IS 

laid a ... idc the enemy has access. If we keep looking 
to the Lord our giant enemies will only be as grass­
hoppers to lh. and. like Calcb. we \\'ill he able to ~ay, 
"\\'e are well able to possess the land." Faith and 
power come by beholding Jesu!>.

\\' hel1 Stephen was be in g per.secllted and stolled for 
the Lord's ::; ak e. ,\-e are told that he looked lip stead­
fastly into heaven and saw Je .s mi: and the martyr's 
face was lik e the face of an angel. li e wa s trans­
formed in lo the likene.ss o f h is I ... ord while beh()lding 
1 rim . 

\Ve partake of the nature of that which most oc­
cupies our attention_ There ate people in the \\'orld 
today so open to Satanic influence that they act like 
Satan. \ Vhilc ot hers are so taken ti p w ith J esu:t. the ir 
Saviour a nd Lord, that they are being transformed 
il1to His likeness. 

Christ, who o\-ercame the world. the fl esh and the 
devil, is reigning as King in their hearts. and they 
too wi ll reign w ith Him forever. "To him t hat O\-cr­
cometh will T grant to s it with :1\1 e in ~ry throne. even 
as T also overcame. and am set dO\\, 11 with )'f)" Father 
in Ilis throne." 

I.ike Jehoshaphat. we need to keep our eyes on the 
Lord. believe Him, and yield to Him. Then He will 
fight for us. In the world we sha ll have tribulation, 
but we are to be of good cheer for 1 Je has O\'e rcol11 e 
t he world. 

He has called us to His same h igh ca ll ing. He says, 
" ,\ 5 My Father hath sent 1\1e, e\'en so send I YOll." 
TIc cou ld of Himself do nothing. Nor can we. But 
while on earth Hc steadfastly beheld the fa ce of His 
Father in hea\'en, and reAcct ed Hi s glory. It was His 
Father who was seen and heard. and was glorified in 
and through Him. Tt was through absolute surrender 
to the will of God. and implicit obedience to Him , that 
lIe was able to fully satisfy, and at the sa me time 
manifest God. And as a resu lt He was able to sav, "I 
ha\'e glorified Thee on the earth: I hayc fini she<i the 
work which Thou gayest Me to do_" 

If we keep our eyes upon Him . y ielded to Him. He 
will dwell in us and be glorified through us. \Ve ha\-e 
thi s treasure in earthen vessels. t hat the excellency 
of t he power may be of God, and not of us. 
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The last day, that grcat day of the ieast had come. 

Jesu :-. stood and cried. saying. "If any man thir:-.t, let 
him cOllle unto me. and drink. l1e that belie\'eth on 
)'fe. as the snipture hath said. out of his belly shall 
Ro\\' rivers (If living water." 

Let me say that these li\'ing waters are to .flow 
out to the uttcrmost parts of the ear th . There lS no 
reference here to natural water, hut to the waters of 
life. "This spake He of the Spirit. which they that 
helie\'e on Him ... hould recei\'e: for the Hoh' Ghos t 
was not yet gi\'en: becau"e that Tesus was ~not yet 
g lo r ified ." The ministry oi the H oly Spirit is here 
referred to. lli .. min istn' i .. to enable the lllini"ters 
of the Lord Tesus Christ'to go Ollt into all the world 
and preach the gospel un to e\'ery creature. 

These streams of refreshing. li vin g" water were to 
issue forth from those who would receh'e the 1 roly 
Ghost. The haptized ones werc to hecome arte~ian 
wells of knowledge and oj linden tanding. The proph­
et tells us tha t the Lord \yould raise up pastors who 
would feed the fl ock of God with kllO\Y1edg-c and un­
derstanding (Jer. 3:15). ~ralachi tells u ". "The priest's 
li ps should keep knO\dcd~c. a nd they ~hould seck the 
law at his mouth: for he is the me""cnger of the Lord 
o f hosts." That is, the purpose of ministers and mis­
s ionarie s is to impart knowledge of the truc God. so 
that the H oly Spirit might cOI1\'incc the world of s in, 
o f righteousness and of judgment. 

~rultitudes had come up to the feast to ha ve their 
hungry hearts sati sfied. J esus. kn ow ing full well that 
thcy were not sat isfied. werc not getting that for 
which their hearts longed. hilt wer(' spending their 
lahor fo r that which satisfied not. and their mOllcy 
for that which i'i not hread. stood and cried: " Tf any 
man thirst. let him C0111e unto me . :lnd drink." Te .s us 
is the F ountain of life. "For my people have c01~lmit­
ted two great evils: the\' ha\'e forsaken me. the F oun­
tain o[ living \\'aters . ~l1d he wed them out cisterns, 
that can hold no ,,·ater." Their souls \\'ere famish­
ing: ther were pining away. 

" 'hat is thc character of thi s living water? It con­
sists of the knowledg-e and understanding brought to 
us concerning Tehovah by t he Holy Scriptures. Jesus 
is Jeho\·ah. Shall we seek ot he r fountain s? 1'\otc 
the' promise. uHe that helie\'eth on Me, as the Scrip­
ture hath said. out of hi s belly shall flo w ri vers of 
living water." Jesus purposed that everyone shoul d 
become a fount .. tin . an artes ian well. and that out of 
hi s inne rmost he ing should fl ow ri\'ers of li ving water 
a s we are in vital faith union with Him . 

uHe that believeth on ":\f e." Nearly all helie"e some­
thing concernin g Jesus of :\Tazareth. Some believe 
that He was a good man, a great man. Some bel ie\'e 
He was a great t eacher and miracle-worker. They 
believe after a fa shion. But where arc the wate rs ? 
" 'e do not sec t he waters Ro\\·jng as a result of their 
faith. \Vhat is the trouble? They belie\'e about Je­
su s, but what kind of a fa ith is it? Jesus sa id . "He 
that bel ieyeth on me. a s th e Scri pture hath c;a id." 
There is the secret. Be lievi ng according to the Scrip­
t ures. Here is the secre t of li ving waters of knowl­
edge a nd unders tanding with which you can feed and 
refresh others. \Ve know that people do not belie\'e 
according to the Scriptures, becau se there is no re­
sul t following their believing. 

Jeslls purposed that out of 1 lis believing children 
should flow ri\'ers of living water. The question of 
how to reach the 11la~ses is settled right here. ]u"t 
YOli come to Ilim and let Him make you an arte .. ian 
well. and you will have an audiellce any time. \Vhy 
are not the rh'ers fl owing out ? Because people are 
not taught in the Scriptures. They helic\'e according 
to natural reasoning". hut it dill'''; not hrin~ re..;ult .... 

:\Toses was a great Bihle tcal:her: and he had a 
whole nation to teach. lie hac! an itinerary Bible 
:;chool for forty years in the wilderness. ..\ Bible 
school on feet! not on \\ hccl:-;. :\rChl':-; said. "The Lord 
cOlllmanded 1I1e at that time to teach You statutes and 
judgments, that ye might do them in the land whither 
ye go 0\'('1' to posse:o.s it." \ Bihll' .. chool in the wil­
derncss! ).lo...,e5 taught the ,hiJclrell of Isra.el. and 
they in turn \\"el'e to teadl their children. frol11 gen­
era t ion to gCIll'fa t ion. 

Rut a time of declensillll cam{'. whell the people lost 
"ight of the Snipt ure s and hegan to helie\'e according 
as e,'ery man thought right in hi" own eyes. They 
hecame a law unto themseln'...,. The standard was 
lost. And so Glld tried another plan. Ilannah hrought 
hcr little hahe <1n d prt'sented him to the Lord. to he 
lent to the Lord a s long- a:-; he li\"cd. It \\·a .. the duty 
of Eli to teach Samuel the thing~ of the Lord. S() 
we find the ('hild SannH.'J in Hihl{, school. at the feet 
of Eli. \\'hen grown to maturity we find Samuel 
leading and instructing the Wh(lh' nation. 

Later God rai .. ed lip Elijah the prophet: then Eli­
sha. ",\nd th e sons of the prophcb said un to Elisha. 
Be hold now. the place where wc d\\'cll with thee i~ too 
strait for u.... Let ll S go. we pray thee. unt o Jordan. 
and t ake them'c e\"(:'ry man a heam , and 1et II" make 
us a place there. where we llla~' elwell. j\ nd he an­
swered. Co ,·e." That wa::; a Rihlt:' ::;choo1. and it in­
crea.::,ed so tl~at the place got too ..;mal l. Bihle schools 
are Biblical. ,\nd the student-; wer(' poor in those 
da v .... too: for Ol1e had to horro\\" an a,('. Eli.'iha had 
h('cn drinking at the great F oun ta in and ht:' \Va.::, ahle­
to teach o th er ... H e gathered rnunc1 him a company 
of young men \\' ho111 he ins tructed. 

\\'here. oUbidc of the Rihle. can you find reading­
sO wonderful a s the P salms? \Vhat in sight into the 
.. ufferings of Chr ist! Take the fir~t P salm . "B lessed 
is the man ... ",hose delight is ill the law of the 
Lord: and in llis la", doth he meditate day and nig-ht." 
The man that has heen s itting at the Fmintain, (Irink­
ing. the man that is a Bihle s tudent. is hlessed. All 
of the P salmi st s were Bible student s. They se-arched 
thc Sc ri ptures. they dug dowll, read them day and 
night: and. :\ s a result, they were as tree s planted hy 
the ri"e rs of liYing water. E\'ery one of the Old Tes­
tament writers \\' :\s taught in the \Vonl of t he Lord . 
They knew ahout the dc vil. fo r they recorded con"er­
sa t ion::; wi th him, Job knew ahout the devil. 

Rut you say Bible schools came to an end when 
Elisha was gone. No. for we find Ezra gathering the 
people together. They huilt a little pulpit and he 
stood on it and bega n to read to them. morni ng, noon 
and night. The dinner-hell rang. hut nobody li"tened 
to it. for they "'ere hearing the hell s of heaven . 

Synagogues were places where people might gather 
together to hear the \Vord of th e Lord expounded. 
Paul went to Bible school when a young man. He sa t 
at the feet o f Gamaliel. F o r three and a half vears 
the Lord Jesus taught Tlis disc iples. \Vhat di<! H e 
teach the m? /0, \ 5 :\ry F:lther hath taught Me; 1 speak 
the se things."

~rakc tlw leirscop{' tlc\-cr so big, there arc still stars 
h('YOIHI <;lars. Thty cannot find out God in distancc 
nor can the) find out God Ilear. Electricity is illush'e 
for man and to man. Though it is a ul1iyersal thing, 
it dcfies thc ~earchillg of man the whole world over 
to di~('ovcr its true "ature. 

\Vho hy !;rarchfng can find out God? No 11Ian. But 
Cod has turned the tablcs. God searches out man, 
And \\-'hcn God has searchcd out man and found him, 
man can find out God when he searches. "\Vh('re art 
thou, \dam ?" God sought him. Jesus Christ came 
to seek and to savc, to seck a nd to find. those that arc 
lost.

a kind of !iociety etiquctte in which we seck to be 
polite to our neighhors even though we carc nothing 
ahout thcm. Beware of formalism. Tt is th c decorum 
of religion. And what will it avail. though we be 
deeply sk illed therein. if we know not what it is to 
ha\'c Ifiellowsh ip with the Father and with TTis SOil, 
.h'~t1s Christ"? \Vhat earnest prayer 1 \\that pro­
found meditation upon the \\'ord! \\"hat chastening' 
of the inward and out\\-ard cross there Illust be in or­
der that wc may truly know God! ... Oh, Christians, 
he intimate with God. There arc two poles t o our 
life: and, i f we would be near to God, we must be re-

play-and just in proportion will the hea\'enly affec­
tion grow stronger.-Dr. A. J. Gordon.

ond advent of our Lord? 
It refers primarily to the second coming of the 

Lord. There seems to ha\"c been a partial fulfilment 
of this in John the Baptist, ,d10 came in the spirit and 
power of Elijah, but the complete fulfilment awaits 
the last days ju~t before the coming of the Lord. Then 
God will send Elijah. One of the "two witnesses" 
spoken of in He\', 11 :3-12. 

2111. Are the "living creatures" in Ezek. l:S the 
same as the "four beasts" mentioned in Rev. 4:6? 

This i~ a disputed question. It is 110t fully agreed 
who o r what the "four beasts" in Re\', 4:6 represent. 
SOllie hold that they arc a manifestation of D!~itv. and 
others hold that John rders in Re\', 4:6 to a company 
of saints that stand nearest the throne, All scholars 
are agrecd that the term "beasts ," in Rcv. ... :6, is an 
unfortunate translation. and should be translated, "the 
Jiying crc:l.t urc~," Scofield identifies these living crea­
tures with those of Ezek. I :5, and holds that both arc 
cherubim. I could not be dogmatic on the subject,

It is a collection of teachi ngs 
made about 112 A, D., about 12 years after the death 
of the Apostle John, and is supposed to reflect very 
largcly the tcachings of thc twelve Apostles as col­
lected by their friend s into this manuscript, It is not 
regarded as inspired, nor infallible, but is regarded as 
reAect ing, in a historical way, much of the apostolic 
teachings and practices in the Christian church as they 
prevailed about the end of the first century, 

2113. Is the reading of fiction a worldly pleasure? 
If one takes delight in the matter, and forms a habit 

of r cad in g fict ion, it will create an appetite for false 
and imaginary things, for unreal th ings, just the same 
as going to pic ture shows does, Such a habit would 
be both worldly and harmful to t he spiritual life. The 
forming of a habi t o f reading such literature would 
k ill thc tas t e for the Bible. and should be ve ry strenu­
ously g uardcd against.

\Vhell it is arre sted and brought to 
trial it will be found that it (I) Operates 
On our most fundam :- ntal emotions. God 
wOldd nOI give paramount rank to a 
wrong havi ng to do wilh minor thing~ 
of life. (2) I s genera lly <; lIpposcd to be 
rathrr harmless. If it~ danger wcre g:!l1~ 
l'ra lly rccogni zecl many would fear and 
escapc. (3) Has it s activiti:!s conc calcd 
hv Satan with a l\ hi s ingclluity. He will 
g;lanl hi s main trap again st di scovery 
with all ass iduity. (4 ) Tempts all ages 
and kinds of pcople. ll cca ll se by th:! 
p icture- ... how he ca n entrap e,"ery age 
an d kind of folks, this is the reason he 
let th e s:l1oon be vot('d om and turn ed 
his chief attenti on to th e mo,"ies. Only 
some kinds of (Y.!ople cou ld be caught by 
the sa loon. Thus it is, the l1Io"ics do 
more harm than the saloon cver did. (5)

This sore nil will b~ found to be one 
of the greatest hindrances to people going 
on to pl"rfcetion or gl"ttin~ h~aled. or 
n·r<.-i,ing the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. 

Is there an cvil hindering c\·ery blessing 
and j{r<!.cc we would n:c(·i'"e from God, 
of which all the .. even thil1~s named arc 
,trikingly true? If there is, many will 
dn·ide it to be the e"il dcs(: rib~·d in the 
title to th is article. 

There is such an t!,il. Its name IS 
covetousness. 

Let us compare it carefully \\ ith th~ 
portrait ohtainc<l in the Rogue!;' Gallery 
and sec if it i3 really the culprit sought. 

1. Covt'tou::oncss, which is defi ned as 
undue or inordinate loye for worldly 
poss1.:ssion'l, operates on o ne of our two 
most fundanll'ntal emotions. \Vith some 
n1('11 t h~ family is n carer his heart than 
the pur.:;e. and with others the reverse 
is trul'. Thc desire to possess is a funda~ 
llH'ntal emolion-one of the greatest two. 

2. I t is not gl'ncrally looked upon as a 
high cri m ~ against Cod. hut in the 
mouths of many excellent people. eyen 
words of commenda tion arc found ior 
the thrift of thc close~fisted man. 

3 A minister who undertakes to define 
and un cover the sin of covetou:; ness, wilJ 
fincl wit hout d~lav thaI th e de"il has de­
cided and actiye' objections to hi;;: doing 
so. II e will let people li ste n to '1 t rong. 
true preaching on almos t any oth~r .~ lLb­
jert , pcrhap s on any other subject , 1II0re 
([ uictly than on this. Hi s big trap. hi s 
chie f dep~lHil'n ce. IllU 'I t h~' all means be 
kept hidden. 

5. Penons enchained bv covctou .. ness 
withhold their mon!"y f l·om the church, 
and e,·ery thoughtful perSOIl knows how 
grcat ly hampered the church is, a s a 
eon s{'que nc~. l."ntold multitudcs ha\·c 
bcen los t and gone to hell who would 
have bee n ~aycd if the cove lOI1 S people 
had brouR"ht their monev inlO Ihe church. 
so that it could have ·functioned free Iv. 
So thosc des troyed indirectlv In' co~·~ 
t'tousness may be· as many as ihose killed 
by it directly. 

6. Can anythi ng be named thaI i" more 
s trongl y cond emned in the Bible ? . \Ve 
arc told that Cod abhors the covetous 
man ( P s. 10:3). \Ve arc forbi dd en to 
keep company with or cat with a man 
\, ho is called a brother who is covetous 
( I Cor. 5: 11 ) and we arc told Ihat the 
covetous man is worthy of death (Rom. 1: 
29 and 32) . Cod say;; no s tich persoll has 
any inheritance in the kingdom of God 
(Eph. 5:5), and declares s\tc h to be curs~ 
cd children (2 Peter 2 :t4) . 

Here is a very stranq'e thing. \Vith 
lII en , yes, with good 111en. :lye, with 
ministers seemingly, to be close or s tingy 
i~ looked upon as a fault only. and not 
as a tr~a .. o n to the Cod of heaven. God 
calls it idolatry, wh ich is the high cri me 
of trea son. But someone says. "'I am a~ 
mazed to find the position God takes is 
sQ--what sha ll wc say? if we wcre speak~ 
ing of men we would say-so extrcme or 
intolerant." But as we arc speaking of 
the great God and His tll1errln~ \Vord, 

we nm!;t just reviSoe our ,il:\\ :-O and get 
our thought .. in harmony with God's 
thought.,. But, that being so, we want to 
know imm(:Cliatc1y what co,·c~OUSl1l'SS is? 
So many people have not known the aw~ 
full1l<ss of lhis terrible crime before God. 
and, :lS a practical mailer do not know 
e\"e n what the word means. 

Well, the dictionary says it is undue 
or inordinate 10ye for [lo~'ie<;~ion~. Rut 
that helps us ,"cry lillie. What degrec of 
love for money is undue? \\'c ha\'e often 
heard it said tha t the 10'·e of money is the 
root of all evi\, but it ha~ always been 
morc or Ie., .. of a joke with many of u~. 
Xow Ihat we 'ICC damnation staring hard 
in the face of c\"t"ry man who loves money 
too much, we become intenselY interested 
in inquiring how much is too much. 

If r am told that if I pass too close 
to a certai n huilding the sniper.. \\'il1 
pick me off, [ most a~~uredly wa nt to 
know how far awa v [ must keep to be 
pl'rfec tly snfe. 1 do not want to take the 
slightest chance of inadv crtently gelling 
too close. Is it not so w;th th e !O\·c of 
money? \Ve arc warned in the mo!>t 
forcible language God us(:s about a ny~ 
thing that if we 10'·e money 100 much . or 
in other words. arc co,·etous. wc will be 
damll ed. \V e that arc \\-isc Ihen wallt to 
make perfectly ~urc that our love for 
money is not of the degree that God 
calls covetousncss. \ Vc want to take no 
,h:II1CCS whate\·er of offending our lovi n,l{ 
Father and falling into the cruel ha nds of 
the devil. 

But the question H ow much love fo r 
money i ~ tOO lI1uch ? mu st be answered 
from nod· s \Von!. for God will, of courSe 
define Ihe crime He speaks a~ainst so 
.. trongly. It I1lny he taken ior grant.:d, 
I suppose, that the degree of love fOl· 
money which makes us unwilling to do 
\\ith monev what God shows \IS He want s 
U3 to do \\~ith it, is undue 10\·e. \Vhat th en 
dOl:S God wa ll t us to do with monev? That 
is a card;nal quest ion, demanding an ex~ 
plicit and sc riptural answer before we 
can d~te r1l1ine whether the lo,·e we ha"e 
for money is Souch a ~ to make us unhappy 
in doi ng ·wilh il \,hat God desi res of us. 
Part of this (juestion will be answcrcd as 
we take up the nexl point , laid out at the 
Ot1ts~1. 

7. \ ,Ve havc lIecn that God warns us 
ag:lin st covetousness by solem n protes ta~ 
tion3 that persons guilty th ereof arc an 
abhorrence 10 him, arc not fit associates 
for His obedient chiidren. arc worthy of 
dcath. lI.nd arc c ursed children.

J\ woman who was not 
rich, a~ ~ho\\n by the fact that ~he and 
her sister ),Iartha did their own hou~e· 
work and fdt ;'l:[iou,l\· the burden of it 
(Luke 10 :40), came -10 j l'~U., bringing 
a box of ointc!ent \\"orth aboUl $51, :lIld 
poured it on His hcad. A 111Il·"tioll was 
raised about it'l being to 111u':h ior her 
to give in that way. Some \\cre ior 
finding fault with hl·r, hut J~''ous not only 
appro,'ed her action hut dl."("lar~'d that 
what she had done shoulcl he told in 
praise of h~r throughout the world and 
for all lillle to COIllC. Our inquiry as to 
how m uch we arc to love mom·y, as God 
sees the qut'stion, i .. hecoming more and 
mor~ clear,

tions about how we should do with our 
money, In every good man's mi nd is 
the question . Shall r kecl> it or give it?

"Vhen is he coming home?' ' I do n't know.'

Blakeney girls. At cleven, 1 locked up 
my house and went to see llaba (father) 
and the chimney ht is building. lie bas 
a big staging around it and it i3 all put 
up with cords of roots and trailing vines 
of rop(·s from the junglt without a single 
nail. He would not know how to u~e 
a nail but he could build a staging to 
almost any heigh t with vines and sticks. 

"At ten minutes before two, the bugle 
blew again and I went to the church for 
a session of school with the boys. After 
3chool I made another trip to the chimney 
and found that Haha is almost out of 
mo rtar or mud and so I got Kapita ).fuke 
and his 6ve men to go to the brook where 
Ihey dig up the clay, throw on the water 
and mix it with the i r feet. WhC'Il it i3 
tla' r ight cOl1sistc l1 cy, they put it in to 
haskets lined with big leaves and carry 
the baskets on top of thcir heads. Thcn 
1 made my linal trip to the chim n\.' \· and 
Pili the le,"cl on to tC'st liP Baba's ·work. 
H e thinks hi s eye is a,. good as the level. 
and I always have to tap the s to nes into 
place :t little. 

"Between tillles during the day I had

lI ow Ihe cricket.> sing a t thi s hour of the 
day. T he little camp lire s oi brighlTleSS 
glow up beside the reed hou ses of the 
'tarabai' Qnarters. The goats and sheep. 
nearly 100 of them, are bleating. bl ea ting. 
L'nde r these co nditions t stre tch :t. long 
'>tri ng a nd begin to roll up the black 
earth with a hoc, 10 get a st ra ight lin e on 
either side o f my front walk. 

" r just got barely started wh en I heard 
a ~reat shollt up by the Blakeney M:W 3C. 
Tn a minute O Il C of th e fellows comes on 
the run and ~ay s, 'Th ey are ca ll ing you .'
