!-.JlCIlt in whole-hearted service for 
oth('fS, (ltlf Brother Eudorus N. Bell, 
the h{'\oVC'ci chairman of the General 
Council, fell asleep in JeslIs on Fri­
d;-ty night, June IS, at a little past 
righl (I'dock. lIe had just returned 
home from a trip to California, a 
trip which had proved to be very 
hard upon him. On the return jour-
11('Y he suffered se\'erely from pain 
III his chest and back, nevertheless 
hl' wired from Kansas City that he 
would hr willing to go on to another 
point when' he \Vas needed if the 
hrethren thought best. But it was 
fdt that he should cOllle home, and 
so a wire was scnt to him to this 
dTcct. 

Brother Bell was with us on 
Thursday, and though suffcring in-
t('I1<;('ly from the strangc pain in his 
dl('~t. h(' w{'nt to the office and attended to some prcss~ 

in/-,'" lllatt('I"S of husin('ss. J Ie sufTered all night Thurs­
da~', the p;1 in h('coming- more intense. ]0 the morning 
a Ilumher of the bret hrcn gathercd around him and 
prayL'r \\"~s oITcH'd !llltil a large measurc of rclief was 
gi\'('ll. To\\'ard Friday enning the pain incrcased 
again. 

Ahout i.30 p. Ill., hc reccived a call from Brother 
and Si~ t ('r \\'elch, 'd10 found him sitting up, fully 
drl'~ .... ('(l. in the front room downstairs. A Christian 
clnctor was pr('stnt. who madc an examination but 
was tll1(\(oci(\td on ;1 diagnosis of the trouble. After 
the doclOr had \('ft, Brother Bell continucd his COI1-

,"('rsation with Brother \Velch, when suddenly he 
threw up his hands, there was a quick convulsion and 
a few short, sharp hreaths and he was ushered into 
tht' pn'S('llCl' of thc Lord. lIe breathed his last in the 
arms of Broth('r \\'ekh, who gently laid him on the 
nonr. It is thought that his death was caused by 
neuralgia which went to the heart. 

Hrother Euoo1'lls N. Bell was born at Lake Butler, 
Fla., on JUlle 27, IRrii. His father died whcn he ,vas 
hut two year!' of age, and so Brother Bell knew at an 
early age what it was to be thrust out on his' own re ­
sources. He was conyer ted while quite young and 
r('(' ei\'cd a ca ll into the ministry. H e realized his need 
of a thorough training for his life calling, and so 
worked his way through college and theo logical sem i­
nary. For seventeen years he sened as a Baptist pas­
to: under the Southern ConYention, his last pastorate 
\)elllg (i\"C years spent in Fort "'orth, Texas. These 
carly days of !'. Lruggle de\'eloped in him that sterl ing, 
ruggccl ('harn('tcr with which we ha"e been acquaint­
ed. and which wc shall miss so much in the future. 

.. \lthollgh "en successful as a denominational min­
i~ter, Brother Bell ",as hungry for a fuller outpouring 
of the lIoly Spirit on his life and ministry. and so in 
1()()7 he \\'cnt to Chicago and tarried there at the 
1\'o:th Avcllue. ~rission for his Pentecostal Baptism, 
whIch he reccH'ed in 1908. Thi s cest him hi s rela-

tionship with the Baptist Ch~r~h, 
and so Brother Bcll found a mlI1lS­
try among the Pentecostal people 
in various parts of the South, and 
was finally chosen the editor of the 
\Voro and \Vitness, a paper which 
rose to a large circulation undcr his 
management. 

On July 13, 1909, he was united in 
marriage to Mrs. Katie Kimbrough, 
at Fort \Vorth, Texas. He waS high­
ly respccted by his three step-chil­
dren and officiated at the marriage 
of each of them. 

In the spring of 1914, he joincd 
with a number of Pentecostal min­
isters in a general call for a Council 
to be held in Hot Springs, Ark., in 
the month of April, and was chosen 
as the chairman of this Council. 
which office he held until the fall 
of 1915. Because of the onr­

work occasioned by the establishment of the Gospel 
Publishing House. and the organization of the Coun­
cil, his health broke, and he was compelled to 
\\-ithdraw from the general work for a time, accept ing 
a position as pastor of the assemhly in Little Rock, 
Ark., and later the pastorate of the joint assemhlies 
of Joplin, Mo., and Galena, Kans. As his health im­
proved, he was soon recalled into the general work, 
ano in the fall of 1919 was elected as secretary of the 
Council. In the following year he was ciectt'd to the 
chairmanship, which position hc has held until the 
present. His work in an official capacity has hcen more 
than appreciated by all who have been associated with 
him. \Ve ha"e often marvelled at his paticnce. his per­
severance and his righteousness in dealing with the 
problcms which ha"e developed in the work. He was 
no rcspccter of persons, for he would spend as much 
time with and sho\\- as much courtesy to one of thc 
lowliest as to one of the highest. All could approach 
him with confidence and could rest assured that 
justice would bc meted t o them in every case. He 
was truly a "commoner" in the fullest sense. 

During the day preceding his death, his thought was 
eYer of others. Fceling deeply the weariness occa­
s ioned by his arduous duties as chairman, he cxpressed 
the desire that hc might be relie"ed of that position 
next ycar, and the hopc that he might give himself to 
thc t raining of young mcn in the Central Bible In­
stitute, that through thcl11 he might bc able to ac­
complish a greater ,york than he could cver hope to 
do in person. 

Brother Bell is suni"ed by a wido\\' and t\\'o step­
ch ildren, who have the sympathy and prayers of all 
her friends; a twin brother. Endorus E. Bell. of Alach­
ua, Florida , a half-s ister, Mrs. Lizzie Ellis, of 1Iiami, 
Florida, and a half-brother of near Alachua, Florida. 

Our beIo"ed brother has left us, and for a little 
while we shall miss his face from our midst. But it

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A MEMOIR OF BROTHER BELL 
It i~ possible that there afC nonc who lo\'ed our 

Brother Bell morc than those ·who have been asso­
ciated with him closely in the work of the Lord. To 
know Brother Bell was to 10\"c him. Therefore, the 
shock of his hOl11e going is yery great and we can­
not yet realize that he has actually gone from us. 

:\Jv fir.sl introduction to Brother Bell was in 1912 
\\'hC~l I had the priYilcge of hearing- his testimony at 
the Persian l\lission in Chicago, a few months before 
the death of Brother Durham. I did not dream at 
that time that] would c\'cr be associated with him 
in the work of the Lord. In the spring of 19 14, 1 was 
destined, in the will of God, to becollle better ac­
quainted with him. .\ftcr the formation of the Gen­
eral Council, and it was agreed that the \\'oni and 
\Vitness and the Christian Evangel should be joincd 
together and published in the interests of unity and 
co-opcrati\'e fellowship, 1 had the privilegc of testing 
out my first impression that he \VaS the sweetest, 
safest and sanest 111an I had c\'cr met in Pcntccost. 
I am glad to be able to testify that I never had oc­
casion, in all the years that followed, to change that 
first impression. 

I remcmber the first impressions reccivell in Mal­
Ycrn, Ark., quite distint'lly. 1 found a big-hearted 
man. scated at a desk, preparing copy for the \Vord 
and \'\fitness. Dur ing the da\· he was kind, courtcous 
and considerate of :lll. ] fc ,\~as also the pastor of the 
local work in Mah·crn, and would he called from his 
desk frequently t o pray for the sick or to attend to 
other duties incidental to his pastoral work. All was 
done without Illurmur or complaint. Often he would 
approach thc e\'elling hour with his editorial work 
only commenced on account of the many interruptions 
he had recei\'ed during the day. ITe would close his 
door and labor far into the night; and frequently the 
!'o un , peeping o\·er the Eastcrn horizon. would find 
him bu sy at his desk. Then he would wend his way 
homeward, cat a hasty brcakfast and turn in for a fcw 
hours slecp. ] Ie had been entrusted with the publish­
ing work by the hrethren and he meant to he faithfu l 
at any cost. 

There arc those \\·ho have looked at Brother Bell 
and counted him an old mall. They were astonished 
when he told thcm that he \\·as In.;t 56 years of age 
(his 57th hirthday cOllles the 27th of thi~ month­
June). 1£ the v could h:l\·e liYCd with hill1 as ] li ved 
with him, thc~- would ha\·(' known the reason for his 
apparent age.- lJe g-rew old in the service. He was 
faithful unto the death. He had purposed in his heart 
that he would gi\·e all that was in him for the faith­
ful performance of the work that had been allotted 
to h il11. 

were met and living e:\.penses were higher, he ac~ 
cepted the munificent salary of $l?OO a week. 

\\' e had becn giYCIl an almost Impo~slble tas~~to 
create a puLlishing house out of nothll1g. Rcahztng 
the seriousness of the prohlem, Brother Bell n.ever 
flinched but bowed his hack under the load and Itfted 
with ali the strength and grace that God ga\·c ~inl. 

Only the Ullllost frugality could haye brough.t ,lIlto 
existence a publishing hou~l' under MH:h COl1<iltlO115. 
Such help as was requir(od in thl' printing department 
must be secured at small wage~; and if we could do 
the work ourselves the help had to he dispensed with. 
A visitor during those days might h~ve foun.d Brother 
Bell bending' uyer a piece of machlllery, with grease 
smeared on his shirt, hi~ hands or his facc. lIe would 
straighten up, and although wcary a.nd worn, .wotllr1 
take the time to be courteous and kllld, sJlendlllg as 
111uC'h time \vitlt the visitor as was needed 

But thcre callle a time wht:n the struggle became 
too great, sleeples~ nights followed and his health be­
gan to break If Brotht'r Heirs life was to. be savcd 
he must get out of the gen('rai work for a time. And 
so he stepped asick, taking up a local pastorate. The 
greater battlc h:ld het'll fought. thc Illachinery had 
been installed suilicil'nt to get out the papt'r:; and the 
indehtednc~s 011 the wlltlie \\a~ llot great. So Brother 
Bell stepped a"ide and lhe hurden slipped over onto 
fresher shoulders. who should hcncdorth carryon to 
completion the work he had b('!-fun. 

During these days, whl'n the f:lithfuillt.'ss (If Brother 
Bell showed so prominently in the fort').~rol1nd, other 
qualities also were strikingly apparent. Ile was a 
man of peact'. 1\0 onc will eYl'r know the concern, 
the praycrs. the time and the ('nergy !'opent by Brother 
Be11 in an effort to settle diOicullies between \)r('threl1. 
No one will CHr realize how deeply were implanted 
in him the principles of co-opt'rativ(' fellowship and 
how he labored that oth('rs mig-ht ratch the same 
yision. So it was not strange that he should permit 
the brethren to a·rain call him into the General work " . . ju~t as soon as his health would peflntt hlln to acc~pt 
it. And since that tilllC. how he has sought to brlllg 
unity into the work, litcr:t1ly .giving hi~nself tI~to his 
brethren. Truly his was a l;ud·do\\'~1 life. It IS .pos­
sible that somc day we shall appn'Clate these thing'S, 
hut whether \\'e ever do or not, \\'c arc satisfied that 
there is One who hath taken note of ail, and Brother 
Bell has been received into thc arms of Jesus and 
everlasting joy sind! be his portion.

the Occasion of the Home Call of Brother E. N. Bell 

The scr ipture \\-hich has been coming to my atten­
tion !-.ince the call of my preciuus Lrothcr i:-- fuund III 

John 12:24, words which fell from the lip~ of Jc~t1~ 
Chri~t 1 fimself. the Son of God, "Except a (orn of 
wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: 
but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.·' 

There came a time in the life of Jesus when, having 
presented} lilll!:l.eif as definitely and clo!-.ely related to 
the Tewi sh people, ~aying that lIe (alllC cspecialJy to 
the iost sheep of the house of Israel, they definitely. 
as a nation, rejected Him, that the Gentiles began 
pressing to know llim (John 12 :20. 22). This heart­
cry, "Sir, we would see Jesus," sent ,\ndrew and Phil­
ip to tell Jesus; and Je ~ u s answered them saying, 
"The hour is come. that the Son of man should be 
glorified. Verily, Yerily, I say unto you, Except a 
corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth 
alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth Illllch fruit." The 
fact that the Gentiles pressed llim and persistently 
endea\'ored to see and to kno\\' and to understand 
Je sus Christ, pro\'Cd to Him that the time of His de­
parture was close at haD(!.

Jesus is speaking of His own life now a nd of His 
own expericnce, the purpose of that life. the plan of 
that life , and the result that was ever before Him. 
He knew when comi ng irlto the world that He was to 
suffe r, that He was to giyc llimself a ransom for 
many; and this lIe freely did. For though He was 
equal with God, He thought it not a thing to be grasp­
ed after, but He made Himself of 110 reputation and 
took upon Himself the form of a senalH. and became 
in the likeness of men. And being found in fash ion 
as a man. He humbled Himself, and became obedient 
unto death. The greatest example of humility this 
world has ever seen, can ever know, is in the life of 
Jesus Christ. The greatest example of devotion to 
sacrifice and se rvice for others also appears in this 
marvelou s character, who, though Son of God, gave 
Hilllself 10 become poor, that through Hi s poverty 
we might be ri ch. 

Our precious brot her, whose body lies before us 
today, but whosc spirit is yonder with the Lord, pur­
posed early in life to emulate the example of his di­
\'ine Master. Rather than pursue the course of the 
ordinary life he gave himself to the service of the gos­
pel: not to be accounted great, ne\'er to be wealthy 
or in flu ential in the world. He purposed above all 
other things a life of faithful sen-ice in winning souls 
out of sin unto God. A noble calling, you will say. 
Yes, indeed. Such a one cannot expect to have an 
ordina ry experience. There is t he necessity for the 
sacrifice of many, many things. Therc is also the ne­
cessity of taking the lowly place, the place of service 
for others. It is an evidence of a proper heart that 
in the beginning he gave himself to God for the min­
istry. He earnestly strove for, he diligently sought 

aitt.:r. lho~e thing:. neediul that hl' might he l'nlcient 
in lht ~enice of the On~ whu \\a!'; hiS hing. 1t meant 
~omething to him to prc~!' u\lt into the world and 
work his way through cull<.'gc. supporting himself 
meanwhile, and almost from the beginning to preach 
the gospel to others. Blessed example for others! 
God help us to follow such an cxampk lie laid down 
his life in con!';ecratioll to the will of Cod and the 
sen' icc of humanity. 

Self-elimination. self-rejc('ti(ln, uttl'r willingness to 
he ot her than thl' ordinary man. is !o.lIggcsted in the 
thought Jestls gins u>.; of the corn (If wheat falling 
into the g-rouml to die. It is not a picture only of 
gi\'ing of tho:--e things that might he in one's hands 
to give. )[ore than that, it is a literal giving up of 
oncself to the great ohJcct ive of life. Jesus did it. 
TIe ga\'e Himself for tiS that lle might redeem tiS 

from all iniquity and purify unto ] limseif a peculiar 
people, 7ealotls of good works. There is no real giv­
ing apart from gi\'ing one~elf. 

There was life in that kernel of wheat. and when 
it ga\'e itself absolutely to be IItt~r1y set aside as to 
its own form and usc. tben there was a tremendous 
increase. A kcrnel of wheat holds in itself that life 
that may increasc many fold. But that kernel of 
wheat must fall into the ground and yield up its life 
hefore there can be abundant fruitfulness fr om its 
life. 

\Ve ha\'e had displayed before us in the life of our 
precious brother the very clements of this scri l,tmc . 
Perhaps no one knew him better than 1. 1 am free 
to stand hcre this afternoon and 101)k the world in 
the face and say that T know that the man \\ hosc body 
lies before me today e.xemplificd the tea(,hing of J e­
Stls. T kno\\'. as perhaps few if allY others arc in a 
posit ion to know, the sacrifice, the refusal to enter­
ta in personal interests where the interests of .)thcrs 
were at stake, the suffering, the strain. the t riumph 
in this life that has ended. There was no sadness in 
the life of Jesus Christ because of the necessity of 
sacr ifice. lIe gave Himself gladly. ] Ie did not simply 
yie ld to the necess ity of the case and allow llinlself 
to be strick en, He GAVE} lim self . Our Brother Dell 
did this as few men do. God help us to follow his 
example.

In a condition that 
would prompt almust any o rdinary man to seck relief, 
he d cl ihc~atcly pllt hilll!-c1f in the ",'ay of going to 
Iowa to. dlc. away from hl/Ille. There was a \'t'ry quick 
prompl11lg' III my heart tu w ire hack, "Xo, come direct­
ly hOllie," J\ n<l he t"ann', Bill I know if f had said 
"Sioux City needs you lIIost," he \votild have lurned 
north. 1L is not IU y purpose to exalt the human, but

The first 
and greatcst question, therefore, that confronts men 
today, is not, "What would Jesus do?" but "What 
has Jesus done?" Only when we accept what He has 
done can we do what Hc would do, and what He 
would have us do.-Sel.

"Ye were not redeemed with corruptible things as 
s ih'er and gold, ... but with the precious blood of 
Christ" (1 Peter 1 :18,19). The apostle, under the 
power of the Spirit, makes a statement from a heav­
cnly standpoint. which reverses the order from the 
earthly siandpoint. Sih·cr and gold are called corrup­
tible things, and the blood of Jesus Christ is called 
pretious. 

The mob cried, "Crucify Him. His blood be upon 
us." They wanted it, the blood, scattered. They con­
sidered it valueless. Judas sold the body of Chris t 
with all 11 is blood for thirty pieces of sih'e r. "The 
price of llim that was valued, whom they of the chil­
dren of I srael did value" (Matt. 27 :9). The price of 
a slave! They counted the blood of Christ as an un­
holy thing. The blood of t he lamb in the temple slain 
that morning ,vas treated as a sacred thing by t he 
priests. The antitype was counted an unholy thing­
to be trodden under foot as an unholy thing. 

Man today is no better. Gold and silver are the pre­
c ious things. The blood of Jesus Christ is discarded, 
set as ide, explained a\\·ay, and, in some cases, teach­
ing concern ing it is enti rely eliminated. God Himself 
provides this remedy, the blood of God's Son. Every­
thing else is futile. \ Ve arc living in t he age of sub­
sti t utes in the material realm and men are trying t o 
put a substitute in the spir itual realm ~ a substitute 
for redemption by the precious blood. 

Every subst itute will fail, they are all absolutely in­
adeq uate. Why? BECAUSE THE BLOOD OF 
JESUS CllRIST REPRESENT ED THE LIFE TAK­
E1\' FRm'l HD1 WIlO IS THE AUTH OR OF LIFE, 
THE LI FE OF THE SON OF GOD, TAKE1\' , SHED 
O~ CALVARY'S CROSS. 

Ch rist died as the Son of Gocl- not as J eS llS of 
Nazareth. "'\Ly God, My God, why hast Thou for­
saken ?l fe ?" was IIis cry. "Father, into Thy hands I 
cOlllmend My SpiriL" He proclaimed His divinity 
when lle was giving out His life. 

No language can describe the value o f that life 
taken. No prophet ca ll de scend to the depth of the 
myste ry - God manifest in the fl esh, and t he fle sh 
being emptied of its blood that represented the li fe. 

Great is the myste ry of godliness, God manifest in 
flesh. Great is the mys tery of the Author of life, of 
J lim who sa id , "1 have power.to lay it down and have 
P O\\:cr to tak e it again." The Author of life emptying 
Himself of life. The mystery is partly explained when 
He sa id, "I ha ve power to lay it down and have power 
to take it again." Death had permission to act on life 
and by that very permiss ion it crippled its own power. 
He destroyed him who had the power of death. Death 
acted 0 11 life, but li fe swallowed up death. 

"Fo rasm uch then as the children are partakers of 
fle sh and blood, He al so IIimse lf likewise took part 
of the same; that through death He might destroy 
him that had t he power of dea th, that is , the devil" 
(Beb. 2 :l4). The incarna tion was necessary. and 
death was the seq uence of the incarnat ion, and so 
made it possible to deal with him who is the author 
of death, eyen Satan . "And deliver them who through 
fear of death were all their lifetime subj ect to bond­
age" (Beb. 2 :15). Christ not only dealt with him who 

who had the power of death, but by the s.ame act, re­
leased, delivered, tho::.c who were under the sway, the 
power, the dominion, of Satan. Therciore by Christ's 
incarnation and death He ha:s the nght to redeem, to 
deliver, all those who have been under the control 
of Satan. \\'hcre death reigned, life has the right also 
to reign. .As in .\dam all die, so in Christ shall all be 
made alivc. E\-cryone in his OW11 order. There is a 
rc:;.tll'rectlOn oi lile and a re::.urrection of condemna­
tion or damnation. 

He dc.::;troyed or brought to nought him who had the 
powcr oyer death. Erery dead pef!:oon IS held by death 
with a loo::.c hold. The death and re:surrectioll of 
Christ means that cvcry \'ictll11 of death will have to 
be released. Some raised to life and joy, and some 
rai:st.::d to shame and the second death. 

.\s long as death is prevalent, we are reminded that 
life i::. abo active. \\·h(;rc sin abounded grace did 
much more abound. \\'here death reigned, abounded, 
life du.l much more abound. The precious blood of 
Jesus Christ means the life poured out of the Son 
of God. The poured-out life means that your life, 
sentenced to death, can be and will be redeemed. 
Deat h has no more power oyer you. 

The blood of J C::i ll S Christ, God's Son, is activc, 
,·irile, living, efticacious, and deanseth now from all 
sin. It speaks better things than the blood of Abel. 
1t speaks better things than you can. God saw thc 
blood o n the door-posts. it spoke. It was effective. 
It brought deiiH!rancc. God is willing and wants it, 
the preciolls blood, the s.pea king blood, the cleansing 
blood of the Son of the living God, to be just as real 
and c[ecti,·e in your life today. 

God's mercy is so great that it forgives great sins 
to great sinners afte r g reat lengths of time, and then 
g ives great favors and great privileges, and raises us 
up to great enjoyments in the great heaven of the 
great God. As John Bunyan wcll says, "It mu st be 
g reat mercy or no mercy, for little mercy will never 
serve Illy turn."-Spurgeon.

)'Iy ~ i~tcr and I thought we ought to have some 
aftcrnoon nH.'c tings, so we went from house to house 
inviting the wOmen to come. \VhCll the afternoon 
arrived we ,v:titrd and waited, but only one came. 
But that one was so hUl1gry and eager to know about 
Jesus that it was a joy to tell her the story. The 
next week we went around again and asked the wom­
en to please come to our meeting, but again there was 
only onc present. For three weeks we had only one, 
but the fo urth week that one brought five other hun­
gry souls with her. Then we wondered if t here would 
be any at the next meeting; but when the day arrived, 
there were ten or twelve of them. They were so in­
tere sted they could not stay away, and the attend­
ance grew until there were not chairs enough for 
them. After they had come two or three times, they 
would want to buy a Bible, though their folks would 
not let them have one if they knew it. So they had 
to hidc their Bibles; but, oh, they were so precious to 
them. At one meeting we told them that, instead of 
our talking, we would let them talk and tel1 us some­
thing. One woman after another arose and told how 
she had found Jesus and how she did love Him. 

We have st reet meetings before every service and 
try to gather them from the street into the mission 
station. At one meeting we noticed a man sitt ing 
ncar the back, his elbows on the bench in fr ont, his 
head bent, and his eyes fastened on the speaker. He 
seemed so dejected and so earnest. We prayed, "Oh, 
Lord, will You not speak to his heart tonight?" But 
he arose and left when the meeting was over. The 
next night, in the crowd, we saw this man pushing his 
way forward to listen to what we had to say; and. 
when the invitation was given to come into the mis­
sion sta tion, he came. He sat the same way as the 
previous night and again we prayed, 1I0h, Lord. will 
You not touch his heart tonight ?" 

The third night he came again, and with him he 
brought his wife and some friends. He told them to 
si t on one side and he went over to his usual place 
and sat in the same earnest, dejected way. That night 
the Lord spoke to his heart, and after seven or eight 
had taken their place at the altar he rose and came 
forward, taking a place at the end of the row. He 
could not wait any longer, but came over to where 
we were talking to another soul and said, "Missionary, 
I am a sinner. Will your Jesus save me?" We said. 
"Just wait a minute. We will talk to this one now 
and then we will talk to you." But he could not wait. 
ITe cried again, "Will your Jesus save me? I am such 
a great sinner." And then he poured out his story: 

"When I was only a little boy four years old my 
parents gave me to the priests at the temple. After 
I had grown to be a man and had risen to a high posi­
tion, I thought I was safe; but I went into sin, deeper 
and deeper. I lost my position, and they threw me 
out of the temple. One day I realized my awful condi­
tion and went back to ask them to forgive me and 
take me back, but they said there was 110 hope for 
me. Then I went deeper still into sin. One day I 
went to \'isit an old friend with whom I had been 
associated in sin. As soon as I stepped into his house 
1 saw a great change and did not know what to think. 
This fr iend said that he had found Jesus and had 

taken J esus into his heart and his home. He wanted 
me, too, to take Je~us, but I would not li st en to him . 
Bu t I could not forget wha t my iriend said, and, since 
1 had no res t , I dec ided to fi nd the mi ssionary I had 
heard on t he st reet talking about this Jesus. I said , 
'That's the J esus my fri end found and perhaps I can 
fi nd Him too.' '' 

\Ve told him the Lord knew everything he had ever 
done and if he would ask for forgi\"eness, Jesus would 
forgive him . He said, "I cannot pray." \Ve told him 
over and over again what to say, and at last he re­
peated word for word what we had said. The tears 
rolled down his cheeks and he gave his heart to Jesus 
and was saved that night. 

For twenty-five years he had been a priest in a 
Buddhist temple and had seen us for seven years, but 
he had not wanted to listen. lIe had been the cause 
of much disturbance in our neighborhood. He said, 
"I ha ve been persecuting you, but now I want to 
help." After that he would be found at the street 
meetings giving his testimony. 

One time we were having tarrying meetings. Al­
though we had g i\·en no invitation, the people left 
their seats and came forward to pray. Among them 
was a man who knew nothing of Jesus and had never 
heard anyone pray, but the power of God was so pres­
ent there that he became convicted. He got up from 
the altar and said, "Oh, let me out of this place!" 
\Ve had closed the doors after the meeting began, so 
that we might not be disturbed. He cont inued, "Oh, 
let me. out of this place; I am a sinner. I see myself 
~s a sinner; Oh, do let me out. There is something 
In here I must get away from. I will come back some 
other time." We pleaded with him to s tay, and fin­
a lly he came back to the altar, and without even hear­
ing a sermon he gave his heart to the Lord. He did 
~lOt know anyth~n&", but the power was so strong that 
It brought convictIon. A week later he also received 
the mighty Baptism of the Holy Spirit and is witness­
ing for Jesus today.

The Spi ri t 
of t he Lord is the vital force drawing us, w idely di f­
fer ing ,I S we are, and making us indeed one; "being 
knit together in love;" and, "GOD is love." 

This lo\'e, divine love, is our trade mark, t he brand 
by w hich we a re recogn ized. "By this sha ll a ll men 
know tha t ye are my d isciples, because ye havc love 
one to anot her." 

In t his body we a re form ed variously, we a re placed 
va riously, and we a re called t o fun ction var iously. 
"I f all were one membe r, where were the body? " I 
ha ve s tood long by the Cl iff H ouse at San Francisco 
lookin g out t owards the dazzling blue of the P acific, 
watching the native seals that are there on the Seal 
R ock no t far fr om shore. Their huge, rather clum sy· 
looking bodies just run off into fin -like endings at 
the sides and tail. T hey have no hands, they have no 
fin gers, they have no arms, they have no feet . Con­
sequently, "with the whole body so much al ike, about 
all they can do is swim about, catch fi sh to eat, and 
then fl op around on the rock s and sleep. Nea rly a ll 
o f their body scem s to be built for one purpose - to 
help them to fl op! 

The Church of Chri st is not so ! 
Xo. H ere all the members have NOT the same of­

fi ce. Rather , this body is being equipped with mem­
be rs so di vers ified, yet each being perfected for its 
individual mission: eyes to sec the vis ion; cars to hear 
the will of God; feet to run to do His bidding; hands 
to gather in the harvest. Each individual part is de­
pendent upon. and fitted to supplement, the other. 
And each call fllld its own use and place, not from 
another, but d irect from t he Head. 

The ear is not called to see. 
The hand is not called to walk. 
The vital , hidden organs, such as the heart and the 

lungs are not called to daily come into contact with 
the outer world, receiving its dust and bruises as the 
outer covering- the skin-is. On the other hand the 
skin is not expected to live the hidden life or' the 
me mbers it shelte rs. 
Th~ hand canllot regard the foot and object to the 

dust It ha s gathered on the wearisome path, for the 
hand was never exposed to the dust of the road and 
cannot teU how it would appear were their posi'tions 
rev~r s ed.. Nor can the eye look with objection to the 
fnut sta~ns on the hand and consider itself superior 
because It has accumulated no such marks of t oil, for 
the eye was never called to handle the gathering in 
of the fruit and golden gr~in. 

The bu!>y ~treet worker, iaithfully ~inging and pray­
ing- night after night 011 the :-.trCl't comcr, or the busy 
c\·ang-eli:-l. ~Jleeding from po~t to post to miss no 
(hanct: in reaping, cannot look with rcsentment at the 
('tlIllJl<lrati\'{'ly quiet, hidden hie of the intercessor 
who stay" at homc, objectl1lg to his lack of aggrcs­
:-.I\·e dTorh to reach the otlhidcr; for these vital mem­
bers, like thl' vein~, arc dtal1lll'ls through which fresh 
liic is cOI1\'eyed to parts eXJlo~ed to the ~torll1 of out­
side elelllellb. Xor dare the intercessor misunder­
~tand or censure the worker whose call lays upon him 
the urgency of searching for ('Ycry means to startle 
the thoughtless into attention and "COlli pel them to 
come in." Though our task as the Church of Christ 
is X01' to sa\'e the world before the return of Chris t, 
it IS to witness to "eyery creature," 

A rose is not called to he a lily; or a lily a rose. 
One speaks of the r ich sweet ness of Christ, a nd it is 
perfect. The other speaks of llis purity, a nd is as 
perfect. The tiny violet. hidden in the tall grasses, 
is absol ute ly unlike either. Its message is not of 
majesty, but of lowliness of heart. And in ful filling 
Its God-givcn mission, it. too, is perfect. 

1n an orchest ra, all can not take the soprano and 
lead, or there would be no harmony; ne it her can a ll 
Illodestly take t he other parts, or t here would be no 
melodr· But when each, from his different a ngle, 
watclll l1g the leader, plays a ll as!' ig ned to his own in­
~t rU l1lcnt, a nd yet no more, t he delightful ness of t he 
result is complete. No, one is not called t o fill an­
o t her 's place. 

T he eye ca nnot say to t he hand, "T ha ve no need 
of thee !" " If any have not t he Spirit of Chr ist he is 
non ~ of His." But when a brother DOES belong to 
C.hnst, he be l o~gs t o li S. H e may ha ve an e ntirely 
~h fTc r en t place In the Body. li e may not see things 
Just as we do. H e may go unde r a different name, 
ITe may be weak. Bu t if he belongs to Chris t, he is 
essentially pa rt of us. A nd the weake r one member 
is, the more he needs, not cri ticism, not ignor ing , but 
the sympathy and aid of the rest of th e Body. It is 
the cut , o r the sore spot, to which t he res t o f the body 
se nds. in~mediat.e h~lp t o heal a nd s treng then. 

It IS III conSidering one ano ther, and recognizing 
OI~e anothe r, that we will be kn it togethe r ; and there 
",.11 be "NO SCHISM I N THE BODY." 

Tn a wheel , the spokes, sta rting at the rim, are as 
fa r fr -:lI 11 one another as is poss ible. But they all 
dra W 111 to one common center, the hub. And the 
nearer they g et to the hub, the nearer they are to 
one another. The nearer we draw to Chris t the 
neare.r we will. be t? ?ne another. And the more 'fully 
we Yield to HIS SPlflt , the more our individual sharp 
corners will be melted away. 

Ol~e arm of the body may be given the task of up­
holdlllg ~ certain di stinctive testimony, and another 
arm , a different phase of th~ .trut? So, all the gifts 
and ~races of the Holy SPlflt Will be brought into 
play 111 the Church, and so the Body will function nor­
ll1~l1y. It is surely to such a normal church, like the 
orlglllal New Testament pattern, that Christ wiII 
return . 

Till then, our task is not t o undermine one another 
but to build up one another in the strength and powe; 
of the Lord, to fight together, NEVER ONE AN­
OTHER, but ollr common foe, sin and the devil and 
t? win a co~nmon vict?ry through the power of' that 
Name that IS our rallYlllg point, THE LORD TESUS

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ON THE TOP OF THE WORLD 
Brother V. G. Plymire who is among 

tht Tibetans at Tangar, Kansu writes: 
"The Lord hal bee n blessing us in the 
work Iwrc among the Tibetans. Not a 
day passel!. but what we have literally 
a crowd of these wild men in our place. 
Severa l day:; aKo we had exactly tw.! nty 
men in our room at the sa me time. Thes..:: 
men wcre from Chel1g~lUng~sa, Jyekundo, 
Lhasa. They all received the gospel mes4 
sage before they left us. M any times we 
do not get a chance to cat without being 
disturbed by Tibetan guests. \\le praise 
the Lord for this, and the excellent OP4 
pori unity we have here to reach Tibet4 
ans from all pa rts of the country. 

" \Vhile I was away on my last trip 
Lhasa traders arrived with about twO 
hu ndred camels loaded wit h goods from 
Lhasa. \Ve tried to reach everyone of 
these men and give them some gospel 
literature. l3o..;ides these Tibetans from a 
distance. we have large numbers of th e 
nearby people visit us· The prese nt dif· 
fi culty is that we do not have the room 
we 1H,"ed to entertain them. ....Ve receive 
them all into one room whcre we eat, 
live and sleep. W e are hoping soon to 
get help from some source to enable us 
to get a place beller suit ed for the work. 

" I attended th e Kum Bum fair and a 
great many Tibetan s recei"ed the \Vord. 
This is one of th e largest monasteries in 
Eastern Tibet. Before the Mohamme4 
dan rebellion it had some 7000 pri:,ts. 
At present there are 3500 resident s there 
and a number more who are regi s tered. 
It was so sad to see t hese poor peop le 
wor!-,hip imaKes of meta l and one of gold . 
Then there was one image whi ch 1 dare 
not describe in a letter. So terribly im· 
:-'110m! and inhuman and so horribly un~ 
god ly and unna tural. It was horrible to 
look at. I saw large numbers of natives 
prostrate themselves beforc these images 
all d:ty long,. Many measure the distance 
around the monastery grounds by th e 
length of their body prostrated flat to the 
grou nd. And I have seen three who came 
from more than a 1110nth's journey. These 
had prostrat ed thelll seh 'es all thi s long 
distance. L.'"Iter r took another trip and 
found the nati ves ,"cry open and they re:4 
ccived the Gospel well . 

"We ha"e a nllmb er of new men now 
come daily for help for the body. These 
poor fellows all suffer from sores or from 
frosted feet. One man had all but blood 
poisoning in the right arm. I)U! \\'c pr:ty· 
cd for him and now he is just about 
over it. Another man !!a,t a nlaSI o ( 
sores about hal£ way around his body. 
This fetlow, too. is just about well. Oth. 
ers we look after who have flesh wounds, 
so me nearly to the bone. \Ve have won 
a few of these wild fellows' heart3 and 
they seem to be ready to help us as much 
as they ca n in getting into the country. 

"At prestnt we arc having our tri .. ls 
more in the line of food than otherwise 
\Ve have gone a (lay's journey east among 
the Chinese for potatoes, but thus far 
have got none. Vegetables arc 'out of 
sight: so wc get on ao:, best we ran all 
meat and flour , There is absolutely no 
fruit of any kind. But we arc Quite well 
and are n'ry happy. and ("onten!. Prav 
for us that we may win llIanv of the .:;e 
poor benighted soul~ for J csu!'.."

THE TRIALS OF THE ROAD 

Brother J. H. Chenoweth who is work~ 
ing Kansu Province among the Chinese 
describes some of the condifi ons which all 
th e mi3sionaries enCOllnter in that part of 
th e world . "For mally days th e Lord ha s 
placed a burden UpOIl our heart s for the 
unoccupied di s trict to the sou th of Min~ 
chow whi ch reaches 10 the border of 
Szechwan. In answer to prayer the Lord 
placed Ihis di strict upon the hearts of 
several of our workers and studen ts. AS4 
semblies soon sprang up ;n the three 
coun tiC3 ca ned S hiku. Kaicheo, and 
Wonhsien . These assemblies. not being 
built upon another man's foundation, and 
knowing naught but 'Jesus Christ and 
Him cruci fi ed .' give every ind icat ion of 
becoming a glorious church, 'not having 
spot or wrinkle or any such thing.' 

"Having been rC(IUested by both nati v~ 
workers and Christians to pay th em a 
visit, I left home sometime during the 
month of March. Three days' travel 
brought Ul there, and we were warmly 
welcomed by ten Christians who came out 
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about two miles to mt'ct us. fhe road hc~ 
t\\een Peko and 11I11cho\\ might safely 
be considered the mO,t difficult and dan4 
gerous road to tr .. vel Ihat I ha\'c en;r 
seen or heard of. For much 01 the dis~ 
tance there \\ as nothing more than a very 
narrow ledge cut in the side of the c1ifts . 
Oftcn it is not wider than a foot across . 
and even here there are loose stones and 
pebble.; that make traveling dangerous. 
In a great many places the road i!; Cllt 

out of solid rock with steps going liP and 
down the irregular road. I have heard 
those who arc riding cry out in fright 
because they think surely they will be 
thrown headlong down into the river or 
to the bed of rock below. The nearcr 
one gels to Szechwan the worse thl! road 
becomes. 

"Bedbugs. ficas. gnats help to add to 
the harsh ips of the road and sometimes 
it is midnight before thc.;e pe!;ts will per. 
mit one to get any !;ieep. Rats also add 
to our !roubles. One night I woke liP 
to find a rat as big as a cat !-'Ilooping 
around on my bed. X eedle"s to say I 
gave my cover a fling that landed "Mr. 
Rat a good distance from me, and he did 
not return again that night, though often 
they are so bold as to come right back 
agai n. 

" I asked one woman who was making 
food for us to kindly wash her hand s 
before she proceeded fu rther. She v~ry 
indignantly informed me that she bad al~ 
ready washed her hands three or four 
tim es for Illy special bellefi!. a nd she 
did not intcnd 10 (10 so again. 1 will say 
that th ey did 11 0t look as th ough they 
ever had bee n within o lle hun dred miles 
of water. I did not argue the question with 
hcr for , although this road seems to be 
thc edge of the wol"ld. ye t in reality theSe 
women have the men under their thumbs , 
and moreov cr they arc very muchly apt 
to back up their 3uffragetle opinions 
in a ,"cry militari slic way if opposed by 
one of th e opposite sex. So we bowed 
our heart .. in prayer when the food was 
prepared and ate in the name o f the 
Lord J esus. In many homes I saw pig .. , 
cows , chicken s, dogs, donkeys, etc., all 
livi ng ill the same home wit h the people, 
of whom as many as half a dozen of 
both sexcs and all ages often sleep o n the 
one bed Or 'kang.' The hou se as a rule can· 
si sts of olle large room with a large door 
in the front for en tran ce, light. vcntila~ 
tion, etc. The rooh, ill many places. 
consist of great s labs o f flat rocks laid 
upon one another. One lear ns to be an 
ad ept at s tar4gazi ng by looki ng through 
the large cracks in the roof. 

"The first two years in a miss ionary's 
life on the field are the most critical. 
M any foreign mi ssionaries who have not 
made good can trace the beginning to 
their failure to master the language. In 
praying for th e ncw, mi s3ionaries going 
from your midst please remember this."

';Our boal wa ... behindtime getting: ill\o 
Sh .... nghai; and as we anchored outside 
the harbor \\jailing ior Ihe tide to take 
us in we did not realize how l1lerciiul 
was our God and how he direct;; our 
every step. \Ve were v..:ry anxious to 
get the $aturday moming train out oi 
Shanghai which would arrive in Taiantu 
Sunday morning. Our boat did not get 
into ~hal1g'hai in tiT11e ior tiS to get this 
train. 

Afterwards we iound Ollt that this Sat­
urday morning train had been wrecked 
by the bandits, and quite a number of 
Chine .. e and foreigl1t'rs including a few 
mi.;sionari..:s, had becn taken captive. 
Later on when the rails were cleared up 
and we passed by the wrecked train we 
praised God who had directed all things 
to work out for good. 

"~isters Hanson and Gust,\\"~on with 
abollt fifty of the oldest boys and girls 
and Chinese workers met us at the train. 
'IN e were so glad to see our co-workers 
and ehildrcn again. As we came into the 
first yard in the Home we found the 
teachers had lined liP the smaller boys, 
and as we cn: ... red they began sing ing, 
'\Vhen He cometh to make up His je\f­
cis.' A;; we en tered into the second \"ard 
we found a ~{irl lined up who began si ng_ 
ing, 'Pass me not oh ge ntle Saviour.' As 
T looked on OUr de<!r boys and girls and 
hcard th em singing thc.;c precious !';o ngs 
my hC;'lrt o\'crflowcd , and we stood th ere 
and wept. Tt was good to be there with 
Ih ese dea r little lambs of our preciouj 
Lord. :.'Ify heart al so ached as I thought 
of the dear littl e ones who Illight have 
heell here also, .c;inging and rejoicing, had 
they had the proper food last year. As 
I walk arou nd and sec the trees wilh the 
bark pulled off. 111\' heart aches. The 
worker .. here tell 1{1e Ih1\! the dear lit­
tle girls would get up at night and slip 
out of the room and pull the bark off 
the trees :lnd ca t it. Of course th~ dear 
little things died. 

"Since our :l rr iv:l1 there has been a 
very sweet sp irit of un ity among the 
workers. both foreign 3nd Chinese, and 
we arc looking forward to grea t thingJ 
for J esus. 'Ve find the Lord is working 
in the hea rt s of some of the Chinese 
ill a special way, and we are looking for 
an outpourinq' of the Spirit at all)' time. 
Don't forget to pray for I1S."

China. "Th e work is movi ng all herc at 
Sa imon and soul s are being added to the 
church.
