These arc intere sting quc!';tions, and we humbly of­
fer to others some of thc answcrs we have sought to 
makc £,'r yotlrs~'h'es fpcrhalh rathcr independently ()f 
those \\ hI), Oil the one hand, would takc the cxtremc 
viewpoin t of taboning almost all music as evil and re­
ducing it s place in Christian gatherings to str ictly 
unaccompanicd s inging; and, on the other hand, of 
thosc who, we fear, would make it a subst itute for 
the powcr of thc IToly Ghost and degrade divine wor­
ship to thc level o f a sacred concert). 

Music Is Pure in Itself 
This wc feel is a principle to lay hold of right away. 

Music cxi"tcd away hack in the pure dawn of crca­
tioll (Job 38:7): it fills the scenes of consummated 
redemption in H.c"clation (eh, 14:2,3); it finds dis­
tinct and hOllorablc place in the divinely appointed 
tcmple worship ( 1 Chron. 25 :1-7, etc); and in cach 
!)ucccedi ng reV! \'al also (2 Chrol1. 29 :25-28; Ezra 3: 
10,11, etc), In ordering Cill'istian worship, the apos­
tle cxhorts to ":;ing- with the spirit" <Lnel Hsing with 
the undcrstanding also" ( I Cor. 14:15). f.,[usic has 
a foremost place in the inspired exhortations to praise 
(P salm s 33, 6X, 87, 92, 98, 146, 150; I sa. 38:20): and 
in one place at least it is associated with the power 
of the Spirit coming on a sen·ant of God (2 Kings 3: 15) 

All who ha "e studied the theory of music will know 
that it bears the stamp of the Creator in its ,'ery na­
ture. It yields no less man'els than the wing of thc 
insect under the microscopc. The glowing testimony 
of Frances Ridley IIavergal to this yery point will 
be familiar to many, 

\Ve belie\'c music is intended in the purposc of 
God for expressing the purcst, truest emotions of the 
soul. a language at times more adequate and more 
powerful than the finest oratory or the richest vocab­
ulary, 

Music Has Shared in the Fall 
This sad fact mUSt be taken into account in all our 

attitude toward;:; music today, Self-will, sin and 

Satan ha\"{' seized and marred and u:,cd for thcir own 
<:nd~ thi" good and perfect giit from t he Father o f 
Lights until at first perhaps wc scarcely know where 
to stand towards it. The YOluptliOIlS, magnetic lilt of 
tht, danct'. the coarsc suggestiveness of the comic 
sOllg, the mu~ic of the theater that drowns the cares 
and thoughts of souls hastcning to perd ition, all make 
us scc the serpellt's tra il debasing all. Another dis­
quieting fact is the amazing conceit which the self- life 
seems capable of where it s musical capabilities arc 
{'onccrl1e<i. utterly r egardle~s of the fact that hCI:c at 
least it is esscntially true, cyen in thc natural. "what 
hast thou that thou didst not rccci"c?"

The regenerate child of God, filled with th e Holy

Xn,," here we feel that IlIllCh depends on the ehar­
acu:r of the particular Illeeting. 111 the wor~hip times, 
thc g-atIH:rillg-s where the ~aillts hayc met for spir­
itual fellowship and waiting on the LIm!. wc think 
that instrumental Illu!;ic should ad\i~l'dly be reduced 
to a miniml1m. In singing the hY1l1l1!; the "lead" of 
an organ or piano \\ill be found helpful. ('~pecially if 
the IHllllhcr i:; small. hut the choru ... cs that art! inter· 
sper~('d in the prayer lime:» are, we cOllsic\t>r, much 
hetter without any attempt at arcompanimcnt. 

.\nd we would also !-.ug-gest that the saints should 
be nry careful to k('ep in the Spirit in starting up 
choruses. Bless God. an appropriate chorus has often 
heen jl1 ... t the key that has seemed to fling wide the 
\'ery gates of glory; but wc ha\'c found that contin­
uou s dlOrus s inging somet imes has the re\'ersc effect 
and only quenches the Spirit and gins Him no oppor­
amity to work. Young people who like singing, and 
han strong voices which they quite legitimately en­
joy u~ing, should be especially careful here. 

The leader of a meeting ~hot11d seek always to usc 
a choms that is appropriate. This should not be dif­
findt to one seeking to catch the mind of the Spirit; 
but we HAVE heard some jubilant song started up 
when the plain call of God was in a humbling. plead­
ing strain, and \'ire versa. There is a time to sing, 
"I've Pentecost in my soul" and a time to s ing, "Thou 
art the Potter, I am the clay." Abo\'e all in a worship 
meeting we should encourage and welcome real sing­
ing in the Spirit . that exquisite, other-worldly, win­
some manifestation of the Holy Ghost that sweeps' 
the soul right up to the courts of heaven. Here we 
pass right out of the natural into the supernatural 
and can only worship and adore. Hallclllj;lh! 

Pcrsonally we feel that rather differcnt rules apply 
to the evangelistic meeting where the winning of the 
unsa\'cd is the supreme object in "iew; and also in 
a measure to the large (,OIwentions where a testimony 
to visitors is a first consideration, and where larger 
numher!-i of the saint~ require effcciive leading in 
praise and \\'orship. Yet here also is the danger 
point. the place where it is easy to exchange the 
power of the Holy Ghost for other "attractions'· in 
the shape of musical items: this tendency was pun­
gently mentioned in a recent art icle in the Pentecostal 
Evangel. God deli\'Cr I1S from such a ll1i~erable ex­
change! 

The aim of the singing in gospel meetings should 
be to introduce LIFE, and to express that joyous 
brightness of salvation that is first of all in the heart,

Thc 
words of the hymn being sung !\hould alwap be close­
ly f(>.I1\owed cven where the lIIu ... ician cannot sing and 
play at thl' sallie time; and abo\"e all the spirit of the 
hymn should he heartily and intelligently entered into,

The Spirit-filled l11u~irian in touch with God will 
always be ready to gladly and instantly lay all music 
down when the lToly Spirit wishes to use ROIllC other 
means and work hy some other method.

ruption and it was the accompanist himself who had 
the interpretation of tlw mcssagt'. E\'er) thil.g de­
pends on heing in the Spirit. Tile consecrated leader 
of music in the a~sell1hly or convention should ~eck 
preparation of heart and soul for hi .. or her ministry 
at: earnestly and as truly as the OIlL' who LIlini!-it('rs 
the \\'ord. 

That which ministers in the r~;'l!1ll of the emotions, 
a~ music docs, always need,:> (".Heful \\'atching to he 
krpt entirely under the control of the Holy Spirit at 
al! times; but rightly used we believr there is a sphere 
hrl e of powerful influence for good. \Ve do not pre· 
tend that there is the least Cf)llll"'}.rison between a

Pray for Revival! 

TRUE PRAYER 
I n these day!S of apostasy and lukew;umness, we 

need an C'nlargcd \'iew of God. This can only COllie 
through prayer and meditation on the \Vord of the 
Lord. The persun with a small God usually makes 
Lhe longest prayer. The man with a great God needs 
hut few words to express his hl'arL and to receive 
God's answer. The prophets of Baal prayed all day 
to 110 effect. BUl Elijah prayed in just a very few 
words and Lhe fire fell. A great God and i;mall I, 
m(.'an thaL God does not get a long lecture on what 
I k ought Lo dl) for us; and much meaningless flatlery 
of man that we frequently hear in prayer is elimi­
nated. God's people should corne Lo lhc Lord heart 
first - not head first. 

\\'hat is prayer? Prayer is the expression of the 
heart towards God. True praycr, then, mayor may 
noL be. noisy: be free in the Spirit. But remember, 
noise is not prayer. enn among us Pentecostal peo­
ple, and is sometimes a hindrance. 

To he acceptable, prayer should be made in full 
failh - trusting in the goodness and kindness of the 
Lord. Do not ask for things you have no faith for. 
The hahil will surely injure yom own faith . besides 
being offensive to God. Dear ones, get on faith 
ground first. lTow can one get on faith ground? By 
making your prayer conform to the Word of God. 
Ask for whaL is promised therein, stand on the infal­
lible \Von\, live ouL your own prayer by congistcntly 
placing yourself in ful! harmony with God's eternal 
farLs, helieve God - and it will surely come to pass. 

There is one great fixed law, thaL God's counsels 
will all sLancl. and what H e has promised will come 
to pass. It is impossible for God to lie. His \Vord, 
therefore, cannot be broken. He wants us to know 
Lhat He has made Himself obliged to keep His \ ·Vord 
-so 1 fe cannot get ouL of it if we might think that 
TTe wanted to (lleb. 6:13-20). The thing to do there­
fore, is for the unworthy :.ubject of His promises to 
ent wine itself in with God's sure counsels and be a 
part of them. so that when they come to pass, said 
unworthy and insignificant crC'ature may enjoy the 
henefits therefrom.
