Christ was known through the confines of hell. It was startling
news, unprecedented news, when a man child was conceived apart
from human agency. The whole fraternity of hell in and out
knew about the incarnation. And this demon used practically the
language of the angel who said, “That holy thing which shall be
born of thee shall be called the Son of God” (Luke 1:35). “I
know Thee who Thou art, the Holy One of God”—the only one of whom
a8 he could say it, the only one who came into the world as the Holy One of g
God. John the Baptist was greater than any born of woman, but this One
was the greatest of all. His conception was brought about by the over-
shadowing of the Most High. 7

“And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him”
(Mark 1:25). Christ wanted neither patronage, approval, commendation, or
advertising from unclean spirits. He wants worship from loving, purified
hearts. Again and again in Scripture these demons who know from whence
Jesus came, of His divinity, and terrible power, testified under an unex-
plained power that He was the Son of God, and had power to deal with them
and had power to punish them.

Christ never corrected the statement they made, but He prevented them
saying more. And what they said, that He was the Holy One, the Son of
God, 1s recorded in the Word of God.

And yet today there are people, yea in the synagogue, in the places where
they are training the coming preachers, who deny that He is the Holy One,
deny the nature of His birth, deny that He is the Son of God. The demons
will not judge them, but God allowed their testimony to be recorded in the
Word, and the written Word will be their judge.

The voice of God Himself spoke from heaven, “Thou art My beloved Son,
in whom I am well pleased” (Mark 1:11). He spoke again, “This is My i
f;;} beloved Son: hear Him” (Mark 9:7). The record of these words of God N

will be the fatal witness against all those who set aside Christ’s holy char-
acter, holy conception and divine heritage.

Judgment was summary and sharp for those demons. Today Christ is
dealing in grace, and their judgment — the judgment of those who hold these
“modernist” views — lingereth; and if they will, grace can extinguish the
error, grace can come into the hearts of those who are teaching such blas- e
phemy and their judgment can be averted by their repentance.

“This is My beloved Son.” God breaking through from heaven itself to
earth with an audible voice. The Son had come from heaven, and the Fa-
ther follows the Son with loving commendation, “This is My beloved Son,
hear ye Him.” There were many voices in the earth, but this voice is beyond
every other voice. Amen.

MISSIONS PAY? -2 -2

The question has often been asked. There can be
but one answer. They most certainly pay. If it were
possible, after having made a complete survey of the
field, after having thoroughly studied the situation, af-
ter having canvassed every mission station beneath
the stars, to answer the queston in the negative, we
should still believe in missions for the reason that our
Lord before His ascension gave commandment that
the Gospel should be given to the whole world.

If success were not attending the labors of the mis-
sionaries, if men and women bound by ignorance and
superstition and sin in “the dark places of the earth”
which are “filled with the habitations of cruelty” were
not being enlightened and delivered and regenerated,
we should still contend that we, disciples of the Lord,
followers of the Master, are obligated to continue to
do our utmost in cooperating with Him during this
church age in which He is “taking out from among
the Gentiles”—the nations—“a people for His Name.”

How any man, any woman, can be a Christian, a dis-
ciple of the Master, and not at the same time a be-
liever in missions, home and foreign—a believer in the
evangelization of the world—I cannot possibly con-
ceive. I once heard Bishop McCabe, of sainted mem-
ory, say that the Apostles’ Creed, as an expression of
the faith of a Christian, is well nigh perfect, but that
there is one thing lacking: it ought to contain some-
where the significant expression of the profound be-
lief of the believer in the carrying out of his Lord’s
program—“I believe in the evangelization of the
world.” With characteristic earnestness the good
bishop said, “I move that the Creed be sent back to
the Church Council which gave it to us, and that the
Council be instructed to make this important and nec-
essary addition in order that we may have a perfect
creed, a creed which perfectly expresses the faith, not
of Christendom, but of Christians.”

Thank God for the success which has attended and
is attending-the labors of faithful missionaries of the
cross. The church has had many faithful mission-
aries. They have belonged to every age since the
days of the apostles when in Antioch of Syria the
Holy Ghost said, “Separate me Barnabas and Saul for
the ministry whereunto I have called them,” and the
disciples after having fasted and prayed, laid their
hands on them and sent them away. The ministry
of the first missionaries was most wonderfully blessed
of God, and God has been blessing the ministry of
Spirit-commissioned missionaries ever since.

When the Latter Rain was poured out in these last
days upon the earth there came with it a fresh impe-
tus to give the Gospel to the earth, and missionary
zeal and enthusiasm have characterized God's peo-
ple in practically every place where the power of God
in its fulness has been manifested. Where this mis-
sionary zeal has been lacking, the lack has been due
to the ignorance of the leaders or to their failure to
properly instruct the people over whom they were ap-
pointed by the Lord.

Many encouraging reports have come to us from
heathen lands, and our hearts have rejoiced as we
have read these reports. Some of us who have been
laboring in the homeland, as we have read of the hun-
gry hearts across the waters, of their eagerness to

hear the Word and of their willingness to accept 1t,
have wished that the Lord would release us from our
duties at the home base and permit us to share in the
joy of the missionaries called by the Lord to give the
Gospel to the heathen sitting in the valley of the
shadow of spiritual death and under the domination
of evil influences and powers.

Among the missionaries sent out and supported by
the Pentecostal Church of Cleveland, which has b_een
since the time of its founding a distinctively mission-
ary base, is Miss Jennie Carlson, who, when Sl_le left
America, purposed entering French territory in Af-
rica and becoming associated with the missionary
party which is doing heroic service for the Master
in Mossiland. Circumstances were such that it was
impossible for her to join the party she had planned
to join. Evidently God was having Ilis way. Some-
times the obstacles which are placed in the way of our
going to the places to which we want to go and which,
perhaps, we think have been put there by the adversary
to hinder us in the carrying out of the plan of God
for our lives, have been put there by God Himself in
order that He may keep us from getting out of His
will and get us. into the place where He can use us
in a larger and more effective way.

Sister Carlson found herself in Freetown, Sierra
Leone, it having been decided that she should join
the missionaries who were laboring there and render
such assistance as she could in the work of the Lord
until God should open the way for her to enter French
territory and take up the work of God with the party
in Ougadougou. God very soon began to bless her
ministry. The missionaries who were there found it
necessary to come to the homeland for a much-needed
rest. The duties and responsibilities of the entire
station devolved upon Sister Carlson, but God was
sufficient. He strengthened and encouraged her heart
and blessed her labors. She was given strength for
every task. She longed for a mighty outpouring of
the Spirit, and, finding herself summoned by the Spirit
in a new way to the ministry of intercession, she be-
gan to pray mightily for a gracious revival. She
wrote letters to her constituency in the homeland,
pleading that prayer go up in volumes to God for an
outpouring of the Latter Rain. Her pleas were for
praver rather than for money. It was evident that
God had placed the needs of the poor people among
whom she was laboring upon her heart in a real way
and that she was travailing in spirit for their sal-
vation. '

God has answered her prayers and the prayers of
those who have united their petitions with hers. The
longed-for outpouring of the Spirit has come. Free-
town has been visited by copious showers of the Lat-
ter Rain. Her heart has been caused to rejoice, and
the hearts of her friends in the homeland and of all
who are interested in the work of God in Africa have
been led to give glory to God for what God hath
wrought. Blessed be His matchless Name! His mer-
cy endureth forever!

I transcribe herewith a part of a letter which we
have recently received from this dear missionary
whose ministry God has been signally blessing, pray-
ing that a recital of this visitation of God’s mercy and
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power may be an encouragement to our saints in all
parts of the world to pray and to give more largely
and sacrificially that men and women in heathen
lands may hear the glad tidings and be turned “from
idols to serve the living God” and to “wait for His
Son from heaven.”

“The last Thursday in May we had an all-day
meeting for prayer, beginning at 5:30 a. m., and clos-
ing at 9 p. m. The Lord kept putting this on my
heart until finally I announced it. The devil made
suggestion to me between Sunday when I announced
it and Thursday, that it would be a dry meeting and
of no avail; but in spite of his suggestion I wanted
to be before the Lord, resting in His promise that
“they who wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength.” God most graciously affirmed His promise
by most wonderfully baptizing one of our young men
in the Holy Spirit according to Acts 2:4. This was
our first young man to receive the Baptism; and the
Lord, because of this, gave us an overflow of joy.
This meeting was so good that one of our Kreole
mothers requested that every last Thursday in the
month be devoted to prayer, the whole day rather
than from 2 to 4 p. m., as usual. The Kroo people
(the majority of our people) were not satisfied with
that, but wanted to pray the entire day every Thurs-
day. You can hardly refuse such a request as that.

“Last week on Wednesday the Lord baptized one
young woman in one of our cottage meetings; then
last Thursday another of our young men came
through; also one woman on Friday; two women
again came through at this same home at our four-
o’clock service. It is impossible for me to try to de-
scribe that meeting. The humble little home was so
filled with God that every one was melted down. It
seemed that heaven had been let down to us or else
that we had been lifted up into heaven: I know not
which. A stronger realization of heaven I have never
had. T myself was attending the marriage feast of the
Lamb for several hours. Wonderful, wonderful hours
they were! The Lord baptized two women then. All
glory be to His matchless Name! Sunday was a full
day and a precious one. Large attendance at all the
services. On Monday evening the Lord baptized an-
other of our women. All these dear ones have been
baptized most gloriously, and the Holy Spirit speaks
through them in most fluent languages, which, to a
certain extent, are understood by some of our men.
On Wednesday one of our men returned from tle
ship. He came right to the Mission; was under deep
conviction, for he had so carelessly wasted his years.
He is an old man. Yesterday, Thursday, was again
our day of prayer. This man struggled and wept all
forenoon from about 5:30 in the morning. At noon
victory came, and I tell you great was his joy, and
not only his but ours. We all rejoiced. T have told
you of the ones only of whom I am sure. There are
others whom I know God has done much for in the
way of loosing them and giving them victory. The
Lord has them all recorded.

“A mighty visitation from the Lord have we in
these days. All hours, day and night, prayer and
praise can be heard. Just now a heavy cloud seems
to have burst. I left the mission to come up here
and write a letter, blit I think I shall have to go down
again. My interest is there.”

Pentecostal people everywhere rejoice when God
thus manifests His presence and thus displays His
power. Oh, that there might be a world-wide revival!
The Pentecostal Church of Cleveland is praying for
such an awakening. Beloved, we need it in Cleveland.
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It is needed in every part of this country and in all
the world. Methinks I see upon the horizon a cloud
about the size of a man’s hand. Methinks I hear the
sound of a going in the tops of the mulberry trees.
The revival is coming. What God has done in a small
measure for the work at Freetown, God is going to
do in a larger measure for His work in this fair land
and in all the world where His truth is being pro-
claimed, and men and women are standing faithfully
in prayer to Him who hath said, “I will pour waters
upen him that is thirsty and floods upon the dry
ground.” Praise God! Let us keep our cups turned
right side up!

Do missions pay? The Pentecostal Church of
Cleveland which is one of the centers of Pentecostal
missionary zeal and fervor has been amply repaid for
the many thousands of dollars which she has un-
selfishly invested in missionary effort. This report
encourages our hearts. The revival HAS COME TO
US for the station at Freetown we regard as ours in
a peculiar sense since one of our own missionaries,
in the providence of God, has charge, under God, of
the work which has there been established.

Of course missions pay! Let us pray that all our
Pentecostal people may get the vision. Let us yield
ourselves unto God that He may put prayer upon us
for the dear missionaries who have left all in response
to His summons and who are laboring sacrificially in
the midst of untold hardships in the ends of the earth.
Lord, hasten Thou Thy coming! “Thy kingdom
come!”

PRAY FOR REVIVAL!
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The Gift of Prophecy

In 1 Cor. 12:10, speaking of the diversities of gifts
by the same Spirit, Paul writes, “To another proph-
ccy.” We see the importance of this gift from 1 Cor.
14:1, where we are told to follow after charity, and
desire spiritual gifts, but rather that we may proph-
esy. We see also that he that prophesieth speaketh
unto man to edification, and exhortation and comfort.
How important it is then that we should have this
gift in manifestation in the church in order that the
saints might be built up and made strong and filled
with the comfort of God. But with this as all other
gifts we should see that it is operated by the Spirit’s
power and bronght forth in the unction of the Spirit;
so that everyone who shall hear prophecy, as it is
brought forth by the Spirit of God, shall know that
it is GOD who is bringing forth that which is for the
edification of those who hear. It is the Spirit of God
who takes of the deep things of God and reveals them,
and unctionizes the prophet to give forth that which
is a revelation of the things of God.

Utterance in prophecy has a real lifting power and
gives real light on the truth to those who hear.
Prophecy is never a mind reflection, it is something
far deeper than this. By meang of prophecy we re-
ceive that which is the mind of the Lord; and as we
receive these Dblessed, fresh utterances through the
Spirit of the Lord the whole assembly is lifted into
the realm of the spiritual. Our hearts and minds and
whole bodies receive a quickening through the Spirit-
given word. As the Spirit brings forth prophecy we
find there is healing and salvation and power in every
line. For this reason it is one of the gifts that we
ought to covet.

While we appreciate true prophecy, we must not
forget that the Scriptures warn us in no uncertain
manner concerning that which is false. In 1 John
4:1 we are told, “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but
try the spirits whether they are of God: because many
false prophets are gone out into the world” And
John tells us how we can tell the difference between
the true and the false, “Hereby know ye the Spirit of
God: every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ
is come in the flesh is of God: and every spirit that
confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh
is not of God: but this is that spirit of antichrist,
whereof ye have heard that it should come.” There
are voices which seem like prophecy and some have
got into terrible darkness and bondage through lis-
tening to these counterfeits of the true gift of proph-
ecy. True prophecy is always Christ-exalting, mag-
nifying the Son of God, exalting the blood of Jesus
Christ. encouraging the saints to praise and worship
the true God. False prophecy deals with things that
do not edify and is designed to puff up its hearers
and to lead them into error.

Many picture Satan as a great, ugly monster with
great ears, eyes and a tail; but the Scriptures give us
no such picture of him. He was a being of great beau-
ty and his heart became lifted up. He is manifesting
himself everywhere today as an angel of light. He
is full of pride, and if you don’t watch he will try to
make you think you are somebody. This is the weak-
ness of most preachers and most men — the idea of
being somebody! There are none of us who are any-
thing, and the more we kn~w we are nothing, the
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more God can make us a channel of His power. May
the dear Lord save us from all these pride side-lines
——they are the devil's traps. True prophecy will
show you that Christ is all in all, and that you are
in yourself less than nothing and vanity. False proph-
ecy will not magnify,Christ but will make you think
that after all you are going to be some great one.
You may be sure that such is inspired by “the chief
of the sons of pride.”

[ want to warn you against the foolishness of con-
tinually seeking to hear voices. Look in the Bible.
Here we have the voice of God, who at sundry times
and in divers manners, spake in time past unto the
fathers by the prophets, and hath in these last days
spoken unto us by His Son. Don’t run away with
anything else. If you hear the voice of God it will
be on the line of the Scriptures of truth given in the
inspired Word. In Rev. 22:18,19 we see the danger
of attempting to add to or take from the prophecy
of this Book. True prophecy, as it comes forth in the
power of the Spirit of God, will neither take from nor
add to the Scriptures, but will intensify and quicken
that which already has been given to us of God. The
Holy Ghost will bring to our remembrance all the
things that Jesus said and did. True prophecy will
bring forth things new and old out of the Scriptures
of truth and will make them living and powerful
to us.

Some may ask, “If we have the Scriptures, why do
we need prophecy?” The Scriptures themselves an-
swer this question. God has said that in the last days
He will pour out of His Spirit upon all flesh, “and your
sons and your daughters shall prophesy.” The Lord
knew that in these last days prophecy would be a real
means of blessing to us, and that is why we can count
on Him giving us, by means of the Spirit, through His
servants and His handmaids, true prophetic mes-
sages

I want to give you a warning concerning listening
to voices. I was at a meeting in Paisley in Scotland
and came in touch with two young women. One of
them wore a white blouse but it was smeared with
blood. They were in a great state of excitement.
These two girls were telegraph operators and were
precious young women, having received the Baptism
in the Spirit. They were both longing to be mission-
aries. But whatever our spiritual state is we are sub-
ject to temptations. An evil power came to one of
these young women and said, “If you will obey me,
I will make you one of the most wonderful mission-
aries that ever went out.”” This was just the devil or
one of his agents acting as an angel of light. One
of these young women was captured immediately and
she became so excited that her sister saw there was
something wrong agd asked the overseer to allow
them to be free for a time.

As she took her into a room, the power of Satan,
endeavoring to imitate the Spirit of God, manifested
itself in a voice, and led this young woman to believe
that the missionary enterprise would be unfolded that
night if she would obey. This evil spirit said, “Don’t
tell anybody but your sister.” I reckon that every-
thing of God can be told to everybody. (If you can-~
not preach what you live, your life is wrong., [If you

~are afraid of telling what you do in secret, some day
it will be told from the housetop. Don’t think you will
get out of it. That which is pure cometh to the light.
He that doeth truth cameth to the light that his deeds
mayv be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.”)

The evil power went on to say to this girl, “You go
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to the railroad station tonight, and there will be a
train coming in at 7:32. Buy a ticket for yourself and
your sister. Then you will have six pence left. You
will find a woman in a carriage dressed as a nurse,
and opposite her will be a gentleman who has all the
money you need”” She bought her ticket and had
just six pence left. The first thing came right. Next,
the train came in at exactly 7:32. But the next thing
did not come. They ran from the top to the bottom
of that railroad train before it moved out and nothing
turned out as they had been told. As soon as the
train moved out the same voice came and said, “Over
on the other platform.” All that night until 9:30
these two young women were rushed from platform
to platform. As soon at it was 9:30 this same evil
power said, “Now that I know you will obey me, I
will make you the greatest missionaries.” Always
something big! They might have known it was all
wrong. < This evil power said, “This gentleman will
take you to a certain bank at a certain corner in Glas-
gow where he will put all that money in for you.”
Banks are not open at that time of night in Glasgow.
If she had gone to the street this evil spirit mentioned,
there probably would not have been a bank there. All
they needed was a little common sense and they would
have seen that it was not the Lord. If you have your
heart open for these kind of voices you will soon get
into a trap. We must ever remember that there are
many evil spirits in the world.

Were these two people delivered? Yes, after ter-
rible travail with God, they were perfectly delivered.
Their eyes were opened to see that this thing was not
of God but of the devil. These two sisters are now
laboring for the Lord in China and doing a blessed
work for Him. If yvou do get into error on these lines,
praise God there is a way out. I praise God that He
will break us down till all pride leaves us. The worst
pride we can save is the pride of exaltation of self.

Paul wrote at the commandment of the Lord, “Let
the prophets speak two or three, and let the others
judge. If anything be revealed to another that sitteth
by, let the first hold his peace. For ye may all proph-
esy one by one, that all may learn, and all may be
comforted.” If you are not humble enough to allow
yvour prophecy to be judged, it is as surely wrong as
vou are wrong. Prophecy has to be judged. A meet-
ing such as this one that Paul suggests would certain-
ly be the greatest meeting you ever had. Praise God,
the tide will rise to this. It will all come into perfect
order when the church is bathed and lost in the great
ideal of only glorifying Jesus. Then things will come
to pass that will be worth while.

Coupled with prophecy you will have the fruit of
the Spirit that is goodness. They were holy men who
spoke in prophecy in days of old as the Holy Ghost
prompted them, and so today the prophet who can
be trusted is a man that is full of goodness, that good-
ness which is the fruit of the Spirit. But when he
gets out of this position, and rests upon his own in-
dividuality, he is in danger of being puffed up and
becoming an instrument for the enemy.

I knew some people who had a wonderful farm,
very productive, in a very good neighborhood. They
listened to voices telling them to sell everything and
go to Africa. These voices so unhinged them that
they had scarcely had time to sell out. They sold
their property at a ridiculous price. The same voice
told them of a certain ship they were to sail on.
‘When they got to the port they found there wasn’t
a ship of that name. The difficulty was this, to get
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them not to believe these false voices. They said per-
haps it was the mind of the Lord to give them another
ship, and the voice soon gave them the name of an-
other ship. When they reached Africa they knew no
language that was spoken there. But the voice did
not let them stop. They had to come back, broken-
hearted, shaken through, and having lost all confi-
dence in everything. If these people had had sense
to go to some men of God who were filled with the
Spirit and seek their counsel, they would soon have
been persuaded that these voices were not of God.
But listening to these voices always brings about a
spiritual pride that makes a man or woman think that
they are superior to their brethren, and that they are
above taking counsel of men who they think are not
so filled with the Spirit as they are. If you hear any
voices that make you think that you are superior to
those whom God has put in the church to rule the
church, watch out, that is surely the devil.

We read in the Revelation that the testimony of
Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. You will find that true
prophetic utterance always exalts. the Lamb of God.

No prophetic touch is of any good unless there is
fire in it. I never expect to be used of God till the
fire burns. T feel that if T ever speak, it must be by
the Spirit. At the same time remember that the
prophet must prophecy according to the measure of
taith. If you rise up in your weakness, but rise up
in love because you want to honor God, and just be-
gin, you will find the presence of the Lord upon you.
Act in faith and the Lord will meet you.

May God take us on and on into this glorious fact
of faith. that we may be so in the Holy Ghost that God
will work through us on the line of the miraculous and
on the lines of prophecy, where we will always know
that it is no longer we but He who is working through
us, bringing forth that which is in His own divine
good pleasure.

The Lord invites me to a conference with Himself.
Why should I not go? Why should I not state to God
Himself my difficulties? Is it honest to be entertain-
ing this lukewarmness, this aversion, and not be will-
ing to have the grounds of it clearly defined? O, my
soul, come to an understanding with thy God! The
main difficulty with thee is a consciousness that the
guilt will be found with thyself, and not a particle of
blame attach to God. But see, my soul, how admir-
ably this difficulty is met by His generous proposal!
My sins which are as scarlet, He shall make as white
as snow.—George Bowen.

No condemnation! There is therefore now no con-
demnation to them which are in Christ Jesus (Rom.
8:1). Freedom follows no condemnation. The law
of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made you
FREE. whether you realize it or not. The Word says
there is NO CONDEMNATION if you are in Christ
Jesus, and the Word also says that the law of the
Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made you FREE
from the law of sin and death (Rom. 8:2). A double
blessing, and then it is backed up by the other verse,
“For what the law could not do, in that it was weak
through the flesh, God sending His own Son in the
likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in
the flesh” (Rom. 8:3).

The condemned Christ is yours. You have not got
to work vourself up to believe it. It is a fact. God
sent His Son. You don’t doubt that. It was to con-
demn sin in the flesh. And your flesh was in His
flesh. You were bone of His bone and flesh of His
flesh (Eph. 5:30). You are part of His flesh in the
cross as well as in the resurrection.

God sent Iis Son and thereby condemned sin in the
flesh. You can’t crucify your flesh. God condemned
it. If there is rotten meat in cold storage you don’t
condemn it. The meat inspector does that. You
might pass it because you are afraid of loss you would
suffer, but the inspector condemns it irrespective of
your feelings. And God condemned sin in the flesh.
Accept God’s condemnation. “That the righteousness
of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after
the flesh, but after the Spirit.” The results will be
as true as the action on God’s part. Condemned
THAT—THAT awill follow. The outcome, the result-
ant thing will be THAT the righteousness of the law
will be fulfilled in us. And this is done without ef-
fort on our part. THAT the righteousness of the law
might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh,
but after the Spirit.

Go_d is looking for outlets, the results, the visible,
tangible results from the condemnation of His Son on
Calvary. God looks for fulfillment, and there will be
fulfillment. :

How? Acceptance of the statement of the Word.
Acquiescence with and identification in His death.

%}y believing the simple statement, the thus saith the
ord.

Paul had it concisely, “Who loved me, and gave
Himself for me. T live. I die. I live; yet not I1.”
Christ supplements the I. “And the life which I now
live in the flesh, I live by the faith of the Son of

God,” backed, supported, by the statement of the
Word of God.

There is too much mystification gotten round
words; the crucifixion of self, the death life, the sur-
rendered life, are all phrases that worry and torment
God’s children. Don’t try to work yourself to death.
You might worry yourself to death — physical, not
spiritual death. You can’t be crucified by worrying
yourself to death. 3

God condemned sin in the flesh by. the death of
His Son. You were saved by believing He died for

you. And you are saved by just believing you died
in Him, whether you feel it or not.

But you say, “Oh but, but, but,” and the Word says,
“He died, He died, He died.”

The cross stands, whether you fail to realize your
death in Him or not.

“T am crucified,” Paul said, “nevertheless I livqe.”
Paul had simple faith in believing the word of God
revealed to Him, and he wrote the revealed wor_d,

“For they that are after the flesh do mind the things
of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the
things of the Spirit” (Rom. 8:5). Tt does not mean
vou are to live a careless life, but that you are to mind
the things of the Spirit. You are to take hcg.d and
he careful concerning spiritual things. Why: Be-
cause yvou have a new life. When you have this treas-
ure, be careful of it. But being careful does not bring
the treasure, but you are careful because you have it.

The Spirit is preeminent. And He keeps the indi-
vidual on the cross, and it is not you yourself who is
to do it. Your part is to acquiesce in the activity of
the Spirit. Jesus Christ was crucified 1n the flesh
and quickened by the Spirit, and He by the eternal
Spirit offered Himself without spot unto God. The
Spirit brought about the crucifixion because Christ
was willing. He through the eternal Spirit OF-
FERED Himself a sacrifice without spot to God.

And the Spirit of the Lord, the Holy Spirit, can do
the sacrificial work for you. Don’t usurp the office
of the Spirit. If you do, you will make a failure. _

“For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spir-
itually minded is life and peace” (Rom. 8:6). This is
not showing up what you are but what you might be.
There is a possibility of having the carnal mind. The
result will be death. Life and peace, that is the re-
sult of the spiritual mind. i

To summarize, there is no condemnation in Christ
Tesus. There is freedom, freedom from the_law of
tin and death, the flesh is condemned x.vith Hlm, and
then life and peace is the result of being spiritually
minded. These blessings follow a matural, unbroken
order because you are in Christ Jesus, without con-
demnation. ;

“Spiritually minded, life and peace.” The result will
be life and peace. Behold God has become thy sal-
vation. But of Him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of
God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and
sanctification, and redemption.

Christ wants to work out the details of His salva-
tion, of His grace, of His perfection, in us.

Quick and full progress can be made by accepting
God's statement of our completeness in Christ (Col.
2:10). But through listening to the accuser of our
brethren you will be set back, and despair will be the
result. .

Grace builds us. Law tears down. Nature inclines
to law. The divine inclines to grace. Both are of-
fered.. Some choose law and they think they are do-
ing well. Those who choose grace fare better. Where
sin abounds, grace did much more abound. If our
hearts condemn us, God, the God of grace, is greater
than our hearts. Who shall lay anything to the charge
of God’s elect? Who shall separate us from the love
of Christ? Nay, in all these things we are more than
conquerors through Him that loved us. Amen.

\ Four !1:_‘:L\')v.ri_u'nl truths are here. Go over it as many lil'il\'h,
changing the emphasis in each connection. It is Christ our
living Intercessor who must teach us first; then recognize that
we need to take a lowly place of waiting at His feet and listen
for His careful, wise teaching; then it is each of us as indi-
viduals who need the lesson, not our pastor, or leader, or
brother; and finally it is prayer—not preaching nor some spec-
tacular form of service—praver that shall prevail with God
first, then with men. Everyone can’t be a preacher, but every-
one should be a fervent, effectual pray-er, able to pray in the
Holy Ghost. If this were true the earth could scarce contain
the manifestation of God's power and gior_\'.'j:

Monday—“l know hoth how to be abased, and I know
how to abound” (Phil, 4:12).

It was 4 wise old Scotch brother who once said to me, “God
wants vou where you are moved by neither praise nor blame.”
Have we not all noticed that those who become easily inflated
even in God's service usually have the most hard and sudden
drop if criticized and censured? Real self-love is at the bot-
tom of it all. Only a deeper Christ-consciousness can free us
from this horrid, touchy self-consciousness. Then is God’s
service a joy and delight whatever ups and downs it may bring.

Tuesday.—“He is altogether lovely” (Cant. 5:16).

Could we but ever realize that His matchless loveliness only
shines forth through our lives as we are nothing, a surrendered,
contrite heart in His hand. You know the richest gems require
the settings to emphasize most clearly their beauty and mag-
nificence. He is the Jewel in us and our self-exaltation always
detracts from His glory. “That in all things He might have the
preeminence!” should be the deep, sincere prayer and desire
of our lives.

Wednesday.—“Sirengthened with all might, according to His
glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joy-
fulness” (Col. 1:11).

“Yes, we need to be strengthened with all God's mightfand
according to the measure of His glorious power, if we are to
wait on God in all patience. It is God revealing in us as our
life and strength, that will enable us with perfect patience to
leave all in His hands. If any are inclined to despond, because
they have not such patience, let them be of good courage; it
is in the course of our feeble and very imperfect waiting that

Do
we not all need it—a fresh baptism of love, pure and un-
feigned? Has not holy love ever marked the high tide of
Pentecostal fulness?

Friday.—“Choosing rather to suffer” (Heb. 11:25).

One great choice starts us in the way but think of the al-
most hourly occasions of decision that arise thereafter in which
cur choosing determines our progress in the way. The hard
way, the easy way looms before us; the rough road, the pleas-
ing road; the gratifying of the flesh, the following of the
meek and lowly Nazarene —every day we are choosing be-
twixt the two.

1. The certainly of judgment.

“He hath prepared His throne for judgment. And He shall
judge the world in righteousness, He shall minister judg-
ment to the people in uprightness” (Psa. 9:7,8).

“He hath appoint=d a day, in which He will judge the world
in righteousness by that Man whom He hath ordained;
whereoi He hath given assurance unto all men, in that
He ha2th raised Him from the dead” (Acts 17:31).

2. The nature of judgment.

“Tudgment also will I lay to the line, and righteousness to the
plummet : and the hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies,
and the water shall overflow the hiding place” (Isa. 28:17).

“The Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment
unto the Son . .. for the hour is coming, in the which all
that are in the grave shall hear His voice, and shall come
forth: they that have done good, unto the resurrection of
life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection
of damnation” (John 5:22, 28, 29).

3. The time of judgment.

(a) Sin was judged at the cross of Calvary.

“For He hath made Him to be sin for us” (2 Cor. 5:21).

“The Lord hath laid on Him the iniquity of us all” (Isa. 53:6).

The wages of sin is death, and on our behalf our Lord Jesus
received the full penalty for sin on the cross of Calvary.

(b) The house of God is judged now.,

“For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house
of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be
of them that obey not the gospel of God” (1 Peter 4:17)?

(¢) The saints will be judged for their works at the coming
of Christ.

“For we (Paul is here writing to the saints) must all appear
before the judgment seat of Christ; that everyone may re-
ceive the things done in his body, according to that he
hath done, whether it be good or bad” (2 Cor. 5:10).

(d) The nations will be judged at the coming of Christ,

“When the Son of Man shall come in His, glory, and all the
holy angels with Him, then shall He sit upon the throne
of His glory; and before Him shall be gathered all nations :
and He shall separate them one from another” (Matt.
2531825

(¢) The wicked will be judged after the millennium.

“And I saw a great white throne, and Him that sat on it, from
whose face the earth and heaven fled away; and there was
found no place for them. And I saw the dead, small and
great, stand before God; and the books were opened : and
another book was opened, which is the book of life, .. .
and whosoever was mot found written in the book of life
was cast into the lake of fire” (Rev. 20:11,12,15).

4. The results of judgment.

The judgment of the saint’s works. “Every man’s work shall
be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, because it
shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man’s
work of what sort it is. If any man’s work abide which
he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward. If any
man’s work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he
himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire” (1 Cor. 3:13-15).

“The wicked shall be turned into hell and all the nations that
forget God” (Psa. 9:17).

5. The way out of judgment.

“But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night;
in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great
noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the
earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned
up. Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved,
what manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy con-
versation and godliness, looking for and hastening unto
the coming of the day of God” (2 Peter 3:10-12).

“Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth My word, and
believeth on Him that sent Me, hath everlasting life, and
shall not come into condemnation ; but is passed fromdeath
unto life” (John 5:24).

“Whosoever shall call upon the name of
the Lord shall be saved” (Rom. 10:13).

“He that believeth on the Son hath ever-
lasting life: and he that believeth not
the Son shall not see life; but the
wrath of God abideth on Him"” (John
3:36).

“There is marvelous power in the last
verse. It completely demolishes two
special heresies of the day, namely,
universalism and annihilationism. It
tells the universalist that ‘He that be-
lieveth not the Son shall not see life.’
And it tells the annihilationists that
‘the wrath of Ged abideth on’ the un-
believer. If he shall not see life, he
cannot be restored, and if the wrath
of God abideth, he cannot be annihi-
lated.”
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GREAT REVIVAL IN FORT SMITH,
ARK.

I inclose a clipping about our Fort
Smith meeting. The reporter failed to
mention about the folks who received
the Baptism in the Spirit. I suppose that
part did not appeal to him, though on
one occasion he heard a woman speak
in Hebrew and interpret the same in
English. He became quite excited as he
knew Hebrew well. He told us that she
spoke in the best of Rabbinical Hebrew.
There were 800 people who manifested
a desire for the Baptism in the Spirit.
We open our next meeting in Trinidad,
Golo:y Brsld,

“Concluding Sunday night a ‘Back to
the Bible revival, four weeks in this city,
John Goben, Iowa preacher, summarized
results before an audience of possibly 6,-
000 people, showing there is great faith
in the ‘Fourfold’ Gospel, and that both
in the city and in a wide area of country
around it, plain thinking people consider
deeply the problem of eternal life.

“According to the estimate made by
Mr. Goben and others of his party, up-
wards of 100,000 people attended the
meetings, at none of which there were
less than 2,500, it is thought.

“The estimate taken from signed cards
of penitents, is that about 800 persons
confessed religion and expressed a de-
sire to affiliate with some one of the Pro-
testant denominations in their home com-
munity.

“Mr. Goben stated that approximately
1,500 people asked prayers for recovery
from affliction, for healing for themselves
and afflicted relatives and friends. The
number of claims to having been healed
was not stated, but many persons at each
meeting have stood up and testified they
had either been entirely healcu or else
had been helped or relieved to some ex-
tent.

“While this vast number of peope
heard the revivalist preach, and were im-
pressed by his siiaplicity and the direct-
ness of his teaching there are thousands
of others in geveral states who have read
-of the remarkableness of the meeting,
which brought to Fort Smith crowds ap-
proximating in size larger than the great-
est convention and possibly that of a fair.

“All  through Evangelist Goben’s
preaching he emphasized the power of
the Holy Ghost. With no other argu-
ment than that of the Scriptures and the
New Testament Gospels and letters, the
preacher stood night after night, Bible
in hand and conducted his evangel.

“Uppermost in the minds of the ma-
jority of his visitors and hearers was the
thought of relief from bodily pain and
impairment. This subject was so para-
mount that those who attended none of
the meetings were heard to depate it on
the streets, cars and in public places as
well as places of occupation. As in the
days when Christ performed his miracles
there was doubt and disparagement on
the part of many. FEven some ministers
of the Gospel expressed the opinions that
healing and casting out of devils belonged
to a period long since rolled back in the
ages, and that the present dispensation
‘is a different one entirely.

“Fvangelist Goben himself, 1 his later
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preaching declared there are too many
who “tear the Bible to pieces” accepting
only that which they choose to believe.

“While almost all of the ministers of
this city who are at home did not attend
the meetings, there were at times some
of the pioneer class in attendance. These
included the venerable Z. T. Bennett, at
one time one of the owners and publish-
ors of the Arkansas Methodist, Little
Rock; Mr. Johnson, pastor of a Method-
ist church in this city, also W. A. Davis,
of the Baptist church, one or two Pres-
byterian ministers, and A. W. Van Or-
dell, pastor of a Nazarenc congregation;
Elder Ray, of the Pentecostal church;
and Evangelist Lasater, of the Pente-
costal church, who will begin a revival
in Van Buren next week.

The closing service Sunday night was
one of great rejoicing, when a rather
elaborate song service filled a l1arge part.
It was led by Singer Olson, assisted by
Mr. Padgett, a young business man.
Clyde Pierce, a young Scranton Penn-
sylvania man, presided at the Knabe
grand piano.

“*The Millenial Reign of Christ or His
Second coming’ was the closing theme
of Evangelist Goben. Brief but full of
power the preacher disclosed an inti-
mate study upon this phase of the Gos-
pel, which was immediately rewarded by
the coming of a hundred or more to the
penitential boards.

“The party left on the 1:55 Missouri
Pacific train last night for Trinidad,
Colorado, where citizens have ten-
dered Evangelist Goben the use of city
central park and a summer auditorium
accommodating 5,000 people for a month’s
meeting. He announced pleasure to wel-
come automobile travelers from this sec-
tion when they tour Colorado this sum-
mer. Quite a number at the station last
night sang revival hymns in honor of the
departing evangelists.”

THE ASSIOUT ORPHANAGE

In Assiout, Egypt, there is a flourish-
ing Pentecostal orphanage with about
three hundred inmates. In March of
this year the number was 258, but the
number has been greatly increased since
then. This orphanage is under the di-
rectorship of Miss Lillian Trasher, one of
our General Council Pentecostal mission-
aries.

How it Began

In the beginning, it was not planned to
open an orphanage at all. Miss Trasher
was doing missionary work in Egypt
when a mother died leaving a little one.
The father lived in dire poverty with
scant possibility of rearing the child. A
yearning to tend the little being was born
in the heart of the missionary and she
took her in with her. But her home
proved to be an unsuitable place to raise
the child and so a change was made and
the foundation of the orphanage was
laid.

The first little sister was soon joined by
a little brother and sister who had been
left orphans by both father and mother,
Later another little boy came and then a
baby girl, but the growth at the out-
set was slow, for many did not under-
stand or realize that an orphanage was
in the making.

In remarkable ways the means was
provided for the purchase of a piece of
land, and a section at a time, almost
picce by picce, the buildings have grown
to their present proportions. The first
building, moved into by the little orphan-
age, had no windows and only one side of
the building was completed, but it was the
undisputed home of the children 2nd
they were happy. Now as the visitors
gaze on the large buildings and the well-
ordered routine, it is hard to realize that
all this came into being through the
faith of one woman, a Pentecostal bap-
tized child of God, who has seen her
faith grow into reality.

The buildings were first opened on
February 11th, 1911, twelve vears ago,
with a capital of about $60.00. The first
house was rented for about $12.00 and
the balance of the capital was spent on
some simple furniture and necessities.
Now there is a large home with nearly
300 inmates, being fitted for a wuseful
future and trained under Christian in.
fluence, in an atmosphere of happiness
and peace.

The home i3 reserved for truly desti-
tute children. If there is any likelthood
of an orphan being cared for by its rela-
tives it is not accepted, and the fact of
a child being in a position to be paid for
by its relatives is not an inducement but
acts as a deterrent since it would usurp

" the plare of the really destitute little

ones. No fees are taken—admission is
absolutely free. Orphan boys under ten

vears are accepted and girls under twelve,
In extreme cases a child that is partly
orphan is admitted and it quite often
happens that a child is received with its
widowed mother, who earns her support
by working in the orphanage, whilst the
child receives full training along with
the others,

Schoal work is undertaken as the chil-
dren grow older and industrial work for
the boys who are not quite so quick in
their school work. The girls receive
training in house work in addition to
their schooling and are kept in the or-
phanage until they are married. Some
blind children have been taken and this
is very good for the more fortunate ones,
as they are called upon to assist the
afflicted and in this way learn to be kind
and sympathetic, while at the same time
the blind are being taught and cared
for.

It is quite a problem to keep up the
expenses for such a large work in ad-
dition to the neced for extension of the
property, and there is plenty of oppor-
tunity to exercise faith for the support
of the big family. At one time, during
the absence of “Mamma,” as they call
Miss Trasher, money was scarce and
therefore the daily menu consisted
mostly of beans and lentils and the mo-
notony of the fare aroused a protest. The
babies, ages from four to five, all march-
ed into the kitchen and told the cook that
they would not eat “Adds” (lentils) any
more and that thev -wanted meat! The
cook answered and said, “My .darlings
I cannot get you any meat, if you want
it you must go ask the Lord to give it
to you” The baby deputation departed
to the privacy of their bedroom, and fell
on their little knees and prayed: “Ya
Rob, Yebart lenh lahm” (O Lord send
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us some meat). While they were yet
praying a knock was heard at the door
and someone came in bringing a half of
a calf! So the children all had a feast,
and enjoyed it more because of a
strengthened faith in God's love and care
for them. Many times has their sumple
faith been thus rewarded.

There may be some who would be in-
terested in the cost of keeping a child
in this orphanage, and to these we would
say that it costs on an average of $5.00
a month to feed, clothe and educate them.

And how do you think the orphanage
is being managed. Sister Trasher is the
only American connected with the work.
It all falls upon her shoulders and the
burden is greater than any one woman
should carry. Just think of the neces-
sity of spanking thirty or forty children
and putting them to bed when they are
naughty or of giving each one a good-
night kiss. It would be some job. Some
of the girls who came into the work
in the beginning have been married and
have left the orphanage and those who
are still single are helping the best they
can with the smaller children. But Miss
Trasher needs some American sisters to
join the work and to take part of the
load from her shoulders more than anv-
thing else. Who will pray about this
matter and who will give themselves to
the Lord for this work?

The Lord has sent gracious revivals
among the children from time to time,
the stories of which have appeared in the
Evangel, and there will be future stories
of this nature to tell, should the ILord
tarry,

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JAPAN WORK ENCOURAGING

Miss Jessie Wengler is encouraged with
the work in Japan. She writes, "I feel
greatly encouraged in the work here. Sun-
1]5!_\ we had a ‘L!l)(}(i mvcting. It is now the
rainy season, and it rains all the time, but
we had our street meeting right out in the
rain. “Eight young ladies went with me
to sing, also the Japanese worker and the
man who beats the drum for us. Just as
soon as the Japanese hear the drum and
the singing, they come running and we
can hear the clap, clap of their high rain
‘geta’ before we see them. A large crowd
gathered and stood under their large oil-
paper umbrellas and listened so earnestly
to the singing and preaching. Then quite
a few followed into the mission and we
had the best meeting that we have had
since the opening of the work.

“l learned yesterday that our worker
is the oldest son of a Buddhist priest, and
it 15 a custom in Japan for the oldest son
to follow in the line of his father's busi-
ness and while the father is still alive to
inherit all the property and assume all
responsibility of the business and house-
hold. But this young man, because he
did not want to become a Buddhist priest,
left his father's house and became a school
teacher. Later he went to a Holiness
church and was saved and when I opened
meetings here he came and offered to help
me. | realize he needs a greater and
deeper work in his heart, and surely he
needs the grace and power of God to
stand true to his convictions and preach
Jesus Christ while his father preaches
Buddha. Will you not pray earnestly for
him. And pray also for our young ladies
that they may grow in grace and the
knowledge of Jesus Christ. Qur Sunday
school continues to grow in numbers and
interest and I sometimes hardly know
how to make room for them all.”

BROTHER COOK CHANGES LO-
CATION

Brother Robert F. Cook has been con-
ducting the work in South India at two
different locations. Now he writes of a
change as follows: “We praise God that
He has answered prayer by sending one
who has been in the Alliance Mission to
take up the work at the Dodballapur Sta-
tion. This leaves us free to do more for
the Travancore work. It has been too
much for us to handle stations so far
apart. We thank God for the ministry
He has given us at this place (Dodballa-
pur) in the past. We are very much en-
couraged because we see that our labor
has not been in vain. The missionary
who is now in charge here, remarked with
surprise, “These boys' prayers sound like
grown-ups in a Holiness meeting at home.’

“A week ago Sunday we had a baptismal
service where I had the privilege of bap-
tizing nine in water.

Then
also, Mrs. Cook has been here nearly ten
years, and surely needs a change if any
one does. She has worked the hardest
oi any missionary that I know of.
