10 :29, the \\'01'(1 of God gives another solemn 
warning to thos{' who. though in the full light uf this 
l;ospel age, "halh don e despite unto the Spirit of 
grace," Literally menlling that lhcy haH' trcated the 
Iioly Spirit with contumely and scorn. \\'c)"moulh 
Ira.nslates it: "Insulted the Spirit from wholll l'OIl]t" ... 
g-racc." Thc Ii o ly Spirit is insulted t'\'cry day and 
1I10l11cnt in thi~ poor benighted world. Littlc do !Hcn 
realize that it is only through I Ii::; presence that wc 
ha\c grace at all. Paul speaks of Ililll as thc rc­
~training power which is holding back the nood-gatcs 
of ('vii :1nd the full manifestation of "the lIlystery of 
lI1iq uity" which will soon burst forth in all its vileness 
011 this earth. Thu s wc speak of this age as being' 
,me in which the operation and workings of the Holy 
Spirit are pre-eminent and His ministration is 011(: of 
grace. 

Let liS now consider the references whkh appl) 
primarily to belie\'ers and 10 those who have yielded 
to the Spirit to a certain extent. \Ve find the first 
one in the fifth chapter of the Acts where Anania~ and 
Sapphira are recorded to have "lied to the Holy 
Ghost," and the dreadful consequenccs which followed 
this. I am afraid that the sin of these early disciples 
is often repeated today, \Ve are so apt to make con­
secration to God with reservation". \Ve "keep back 
part of the price." Such a situation will sooner or 
later mean death in our spiritual growth.

'When 
the ~ i nller comes, in a yielded attitude, to the Lord 
Jc~us, lie can bring peace and rest and harmony, and 
cause the melody of joy and praise to fl ow forth.

of sin, from hel!: but He came for more t ha n that. He 
came to restore your soul, to put you right side up, to 
take out the frict ion and gi\'e you rest and peace, "I 
am come that they might have life, and that they 
Illight havc it llIorC abundantly." "I will g i\'c yuu rest." 

Are you all fussed up ? Are you all the time stew­
ing becau se noth ing seems to go right ? Perhaps you 
t hin k your wife is to blame for it, or perhaps it is your 
neighbors. Jesus invites you to Come to Him. Not 
to the churc h, not to the preacher, but to ilim. 

His rest is a rest that is supernaturally given. Lots 
of folks don ' t know but that they have rest. They 
have joined a meeting house, and they try to be good, 
and their circumstances are quite pleasant, so they 
imagine they have the thing God talks about.
