The locomoti\'e engine has an a utomatic filler and as ~uon as the hoiler is in need of water a fresh 
supply is always a\·ai lable. Be filled with the Spirit! lIow can you he filled? By letting Him 
who made the request, who ga\'e the command, carry out Ilis plan, His purpose. 

\\ 'hy arc we not filled with the Spirit more often. more continuously? 13ecausc there arc so 
many things to choke the cha nnel. \Ve are occu.piecl so much with other things that we do not sec 
the need, and the spiritual life suffers. The cause of Christ does not progress and we are dc\"oid 
of power. 

Be filled w ith the Spirit ! T he sunflower docs not \vant any coaxing to turn to the sun. lt is 
like the sun in its shapc and color, it looks up to the su n, partakcs o f the sun, it glories in the SUIl . 

. \sk the sunflower if it needs the s un. Thc r eply i:;. "I (';\l1Il0t li\'c without it." And yet today peo­
ple who are being born of thc Spi ri t are trying to live independent ly of the Spirit. In!;tead of r('qt1e~ l ­
ing, seeking, desiring, the Spi ri t, they arc desiring the things of time and :;ense and the world; 
ignoring the request of their Father, the Father of ~p iri ts, ",ho cOllies and says, uBe fdled with the 
Spirit ." You say, "I ha\'e been." Speak to the sunfl ower. "YOli had the Slin a \\ cck ago. Is that 
not su ffi cie nt ?" "Xo, 1 long, I pine, for the sun. The sun is my life. ::\Iy life is from the sun." 
La st week's supply of the Spir it does not meet t his day 's need. 

O n the Day of Pentecost t he disciples werc filled with the Spirit. \Vonderful , glo rious, marvcl 
ous a s that was, it was necessary for Peter and John to have a fre sh filling when they Wl'fe be 
fore the 9anhedrin a few days later. The upper-room supply was for the Day of Pentecost. The 
supply in the room of the Sanhedrin was needed to meet the ad\'erse, fierce conditi ons they had to 
contend with t here. 

Stale manna was forbidden. The heavenly bread had to be gathered daily . Christ taught His 
disciples to pray, I<Gi\"c us this day our daily bread." The lIoly Spirit makes rea l, br ings nigh, the 
fresh. daily, heavenly bread. There arc lots of Gibeonitcs abollt today with plen ty of moldy bread. 
The holders o f moldy bread were made hcwers of wood and drawcrs o f water to th e children of 
God (Joshua 9 :27). 

The bread of heaven is set aside by many today, and the pastry cook a nd housewife arc ca lled 
in to provide the Social from the church kitchen. 1£ t he bread of life is se t as ide. of course the 
skill of the cook mu st be enrolled to make palatahle the hu sks the sw in e ha ve left o\·er. 

'' I n my father 's house is hread enough and t o spare ." COllle to the Father and you will hayc 
bread, the fatted calf, raiment, and music. God is a \\'onderf111 Caterer. lIe has the resources of 
the earth and !"e senes of heaven to draw on-a nd the bread of life, the bread of heaven, and the 
,yater of life.

, "I.'vr the law made nothing pcrfcct, but the bring­
mg III of a better hopc did; by the which we draw nigh 
to God" (lieb. 7 :l~). 

In this wondl.'rflll epistlc to thc JI('brews wc meet 
M)lll(' contrasts bctween the law ami the gospel and 
W(' sce how. much superior the gospel is to the law. 
! \\a~lt to gl\'l.! )'<JU seven pOints in which thc law is 
JIlft'rI()r, .wd ill which thc gospcl is ~uperi(jr to thc 
law. 

Fi,rst, notice that thc law could not make a perfect 
sarflfict. It made many sacrifices. Under thc :\losaic 
la w .then' wcre beasts continually offcred in sacrifice, 
mynads of them, hut not one of these ofTerings was 
perfl'C"l. There was the lamh slain morning and evcn-
1Ilf:' and th(' lamh was to be without blemish, but yet 
WJth all these sacrifices of the blood of bulls and of 
goats ti1nc was 111.!\'cr onc perfcC"t sacrifice made. 
~rhis scripture says the law made nothing perfect, and 
]t nC\'er lI1ade a perfect sacrifice. Hebrews 10 :11 says 
"At.,d cvery I?ric!.t standeth daily mini stering and of~ 
feflng oftentllnes the same sacrifices, which can never 
tnke away sins." .\ pcrfcct sacrificc is that wh ich 
ca ll take away sins, bu ~ here we have it distinctly 
!. La Lcd that all the5e pflests that succecded one an­
othe r in the Aaronic priest hood nc\"er oncc offercd a 
perfect sacrifice that could take away sins. In IIeb. 
9:28 and 10 :12 we see the diffcrence between the 
sacrifice thc gospel provides and the sacrifices 
of t he law. "So Chrbt was once offe red to 
bear thc s ins of many. This ~[an, aftcr Hc 
had offered onc sacrifice for sillS foreve r , sat 
dO\\'n on the right hand of God,lI Hallt!l ujah! In 
other words, the gospel g ives us a perfect sacrifice. 
\V.ollderful Jesus! ] fe made only aile offering of 
] ilmself. It wns perfect. It satisfied God and it sat­
isficd enry conscience that has believed in I1i m. Are 
YOl,! not glad that the re has been a sacr ifice offercd up 
\\'hlcl~ God has accepted for every belie\'er, and that 
thc kll1gdom of hca\'cn today is opell to all believers? 

?econd, notice that w hil e the law gave us many 
priests,. sOIl1.e of t hem ver~ good men, (Aaron, the 
first prl(.:~t. IS called the salllt of the Lord) yet with 
all the priests that the law gave us, it ne\'er gavc us 
onc ,perfect pric5t. lIeb, 7 :11 says, "If therefore per­
~l'l'tlOll \\"(.'I'l' by ll~(' Levitical pri esthood, (for under 
It thc people received the law,) what furthcr need 
was thcrc that a nother priest should rise after the 
order of Mekhiscdec, and not be called after the or­
der of Aaron ?" Tn the Psalms it is made abundantly 
clear that another pr iest was to arise, not afte r the 
order of Aaron. but after the order of )'lclchisedec. 
So here is a clear statement in this epistle that the 
Aaronic priesthood was not a pcrfect priesthood, 1t 
sen-cd for the time being to rcmind the people of God 
that they were sinners and necded a sacrificc. But 
the Aaronic priesthood was 110t sufficient and therc 
Ill'H'r was one perfect priest out of all that long line 
of priests. Perfect ion nevcr was wrought by the 
I .('\'itical priesthood. 

Tn Heb, 7 :20-23 we read, "I nas111ltch as not without 
an oath He was made priest: (for those priests were 

madc without an oath; but this with all oath by Him 
that :;aid unto Him, The Lord sware and will not re­
pent. Thou art a priest forcver after the ordcr of 
:\Ielchiscdcc:) by so murh was Jesus made a surety 
of a bettcr covenant." \Vhel1 God was about to makc 
IIis Son a priest 1-:Ie was \'ery much in earnest about 
it. He was 50 much in earne:;t that He was not con­
tent to promise us a priest; it says, "He sware." Now 
\vhen God takes an oath there is something very im­
portant, something tremendous taking place. And 
God was so determined to bless them that should 
trust in H is Son Jesus Christ that He took an oath 
that Ilc would make IIis Son Je~ws an high Priest for 
them forever. 

The Lord sware and will not repent. Oh belie\'cr, 
you ha\"c a priest who is made a priest forever, and 
God so lovcd you that lIe determined to give you thc • 
\'ery best priest lIe could, therefore He gave His only 
hcgotten Son. Hallelujah! God could not g i\'e us a 
bettcr, more perfect priest. He took an oath when 
He said that Jesus should be a priest forever and ever. 
Are you having a hard fight? Jesus is your priest. lIe 
will sec you through. lIe said He would never leavc 
you nor forsakc you. In London onc lime on a Satur-
day night I followed some peoplc into an open church. 
Down both s ides were the confessional boxes and "Fa-
ther So and So" was here, and oyer there was another 
"Father," and another. The people were coming in 
and going to the confessional boxes. I did not have 
to go intb any of those confessional boxes because I 
had a better priest than all of those together. His 
name is Jesus and He is a pricst fore\·er. He is on 
duty day and night. "Blcss thc Lord, oh my soul ; and 
all that is within me, bless His holy name." Jesus 
ever liveth to makc intercession for us, 

"By so much was Jesus made a surety of a jJctter 
covenant. And they truly were many priests, be- • 
cause they were not suffered to cont inue by reason 
of death: but this man, because lIe continueth ever, 
ha th an unchangeable priesthood. \Vherefore He is 
able also to save them to the uttermost that come 
unto God by IT im, sec ing He cvcr liveth to make in­
terrcssion for them," Do you take a lot of saving? 
I do. lie is able to savc to the uttermost. I believe 
the Chinese translation of this is, "He is able to save 
down to the bottom." 1 want saving frolll the crown 
of my head to the soles of Illy feet. Jesus is God's 
provision for my need. not only ·as a sacrifice 
hut <l:-i a priest. I al11 afraid that as believers we 
do not make enough lise of 0111' great high pr icst. 
Perhaps \\'e make a ~Iip and the deyil ~ays, "You must 
not go and pray now. you just lost your temper. you 
said something you ought not to." That is the "cry 
timc to go. J CS l1 S is waiting and God has gi\"cn you 
a priest to go and confess to. If you don't go. the 
Lord is grieved because lIe is wait ing to minister 
grace to you. "For such an high priest became us, 
who is holy. harmless, undefiled, separate from sin-
ners, and madc higher than the hea\'cns; who nccdeth 
not daily. as those high priests, to offer up ~acri!icc, 
first for His own sins, and then for the people's: fo r 
th is He did once, when He otTered lip l1il1lself. For.-
the law maketh mcn high prie~ts which have infirm-
ity: but the word of the oath, which was since the 
law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for ever­
more." 
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Third, notice that the.: Jaw could not give men per­
fect access to God. l-nder that di~J1cnsation there 
was a tabernacle built which was afterwards followed 
by the magnificent temple of Solomon. There were 
the Quter courts, the holy place, and the holy of holies, 
where the Shekinah glory of God dwelt. But only 
one man in Israel was permitted to go into that hol­
iest place in the temple, and that was the high priest 
for the time being. Xo one else might go in upon pen­
alty of death. That man could only enter once a year, 
and when he went in he must take in blood which he 
must sprinkle senn times before the mercy scat, and 
he mllst take ill incellse to make a cloud to cover the 
mercy seat l lest he die. In Heb. 9 :7,8 we read, "But 
into the second went the high priest alone once c\'ery 
year, not without hlood, which he olTered for him:;eif, 
and for the errors of the people: the H oly Ghost this 
signifying, that the way into the holiest of alt wa!; not 
yet made manifest, while as thc fir!;t tabernacle was 
yet standing." 

But we find a very different condition of thing~ un­
der the gospel. In Heb, 10:19 we are told, ;'Having 
therefore, brethren. boldness to enter into the holiest 
by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way. 
which lIe hath consecrated for us. through the yeil, 
that is to say, His flesh; and having an high priest 
oyer the house of God; let us draw ncar with a true 
heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts 
sprinkled from an evil consci<.'n('e, and aliI' bodies 
washed w ith pure water." For that "once a year" that 
the high priest could go in, we can go in three hun­
dred and six ty-fi\'e days a year. \\'hich of li S can go 
in? Everyone of us. IIow is that? Jesus had died. 
The yeil has been rent. An invisible hand t ook hold 
of that veil and rent it from top to bottom as a sign 
that the veil waS rent, that the fle sh of Jesus was 
rent for us, and now we may enter into the holiest 
by the blood. Vvhat a g lorious thing it is that we can 
go into the very holiest of all, not upon earth, but in 
heaven. Arc we availing oursehc:; of this privilege? 
Do we draw ncar with holy confidence? Do we some­
times come to that place fn prayer where \\'e feel the 
stillness upon our spirit and know that God is there , 
and we feel like taking the shoes from off our feet 
for the place whereon we stand is holy ground? It is 
our privilege to enter into the holiest by t~ .. blood of 
Jcsus day by day. There is perfect access. The law 
could nenr give it. but the gospel g-i\'es us perfect 
acce!;!; . 

Fourth. notice that the la\\- could nen!r give anyone 
a perfect conscience. The law made nothing perfect: 
it never madt-: a perfect conscience. There were many 
coming up to the temple worship, olTering sacrifices, 
hut the law could not gi\'c them a perfect conscience. 
"\\'hich was a figure for the time thcn present, in 
which were offered both gifts and sacrificcs, that 
could not make him that did the service perfect, as 
pertaining to the conscience" (lIeb. 9:9). A perfect 
conscience means a cleansed conscience, one that is 
cleansed from every stain of sin. Does the gospel 
g-i\'c us a pcrfect conscience? lIeb. 9 :1.3, 14 says, 
"For if the blood of hulls and of goats. anel the ashes 
of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the 
purifying of the flesh: how much more shall the blood 
of Christ. who through the eternal Spirit offcred Him­
self without spot t o God. purge yOUf consc ience from 
dead works to senc the li\'in£" God ?, !lave YOU had 
that experience? Tlave you e~njoyed. and do ):ou now 
enjoy. a perfect conscience? Do you know what it 
i" to ha\"(! a l'OllS(irllCe void (1f offense hefore God? 
The blood of Je"u~ can do that. 

i\lartin Luther as a monk in the church of l{utne 
was seeking a perfect conscience. He tried fasting 
and pcnance, but that did not do. Then he determined 
to g-o to Home and climb the hoi .... staircase on his 
knt.'cs. \\'hile painfully ascending God ..-aid to him III 

a voin' of thunder, "Xo\\" the just shall live by faith." 
.. \nd ),Iartin Luther understood that there was no per­
fect conscicnce that way. by the way of pellance and 
fasting. ~tany Im\'e tried to get a perie!.'t cun~!.'icnce 
1Iy doing good works_ You may have a fOfm of re­
ligion and not have a perfect cOliscience. Don't rest 
until you have a perfect conscience, for you can have 
it. The gospel makes provision for it. You can' have 
a consci('ncc upon which even God cannot sec a stain 
of sin. That i:; perfect enoug-h, isn't it? "Purge your 
conscience from dead works." \Vhat a wonderful 
thin'-!' when you get your conscience purged! If you 
have not had that ('xperil'n('(', n('vCf rest until you get 
it. You cannot cnter the Xc\\" Terusalem unles:; YOl1 

hayc a perfect conscience; nor can you enter the tloly 
(Ii holie!; where God dwell!;. 

\ defiled conscience can ne\"C.'r get 1I1to the New 
.Terns;"llem, for naught that defilcth can enter. but God 
has provided ;"\ way \\"lll'rehy nny stain of sin can be 
cOll1pletely taken a\\"a)'. The B(lok says so. If T call 
cd for witnesses, there would ht· hl1ndred~ jump to 
their feet to testify. It i~ done by the blood of Jesus 
1£ we got plenty of religion. t.'llllidn't we del it? No. 
1£ we had as much religion as from here to the moon 
we could never get a pedl.'ct conscience But the 
blood of Jesus givcs it to u~ ill a moment 

Before T was saved J was :;0 cOl1:i-ciollS of illY ~1I1 
that I could not look anyone in the face. but ahe'r the 
blood of Jesus had heen applird 1 could look every­
body in the face. e\ell God. In Job we read. "Then 
!-halt thou lift up thy face without spot." 1t is a mar­
\'elous thing to get a perfect conscience by the blood 
of Jesus. Never mind what people say ('ontrary to 
the \Vorel of God. You IIlllst have it or yOll cannot 
come into that Xew Jeru salem: but God h<lS made 
pro\'ision whereby every man that will truH in Hi s 
Son Je~lts Christ call have a perfect conscience. \Vhen 
God g<l\'e me a perfect conscience I began to look 
arollnd for my sins and wonder where they had gone 
to. I could not fi.nd them anywhere. As nearly as T 
can tell they weighed ahout two hundred pounds. T 
had heen carrying that burden for two years and it 
was getting he;nier and heavil.'r. But Jesus Iihed it 
off and T ha,,:: not heen ahle to find it sinet-:. [have 
not heen down to the hottom of the sea to !-tt'e if 1 
could find them then'. and I am not going- eith<.'r 

Fifth, the law ne .... er gave us a. perfl'ct COH~nant. 
"But no\\" hath lIe obtained a 1I10re ex('£,llent ministry, 
hv how 1I111ch also J Ie is the mediator of a hetter 
co\"enant, which was established upon better promises. 
For if that fLrst co\"{~nal\t had ht.'CLl faultlt-:ss, th<"n 
shollld no plate ha\'e hCl'n sought for the serond." 
Cod had s.lid to Israel. "If you \\ ill keep ~Iy law I will 
hIes:; you and defend yon from your enemies and 
make you a mighty people." But God complaincd and 
said. "Which My co\'enant they brake." They were 
always breaking that connant. They did not secm to 
IHl\'e st rength to keep it. They said, "All that the 
Lord hath spoken we will do," but thcy broke it all 
the Lillie. And so God !.-iaid fie would bring in another 
<.'o\('nant, and this is it: "For finding fault \ ... ith them, 
lie sait h, Behold. the days come, saith the Lord. when 
1 will make a ne\\" covenant with the house 1)£ Israel 
and with the house of Judah: not according to the 
cO\"t.'nant that I made with their fathers in th(' day 
whcll 1 took them hy tht' hand ttl lead tl1el11 out Ilf the 
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land of Egypt; bc<:ausc they continned not in :\fy cov­
enant. and l regarded them not, saith the Lord. For 
this is the covenant that I will make with the house 
of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put 
My laws into their mind, anci write them in their 
hearts: and r will he to thelll a God, and they shall be 
to ;\Ie a pC9ple .... For J "ill hI: Illercifui to their 
unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquitie~ 
will 1 rCIlH'miJer no more." That suits me all right. 
ITow docs it suit you? You don't want your sins re­
membered, do you? lie says IIe will be lll!"rclful tf) 
your unrighteoll~ness. Does anyone kno\\- how high 
the 'mercy is that God has piled upon us? \Vhell T 
came to God J did not wa nt justice, I wanted men:v. 
I found it in Jesus Christ. God made a new covenant 
and in it I rc' says li e won't remember our sins any 
more. "Veil , if Ife forgets them may lTe help us to 
forget them too and believe God t hat t hey arc ~one 
fore ve r. 

Sixth, thc law could not make a perfect worshiper. 
"For the law having a shadow of good things to come, 
and not the very image of the things, can never with 
those sacrifi ces wh ich they oaered year by year con­
tinually make the cOl11ers thereunto perfect. For then 
would they not have ceased to be o ffered, because that 
the worshippers once purged should have had no more 
conscience of sins." Does the gospel make a perfect 
worshiper ? Thank God it do'cs. \Nhat is a perfect 
worshiper? ] n J ohn 4 :23 we read, "The hOllr cometh, 
and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship 
the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seek­
eth such to worship 1-1 im. God is a Spiri t: and they 
that worsh ip Tlim mus t worship Him in spir it and ill 
truth." The one that worships God in spi rit and in 
truth is a perfect worshiper; he is one that God can 
accept and welcome into His presence. He cannot 
accept that formal worship that is not in spirit. "For 
we are the circumcision, which worship God in the 
spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no confi ­
dence in the flesh." We do not trust in the flesh, our 
trust is in God. We rejoice not in ourselves but in 
Christ Jesus. That is where God wants our rejoicing. 
'W hy do we rejoice in Christ Jesus? Because we know 
Christ J eSllS. Why have we no confi dence in the 
fl esh? Because we know the flesh. Why do we wor­
ship God? Because we know God. Isn't it lovely to 
think we can worship God in a manner acceptable to 
Him? 

I cannot count the number here present this morn­
ing. Why? Because we have come to an innumer­
able company of angels, to the spirits of just lllen 
made perfect; because we have come to the New 
Jeru salem; because wc have come to Jesu s the mcdi­
ator of the new covenant; because we have come to 
the blood of sprinkling that speaketh better things 
than that of Abel. Jesu~ sa id, I'Where two or three are 
gathered together in 1'.1)' name, t here am I in the 
midst of them." You might go to a little place where 
wcre only a half dozen people, but they are part of t he 
mighty host. We are all linked on together, linked 
to the heavenly host. This is just one contingent of 
that mighty host, and we are all in the presence of 
God. While their worship is acceptable up there, so 
also is our worsh ip acceptable down here because J e­
~us had died and the Red Sea of His blood has washed 
c\·ery stain away, and we come into the presence of 
God as spir itual worshipers. They that worship God 
EnUst worship Him in spirit and in truth, for the Fa­
ther seeketh such to worship Him. 

Sc\·enth, the Jaw could not make a perfect temple. 
Solomon built a wonderful temple, exceedingly mag-

nillcent, but It was not a perfect temple. Herod, too, 
built a beautiful temple. But just look at Luke 21 : 
5,6, "J\nd as somc spake of the temple, ho\',,· it was 
adorned with goodly stones and gifts, He said, As for 
these things which ye behold, the days will come, in 
the which there shall not be left onc stone upon an­
other, that shall not be thrown down." Solomon's 
tcmple came down, Herod's temple came dowl1, and 
so must every earthly temple come down. But the 
go!)pel gives us a perfect temple: "1 fowbeit the ;\ Iost 
Iligh dw<:lIcth not in temples made with hands." 
\Vhere docs God dwell? He dwells in the temples, 
J lis people. God has come down to d\\-cll in H is peo­
ple. "God hath said, I \vill dwcll in them and walk in 
them." The apostle says our bodies are the temples 
of the Holy Ghost. \Ve arc "built upon the foundation 
of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself be­
ing the chief corner stone; in whom all the building 
fitly framed together g rO\veth into a n holy temple 
in the Lord: in whol1l ye also are bui ldcd toget her 
for an habitat ion of God through the SDiri t." 

This is to be a wonderful temple and therefore must 
have a very strong foundation. This is t o be a temple 
that will never have to come down and so must be 
built upon a foundati on that will bear the weight of 
it forever. \Vhat is that foundation; Jesus Christ is 
the foundation, in whom we also arc builded together 
for an habitation of God through the Spirit. Solo­
mon's temple did not satis fy God. l\'onc of the se tem­
ples made with hands satisfy God. \Vhy ? l3ecause 
fTe is a LIVING GOD, and in the temple in which He 
dwell s every stone mu st be a LIVI.'>JG STONE. 
Therefore Peter says, "Ye also. a s living stones, are 
built up a spir itual house." Every believer is a living 
stone in the temple of God. The living God mu st have 
a temple built of living stones. Are they all the same 
color? No, I don't think so. r believe they differ 
as the stones in the foundation of the walls of the New 
Jerusalem. I remember a lady saying to me, "The 
Lord has shown me that I am a sapphire-that is a 
very hard stone." She was a bit hard, and she added, 
"I have been all around to look at sapphires and I have 
read all IJlave been able to find out about them. They 
arc a very hard stone that ha s to be cut and polished." 

Do you get a lot of cutting and polishing? 1faybe 
you are a sapphire, a diamond or a ruby. 'Whatever 
you are you will get the treatment needed for your 
nature. The One who is cu tting these s toncs knows 
all about you. If nobody else understands you , lIe 
docs. Are you a bit odd? So am L God must have 
some odd ones. When you think that no one under­
stands you. remember He does. You say you are 
always rubbing up against something rough? That is 
polishing. There are a lot of corners to be rubbed 
off. When one of the biggest diamonds was found, a 
boy was playing with it likc an ordinary pebble; there 
was no sparkle to it then. A diamond expert saw it. 
and when it was cut and polished how it sparkled t 
That is how we were when God found us. But when 
IIe has cut and polished and finished His work, and 
every living stone is in its right place (and we don't 
put ourselvcs in that place but God puts us there), 
thel1 what a glorious temple that will be. God wants 
a temple in which He can dwell- for ten thousand 
years? No. For a million years? No. Foreyer and 
ever and eyer. 

Do you begin to understand why you have such :l 

rough pathway to walk? Sometimes I tell the Lord 
I cannot stand it much longer. I think I must be a 
very hard stone, I get so much cutting and polishing;

O n hoard ship, o n the way 
homl.', there l·am~ beforc me the vision of what J had 
left ht:hind: those uurn ing plains. those Y ilJ age~ with 
thou sands of people, no home life, j ust mud huts. I 
\\as \\01"11 and tired and the cry rose up in my heart, 
"Oh God, please don't Ic t mc go back to I ndia fo r 
some t ime." But I had no sooner rcached Englalhl 
and star ted to t<:11 the people about the needs of the 
Indian", than the fire began to hurn afresh and I fOllnd 
m yse lf praying, "Plea ~e send n1<' back quickly," 

\\'hen I first landed in Ind ia and went through t he 
n::tti \·c ha7:lar and saw th(J~e people painted \\·ith white 
bands arl"oSS t he ir foreheads and with the marks on 
their arms. and sitting almost nude in th" market 
placcs, J tho l1g"ht. "}'Iy. how lllurh like the devil they 
look." TI1('n L relllembcred \\'hat I had once heard a 
). [e thodi st preacher say, "They that sene the dl"' il, 
look like the de\·il." Th e di ffe l·cnt marks on their 
hodies dCllote the different gods that they are devotees 
of. and they st rut about the s treets like pl.'acocks, 
proue! o f the marks· of their gods upon them. I though t 
to 1l1y~('1f that the re \\·:\s a lesson for us in this. Not 
that \\C !'ho111c1 strut about like peacocks. hut t hat we 
... Iwuld be proud to have the mark of our God upon u s. 

Bcfore r went to I l1dia T had such a burni ng- desire 
in Illy heart to go that I used sometimes to pray, 
"Lord, please don't come until I go to India." But 
when I got thefe and sa,\· those things just as thc':

It was ~(llIIl'\\"hat dis(ouraging­
and she said, "To think J hal l.' 111..'1..'11 flut hne in thc 
hot sun al\ this time, only to find thl' grocl"f "as us­
ing the paper to wrap up his g-roccrll's." Hut the 
I ,onl encouraged her by saying, ":\1)' \\'ord is going 
into morc homes than if they had kept l h i ~ Book to· 
g-eth('l" ." Ol1e grocef hought them to \H;IP his gro~ 
ceries in, and not having much to dn, hl' began to 
rcnd onc of th e pages. It was the same passage that 
the H indu had rcad, "He that drinke th of this watt'r 
sha ll thir s t again, hut whosocvcr drillkcth of the 
water that I shall give him shall never thirst." From 
that moment on. that grocer cOllld find no rcst until 
he found it at the feet o{ J eSll s. So in many ways thc 
de vil over s teps himself. 

\Ye live on the borders of N"pal, a land thnt is 
closed to the gospeL Though Nepal is absolute ly 
dosed to all missionaries. yet W(' Ii\,,, right on the 
border and a ra ilroad passes our hOllse and hundreds 
of -:\'cpalese come through on those trains. \Ve dis­
tribute the \Yord o f God to them and the hest we can 
we tell them about God. \Ve know that many Nepa­
lesc are getting conyerted , undoubtcdly going back 
into their own country and spreading the good Hews 

. there. Therc are about eight Pentecos tal st~ltions 
sett led on the borders of l'\epa l. I do not know why 
God has se ttl ed u s Pentecostal mi o;s ionarics for hun~ 
<.I red!; of miles along the border unlc~s III the 
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IH'ar future lie is going to open ~t.'Jlal and make 
an l'nlrann' for U~. \\'c have the power in our 
hantl~ to ask God to hreak down the barrlers and 
g ive liS entrance. The mo!";t abominable things are 
prarLicl'Ci in ~epal; things not fit to he mentioned in 
puhlic. 1 saw one of their t('mpks on the horders 
u[ the Ganges Hi\"cr and unspeakable things were on 
that temple. \Vhcn T saw it J thought, "If this is the 
outside of l l induism. what must thc inside be?" 

Praise God, llc is hav ing" preciou5 souls, I have 
secn their sick hodies heal('d and have seen them bap­
ti/ed in the Huly Gho~l, sJleaking in other tongues as 
the Spirit gave utteranc('. Sometimes these dear ones 
startle us by their simplkity of faith in the Lord J csus 
Christ. There arc many tribes and castes, and there is 
a cri minal tribe. The people in this tribe have been 
brought ui' for gcnerations to do no work at all. They 
live hy plunder and robbery. That tribe would tell 
you that they could do noth ing else, for the gods had 
decreed that they should plundcr and rob pcople all 
tllt'ir lives. A young man from thi!; trihe got 5a\·ed 
and hapti/cd in the I foly Ghost. It would put many 
(If liS to shalTl(, the way (~od talks to him. Onc night 
thieycs cam(' 011 the place. The Lord spoke to him 
and said, "Get up, there are thieves on the place." 
] Ie thought it was only a dream, but nevertheless he 
obeyed and founel that there really were thieves 
around. Through his obedience the place was saved. 

Thi s same young man came to us Ol1e day and said, 
" I wa nt..-l0 go to thl' railroad station." \Vhen wc ques­
tioned why he wanted to go he told us that the Lord 
had spoken to him and told him he mllst go. At the 
5tat ion he \vas eagerly watching, for the Lord had not 
told him what I Ie want('d him to do. But when the 
train came in the Lord pointed out two young men 
who were taking away a gi rl for ev il purposes. IIe 
rcsl'u('d the girl and brought her to lhc mission sta­
tiOI1 . lIe got down bes ide someone who was sick with 
the f('ver and refu sed to leave until he had prayed the 
sick one t hrough. 

One man was very sick w ith fever and sent for us 
to come and pray. When we reached his bedside he 
held up his hand and said, "The Lord has shown me I 
must do something." Turning to his wife he said, 
"Please give $3.50 to the missionaries." 'We wondered 
where a ll that money was to come from, for it repre­
sented a whole month's wages. They on ly earn from 
eight t o fourteen cents a day. That sum was a little 
fortune to them. At first the wife refused, but fi nally 
consented and turned it over to us. Then came th is 
confession from the sick man: "You see that table 
there? I s tole the boards in it. There are other 
things J have stolcn but I believe this money will 
cover it all. Please forgive me and pray for me." We 
prayed a simple little prayer and immediately up went 
his hands and the fever was all gone. 

God is doing much in India but the burden on my 
heart is that He should do more. Let us unite in ou r 
prayers and pray down the blessing. Let us give Him 
no res t day or night until He opens the windows of 
hea ven and gives li S the poured-out bless ing. 

In reading the history of Christianity coming to the 
west , you will find that the kings and noblemen were 
captured by the gospel and when they surrendered it 
was easy for the rank a nd file to get in order. If this 
could be done in India, our financial burdens would 
be at an end. I am about tired of thinking that I have 
to look to the west for financial assistance. There is 
pknty of money in India. It is our place t o pray it 
in for the work of the Lord. There are ten million 
religious teachers amongst the Hindus themselvcs, 

g"uing about the country depending upon the people 
for their livelihood. If they can :-,upport thcse and 
build glorious places for the wor~hip of their false 
g'tJcis, how much of that ought to be turned into chan­
n('ls for the propagation of the gospel! Pray that 
God will do a new thing in fndia and causc sOllie of 
thc~e people who have power and authority in the 
land, to come to the feet of Jesus.

In Psalm 1.30 we read, "Out of the depths ha\'e I 
cried unto Thec. 0 Lord. Lord, he:!r my voicc: let 
Thine cars be attentive to the voice of my supplica­
tions. If ThOll. Lord, shouldest mark iniquit ies, 0 
Lord, who shall stand? But there is forgi\'eness wit h 
Thet. that Thou mayest he feared." 

This Psalm is one of the fifteen that arc known 
a 'hl' P",alllls of iJegrtcs. The\ t.~xprcs.,. the l(Juging; 
and the joy of the human heart. It is sa id that when 
the Jc\\'~ went up to keep the feast they would chant 
thc'se Psalms. 

This is a Psalm that deals with the subject of for­
gi,·cness. But there is no forgiveness outside of ou r 
Lord Jesus Christ. \Vhen T was a little girl I was 
tole! of a man who had a w icked son and every t ime 
the son did somcthing wrong the father would nail 
a spike into the post. The young man felt yery sorry 
\\ hen he saw that post full of spikes , but the father 
5aid that e\'cry time he did someth ing' good he wou ld 
take a spike out of the post. The son did belter, and 
ycry soon al l the spikes werc pulled out. But the son 
said to his father, "Father, the marks are st ill there." 
The marks in t he post spoke as a record of the many 
wrong things hc had cOlll mitted. But when the Lord 
forgives s in, the very mark s are gone. David sa id, 
H;\S far as the ea.st is frol11 the west, so far hath lIe 
removed Ollr transgressions from us." Do you know 
how far the cast is from the west? You will have to 
go out into space. Th ings that a re removed to that 
d istance will never meel again; and w hen J esus for­
gives you your sin you w ill never meet it aga in. 

There is no forgi\'eness in nature. If you take off a 
limb of the tree you cannot put it back again. I was 
out in the Yosem ite Val ley and sa w a great tree that 
had been felled by the wind. It was said that this 
11II1st have oecn a good-s ized sapling when Abraham 
wa s li ving. The ground had been softened by the 
ra in and a great wind followed. T he great tree began 
to lean and it leaned too far, and down it went w ith 
a crash. Sin is just leaning over too far. It is yie ld­
ing to the tempter. P eople sa id that when tha t tree 
fell the very earth quaked. It was twenty-se \'en feet 
in diameter and from three hundred to four hundred 
feet long. But the earth did not forgive it for lean­
ing over too far. The t ree was dead and t here was 
110 way to bring it back to life. There is no forgive­
ness in nature. But although we were born in sin, 
although we are dead in trespasses and sin, praise 
God there is a way back to Him. As the P salmist 
says here, uThere is forgiveness with Thec . ~' If the 
Lord should mark iniquities, who should stand? The 
moral man says, "I can stand." But J want to tell you 
that without the plenteous redemption of our Lord 
Jesus Christ he will most certainly fall. 

At one time T was ill and my hu sband, who was a 
doctor, told me of a sick patient that he had in the 
hospital. I was so sorry that I was sick for I could 
not go and talk with this person about J estls. One 
night my husband spoke to the man about his wife

$12.00 a month, making $37.00 in all, 
that we have to meet each month. The 
hall is not in a cOllvenient placc for the 
member c; to attend as it is at the opposite 
side of the city f rom ·where our members 
live, <Uld in a business section, but it was 
the on ly one we cou ld ge t. 'vVe cannot 
have the assembly registe red as wc could 
do if we owned our own prope rt y. 

"There is a fine place which cou ld be 
bought reasonably. T he owner says he 
will not sell it until we refuse it. T his 
property has a good sized building which 
can be used as a church . and a good house 
that now ren ts fo r $25.00 per month. T he 
pastor could live in part of the house and 
ren t out pari which wou ld he lp pay ex ­
penses. \Ve could pay th e intcrest and 
$20.00 pe r mon th o n the capital, bu t un­
less we can ra ise $1.000.00 we cannot make 
a move. 'vVe appeal to th e Assemblies of 
God to come to our assista nce a t this 
t ime, or else the work will not be ab le 
to go forward on account of funds.
