\Vc arc !-i{) fal" rcmo\'cd by time from the carly Co­
rinthian chun'h that we can only get glimpses of the 
("()IIdiuoll. And we arc so far removed £1'0111 the con· 
dition of the early Christian church that \\lhat they 
('x.pcricnccd seems foreign to us. The fact is that we 
an' foreign to them, to these experiences. 

Thr Corinthian church came behind in no gift. And 
thfY spoke in tongues. It was so uniycrsai that Paul 
n .. 'minded the III that he outdas.<.;cd them, and of the 
\';lst number of the Corinthians who spoke in tongues 
tlH'rr was not Ollt! who outdid him. It was so uni­
nl·sal that they were crowding on one another in 
tht· lTIt.'etings in the exercise of the gift, and so he 
had to write to regulate the gift. 

"Oh," the critics say, "what about the Ephesian 
l'huf("h" They did not speak in tongues. It is not 
mentioned in the _cpistle written to thelll." Did the)' 
pral."tice ht'aling in the Ephesian church? \Ve find 
no IlIl..'ntiol1 of it in the epistle to the Ephesians. We 
know that Pnul practiced healing whercycr he wtnt 
and ~pcdal miracles were wrought in Ephesus (Acts 
1(") :11). It \\"a~ in Ephesus that Paul laid hands Oil the 
l\H"hc llIt'll ;:lIId tl1('Y spoke in tonguts and prophe­
.. il'd whe1l the Spirit came upon thelll. It is an im· 
pos:-;ihle thing" to have twelve newly baptized, Spirit­
tilled I1IC1I ill allY one ('ommunity without the II1('S­

age spreading, 
I 'aul wa.s :-;ati3til..'d with the ~piritual cOllliitlUn of 

tht' F.phe~ian church. He had no fault to find in' their 
u"ing the gifts. lienee they .arc not mentioned in 
hi~ cpi~tle. The same thing applies to otl er churches 
to which he wrote. 

That \\ hirh \\ as of ~uch inestimable value to Paul, 
whil."h \\as the prerogative of everyoll<: in a new burn 
dmrrh on the Day of Pentecost, was a perfect ex­
ample for all subse<luent branches of the church, and 
Paul" ould liner havc rested content if any other 
.:hun·h had hccn behind the Corinthians. And if the 
Coril1thiall~ had not been tn:ading upon one another 
ill th(' exerci5e of the gift, Paul would flot have writ­
tCll the fourteenth chapter of Corinthians: then the 
l\n·llticlh~{"(..:ntury Christian would be aboiutely cer-

tain that the Corinthian church never spoke 111 
tongues, because Paul made no reference to it. 

The epistle to the Hebrews, that wonderful letter 
to Hebrew Christians, had very little reference to 
the corning of the Lord, yet the Hebrew Christians 
believed in it, for Peter and Paul preached it, and the 
other writers refer to it. No reference to a doc­
trine or an experience in an epistle does not infer that 
the doctrine was not taught or believed in, nor that 
the experience was not manifested or enjoyed by the 
people to whom it was written. In the Acts of the 
Apostles we read that they went everywhere preach­
ing the word (Acts 4:31; 6:7; 13:26), just the si mple 
statement, the word. It was preaching the gospel. 
What is the gospel? It is elaborated in the epistles, 
especially in the epistle to the Romans. The record 
does not say that they went everywhere preaching 
justification by faith, repentance, baptism, turning 
from idols and all. That is inferred in the gospel mes­
sage, It simply states they preached the word. 

And so reference to the Spirit in the epistles is 
spoken to people who had experience in the Spirit. 
Paul did not say to the Ephesians. "Be baptized in 
the Spirit;" but he wanted them to learn the les­
son from drunkards who on every occa5ion took ad­
vantage to imbibe, Therefore he cOlln~e1s them, "YOll 
imhibe-you be filled with the Spirit-you have had 
the appetite already for the Spirit, you have been im­
mersed in the Spirit, keep on imbibing. Be filled 
with the Spirit." 

Paul would never ask them to turn on the tap if 
he knew the tap had not been already connected with 
the divine reservoir. Because you have been bap­
tized in the Spirit you have a right to expect a con­
tinuous infilling.
