THAT DAY

Pastor William A. Coxe, Wilmington, Del.

[ shall read from Isa. 2:10-17, and take my text
from the last clause of the eleventh verse, “And the
Lord alone shall be exalted in that day.” This phrase
is repeated in the 17th verse. The phrase, “that day,”
is found three times in this passage—in verse 11, also
in verse 17 and in verse 20. There is not very much
exaltation of the Lord in the world today; in fact,
the majority of men have forgotten all about God.
God is not taken into man’s plans, in the business life,
social life, political life, or the home life of the world.
No, God is not exalted in this day; but in that day
the Lord alone shall be exalted. The theme of this
message is taken from a prophetic passage of Scrip-
ture which points towards the time when God, to use
His own expression, “ariseth to shake terribly the
earth.”

First, what day is it? What day does the Word
mean when it specifies a special day and says “that
day”? I believe that the day of which the Lord is
speaking here is the day of the coming back of Jesus
Christ. And throughout the Word, the day of the
Lord, “that day,” are terms used to express the day
of His appearing. In Zechariah 14 we will find that
in that day “His feet shall stand upon the Mount of
Olives.” DPeter tells us that the day comes as a thief
in the night; Paul says that that day shall not come
except there be a falling away first. That day refers
to the day of the revealing of Jesus Christ. It is a
general term referring to the coming of Jesus, at
whose coming many striking events will take place.

Second, that day is near at hand. It is not very far
away. Jesus said to John, “Behold, I come quickly.”
He is almost ready to descend. To His apostles He
says, “In such an hour as ye think not the Son of man
cometh.” Why are there oft-occurring earthquakes
and pestilences in divers places; no rain in one place,
and storms in another? Part of the world, suffering
famine and the other with abundance everywhere?
Sin and iniquity on every hand; crime and banditry,
wars, rumors of wars, perplexity of nations, etc.? God
says that these things are signs of the soon coming
of Jesus Christ. It behooves us to be ready, Christian,
for we shall soon see Him.

Third, that day is the day of translation. Praise the
Lord! It is the day when that company of people for
whom God sent the Holy Spirit into the world shall
be caught away to meet Jesus in the air. It is the
day when Jesus the Son of Man shall descend in the
clouds for those who are alive and are awaiting His
coming. In that day the dead shall be raised, the liv-
ing ones shall be changed, and together the whole
throng will be caught up and be united in the air with
their Lord to be forever with Him (1 Thess. 4:13-18).
It is the day when this corruptible shall put on incor-
ruption, when this mortal shall put on immortality
(1 Cor. 15:53). In that day some of us will be walking
with God, like Elijah, with Elisha closely behind, when
our heavenly chariots will lower from the skies and
God’s whirlwind will carry us up into glory. Like
Enoch we will leave this testimony that we pleased
God, and were not, for God took us, and translated us
to be with Himself.

Fourth, it is the day of separation between those
who are ready and those who are not ready. You do
not believe that He who said, “Be ye also ready,” is
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going to take anyone who is looking anywhere but
for the coming of Jesus? No. No. Heis only going to
take those who are ready—watching and praying. Paul
says to the Philippians, “I forget everything which is
behind, forget that 1 was a Hebrew of the Hebrews,
that T was considered perfect under the law: a Phari-
see of the tribe of Benjamin. I take everything which
is behind and count it as refuse, that I may win Christ.”
Then he goes on to say, “I follow after, if that I may
apprehend that for which I am apprehended.” “I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of
God in Christ Jesus.” “If by any means I might at-
tain unto the resurrection from among the dead.” It
is the day of separation of loved ones, the day when
two shall be sleeping in one bed; the one shall be
taken and the other left; two women shall be grind-
ing at a mill, one shall be taken and the other left;
two men shall be in the field, ploughing, the one
shall be taken and the other left. It is the day when
the wise virgin, having oil in her lamp and a cruse
by her side, shall be ready when the bridegroom
comes to go in to the marriage. If you and I are
trying to serve God and mammon, to live in the fold
and in the world; if we are compromising, in that day,
we will be separated from Jesus the Bridegroom.
Those who are ready—watching, praying, the pure in
heart—shall see God.

Fifth, it is the day of reproof. 1 Cor. 1:8, Revised
Version, says, “Who shall also confirm you unto the
end, that we may be unreprovable in the day of our
Lord Jesus Christ.” I believe there is such a state
in grace, a condition of spirituality, such a degree of
holiness and spotlessness that when He comes you
and I may stand unreproved in His sight. 1 John
1:7 says, “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the
light, we have fellowship one with another, and the
blood of Jesus Christ his Son'cleanseth us from all
sin.”© You will never get to heaven, let alone belong
to the Bride, with sin on you. He will confirm you
unto the end that you will not be reproved at His
coming. Some folks are going to be ashamed when
He comes. Not only this, but there are some folks
of whom Jesus will be ashamed when He comes.
“Whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words
in this adulterous and sinful generation; of him shall
the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the
glory of the Father with the holy angels.” If we are
not ashamed of Him here, He will not be ashamed of
us then. Those folks who are afraid of getting too
much religion here will need a whole lot when He
comes.

Sixth, it is a day of judgment of the saints. The
Word speaks a great deal of judgment. When He
comes a day of judgment sets in. God's day of grace
has almost come to an end, and His judgments are
coming. The judgment of the saints, not for our sins
but for our works, is coming. Qur sins are left at the
cross. Several years ago I began to wonder what be-
came of my sins. I knew I did not have them. I had
gotten rid of them. I searched the Word to find out
where they were. God had forgotten them, had put
them in the bottom of the sea, had blotted them out,
had removed them as far as the east is from the west.
In that day there is to be a judgment for works. “The
day will declare it,” Paul says. You and I will be
judged by fire at the judgment seat of Christ. In
this fire we shall see our works tested. The wood,
hay, and stubble, which do not glorify God, but which
please ourselves, will never stand the test. Thank
God, gold, silver, and precious stones will stand the
fire and come out more pure. I want a crown to lay
at Jesus' feet that is full of all kinds of jewels, which
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has come through the fire, bright and shining. I do
not care to see all my works burned and myself saved

so as by fire.

Seventh, it is a day of judgment for the world. The
world is looking into impending judgment. A large
number of our greatest diplomats are trying to bring
about peace and safety in the world. Statesmen and
politicians are trying to incorporate planks in the
platforms of political parties to do away with war
and to make universal peace; but it will be to no avail.
“When they cry peace and safety, then sudden de-
struction” comes. No. The world is facing judg-
ment. When the trumpet sounds for the first resur-
rection, and the Bride of Christ is taken away, the
tribulation will begin and the judgments of God will
come. The fires of God’s judgments from heaven will
fall, and the earthquakes, pestilences, famines, wars,
etc.,, will be universal and not local. Men will be
praying, but their prayers will be too late, because
the day of judgment has come. For seven years many
will try to die and death will flee from them, while

the fury of God’s wrath will be in the world. The
great tribulation is an awful period.
Eighth, it is a day of rejoicing and reunion. Paul

says to the Thessalonians, “Are not ye our crown of
rejoicing 7"’ meaning that those whom he had won
for Jesus will cause him to rejoice when Jesus comes.
Around the throne of God there is going to he re-
joicing. Some folks do not like a noisy meeting. The
first thing you will hear in heaven will be a shout of
glory. The saints will rejoice because they have ar-
rived home. The myriads of heaven will rejoice be-
cause the redeemed are there

Ninth, it is the millennial day. While all this is go-
ing on in the New Jerusalem there will also be re-
joicing on the earth because the nations shall know
war no more. Jesus the King will be sitting on the
throne of His father David and will rule with right-
eousness and judge with equity the meek of the
earth. Swords shall be turned into plowshares and
spears into pruning-hooks. In that day the desert
will blossom like the rose; the trees will clap their
hands; the mirage shall become a watery pool; the
whole earth shall pe at rest; the song of the turtle
shall be heard in the land. Is the world at rest now?
Can men make the earth at rest? No. Neither will
any statesman, nor politician, nor any plan of man
bring rest and peace to the world. But Jesus Christ
when He comes to reign on the throne of His father
David will cause every man to dwell under his own
vine and fig tree.

Tenth, it is a day of judgment for sinners. God per-
mitted the cross and gave Jesus to be crucified so
that sinners might be saved. “He that believeth on
the Son hath everlasting life, but he that believeth not
the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abid-
eth on him.” Thousands, yea millions of people have
been born, have listened to the gospel, and have
chosen the things of the world rather than the things
of God. “What shall it profit a man if he gain the
whole world and losz his own soul:; or what shall a
man give in exchange for his soul?” Those who will
not be saved now, in the “accepted time,”will in that
day be brought to judgment. Jude tells us, in verses
14 and 15, what Enoch preached of these, saying, “Be-
hold, the Lord cometh with ten thousand of his saints,
to execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that
are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds
which they have ungodly committed, and of all their
hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken
against him.” He knew there was to be a judgment
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of sinners. In Rev. 20:11 John says, “And I saw a
great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose
face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there
was found no place for them.” The small and the great
were there, the rich and the poor, kings and queens,
the proud and haughty rejectors of Jesus were there
—they were all there, all who rejected Jesus. “And
the books were opened; and another book of life was
opened, which is the book of life; and the dead were
judged out of those things which were written in
the books; . and whosoever was not found writ-
tenl in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”
Lots of folks would like to take the fire out of the
Word. But fire is there and it is real, regardless of
what we may think. Thank God that through Jesus
we can escape hell’'s fire.

Eleventh, it is a day of judgment for Satan. In
the day of the Lord, Satan is going to be judged. In
Rev. 20:1-3 we are told he is taken and bound and cast
into the bottomless pit for a thousand years, just as
the battle of Armageddon is finished and antichrist
and his armies are defeated by Jesus Christ and His
armies on white horses. Then at the end of the mil-
lennium Satan is let out for a little season and will
gather an army together to make war with God. In
the battle of Gog and Magog Satan’s armies will be
killed by fire out of heaven, but Satan will be taken
alive and cast into the lake of fire, where he will be
tormented forever and ever. In that day the per-
sonality that is the cause of all the sin and suffering
and sickness over all the world will be cast into the
lake of fire to remain throughout all eternity. ' Rev.
20:10 says, “And the devil that deceived them was
cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the
beast and the false prophet are, and shall be torment-
ed day and night forever and ever.”

Twelfth, it is a day of judgment for the heavens
and the earth. God is going to purify them. Accord-
ing to 2 Peter 2:10, “the earthrand the works that are
therein shall be burned up.” “Seeing then that all
these things shall be dissolved, what manner of per
sons ought ye to be in all holy conversation and god-
liness?” Do you own land, or a home? Are you
laying up treasures on earth? If it takes a home to
make you comfortable, all right. Every man has a
right to own a home, but if he lays up treasures on
earth he will lose thenl. Look around you and see
the treasures of earth piling up. God is going to pur-
ify the earth because sin corrupts it. He is going to
purify the heavens because sin has polluted them.
What causes the corruption that is in the world? The
blight of the trees, the decay of vegetation, the rot-
ting of fruit—the sign of death all about ust Why,
the curse that God pronounced upon the earth because
of Adam’s sin has had its fruition, and creation is
groaning under the burden, waiting its redemption.
In that day He is going to purify the heavens and
the earth. “Nevertheless we . . . look for new heav-
ens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.”

And lastly, it is a day of God’s visitation. I am °
tromg to ask you a question in the words of Isaiah
10:3, “And what will ye do in the day of visitation,
and in the desolation which shall come from far? to
whom will ye flee for help and where will ye leave
yvour glory?” If you are unsaved, what will you do
in the day of His visitation? If you are a Christian,
to whom will you go for help? Are you proud of
your name, your accomplishments, etc.? These things

~will all be brought low and He alone will be exalted

in that day. What will you do in the day of His visi-
tation? What will you do?
WHAT WILL YOU DO?
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THE GREATER WORKS

“He that believeth on me, the works that 1 do shall
he do also; and greater works than these shall he
do; because I go unto my Father” (John 14:12).

Christ, the Man Christ Jesus, returns to His Fa-
ther and is glorified, thereby making it possible for
the Holy Spirit, the Third Person of the Trinity, to
operate upon and through redeemed man as never
before. And therefore it is possible for the apostle,
inspired by the Spirit, to write in the twelfth chapter
of 1 Corinthians of the threefold operation of God
the Father, God the Seon and God the Spirit—and yet
of GOD working ALL in ALL.

“Because I go unto My Father!” “Because I, your
companion, your elder brother, bone of your bone,
flesh of your flesh, return unto My Father, it is pos-
sible for the Spirit to be manifested, to abide in, to
operate through sanctified, redeemed, washed, human
flesh. 1t is the Treasure in earthen vessels. Greater
works than these shall ye do.”

How could they be greater? When in His flesh,
Christ was limited by the fact that He had a human,
physical body; but now He is ascended, glorified, and
has received gifts in the Spirit as man’s representa-
tive. He could receive the fulness of the gifts, and
make it possible for the Spirit to convey them in a
fuller, larger, freer, unlimited way; greater in volume,
greater in area, greater in their period, greater in
the numbers reached, than when He was upon earth,
The command, “Go ye into all the world,” is one that
has expressed His thought to every generation since
it was given, “and, lo, I am with you alway,” to do
the greater works. “And they went forth, and
preached everywhere, the Lord working with them,
and confirming the word with signs following”—the
greater works following, He Himself working them
through His-people.

The gifts of the Spirit are without measure, with-
out limit of time, without limit as to those upon whom
He would bestow the gifts; but the Lord has been
limited all down the ages in the giving of His gifts.
“He did not many mighty works” in one place “be-
cause of their unbelief.” This still holds good. He,
through His Spirit, could do no mighty works in cer-
tain places, in certain periods of church history, “be-
cause of their unbelief.” The early disciples went
forth preaching the word and expecting the signs—
the greater works—to follow, and they were not dis-
appointed. The command and promises of Christ
were so fresh and real to them that they went forth
expecting the greater works to follow.
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In 1 Cor. 12:4-6 the Trinity is set forth in their re
spective offices. Most people are very orthodox and
believe in the Triune God, but their orthodoxy stops
there. They do not believe in or look forward to a
manifestation of the Trinity in their various offices as
Administrator, Distributor, Quickener. To be truly
orthodox you should believe in an active Trinity, as
well as a Trinity in the heaven of heavens. Christ
was active on earth, and He is anxious to be just as
active on the earth again, operating through His
Spirit in the lives of His faithful and believing saints

Eighth, The Israelites did not appropriate manna
through their intellects. Their thinking powers did
not have to go through a process of development to
partake of the same. A college degree was not de-
manded as an indication of worthiness to partake.
Hunger was the prime requisite,. A man cannot par-

. take of Christ today until he becomes hungry to do

so. Men are foolish enough to think that they can
properly adjust themselves to Jesus by the use of
their minds. Such are not hungry and it is useless to
try to urge some folks to feed their souls on Jesus.
The people who are hungry for Christ can find Him.
“Blessed are they that hunger and thirst after right-
eousness: for they shall be filled.”

Ninth, The manna was not for a few, but for all.
It is only the religion of Jesus Christ that solves the
problems of all kinds of men and women. Jesus of-
fered salvation to the Samaritans and this aroused
the ire of the Jews. Christ poured His warm love out
on the entire world. His salvation is well expressed
in the Word—*“Whosoever will may come.”

Tenth, When the manna fell in the camp of Israel,
it could be trampled upon or picked up. Many, very
likely, did this. Blind folks could walk on this manna
and starve to death without realizing its value. Men
and women are blind as to the value of Jesus today.
According to St. Paul, the devil is blinding people
concerning the value of this Bread. “But if our gos-
pel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: in whom
the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them
which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gos-
pel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine
unto them” (2 Cor. 4:3,4). :

Eleventh, It was tedious work to gather the manna.
It was not lying about in great chunks ready to be
carved into huge slices with scarcely an effort. It had
to be taken up, a little at a time, until it aggregated

“a sufficiency. We want our blessing and knowledge of

our Lord Jesus in big helpings, but a really strong,
substantial life in Christ is not developed in that way.
We must walk in the small bits of light that gleam
on our pathway if we expect to have larger things
later on. Men who appreciate small portions of Jesus
please God and eventually get the larger things. It is
not an easy thing to .develop a strong, well-rounded
Christian life. As the children of Israel took Canaan;
so do we build a life in God through Christ after we
have been made new in Kim. “And the Lord thy
God will put out those nations bhéfore thee by little
and little: thou mayest not consume them at once,
lest the beasts of the field increase upon thee” {(Deut.
7:22). :

Tv?ve!Eth, They had to stoop to gather the manna,
and this involves the idea of humility. The Phari-
sees, in the time of Christ, were very erect in many
of their prayers. They could not be blessed by Christ.
He came to the lost sheep of the house of Israel
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But He was thrust from their city and hounded from
their synagogues. On the edge of Jerusalem He cried
out of a broken heart, “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou
that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are
sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy
children together, even as a hen gathereth her chick-
ens under her wings, and ye would not!’ (Matt. 23:
37). The Jews would not humble themselves before
Christ.

Men and women go to hell rather than humiliate
themselves by confessing their sins. We can all af-
ford to have our pride humbled rather than to lose our
souls. A real vision of God will put the face of man
in the dust of humility. The old-time mourners’
bench was a place of humiliation, where pentitents
shed tears of sorrow over the sins of their past, but
the modern church has taught its constituency that
they can accept Christ without bending in their pride.
The scheme has worked in the sense that it has
brought in church members; but it does not make for
the real cause of Christ.

A man went to the mourners’ bench, one time, and
knelt before his God. His neighbor's son closely
scrutinized his effort to be reconciled to his God, and
went home and told his parents about the happening.
At the end of his story the parents asked him if the
man in mind prayed through. The boy answered his
parents by saying, “I left before he prayed through,
but I am sure he didn’t get saved.” The parents asked
why he believed as he did. The boy replied, “Because
he had only one knee down on the floor. I have
watched those who really pray through. They usu-
ally get both knees on the floor and put their heads
on the bench and repent. Some are so stiff and full
of pride they can’t pray through.” The boy was about
right.

Thirteenth, The manna was gathered in the morn-
ing. It was not gathered at evening nor at noon.
If it was not gathered in the morning, it melted when
the sun came up, and was gone. We ought to feast
our souls on the bread of life the first thing in the
morning. If we leave our bedroom without whisper-
ing a prayer to our God for strength and guidance,
we have given Satan just that much advantage in our
life for a day. No Christian can afford to begin his
daily task until he has prayed through for the day.
If men and women give their early morning hour to
their own affairs before beginning to worship God,
they make a fearful mistake. I once knew a man who
had mighty power with God in prayer at one time.
His days were never dull, and his face was usually
filled with sunshine. I decided I would make an ef-
fort to discover the secret of his freedom and his
power with God, so I asked him to explain the samec
to me.

He said, “When I go to sleep I have my Bible under
my pillow, and when I awake I instantly pray to God
to make Jesus real. I pray until the Spirit of God
bears witness to my spirit that I have touched the
hem of His garment. Then when I have prayed
through consciously and definitely after awakening,
[ turn to my Bible and feed on some of the promises
of God that I have tested and proved in my own ex-
perience. I do not dare to face the battles and temp-
tations of life until I have done this.” Small wonder
God used this man, because he fed on heavenly manna
early in the morning. , ;

Fourteenth, The manna was gathered regularly.
The people were charged, “Let no man leave of it till
the morning. Notwithstanding, they hearkened not
unto Moses; but some of them left of it until the
morning, and it bred worms and stank: and Moses
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was wroth with them.” A heavenly blessing not as
similated can become stale and unprofitable. Those
who attempted to feed on what they had gathered in
their yesterdays found a writhing mass of worms in
that which had been God-given. Some people have an
experience like that today. It is not fresh, but stale
We need fresh manna. The food I ate yesterday
served its purpose in the strengthening of my body,
but that will not serve the problem of a dinner fos
today.

Many people, when they tell their experience, have
nothing to say about what Christ gave to them in the
present hour. To please God, we must not preach a
Christ of yesterday, but one who is just the same
TODAY AND FOREVER. We need regular habits
of reading the Word and of praying.

Recently, 1T heard a man praise the Lord for the
wonderful enlightening that he had found in Jesus.
He would stand up and testify about the mighty
Christ and invariably tell of the very spot where he
had found Jesus in His fulness. Almost every time
he would tell the listening audience about how he
had driven a stake in the grove where his wonderful
experience had taken place. Personally, after a few
recitals of his story, 1 got tired of hearing about the
spot where he had driven the stake. The more I
heard him, the more convinced I became that I could
detect the odor of a stench that was developing in his
pot of manna.

Less than six months afterwards, the man went
down in his morals. This was very sad, but it in
dicates more than I have said. Nothing is more re
volting in a religious service than to have some pro
fessor open his stenchful pot of decaying manna.

Fifteen, They gathered the manna according to
their eating. Man has a hungry heart that must feed
on something. Man does feed his heart on something
good or something bad. Let us feed on Christ.

A Lesson from Eph. 4:15

A

[t is rather more than thirty years-ago
that a missionary of the Basle Society,
named Samuel Hebich, lived and labored
on the West Coast of India.

He was used of God in bringing me
out on the Lord’s side, and was a re-
markable man: brave, earnest, and also
more successful as a soul winner among
Kuropeans than any other of whom I
have heard. The striking characteristics
of his ministry were the personality of
the Lord Jesus, and the personality of
Satan, and the conquest he made of the
most determined opposers of the truth
were many and striking.

One regiment, that had been stationed
at Cannanore, was so powerfully af-
fected by his preaching and house-to
house visitation, that no less than seven
officers and most of their wives were
truly converted to God, and were not
ashamed to confess their faith in Christ.
Several non-commissioned officers and
others followed, so that ere that regi-
ment left the station it had earned the
sobriquet of Hebich’s Own,

From Cannanore this regiment was
sent to the French rocks, a mi'itary sta-
tion near Seringapatam, and after they
had been a year in these quarters the
Christians especially invited their beloved
friend to pay them a wisit, which he
gladly responded to. Irom one house to
another, according to his wont, he visited,
and, though with tenderness of manner,
put the most searching questions to his
children in the IL.ord. These elicited a
fact which gave hitn no small uneasiness,
namely, that the prayer-meeting, once so
thronged and so much set by, had dwin-
dled away till some were not sure that
it existed at all.

His presence quickencd the flow of
spiritua! life. Every night he held meef-
ings, and they were fully attended, not
only by those who had good cause to
love the man and listen to his words,
but by others from the neighborhood,
who had heard of his fame, and longed
to obtain some blessing for themselves.

It was thus the writer found himself
in the company of those assembled; and
he was greatly struck by his first sight
of the missionary, as he stood behind a
table with a large open Bible on it, and
scanned the audience with his beautiful
searching eyes. He had a fine head and
full beard; he used to dress in a black
gown with a white collar that almost
covered his shoulders, and was always
more at homie if he could freely walk a
few paces to the right and left of where
he was standing than when he had to
keep at a desk.

I shall endeavor to give his discourse
on this particular occasion, as nearly as
I can remember it, in his own language.

He read the fourth of Ephesians, and
expounded it till he came to the sixteen-
th verse, which he read slowly, and re-
peated the words, “Fitly shoined togeder,”

He paused a few seconds, and abruptly
put the question, “Did you ever see a
tob?" This homely appeal roused the
sleepy, and caused a smile to pass over
every face.

“If you go to Palhully (a factory in the
neighborhood), you vill see some fery
large tobs. You and I cannot make a
tob; it requires a cood carpenter to make
a tob, or it vill hold no wvater, because
it is not made of vone peece of ood.
but of many, and de many must be fitly
shoined togeder. Dere are four tings
to make a cood tob.

“1. It must have a cood bottom.

“2. Each of de peeces must be fitly
shoined to de bottom.

“3. Each von must be fitly shoined to
his fellow.

“4, Each wvon shall be kept close by
de bands outside.

“Von peece may be narrow and de
next peece be wvide, yet it shall be a
cood tob; but if a little shtone or bit
of shtick vill come between de peeces
it vill not do at all. 1If de peeces are
near, but do not touch, it vill not do at
all; and if all de peeces but von touch,
and are fitly shoined togeder, and dis von
fall in or out of de circle, it is no tob
at all. Now if ve haf a cood bottom and
efry peece be fitly shoined to de bottom.
and all are fitly shoined togeder from de
top to de bottom, haf ve now a tob?
No, it vill not hold vater for von moment
till the bands are put on. De bands press
hard on each peece of ood, and den are
dey yet more fitly shoined togeder.

“‘Oder foundation can no man lay
dan dat is laid, vich is Jesus Christ.

Here ve haf de good bottom for our tob.

It is perfect, and efry von dat truly be-
lieves in Him is resting on dis cood
bottom, and is fitly shoined to it by de
Holy Spirit.

“Dere are many who call demselves
Christians who are not so shoined, but
vee are not speaking of dem now.

“In de Acts of de Apostles, we read
often of being ‘filled vid de Holy Ghost,’
and ven gadered togeder for prayer
vonce de whole house did shake vid His
power. Shust so now He fills vid peace
and shoy de soul dat loves de Tord
Jesus, and likewise de company gadered
togeder in His name. Sometimes! not al-
ways. Sometimes—not always—Vy not
always? Vee shall see. Vat is de small
shtick or shtone between de peeces of
ood dat make the tob? It is de leetle
quarrel—de hard word—de dirty bit of
money, dat keeps broder from being
fitly shoined to broder. Vat is de space
between de peeces from top to bottom.
troo vich you can see de light? It is

de coldness dat you feel, but do not

tell. De Major's vife and de Capfain’s
vife vill bow, but' not speak or greet
each oder as formerly, because vispering
has come between them. Vat is de peece
of ood dat falls out of de circle? It is
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de proud, unforgiving spirit dat efry
von can feel is in de meeting, and vich
causes all heavenly peace to run out. So
vou vill pray dat de power of de Spirit
may be known in de meeting but de
Spirit is grieved and cannot act because
you are no more fitly shoined togeder.
You are fery dat you have mno
blessing, and you leave de meeting be-
cause it can do vou no cood. You stay
at home vid de debil, and become dry
indeed.

“Oh, beloved, be fitly shoined togeder!
You haf no power of vour own. Dat
vich shall keep you is de encircling bands
of de love of Jesus, from head to foot,
and as dis power presses on each of you,
so vill you become yet more closely
shoined togeder. Den de Holy Spirit
shall remain among you and fill you to
overflowing. Den all who come into
your midst shall be refreshed, and de
name of de Lord Jesus be glorified!

- PLANTS AND EVOLUTION

The issuance of “Eaton’s News Week-
Iy is the method recently adopted by
Canada’s greatest department store for
reaching its customers with a weekly dis-
play of its goods.

In its "Back to School” number of
September first, under the department
“Here and there in the Store,” it takes
one to its “Rescarch Bureau” where its
goods are tested by the scientist, and
then it has this to say under the title:

If there is anything in “evolution,” why
don’t plants “evolute?” The thought
hangs on a visit paid this week to the
Research Bureau, where merchandise
bought to sell in the store is subjected to
the “acid test” as to honesty of material.

As a matter of research into the anti-
quity of linen, the “Bureau” had secured
an actual piece of “mummy” cloth, dating
back about 1300 B. C. Taken from an
Egyptian mummy, this brown, discolored
piece of cloth might have been anything.
They picked the cloth to pieces. Even
the fine threads were separated into tiny
strands of fiber. And these strands were
put under the microscope.

What did this prove! The extremely
interesting fact that the flax fiber is iden-
tical with the flax fiber used in weaving
linen today.

Flax fiber seen through'a microscope
shows tiny crosses—just as a tree shows
knots or circles. The visitor at the Re-
search Bureau was given a ‘“magic lan-
tern” entertainment. This showed Mr.
Pharaoh’s “mummy” cloth and Mrs. To-
day’s fine linen handkerchief magnified
some hundred times. And, behold they
both had the same tiny cross in the fiber
wax.

Evolution? Well, then, why hasn't
the humble flax turned into a silk worm?
Surely it would be a step up in the evo-
luting scale, from a pocket handkerchief
(or mummy cloth) to a gorgeous gown
for a princess!

Mummy Linen and Man’s Evolution

But there is another side that Eaton's
Store News does not touch. The weav-
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ing of fine linen was one of the greatest
industries of Egypt. A thousand vears
before Christ she had a world-wide repu-
tation that brought the traders from all
other nations with their best merchandise
that they might take back the finest linen
spun or woven.

Urquhart tells of the finding of a piece
of this linen of ancient Egypt which was
so fine that on actual count under the
microscope there were 540 threads in
cach inch of the warp and 110 threads
per inch of the woof.

When in Ireland last summer a friend
who was connected by marriage with
the head of the best known linen house
of that land of fine linens presented the
editor with a setviette which had
made for presentation to Queen Victoria
on the occasion of her Majesty’s Jubilee.
The one we possess was rejected be-
canse of one faulty thread. That sample
of Ireland's finest work is coarse com-
pared with the linens of ancient Fgypt.

With the
right kind of glasses on, one can see the
cross in the first garment that God made
to cover sinful man.

A BRIEF SKETCH OF THE PEN-
TECOSTAL WORK IN PORTO
RICO

I arrived in San Juan, Porto Rico as
a missionary of this blessed Gospel on
August 13th in the year 1916, and on
the following day went to Santurce where
I remained for twentyv-four days. Dur-
ing this brief period of time I held twen-
ty-four street-meetings. The interest was
amazing, hundreds were present at every
service and while it was my first ex-
perience in preaching this gospel in Porto
Rico, T had the glorious privilege of see-
ing some of the sin-blinded souls really
saved, of whom a few were baptized in
the Heoly Spirit, the glorious promise of
the Father. But since the Lord had
shown me by vision that my field of labor
was the city of Ponce, Porto Rico, I
started out for my destination stopping
in the town of Yauco, where I waited
on the Lord a little over a month, then
He opened the way for me to go on.

It was on the 3rd of Nevember when
the Lord showed me clearly that it was
His time for me to go on to Ponce, which
T did, and on the following evening 1
held my first street-meeting there, being

accompanied by Brother and Sister Fel-
iciano who had then arrived. It was the
first strect-meeting ever held in that
town, and the people, desirous to know
what such a service meant, came from
all corners, and the multitude about us,
which stood attentively listening to the
Word, was no less thas six hundred peo-
ple. They all seemed interested and
after we had dismissed the street-service
a man who had listened there came to us
and offered his home to continue. We
accepted the offer and from the street-
corner went direct to this home, many
following us. This service was so mar-
velously blessed of God that it continued
over till two o'clock in the morning and
the immediate and wvisible results were
eleven souls born into the Kingdom.

Soon we rented a small four room house
for our residence and one room we dedi-
cated for the services. We held services
every night and the multitude who gath-
ered were from eight hundred to a thou-
sand in number at every service. The
mighty power of God was there and from
fifteen to twenty were saved each night.
People came from all directions wanting
to know something about God and His
wonderful power to save. The little room
being altogether too small we were com-
pelled to rent a larger hall, which we
did and held services both day and night.
Our day services were principally prayer-
meeting from 12 noon to 2:00 p. m. It
was in one of these prayer-services that
the Holy Spirit descended and one of
the many who were seeking God received
the mighty Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
Then in the night service (the same day)
a good number more Teceived the Holy
Spirit,

Old Satan tried hard to hinder us from
preaching God’s mighty Word but Dan-
iel's God was in the movement and no
devil in hell could stop it. Like as in
the early days of Pentecost, many came
from different parts of the island to find
out what it was that was manifested in
our midst, some saying it was spiritual-

_ism, others, hypnotism, and so on, but

we knew it was God's mighty power
transforming the people’s hearts.

Then on New Year's day in the year
1917 a nice group of believers were bap-
tized in Father’s great baptistry (the
sea), at which service a great multitude

J

of onlookers were gathered and at the
close of the baptismal service they all
gave the best of attention to a message
directed to them by the Holy Spirit given
through us. Praise be to our all power-
ful Godl This revival comtinued on and
has spread into many towns and their
suburbs of the Island and today there
are in Porto Rico, 22 established mis-
sions.

In the year of 1922 we held a Con-
ference and incorporated the work ac
cording to 'the laws of the Island, in
which work of incorporating, Brother H
C. Ball of San Antonio, Texas was an
instrument used of God in helping us,
and we are now known as “THE PEN-
TECOSTAL CHURCH OF GOD” af-
filiated with the GENERAL COUNCIL
OF THE ASSEMBLIES OF GOD.

We are in need of many things to con-
tinuc‘pushing this work ahead but I will
mention only two and I believe they are
fhe principal ones. First is a church build-
ing in the city of Ponce. We are still
holding services in the same hall that
we rented in the beginning and I must
say that many nights in the week one
third of our congregation have to return
to their homes for lack of a seat or even
standing room. Naturally our largest
congregations are those of the ILord's
Day. ILarge crowds stand at our doors
who would enter and enjoy our services
if there was seating capacity. We have
put forth every effort to get a larger and
more appropriate hall, but those who have
them are not willing to rent to us, and
those who ‘may would ask no less than
$75.00 per month and considering the
poverty of Porto Rico, it would take six
months to collect $75.00 here. It is not
because the people are not willing to
give, but it is because they do not have
the wherewith to give. Now, let me say
that with $5,000.00 a good church building
can be- put up for the glory of our
Heavenly Father and may accommodate
from 450 to 500 people. The city has a
population of 80,000 people and we may
be able to get a good location on which
to build, that is, in the business section
of the city. Please take this great need
on your praver list as one among the
first. By faith we have the victory!

The o_ther important need that I want
to mention is a Bible Training School.

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We have a good number of young folks
who have received the Baptism in the
Holy Spirit and feeling the call into the
work are on fire for Him, but are in
great need of some Bible Training. These
young heroes can do mighty things for
God here and in all South America in the
near future with a little training, as they
know the language and also the customs
of the people, being natives themselves.
Most all of them have come out of
Roman Catholicism and they are wait-
ing the chance to be trained for the work.
Also, a number of our present workers
need more training. The principle thing
we need is a little finance for their sup-
port for we have the building where they
can be trained, as the Missionary Rest
Home is a fine place for a beginning. It
has a large parlor which can serve for
a hall and also some rooms that can be
occupied by students.

I am just presenting these needs to
God’s children in the homeland asking
you all to pray and do your part for the
salvation of lost souls in this Island so
full of superstition. Remember, it is as
hard to get a person out of Roman
Catholicism as it is to get one out of
heathenism.—Brother J. L. Lugo.

PENTECOST IN PORTO RICO

Porto Rico, A Neglected Field

Porto Rico, like practically all the
Latin American countries, has been, and
is generally considered as a neglected
field. In the villages and country in-
fand, people knew positively nothing of
the Redemption price that Jesus paid on
the cross for them, and even today, we
find many in the country who cannot
understand why they should fall at Jesus’
feet and ask Him for full and free Sal-
vation. The reason why they cannot
is very simple and that is, “they have
never been taught to do so.” Many are
hungry and desirous to serve God in
a fervent manner and in righteousness,
but how can they, unless they seek sal-
vation of our Lord Jesus Christ and not
from some “saint” or idol? They con-
tinue to kneel to the many idols that are
erected in their church and say their
rosaries and make pledges before them,
but alas they go out of the church to
only find themselves unable to live a vic-
torious life free from sin.

It is still difficult for many to realize
that Porto Rico must be evangelized,
since it is an Island so close to home.
Missionaries in India? Oh yes! in China,
in Japan, Africa and in the various un-
civilized fields. But shall we say that
becanse Porto Rico has for the past four

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Reman Catholic doctrine that there is
no need of evangelizing her? God for-
bid!

Work in Progress

It is only some eight years since the
Pentecostal truth began to be preached,
and that under great difficulties, since the
workers were few in number and with-
out means to help to advance the cause.
Not a single Pentecostal church build-
ing, even until today, stands in either
town ‘or city, that is property of the

church. All our mission halls in the
villages are rented halls and perhaps the
owner himself is a Catholic, etc. Praise
be to God that in the country stations
we have some six chapels, and two more
under construction. All these have heen
erected by the natives and without one
dollar's help from America. This is won-
derful and could you but realize the pov-
erty of the poorer class of people who
are receptive to the Gospel, you would
then realize the great love that Jesus
has put in their hearts.

Practically all the lumber in some of
these chapels is sawed out by hand by
the converts and also erected by them.
But in the cities we must have another
kind of building. First, to comply with
the health laws and municipal regula-
tions. This requires more money than
we could raise here and we thus solicit
vour prayers and help. Church buildings
are very necessary to the spreading of
the Gospel. You know what it was there
in America to be stuck off in some hall
that did not by any means meet the
actual need. You were, however, so few
in number that you could have nothing
better. But God saved more and more
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and today you have a church building
of your own. But each of you had work
and could give to see the new building
go up. While in Porto Rico many were
saved and filled with the Holy Spirit,
vet the daily wage is not even sufficient
to feed the family. Sixty cents to one
dollar a day and without board. We have
even formed a plan for the tithers in
every Assembly, that is, that every tith-
er is set down in a book and the amount
he gives, each’ pastor keeping a weekly
record. Most of our converts are giving
their tithes daily for the support of our
native workers and we praise God for
their willingness to help spread the Gos-
pel

We have said that our purpose in this

issne was to tell of the wonders that
God has wrought. It would be quite im
pessible to tell even ‘the half. While

there is only dear Sister Howe, Brother
and Sister Radley, my wife and myseli
here who are American Pentecostal Mis
sionaries and Brother Lugo and wife,
native missionaries, yet there are some
seventeen native workers, of whom four
are ordained to the full ministry. We
have some twentv-two organized assem-
blies which these few workers are pas-
toring and the blessing of God is dail'y
manifested in their midst. The writer
scarcely receives a letter from any of
them but what some have been filled
with the Holy Spirit according to Acts
2:4, or some have been saved.

The testimonies that you will read in
this number are only just a very few in
comparison with the many who would
love to send in a few words of testimony.
Oh, it is wonderful what God has done.
Porto Rico is receptive to the Gaospel,
and we must take advantage of the open
doors ere Jesus comes, or 'twill be too late.
There are now 1000 or more members
of this church and a great percentage
have received the Baptism in the Holy
Spirit.

We are also publishing a Spanish paper
every month called “El Evangelista Pen-
tecostal” or “The Pentecostal Evangel”
of which Sister Howe is editress. This
paper i3 a real instrument in God's hands
and each issue brings forth in the native
tongue messages of salvation, healings
by faith and of the wonderful Baptism
in the Holy Spirit. This paper does not
by any means pay for itself, but God has
never failed us and it is paid for each
month as it comes off the press.

Consider with us what great things
God hath done in Porto Rico and pray
with us that in the very near future
greater things shall be done. We want
to see the real old-time power being
manifested so marvelously that the re-
vival shall be felt in each corner of the
Island, the signs following those who be-
lieve on His Name, and power given to
cast out devils, for indeed the devil seems
to have possession of many poor souls
here who even yet have not come to the

light of the Gospel of our I,ord Jesus
Christ,

May God bless you as you take Porto
Rico on vour hearts as you never have

There is nothing with which to put up a
suitable hall or church in any one of the
towns or cities. Whether there will
come means from the homefield or wheth-
er the Lord will save some of the well-
to-do people here, I am at a loss to know.
Perhaps, it will be by both ways. Here
I live in an old style house that has a
large sitting room, so that room is re-
served for the meetings. By skillful pack-
ing, and this more than the law allows,
the believers can get in with perhaps
five or six others who have come with
the determination to seek the Lord and
get saved. Then the porch fills up with
a crowd, some curious, others serious.
The people seem receptive in these days.
I feel we must redeem the time. In some
places they suffer for lack of room more
than here. A suitable hall for us here in
this city of over seventy thousand, would
cost from thirty to sixty dollars a month.
We might lease a lot for a term of years,
if we could not buy one costing from
eight hundred to twelve hundred, and
build something. I am not well inform-
ed, but here wages are less and material
is more than at home.

Twice of late T was conversing with
some of the converts as to the Gospel
teaching I had in my childhood. My
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hearers asked with considerable curios-
ity, “And your parents and grandparents
had the Gospel?” 1 joyfully answered,
“Yes, for many, many generations.” . But
my joy changed to shame when they
asked me why it was so long before the
Gospel was brought to them.—Sister
