YO\l will find my text in I Kings 21 :3, "And Nahoth 
said to Ahab, The Lord forbid it me, that I should 
give the inheritance of my fathers unto thee." 

Thl' words in this text are those of the humhle serv­
ant of God, Naboth, a J ezreelite, in answer to King 
Ahilh's ofTer to purchase his vineyard. Ah;th the 
king' of Samaria co\'eted Naboth's vineyard and said 
to him. "Give me thy \-incyard, that I l11ay ha\ e II for 
a garden of herbs, because it is ncar unto Illy house: 
and I will give thee for it a bette:r vineyard than it: 
or, if it seem good to thee, 1 will give thee the worth 
of it in money." 

I ha\'e no doubt that l"aboth's vineyard looked vcry 
attmcti\'(', that h(' kept it free: frol1\ weeds and that 
h(' worked faithfully over the space of ground God 
had g'1\ Lll hl111 t(1 ~ ;!1(' 101". \Vullid God that every 
onl' of us would faithfully fill the ~orner to which 
God has assigned us. 

"Let me not die h~fC'lre I've done for Thee 
~I)' e3r1hly work, whatever it may be. 
Call me not hence with mission unfulfilled; 
Lei me not I~ave my space of ground untilled; 
Impress the truth upon me that flOt one 
Can do my portion that [ leave undolle, 
For each one in Th y vineyard hath a space 
To labor in for life, and none can take his place." 

In those days land was handed down from genera­
tion to generation and always kept in the family, and 
it was considered a terrible thing- to permit the farm 
or vineyard to ge:t out of the family. It was con­
sidered a sin to ~t:1I It to anyone. I have no doubt 
that the 1110re Ahab looked over that vineyard, the 
more he coveted it. Anyone admires a vineyard that 
is clean. T believe the devil him self admires virtue 
and he: fastens his eyes upon a life that has been 
cleansed by the blood and all the weeds of sin and evil 
hahit s have been removed. He covets that life and 
will try to secure that life or that vineyard as his. 

"I \\·ill give thee the worth of it in money." How 
many are selling out these days for money. Many 
wonld he Chriqianc; if the 10\'e of money had 110t 
crept in and caused the111 to sell out. E\'en ministers 
of the gospel have sold out because of tempting offers 
ill the business world and inducements on other lines. 
The brea'd and butter question hilS t ri pped many a 
child of God. I\lany a se rvant of God has let down 
and sold out berause of tempting otTers from the 
world. "1 will give thee the worth of it in money." 
Think of the enemy trying to put a value on the 
things of God! 
, The space of ground God has gi"en us, our inheri­

tance, is beyond price. The \ Vord of God tells us 
that it is not with corruptible things as sil\'e r and 
gold that we arc redeemed, but with the precious 
blood of Jesus Christ. Oh the cos t, the fearful cost 
of our irlheritance! Prophets and saints through all 
generations ha"e paid the price of keeping this in­
hefltance with their life's blood. 

SQme years ago there was a rush to California for 
gold. ~1any people in the east sold their farms and 
homes and converted all they possessed into cash, 
bought a yoke of oxen and a prairie schooner, loaded

On th(' other hand we ha\·e seen how many ha\'e 
sufTered hardship in the preservation of their inher­
itance. ralli told out of his experience, "Of the Jews 
fj"e times received I forty stripes sa\·e one. Thrice: 
was 1 heaten with rods, once was J stoned, thrke I 
suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I ha\'e been in 
the decp: in journeyings often, in perils of waters, 
in perils of rohbers, in perils by mine own country­
men, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in 
perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils 
among fnlse brethren; in wearin{'ss and painfulness, 
in watchings often, in hun ger and thirst, in fastings 
often, in cold and nakedness." But at the end of it 
all he could say, "I have fought il good fight, J ha\'e 
finished In.v course.

... unto thee." He bowed Hi s head and cried. "It is 
finished," and handed us a clear title to the things of 
God.

As a human body may be torn limb 
from limb, and limb from body, so the Body of Christ 
has been dismembered, separated, maimed and crip~ 
pled, until its condition appears from a human stand­
point \"'cll-nigh hopeless. But. hallelujah! "Christ is 
the saviour of the body." It shaH therefore be made 
whole. Like as He saved and healed multitudes when on earth, as now, "making every whit whole," so like­
wise He is able and will do for His own J30dy the 
same mighty work. 

A "Joined" Body 
The blind and vain efforts of man to join the mem­

bers of Christ's Body together by o rganization moves 
us to differentiate between organization and organ· 
ism. People are influenced to join this, that, and the 
other dismembered part of His Body, only to find il 
a human framework with a human personality as the 
center of its operation. This verb in our text is in the 
passive voice, whereby e:-reryone who fi~,ds a"pl~c.e in this supernatu ral orgamsm has been fitly JOined 
and jointed into it by a di\'ine ~up~r:lattlral opera­
tion. Vv'hat then can we do as IIldl\'lduals that we 
may be party to this great salvation of the Body? 
Chapter 4 :2, 3 answers, "\Vilh all lowliness and meek­
ness, with longsuffering, forbeari.ng one anot~e.r ~t1 
love; endeavoring to keep the ul1lty of the. Spirit III the bond of peace." This we are to do "till we all 
come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge 
of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the meas­
ure of the stature of the fulness of Christ." 

Compacted 
The Body when made who'e is "compacted by that 

which every joint supplieth;" not loose·jointed, 
coarse.boned, with flabby tissues and soft s inews, ~un­
ning here and there to every pasture a~d feed IIlg­
trough. gorging, yet never .g~ttl~g fa~. ~ he word of God will shine WIth such dlvme ll1umlllatlOn as to be 
spirit and life and health a~ld fatness to c\'ery indi­
vidual membcr. That doctrIne and dogma wll1ch c::tn 
onlv divide will cease to be considered soul-food. The 
husks and chaff of this former conception will be 
driven away by the might~· Pentecostal wind. from heaven. Heart will throb With heart. and eye will see 

to eye. There will be one glad song of praise and 
~hout of \ictory. Love will tlow. and nonc shall say 
"I am ;.;ick." Why? lkcau;.;c the Bod\' \\ill 

Proper:y Function . 
In hearing. the ear will not be hea\')'. III ~eeing, tht 

eye will not he dim. Every sense and enry organ will 
bt' divinely norlllal inspiration and respiration. in­
halation and exhalation, circulation and nt'ne·viura 
lion. digestion with 110 indigestion. No ,'\nanias and 
Sapphira or Simon Magus will dare join themsehe!' 
unlo this Body becauo;,c it will function perfectly-not 
by humanly arranged discipline, but by the "law of 
thl' Spirit of life in Christ Jeslls," 

Then the Increase 
I raving I"(.'ached thiS position in Christ. it "makcth 

increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in lo\'e," \Vhen the Body is made who'e it IS not yet a 
fun-sized Of full-grown Body. In fact, we know not 
hilt it may be cQlllparati\'ely small. On the day of 
Pentecost the I30dy consisted of about a hundred and twenty; yet a few days later it was l'aid, ";lI1d thl 
multitude of them that believed were of one heart 
and one sou!." Today there are "multitudes. multi 
tudes in the valley of decision." For this "preciou~ 
fruit of the earth" the Ilusbandman is now wailing 
with "long patience for it, until he receive the earl) 
and the latter rain" as promised in Joel 2 :23. \Vc an' 
1I0W witn('s~ing the repetition of the former rain mod· 
erately, but "viII soon see "coming down for liS tl1(' 
rain, the former rain and the latter min in the first month." 

The Vision to Clarify 
\Ve have had considerable elementetry evangelism 

which has served the purpose of breaking ground and 
overcoming denominational prejudice. This has large­
ly accomplished its purpose. The heavenly Husband­
man is now patiently waiting for this elementary vi­
sion to clarify and deepen, until we- as did the hun 
dred an? twenty- tarry before God with groaning~ 
and rrylllg and tears for the Body of Christ until it 
shall be made who!e. Then the hungry, the thirst, 
multitudes in the valley of decisio n will find their \Va) 
out of the present labyrinth and climax of confugiOIl into the Body which will then rapidly "make increase" 
to the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ Lift up your eyes. the field is white, but the harvest 
'. "aits for the fulfillment of the vision. The work of 
God is not to be consummated by e"angelism (that is but the heginning). but by the ministry of these 
other gifts of our ascended Lord to Ili s churdl men 
tioned in chapter 4: II, not lahorers for Christ. but 
laborers with I lim, endeavoring to keep the unity of 
the Spirit, till we all come in the unity of faith and 
of the knowledge of the Son of God. 

Climax of Confusion 
VI.'e read of a time whell "the earth was without 

form and void, and darkness was upon the face of the deep." Surely it is so with the BOely of Chris t at thi,!; 
time. \Ve further read, "And the Spirit of God moved 
u pon the face of the w<lter:;," and behold! order came 
out of chaos. 

The religious world experienceci a. similar trans for 
mation when the Pentecostal skies hroke loose that 
day upon the hundred and twenty in the upper rOOI11 . 
That was the early rain. Now we wait with positi\'(' 
and joyful anticipation. yea, an ullshaken faith, to wit· 
ness a worldwide down -pour from the skies in the ap· 
proaching "former and lalter rain in the first month" 
-when we shall behold ill the spiritual realm that 
order will at;"ain come out of chaos. light Qut of dark 
ness. and life out of death- for. "Christ iq the saviour 
of the body."

Brother ). R. Jalllic:'oll writes us oi the 

tmturtunatc circuillstance that occurred 
in the Untish \\"CH Inuies logether with 
the severe damage' dOlle to property and 
life. 'I he hurricane struck a number of 
the islands. Many house:. were demolish­
ed or cbc unroofed and several lomall sail­
in6' vessels destroyed at Antigua. At St. 
I\.ltb numerous trees arc uprooted. many 
small houses damaged and fcnces pulled 
dO\\11 All lighters III harbor were dnven 
.. shore and destroyed. At S1. Thomas the 
hurricane struck in the afternoon and COIl­

tinued until three o'clock in the Illorning, 
caUl>lIIg Illuch damage to the town. 

Brother Jamieson writes that Mont­
:r;errat has suffered IllOSt. They collected 
'iccond-hand clothing in Trinidad before 
iea\'il;g for the ~ufTerers. They also took 
some food stuff for themselves and work~ 
ers. He docs not know when they will 
;;::-et away from ~10ntserrat for the United 
States. 

In another lette r he writes: '·just a line 
to let YO Il know wc arrived at MOl1tstr~ 
rat last night. The sto rm ha'> been \"Cry 
bad. fllany have been killed and in port~ 
of th e island therc is not a house left 
standing. Two of our church es are gone 
and one of our mission houses is practi~ 
cally ruined. One of the churches is all 
blown away. O ur church and house at 
Happy Hill have not suffered very much 
damage. Two or three of the saints were 
killed, and aile died yesterday. Others are 
ill the hospital. J larris village, where we 
had a church and mission house, has been 
practically wiped out. \Ve cannot say 
when we will get a\\'ay from here. Cable 
us a lly help you can get." 

MISSION WORK IN TIBET 
Many inquiries arc made concerning 

who the missionary is that is farthest 
in Tibet. So far as we know, Brother 
V. G. Ph·mire is the missionary farthest 
in on the great caravan route to Lhasa 
the capital. There arc a number behind 
him. Brother Simpson is fiftcen days 
journey southeast from him. Br~ther 
W. E. SimpsolI, his son. is eight days Jour~ 
ney southeas t. Brother Plymire is the 
futht'st west of any mission station in all 
Korth Tibet. Therc are no other lllission~ 
ari('s heyond him. Brother Plymire writes 
as follows: 

"\\'e arc very busy these days and that 
is \\ hv rou have not recl'ived an carher 
reply: 1 am bus), from dawn till late and 
th ~n during the night, nlll~t be on guard 
for thie\'es, \Ve arc trying to build a 
small house and find it very difficult with 
the men as they arc really no tradesmen 
at all. 1£ I f~il to watch them every 
m("ollH'nt the\' arc sure to put up some \..ad 
work. \Ve' ilrc hoping to get it so a<; 
to live in it this wint('r. Ever since com~ 
ing here we have lived on the g-round ami 
thi5 is v('ry wet. At present our bedroom 
is wei and everr moruing- our clothes are 
(lamp \\"hl":rI we come to dress. 

"Th(' 1.ord has bless{'fl in the work here 
:l.Ild we have again hac\ a great number of 
l!uests to whOill we witnes') o f the saving' 
~race of j('slIs. Only a f('w weeks ago 
have the traders left for their hOIll!:'s and 
on trading expeditions to Lhasa. Late in 
the fall J am hoping to take a trip among 
the nomads to the west and northwest.

A pltlahh' COIHbtioll is a leaking house 

in India during the ~IOlls()on, but our 
ht:art~ ache on account oi coudltlons 
which have resulted trom the hall storm 

hall Irom th~ size of an ordinary hen's 
CI.:.- to the \\elght oi t\\O pounds arc said 
to haw fallen here, unmercifully, Ullti! 
the ground \\a., \\hit~; alld although it i! 
the hot "'eason when the ground is baked, 
SOITH· oi the ice remained on the ground 
lIntil morning, Onc of the European of­
flcial~ who is iortunate enough to 0\\1\ a 
refrigt· rator. told us that they i'lled it 
with the hail ill the cvcning and that next 
mOrtling thcy couldn't ~ee that they had 
decn·a ... erl at all in size, and it kept the 
box cool for days, 

The roofs in this part of the coutllry. 
f(lr tht mo~t part. arc co\·ert'd with a 
fralllC \\ork oi hamhoo with roof grass to 
rorm it thatch, on top of which arc placed 
th(' ... c little fragile tiles. Thc~(· arc so 
loo~c1y laid that \'ery oilen cro\\s thro\\ 
them u])~ide flow II, one here and one 
there, \·.hich then means that in ~o many 
places the rooi i.., leaking. Of course, by 
pa~·ing the price olle can ~et much better 
tile~ irom outside. but our bamboo iramc­
work wou ld never do for them, as they 
require an altogether difTt:rent framework. 
.,\lso sOllie rooh arc made with fir~t-class 

coverings of stone, brick and cement, but 
these a rc rare. Ho\\ever, the main part 
of Ihis bunga low is covered with the lat­
ler. But it also require.., repairing this 
summc"': this more, though, on accoullt of 
age than the hail storm. They only made 
il imperative. 

There has been a great deal of suffer­
ing on account of the hail ~((Irlll, having 
come just after all had repaired their roofs 
for the rains, which wcre broken before, 
tht'rc being no time to cover them again. 
The native tile arc first ~ul\~dried, then 
hurned, making it impossible to meet the 
..,upply at this time of th(' \"ear, also in~ 

creasing the price of tile hrought irom 
outsicie, Perhaps you have read the native 
~aying hefore that ·"The sun is the best 
cloctor. hut the great cst difficulty in India 
1<; to get an appointmcllt durin~ the :\ton­
~oons 

Our OWI1 compounrl \\"a:> in a dilapidated 
conditiOIl. The sma!1 p;lrt pi the Imnga­
low roof heing C('Il1{'nt, il was not dam­
ag-eo a~ batlly as the remainder which was 
destroyed. ceiling cloth~ hanging with 
llIud. and the water pouring in as through 
a ~ie\'('. The roofs of Ollr preachers' 
quarters were destroycd. and it was a rush 
tillle to get cllouRh tile to co\·cr places for 
Ihl' mothers with their bahies. 

The chapel. bein~ vuy olel and made 
mostl\' of llIud brick, suffered IllOSt. The 
1\\'0 inside walls were dalllagt'd only at 
Ihe top. but th(' two oul~id(' were such 
that it becomes IH'ce~~ar\' to rai~e the roof 
on hamhoo poles while ·the old walls are 
bein,!;!" tOnt down and the nt'\\' ones put in. 
This is heing done with s{'cond cla ... s brick 
now. Our preach en said that if the~· had 
been two days later in v('tlinrr the arlrli­
lional vrae;s on. the whole huilcrnt! would 
ha\"(' collaps('d. ae; th('v hac! a ,'''rv Ilf'avy 
rain jll~t thell.-Brother j.
