Insult the ambassador, 
and you insult the king and the nation repre­
s(,11tcd. I fonor the amhassador, and you honor 
the king and the nation that the ambassador 
represents. The Lord says to us , "Ye ARE }'[Y 
\~[ fL\SS l\ DORS." Do you believe it? No! If 

you did, yOll as ambassadors would d raw on the 
riches, t he resources, the powers of Him whom 
you repre~ent. 

YOI1 should walk and live in regal Mate. Look 
at the power of Him whom you represent-His 
C!"c;ttin.! vower. I fis sustaining power, His omni­
poti.'nt power, His omniscient power. And look 
at the power by wh ich He is now surrounded. 
Chr ist in llis unglorified state sa id He could ask 
and would have twelve legions of a ngels. He 
realized that He was an ambassador , but He 
rcalized Tlis limited state. The u nli mited power 
w!r ich wa s His was not available fo r Him un t il 
lie was g lo ri fied. But as glor ified Ma n He has 
the infinite reso urces a t ]Jis disposal. "And ye 
a re Christ's ," not only by redempt ion , not onl y 
by purchase; but you are His as channe ls, as 
\cssel s by whic h His power ca n be conveyed. 
Chr is t \\'as the ambassador of t he Fath er, and ye 
are a mbassadors of t he g lo ri fied Son and of t he 
Father who gave t he Son, and rai sed and glor i­
fied t he Son. 

T he Un ited States a mbassador repr esents the 
wealth iest a nd the greates t na tion. Wha t would 
y ou th ink of the na t ion t hat could no t properly 
kee p t he ambassador a t the fo r eign court, so 
that he was clothed in rags a nd lived in a shan ty? 
Such an ambassador wo uld re Aeet on t he wea lth 
and powe r of t hose w ho sent him. There are 
thousands o f ambassadors t oday livi ng , sp ir itu­
a ll y speaking, in rag s a nd in shanties because 

the} think their ht:a\'enly King has not the 
wherewithal to w])port them adcquately. 

Christ says to us, "Yc arc !II)" \\"Itncsses, ye 
shall he ),1)' witnesscs; and thi..'se sigm, these 
credentiaL..;, these amba~sadorial signs .shall ful · 
lo\\" thcm that helicve in }'fy powcr~ in My ma­
jesty. in )'1y glory. They shall do the signs that 
I said should follo\\". Failure of signs to fol­
Io\\' is bccause of failure to realize the power of 
Ilint \\"ho ga\'c the commission. Ye are ;\1)' am­
bassadors. Don't disgrace your King. Ye shall 
not limit the ll(lly One of Israel. Ye shall not 
disgral'(.' your alllbas~ad()rship. Ye .shall not li11lit 
by your aclions, by your spcerh, the ]lower, the 
maje.;ty. the might. the rc:->ottrccs of God, tire 
Creator of tire hC3\CnS and of thc earth." 

'I'll(' SOil of God conccntrated Jlis Godhead 
into tire Bahe of the manger. The limitless One 
limit('d llimself. and that helpless One bccame 
a man. indwclt by the Father, went down into 
thc gran', into death, so that in resufl'ection 
power and life 1 fe could fill all things: in order 
that the Godhead could be manifested in its true 
greatness, true majesty, true glory, in a glori­
fied )'1all. 

And no\\" God works the works of salvation, 
of gracc and of redemption through the ]\[an 
Christ Jesus, who is at the right hand of the 
?\] ajesty 011 high. And the regenerated soul now 
stand~ in the same rclationship, and ('an be filled 
with all t he ful ness of God. \ Vhcn unbel ief is 
absent, then God can do the mighty works 
through 1-l is Son, and the Son throug h ll is re­
decmed oncs . God thus can say a nd does wan t 
to say: 1'c are My ambassadors." As li e is, so 
a re we in this world. 

As H e is-King of k ings! As ]] e is-wie ldi ng 
al l a ut hori ty! As I1 e is-ha\'ing all power ! A s 
J re is-the :.(t111e yes terday, today an, I fore\'cl ! 
As He is, .so are we. Don't look at yo u r weak­
ncss.

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IlL THE MIND OF CHRIST

In ,vriting LO the believers at Philippi, Paul makes 
mention of two things which seem to stand out promi­
ncntly in his own mind; he says that he was in 
a strait hetwixt lWO; having a de~ifc to depart and 
he with Christ ,vhich is far better. To remain was 
hOW('V('f morc needful for the saints and so he de­
cided to rc:main for their furtherance and joy of faith. 
Tn doing so he deliberately chose a martyr's death, 
not for th(' glory there might he in such a death for 
him. hut hccause. in car rying' out his purpose in re-
11Iaining". his course would lead him to that point. And 
Sf) we hcar him saying in his concluding words to 
Timoth)': "I han; fought the good fight, I have kept 
tile faith, 'I ha "c finished my course." lle did just 
what he expected to.do when he made hi s choice, he 
'fpoured f(1l th hi s life as a drink offering upon the sac­
rifin.: and sl.'Tvire of their faith." 

Paul li\'('(1 a martyr life and died a martyr death. 
There is no intimation any where in his writings that 
Paul c"Jltrtcd to die any other but a martyr death, 
;\ol hecause he wns not subject to the attacks of the 
(:11('111)" in his hody through ~ickness (for he was) but 
bt'cau!;(' the kind of a life he li\'ed led him along a 
difTerent roUll' to the glory than the subway. He 
CCllllltNI 110t his life dear unto himself that he might 
finish his course with joy and the ministry which he 
had rl'rt'ind from the Lord Jesus. l'vforeover he said, 
"For 11Ie to li\'e is Christ and to die is gain." Now for 
anyone to live a. life which is Christ. he must have the 
1Iind of Chrbt. For it is impossible to live a martyr 
life and die :l martyr death without having the Mind 
of Christ. Ciuist li\'ed a martyr life and died a sacri­
ficinl death, J\nd it is on the ground of the sacrificial 
death of Chrisl that the saints live a martyr life and 
die a llIaTt vr death, 

The first grcat principle which we meet in the life 
and characll'r of the apostle Paul is self-displacement. 

\Vithout this no one can Jive the Christ-Life. In 
making his choice to remain on earth and suffer with 
Chr ist, he had the furtherance of the saints and the 
joy of the ir faith ill mind. OTHERS was the motive 
that lay behind that marvelous life. Constrained by 
the lo\'e of Christ he lived for Him who died for him. 
\nd ill li\'ing for Christ he liu;:d for others and thus 

hc li\'e<l Chris t. Such a life is and must be energized 
and contro\led by the mind of Christ. "Let this mind 
be in YOll which was also in Christ Jesus:" 

Chri~t "thought it not robbery to be equal with 
God." S~lf-di splacel1lent is the great truth which lies 
enfolded In thcse words. This is the starting point in 
the life of practical holiness, this is the root out of 
which the Christ life spr ings. Outside of this "mys­
tery of godliness" there can be no Christian holiness, 
The kind of holiness that does not proceed from the 
mind of Christ is either legal holiness such as the 
Pharisees boasted of, or theoretical holiness preached 
by the scr ibes. or professional holine'ss mouthed by 
the hypocrites. 

Practical holiness is like-mindedness with Christ 
who came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, 
and to give his life for others, Paul said, "I have no 
r.:al1 like-minded who will naturally care for your 
state, for all seek their OWI1, not the things which are 
Jesus Christ's." Practical holiness seeks not its own 
thing~ but the things of others. In order to do this 
we Illust esteem others better than ourselves. \Vhen 

we have done this we have displaced ourselves. If we 
continue to do this we shall continue to live a life o[ 
holint'~s. \\'hcn we cea~e to livc thus we cease to li,·c 
the Christ-life, \Ve may still have the outward form. 
!Jut the power is gone. 

The opportunities for lhe display of this cardinal 
,-irtllc are Just as great today as in Paul's time. The 
only reason why not more are practicing the 
Mind of Christ is on account of the cost , Self-dis­
placcment is a business of no ordinary kind. "If any 
will come after me let him deny himself." This is a 
gn'ater work than the building of an earthly empire. 
It is a chal lenge from the Forerunner to the Glory, 
to the man that is ambitious to bu ild a kingdom. It 
is a contract let by the Architect of the Univcrse to 
those not counting their li\·cs dear unto themselYes 
who are in partnership with his Son in building a new 
hcaven and a new earth wherein dwelleth righteou s­
ness, And who is sut1icient for these things? On ly 
those who take up their cross daily and follow Paul 
as he followed Christ, who thought it not a thing to 
be grasped, to ha \·e a place in the Godhead. 

The second great erinciple in the life hid with Christ 
in Cod, is that of self-emptying, "He made himself 
of no reputation." Or "lIe emptied himself and took 
upon him the form of a servant." To serve onc' s su ­
perior is honorable. To scn·c one 's equal is just. But 
to sene ol1e's infe~·ior is di"ine. If a pauper should 
offe r to exchange rags with a fellow pauper it would 
be adding reproach to his sorrow. But if a million­
aire should disrobe himself of his wealth in order that 
through his poYCrty the pauper might be enriched. 
that would he the r. Tind of Christ. To divest our­
seh·cs of our .. inherent rights in order that another 
may take our place and sit down in our possessions, 
this is practical holiness. To have the !\Ii nd of Christ 
and show it when we arc called upon to give prefer­
Illent tQ one more honorable than ourseh'es, is praise­
worthy. But when, after the toil of the day is over 
and the way home is long, and the car is crowded 
with wcary passengers, we rise from our place to 
let anothe r sit down in our comfort \Vhile we take his 
placC'. and we do so because we esteem him better 
than ourselves; this is Godlike, 

The third quality in the life of holiness is seIf­
humbling. Legal, theoretical, or professiona'l holiness 
knows nothing about self-humbling, To be lord and 
ma!>ter and yet humble one's self and take the place 
of thc servan t of servants. to be chief of the apostles 
and less than the least of all saints is a grace found 
only among those who walk in the \Vay of Holiness 
\\'hereon 110 ra"enous beast is found, and which no 
\·ulture's eye hath seen. 

The fourth and crowning virtue is a self-offering 
mind. "He offe red Himself." And until we have 
reached this stage in t he Christ-life, our "fruit unto 
holiness" has not been brought to perfection. First 
the blade, then the ear, then the full corn in the ear, 
is the law of the kingdom of God. 

The life which has not these cardinal qualities: 
seJ f -displacement, self -emptying, sel f-humbling, ami 
self-offering, is devoid of the mind which was also in 
Christ Jesus. It knows nothing of the daily cross and 
the death of self . It may appear outwardly beautiful 
but its 5h il11mering is only the glint of a cheap tinsel. 

The Mind of Christ is not the mind of the priest or 
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the Levite, for these esteeming themselves better 
than the man on the Jericho road, passed by on the 
othfr side. The mind of Christ is not the mind of the 
Pharisee. for he prayed thus with himself: "God, I 
thank thee that T am not as other men. e\'Cn as this 
puhliC'an." Xeither i~ it the mind of the scribes, who 
bind hea\''y burdens upon the people, but will not touch 
them thcllIsel\'cs with one of their little finger!'. ~or 
(all it he the mind of the lawyer who, willing to jus 
lify himself :-.aid , "And \\'ho is m)' neighbor?" 1t is 
trllC thry may be outwardly holy, but their holiness 
is the product of self-sufficiency and self-effort 
dirct.:ted :11(ln~ the line of self-impro\'clIlcnt and self­
achic\'c/nent 'to the throne of self-enthronement and 
self-congratulation. Ha vi ng reached the pinnacle of 
self-attainment th('y are self-centered . self-conscious, 
sclf-righteous, !j('lf-complacent and self-important. 
Being thus constituted they are of I1cC'cssity proud. 
and hnughty, nrrogant and overbearing. critical and 
censorious. Th('ir religion (and they arc \·ery religi­
ous) pros-:ecds frolll thc1ll5el\-cs. They arc scrupulous­
ly exact with themseh·es in their prayers, dinTS 
\\<!shings, paying tithes of mint. dill, and cUlll1l1in. 
They are t'x('('('d ingly zealous for the tradition of the 
fathers, and technically accurate in their doctrine. But 
the), ha\·c not the Mind of Christ. 

The )'hnd of Christ is free and spontaneous like the 
spri ng ing founta in. ] t goes out of its way like the 
good Samar itan on the Jericho road. It esteems oth · 
ers bctlfl' than itself. I t naturally carcs for the things 
of othcrs , saying, "I ",j ll ('ollle nnd heal hi m ;" "I \\" il1, 
be tholl clean :" "Have yc here an)' meat?" "Rise up 
and walk ;" "Stretch forth th ine hand:" "B ring- him 
hither to me;" "Gi ve ye them to eat ;" "If yc seek Ill(,. 

let these go their way;" "And he mad e intercession 
for the transgressors:" "Fath e r. forgivc tl~e m , fo r 
they k no\\' not what they do :" "I I im!:ielf took our in­
firmities and hare our sicknesses;" "lie was wounded 
fo r ou r transgressions, he was bru ised for ou r iniqu i­
t ies; thc chasti sement of our peace was upon him, 
and by hi s stripes we were healed." 

Suc h is the :\lind of Christ. The same mind is a lso 
in alJ truly saved people. People w ho were trul y 
justified and sanc tifi ed and who are li\ ing a scr iptur­
all y sanctifi ed life , haH the same mind that was in 
eh·rist and in Paul and in all the saints o f God who 
have li \·cd a martyr life. The life of Chr ist is the 
fruit of the ~lilld of Christ, <Jn d is lived in the power 
of the Spirit of Ilim that raised up J esus from the 
dcad. 

"Let thi s mind be in YOll , which was also in Christ 
Jesu s: who, being in the forlll of God, thought it not 
robbery to he equal with God : but made himself of 
no reputation, and took upon him the form of a serv­
ant, and being found in fashion as a man, he 
humbled himself, and bccame obedient unto death, 
even the death of the cross. \Vherefo re God also hath 
highly cxalted him, and gi\·cn him the name which is 
above c\'ery name."

All the human desires 
and <lmhitiollS of David's heart were stilled, and his 
"0111 was hillug-hl to a !.tate of quie t content. I re could 
he still and know that Jehovah was God and that lIe 
would Ill' exalted in the earth. ] lis {:lith rested in the 
a"SUranl'l' that not olle of God's eterna l purposes 
wou ld hl' frustrated. 

It is said of .John \"csley that he was a ve ry slow 
\\"orkn Hilt Ill' lond that \'erse in Isaiah , ''In quiet· 
Il('SS and ill confidence shall he your stfl'ngth ." As he 
was quiet and rc::stillg confi dently in the Lord, from 
Ilim was hi" fruit found, and what he did told for 
l'll'rn il y hecause it was wroug ht in the power of thc 
Spirit. And only whal is done in the Spirit w ill ever 
COllnt. \\'(' may get to ourselves a religious repu­
tation for putting O\'('r big things w hen we make a 
gn'at show in the Ae sh as a result of our labors, but 
all t hat is not w ro ug ht ill the powcr of lhe Spirit of 
God w ill surely prove to be wood, hay, and stubbl e 
{Ill tha t day whe n works arc tried. 

J)a\-icl goes on to give us somt weigh ty counsel in 
the last v('rsc of thi s Psalm. "Let Israel hopc in the 
Lord." Leeser transi,'ltes thi s, " Let I srael wait for 
the Lord." In P salm ]30 David declares that his soul 
had waited for the Lord more than they that watch 
for the morning. Did it pay? H c found it did, for 
he coul1sels hi s people, "Let I s racl wai t fo r the Lord; 
for \\ ith the Lord there is kindness, and wi th h im is 
redempt ion in abundance" (vss. 6, 7, Lceser). 

\\'aiting timc is nc, er wasted time. God has dc­
cla red, "Blessed are all they that' wa;t for him" (Isa. 
30:18). The H oly Spir it' s complain t against I srae l 
was, "They waited not for hi s counsel" ( P sa. 106:13). 
\Vhat is the result of waiting on God? "They that 
wait upon t he Lord shall renew their strength; they

J)uring the latc war the .\lIlc rican ambassador at 
the Court of the King of England lIevcr hesitated to 
spend thou"<tnds of dollars {or messages from one cap­
ital to tlie othcr. .-\nd hc ultimately was the means 
of drawing the immense resources of thc whole of this 
country in 111 en, money and munition:; to figh t the 
("01l11110n enemy. lIe h:ld fait h in thc resources of 
tho!:ic \\'ho :o;ent him, and hc d rew on them; and in 
eVl'ry case the needs were mct. You are 'His ambas­
sado·r~. ant! YOli can draw on the resources of God 
and heanll to fight the common enemy.
