50111(' arc teaching that the Lord Jesus 
is going to ron vert the world through the church, and 
that the :\lillellll iulll will be brought about in that way. 
";"filknnial Dawn" telb liS that when Christ sets ur 
Il is king'doll1 on the earth t here will be no personal 
rn('lation of the Lord J esus, but a grad ual process 
of chang'C', things getting better and better. But we 
I>cl il'\'e that the \Vord of God teaches that Jesus 
('hrist is cOllling" back in person to set lip a kingdom 
that will covcr the whole earth, and He Himself w ill 
rule O\'('r all the earth. 

As J ('~t1S sat IIpOI1 the ~rf)Ul1t of Olives, His disci­
pll's asked fIim, "\Vhen shall these th ings be? and 
what ~hall be the sign of thy coming, and of the end 
uf the age?" I n ~ratt. 24:15-30 we have the Lord's 
slatcllI('nt concerning Hi s coming back to earth and 
of S(jfllt' thillg-s ,,-hlch will take place before lIe comes. 
\nd \\'h('n \\c see these things com ing to pass that 

God hit!; !;pokt'n (If in Ili s \\'ord, it is time to watch, 
to I){' ready. "\Vatch therefore, for ye know neither 
the day nor the hour wherein the Son of Illan COl11-

et h" (Matl. 25 :1.1). 
In ~lalt. 25 :31 \\-e read, "\Vhen the Son of man shall 

C() III (' in hi!'; g lory, and all the holy angels with him , 
th('11 !-ohall IH' sit upon the throne of his glory: and 
hcfon' hilll shall be gathered all nat ions." llere we 
sec II illl ('ollling to earth and gathering all nations 
IH'forc Jlim. III.' separa tes thelll as a shepherd di vides 
the sh('cp frolll the goats. But you will notice that 
in th is chapter thcre is no resurrection o( t he dead. 

Th .. , Lord Jesus Christ is coming to make war. In 
HC\'. If) :1 1 we rcad, "And I saw heavcn opened, and 
hehold a white horse; and he tha t 5at upon him was 
caJled Faithful and True, and in righteousness he 
dot h judge and make war." He will make war UpOI 
the devil and his ~ubjccts. Xotice the description of 
11im and of thc armics which followed Him, "And 
he was dothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and 
his flalllC is (>aBed The \Vord of God .. \nd the armies 
"hich '\"t're ill heaven fo ll owed him upon white horses, 
clothed in rille linen, white and clean." These same 
people arc spoken of in the seventh and eighth \'erses 
of this chapter, "Let us be glad and rejoice, and give 
honor to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, 
and his wife hath made herself ready. And to her 
wa~ g r:lnted tha t she should be arrayed in fine linen, 
dean <lnd w hite: for the fine linen i s the righteous­
ness of sa ints." These saint s were raptured at the 
beginning of the g rea t tribulation period. They have 
been t aken from the earth and they arc with Him at 
the marriage supper of the Lamb. Now they have 
come hack with Him at the time of His coming back 
to earth to judge and make war and to se t up His 
kingdom. The)' arc clothed in fine linen, clean and 
white, and the fine linen is the righteousness of the 
saints. 

The description of the world at His coming does not 
show a converted world, It is an apostate world, 
steeped in sin, ruled by the devil for at least seven 
years. The world is gathered together against the 
Lord Jesus at His com ing. "And out of his mouth 
goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite 
the nations; and he shall rule them with a rod of 

iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness 
and wrath of Almighty God" (Rev. 19:15). Not"e 
that Christ is not coming to a converted world, but 
to a world that has been marshalled against Him, un­
der the power of the antichrist of Rev. 13 :1-3. This 
gathering will take place just outside Jerusalem. Dur­
ing the great world war we read many times about 
the battle of Armageddon being identical w it h that 
war. You might as well say that the battle of Bun­
ker H ill was fought at Springfield as to try to make 
the battle of Armageddon over in Europe. Armaged­
don is outside of Jerusalem in the vall ey of Jehosh­
aphat. 

'Ne are living in a time when the churches are ad­
\"ocal ing no more war. I don't like war: but, my 
brother, there will be war as long as the de\'il is 
loose and rules in the hearts of men. The 1I10st ter­
rible war of the whole world is sti ll in the future, and 
is in preparation r ight now. Consider the regather­
ing of the Jews to Palestine and read Jerem iah 30, 
and you will see that it is an indication of the last 
great conflict. \Vhen God gathers I srael back to 
Palestine the time of Jacob's trouble will begin. b ­
rael will sufTer greater persecutions and trials during 
the time of the reign of the ant ichri st than she has 
ever suffered in the history of the J ewish nation. 

I n Zech. 14:1 we read, "Behold, the day of the Lord 
comcth, and t hy spoil shall be divided in the midst 
of thee. For I will gather all nations against J eru­
salem to battle : and the city sha ll be taketl. and 
the houses rifled, and the women rav ished; and half 
of the city shall go forth into captivity, and th~ resi­
due of t hc people shall not be be cut orr from the city." 
Xo\\' the "day of the Lord" is always spoken of in the 
Bible as the olle t housand years when He shall reign 
upon the earth. "Then shall the Lord ~o forth, and 
fight against t hose nations, as when he fought in the 
day of battle" (Zech. 14 :3). Hcre we have the same 
event as in Re\'elation 19. 

":\nd his feet shall stand in that day upon the mount 
of Olives. which is before Jerusalem o n the east, and 
the mount o f Oli,'es shall cleaye in the midst thereof 
toward the east and toward the west, and there shall 
bc a "cry g reat yalley." Some ask, "\Vas not this 
prophecy fulfilled when Chri st ascended from the 
mount of Oli ves?" No, it was not fulfilled, for the old 
mountain is as e '·er it was. Thi s passage shows that 
J fc is coming back to earth , and Hi s feet sha ll stand 
upon the mount of Olives. 

\Vhen t he Lord Jesus comes back it will not be to 
be spat upon and to suffer. He has fulfilled all that. 
ITe is coming again a s the Lion of the tribe of Judah 
In Revelation 5 and 6 we see the Lord Jesus as the 
J .. amb of God; and also see Him as the Lion of 
the t ribe of Judah. The Lord Jesus is the Lamb 
of God to e,·ery one who will receive Him and 
wi ll be sayed by His sacr ifice. But when li e comes 
back to earth again it is a s a mighty Warrior, with 
conquering power, to deliver thi s world from the do­
minion of Satan and of s in and from the curse. 

In Rc\·elation 20 we read, "And I saw an angel 
come dow n from heaven, having the key of the bot­
tomless pit and a great chain in his hand. And he 
l;Jid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is

the De\'il, nnd Satan. and hound him a thousand years. 
and cast him into the bottomless pit. and ~hut hrlll up, 
and set a seal upon him. that he should decei\"e the 
nations no more, till the thou:-;and year .. should be ful­
filled: and after that he IllUst be loosed a little season." 
Some claim that this has already taken place. But 
notice that the time is when the Lord Tesus comes 
from heaven, when He dethrones the :ll;tichrist and 
sets upll is kingdom. Oh, the false doctrines that are 
going through the world today to disturb men's 
minds. Let us search the \Vord of God, let us know 
our Bibles. There arc thousands today being led 
astray by the damnable doctrine of Russellism. 

A friend said to me one day, "1\fr. Goben, yOIl are 
too severe on that doctrine, you don't understand it." 
I Iw.\"e studied it. The writer says t ha t the dead are 
going to begin to rise about 1925, and that the wicked 
dead arc going to he rai .. ed again and get another 
chance. There is not a place in God's \Vord that will 
substantiate that thing-. The \Vord of God says the 
wicked dead will not rise for a thousand years after 
the rig-hteol1 s have been raised" The righteous will 
be raised and ,,·ill live with Christ for a thousand 
years before the wicked are resurrected. In Rev, 
20 :5. we read, "But the rest of the dead lived not again 
until the thousand yea rs were finished." 

In Isa. 2 :1-5 we ha\te a description of the throne 
of the Son of God. Ilil\s and mountains arc spoken 
of in the Bihle a s kingdoms or governments; moun­
tains as the great ones and hills as the smaller ones. 
"And it shall come to pass in the last days. that the 
mountain of the Lord's house shall he establ ished in 
the top of the mountains. and shall he exalted above 
the hi lls: and all nations shall flo\\' unto it. And Illany 
people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up 
to the mountain of the Lord, to the house of the God 
of Jacoh: and he will teach us of his ways, and we 
will walk in his paths: [or out of Zion shall go forth 
the law. and the word of the Lord frolll Je rusalem. 
And he ~ hall judge alllong the nations, and shall re­
buke many people: and they shall beat their swords 
into plowshares, and their ~pears into pruninghooks: 
nat ion shall not lift up sword against nation, neither 
shall they learn war allY more." \Vhen Christ cOllles 
again He is coming with all-conquering- power. to de" 
throne the present world powers ;"Ind to cast thel11 
down, and in their pbcc set up the go\"eTlllllent of the 
kingdolll of God. Dming that timc righteousness 
will ('ov('r the earth as the waters CO\'cr the sea, [or 
the Lord will be King over all the eartb. You won't 
hear ~wearing as you hear it now, bu t all nations 
will go up to the hOll se o f the Lord to worship Him. 
There won't be any {'arni\'als, nor picture shows. nor 
Sunday excursions. There will be a continual devel­
opment ill the things of the Lord" \Vhy? Because all 
the powcrs of evil will be subdued under the Lord 
Jesu s, who will be King oyer all the earth. 

"For, behold, I crealC new hea\'ens and a new earth: 
and the former shall not be remembered. nor comc 
into mind. But be ye glad and rejoice for ever in 
that wh ich I create: for, behold, T create Jerusalem 
a rejoicing, and her people a joy" (Isa. 65 :17,18). So 
many people say, "I don't see anything to praise the 
Lord for." That is because they arc blind to God's 
plan. to what is promised them. ' God says for us to 
be glad and rejoice in that \\'hich He creates. It will 
then be as natural for people to rejoice as it is now 
natural for them to be sad. 

"And I will re joice in Jerusalem, and joy in my 
people: and the yoice of weeping shall be no more 
heard in her, nor the voice of crying" (Isa. 65 :19) . It 
is wonderful to ha\'c a fri end that takes an interest 

in you and will r('Jolce in ytlll. Thank God for the 
l.onl Teslis who actually rejoice .. in \IS and joys in 
Hi .. people. 

God has given us a <iesniption nf this kingdom 
that renals exactly what it is going to he like and 
where it is going to be ;"Ind what is going to bring 
it to pass. There will he pt.'ople here in their natural 
hodic~ and children will be born during that time, but 
there will he no sickIH.'ss tt1('n. \Von't that he won 
derful? Hut there is g-oing to be another class of 
people, those who \\'ent up in the rapture before 
the time of the great trihulation. They are the blood­
wa!'hed o\"ercnmers: the\' will be in g-lorificd bodie!; 
just like the Lord Jestls has. But there arc thou­
sands who wii1 not be in the rapturc. They are tied 
np with the world; titey lli\ve no oil in their vessels. 
They are s;"I\"ed. hut they are not going all the way 
with God. Thr ten virgins were all virgins, and the)" 
all arose and trimmed their lamp!'. and they were a\l 
looking and watching ;"Ind expecting, but only fl\'c had 
oil in their \"essels with their lamp!'. I rundreds of 
people come under conv ict ion for :-in and begin to 
trim this old hody up. They quit this and that habit, 
and trim and trim. It is all right to trim, but yOll 
had better get some oil in your vessel. Oil, in the 
\Yord of God. is symbolic of the Holy Spirit. 

\Vhat place will the raptured saints ha\"e during­
the millennial rcign of Christ? In 1f;"ltthew 25 we 
ha\'e the parahle of tile t;"llents. in whirh the lord 
said to the faithful serva nt , "\Vell done, good and 
faithful ser\'ant; thou hast b('el1 f;"lithful over a few 
things, I will make thee ruler over many things: en­
ter thou into the joy of thy 101'<..1." The o,"eTl'OlllerS 
arc going to be the rtlling- class in the earth. There 
will not he ;"Illy politicians running round and election­
cering- for otTices: the whole world will be under the 
dominion and power of Christ. You had better get 
bus)' if you wish to be a ruler in the reign of Chri~t

, )'liss Brown to help distrihute the Christ­
mas gifts to the prisoners, a handker­
chief containing abou t four oun ce!'- of 
IIl1t s and candies for each man. A prison 
officer accompan ied Ufl from eelJ to Cf'l! 
and saw that no man was overloC'ked. 
A brief word about Jesus, the Prince of 
Pea ... .! and ollr Saviour, was spoken to 
each group of men and was heartily re­
cci\'ed by flome." 

Encouraging Signs in Pales~inc . A r.­
lhur W. Payne. acting secretary of t he 
Prayer Union for Israel, writes, "The

Bibles in Jewish Hotels-)'fr. S. B. 
I{ohold writes in the J ew ish lli ssiollary 
~bgazille of a cert<l in intereflting jew 
calling at thei r read ing rOOm and buying 
a number of Ile brc w Bibles, sending them 
to be put ill J ewish hotels in the difTerent 
rOOlll5. He in sisted that the Old and 
K e\\" Testaments should be bound 10· 
gether in one volume, ~II'. Rohold wellt 
to the house of th is J ew and found that 
he had a large flat of n ille rooms and the 
large:'<t rOOm was a library. The best 
i\1 l(1 latest of Christia n theologica l books 
were there. Th is man spoke with a fire 
whkh only the ancient prophets could 
:,<p(·ak. li e ~aid, "Do yOu realize that 
we have here now in the land of our 
fathers, 25,000 you ng men, Zionist-Cllal· 
llt7.im, IdlO bal'e cOllle with a n ideal, but 
Iwrdly know how to attain that ideal. 
The old judaism is behind for them and 
th ey have nO desire for. it. They arc spir· 
itllal at heart, but they hal'e not found the 
\I'ay to attain the true spiritual. I have 
ope ned this house with a longing desire 
to reach and be of service to them spirit­
ua lly, bllt I do not know if l am able to 
reach thel11." \Vhen asked why it was that 
the Jews had been exiled for 1900 years, 
this old man said, "Because we Jews have 
rejected and desired the death of the nob­
lest and best of I srael, and whe n H e was 
{lying on the cross the high priests and 
elders said, 'His blood be upOn us a nd 
upon OUr chi ldren.' t" \ Vhen spoken to 
concerning tbe coming back of the Lord 
agai n and asked what his attitude would 
be, be said. as he lifted up his eyes to 
hea\'en, "Oh. I wish that the Lord would 
com e at once." Mr. Rohold comments: 
"Such movements are vi sib le everywhere. 
\\'ho is there who has the cause of the 
Lord at heart, watching these move· 
Illent!'-. who fa ils to realize that these 
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mo\emcnts among them arc a direct re· 
~ult of the predicted plan of God?" 

Archaeological work in Palestine. There 
is much exploration going On ill tha land 
of Palcstine and the jews are taking au 
actil'e part thelllseh·es.

Mr. Arthur 
Payne points out, "The official document 
for the mandate for Palestinc has anum· 
her of clauses in which archaeologica l 
n·lics in the holy lan d a re espec ially con· 
... idered. Two thousand, six hundred his­
tor1c:l1 site~ have been registered by the 
I"'ntiquitie~ Department of thc present 
R<.'\erlll11cnt. The discove ries that have 
hee!! made by Professor )'[cAlister arc 
\\ell known, Qne has seen the beginning 
of these e'l(plorations on },!ount Zion, 
\\h~re \\hat ie; known as the Jebwiite 
('ity, the flrenl' of the kingdom of 11'el­
chie;('dek as well as of Da\-id, has been 
brought to li;.dll. In Beisan, the anc1cnt

Jerusalem University Opened. On De· 
(ember 22 la st, Sir 1 Ierbe rt Samuel, the 
Hi gh Commissioner for Palestine, opent.cI 
the institute for Jewish st udies in con­
neetion wilh the Hebrew University, Re­
sea rch laboratories have already been at 
work, an d now lectures in j ewish the­
olog-y, la\\" . hi story a nd literature are giv· 
ell in £-/ ('brew. A dispatch to the New 
York Times sta tes that there arc I/O 
,.tudents enrolled. All instructiof'. is free 
and there are no restric tions , but the 
lect ures will he deli vered only in lIeorew, 

Furthe r Developments in Palestine. In 
the FCbrua ry issue of Current History 
reference is made of the recent con fer~ 
cute bet\l-een the Freneb H igh Commis· 
sioner for Syria and the British High 
Commissioner for Pa lestine. As a result 
the!"e is the project of a railway from 
lIaifa to Beirut, which might be extend· 
c(\ in bolh directions so as to link up the 
enti re Syrian·Palestinc coast. This pa~ 
per also reports the definite prOtTI"ess of 
the Department of Educat ion of the Pal. 
cst inc g-o\'ernment. There are now 711 
schools in this country, with 2,373 teach· 
ers and ~3.467 pupi ls, The government 
condu cts 314 of these schools. with 672 
teacherfl and 19,331 pupi ls. Boy Scout 
and Girl Guides are movements which 
are rapidly spreading. Athletics arc be­
ing encouraged in the schools. The New 
Palestine reports the open ing of King 
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(;corgc Avenue in Jerusalem all Dccem­
ber 10, which wa!' an occasion of a huge 
n:ld)fation by 10,000 inhabitants of the 
holy dty. ~ir lIerbert Samucl in his 
opcning ~peech. said, ·'Thc opening of 
this ,wenue is a symbol of Pale:.tinc be­
coming iI progressi\·e state. Jerusalem 
will soon ha\·c a population of one hun­
<Ired thousand." On the following day, 
Dcctlllbl.:f II, 6l-t Jcwish immigrants en­
tertel Palc~tinc. This i~ dtscrihccl as the 
greattH day in thc history of thc )e\rhh

\Ve should face thi, 1Il.lIter squarely. 
The Treasurer is not free to deduct a 
percentage from mis~i(lnary offerings to 
cover his onice expenses; he must depe nd 
upon specia l offerings to meet thi~ need. 
For the month of Jalluar~', the expenses 
of the office were :fJOO,OO greater than the 
oiTerings made for that purpose, This 
deficit must be made up ill sOllle way.

One of thc moM interesting Sundays 
that I can remember was spent in Dar­
jeeling among the Tibetans, who arc liv­
ing in this famous city so snugly nestled 
alllong the mountains on the extreme 
north of thc Beugal province, near the 
Tibetan border. The city is admirably 
located both for health and picturesque 
sceller),. the grandcur of which makes it 
very enchanting, to say the least. Hcrc 
lUally of tile missionaries come for a time 
of rest from the excessive and oppressive 
heat of the plain~, 

The Tibetans know no Sunday as a 
day of rest and worship but give them­
seh'es wholl\' to work and business, Sun­
dar is the great market day of the week. 
To the public market, a large square, 
the peop le come with their wares and 
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I'rOdUCl' oi lvery de::.cription , di"playing 
tlwlIl on the opcn square. They use no 
~tantl~, but all sit in oriental iashion with 
tlltir Koodo; on the f,:'round. Hither cOllle 
all tbe folks to purchase their vegelables, 
Krain, nour, meal, etc. Boys and girls 
galore lIIay be found on the square wilh 
huge ba~kets, waiting for an opportu\lity 
to carry your purcha~(' to ,"our 1I0011C 

for a n"hollable tip. .
